WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "Every once in awhile, this Music Director goes through a period

of self doubt. It happens when Bil1 Hard picks a record as a Hard Choice that I think really sucks.

It happens when stations all around me are playing the shit out of mediocre product or when MD's and

PD's rave about albums that, to my ears, are less than amazing. It also happens when everyone else

seems to be missing the boat on a particular song. It's all happening now over a few records. First on
the 1ist is Lindsey Buckingham. With the extensive airplay that the single will undoubtedly receive
(we'll be using it as a relief cut), it'11 no doubt be a major hit. As for the rest of the album--

well, I may be risking being called an asshole by the hordes of Mr. Bill supporters, but I can't

believe it actually made a Hard Choice this week. (Even if it was a less than enthusiastic choice, Bi11.)
Although I felt for a long time that Buckingham is one of rock's most underrated guitarists, I have to
say that his talent is not in evidence on this album. Does everyone out there love the record? Please
tell me it's a big joke, Bill...Album #2 on my hit list is Quarterflash. The hype machine has been
working triple overtime on this one. Sure, Rindy's a talented lady. It's nice to hear the violin being
used, and the songs are pleasant enough. But to my ears, it's not worth all the fuss...Album #3 is

'King Cool' from Donnie Iris. I have nothing against this record. Donnie writes some great songs.
However, ‘Sweet Merilee' is not the song that will break this one open. Even with a major push, 'Merilee’
will barely be a mid-chart single. But there is a song on this record that could be a #1 smash: 'Love

Is Like A Rock' is one of our hottest songs right now. It's got a great Donnie Iris hook, chant-style
vocals on the chorus (a la 'We Will Rock You' and 'The Stroke') that one can sing along with almost
immediately, and a title that just about any station can tie in with. I mean, who isn't calling their
station ROCK106 or ROCK97, etc.?? I've only seen one other person mention this song in print and that
was Mark Miller at WWCK. Apparently, his audience is reacting the same way as ours to that cut...Here's
an open question: Does anyone out there, besides me, like 'Let Me Go' by Jack Green as opposed to 'One
On One'?...ATbums expected before the end of the week that will probably be adds: Loverboy, J.Geils Band,
and 0zzy Osbourne...0zzy's guitarist Randy Rhoads will be the big guitarist to watch in the 80's.

Remember you heard it here first."

EDITOR'S NOTE: '"Dear Bob: If you re-read the pick, you'll realize it was a most enthusiastic
endorsement. [ hope your concentration was better when you listened to 'Law And Order'. As
stated on the Front Page, I think there is a lot more depth to the record, but when you consider
the number of one-cut wonders doing well on your station, what the hell does the rest of the album
really matter to you? Obviously you're in a pissy mood and want to help my quarter page maintenance
with a 1ittle controversy, so 1'11 be happy to dance. When pros like Dave Benson, Joe MacCabe and
Larry Bruce agree with me, I say listen again to 'Mary Lee Jones', 'Johnny Stew', and yes, even
‘Bwana. Take two Midol, and call me in the morning. Besides, with Hard Choices 1ike Martin Briley,
Jon and Vangelis, John Hall, Jack Green, Rick Springfield, Chilliwack, and Red Rider on your
station, please cut me some slack...Regarding Quarterflash, thank God the so-called Hype Machine is
working triple time.

Hopefully, the result oriented comments relating
to calls and sales will turn you around...And on the Iris, I agree. ‘“Sweet Merilee' sounds too
much 1ike the Association...Bob, love ya and don't ever change. You're beautiful. Lunch next week?"

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-MARC MILLER: "Well, I had a wonderful vacation. I'd like to thank: Harvey Leeds
and everyone at Epic who made sure I didn't get lost in the Big Apple...Meat Loaf put on an amazing
private show in Westchester. If he's coming to your town, hide your children, but don't miss it...Even
as we speak, I'm listening to the brand new J.Geils album. In a word--incredible! There's one cut that
sends chills up my spine called 'Do You Remember When'. It's simply beautiful, and the rest of the
album is a killer...Also new today is the David Bowie/Queen record, which is also a wonderful piece of
vinyl...And now for a new feature. Karla's Korner: Got a sneak preview of the Cars new album 'Shake
It Up'. It's wonderful, and you wilT not be disappointed one bit...Listen to the new Romantics single
‘No One Like You' and tell me you don't hear it...Saw Earth, Wind & Fire in Portland, Maine last night,
Everready energy.

Production problems have delayed release until January of the debut album from the rock
group ASIA which includes YES guitarist, STEVE HOWE, CARL PALMER, and JOHEN WETTON.
Wetton tells the Rock Report they've moved into Townhouse Studios in London with 13

songs in the can and hope to put about nine of them onto vinyl. ASIA expects to be
in the U.S.inFebruary after a short tour of England.

GENESIS will begin their U.S. tour November 12th in Madison, WI then head east for a
number of dates up until Christmas. They will then head to Europe for a few dates.and
come back to the States in late January. On the tour, GENESIS will be using a new
light they had developed especially for them which we're told will amaze their audience.
GENESIS, by the way, will not be doing that “Saturday Night Live" show on November
7th. It would have been their first live performance on U.S. television.

The new FLEETWOOD MAC album will be out by February. Guitarist LINDSEY BUCKINGHAM
whose first solo album "Law And Order" has just been released, told the Rock Report
that he had to put off work on the album to get started on MAC's Lp. BUCKINGHAM also
told us that the MAC is planning a very short tour this time around instead of
their usual year long treck. Meanwhile, inside sources have it that STEVIE NICKS
is considering a short solo tour with her studio band on the West Coast in the near future.

The new PAUL McCARTNEY album called "Tug Of War" has been delayed until after January.
It was originally slated for completion earlier this month but McCARTNEY decided to
stay in the studio with producer GEORGE MARTIN for another round of recording. Mean-
while, former WINGS guitarist DENNY LANE has a solo album released in England on
Scratch Records. There's no word on when that will be released stateside.

Following the success of "No One Here Gets Out Alive", former DOORS drummer JOHN DENSMORE
has announced that he will be writing his own version of his days with the DOORS.
There's no word on when that biography will be made available.

Noted producer KEITH OLSON is working with RICK SPRINGFIELD on his next Lp in L.A. OLSON
also produced SPRINGFIELD's hit "Jessie's Girl" on his "Working Class Dog" Lp.

The Rock Report also heard the new RUSH live album "Exit Stage Left". There's a
real good quality to the recording and the band itself has improved greatly from
their last live performance on "All The World's A Stage" of 1976. Songs included in
the Lp are all from their last four studio records except for "Beneath, Between, Behind®
from the second album and "Broom's Bain" which is a short acoustic guitar song by

ALEX LIFESON. The Lp cover is a backstage shot of the "Permanent Wave" girl peeking
at the audience from behind the curtain.

RICK DERRINGER is producing a couple of tracks now in NYC for the new one by JIMMY MACK.
DERRINGER'S own music was interrupted recently by the theft of his equipment but a
concert held in his behalf at the Palladium in NY should help. No word on when
DERRINGER will be getting around to his next album.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION:
when reading the Tndividual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album
rotations are trached.
1. PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week.
2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up.
3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS 1s a system
of relative scaling, based on 10. If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives
10 points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc. This allows a much more
detailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.
