Other than that, Cincy just hasn't
been exposed to it yet. Talk to ya in ten years."

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "Have not seen it. Only one small cable system has it here and that hasn't affected us
at all. It may come in the market but I don't think it will have a major effect any more than HBO effects
us."

DOUG CLIFTON, KAZY: *®I haven't. There is a minimal market buzz.”

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: "I believe in MTV very seriously. Nothing innovative has happened to rock and roll in the
course of its history. This has resulted in a very lackadaisical attitude on the part of rock fans. As a
medium, rock and roll seriously needs revitalizing and MTV, in its way, lends fresh blood to rock and roll.
Whether or not it will be a novelty that loses its appeal soon to viewers/listeners remains to be seen.

But with all of the rock artists' involvement and enthusiasm for video, I would doubt that. Furthermore,
John S¥kes, one of the greatest promotion men ever to walk the face of the earth, is involved in it. So
it can't lose."

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "I think they use too much record company throw-away product. Basically, what I mean
is they use a lot of videos from acts that really aren't worth that much. There are some good things thrown
in but they seem to concentrate on marginal stuff."

RON NENNI, WPYX: “Although where I 1live doesn't have it on cable, there are some areas in the Capitol
district that have it...I think that it is certainly an adventurous effort and there isa future in music
television. I think it will take another music channel and it will take better video product form record
companies to become a major force. The groups on MTV have to be the groups people want to see...The main
problem I think is the incredibly high burnout factor."

TOM NAST, WSYR: "I think it's a bit repetitive but they have the knack of getting their listepers out te
buy some records. Not a lot but enough to cause a little buzz."

MAGIC, WYFE: "I'm afraid I haven't seen it as it doesn't come into this area. I can pretty much fmagine
what it's all about and I think it will prove to be a great help to the industry in general."

CARLA LEONARDO, KZEL: "We only have two channels in Eugene, Oregon. I have just today subscribed to cable.™

DAVID EINSTEIN, WHFS: "MTV is, unfortunately, a little limited in its scope. They should do more local
market video taping and use more local stuff. As it is it's basically made up of videos run back to back
which in many cases can be seen in dance clubs. It's a nice idea and I'm sure it will turn into some-
thing...Please get on the cable in this market!"

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: "I really can't answer because I can't get cable in my apartment.*

IRA GORDON, KFML: "Yes, I've seen it. One of our jocks has it on cable. The possibilities are incredible.
The Tive concerts they show weekly are a great idea. Our jock has complained that the repetition is pretty
bad but no worse than the state of radio these days. Actually, though, their playlist is a lot more daring
than it could have been."

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "I've only seen it a few times because its market penetration in Richmond is
Timited to cable viewers south of the James River and I live north of the James. What I have seen looks
really good, although I'm a little uncertain about how mass appeal it can really be. I'm also a little
concerned about what networks like MTV and cable in general will do to advertising dollars for album
rock radio stations."

ART PHILLIPS, KILO: "I agree wholeheartedly with the concept of MTV and hope in the future they' 11 tfe
in with radio. T won't give up on simulcasts yet either."

BRUCE GOLDSEN, WRKI: "So far the only thing I've heard about MTV has come from MTV and the record industry.
T know of no one in this area who can get it or who's sorry they haven't."

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "I think it could be a real good tool, but the station, before they go bn-the-atr, should

have a good stockpile of concerts, etc."

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "No, I haven't seen it yet. One of our announcers has it and he thinks it's great.
It's almost Tike radio with pictures and you can just turn it on whenever you want and get something for
both your eyes and ears. Gee, I'11 have to get some popcorn and go over to his house."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "Yep, I've seen it. I think it could be an excellent promotional vehicle. As &
consumer, 1 would prefer to see broader label participationandmore diversity in programming though 1 Suspect
the latter is not forthcoming."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "I have seen excerpts of it and visited the facilities. I don't see it as being as exciting
as radio. It is able to take music and other related projects concerning the industry much further."

