This parallels 
REOls success of 1980-81 in certain ways. It's representative of how much business acumen is required 
to succeed in rock today. Billy could still be flogging the Sidewinders through their tenth year of 
playing club dates. Instead, he kept pursuing his own vision; first with Piper, then solo. He learned 
a lot, did a lot, in terms of personally promoting this record. He got tough. Peopleaccuse Billy of Led 
Zep derivation and being overly calculated, but could they make this record and then make sure it sold 
two million?...Everyone is also asking me for comments all the time, so for the end of the year, I asked 
the local reps who passed through my office today to sum up 1981. Craig Lambert: '1981 was a year of 
cumulative information. The wise chose not only to use it, but to find info for themselves. The foolish 
discounted it. They will not only be hurt themselves, but they hurt the record industry in sales. In '81, 
radio and records filed for divorce'...Mark Benash, CBS: 'Coming to Chicago showed me the incredible 
difference between a medium and major market. A lot of people grew up in 1981. On the negative side, it 
was almost impossible to develop new artists with the consultants' rein'...Larry Green, MCA: '1981 was 
a year of survivors, people who really hung in. People who didn't, aren't working'...Steve Fingerett, WB: 
'A further decline in sales. I'm disappointed toward album radio's tendency towards the classic cuts. 
Album radio now plays less currents than Top 40; and, unless we get our heads out of the past, we'll have 
no future'...Marvin Gleicher, E/A: 'A disasterous year for album radio. Programmers would take a passive 
Catch-22 approach. They'd stay off a record for 4 weeks, then collectively say it wasn't happening'... 
Eric Heckman, Epic: 'A gratifying year for Epic. REO proved it still could be done. The Midwest lays 
a great base for Shooting Star and Survivor.

So 
in 1982, like Sly Stone used to say. if vou ain't hip to rock and roll. 'all the squares go home'."

Thanks to Jon Scott for the Tubes single from 'Modern Problems'...The Dead are playing 
Oakland Auditorium Arena N-i777-e7777 Eve for $20 a head. Somehow that doesn't compute, unless, of course, 
you eat the ticket stubs...Have a warm holiday." 

WLVQ, COLUMBUS, OH M.D.-TIM SMITH: "I have to talk about Starfighters. This is a town where we have 
played AC/DC since back in '77 and have always had great success with it. We are more than happy to play 
a record that sounds very much like the early AC/DC. I'm sure once kids find out who is in the band--
they'll pick up the record as much as any 'Dirty Deeds'...Probably the best Christmas record to come out 
is the Billy Squier. Getting instant hot phones on this one...We decided to add Gary Myrick after seeing 
calls and trade adds for 3 weeks...Finally, the Josie Cotton record—it's most interesting, but I doubt 
if we'll ever play it."

Band takes over the #2 position, AC/DC is #3, and Ozzy is #8...And, last but not least, have a partying 
and stimulating holiday season from all of us here at TUE." 

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "Every so often we experience a concert that signals the 
birth of a fresh, new awareness in music. The one problem is that they arrive all too infrequently. In 
our case it was a double blessing this past weekend in Grand Rapids, where U2 and a bold, new quartet 
called Art In America met the audience on their own terms-and captured their hearts and minds. U2 brought 
a quiet perserverance to the evening that washed everyone clean, and had the near-capacity crowd 
frolicking in the aisles...But the real coup of the evening came from a band that promised the moon and 
delivered it all--Art In America. This most inviting foursome embraced the crowd with a gentle 
sensitivity from start to finish, and gave my ears (and everyone else's) a lesson in how to listen to 
fresh, expressive, new music. That has to be the ultimate strength and gift of this outfit. Once you 
get past the visually arresting element of their presence, you find yourself exploring their music 
through a comforting two-way avenue created by the band. I can't recall being so taken by a first-time 
experience in years. Given their new sound affiliation and opportunities, I can only offer my whole-
hearted support for a band that I feel will bring the same freshness and glow to the ears of many of you 
in the months to come. I felt like I was 'part' of something, and that's a feeling that makes this job 
so rewarding in the first place...Back to earth. Not much in the sales department except the powerful 
surge behind the U2 album following the concert. It's now a top 20 item here...Also blowing Its way into 
the big leagues is the Quarterflash album--now at #15... Gary Myrick continues to anchor himself in the 
top 10.

I realize this is a January release, but if Marty would let me, 
I'd have 'Satisfaction' and 'Stop Knocking On My Door' blastin' on the radio right now...P.S.: The 
Clash Ep is the future. Be hear now!!--OK...And kudos to the Tubes single. Chevy Chase never had 
it so good in any of his movies." 

KTIM, SAN RAFAEL, CA M.D.-BELLE: "GOOD RADIO YULE! So say our seasonal KTIM buttons, and this we say 
to you: Have a Happy Holiday, be well, and let's have some brave radio resolutions next year. If everyone 
took a stand on at least one issue of importance, and worked at positively changing or restructuring that 
inconsistency, think how much closer we would be to creating a medium that is informative and enlightening 
and competitive. MTV, cable radio, and video games are all flooding the market; and, if we're not careful, 
we will watch radio become obsolete or change dramatically in our lifetime.

Dave Edmunds; Gil Scott-Heron; Amy Bolten; Holly Stanton; and, the Neville Brothers. I think we should 
remember that radio can set its own standards for accessibility. Its influence can shape taste without 
being pedantic. There seems to be a stigma attached to stations that attempt to inform and challenge 
their audience. Yes most of us can point to a radio station that in more carefree days taught each of 
us a great deal about new music. What manner of contemporary musical heritage are we leaving in our wake? 
Where is the danger? Where is the passion? If we have learned anything about public reaction to new 
music, we have learned that reaction is greatest where we least expect it. Or have we forgotten how 
many surefire picks-to-click hits lasted less than a month. I guess I'm just waiting for a rebirth of 
wonder. I've been working as Co-Music Director for a year now, and I'd like to say I appreciate the 
help and concern for our programming I've experienced from record people I've talked with over the last 
year. I'd also like to mention my respect for Ron Nenni's ability to stretch the musical approach of an 
oppressive structure. I like to think our influence771— the market helps him accomplish that...Have a 
great holiday.

When reading the individual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotations are tracked. 

1. PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Mtdnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS is a system 
of relative scaling, based on 10. If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points. etc. TEis allows a much more 
tailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine 
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling 
the points on a given Lp.
