~Three very consistent add weeks for Hawks--15 stations two weeks ago, 9 last week, and new air in this
report on KOME, KSMB, WRNO, WMAD, WMMR, WQFM, KTCL, WXUS, KZOM, and WBLM..."It's Alright" hits the Song
Index at #62-- presentable...As the Lp debuts at #48 on our Back Page, and a near miss on the Metro
at #51. WRNO's Steve Rodio is a fan, "For the past couple of weeks I've been raving about the Hawks to
anyone who would Tisten. A very smooth and enjoyable album that sounds great on the air"...Early supporter
Paul Payton sez, "You heard it here first, the Hawks are happening. 'It's Alright' is definitely okay".

“DOWNTOWN TALK", TOM DICKIE & THE DESIRES, POLYDOR
With the likes of the Who, Krokus, Travers, Trower, James Taylor and Greg Kihn grabbing all the headlines,
it's tough for any new act to get a foothold. However, in the face of all those majors, the Dickie Lp
did exceptionally this week finishing #7 Most Added with KWK the standout add. I'm sure you've noticed
that Bob Hattrick doesn't add a ton of acts, so when he rolls with a brand new band, I pay attention.

"NOW", PLIMSOULS, PLANET .
e single posted a solid 98-87 gain on the Song Index, but the Back Page was the big news--a 47-42
prime move. Up 43-40 on the Metro Chart. WLIR was our only play increase...New on: KISS and KSHE.

"TROUBLE_IN CASABLANCA", JOHN CALE, A&M

“T"ve never given Cale a mention in the Chain, but this"Casablanca' track clearly merits some ink. It
might be stretching it, but if the Doors were recording today, they might make a song like this. The
phased background should be a super radio hook. Kid Leo was real high on the track noting that WMMS
had great success with the last album. We log in 10 stations this week, including WMMS, WHFS, and KZEL.

"I WILL FOLLOW", U2, ISLAND
Frankly, 1t's a real bite in the ass that there hasn't been a better spread on this record. First
WMMR's Joe Bonadonna reports a 97% positive listener reaction to "I Will Follow" on the Smash or Trash
show, and three weeks later reports top 25 debut sales...This week's Boston Rock's Kate Ingram comments,
"I can't rave enough about U2. If any group were cinematic (remember that word), it"s this one. Their
second time in Boston, U2 sold out two Paradise shows and the audience was as responsive as any I've
seen"...New on KMOD, KKRQ, WYMX, and WRXL this week for a total of only 10 reporters the last three
weeks~-weak! Increased play on WBLM, WXRT, KSJO, KNAC, WLIR, and KOME,

"THE BIG ROCK", KINGBEES, RSO
KLOS and WYSP Tead the way in week two, along with 10 more for #7 Most Added. Last week's highlights
include KZEW, KWST, WLAV-FM, WBCN, and WMMR...Overall, #6 Most Added for the past two weeks with 31,
and we look for a 45-50 debut next week.

Put
your ear to the ground--the Ants are building. "Dog Eat Dog" is the track.

INTERESTING AUDITIONS THIS WEEK:

ROBIN LANE AND THE CHARTBUSTERS, "IMITATION LIFE", WARMER BROTHERS
This 1s a giant step forward from the debut--better variety, more balls to the rock and a more deft
pop touch. A big increase in presence, thanks to producer Gary Lyons. Try "Solid Rock" and "Send
Me An Angel".

FAST FONTAINE, EMI
A cross between George Thorogood and Delbert McClinton? Huey Lewis meets Commander Cody? Let's just
say Class A bar boogie--very well done. Try "Real Life", "Put My Heart In My Love" and "Take It Like
A Man".

THE CRETONES, "SNAP SNAP", PLANET
Considering how quickly T was captured by the debut, it is taking me a while to get behind the new one.
Mark Goldenberg has such a quirky voice that you do have to work a bit to get the message. With a
few more days on the platter, we could have a family fave here. I like "Love Is Turning", "Girls Girls
Girls“: the "Snap Snap/Vertigo" segue and one of the best dopey early 60's pop weepers in months, "Lonely
Street".

