Question Of The Week 

This week a qurstion suggested by John Gorman--How do you feel about Lp exclusives?  We asked 
stations undrr what conditions would they jump/not jump the gun, and how they would go about 
presenting such advances on the radio. 

JOHN GORMAN, WMMS: "Remember those good old days of rock and roll radio when you had stations battling 
it out to land an exclusive of the latest Beatles, Stones, Beach Boys, or Animals record?  Well, we need 
that excitement in rock and roll radio today, and maythe best theif--er--man, win.  In all seriousness, 
and I can only speak for WMMS, our listeners have come to expect those exclusives.  Sure the record 
companies get pissed off and launch a wave of cease and desist order attacks, and the reasons are always 
the same:  P1-You've ruined our game plan.  #2-All stations are created equal.  The fact of the matter 
is, all stations are not created equal.  In these hyper-tight playlisted times when a station takes the 
risk in a highly compifiiive market, to add an unknown and untried act and give it good air exposure, 
the record company should turn around and repay the favor by offering that station an exclusive on one of 
their major gyaranteed acts, so as not to upset their own game plan.  You know the phrase, one hand washes 
the other. Unfortunately, record companies don't see things the same way radio does these days.  Instead 
record companies blame radio for the decline in record sales and constantly complain about tightened 
playlists, never once stopping to blame themselves for their current state brought on by happier days 
when everything shipped platinum and returned gold. Therefore, stations like WMMS who believe in stars 
and stripes and rock and roll forever, must get their advances through the notorious underground exclusive 
network (if you believe that one you're crazy!)." 

FRANK SMITH, WILS-FM: "I would definitely hit a few cuts off of it, then call the company just to check 
and make sure everything was kosher.  If it wasn't, I would adhere to anything they said, within good 
taste. Generally, we play trax throughout the day, and at the earliest possible date we feature the Lp." 

DAVE LANGE, WOVE: "If I got the release early, the first thing I'd do would be to go on the air and play 
just two trax.  Then I'd call the local promotion guy and tell him what I've got and give him at least a 
chance to cover his ass. In reality, I don't understand why or how it happens.  It seems like a lot of 
under-the-table sea ming and a lot of deals that are really questionable.  Don't kid yourself--it just 
doesn't come in the mail!" 

JOE MCCABE, KYYS: "99% of the time I will contact the local reps and tell them I have the album. 
We will wo7FTE out together as to whether I go early or not.  If they asked me not to, I probably 
wouldn't.  Mainly because a lot of the same people will give me future advances to listen to so that 
I'm on the right cuts on the air date, and I don't want to jeopardize that. In general, it's very 
rare for us to jump the gun.  I don't think exclusives mean enough to the listeners to damage the rapport 
with the company.  If you have it a week or ten days in front, then it's a big deal; but let's face it, 
if I jump on the new Who record, WB will have it on the street in an hour or two." 

ILOBSTERDWELLS, KLIV: "If through some miracle of modern technology, we wind up with an album first, after 
the initial panic, depending on the identifiability of the artist, I would tend to jump on it right 
away and ask  questions later.  I would immediately start to feature tracks, then feature it in its 
entirety at 10PM, with ID breaks.. .1 think the audience always likes to think that the station they're 
listening to is the hippest, and it shows that you might have an edge on your competition if you have an 
album first." 

JANEL DOLAN, KZEW: "If we get it in the mail, we assume we're supposed to have it and we play it right away, 
no questions asked.  If it was really early, I'd ask, cause we stay aware of the release dates...We 
would not usually jump out front on a major release.  We play by the rules for the most part, but 
aggressively.  We're competing with the Q, but we're not enemies." 

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "Ethically, if the company doesn't want it on the air, I feel a certain moral obli-
gation to respect their wishes. I also feel an obligation to the listeners to hear it as soon as I've 
got my hands on it.  Specific action depends on the artist. If we're going to play it, we don't call 
the company, we just put it on. We usually play just enough trax to let them know we have it and played 
it first." 

JUDY MCNUTT, KGB-FM:  "If I knew that it was a mistake we got an advance, I'd probably phone the company 
and ask them what was going on.  If our competitors jumped the gun, we'd be slitting our own throats to 
continue to hold out--but as far as jumping out front--no way...P.S.:  It's never radio's fault that 
something leaks.  It means somebody gave somebody a cassette." 

TIM BEDORE, KZAP: "If I was leaving town soon, if I knew the artist personally, knew someone at the 
label very, very well, or felt I could lie my way out of it.  In general, we try to get away with what 
we can.  We are on good terms, and we cooperate.  I can't remember the last time we jumped the gun, but 
I think it was 7 months ago." 

RICK BALIS, KSHE: "Local reps drop an Lp off early so I can get comfortable with it. I would never 
consider playing the record ahead of the agreed upon time...I have made many such arrangements with local 
people and have kept my word 100% of the time.  That's not necessarily the case for all programmers, 
and it's a shame. ..If I got the record from non-company sources, I would first contact the local label 
rep and take it from there.  If it comes in the mail, chances are I would just play it, unless there was 
a note asking me to hold it." 

CURT GARY, WEBN: "Yes, we would play an advance on a major release, by all means. We would give the 
courtesy call to our local promotion man to inform him that the station has the record by whatever means 
and is going to play it... From where I sit, WEBN has always believed that in playing the album it 
benefits everybody--early or not...We would probably expose the record throughout the program day, 
featuring tracks so the album gets a lot more talk than airplay for the day. Then if the artist is so 
big we think the label might react quickly (within 24 hours), we might unload the whole album.  We feel 
it is to everyone's advantage to feature trax throughout the day and let everyone know that the album 
is out rather than play the whole thing and give listeners the opportunity to be the first on their 
block with a cassette." 

PEYTON MAYS, KZEL: "If the label stresses they don't want airplay before a certain time, we abide by 
the company's wishes.  If not clearly stated, it goes on immediately." 

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "Funny you should ask.  We had the world premier of the Who album (sorry Leo) and we 
put it on the air the moment we got it.  It obviously creates problems with the record company, but hopefully 
as much as we understand  they are in the business of selling records , they will understand  we are in 
the business of attracting an audience, and when people come to expect things from you first, it's a built-
in excitement factor and it's never done to maliciously hurt a company or an artist.  Take this new ex-
clusive I have right here... Depending on the magnitude of the artist, and our competitors ability to get 
the album that day, I will vary our on-air presentation.  Whenever possible, I will twist the knife and 
play a track at a time."

I, 

WDIZ, MIKE LYONS: "I play it immediately.  If factually correct, I announce it's the first in town, state, 
or the nation, and then I sit down and wait for the label to call and offer the cease and desist order... 
I've been working in this business ten years and have yet to get my first cease and desist...Then again, 
I don't know   home phone number." 

ROB LIPSHUTZ, WCOZ: "I would respect the wished of the record company unless our competition was playing the 
record ahead ot time. However, I cannot abide record companies or anyone else giving exclusives to radio 
stations.. .1 know sometimes stations say they have an exclusive ona record when they don't. 'at's a cute trick 
for their listeners, but I consider it quite sleazy.  Who cares if a station plays a certain important 
record first, if it's only a matter of minutes?  I really don't think the audience tares that much...My 
policy is to ask that record companies be fair and make available to us a new record, like the Tom Petty 
single, at the same time as everyone else.  Fortunately, record companies almost always respect our requests." 

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON:  "If it was commercially available as an import, I would be all over it immediately. 
-17 it was not avdilable, I'd be a little afraid if it came on cassette or something that was obviously 
bootlegged or homemade...Any prerelease play would depend upon the source of said tape or test pressing and 
the  relationship with the label that would be putting it out.  If they or the management gave me an advance 
or permission, I would go early." 

RAY WHITE, WLIP: "It's funny that this question should come up this particular week.  We just had a problem 
with the Southside Johnny album in regards to the 'go-time'.  We sat on a test pressing for over three 
weeks.  The album was mailed and stations started going on it ahead of time.  Here at LIR, we have always 
kept our word on holding a particular album, but it is imperative that all aspects of the release be 
coordinatod.  ihe companies have got to realize that it's extremely competitive,especially in the Spring 
book (one of the most important books),and they can't go fuckin' this station or that station...As far as 
the imports go, if they are in the stores, they're game.  No way does a record company have the right 
to get down on us or anyone else for tracking down a particular record and being excited and agressive about 
the particular artist or act." 

JOHN DUNCAN, KPRI: "I would jump out on a record:  1) If it was incredibly hot; and 2) if I knew it would 
hurt my competition to do it (just like I did with the AC/DC import)...If it's great I'll play.  The harder 
it is to get, the more likely I am to play it.. .1 would not play an advance if it was given to me by the 
label in confidence by a representative of the label--the same goes for an advance cassette." 

