Hard Choices 
SPLIT ENZ, "WAIATA", A&M  
An interesting flip-flop for Split Enz. As you'll recall, "I Got You" from the last album walked 
off with the lion's share of play, making it to #1 on the Song Index, and establishing a decent 
Top 40 name for the band.  This time around, I'm hanipressed to zero in on a single, but find the 
album extra entertaining from start to finish.  If a slightly dense production feel loaded with 
quirks is your cup of kangaroo--you'll love "Waiata".  "Hard Act" will probably lead, but I also 
give the nod to "History Never Repeats" and "One Step Ahead"  (the single?). 

LES DUDEK, "GYPSY RIDE", COLUMBIA  
I'd say this is Les' best to date, certainly his most programmable since the "Old Judge Jones" days. 
It's not an amazing, one-listen blow-you-back special, but much like Split Enz, has captivating 
movements throughout and stays with you.  I've been humming "What's Lost", "Deja Vu" and "Sacrifice 
The Fool" (which Kal went Front Page with) for weeks.  The song selection is strong.  Les' guitar 
should scream out of the radio, and the man is in very good voice.  At the very least, this sounds 

like a safe radio record.  At best, watch cm': Molly Hatchet! 

Chain Reaction 
"THE WAITING", TOM PETTY AND THE HEARTBREAKERS, BACKSTREET/MCA  
With 107 first week reports, Tom sets an FMQB record for Most Added song, ever.  And, if you think 
the sTiTUle is hot, wait til you hear the album.  Bill Hard promises it wilT t you free...Here's 
what radio had to say this week:  Bob Bittens, WHCN, "The hardest part of having the new Tom Petty 
single is the waiting for the rest of the album.  It promises to be another Killer album"...Ron Nenni, 
WPYX, "We're being teased to death and I love it.  The Petty 45 is a homerun and everyone is dying 
to hear more"...Paul Payton, WCCC, "I love tie new Petty, too, as one of contemporary rock's masters 
gets his first base hit from what is sure to be a grand slam album"...Tim Bedore, KZAP, "Tom went 
immediately into super hot and heavy rotatio, and sounds great.  It sticiiIra be huge"...S q Daniels, 
"Extra points to Tom for putting out a rocker the first single rather than the obvious Nicks duet. 
As he says, there ain't enough rock on Top 4] these days.  Tom is willing to challenge Top 40 on 
that note"...WLAV-FM's Dave Lo an, "Tom sounds more like 'classic material', but I guess that's what 
we were all expecting from him'.. .Dave Lange heard the Lp and told us, "Top reaction to the new Tom 
Petty single.  I'm just afraid that if I happen to see a copy of that album a few days before it's 
actually due, I might play it without calling anybody, despite what I may have said in last week's 
question"...We predict a #1 Song Index debut next week. 
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CHAIN REACTION CONTINUED 

OZZY OSBOURNE, "BLIZZARD OF OZZ", JET/EPIC  
Those debuts and play increases keep movina Ozzy up the list--20-15 on the Index, and 18-16 on 
the Metro Chart...This week's Level I increases:  WQXM, WEBN, WIYY, DC101. .-.71—s-51- up on Le-7-él II: 
WPLR, WLVQ, WTUE, and WLIR...Now in max play on WSYR, KWST, KLOS, WCCC, and WLPX...New air on KDWB, 
WLRS, KZAP, and WBCN.  Another strong chart move is in the works next week...On the Song Index, 
"Crazy Train"does 35-22, with "I Don't Know" 47-35...Comments:  Tim Smith, "We've upped the rotation 
on Ozzy.  It's pulling very strong phones.  There was a 22-4 refiTT3 W—ihis week, and there is a 
lot of interest with his concert coming to town"...Magic, WYFE, "Ozzy broke into top 5 sales in 
this area.  The album's gonna be huge in this area". ..Moby, WQXM, "The record stores around the 
Tampa Bay area are having a hard tire keeping it on the shelf.  Heavy metal lives and Ozzy proves it"... 
From Buck McWilliams, WIOT, "Ozzy debuts at #1-- #15 sales, and phones are still ringing top 5". 

BILLY SQUIER, "DON'T SAY NO", CAPITOL  
The week's highest debut for Billy--#19 on the Index, and #21 Metro...Also showing progress on 
the Superstars Chart at #15 with debuts from this week's 12 adds.  Another Index prime move is likely 
next week here, too...Strongest early play now on KMOD, WIOT, KYYS, WBCN, KATT, WLIR, KZEL, and WQFM... 
Early listener reaction:  Peyton Mays, KZEL, "The Squier is on fire--the sheer volume of listener 
response has been scary"...Curt Gary, WEBN, "Big response this week from Billy, and yet, sure enough 
they all ask if it's a new Led Zeppelin record"...Judy McNutt, KGB-FM, "Billy is knockin 'em dead!! 
Requests, early sales, positive response, and my personal fave"...Pam Abresch, KDWB, "We're extremely 
excited about Billy.  We got immediate response"...Karen Andersen, WGIR-FM, "Billy is already drawing 
phone interest.  This one has to go all the way". 