J.DAVID HOLMES, KDKB: "I have not seen it but I've heard a lot of good things about it. My program
director's 13-year-old daughter is hooked on it. I'11 reserve my judgment till these eyes have seen it."

JACK SCHWARTZMAN, WBRU: "No, I haven't seen it. It's not available in our area." -

TOM STARR, WOUR: "It's in its infancy and I doa't think that even those directly involved with it
would deny that it's got a long way to go before it comes even close to realizing its potential."”

BOB LINDER, WDHA: “To my knowledge there's only one cable system in New Jersey carrying MTV and it's 40
miles from me. So I haven't seen it yet and cannot evaluate it. However I have seen many of the video$
that are being used by MTV and I must say that the field is wide open for very creative video
interpretations of what was previously only audio." -

BOB GELMS, WXRT: "No. The entire metropolitan area ef Chiecsgo h&s not been werked For esble yot. 5o
there are no cable outlets in the city at all."

JIM ROBINSON, KSJO: "I think it's a little ragged, but I could picture competing stations not too many
years down the road. Occasionally a listener will comment on the phone about something he's seen on MTV
but doesn't make any monstrous inroads."

CRALG MARTIN, KZOK: “Feeing no effect im Seattls. Haven't seen it."

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "Yes, I have seen it and have seem some results. Notably, we were getting calls for a
few weeks for the Shoes because people were telling us they had heard them on MTV...Unfortunately we were
also getting calls asking us to verify incorrect information, i.e. Molly Hatchet tour being cancelled,
Ro11ing: Stones dates in Syracuse before they were confirmed. But all in all, there has been a fairly
significant response. I think it's been positive."

BOB MAJERSKY, WXUS: "It's not available here in the sticks.”

RON RIZZI, WRNW: "I try not to watch television...I've heard lots about it from promotion people but really
nothing ?rom the 1isteners. For some reason, I think television is lots of fun as an enfertafnment medium
but sometimes it can really dull your senses.”

JACK DANIELS, NROQL “I have not seen it and I'm a big video freak. I live out in the country and don't have

a cable hook-up.

STEVE FEINSTEIN, WYSP: "It mesmerizes me. I find it difficult to tear myself away from the tube and I'm one

of those classic eTitists who'11 tell you he watches no TV except for the news, old movies, and

educational television...There are not enough cable systems in the area carrying it so far to affect

sales in a serious way...As far as the product itself, I'd like to see more old tapes of Shindig, Hullibse,
Where The Action Is and old promotional clips 1ike Dylan's 'Subterrainean Homesick Blues', the Beatles
dofng 'A11 You Need Is Love'--you know, the clips they show at rock and roll conventions. Some of the

new videos are outstanding 1ike the Pretenders, Robert Palmer, Dire Straits and the others that are more
than the band getting up and 1ip-synching. The conceptional videos are the ones that tell stories and

are the ones that will hold up after repeated viewing. The others are kind of static."

MICHELE ROBINSON SAYRE, KLOL: "It's on some of the cables but it's not commercially available at this time.
So.I haven't seen 1t, though I understand that if you were to go to the cable systems' offices, you
could watch it there."

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "Funny you should ask because I saw it for the first time three days ago. Since 1t
was late at night, I felt as messed up as the girl looked. I thought she looked 1ike a drunken Goldie
Hawn. I wonder if 1t was the 1ights in the studio that made her eyes twitch so much and her cheeks Took
like rug-burns...Not that impressed but I do think there s potential there."

RICK BALIS, KSHE: "Quite honestly, this is the first time I've heard of it."

v

CLARPK RYAN, KLBJ: "I have not seen it but have heard some good remarks about 1t. We don't have the capability

of picking it up here...Those who have seen it have a positive response. My information tells me it was
mostly brand new music and fringe groups. 1 imagine as it grows in popularity their playlist will tighten
up as radio's tightens up. The boundaries are limitless.”