DAVID SANBORN, VOYEUR

Ricky ShuTtz sent the cassette a couple of weeks ago, and I find it makes perfect background music
for whupping dinner guests at Intellivision Baseball. Can't tell if album stations will make room for
the record, but for cool sax you can't beat it. "Let's Just Say Goodbye" is my pick.

Question Of The Week

This week a question suggested by Arista's Mike Bone. Will the next ten years of the video industry
parallel the last decade of the record industry in terms of growth and excitement? Do you think the
video disc will be a success? How do you feel rock and roll will fit into the so-called video revolution?

MIKE BONE, ARISTA: "Video is growing at a breakneck speed now. My lady Dee is a salesperson for the
largest video one-stop in New York, and through her experiences I can see that pre-recorded video

is happening BIG. It will definitely be as big in the next ten years as the record business was in
the past ten years--if not bigger...Rock and roll will play a big part. Witness the success of the
Kinks' 'One For The Road' video when coupled with simultaneous release of their live album--phenomenal
sales on both the Lp and the video cassette. The strength of TV appearances for rock and roll bands
is evidenced through the sales response immediately following...Concerning the video disc, I am
hesitant about this format. Why have a machine that only plays back when you can have one that will
record as well? I don't feel the cost factor difference will be a major factor to someone with

enough disposable income to get involved in either format..-Be on the lookout for a giant package
from Arista."

JUDY LIBOW, ATLANTIC: '"Having experimented with video and music as a 'new medium' years ago, I always
wondered why 1t was so difficult to convince record industry ‘pioneers' that the two could be an

amazing combination if approached correctly. Now, so many years later, I'm really happy to see that
someone finally caught on. And the industry as a whole, is realizing the potential of video in the music
world. The explosion has only just begun, however, within the next ten years, the creative and financial
plateaus will prove to be unlimited. Every change is one towards more sophistication and care. The
video industry will take what the last ten years have done for music ten 1ight years ahead in terms

of impact, saleability and entertainment. Although the video disc is an exciting new concept the two
drawbacks at this time are cost and their inability to be used for recording. VHS, Beta, and other
video cassette machines are still not saturated on a consumer level. It will take some time for the
video disc to be a household item. It will at most be a luxury for a small few...Rock and roll has and
will continue to precipitate in video hardware. The music, though, is the motivating force behind the
growths we're seeing even now! Explosion is actually a mild word for what is happening and we should

all involve ourselves as much as we can. You know the old saying...'You snooze, you lose!'"

ROBIN WREN, RSO: "The only thing that concerns me about the entertainment industry is not the growth

or the excitement, I think as long as we have people on this earth the growth and the excitement of

the industry will always be there. If you ¢ompare the last ten years with the next ten years for video,
the problem we face is money. How much will it cost the average person to get into the video market

as compared to getting an entire collection of his or her favorite music. You can now get 15 or 20
albums for somewhere between $60-$80. For that kind of money, you can get one of your favorite movies.
Would you rather have 15 or 20 favorite records or one copy of 'Apocalypse Now' to go home to and watch
every night? I wonder if the guy who works at Goodyear Tires or General Motors can go to the video
store after work and buy a $70 movie tape? This is not to say that music isn't heading in the same
direction. Albums costing $6.98 to $7.98 to $8.98 and now starting at $9.98 concern the shit out of
me. To go see Van Halen or Eric Clapton, will cost you $15 apiece. Dave Winfield of the New York
Yankees is making ten million dollars to play baseball (possibly with his bonuses will make 24 million).
Now there is one question, when is this going to stop?...I think the only part rock and roll will play
is the consumer will probably be able to get concerts on tape. Record companies are starting to use
videos to promote their acts. I'm sure the record and video industries will come up with a few more
surprises...What will happen to the video disc? When it's perfected it will be popular but maybe not
as much as tapes because you can record on the tape."