GREG GILLISPIE,  KAZY: "If I had access to a major release out front and it was good, I would have no 
hesitation to go un it and get on it hot and heavy.  I would make a big deal that Ihad it before anyone 
else.  If it was a legitimate, good quality record, regardless of where I got it, I would put it on the 
air.  The only exception would be if the local rep gave me the record and said, 'Please hold it until 
tomorrow'.  In other words, if a company gives me the opportunity to hear the Starship ahead of time, at 
my house, I'll be up front with him and hold it til he says go." 

LYNDA CLAYTON, KDKB: "Before playing any new major album ahead of release, I would call the local rep and 
check it out with him--to make sure I'm not stepping on anybody's toes...If we're asked to hold it, KDKB 
will hold it.  However, if our competitors blow  it first, we'll jump on it." 

JOE BONADONNAi 14":1: "If it's available by way of import, we play it right away.  No questions asked. 
If it comes in on tape or cassette, generally I will ask for permission, or ask what the status of the 
release is.  I won't play a tape unless I'm told I can, but I will play an import.  That's fair.  If we 
get the album ahead of official release--same thing.  We will ask." 

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "We would probably play it until we were asked not to.  If we are given an advance 
by the company and asked not to play it, we will honor that request.  However, if it's on import we 
would play it right away.  Advance cassettes not supplied by the company are fair game, too...When airing 
it, we would probably play several trax throughout the day, and honor the label's desire for us not to 
play it all the way through." 

NEAL MIRSKY, WSHE: "If the label gives me a cassette or a test pressing and states the air-date, it will 
not go on the radio one minute earlier. If Iobtain something  like an import, I consider that using 
resourcefulness and would play it unless I was asked at that point to stop.  I don't think any release 
is  worth blowing credibility with the company for.  To be able to get a big release early to find cuts 
makes a big difference." 

PHIL STRIDER, KBPI: "If you gain access to a major release less than a week ahead of the official date, you 
are fooling yourself into thinking you are going to get a huge advantage.  More than a week, and it would 
be awful tempting to do it.. .1 would try to cover my record rep's ass  by  letting him know we're going 
to play the album so that he can protect himself with the other stations.  He can let the others know 
we did not get it through the company...We would not track it, but would feature it." 

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "In terms of an import, we automatically play it--that is a legitimate release. 
I probably would not play a cassette from the company out of respect for my local persons.  However, I 
would call and check with them to be sure...If we get advance cassettes and are asked not to play them, 
we won't.  However, when we look at Chicago and find albums that are marked as advance only on the air 
a week to ten days ahead of time, it makes us wonder. And it doesn't do much for credibility with the 
record companies." 

LEE RANDALL, WIOT: "Our rule is not to play cassettes.  We don't like to irritate the labels more than 
we have to.  If the company provides an advance, obviously we won't touch it before the air date...In 
terms of cassettes from other sources or imports, we won't put them on the air. I think it's bad busi-
ness regardless of the artist. We would call the company and let them know we have the cassette." 

BOB LINDER, WDHA: "We take very seriously the official release date.  We have spent a great deal of time 
and effort in buildingtrust with the record companies...We would only play a new album ahead of its release 
date when advised to do so by a record representative. Then  we would present two or three songs at a time." 

EDDIE WAZOO, WPLR: "If we get something, we will hold it until we yet the go-ahead from the record company. 
Our feelings are that of mutual and reciprocal respect. Just as we will honor a record company's wishes 
we expect the same.  It works...When we do finally present it, we are likely to play three or four tracks 
but we will rarely play the album in its entirety. It isn't fair to the record companies due to home 
taping.  Of course, we always leave our audience wanting more." 

uAVE KRUSENKLAUS, WKQQ: "If I get an exclusive I will play it, and will announce that it's an exclusive 
unless the record company asks me to wait.  In that case, I will wait unless I hear another station playing 
it.  Then my honoring that request is history.. .1 have the luxury of being the only album statiooin the 
market.  So when many giant album rock reords come in, it's an automatic exclusive for me because no 
one else in the market will play it (even though we have some very competitive top 40s.)" 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "As most labels know, we're the only station in the Utica market that can be taken at 
our word.  When we say we'll abide by a prescribed airtime, unless we hear a competing station violate the 
agreement, we will hold off...I think if you play it straight with the labels, you'll wind up in a much 
better position, simply because they'll recognize you have credibility and will be willing to give you 
product early."

BILL GRANT, WTPA: "We have special previews of the album at midnight and listening parties which we're 
working on now...Record companies and the P.D. are told of the exclusives." 

RON NENNI, WPYX: "We have played exclusives, and when we do we make a big deal out of it.  We do a promo 
commercial to -increase the enthusiasm level. We love to make 'em crazy...We don't have to tell anyone--they 
find out." 

TED EDWARDS, WCMF: "It depends on the record and the relationship with the company." 

LYN COREY kiLO: "If I had a deal with the company not to play it, I wouldn't break that trust.  I've got 
references to prove it." 

JOSE DIAZ WBLM:  "Yes, I would play a major act.  We would play it a lot and denote the fact that we are the 
only ones woo have it.. .1 would call my local rep and find out what he or she knew in regards to getting it 
early." 

TED HABECK KWST: "I have played them early and all they caused me were headaches between myself and the 
record companies, unless you have the time to promote it.  So if I were given the opportunity to do it, I 
probably wouldn't." 

CLARK RYAN, KATT: "If the album just showed up, I'd play it.  I'd play about a track every hour or two and 
talk it up.' ---

LIN BREHMER, WUBK: "It would depend on whether or not the company asked me to wait.  Sometimes it's better 
to maintain a (mod relationship with the record company. But faced with tempatation, who knows what I'd do." 

MICHAEL KNI MT, KZOK: "I would do the exclusive.  I would notify the company and present it in a way to 
discourage taping.  I would hope the legal action taken against the station would make all the trades." 

JOHN LOGAN, KLBJ: "Probably nothing. The competition is not that high in this area." 

STEVE KOSTAN, WABX: "Judging from past experiences and the nature of the Detroit album rock market, I would 
play it, but not in its entirety in a manner in which it could be taped. By playing maybe one cut an hour 
or a couple of cuts an hour (and not in the order they appear on the album), we would avoid home taping... 
Again, drawing on past experiences, with albums such as McCartney, Pink Floyd, etc, the record companies 
are never reluctant to spend that quarter on a phone call." 

DAVE BENSON,  WMET: "Yes, we have presented albums before their  original 'air date'. In every case we 
did no pre-promotion that would lend itself to taping off the air. We avoid playing albums in their entirety 
and even go so far as to take every intro and outro to discourage taping and reuse...In every instance, 
except one, I've called the respective promo people in the city to tell them thatI was airing the album." 

MAGIC, WYFE: "There have been times that I've been given advance releases on major projects with the premise 
that I will not play it.  If I give my word, I don't break it.  However, if nothing is said, you're damn 
right I'm gonna play it, but I wouldn't necessarily bring it up to the record company." 

KERRY LAMBERT, WIMZ: "I would not play it if I didn't have permission from the source." 

JIMMY CHRISTOPHER, KNAC: "I would check with the record company first, and if I got the O.K. from them I'd 
go ahead -à77J-71ay it." 

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "What's an exclusive?...Actually, we have gotten them on occasion. Yes, we play them. 
Yes, we tell 'em it's an exclusive, and we don't know where it came from.  It just arrived in a plain 
brown wrapper.  The postmark was smudged. We really couldn't tell where it came from but thanks anyhow... 
Chances are most of the folks asked this question will talk about honoring release dates and being 
ethical, but we all know radio people are like record people--they're both real good with the bullshit. I, 
Howard Cosell Walker, tell it like it is." 

STEVE KELLER, WZZQ: "Since we're the only album rocker in town, we could easily get away with playing an 
exclusive.  We would bill it as such and scream like hell about it...We would probably play a cut every 
hour or every other hour depending on how heavy the Lp was with very frequent mentions.  We then would 
feature it at midnight with other cuts from the group interspersed.. .1 would honor the record company's 
release date, trade-wise." 

RON PHILLIPS  WMAD. "If I had not been told by the record company to hold it till a certain date, I would 
go on the air with it immediately, pumping about one cut an hour. If I had been told to wait, I definitely 
would.  I respect the record companies enough for that." 

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "We would not play it until the official release date so as to maintain a good relationship 
with the record company." 

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "We usually present it as an exclusive. We introduce it as though we're the only ones 
in the area to have it--we take advantage of the 'exclusive' status unless we're asked not to...We usually 
tell the company." 

TOM NAST, WSYR: "It depends on the artist. If it's a major artist, we'll tease the audience about a forth-
coming exclusive, give a specific time, and let it run...We don't tell anybody.  Just the staff knows 
about it, and, of course, the person who gives us the exclusive knows as we tell him what we're doing." 

Radio Action 

KTYD, SANTA BARBARA, CA  M.D.-LAURIE COBB: "A couple of records demanded my attention this week: Kim 
Carnes and Gary U.S. Bonds...Kim refuses to be categorized, as the work on this album is brave and adven-
turous, and overall sounds like a winner... Gary U.S. Bonds makes the comeback that makes me wonder if we 
have been gone, capturing a rock/soul flavor that dominated the early 70's FM audience.  A revival of that 
sort is overdue." 

WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-NICK VAN CLEVE: "It's hard to turn your ears away from the Boss-
powered Gary U.S. Bonds work. The response on our Rate-A-Record is extremely strong, primarily fromBruce 
fans, but also many curiosity calls.. .1 like the new sound of Humble Pie, as Marriot's gutty and gritty 
vocals seem to bridge the 1/DC sound to the old Humble Pie. The older audience that may shy away from 
some of the heavy metal power material out these days seem to want to embrace this because of their early 
love affair with Humble Pie...No question in my mind, Billy Squier definitely grew up listening to Led 
Zeppelin records. Strong calls already for 'The Stroke', which will probably lead in most areas and burn 
quickly--on to 'My Kinda -Lover'...I would like to talk about a group called Life on Elektra.  I hear shades 
of Buckingham/Nicks. Check out the tracks:  'Cold Hearted', 'Next Time', and 'Cool Down'...I also had an 
opportunity to hear some of the new Joe Walsh ('So There Goes The Neighborhood').  Outstanding!! ... REO 
Speedwagon still holding strong--seems to be outselling everything else 10 to 1...  Records In Trouble: 
Doc Holliday, Sherbs, Hawks, and also Point Blank, oddly enough."

WLPX, MILWAUKEE, WI  M.D.-BOBBIN BEAM: "In comparison to the Billy Squier, everything else sounds dull--
so that's our oîTrje this week.  Almost as exciting as anew Led Zeopelin record, in the positive sense 
of course, 'The Stroke' is just a heavy hitter. I also like 'Whaddya Want From Me'...Also, I thought the 
Gary U.S. Bonds track 'Jole Blon' almost sounded like a Springsteen record.  We're looking at that real 
strongly for next week...I like the sounds of the Hawks single 'It's All Right, It's Okay'...Also Consider-
h«a:  Dregs, Humble Pie, Willie Nile--and that's about all I can really take seriously at this point... 
Greg Kihn selli u at #30; Santana #15; Pretenders #6; Ozzy Osbourne #10 (getting a lot of immediate 
phones on 17-7-  real good image record)...Top 13 for the Starship ; Dregs  #21 ; 'Kam puc hea ' #23 ; Point 
Blank -#26; apd, fraqke And The Knockouts #29...Increased Play On: Ozzy Osbourne." 

WSHE, MIAMI, nt. P.D.-NEAL MIPSKY: "As a kid, almost all of my meager allowance was used to buy baseball 
cat— •-ait- TriFi ir 1961, I bour,ht my first long playing record album.  I vividly remember playing that 
record over and over and always kept it as a treasured possession.  In 1975, upon meeting Bruce Springsteen  
for the first time, I gave that record to him as a gift.  He was overwhelmed.  That album, incidently, 
was called 'Dance Til Quarter To Three' by Gary U.S. Bonds (complete with liner notes by Dick Clark). 
I can't help but foe' that somewhere some kid will buy this new Gary U.S. Bonds album and will have it 
change his life as drastically as his debut altered mine.  The commitment to this album by Bruce, Steve, 
and the E Streeters has propelled it over the album rock color barrier and caused acceptance that is as 
important and monumental as Jackie Robinson putting on a Brooklyn Dodgers uniform.  Gary Bonds is a most 
extraordinary vocalist whose talent would be missed without Springsteen's commitment.  It just goes to 
show that rock and roll is a two-way street. Just listen to Bonds' emotion packed vocal on 'It's Only 
Love' or the two of then trading vocals on 'Jole Blon', and you can hear where Bruce learned much of 
his vocal style.  I can't say enough about this record." 

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-JOE BONA0ONNA: "With all the help from the E Street Band and Bruce, that 
Gary U.S. Bonds recoa-a-nTi go wrong. ril,eady getting phone reaction to 'Jole Blon' and the single 
'This Little Cirl'.  Immediately recognizeable (Springsteen sounding)... 'Back At 17' from George Wallace 
is a killer...vory, very happy with the Billy Squier record.  We went with three cuts:  'Don't Say No', 
'In The Dark', and 'Whaddya Want From Me'...I'm happy with the Dregs. I've been following them for 
several albums new, and the song 'Cruise Control' definitely deserves to be played on album radio...The 
Hawks sounds good on the radio.  Seeing some retail in Philadelphia...Judas Priest is an interesting 
situation for younger demos.  Heavy response. Good reaction on 'Heading Out'...Adam And The Ants selling  
#8 in Philadelphia...Also, the Grateful Dead in at #3...The Pretenders Ep is second to Steve Winwood, 
which is still Pl." 

KOME, SAN JOSE,  CA M.D.-DANA JANG: "Gary U.S. Bonds is an irstant jock fave.  You know it's good when everybodl 
comes in and asks for a copy. Lots of street talk on the record and retailers are all excited  Even 
rival record companies are excited...Increased play on:  Jefferson Starship ('Stairway To Cleveland' 
getting a lot of response, as well as—fiiiTiTiUle and the title track, top 25 sales first week), also 
up on the Dead (continuing to get response from Deadheads, another good sales week and phone response), 
The Dregs (picking up phones on 'Cruise Control', sales are pretty steady), 'Concerts For Kampuchea' 
(continuing to sell top 30, phones on Robert Plant, 'Little Sister', and Baba O'Riley  and the Pretender's 
tracks), Rick Springfield (getting an increasing amount of phones, sales still lagging.  Phones from 
females primarily),'Secret Policemen's Ball' (phones continue on the Peter Townshend acoustic), Black 
Sabbath cult reacting heavily on Ozzy Osbourne on 'I Don't Know' and 'Mr. Crowley' --sales are pretty 
steady. Sales pretty good on Fabulous Thunderbirds, no phones...Hot sales on 'Dirty Deeds'.  It just 
kind of replaced 'Back In Black'--andincredible phones on both albums... Phil Collins had another good 
week. ..The Pretender's Ep had a pretty good week...Greg Kihn getting better--in top 10 now. -Steve 
Winwood the new #1 record followed by Styx, REO Speedwagon, Who and Santana...Phones increasing on 
April Wine...Still phones on Blondie's 'Rapture', and 'Tide Is High'; Clapton's 'I Can't Stand It'; 
Collins' In The Air Tonight', and 'I Missed Again'; Journey's 'Party' and other trax..Jhe Greg Kihn 
album moving from 'Breakup Song' to 'Valerie'." 

KGB-FM, SAN DIEGO, CA  M.D.-JUDY MCNUTT: "Let's touch on the Hawks.  'It's All Right, It's Okay' could 
be a smash hit single. I rearly think that if a station wants to find a song that will really help them 
stand out from the crowd, they should add this record and play the shit out of it.  It really gets good 
positive response and sounds great on the air...Gary U.S. Bonds is brilliant.  Definitive covers of 
songs that were good when they were first out, and now are wonderful--'The Pretenders'.  I love Jackson 
but his song kind of dragged and was depressing rather than soulful. The standouts: 'This Litt e Girl' 
and 'Jole Blon'...The Billy Squier is really good, too.  Outstanding production, very strong vocals of 
course, and real good songs--quite a few... 'Crazy Train' from Ozzy is the only cut I really hear. It 
sounds more like a single effort.  The other cuts kind of get lost in their Black Sabbath clone style... 
Strong Consideration: Cold Chisel ('My Baby' is an excellent song and the style is slightly reminiscent 
of the Gary U.S. Bo7nds record); and, Tom Dickie And The Desires, 'Downtown Talk'...Adding: 'Come Back' 
from Franke And The Knockouts...Added the 'Breakup Song' from Greg Kihn. 'Womankind' gets really good 
response. It's selling marginal-17 7e he'll play in town this coming weekend and that should make a 
difference...Moved the Judas Priest up--real decent sales and calls for the band, not necessarily for 
the soon." 

WMMS, CLEVELAND,  OH M.D.-KID LEO: "Hey, mon!!! I feel sorry for any record companies, such as Modern 
Records or any other comiTa7res, who put out a reggae album. If I hear any more reggae, I will vomit the 
curried goat that I was forced to digest in Jamaica.  Not that I don't like Jamaica music, but a reggae 
version of 'Big Balls' is too much, mon!! ... Now back to the good old rock and roll. It was a pleasure 
coming home and hearing the Gary U.S. Bonds set.  Side 1 is Bonds, but it's also the Boss's...While on 
the Jersey connection, once again I'm forced to say nice things about Southside Johnny And The Asbury 
Jukes. As everybody knows. I can't stand the no-talent, but I guarantee it will be Top 10 in Cleveland... 
On Billy Squier, I have to agree with many of the reporters' comments, the futures will be called in or 
this one...As we reported in this Sheet, we have had much success with 'Wasn't That-7-Tarty' and now we 
have the follow-up--'The Pheasant 111i—cker's Son'.  Better give your disc jockeys extra lessons in tongue 
twisters before you add this." 