GARY U.S. BONDS, "DEDICATION", EMI  
With the single roaring out of the box, and album stations super-supportive, this record couldn't 
look much better.  Another strong showing on the Most Added list at #4 on the National totals with 
20 reports, #2 for the past two weeks with 91, and #2 Most Added in the Level I stations with 7: WDVE, 
WIOQ, WLPX, MRS, KDKB, KYYS, and WLUP.  Also be aware of the #26 Index and #25 Metro chart debuts... 
Max play reports now in from WBCN, WQDR, and WPLR...Strong play on WSHE, KGB:71, KZEL, KTYD, KATT, 
WCCC, WBRU, and WNOR-FM...Average play is now 6.2emphasis, and 4.3 plays per day... From radio action: 
Ron Phillips, WMAD, "Good timing on this one.  The single is already a hit, so it's time for album 
rock to go deeper.  One of the fastest moving records I can remember"...Ed Levine, WAQX, "With limited 
stock, this record is already selling very strongly, and I'm getting speCifi-E—i7ifuests for 'This Little 
Girl'--SMASH!!"...Ilyse_ Gottlieb, WRXL, "After playing 'This Little Girl' for one week, it's already 
in the top 20 sales'.. .Other positives this week from Nils Von Veh, Wendy Rice, Dave Lange, Tom Nast, 
Judy McNutt, Ronald Reagar, Jim Kinney, and Tom Starr. 

TOM JOHNSTON, "STILL FEELS GOOD", WARNER BROTHERS  
It's interesting how many "Thank God, some relief from the Michael McDonald pablum" comments we 
picked up.  Programmers are genuinely thrilled to have aDoobie-oid effort with some "Captain and Me" 
overtones...As WQFM's Mike Wolf puts it, "After years of disliking the Michael McDonald mush that 
passes for Doobie Brothers, it's refreshing to hear the new album.  'Madman' is the track that will 
let all of our listeners know the true spirit of the early Doobies still rocks on"...WYNF's Nick Van  
Cleve feels, "Tom has finally gotten himself a great solo work.  With the flavor of 'Toulouse Street' 
and 'The Captain', he will rekindle a following for the early Doobie Brothers fans who began to drift 
away when the Michael McDonald influence took over.  This album should come home"...Dana sez, "A lot 
of good potential.  He has recaptured some of the old Doobies feeling"...From Paul Payton, "The album 
was a pleasant surprise.  A voice that made the Doobies makes it again with 'Madman' out front.  We 
look for a longer life from this than from the last Doobies album"...Nils Von Veh comments, "Tom will 
have a smash on his hands this time around.  The first couple of times I heard it on the air, I was 
sure it was something from 'The Captain And Me''.. .Finally, KWST's Ted Habeck says, "Everybody here at 
the station loves the new album.  We concur that it is the true sound of the Doobie Brothers"... 
"Madman" leads by miles. 

WILLIE NILE, "GOLDEN DOWN", ARISTA  
With new air this week on WDVE, WLVQ, KOME, WABK, KLAQ, and WXUS, Willie is up to a four week add total 
of 66 stations.. .We have heavy play on WMMS, WQBK, and WBRU, with increases this week from WHFS, WBLM, 
and WMMR..."Poor Boy" leads with 62  of the play, now up to 61 on the Song Index. That's clearly the 
track radio is depending on, as noted by WLVQ's Tim Smith, "We were firm believers in the first album, 
and Jimmy Iovine's assistance should bring this record home." 

ADAM AND THE ANTS, "KINGS OF THE WILD FRONTIER", EPIC  
In the Hard Choice, I said this record was on the verge of exploding, and in the two weeks since then, 
the Anthill is beginning to look more like Mount St. Helen's.  Last week a #48 debut on the Index, 
and this week a prime move to #43...We log in an impressive list of calls ti7IT week, too, including 
WPLJ, KOME, KLOL, and WYSP (to go along with KLOS, WHCN, and KLAQ, last week)...WYSP's Lisa Richards 
has been converted, "A funny thing happened to me this weekend.  I was spinning through— Mien #55 
and I actually heard it.  I still don't understand, but I feel I am now a fullfledged Ant.  There is 
no denying this band is stirring some legitimate excitement"...Ditto Jose Diaz, WBLM, "It took me at 
least 10 listens, but I've been overtaken by Adam"...WLIR's Ray White warns, "If you're not playing 
the Ants, you're making a big mistake.  Up in Boston, the requests here on the island have been unreal--
age or sex makes no difference.  They all love 'Antmusic'"...WTPA's Bill Grant reports, "The response 
has been phenomenal from the college crowd--a lot of it had to do with  —seeing them live.  They 
were simply tremendous"...From Ron Rizzi, WRNW, "We have incredible sales registering in 22 stores"... 
KILO's Art Phillips adds, "Like U2, this record has become infectious after repeated listenings.  I 
don't till-a we ave a big Pirate/American Indian revival in Colorado, but this record is definitely 
creating retail interest". 

"BETTE DAVIS EYES", KIM CARNES, EMI  
A very strong add week for Kim--#2 Most Added overall with 24 reports ( behind Tom Johnston), also 
the #1 Most Added album (behind the Petty single) in the major market Level I compilation.  I'm 
pleased to see the single is the preferred track; as stated last week, : feel it's the most valuable 
thing on the record... If the single popped so quickly in your market that you anticipate early burnout, 
try 'Break The Rules Tonight', as noted by Ron Phillips, WMAD:  "If you can't use the single, 'Rules' 
is a smart counterprogramming move against your Top 40 competition"...KZOK's Nils Von Veh comments, 
"People are missing an incredible song if they don't play the single.  Our phones for TFTs are very 
strong"...Eddie Wazoo sez, "Kim's single has exploded.  Heavy play first week out, heavy calls from 
females"...From the Skyboy, "'Bette Davis Eyes' rivals Tom Petty for turntable action in the Daniel's 
den.  Jackie De Shannon was my first rock and roll sweetheart, and she is still in tune with my sensi-
bilities.  Kim's raspy delivery is one of the most hypnotic vocals I've heard on the radio in months".