CHARLIE LOGAN, WFYV: “It came on here about two weeks ago and on only one of the systems. While I see its
Timitations because of the repetition of video right at the moment, I don't see it as a deterrent or a
threat to radio. 1 feel it'11 help radio through exposing so much new music and by enhancing the effect
of the artist through the visual image. I feel 1t will put the viewer more at ease with music he might
normally feel uncomfortable only hearing on the radio. It makes the music easier to handle and will
make it easier for radio to be able to play more new music in the future."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "I have seen it and think it's enjoyable. Like anything in its early stages, there
1s definitely room for improvement. Penetration in the Portland market, however, for cable in general,

is sti11 1imited but that problem should be corrected in the next year or so. Feedback from our audience
indicates they are watching it but they're not giving up rado for it."

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: 'I've seen it and it is done very well. However, I think it has a drawback im that

you have to watch 1t and, therefore, you don't want to watch it all the time. Also, it has a high level of
repetition, which I don't think your eyes can stand as well as your ears. I feel that it will affect local
sales, because they think video is on a one time basis. Video is much more impressive than audio alone."

LAURA WILKINSCN, KOOI: “I feel there is no threat to radio whatsoever."'

TERRY MEINERS, WLRS: "I haven't seen MTV because WLRS has its own 24-hour cable TV station, and I think it 1s

the hottest thing in America. MNext time you are in Louisville, get near a TV set. It's cable Channel 10.
The Louisville station plays people we don't play on radio such as Sheena Easton, The Talking Heads, Devo,
and even Maze. They are all selling records because the TV is appealing to all sorts of demographics and

psychographics too. People are seeing a real smorgasbord of artists. It's really helping in just awareness

of the group and sales too. It's another art form, using visuals."

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "I haven't seen it. I think it's great that they're playing a wide variety of stuff.
It 1s beginning to take its place in the new medium." Y v

BCE BITTEMS, WHCM: "I've only seen it briefly a couple of times and both times it was that girl Nira, and 1

hear she's gotten better. I thought she was a 1ittle scatterbrained. As far as affecting album sales, I did

a whole thing on that in my comments once. I really think it's great in terms of providing the record
companies with a new marketing tool. A new way to sell a product besides radio. I think it will take the
load off radio in the long run. I also think it's a great tool for marketing new products, since most of

.the video that's currently available is by new artists. There is not a 1ot of oldies on radio, so cable has

to be less selective about what they play. Cable will have to do a new wave band as well as a mainstream
band. Maybe even back-to-back from what I saw. Treat them all the same. This 1s where the new music is
gonna get sold. I think it's great, and I don't see any threat to our jobs."

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "I have not seen it. The whole cable situation in Milwaukee is, needless to say, almost
null and void at this point. There are cable systems in the outer communities, but it is quite sporadic.
Right now it's a major political issue that has yet to be settled."

WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WI_M.D.-MIKE WOLF: “The new Molly Hatchet album proves a few things to skeptical reck 3
and rollers. #I that they have survived the departure of Danny Joe Brown; and, #2 that they've emerged
from their Southern rock cocoon into a full-blown, straight ahead, good time rock and roll group. The
male/female interplay on 'Respect Me In The Morning' could make this thing as big as Rossington Collins'
'Don't Misunderstand Me'. Also good is: 'Power Play'...Great early retail activity on: The Cars, 13-1;
and, Black Sabbath, 12-2...0zzy is playing to the huge cult he has here in Milwaukee, and the record has
been real strong out-of-the-box. It went from #4 to #5--but the reason is because of the Cars and Black
Sabbath explosion this week. Still Top 5 retailwise...Rainbow retailwise only moved 33-29, but the
material on the record has been previously released. We get a ton of calls from both males and females.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling
the points on a given Lp. We use a simple percentage breakdown to indicate the amount of play
on each track.