JIM RAY, KWFM: "I think it will be based on what it's done in the last two years. Right now the big
thing %or stations is to do video parties. Just by having two hours worth of rock video, we can
entertain 400 people in a club--a big plus for the station and the artist. I think video discs will do
well if the prices of the hardware can get more reasonable for people who make $15-20,000 per year and
don't want to spend all their money on video gear...I have access to VHS and BETA--we have it all!!"
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QUESTION CONTINUED

MICHAEL KNIGHT, K/OK: “It's possivie, but I don't think it will be in the first five years, probably
Tn the last fivc. PRight now it just seems that from what I've seen, there is more potential for waste
and indulgence in the video field than there is even in the record business. I think the different
major labels will have to develop their video departments to be cost efficient and creative at the
sane time...I really think that people are going to stick to the video cassette--it's a more familiar
and established format and can be re-used. 1 predict RCA will have trouble with the video disc, since
you need a special playback unit and can't record. It will go the way of the 8-track...I have access
to a VHS machine."

LEE RANDALL, WIOT: "I don't think the next ten years of the video disc industry will parallel the
record industry for three reasons: 1) cost; 2) technology is there but not where it should be 1ike the
early stages of the Beta Max; 3) the economy--some people might have the money, but because of the
economy they miaht hold back. Also there will be the fear that they might be getting into an obsolete
format like the quad experiment...I have access to a VHS unit."

LARRY BRUCE, K(B-fM: "My schizophrenic answer is yes and no. Yes in that the medium will provide an
alternative form of entertainment for an increasingly homebound audience. Increased personal choice
in terms of entertainment input, and will be a lot of fun. MNo, in that I find music and specifically
album rock music as an auditory medium to be more stimulating on the level of the imagination than
video. After all the 'War Of The Worlds' flew a lot better on network radio than it ever did with
Gene Barry in the movies...In addition, unless the economy improves substantially, we won't see the
growth in video hardware and software that we saw at the initiation of the album rock phase because
this stuff won't sell for $2.98 and $3.98 for stereo...I think that we're faced with another quadrophonic
snafu on the part of the industry in regard to the video disc vs. VHS vs. Beta vs. 3/4. The field is
far too confusing at this point in time to pick a winner."

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "Since all I own is a small black and white television, and all I watch is MASH
re-runs, Lou Lrent, and ABC's Nighttime news show, I'm really not one to comment on video. I guess
I'm still waiting for video to settle down as an industry and concept before I commit dollars and
personal time to it...I've never seen a video disc, although I understand with the laser concept, it
sounds 1ike a qood idea. It also could turn out to be like quadrophonic...I'm surrounded by people
who are into video and have access to both formats...I think rock music will have as much impact on
video in the long run as rock and roll did on television."

GREG GILLISPIE, KAZY: "“Yes, definitely, because it's costing too much for people to go out these days.
“If they can stay at home and be entertained both visually and aurally, then it will be cheaper for

them in the long run to go ahead and buy the hardware. 1 do think that once the actual equipment
becomes perfected we'll see a much higher interest rate and increase in sales. I expect to see this
within the next couple of years...I think rock will play a major role in the video boom. Concert tix
are so high and bands are cutting down on touring, they could tape an entire concert with good audio
quality to be sold to the consumer, plus 'buy it once and enjoy it a lifetime'. Isn't that what they're
saying about recorded music these days?...l have access to a neighbor's machines, VHS and Beta."

RONALD REAGAR, WNOR-FM: "I don't know if I want to limit it to ten years, but I think in terms of the
near tuture, the growth in the video industry will be like nothing we have ever seen. If you take what's
happened in the last few years and see the changes there, you see how far its come...I don't think
the variety of formats will be an impediment. The competition between the various companies and
systems will enhance the growth even more...I think in the end VHS will be the dominant format, and
there will be a very distinct market for the video discs too...I think that in the near future, audio
will be the big loser, especially if audio quality on disc and tape players and video receivers is of
high quality...I have access to VHS."

CHRIS HENSLEY, EMI: "1) There is no doubt in my mind that video is the logical next step after audio,
ATthough there will continue to be a market for albums, we are on the verge of the same growth era for
video that music underwent in the 70's, especially as video software prices and album prices continue
to grow closer. Probably the primary elements holding video back are hard and software costs and
system compatibility. 2) Since I live in Atlanta, one of the two cities where the video disc was
originally tested, I was able to observe first hand the results when video discs went head to head
with VTR. Frankly, I was surprised at how readily the video disc was accepted, esp. considering the
hardware/software prices are going to fall considerably very soon. I would guess the concept in one
form or another is viable and marketable...Although the past large financial commitments from the
record industry to emerging trends have not necessarily led to long term success, I think the case
for video is very strong...In regard to rock and roll--the video industry is in its infancy and the
record industry commitment is just getting off the ground. Record company video departments have a
long way to go in terms of most efficiently using the video concept to break acts and enhance profits
and market shares. Despite what I believe to be a general under-utilization of potential so far, the
merger of rock and roll and video is crucial to continue the expansion of the record business."