KWST, LOS ANGELES, CA M.D.-TED HABECK: "I guess we've all been involved in a situation. It's always 
an isolated case where a promotion person will present an album to you in such a way that it might 
influence airplay to a certain extent. The master of such dirty deeds is, once again, Atlantics 
local promotion for LA, Rock Alan Dibble. He delivered the new Humble Pie last Friday dressed as a 
baker carrying with him three hot and delicious pies, milk, and the entire works. After we all 
proceeded to stuff ourselves, we did add the record. This is definitely a blatant case of pieola... 
If you're a Southside Johnny fan, you will appreciate the new Lp.  full of the ingrediants that 
make the Jukes the master uf white rythn blues." 

WMET, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-DAVE BENSON: "Not much to say this week. ,'ET Add fo- the week is Gary U.S. 
Bonds 'Dedication'. I don't really think many 18 to 30s really identify with tn name Gary U.S. Bond:. 
The nostalgic connection won't be nearly as strong as the Boss'  stamp of approval.  Some super fine 
party tunes on the Lp and 'Jole Blon' is our cut.. .1 have a suggestion for Part II of this week's 
question of the week:  What about the record companies sometimes illogical reaction and over-reaction 
to Lp exclusives and early airing?"

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA  M.D.-TIM BEDORE: "Great Buildings continues to sound great, and I really think this 
is a record for everybody.  Check this out...Another 'can't miss' record is Gary U.S. Bonds.  We're on: 
'This Little Girl', but there are at least four other cuts that you could get into.  R&B should be back 
with this...Saleswise, there are a lot of strong cult sales continuing:  Rush is selling like hotcakes; 
Krokus is very strong; Greg Kihn sells very well in town--you should check him out, if you haven't already.... 
Santana is doing quite well...Leading the way over everybody else is Steve Winwood, which is real good to 
see.. .Other than that, no surprises... 'Kampuchea' sales just starting, with interest calls more than 
requests." 

WBCN, BOSTON, MA  M.D.-JIMMY MACK:  "Sorry I missed last week, but I was hospitalized.  Not to worry, I'm 
down to a 29" waist, can fit into a Jr. Petite and am adhering to the Charlie Kendall motif.  The more 
money I make, the more I shrink...Now that the power is back on at WBCN (following an 8-hour blackout in 
which Joan Jett played celebrity DJ on a cassette recorder), Marc Miller was heard to rant:  'Buy Bonds 
and help save the world.'  This is the real thing.  Rock and ref and rhythm and blues.  Very few times 
in the past 10 years have I been able to say that.  Gary U.S. Bonds has delivered the album Springsteen 
REALLY wanted to make--spirited, spontaneous, rockus, and riviting.  We will make this album happen in 
Boston.  That is a declaration, not a hope.  Of course, the dilemma this album presents for so many 
so-called album rock stations is truly a source of unending pleasure for me.  You'll notice on the cover 
of 'Dedication' that the picture of Gary appears to be underexposed.  Further inspection, however, reveals 
that he is actually Black.  As a matter of fact, he sounds it.  OH MY GOD!  A BLACK MAN ON ALBUM RADIO 
WHO DOESN'T PLAY POWER CHORDS OR WEAR FUNNY SUITS LIKE THE BUS BOYS!  Tony Berardini, however, will not be 
satisfied until Prince makes FM playlist...Ah, I see Bill picked Adam And The Ants for Hard Choice. I 
was beginning to tire of the thing.  After all, we've—E n playing it for 8 weeks.  'Antmusic' has been 
our #1 Requested Song for two weeks.  The Lp is Top 20 in sales, and even the sales department has started 
painting their faces.  Glad to see album rock catching up with the record that has sold over 100,000 copies 
in this country with almost no commercial airplay...Most Played Song Of The Week: Kim Carnes, 'Bette 
Davis Eyes'  ('Downtown Talk' by Tom Dickie a close second)...Top Ten Sales Surprises: Pretenders #3; 
and, new entries by:  Phil Collins, Grateful Dead, and Robin Lane And The Chartbusters...The Big Mattress  
Song Of The Week: 'Solid Rock' by Robin Lane...On the concert scene, the sold out Joan Jett/XT  C concert 
co-promoted by WBCN at the 1,200 metro reminded me that all the power chords in the world are useless if 
they are passionless.  Joan Jett should be a synonym for passion...Also, be looking for a live Ep by 
Donnie Iris recorded from a WBCN live broadcast courtesy of the impeccable Starfleet Studios.  Hot stuff. 
(Thanks, Ramblin' Bob.)...Finally, Chrysalis can forget about ever seeing turkeys like Robin Trower being 
added here following the termination of Roxy Myzal. Corporate stupidity marches blindly into the sunset." 

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA  P.D.-DAVE LANGE: "Nice album from Billy Squier.  Big potential for 'The Stroke' 
and 'In The Dark', which we will lead with.  Real nice touch sending half speed masters around, too... 
Finally got room for Point Blank.  Their new direction should bring positive results from the audience... 
The Greg Kihn sounds so good you can't get hurt.  We're using the single.. .111 continue to comment on 
the Silencers album.  Last week we did an excellent boat cruise with the band and about 360 crazed people. 
The response to the album from this group is just as large as any John Sebastina weekly sample--very, 
very positive.  'Girl Waiting' and 'Sidewalk Romeo' got the best raves...Ozzy Osbourne gets big phones. 
What do you expect?...Gino Vannelli selling well in this market--showing signs of breaking into the 
Top 25...Considering: We're so close to Willie Nile this week.  How close?  As close as one of Clives 
remaining hairs.  Next week for sure." 

KPRI, SAN DIEGO, CA  P.D.-JOHN DUNCAN: "Top Five Retail: AC/DC, 'Dirty Deeds'; Pretenders Ep; AC/DC, 
LBlack l; REO Speedwagon; and, the Who...Also Sales On: 38 Special (with a real nice jump to #7); and 
Franke And The Knockouts took a nice jump up to #11...Some records that I've spent a lot of time with and 
enjoy: Gary U.S. Bonds.  Is there really any need to say anything more about this record?... Point Blank. 
To me the first two cuts on Side 2 are the killers...Seems like we're the only station concentrating on 
Greg Kihn's 'Womankind'.  Getting real strong request action and sales are developing nicely...The Gerard 
McMahon is a very left field shot for us, but the record sounds great on the radio.  After only two weeks 
of play, requests have started...We're playing 'Come Back' from Franke And The Knockouts and it sounds as 
strong as the 707 did the first time I heard that on the radio, or as strong as the first Foreigner did 
the first time I heard that.  Sales have been surprisingly big and continue to develop...Congratulations 
to:  Dar41 and John (and you too, Jeb) for their #1 record.  I always knew you guys had it in you.  It's 
always nice when you make it to the top." 

KLAQ, EL PASO, TX  M.D.-ROB ROMAN: "Adds:  Billy Squier and Adam And The Ants...Considering: Willie 
Nile and Tom Dickie And The Desires...Let's talk about the bizarre and where it all fits into album radio. 
Most would say bizarre is an automatic tune out.  Others would say if you don't challenge and educate 
your audience then you're not doing your job.  Still others say, El Paso?  Where's that?  Even Texans 
say we're still part of Mexico.  The reasons for this tirade is Adam & The Ants.  Most of you have 
already seen Bill's comments and know the story of the great sales with little or no airplay.  El Paso 
is a market which usually reacts negatively to anything which is not hard rock a la Nuge, AC/DC, et al. 
But recently, we did a Q-Wave Night at a local club with some video from Epic (Thanks to Joe Bravo.). 
The video was of Adam And The Ants, The Clash, and Gary Myrick.  The audience, which was comprised of 
mostly hard rockers, really liked what they saw and heard.  So here's the point:  Sometimes you just 
don't know how your audience will react.  So you have two choices:  You either play it safe and don't 
play the record in question, or you give it a trial run.  This can be done selectively enough to not 
turn off the soft-hearted while giving your audience the chance to check out the new and different. 
So-o-o.  Album radio, let's give Adam And The Ants a try.  If it doesn't work for your market, fine. 
But at least you've given the audience a chance to react.  Incidently, our P.D. Arin got a chance to 
see the band in L.A. and was positively impressed with the show, even though she came away with some 
mixed reactions to the music overall.  Try it, your audience may just like it...By the way, the local 
sales here are not as big as Philly, but considering where we are, they are surprising.. .Too Five Soles: 
REO Speedwagon, Rush, Phil Collins, Journey, and Steve Winwood...Top Five Requests: Rush, AC/DC, 
Journey, April Wine, and Ozzy Osbourne."