With 60% of the play, "Angel" is way out front--on the Song Index at #86.  We had a Back Page prime 
move, 49-44, and a near prime move Metro, 45-41.  Increased play this week on:  KZEL, WPLR, KWFM, 
WHFS, and WQBK...Heaviest play on WBCN, WCCC and KTYD...New this week on KYYS, KSJO, WIOT, KLIV, WSYR, 
and KFML for a four-week total of 45 FMQB reporters. 

"MY BABE", COLD CHISEL, ELEKTRA  
Cold Chisel just missed the Metro Chart this week, and came on the Back Page at #47.With this week's 
13 adds, including WYSP, WLAV-FM, KDWB, KAZY, and KGB-FM, I anticipate another pTiTle move next week. 

"GO FOR THE THROAT", HUMBLE PIE, ATCO  
We've seen a couple of strong weeks for the Pie--#3 Most Added last week with 36, back this week 
with 19 more for #5 Most Added... "All Shook Up" is first to make the Song Inde-Fat #89, but "Teenage 
Anxiety" is moving up quickly and could well end up most played...As WCN's Bob Bittens says, "The 
more I listen to 'Teenage Anxiety', the more it grows on me.  'Go For The Throat1-77.7a-crunching 
rock with a touch of R&B and a lot of class.  I hope Marriott doesn't slow down due to his accident. 
Rockers with his kind of longevity are hard to come by"... From Mark Miller, WWCK: "I really feel 
'Teenage Anxiety' is the cut to go with. A real nice feel to it, nice and melodic, but real gutsy". 

"I CAN TAKE CARE OF MYSELF", BILLY AND THE BEATERS, ALFA  
The good call letters and rave reviews continue to roll in.  New this week on WYSP, WKLS, KGB-FM, 
WMAD, KKDJ, and more...WXUS's Bob Majersky tells us, "Their name sounds kind of punky, but the tale of 
the turntable tells a different story. The rockabilly sounds of 'Millie Get Some Chili' has the 
phones ringing off the hook--all positives"...From Judy McNutt, KGB-FM, "Billy and the Beaters are 
difficult to program, but worth the effort.  A fresh sound, with incredible vocal work. Billy Vera 
gets my vote as the new vocal contender of the year"  Again we go to my quotable buddy Ron Phillips, 
WMAD, "A tip of the hat to the new Alfa records on Billy.  A tasteful record all the way through, 
with enough different influences to satisfy anyone's preference.  The production is super clean for 
a live album.  That big brassy crispness jumps right out of the radio." ' 

"MERCURY BLUES", DAVID LINDLEY, ELEKTRA  
It's not at all what I expected, but I must admit the reggae weirdness is rather refreshing.  Our #5 
Most Added this week, heavy on the Level II, III and Indicator stations...WQBK's Lin Brehmer says, "I 
ike David Lindley, and I like reggae, but David Lindley doing reggae, that's quite a surprise.  Thanks 
David, but I'll take 'Mercury Blues'"...WRAS's Dane Venable adds, "He may be Jackson's guitar player 
but I'll be damned if you can tell by the album.  I dare you to play 'Mercury Blues' and not start 
dancing madly"...Paul Payton is also excited, "'Mercury Blues' is my favorite rock and roll cut of the 
month, and maybe even longer"...Finally from WAAL's Roberta Haber, "There's something for everybody, 
from reggae to rhythm and blues to straight ahead rock and roll.  And, as all of us Jackson Browne 
fanatics have always known, this man can play." 

"ALMOST SATURDAY NIGHT", DAVE EDMUNDS, ATCO  
The more I listen, the better this sounds.  I'm ready to call it the definitive version.  Our #2 Most 
Added single with 25 adds, including 5 Level I reporters:  WLPJ, KWST, WEBN, KSJO, and KZOK...WYFE's 

Magic tells us "Dave looks like he's got a real good one with this release.  The  45  sounds  great,  and  
the album sounds even better"...From KLBJ's John Logan, "If you don't think Dave's album is for real, 
'Saturday Night' must have never meant much.  Bangy and twangy, that beat gets your toes tapping and 
your fingers snapping"...When you get the album this week, I also recommend:  "Been So Long", "Cheap 

Talk", "Three Time Loser" and "You'll Never Get Me Up". 

"LET'S GET CRAZY", ROGER TAYLOR, ELEKTRA  
We're also seeing a consistent build on Roger.  #4 Most Added  with 15 adds last week, back with another 
14 in this report for #6 Most Added for the past—Two weeks with 30 iT-ations...KILO's Art Phillips says 
it all, "'Let's Get Crazy' is the perfect Springtime anthem.  Mention Queen, roll the record, and watch 

the phones light up". 

"DON'T KEEP ME HANGING", PURE PRAIRIE LEAGUE, CASABLANCA  
I was surprised to see COZ roll out of the box, but Rob Lipshutz hipped me to "Hanging", and after 
a listen, I get the message.  It may be formula, but it words.. .Other key first week calls:  KSHE, 
KZOK, WMJQ, WCCC, WPLR.