KID LEO, WMMS: "I think the video business will see a giant boom but feel it will be more gradual in

a sense than the big boom that the record industry saw in the mid 70's. The graph will read a steady
line. 1 do not feel that music in video will be part of that boom. There will be a market for it,
but will not be as big as movie or home taping off such sources as HBO, Showtime, or Preview...Therein
would lie the big boom--cable programming...The video disc will go the way of quadrophonic. They're
trying to implement something new when there are not that many bucks to go around and theVTR 's have a
firm stronghold as far as hardware and software goes."

KATE INGRAM, BOSTON ROCK/DB RECORDS: "Given today's economic situation which is not nearly as promising
as things Tooked ten years ago, it's difficult to see how something as expensive as video equipment
will flourish. Hopefully this will bring the prices down so that the average consumer will be able to
afford the hardware. Actually, I feel video is the manner in which a lot of new music will actually
be exposed...As for the video disc, it will probably be the main format to be economically feasible

now that the initial kinks have been virtually eliminated since they were what cost a lot of the
development money."

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "I would say that there is obviously going to be a big video boom but it but it
won't compare with the record industry mainly because of the price factor. Lets face it, as expensive
as albums have gotten, they are still gonna be a better buy than any video disc (the cost of the disc
alone will prohibit a lot of young people from getting seriously into it)...Despite Billboard's veiled
claims that the video industry will surpass radio as far as exposing new music, I tend to doubt it and
think that it will have an impact, but unfortunately for most record people, radio will still be the
main vehicle to expose new music...I don't own a machine, and I do intend to buy one, mainly so I can
show porno movies."

P.D.-DAVE KRUSENKLAUS: “A Tittle forced optimism here on the eve of the
beginning of our first 12 week book starting tomorrow. I've added 'Winning Man' from Krokus and a great
Russ Ballard tune called 'Winning'..

I'm looking at
the tunes 'Cheap Thrills'and 'Gasoline Alley'...Greg Kihn is also a pleasant suprise. We still play the
song 'Remember' in a recurrent rotation from the album 'Next of Kihn', but haven't touched him since.
This record may now be an exception. I 1like 'Sheila' and the 'Breakup Song'.. However this week the
biggest piece of product that the record people are beating me up on is this Atlantic/Atco bumper sticker
which asks,Have you hugged your promotion man today?'"

KTXQ, DALLAS, TX M.D.-DRAKE HALL: "Okay, no more screaming phone calls in the middle of the
night, Donnie. You got the add on Franke. Don't ever mention the Godz to me again as long as
I Tive or I'11 reveal the fact that Mike Klenfner is the manager of this band!! I honest to
God love this record. I've been running around the station playing it for everybody I see.
‘Come Back' is a smash!!.Do the Stones really need the money that bad or what? I realize that
the cost of--uh--entertaining has gone up. And Keith, it really is about time you sprung for
some first class dental work for you and the cupcake weight watcher Anita. (Another Twinkie,
Tove?) This could ruin your album rock image until Judy Libow comes to see me in Dallas.
It'11 be ¢« small wedding...You have all read the Who rave up comments this week, but the album
just blows my brains out the other side of my face. There is not a bad cut. The band seems to
have a new energy spirit and love for what they're doing. I still think they should have called
it 'Face Down' in loving memory of you know who (and it ain't Mike Bloomfield)...The Travers is
getting really good phones and so is the Phil Collins..Probably our hottest sales and phones are
Loverboy, Winwood and Rush...Judas Priest is some real good basic demerol rock and roll...The
Rainbow appears to be el supremo stiffo. What's wrong Ritchie, have you forgotten those 3 chord
licks that made you famous? Can you say 'smoke on the water'; can you say 'Hush'...The Hawks is
a record, believe me.