KYYS (KY102), KANSAS CITY, MO  M.D.-JOE MCCABE: "I don't think anybody can argue with our only add this 
week being Billy Squier.  Magnificent production and ballsy substance make this one of the best lóllowups 
I've ever heard.  Already logging solid requests for 'The Stroke' after five days of play...Jefferson 
Starship sounds great on the air.  'The Stranger' is my early favorite...As expected, Ozzy is pulling the 
phones. What else can you say?... Good story developing here in Kansas City on  Greg Kihn.  Several of 
the indicator retail stores reporting Top 10.  Lieberman says good calls starting, so it looks like we may 
be picking up good requests on 'Breakup Song ...Hawks starting to generate some calls...Judas Priest 
probably leads in the heavy metal race right now...Last night, with a tornado 7 miles from the hall Krokus 
was playing (and storm warnings all afternoon) and the Royalesfirst home game, the show (1,400 seats) 
sold out.  Meanwhile, we dropped the record due to lack of sales and requests (Only kidding, Bone--lighten 
up.).. .Santana is looking real strong. I can't understand why people are hesitating.  They might have 
gotten burned on the last album, but I doubt that will happen with this one...  Considering: Gary U.S. Bonds 
single.  It's a killer.  Also, if I had more room, Tom Dickie And The Desires." 
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WKQQ, LEXINGTON, KY  ASST. P.D.-DAVE KRUSENKLAUS: "The Billy Squier record is a killer.  I really liked 
the last one and I like this one even more.  In my opinion, this record has more to choose from than the 
'Tale Of The Tape'.  Plus, the production makes it sound excellent over any stereo.  We'll go two cuts 
on this one because I can't decide upon a favorite between 'In The Dark' and 'The Stroke'.  I might add, 
though, to Capitol Records that I got this record just in the nick of time to make this week's list. 
I've had a problem with your label from time to time getting releases on par with everybody else.  In 
this case, I do have to thank:  Jay Hart for his concern in making sure I was covered with this record... 
How can you not play Gary U.S. Bonds with the Springsteen influence?  Although I feel most of this 
record is a little too R&B flavored to play, 'Jole Blon' is a standout track, and I can envision Top 15 
Song Index action on this one.. .1 kinda like the Robin Lane record.  I think she's got the voice quality 
of Debbie Harry and the toughness of Pat Benatar to make her act work.  My only problem with the record 
is that I feel the songs are a little weak.  However, there's one standout track: 'Send Me An Angel'. 
I'll be watching this record closely.  Also, the little Beatles souvenir guitar Robin is playing on the 
back of this record is probably worth a fortune.  Robin: If this record doesn't make it, hang onto 
that guitar.  All that Beatles paraphernalia is going for outrageous prices... I'm gonna have a taffy pull 
with the Humble Pie record.  Steve Marriott sounds fine; but here again, what song should I go to. 
Nothing stands out for me on this record.  In this day of heavy metal crank, the metal rock is a dime a 
dozen if it's average...Far and away the sale and requests leaders here are: AC/DC, 'Dirty Deeds'; and, 
REO Speedwagon...Also still getting fairly good response and strong sales with: Who and Styx; with a 
promising showing for Santana's new effort...Getting Request Action On: Rick Springfield and Judas 
Priest " 

WCOZ,  BOSTON, MA  M.D.-ROB LIPSHUTZ: "Greg Kihn is now getting his share of much deserved support on 
WCOZ.  Not only is 'Rockihnroll' right up there with 'Next Of Kihn', but the time I spent with Greg in 
a 1978 interview was the most enjoyable I've had with a rock musician.  Greg, I still don't know what 
you meant by 'songs are like sand crabs'...Also, to celebrate Elektra Week, we began playing Cold Chisel's 
great song:  'My Baby'.  It really sounds like a hit to me...Finally added Pat Travers.  Hey, Mr. Del Balzo, 
now that you're a mellow Californian would you agree that patience is a virtue?  Stephen Clean says 
that the last space shot to land in California became governor.  As I said, dumb jokes... Recently, we 
did a Stones/Who weekend.  30% of the requests were for AC/DC--their popularity is staggering.  We're 
playing 'Dirty Deeds' as if it were new...Out-of-the-box on Billy Squier, with lots of hot tracks. 
Clever of Capitol to do that half-speed master press, too.  I wish everything sounded that good... Not 
to pick on Atlantic, but we couldn't find an airable one in twenty copies of Phil Collins 'In The Air 
Tonight'.  We had to go out and get a German pressing.  Why do record companies think rock record buyers 
mind getting ripped off less than jazz and classical types?  That mentality is as warped, defective, and 
unacceptable as your pressings.  No wonder tape is booming.  Ironically, Phil Collins zoomed to #3 in 
sales this week; the Who took #1 from REO Speedwagon...Robin Lane, the new AC/DC, and Ozzy Osbourne 
are making big climbs...Barney, to answer your question:  Your mother...My question suggestion to last 
week's Question is:  'When is it time to get out of the business?'...That's right, Leeds. My friends 
call me Lippy." 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH  M.D.-CURT GARY: "First off, let's talk about last week's big band, Ozzy Osbourne. 
I don't know if the streets have heard about Ozzy's poultry tastes, but they sure do like his music. 
'Crazy Train' is working really well for us.  Phones for 'I Don't Know', too.  A lively song--that's my 
fave from the record right now.  Yes, you're hearing it from the horse's mouth. I love Ozzy Osbourne... 
While we're talking heavy metal, 'Hot Rockin' really turned me on to the Judas Priest, but 'Heading Out' 
is just loaded with hooks...We just put 'Arc Of A Diver' in.  We let 'Chance' run its course, but now 
find that 'Arc' is a very useful track and is being well received.. .1 think the Pretenders will do really 
well.  Anxious to keep her out front until September...Just added 'Winning' from Santana.  Prior to 
adding, we were getting a good buzz from the street.  Another album that sounds very nostalgic.  Kind of 
a return to earlier recording styles...The Humble Pie album is gonna be a monster, but would they please 
fire the Atco art department who has absolutely no sensitivity to the artist or their music...We're 
using Clarke/Duke right now for a real upper.  Realistically, 'Louie Louie' is gonna have a short life 
span, but it has its place on the radio for a time or two.  Hopefully, it could open the album up...And 
on the subject of instrumentals, let's talk about the Dregs.  I'm listening very closely to this one... 
Lots of action around us with the Franke And The Knockouts single.  'Come Back' is working really well 
for us..7117—Siarship should be Top 20 next week.  I've noticed that the single dominates on the phones.. 
No real interest in any othercut...I love 'The Breakup Song' on Greg Kihn.  In fact, Kihn kept the 
Hawks off the air last week.  Their styles were close enough, but the Kihn was a more compelling tune. 
Just another day in the WEBN celebrity mud wrestling." 
KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA  M.D.-FRANK ANDRICK: "Top of the mark in KSJO airplay to the Bay area's own Jefferson 
Starship.  The in-house enthusiasm for 'Modern Times' is making its own mark as play turns to sales 
across retail counters.  'Stranger' is surfacing as THE cut for us, garnering immediate attention and 
requests.  'Find Your Way', 'Modern Times','Cleveland', and 'Save Your Love' are no slouches, and will 
keep this Lp in the winner's circle for a long time...Also seeing a bit more retail on the Grace Slick 
Lp.. .Other entries in top airplay include Who, Santana, Clapton, REO, Styx, Steve Winwood, Pretenders, 
U2, and Phil Collins... Retail movement finds the aformentioned, Starship, Santana, Grateful Dead (I can 
feel the acid already, but where is John Cippolina?), Pretenders, Adam and the Ants, 'Kampuchea', 38 
Special, and the Crunch Corporation AC/DC, all making major gains...Rock Steady's exhibiting solid chart 
entrenchment, other than the obvious Phil Collins, Pat Travers, U2, Loverboy, Greg Kihn, Ozzy Osbourne, 
and Judas Priest.  New entries on the sales chart:  Devo Live Ep, Teardrop Explodes, Romeo Void, and 
Robert Fripp--that's right kids, Robert Fripp...Add trax:  Billy Squier--well, the past pre-release 
accolades have guaranteed fast add reaction, but sitting down with the Lp for the past week  has 
brought it all home...The Tom Mix pix  Include 'The Stroke', 'In The Dark', and 'Lonely Is The Night'. 
KSJO expects to see big things in the future for Billy.  This one will do it.  Is this the revenge of 
Piper 2111   Is it Bond's or is it Bruce's?  Who cares.  It sounds pretty good.  'This Little Girl', 
'Joie Blon' and the new undepressing remake of 'The Pretender', sounds like a real good place to start. 
Eddie Humbersez, 'Easiest record I've worked in a while.  You call stations, they tell you it's on, and 
how about jock copies?'.  If only it was all this easy...Roger Taylor's Lp is in many places untypically 
Queen.  It sounds great when you break the mold, besides, the cover concept is great, and as an extra 
bonus, the songs are too,  especially 'Future Management', 'Crazy' and 'Air Heads'.  We must share some 
mutual friends in the 'Air Head' department...Magazines' Lp 'Play' has been released domestically by IRS 
records.  If you are new to this Magazine, their blend of Howard DeVoto's 'Dire/Gabrielesque' frontings 
and their progressive keyboard work is quite intriguing.  'The Light Pours Out' and 'Floorboards' are a 
good place to start...How to spend a Saturday afternoon in San Jose?  Easy, you go down to Tower Records 
with David Newmark of Epic Records, and have an ant race, featuring custom inch-long modernized desert 
Fire Ants while showing Adam and the Arts videos!!!Huh???  All in honor of the capacity crowd reception 
for Adam Ant and Antmusic  in general.  Didn't Steve Stills say 'Something is happening here, what it 
is aint"...In and around town this week:  Echo and the Bunnymen at the Old Waldorf, Orchestral Manoeuvers, 
and the new Tubes debut at the Palace of Fine Arts...Up and coming, Loverboy at San Jose, and a great new 
Southern rock band, Pylon, at the  Old Waldorf." 