We just 
finished up a major promotion sending people to Toronto to see them, and the response was nothing short 
of unbelievable. Not only did people know about it and treat the whole promotion as a major event, but 
people who had never heard of Adam And The Ants were calling up wanting to hear it." 

Rob Roman, M.D., KLAQ: "Let's talk about the bizzare and where it all fits into album radio. Most would say 
bizarre is an automatic tune out. Others would say if you don't challenge and educate your audience then 
you're not doing your job. Still others say, El Paso? Where's that? Even Texans say we're still part of Mexico. 
The reason for this tirade is Adam And The Ants. Most of you have already seen Bill's comments and know 
the story of the great sales with little or no airplay. El Paso is a market which usually reacts negatively to 
anything which is not hard rock a la Nuge, AC/DC et al. But recently, we did a Q- Wave Night at a local club 
with some video from Epic (thanks to Joe Bravo). The video was of Adam And The Ants, The Clash, and Gary 
Myrick. The audience, which was comprised of mostly hard rockers, really liked what they saw and heard. 
So here's the point.' Sometimes you just don't know how your audience will react. So you have two choices: 
You either play it safe and don't play the record in question, or you give it a trial run. This can be done 
selectively enough to not turn off the soft-hearted while giving your audience the chance to check out the 
new and different. So-o-o-o. Album radio, let's give Adam And The Ants a try. If it doesn't work for your 
market, fine. But at least you've given the audience a chance to react. Incidently, our P.D. Arm, got a 
chance to see the band in L.A and was positively impressed with the show, even though she came away 
with some mixed reactions to the music overall. Try it, your audience may just like it."

Question Of The Week 

SKY, WLUP:  "I think that that's sensible considering radio's climate.  Predominantly upper demo oriented 
. thus the softer approach will have more broad based opportunities. I don't think it's selling out, nor 
do I fear rock and roll fading away.  As a matter of fact, I plan to be the first successful programmer 
(once I convince an owner to begin targetting back to the teams as everyone else is going for  the upper 
demo).  See Tom Petty for further feelings." 

NICK VAN CLEVE, WYNF: "It all depends upon the band's direction.  If they want to establish them-
selves as a rock and roll band early on in their career, they have to lean with a little bit more of 
an uptempo metal sound. But as tire progresses, and the base is built with that sound, they then can 
legitimately spread out and go for that all important Top  40 hit--a la REO Speedwagon.  It's easier 
to go from ball rock to ballads, than vice versa." 

ROB LIPSHUTZ, WCOZ: "It depends on the song.  Ballads are not the major part of what we play, but we 
played 'Keep On Loving You' heavily.  It's a good idea for the bands to try to take as many approaches 
as they can with radio being so fragmented, and I'm sure the fact that Styx and REO have gotten played 
on so many stations shows how beneficial this approach is.  We would prefer to play hard rock and roll. 
I don't think many of these bands have yet hurt their image creating these soft records, but the potential 
is there." 

JUDY MCNUTT, KGB-FM: "I say, why not use your cult following base to build from instead of pooping along 
like the Dead have (no offense) and getting stuck in the rut." 

KID LEO, WMMS: "I feel it's nothing new.  Some of the greatest rock and roll bands of all times--Beatles 
Stones, and Springsteen, have had some of their best songs and biggest hits with 'ballads' or semi -ballads. 
It's nothing new.  I just think album rock is overreacting, going back to the modal concept where every-
thing had to be crunch rock.  We at WMMS have always played ballads, always played rockers, and anything 
in between." 

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "Hell no. It makes me happy.  They are making themselves more accessible, and as a 
result, they'll sell more records.  That pleases the record companies.  The company is happy, the group 
is happy, I'm happy, you're happy, everybody's happy.  Let's have a party!" 

GREG GILLISPIE, KAZY: "First of all, by putting on a softer single, it's making these bands more accessible 
to more people.  It would concern me if the whole album had taken a softer turn.  But prime examples such 
as REO and April Wine shows they are still rocking as well as ever.  They'll always be rock and rollers 
at heart." 

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "I think that they are obviously going for what is going to bea hit record. 
Top 40 airplay is necessary, and if Top 40 says they won't play a record cause it's too hard, that re-
inforces the band to put out a soft single.  It's a vicious cycle. I still contend that if a song is 
that good, it'll make it whether it's hard or soft, but it's got to be really special." 

DAVID HAMILTON, KDWB: "I don't think it detracts from the image of the band.  At least, our research 
has not shown that. Especially if it's a heavy mellow sound such as the April Wine." 
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QUESTION CONTINUED 

ART PHILLIPS, KILO: "No, not at all.  I find it quite healthy.  If anything, it crosses the artist over 
and allows us to concentrate on other cuts from that artist." 

RON RIZZI, WRNW: "It seems to me that with the audience demographics constantly shifting upward, it makes 
sense for any band to offer diversity and versatility in their music.  Without it, your rock listener, 
whether they be 18 of 30, would not stand a chance at being interested for very long." 

CURT GARY, WEBN: "At a certain point in any band's career, they have to try to reach for a more mass 

audience if they are to continue to grow." 

MOBY, WQXM: "I've definitely noticed the trend, and I'm not thoroughly happy with it, but there still is 
a wide choice of hard rock/heavy metal music to choose from.  I believe the 18-24 core still desires 
electricity in their rock and roll.  If the bands they've been used to listening to cease to give it, 

they'll look elsewhere." 

WENDY RICE, WWCT: "Yes, it does, because it's almost like selling out.  It just seems, in most cases, 
these bands are best at rock and roll and Top 40 radio should be open to that as well as to soft singles." 