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: "We were tying a yellow ribbon around the grape trees in our vine-
yards as the "Hostage™ was released. On Wednesday of last week we somehow managed to play the entire

Who album,thendue to legal procedures were reprimanded,and ordered to take it off. We are happy that it
is back home, at the Home of the Buzzards.--as it is their finest individual effort since 'Who's Next! I
am partial to Townshends operas, ‘Quadrophenia'’ being one of them, but I do feel it is their finest

in quite some time...The Judas Priest has also gone public here. We have been playing that one on import
for some time and with the latest international intrigue with the Judas Priest album and the Who 45 it
harkens back to the old days of Yes &Jethro Tull, when imports were available up to a month and a half
before domestic releases. I thought that with the world growing smaller due to the computer and inter-
national mergers we would not see these glory days again. Obviously there must be a short circuit in the
wiring, and WMMS is always glad to throw a wrench in the works...Greg Kihn has been a staple here since
they let him out of the asylum known as Beserkley Chartbusters.

It's so much easier to show enthusiasm for a record you're really excited about, and acknowledg-
ment for thqt excitement is appreciated...Thanks are also in order to the following: Thanks, Norm and
Elektra...Finally got to hear and see Greg Kihn play at the listening party for his new album. It's going
to be a simple project. Sit back and relax. .The Lp is at least five strong, with 'Breakup Song',
'Womankind', and 'Girl Most Likely'...I want everyone to know that I was responsible for the sunshine for
the Making Tracks party Saturday. Boy, Dee-Dee and Eddie really know how to give a party. I saw Barbi
up in Hot Hog Heaven smilina down upon us...Roy, we're having loads of fun with our customized Any Trouble
ID. Thans a lot...Locally out on 415 Records is a diverse melodic Lp by Romeo Voids. It has a very
unassuming presence. By this I mean the production is true and uncluttered. We like it...Also, the
Robert Fripp is a challenging record and commands your attention...The Who Lp? I didn't expect to be this
overwhelmed. 'Don't Let Go Of The Coat' is a mo-fo."

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-LEE RANDALL: "Top Five: REQ Speedwagon, Styx, Steve Winwood, Loverboy #4, and
Journey...Loverboy has exploded this week. The audience thinks it's a good record, but they’'re not aware
of who the artist is yet. Selling #4 and close to top phones...Other Requests: Judas Priest, Rush, The
Who, Ted Nugent, and Steve Winwood...Getting some response to the Garland Jeffreys, '96 Tears' finally...
Want to thank: Phil Nicholson for the interview with Ted Nugent which went real smooth. I'm glad Nuge
got to meet our Rock and Roll Fox mascott for a photo session...We're getting psyched for the REQ Speed-
wagon show at Chrysler the 26th. They cancelled the show in our city for that date, so we've collected
16,500 signatures that we will present to the band as we take 40 listeners via our Magic Bus to see that
show...The Romantics were guest DJ's last week...The winning cut on Krokus is definitely 'Winning Man'...
Phil Collins is getting some phones here. It's an interesting record at this point...Immediate reaction
to the Who on three cuts: 'Another Tricky Day', 'You', and 'Daily Record'...We're interested in the Eve
Moon because the drummer is from a Toledo suburb...I 1ike 'New Age Music' on the Pat Travers. The guitar
work is there, but the lyrics are hard to get into...Rainbow just moved from Light to Medium. Our con-
centration is: 'Surrender'...Interest on the Robin Trower cut 'Into Money'. Most of the listeners think
the o1d band has just taken on a new name, 'cause it doesn't sound 1ike the old Trower...Considering:
U-2, Kingbees, Santana, and Rick Springfield."

KAZY, DENVER, CO M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "The Who have grown old, but boy have they done it gracefully.