KTIM, SAN RAFAEL, CA  M.D.-BELLE: "All these festivities--open house, block parties, and whatnot.  By the 
time you read this, we'll be back to the same old stuff, which hasn't been the same for quite awhile. 
Once we sweep it off, we'll be fresh as tomorrow morning's milk.  Once again, please alter all of your 
mailing:  KTIM, The Heritage House, 1623 Fifth Avenue, San Rafael, CA 94901...A mention here for: 
Silencers' 'Sidewalk Romeo'; and, Rumour's 'Tula'--both real fine." 
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WILS-FM, LANSING, MI  P.D.-FRANK SMITH: "A nice relief record from the Grateful Dead.  After some 15 years 
of playing together, they're still on target.  Good phones on: 'Ripple'...Speaking of phones, the new 
Billy Squier is hot!!  Great follow-up to his debut...Increased Airplay_On: Jefferson Starship, Greg 
Kihn, and Krokus...Considering: Gary U.S. Bonds, Adam And The Ants, and Willie Nile.. .Jim Pemberton is 
back on our airwaves doing the morning show and will be our new Music Director... Calls on the Pretenders 
seem to be picking up...On Judas Priest, the metal-heads are definitely on the case.  Retail looks good 
in this market.  Judas Priest and Krokus seem to be moving out well...On the phones: Santana is doing 
well."

Good sales debuts from: Pretenders; Dregs; and 'Kampuchea'." 

That, combined with 
To  40 support, tells us to go for it.  'Find Your Way Back' Ts in power rotation, and we've added our own 
edited version of 'Stairway To Cleveland' along with 'Save Your Love' into medium...Our reservations on 
Phil Collins' horns has given way to the fact that 'I Missed Again' is great music.  Rock and roll or not. 
The album has Top 20 sales for three weeks behind it and full-time Top 40 support. Collins is definitely 
one of album rock's major image artists... 'Kampuchea' is drawing strong phones. They want to know who's 
on the album besides McCartney, so we've added Rockpile/Plant's 'Little Sister'...The Billy Squier album.

KSHE, ST. LOUIS, MO  P.D.-RICK BALIS: "I hadn't heard about a new Lake release in the works and didn't see 
any print on the matter, so I was surprised to receive 'Ouch' in the mail last week.  It was really a 
pleasant surprise.  It's the type of Lp that doesn't require the hard sell push.  It's a natural.  Standout 
cuts include: 'Celebrate', 'Living For Today', and 'Listen To Me'...After just one listen, I couldn't 
say no to 'Don't Say No' by Billy Squier.  The Lp demonstrates that Billy is unquestionably determined to 
make quite a name for himself in the music world.  It's got plenty of depth, with lead cuts:  'In The 
Dark' and 'My Kinda Lover'.  I'm not quite sure about 'The Stroke', but it may have some potential as 
another 'Another One Bites The Dust'...Great immediate response to the Jefferson Starship Lp.  Glad to 
hear that Gracie's back...Reaction to Santana, 'Zebop', is mounting...Franke And The Knockouts are pounding 
away in the popularity polls." 

WBLM, LEWISTON/PORTLAND., ME  M.D.-JOSE  DIAZ:  "This week we only added two records, simply because beyond the 
Gary U.S. Bonds and Billy Squier albums nothing really comes close.. .1 hope album rock will give the 
Gary U.S. Bonds a fair shot, because Bruce or no Bruce, this is a very valid album.  'This Little Girl' 
should be a hit single, while 'Jole Blon' should get a strong amount of airplay...I've been living with 
the Billy Squier for awhile now and the album totally fulfills the expectations laid out by the cassette. 
'In The Dark' is a killer song.  The production is superb and Billy is actually sounding less and less 
like Robert Plant, which is to his credit...The Jefferson Starship album is getting very good initial  . 
reaction, especially on the cut 'Stranger'...We're starting to get reaction to 'I Surrender' on the Rainbow 
album.

O.K., so the name is weird and the cover is 
totally uninspired, don't write it off.  This one is more fun than sharing a party line with Roger Lifeset.

No knockout punch, but sheer -finesse should win a unanimous decision...Aoho-Humble Pie this time around. 
A well-rounded effort from guys who everyone knew were capable of this quality." 

WSYR, SYRACUSE, NY  M.D.-TOM NAST: "The big record this week is: Gary U.S. Bonds.  What can you say--
It's a masterpiece.  I got goosebumps the first time I heard 'Daddy's Come Home'.  The production is 
superb.  Springsteen made the album sound real good; Gary sounds great...Billy Squier has come up with a 
killer album, but I loved his first album.  He's got a super drummer in Bobby Chinard. Looking for big 
phones to happen on this record.  I think it'll go Top 10 sales here.. .1 was a little disappointed in 
Humble Pie at first, but the more I listen, the more it's growing.  The remake of 'Tin Soldier' brings 
back a lot of memories.. .1 hate the Adam And The Ants.

He's Erik Bloom of the Blue Oyster Cult.  For the next couple of months, before BOC goes on tour, Erik 
will be  our Wednesday Evening Jock spinning all the tunes and telling some wild rock and roll tales. 
Welcome to LIR, Erik...If you're in the New York area over the next couple of months, check out the 
all new WLIR TV spots...Country Paul you are one of our few radio philosophers and your comments last 
week were right on.  Your question of the week was the topper, though.  I mean, when and what is going 
to happen when the 'backlash turns on us' has constantly been more than just food for thought for me 
over the last couple of years.  Keep cranking out the comments Paul...Morning man De. Bella's Screamer 
of the Week was, once again, another import.

'All Shook Up' and 'Driver' are a one-two punch that Muhammad Ali 
couldn't handle.  I know a lot of people are talking about Gary U.S. Bonds, but I think the Pie beat 
him out.  We're starting with 'All Shook Up'.  I might even use that song for a wake-up call for my new 
neighbors to introduce myself...Willie Nile, Billy Squier and Point Blank also went in this week. 
Willie's album is real strong but there's really not one track that stands out that far above the rest. 
I hope that doesn't hurt him.  We're going with 'Golden Down', although there are 3 or 4 other strong 
tracks also.  I don't understand the big deal with 'Poor Boy'.  It's okay, but I think it falls into 
the side one-cut one category...Billy Squier's album is excellent for anybody who needs the big beat. 
This is the one to have.  We're on 'In The Dark'.  'What. Do You Want' is great too...Top ten sales: 
REO, Winwood, AC/DC 'Deeds', Loverboy, Collins, Rush, Who, 38 Special, Styx, and April Wine...Franke 
moves up to #20... In the latest Media Stats we pulled a 13.7 (I just thought I'd throw that in for 
the hell of it." 

WPLR, NEW HAVEN, CT  M.D.-EDDIE WAZOO: "Oh, I love this Gary U.S. Bonds album.  It's above and beyond the 
Spri usteen tracks.  The choice of material is perfect and the execution is devine. Sure, it's a good 
party record, but it's also got a helluva lot of depth.  Put this on your turntable and turn it up... 
Humble Pie seems to have rediscovered a good tight rock formula.  We're seeing calls already on:  'Tin 
Soldier' and 'All Shook Up'.  Sorry to hear about Steve Marriott's accident...TETTioiger Taylor album is 
quite a forceful tour de force.  It retains all the elements of the Queen sound.  It still has a per-
sonality above and beyond the group.  Early leaders: 'Let's Get Crazy' and 'Future Management'...Billy 
Squier has succeeded in lessening the Lep Zeppelin qualities and produced some good bouncy rock and roll. 
Early favorite is: 'The Stroke' for obvious reasons.  I hope it's not obvious to anybody.. .1 wish the 
production were a little tighter on the live Southside Johnny album.  That is, tighter edits between 
tracks.  However, the Southside package overall is very representative of his live show.  Guaranteed 
to please any Southside Johnny fan.. .1 don't know what it is about the tune, but Kim Carnes 'Bette Davis 
Eyes' must contain a certain element of magic.  Incredible buzz about this record from the street as well 
as within the industry...Adam And The Ants continues to move up with us.  'Antmusic' is great pop anarchy. 
With Spring fever taking hold, it's the perfect record to turn up loud and forget about one's responsi-
bilities with...Thanks to:  Marty Mooney of Cleveland International for the advance cassette of Jim 
Steinman.  This album will be bigger than the first Meatloaf album.  Apply any superlatives that you can 
and you'll probably only partially describe this album.  Great!...Re: Paul Payton's comments last week: 
Picky, picky, picky (just kidding, Paul)...Sorry to hear about Roxy's departure from Chrysalis.  This 
lady knows her stuff and I hope to see her back in the biz real soon." 