DAN BRENNAN, WRKK: "No, it doesn't bother me.  I think the groups that are hard edged broaden their base 
of support when they have a mellow single.  Frankly, in the case of REO Speedwagon's single, the tune 
was quite playable for album rock and Top 40.  The groups need a hit from more than one format to make 

it really big." 
TED EDWARDS, WCMF: "It doesn't worry me.  It's something I accept.  I think it's the classic syndrome of 
people trying to cover all the bases so that their product can be programmed by any kind of radio station. 
Personally, I think in some cases, REO is an exception.  In some cases, it hurts the artist.  I've 
seen a number of bands that were incredibly exciting in concert, but whoever the powers are that produced 
the album, took all the excitement out of the record so that it would be programmed by a broad spectrum 

of stations, whereas they should concentrate on breaking them on one format." 

LYN COREY, WZZO: "No, it just shows that it's versatile.  As long as it's not wimpy, or doesn't fit into 

our format.  As long as it's good material, there's no problem." 

TOM NAST, WSYR: "Not at all.  Look at the success it's brought REO. Groups like April Wine, predominantly 
hard rock, are finally coming into the masses now with songs like 'Just Between You And Me'.  It's not 
affecting their hard rock image, because guys are requesting some of these mellower songs.  There is a 

romanticist in all of us, you know." 

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "It doesn't bother me at all simply because the bands are seeing the reality of the 
short term hard rock mold.  It's true it's worked for AC/DC, but how long can it last?  As the audience 
grows older, the music that appeals mostly to the 12-17 crowd is going to be less appealing to our 

audience and to us broadcasters as well." 

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "No, it doesn't worry me.  I think it's all going to balance out.  I think if a band 
puts out a soft single, and it opens doors for them in other formats beyond rock and roll, they won't 
lose credibility with album rock if the rest of the album contains strong enough rock and roll to be 
used by those stations.  For example, Bob Seger didn't lose any credibility with having his hit 'Against 
The Wind'.  I think REO and April Wine are very much rock and roll bands.  I would have to be concerned 

when the level of quality of music beyond the single starts to wimp out." 

TED HABECK, KWST: "It doesn't bother me, but sometimes it seems like a cop out.  It's the old story of 
being in this business of making money and not making music, at times." 

OREST, WMJQ: "As long as the vinyl doesn't completely melt all over the turntable, otherwise I think 
it's great for the group.  It shows that a group can do other material besides hard rock and roll." 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "Not in the least.  I think a band can rock as hard as they want, and with the right 
strength of melodic injection, expand their following by leaps and bounds.  April Wine's 'Just Between 
You And Me' has begun to burn, but nevertheless, it's the first song of theirs that has drawn heavy 

female phones." 
BILL GRANT, WTPA: "No.  It shows that rock is becoming more mass appeal.  It is becoming music hall trend. 
It is nice to hear a soft rock single than anything else." 

MICHELE ROBINSON, KLOL: "It doesn't worry me at all.  I realize the reason they're doing it, because 
what was originally Top 40, is now mass appeal.  Their format has softened up so much that it's the main 

reason for those soft singles." 
RUSS BRADLEY, WQMF: "No.  If they are good bands, and it's good music, I see it only as those bands 
trying to broaden their horizons.  It's like the old saying, 'good music is good music is good  music'." 

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "I think it's just an evolutionary pattern.  I think they've taken their hard rock 

limitations to their boundaries and are expanding in other directions." 

MALCOLM GRAY, WRCN: "No.  It's about time they learned how to diversify themselves.  I hope the trend 

continues to make the bands more accessible." 

MAGIC, WYFE: "I see that as positive growth." 

MIKE LYONS , WDIZ: "I think it's representative of a pattern in the industry that's been around for 

years.  I think that harder singles will come back in due time." 

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "The more people who respond  to a band and get turned to an album is encouraging. 
For instance, April Wine's single will put them over the line." 

LIN BREHMER, WOBK: "Nothing bothers me." 

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "Not a bit, I love it.  It gives me something to play by those bands." 

MICHAEL MACRONE, WBRU: "It doesn't bother me if it's an honest effort.  A lot of bands who are known as 
hard rock bands have always done a number of soft songs which are not considered to be characteristic, but 

the soft side is really an honest aspect." 

JOHN SIMON, WLRS: "It doesn't worry me.  I think when the quality is in the music, it doesn't matter 
if it's hard of soft.  Especially when we're dealing with a broad demographic base like we are." 

JOHN LOGAN, KLBJ: "Definitely not.  It's good to see somebody realize there's more scope to music and 

radio and its listeners than chainsaw." 

JONATHAN WHITE, WROQ: "It doesn't really bother me.  The slower tunes from some of the hard rockers seem 
to be going over well with the masses.  I can't blame someone for trying to make a buck.  That's the 

bottom line, anyway," 
DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "I don't think the bands are coming out with soft singles.  I think the record 

companies are picking them." 
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QUESTION CONTINUED 

STEVE KOSTAN, WABX: No.  In the past, such notorious sleazy rockers as the Rolling Stones, Aerosmith, 
etc. have found it necessary to occasionally release such records.  It's a move that gives them greater 
exposure and I see no problem with that as long as the songs are high in quality and don't become the 
dominant sound of the band (i.e., wimp out)." 