I think the new album is so right for the times that it'11 probably set the standard for the next year

or so. Initial comments from the audience have been that they can't believe that it's a new Who record,
but they really like it. Obviously, the band's maturation over the years, as well as their solo projects,
has added up to 'Face Dances'. I think the message is still there, it's just not presented with a full
frontal assault...I'm not so sure that the new Stones greatest hits does the best of 'Sucking In The 70's"‘.
Maybe they should have called it 'Sucking In The Latter 70's'. We're gonna use a large portion of it,

and it should be a high interest item. The live version of 'When The Whip Comes Down' has got me ready
for a Summer concert...The Phoebe Snow/Jackson Browne collaboration sounds real good. I can't remember
the last time I played a Phoebe Snow record on the radio, but it's nice to have her back again...We also
went with Franke And The Knockouts this week. 'Come Back' really jumps out on the radio...I did an
interview with John Kay last Sunday, as the new Steppenwolf was in town for a concert. His observations
on the music business would be enough to make a newcomer stop and think about how involved they should
become...Also did an interview with Rick Springfield. One thing I have to question in his career is his
move to a daytime soap opera. He assured me that his music comes first and should he get a negative image
from TV, he'd drop it...Encouraging sales outlook on: Phil Collins at #25 and Garland Jeffreys debuted

at #30...James Taylor debuted #17 in sales--phones mostly saying, 'Boy, it's nice to hear some good James
Taylor for a change.'...Robin Trower picking up sales momentum--strong curiosity calls."”

WFYV, JACKSONVILLE, FL P.D.-RAD MESSICK: "I'm blasted and blown away by the Who record. Everything I

was promised and more can be found in two sides of 'Face Dances'. Question: Where is Roger Daltrey?
Other than that, I can't find a single fault. So far my favorites have to be: 'Tricky Day"™ (sounds a

1ot like something from Tommy), 'You', and 'The Quiet One'...The Rolling Stones are great for building up
the catalogue. I did notice the serial number on the top and the nice 1ittle Warner Brothers anti-
counterfeit sticker...Pat Travers had a great first week saleswise--debuted #9, which is just as HOT as
his get-down guitar playing!!...'Winning Man' could be a big song for Krokus--a bit early to tell...Ted
Nugent continues to sell well and gets great calls.

The advance tape contained all the highlights of this project, and
it turns out whether she's rocking or doing a ballad, it's an excellent release with a lot of heavy
competition, but still an excellent release...We added the Stones, and as soon as we put the 12" on the
air, the audience told us that they were very interested in it...Fabulous T-Birds starting to show up in
sales, after fronting the Clapton show here...Franke sounds so_good on the air here, and it's afternoon
man Matt Reidy's favorite this week...Ian Gomm is good through and Through. If he was an established
artist, I think he could get four hits like Christopher Cross did. He's got too much_talent as a
songwriter to stay obscure much longer...Searchers still a staff and personal fave. The sound is precise]y
what that upper demographic artist wants...I love the Garland Jeffreys. Response is growing, especially
on the single...Considering: Greg Kihn and Pages."

WIMZ, KNOXVILLE, TN P.D./M.D.-KERRY LAMBERT: "Looking at our sales chart: Steve Winwood moves 3-2; Clapton

T10-6; April Wine 14-13...Debuts this week include James Taylor at #9; Garland Jeffreys at #10; Robin Trower
at #14; Rainbow at #19 tied with the new Pat Travers...We ran the Boomtown Rats concert from Seattle on
St. Patrick's Day. Quality was great. My hat's off to Starfleet for a job well done...Our morning man is
now doing our Noon flashback, an hour of 60's and 70's classic. He's doing it from his home. He's also
adding a dedication portion where listeners can mail in request and dedications just 1ike Casey Kasem...
Favorite record of the week goes to Phil Collins. Gets better every time I hear it...The Who record is
welcomed with open arms...Just hope album rockers get through the extended ARB sweep...Thanks to Warren
Hudson and Dave Danneheisser for the promotional help."