WQDR, RALEIGH, NC  P.D.-DANIEL BRUNTY: "This is a rather rare situation for me.  You see, each week I 
read about this great band that is the future of rock and roll, or that one that 'takes it to the streets'. 
But usually what it turns out to be is just another bar band that should stay that way.  So what if 
they're hair is short and orange and they're doing something new that really sounds like some of my bands 
in the garage when I was 14?  So, all of a sudden, I end up writing about a band that embodies the 
energy, the optimism, the sincerity, and the integrity of rock and roll.  That band is Air Raid on 
20th Century Records.  The record company, I think, knows what they have, but to date you may not have 
heard about the band.  On vinyl, their writing is superb--songs of lyrical complexity, highlighted by 
musical expertise.  On stage, they are a band that remembers the intelligence of those who have come to 
listen.  The band and their management are both rarities--sincere, efficent individuals who strive for 
excellence.  These folks are a pleasure to work with and deserve your best shot on the album.  The song 
'Long Ships' is a work of art.  Please listen to the whole album.  It's not rock and roll bullshit or 
chainsaw/skinny-tie/60's clone music; rather an album with roots in English rock and its branches spread 
to the future...0ther Items  Of Note:  We're getting incredible response to 'Khe Sahn' by Cold Chisel, 
not only from females but from Viet Nam vets, which is really a first for us.  They agree with the song... 
And a personal—iFnahside Johnny: On the back of the album you said so much truth about 'the work' 
and hoped we like it.  For Bob, Elizabeth, and myself, we love it.  Keep it coming, please.  You'll 
always have us." 

WMAD, MADISON, WI  M.D.-RON PHILLIPS: "I just returned from a 1,200 mile road trip from North Carolina 
to Madison and listened to lots of radio along the way.  It's amazing how much everyone sounds the same. 
These tighter playlists worry me.  I'm glad to be in a liberal town like Madison...Very pleased to see 
reaction on Billy And The Beaters.  When I first listened, I thought it was an at-home hit with a good 
radio buzz.  It's something we're paying attention to.  We're already seeing Top 40 action in Madison... 
We were forced to add the Grateful Dead from the amount of phones we were receiving... Phoebe sounds 
great on the radio, but so far no phones--some light retail.

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WFYV, JACKSONVILLE, FL  P.D.-RAD "Billy Squier is great!!  Pretty good inItial response, and it 
looks like Capitol is committed to IdoLing the project happen--I definitely know I am...Humble Pie sounds 
better than the last one.  Don't hear a 'Fool For A Pretty Face', but I do hear a real good variety.  'All 
Shook Up', 'Go For The Throat', and 'Teenage Anxiety' are all decent...Jefferson Starship getting some 
good response. I guess maybe the appearance on 'Fridays' helped.  'Stranger' sounds like 'My Sharona' 
for 1981.. -.Tiienomenal phone calls for:  Ozzy Osbourne--beyond Black Sabbath...Steve Winwood still maintains 
#3 sales and is real high up on the list of calls. The record will not die--it's just too good.. .Other

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI  P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "I'm still in a state of awe following the Pat Metheny concert 
this past weekend.  I can't remember the last time I was floored by such virtuoso.performances on both 
the technical and creative levels.  I know a lot of us tend to pass on Pat and his band because they're 
'out there' or 'too jazzy for us'.  But once you've seen this outfit, it's hard to find anything that 
measureç up.

Could be another Australian band will happen in America...In the meantime, 
everybody's excited about the Rainbow/Pat Travers concert in May.  Besides 'I Surrender', we're also 
playing 'It Can't Happen Here' on the Rainbow album...In local sales, very interesting debuts: AC/DC 
'Dirty Deeds' at #4; Grateful Dead at #6--enormous phones on both albums.  Quite a contrast-Tn taste, ar4 
we're certainly happy to have both ends of the spectrum listening to PYX-106...The Pretenders debut #11; 
my current favorite, Santana at #12; and, 'Kampuchea' #18...Always look on the bright side!" 
WFBQ, INDIANAPOLIS, IN  P.D.-JOE KRAUSE: "We're considering the Point Blank.  It's a great album, probably 
the 'best product they've released.  With the changes in personnel, I think that they'll be getting a lot 
of the acclaim they should have had a long time ago.

'Fridays'. Th P band s'h-6-Wed  a style and polish on stage that came off very together and enthusiastic. 
Can't wait for the tour.  It'll be fun watching them earn the spotlight and make new fans.  Most sincere 
thanks to the double Bills--McGath/ and ;odd, who put everything together for me, making the whole 
experience one I'll never forget.. .The Billy Squier is a solid album throughout and should be a top 
seller.

WOBK, ALBANY, NY  M.D.-LIN BREHMER: "The Southside Johnny live record is genuine flesh and blood rock 
and roll.  Sure hope it expands our audience...We've been trying the Prince record occasionally for 
awhile and since we've gotten some requests, it's an add this week.  I especially like 'When You Were 
Mine'...The diversity and fine playing of the Sky record is very impressive...The Raybeats is 
fascinating instrumental rock and roll...The new Billy Squier album strikes me as a great improvement 
over his first.  This one could go places.  Try 'Too Daze Gone'...Excellent response these days to the 
Grateful Dead, Amy Bolton, Adam And The Ants, U-2, and especially the Dregs...We're a little surprised

SEAN COAKLEY, ATCO  (212-484-6400): "Consider this phenomena:  Each week in these pages we read several 
thoughtful comments from radio programmers bemoaning either the quality (mediocre!) of most new music or 
the quantity of 'one cut' albums.  There is a lot of truth to these sentiments.  What is often most 
frustrating for the record community is when our artists do deliver quality albums, deep albums (I'm 
talking 5 or 6 great songs) and radio plays one song for X number of weeks and thereby judges the entire 
vinyl:  hit or stiff.  Yuck!!  A great case in point is Sherbs.  This album was initially met with 
overwhelmingly positive comments by programmers who were delighted to have an album with so many 229d 
tracks.  So far, 90% of all airplay has been on 'The Skill'.  Our research has consistently shown that 
'No Turning Back' is the reaction cut on the album, both in terms of phones and sales.  (The album 
debuted #21 in Detroit thii-îié-e-i—after three weeks of play on WLLZ).  My point here is obvious.  Those 
'one traCT—only' album stations are contributing to the paucity of musically consistent albums.  It's 
time to sharpen up your research and seek out the songs that get reaction...Great week on Humble Pie. 
Unless you're MOR, you should be on this.  (If you're MOR, why are you reading this radical periodical?)... 
Dave Edmunds' 'Twangin' sails into your life this week, and I think you'll agree that his genius lies in 
his song selection...Personal to Drake: Don't ever leave these pages again!  Your comments are the best! 
Oh yea, and happy birthday too, midget...Anyone looking for a fascinating book, let me suggest 
John Hammond's autobiography published by Penguin.  Talk about legends, this man is truly incredible!"

Sharon slightly 
suffering from the extra G's, but lift off and touchdown should go smoothly...Note:  Of all the record 
companies they had to choose from for names, NASA picked Columbia!  Putting Lps into orbit for maximum 
rotation. 'Poner that'." 

MIKE BONE, ARISTA (212-489-7400): "Willie  'I'm short but strong'  Nile blasts onto all airplay charts. 
Excuse me, other labels, but either stand aside or Willie will walk over you on the way to Top 10 
airplay.  Willie is serious business... If sales information influences your programming, 
Gino Vannelli belongs on your radio station.  Ask anyone playing Gino (Dave Lange, Bob Walton, and many 
others) about rhones and you'll get a 30 minute success story.  Looking for upper demos and women?  Gino 
delivers...Joe McCabe called me at home last night to apologize for the weather in Kansas City.  Last 
night was Krokus' first headline concert in America.  It seems, in spite of torrential downpour and a 
tornado, Krokus still SOLD OUT all seats in the Uptown Theater.  The tour continues and the album is 
selling really wirr.— 'Winning Man' was released as the single last week...The Dregs 'Unsung Heros' is 
triple bulletted and going all the way.  'Cruise Control'  (written for Mitch Michaels) and 'Rock And 
Roll Park' are the tracks.  How about Top 20 sales in Milwaukee with no airplay?  (Are you listening?)... 
Fusion freaks and Jeff Lorber go hand in hand.  You can't lose with Jeff.  Stick with the title track.

Check 
out 'Goo-goo Muck', 'Primitive' and 'Green Door'...Out this week on IRS/Faulty:  Steve Diggle from the 
Buzzcocks.  The Buzzcock's album are the three singles we've released in the last six months in a 12" 
form.  The Diggle single is a three-cut Ep with the Buzzcocks backing him up.  He is a member of the 
band...Also out next week on IRS/Faulty are the Dead Kennedy's new single 'Too Drunk To  '...Also, 
check out the Textones single 'Reason To Leave' featuring Carla Olson of Phil Seymour's-W d--an 
interesting piece of pop...VEJUR QUOTE: 'No re-entry hazard!' " 

STEVE LEEDS, INDEPENDENT  (212-765-8553): "As predicted last week, the Gary U. S. Bonds record exploded 
on the radio.