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "No.  I also do the music for our pop adult station, and I can appreciate a band 
broadening its audience.  Just because a band s an AC or a Top 40 single, doesn't mean that they are 
totally wimping out.  A lot of times there will be some other hard rockers on these albums beside the 

softer singles.  I, for one, like variety." 

LYNDA CLAYTON, KDKB: "I think it often takes a ballad to get a hard rocking band started. Although not 
always.  Being a lady, I love those love songs." 

PAUL "LOBSTER" WELLS, KLIV: "No.  Rock ballads have never worried me.  Even the hardest rock station 
can't be so narrow as to exclude a superior melody.  I think that this trend is more caused by the old 
ears rock bands must appeal to to get Top 40 airplay these days then a trend by the musicians.  Even in 
the days of 'acid rock', bands like the Doors, Jefferson Airplane, and yes, even Jimi Hendrix, used to 
do a lot of ballads and they are still some of my favorite songs.  Maybe my ears are old too." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "No.  It doesn't worry me in the least.  I think it's just realistic thinking on 
the part of those bands.  If you want to sell records these days, you need Top 40 appeal as well as 

album appeal." 

BRUCE GOLDSEN, WRKI: "No.  It makes me ecstatic. It's about time man has learned to diversify and take 
advantage of different styles of music. The only thing that would worry me is a band that stuck only 

to one particular style of music." 

JOHN DUNCAN, KPRI: "Nope. Just as long as it's a hit." 

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "It doesn't worry me if the tune won't alienate the core audience of that band. 
Styx and REO are two good examples of bands that pull it off successfully." 

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "No, not at all. What these bands are showing, or at least their managements are 
showing is a realization of where Top 40 radio is right now.  You can have a great, great rock and roll 
single a la 'Turn Me Loose', but it's only going to mid-chart.  Very simply, because the KBW's of the 
world won't and can't play it right now. I think the groups are entitled to go for what they can get, 
as long as they don't start doing 7 or 8 of 'em. I don't think anyone has anything to worry about." 

IRA GORDON, KFML: "Not in the least.  As a matter of fact, it makes the bands more accessible to the 
larger audience.  We aim our format to adults 25+ and it enables us to play groups that we sometimes 

shy away from." 

DAVE LANGE, WOVE: "It doesn't worry me, but I think it should worry the band sometimes.  They may be 
confusing their traditional positioning causing the audience to wonder what the hell kind of music do 

they play." 
NEAL MIRSKY, WSHE: "Not at all.  Why should it worry me?  I think it's great those bands are versatile 
enough to  be able to react to mass appeal radio trends and offer the public what they're looking for 
rather than just what they're known for from the past.  What does worry me are those bands who don't 

react to trends and become dinosaurs." 

RON NENNI, WPYX: "It doesn't worry me at all, as long as they give us rock and roll on their albums. 

More power to 'em if they can crossover to Top 40 with softer cuts." 

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "Not at all.  All of the bands that have done that, in addition to releasing the 
soft single, have some real 'hard' rock and roll on their albums.  From my standpoint, they've done the 
right thing.  They haven't copped out at all.  Those guys want to make money, too." 

ROBERTA HABER, WAAL: "I think they're making an obvious attempt to capture the crossover market.  You've 
got to sell a lot of records these days to capture the Top 40 audience.  For a station like us which 
appeals to upper demos, we almost welcome it...Qualitywise, as far as the band themselves, it's probably 
sort of a copout.  Almost as if they throw it in for the hell of it." 

RON PHILLIPS, WMAD: "I think the more variety that a band can develop in their music, the wider the 
range of audience they can appeal to.  If intelligent programmers can program the best of the soft and 
the hard, we won't end up limiting our demographics to a very narrow spread.  Consequently, we need 

both kinds of tunes." 

PEYTON MAYS, KZEL: "Hell no.  We're concerned with playing good songs, tempo notwithstanding." 

PAUL PAYTON, WCCC: "I'm not concerned. Good music will always be good music, not what the tempo is." 

EDDIE WAZOO, WPLR: "It doesn't concern me so much as indicate to me that maybe the members of the band 
are starting to get a little older. Often, when a band does that, it's an attempt to break through the 
Top 40 barrier.  What concerns me about any band is, not the style, but the quality of the music." 

LISA RICHARDS, WYSP: "First of all, it's extremely good for the band and the record company, because it 
puts them on a variety of different formats.  It's good for album rock, as well, because, let's face 
it, we're not rocking as hard as we used to and lyrics are important."

WQDR, RALEIGH, NY  M.D.-BOB WALTON: "Since I'm only in these pages every once in awhile, I've decided to 
answer all of the proposed Questions Of The Week from two weeks ago.  (You do have your Hard Sheet from 
two weeks ago, don't you?)  Well maybe not all, but most.  Some of the answers are a bit pompous admittedly, 
but I believe them.  Okay, first to Dave Lange: Why not both?  Rock and roll covers a lot of territory... 
To John Gorman: Exclusives?  What are those?...To Stew Schantz: The truth hurts...To Joe McCabe: I've 
heard of you, but who the hell is Kid Leo?...To Paul Payton: What is a cookie cutter format?  Personally, 
I've eaten a whole package of Chips Ahoy  lived to tell about it...To Dave Krusenklaus: Maybe they're 
smarter than the rest of us.

None.  The bigger the hype, the less I like it.  You don't need to hype good product...Who knows, you 
may never hear from me for another year.  Some people would be happier, I guess." 