WMAD, MADISON, WI P.D.-SEAN SCOTT: "Crawling from the wreckages, I kissed death on the mouth this
past weekend. 1In my new appreciation of life comes 'Face Dances', a magnificent record all the way
through...Bill is right on target on the Phoebe Snow. If a station programs for adults then
‘Mercy Mercy Mercy' is a must...In the ongoing battle of airplay wagers, my money is on Judas Priest."

movie or to a Chinese restaurant with small friendly waiters. I'11 go home, kick them off, listen to
records, and talk about rock and roll! Bernstein--come here and take over!"...BERNSTEIN: "I can't tell
you how happy I am to be back from vacatfon.

and the John Cougar single...Too much to do this week, gotta go."
WRAS, ATLANTA, GA M.D.-DANE VENABLE: "Adds: Rolling Stones, Who, Vapors, John Cale, Greg Kihn, Great

Buildings...Increases In Play: Fabulous Thunderbirds, Eno-Byrne, and Ellen Foley...Drops: Shoes, Air
Raid, Todd Rundgren, and Styx...Five Most Played Songs: 'From A Whisper', 'You Better You Bet', 'I Will
Follow', '96 Tears', and 'Police On My Back'...Isn't it funny how the Who works well any way they sound?
This album blends more harmonies and melodies than any other Who album in recent memory. 'Cache Cache'

encouraging. This Tooks to be his most accessible to date. Lead cuts so far: 'Dead Or Alive', 'Strange
Times Tn Casablanca' and 'Fighter Pilot'. Mr. Cale and his band will be on the road shortly, and if last
years tour is any indication, it should do extremely well. We're also seeing quite a bit of enthusiasm
from retailers on this record...Also new is ‘Play It Till It Hurts' by Stanley Frank. This album has been
out on A&M Canada for about 3 months and has met with moderate success on album stations. Although from
Canada, this artist has a good grip on American rock and roll. Check out 'Sister Delight' and you'll
be delighted. Also try 'Rock Crazy' and 'Rocko’s Girl'...'Deception Is An Art' is Ali Thomson's second
album. Standout tracks are 'Safe And Warm', 'Man Of The Earth' and 'Foolish Child' which is the first
single. Ali's first Lp produced two strong pop singles and this new piece is pop with enough punch for
album radio to get behind...Doc Holliday's progresscontinues with more key adds this week. These guys have
the goods, and the proof is in the reaction of radio in all areas of the country. ‘'Magic Midnight' and
'I'm A Rocker' lead the way. They'll hit Texas soon for six dates and then will continue through the
Southwest...38 Special's growth and development have been excellent. If you're just playing 'Hold On
Loosely', now is the time to get behind 'Fantasy Girl' which continues its upward move on the Song Index.
They begin their first tour as headliners on April 1st with at least 21 dates lined up so far."

JOEL WEBBER, INDEPENDENT (212-255-7408): "One of the biggest developments in pop music will begin

August 1st when Warner CabTe begins their all music channel. The music channel will broadcast all music
videos 24 hours a day and will be available (hopefully) on most cable systems. The potential for exposing
new music in this way could prove to be a major step forward in music marketing. Some have voiced
reservations about using visuals to help sell music to such an extent. For instance, the possibility that
the cost of producing expensive video presentations would raise the cost of audio discs. However, I've
seen excellent rock and roll videos that have been made for very little. Also, the concern that the music
might take backseat to the visual presentation--but I still believe that the music itself will be far

and away the most important factor for the success of an act whether it's exposed on TV or radio. Some
bands who have had the foresight to create exciting videos that compliment their music, bands that are
naturals for a visual presentation of what they're doing, will probably be the ones to benefit most. For
instance, the Adam & The Ants video of 'Ant Music' could definitely be a factor in breaking the band in
the U.S. How heavily the music channel will effect what we hear on the radio is impossible to say, but for
the moment it sure is an exciting possibility...The Brains album is building steadily. A lot of positive
feedback has come in lately on a cut called 'Eyes Of Ice', last cut on side one. !t's a killer slow,
heavy drum thing and it sounds great on the radio...WHFS and V/QBK have been reporting great ~alls on

‘Lo Me A Favor' by Amy Bolton. If you'd like a copy, please give me a call...The Kingbees are beginning

to kick ass with 'The Big Rock', 'Bopping The Blues' and the Jerry Lee Lewis classic 'Rockin' My Life
hway'...You should all finally have a copy of the new album by the Pet (Clams, New Jersey's latest
contribution to Western culture...The recent Rolling Stones compilation Lp just proves what I've been
saying for over a year--that the Clash are the world's greatest rock and roll band."