To those I got to catch on my short road trip, I thank you for the time and space.  To those I may have 
missed, I'll be back round before the end of the race...Thanks to Glen, Mills and Mary for a day I'll 
not soon forget... In heavy rotation at WYNN:  Billy & The Beaters, —17iTli FUTe, Producers, Point Blank, 
and Gary U. S.  (holy shit) Bonds.".. .AL:  "Regarding recent questions of what direction is music taking 
today, I don't think it's really going to matter if so much of radio continues to keep their ears closed 
and stick with the formulas.

The next shuttle should be 
named either the Stiff or the Beserkley...Please listen to the Killing Joke Lp.  It's truly one of the 
best English rock albums of the year, and to my ears, it's very accessible.  'Requiem', 'The Wait' and 
'Change' are the cuts.  I hope all my stations in the Northeast enjoyed their Killing Joke joke.. .1 
haven't written about imports in a long time, but there seems to be a lot of great ones out there right 
now.  I recommend the 101er's, the band that Joe Strummer was in before joining the Clash, a straight 
forward British rock and roll band in the classic tradition (sort of a Clash meets George Thorogood 
sound); the album from UB40, a reggae outfit with tremendous potential in the U. S. (whoever it was that 
recommended UB40 to me, thanks); and the new single from New Order 'Ceremony' a surprisingly accessible 
and forceful song...The favorites at the Webber-matic factory are Gary U. S. Bonds, of course, Joe Ely, 
Killing Joke and the 'Rockers' soundtrack which has been revived due to increasing springlike activities 
(like baseball and Margueritas)...If Susan's sister continues to like choice records such as Adam & The 
Ants, then maybe Bill should hire her as a teen-age consultant.

Catch Tom Dickie on the road 
with Hall and Oates now...Thanks to Charlie Kendal  for his hospitality last Saturday.  Thanks also to 
RCA's Bob Catania and to MMR Anita Gevenison for the wonderful interview with Hall and Oates...Last week's 
questions were pretty humorous, especially Dave Benson's.

For an album to sell over 100,000 units with less than 30 stations playing it is very significant, 
especially in these times where records that do get heavy airplay become nothing more than turntable hits 
that can't be given away.  Hats off to Bill Hard for not being afraid to pick this, to the 30 radio 
stations that had the courage to play something a little different, and last but not least to Jon Scott  
who has worked this record from day of release without pay.. .Speaking of Jon Scott: Rumor has it he 
might move to Buffalo to work for me now that the LA Kings have been eliminated and the Buffalo Sabers 
look like contenders...To John Gorman: Did you hear the rumor that Mr. Peabody has predicted a Gilbert 
O'Sullivan rennaissance?  He also predicts the Friar will land a new gig as the company logo for Hanibel 
Records...To Paul Heine: Most people drink Perrier water.  I understand you'd like Love Canal water... 
U-2 continues to make new believers.  They had more mentions last week in Radio Action than any other 
record... Records you should be playing:  Hawks, Franke & The Knockouts, Rosanne Cash, Kim Carnes... Records 
you might want to find out about:  'Cosmic Turnaround' new unreleased Hendrix on Nutmeg Records; an 
Albany based band, Visitor, that drew close to 2,000 people in their 3rd area live appearance; and 
Dr. Goodfoot who can give Zappa and the Tubes a run for their money with his zany brand of humor.  'Dig 
Me I'm A Pygmy, a song about a voyeur pigmy, and 'Do The Funky Kirshna' is guaranteed to be a hit at any 
airport.  It should have been included on the soundtrack to the movie 'Airplane'." 

EDDIE HUMBER, INDEPENDENT  (707-585-2105): "Well, I guess everyone is proving it all right with 
Mr. Bill's Choice last week.  Finally a record that puts some R&B flavor back into rock radio's menu. 
With his classy vocal style, production by Miami Steve and backed by the E Street Band, this record should 
boost the economy and put a new tempo in the phrase 'for a stronger America, buy U. S. Bonds'...As Ruer  
would say about the Ozzy 'dove episode'--not my Ozzy...Ghost Riders continue to forge new frontiers in 
the West campaigning up the Coast live.

Check out the Rolling Stones article on Joe in this month's issue...I qottatell you  right at home 
in L.A. with all these home boys on MCA, the aforementioned and now the Shake Russell Dana Cooper Band 
Lp along with Bandera...Shake and Dana's Lp is #6 in sales in Houston, and has picked up major adds from 
coast to coast last week.  Listen to 'Gentle Way To Ride' and 'Songs On The Radio'...Bandera went into 
action this week with some big adds.  Listen to 'Blame It On The Full Moon', 'Billy The Kid' and 'Now That 
It's Over'...'The Waiting' has just begun.  Tom Petty's new single is here and the incredible album is 
coming soon...To Bubba Jon Scott: When that lizard rears  its ugly head, you must choke it!" 

J. B. BRENNER, A&M  (212-826-0477): "Rupert  self-produced debut album is quite a unique record. 
In fact, imaginative recordings are the norm for Rupert.  The album was recorded with the minimal use of 
conventional instruments.  As an alternative, Rupert has created what he calls 'processed  sound' to 
create this familiar tone and texture.  He is assisted on two tracks by Phil Collins  and by Marianne 
Faithfull on the cut 'Misplaced Love'.  Suggested cuts include:  'I Hang On To My Vertigo', 'Misplaced 
Love', 'Surface Tension' and 'Another Stranger'...The Yellow Magic Orchestra is back with their latest 
effort 'BGM'.  Their first two Lps in this country met with varying degrees of success through a 
combination of album radio and R&B airplay as well as in-store promotion.  As the group says, " BGM' 
is must to be listened with equal enjoyment at a variety of levels.  It removes the tedium from everyday 
actions as cleaning the dog or walking the dishes when played softly while holding its own with a 
vengeance at higher volumes'.  Be sure to check out the cut 'Cue' which bears a striking resemblance to 
Mr. Bowie...Live Wire's 'Changes Made' is off to a credible start with a large number of Indicator 
stations out of the box.  'Running' seems to be the lead cut with 'Sleep' and 'Child's Eye' also scoring 
spins.  Go back and check this piece out.  It's h-o-t...I realize that in the past John Cales music may 
not have been that accessible for album stations, however 'Honi Soit' his latest Lp sure is.  So please, 
put aside those preconceived notions and check out 'Dead Or Alive' and 'Strange Times In Casablanca'.

It continues 
to climb the Song Index and shows the same Top 10 top track potential as 'Hold On Loosely'-which has been 
lodged at #2 on the Index for over a month... In the weeks ahead:  Split Enz, Squeeze, and Peter Fra ton." 

ROY ROSENBERG, STIFF  (212-765-3977): "The Wendy 0 Cleveland synopsis is in two words: Not Guilty!  Now 
for the story:  Wendy Orlean Williams, lead singer of the Plasmatics, was found not guilty by a Cleveland 
court on April 9th.  The singer was charged with 'pandering obscenity' at a Jan. 21 concert at the 
Cleveland Agora. An eight person jury reached their verdict on the second day of the trial after requesting 
a second viewing of a video tape of the show.  The jury rejected the Cleveland City Prosecuter's 
contention that Williams' performance was 'patently offensive' ad as such 'exceeded community standards 
of decency'.  Following the verdict, Williams commented on her arrest and trial:  'The real obscenity was 
that I was arrested in the first place.  This whole thing was a waste of the taxpayers' money. Cleveland 
is 3rd in the U. S. in rapes and 5th in murders--they (the police) should be going after the real 
criminals instead of trying to censor peoples' first ammendment rights."  Now it's on to Milwaukee 
June 3rd.

CHRIS HENSLEY, EMI  (404-321-5441): "The trout are running in the Chattahoochee, bass arriving to a 
chartreufe Bush Hog and Gary U. S. Bonds is back.  Thanks to one and all...0h, and don't forget to listen 
to 'Draw Up The Cards' and 'School Is Out' off Kim Carnes new Lp.  After her tour with James Taylor and 
her duet with Randy Meisner we're looking to cross her album rock.  Don't be caught off-guard. The demos 
are right and Kim is one of the hottest acts out right now.  Album rock or Top 40... By the way, those of 
you who've been playing 'Is Your Heater Hot' by Fast Fontaine (thank you WWCK), the Calvary is on the 
way...Next: Marty Balin's solo album...And Rad: Don't worry, I won't tell a soul!"

FOR YOUR INFORMATION: 
When reading tn FTridividual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotations are tracked. 

1.  PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2.  PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3.  AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK.  EMPHASIS is a system 
of relative scaling, based on 10.  If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points.  If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc. TE-is allows a much more 
detailed rundown than the conventional light/ medium/heavy system.