KWST, LOS ANGELES, CA  M.D.-TED HABECK: "Well, congratulations Bill on the birth of your son.  Hope he 
grows up to be taller than you...Every so often you come across a song that grabs you real hard from 
a new release that isn't a priority from a label.  Nobody at Handshake ever mentioned the Pet Clams to 
me.  But my curiosity got the best of me, so I had to give them a listen.  Well, lo and behold, the 
first cut on the first side titled 'Riding In My Car' is a mo-fo.  My turntable favorite at home right 
now for sure...The Silencers latest release 'Romanic'  is a pretty good album.  Check out: 'Sidewalk 
Romeo' and 'Girl Waiting'...I like the new Pure Prairie League. Even though this band has gone through 
some major changes since their first couple of albums, they still manage to crank out some fine tunes. 
'Love You Truly, Julie' and 'Don't Keep Me Hanging' stand out on the first listen...Everybody here at the 
radio station loves the new Tommy Johnston.  We all concur that this is the true sound of the Doobie 
Brothers...Top Request This Week: Tom Petty and Ozzy Osbourne...That's all for now.  Ants to you all!" 

KLBJ, AUSTIN, TX  M.D.-JOHN LOGAN: "Regarding rock and roll and where you find it, that's exactly where 
it is, where you find it.  Sure, it's on the street, but realistically, how many people hear consistent 
street talk?  And if they don't hear it, does that mean they don't like rock and roll?  Or that they 
don't have the right to listen to it.  It's in the jukeboxes; it's in little clubs with stains on the 
walls.  It even shows up in Holiday Inns.  I don't think you can limit yourself to one or any number of 
sources to draw on in order to find that elusive changing groove.  The glut of metal is discouraging, 
yes.  But a glut of anything is discouraging.  If everyone sounded like James Taylor or the Atlanta 
Rhythm Section, I'm sure we'd all holler about it.  I think one thing we need to remember here is that 
while radio and records have to ideally work hand-in-hand, we are different industries with different 
goals.  If either one of the industries let their goals become the same as the others, then we've lost 
the ability to change.  And change is where it's at because if you can't change, you keep looking in the 
same place for rock and roll, and rock and roll is where you find it.  I refer you to D. Dinosaur... 
Tom Johnston's album is a tour de force.  One of the most familiar voices in rock.  I don't see how it 
could miss...The Tom Petty sounds like more 'Damn The Torpedoes'.  'Up Periscope' and let's see the rest. 
Good stuff...Notice the return to the basics.  Try David Lindley on for size.  Sizzling slide guitar. 
A great version of 'Mercury Blues'...Southside Johnny's album has a warmth few live recordings have. 
Chemistry on vinyl...If you don't think Dave Edmunds album is for real, Saturday night must have never 
meant much.  Bangy and twangy, that beat gets your toe tapping and your fingers snapping...A record I 
feel is being missed is:  Ali Thomson.  Too soft for some maybe, but don't ignore its class...Also, 
Phoebe Snow's record.  Something is wrong when a record this good can't get more play.  If 'Mercy Mercy' 
won't work, try: 'Cheap Thrills'.  Slinky guitar and great pipes." 

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA  R.D.-FRANK ANDRICK: "To start with the up and up in both airplay and sales: 'Kampuchea'. 
The Plant/Rockpile track is drawing incredulous response by Rockpile fans who say it gives Plant street 
credibility again, and Zepp fans who claim to have never heard Rockpile and thought they were 'New Wave' 
(whatever that means)...Due to the hit-stacked sales situation, the Top 10 to 15 sales are constant as 
always.  Loverboy, U-2, Greg Kihn, Robin Trower, and Ozzy Osbourne maintaining a high profile... In regards 
to U-2, we're seeing an upswing in unit movement in the South Bay area again, like a second wind, proving

and 'Save Your Love'); 38 Special' and, U-2...Interest Calls On: Adam & The Ants, Pylon, and Robert 
Fripp...Faves and raves on: Roger Taylor.  I guess everybody has a few air-head friends.  'No Violins' 
is our second track... Mr. Twang himself, Tom Mix, is in heaven with the new Dave Edmunds.  This is the 
first time I've asked for the advance cassette to be told a flat out, 'No, it goes home with me.' 
Breakups be damned, Edmunds still twangs...The 'Modern Humans' were graced with an Easter angel visitation 
on Sunday night, live from her bed in Boston, Kate Ingram of Boston Rock and D.B. Records fame.  We 
talked Boston Rock, Pylon, and new music in general.  For those seeking intelligence, well written and 
presented info on new music, Boston Rock is the place to start.  It's not a fanzine, it's not hype, it's 
good information and enjoyable reading.  Labirit research if you must...P.S.  One of our joint favorites 
was 'Dead Pop Stars' by Alter Images."

Thanks to: Frank Zappa, Robin Lane, The Equators, Jeff and Donnie of 38 Special, Roger Glover of Rainbow, 
and Gary U.S. Bonds for the interviews and visits...By the way, Zappa slipped us a new copy of a 7" Ep 
from Terry Bozzio's (ex UK and Mothers) new band, Missing Persons.  It's hot, but you might have some 
trouble tracking it down on Komos Records out of L.A..  You'll be glad you went through the trouble of 
finding it... From a quick listen, I'm happy to report the Les Dudek Lp sounds like a winner.  Les has 
come up with easily his best one yet...A big Yes to the Tom Johnston Lp.

Mickey sounds good no matter what he does...The Rainbow 
album is quite a departure from the earlier Rainbow material, and Roger Glover's production with fresh 
material and the new lead vocalist has a lot to do with it." 

KZOK, SEATTLE, WA  P.D.-NILS VON VEH: "Happy Spring to everyone.  A couple of weeks ago I had a chance 
to return to my 60's roots when David Crosby came to town with just a backup guitarist.  The diehard 
crowd at the Showbox went crazy...Singles action:  People are missing an incredible song if they don't 
play Kim Carnes single 'Bette Davis Eyes'.  Our phones for this are very strong...Jesse Winchester may 
finally have the hit he deserves with 'Say What'...Listen to what Kid Leo told you and play the Rovers'

We were playing it out-of-the-box the first week in February, and it's been 
hot here for over a month...Speaking of nameless frustrations, it really taxes my imagination that stations 
are still considering U-2, a band we added last December with great success...The most surprising request 
this week is a song called '400 Dragons' by Adrian John Loveridge.  I didn't really believe in the album, 
but the requests and response have been very noteworthy.

WDHA, NORTH JERSEY, NJ  G.M.-BOB LINDER: "How come when I owe IRS, I have to pay interest, but not the 
other way around?  How come radio stations are playing the Searchers' 'Radio Romance' which knocks 
radio?  How came hard-working promotion people like the RSO staff, and more recently Roxy Myzal at 
Chrysalis, get  the ax?  There are a lot of inequities, but life goes on and we all work harder to stay 
on top...Some top new music we've added this week: Dave Edmunds, Tom Petty, Marshall Tucker, Humble 
Pie, Tom Johnston, and Kim Carnes...Of this week's new albums, we love the Tom Johnston best.

to tour the USA with Nugent.  'Teenage Anxiety' can be played without turning off older listeners 
while interesting the kids in this legendary outfit...Please give a special listen to Jah Malla. This 
is a wonderful blend of reggae and R&B, with great saxaphone help from David Sanborn.  I'm told that 
it's the only record Kid Leo (alias Jah man) listens to these days.  'No Turning Back' (the single) cuts

MIKE COOPER ON IMPORTS  (404-627-28.34 mornings, 355-8686 afternoons): "Certainly the biggest new musical 
'trend' in the past few months in Britain has been the 'futurist' style best exemplified by Spandau 
Ballet.  'To Cut A Long Story Short', a very successful single in the U.K., is a good illustration of 
this direction of music.  It's certainly deserving of more airplay as it has seen in America.  Spandau 
Ballet and these other futurist bands are keyboards-oriented, generally, but are much more dynamtc, 
upbeat,  and exciting than what you might expect.  Those that are not impressed by Gary Numan, for 
example, should not be deterred from listening to Spandau Ballet, or any other futurists, such as 
Visage.  Some other bands in this same category who have yet to see an American release are:  Landscape, 
with a single called 'Einstein A Go Go'; Simple Minds, who have an Lp out; Duran Duran's 45 'Planet 
Earth', and Classix Nouveaux's 45 'Guilty'.  I'm not contending this is the musical trend of the 80's, 
but urge you to keep an eye out for these bands... Most exciting new release is the album from Dave 
Edmund's called 'Twanging'.  A solid album that features members of the New York rockabilly band Stray 
Cats (MiomEdmunds has produced) on some of the cuts.  Recommended are the single 'Almost Saturday Night', 
'Living Again If It Kills Me' (a Lowe-Edmunds composition)  and 'The Race Is On'... Also new is the 
album 'Solid Gold' from the Gang Of Four, which breaks no new ground for the band.  Highly recommended 
singles:  Moira & The Mice 'Sight & Sound' (on an indie label) which sounds a lot like The Pretenders, 
and is just as good if not better than Chrissie & Friends...Jools Holland & The Millionaires with 
'Bumble Boogie', a great piano record from the former Squeeze keyboardsman.  The Cure's 'Primary' is 
quite good, as is the new single from London reggae band  Icarus...0ther new singles that are fairly 
good, but not exceptional, come from:  The Hitmen 'Bates Motel'; Public Image Limited 'Flowers Of 
Romance'; Bow Wow Wow 'W-O-R-K'; Comsat Angels 'Eye Of The Lens' and B. A. Robertson 'Saint Saens'. 
Also new is another single from the Stray Cats debut album, the track 'Stray Cat Strut'.  The members 
of Gary Numan's back-up band plan to continue after he plays his farewell concert in London this month. 
They'll continue under the name Dramatis, and plan to record soon...Number one record in Holland in 
recent weeks has been 'Stars On 45', by a group with the same name.  The record consists of sound-alike 
versions of 10-20 second each of 'Venus', 'Sugar, Sugar' and then a medley of 10 Beatles tunes. 
Strange record to make it to the top of the charts...Disappointment of the week:  Being called by 
Arbitron to place a diary, but not being able to do it because of working in radio.  Best April Fool's 
gag...A front page story on a British music trade paper telling of how someone had found a way that 
people could, using cable TV-type hookups, and a computer, subscribe to a system where they could dial 
up whatever record they wanted to hear, by passing the need to purchase records, and meaning 'the end 
of the record industry as we know it'.  I'll send a copy of the article to anyone who requests it!"

When reading the Individual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotattons art tracked. 

1.  PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2.  PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
--,e-%(i-a.7--inr-cl-Th7Cie totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3.  AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK.  EMPHASIS is a system 
of relative scaling, based on 10.  If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points.  If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc.  TFis allows a much more 
detailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.
