Question Of The Week

As a special bonus this week, not only will we give you the answers, but also the question:
Considering how much AOR radio seems to want to move to the 18-34 demographic (with emphasis 25-34),
how do you explain the continued immediate AOR acceptance to such groups as Krokus, Judas Priest,
0zzy Osbourne, Travers, etc. whose appeal is basically teen oriented?

BOBBY HATTRICKLAKNK: “The presgmption that they are accepted is not entirely accurate. While there is some
emphasis on 25-34 males primarily with album rock programmers, the smarter guys do continue to appeal to

their base with careful aqd c1eyer dayparting and image rotations. Lumping all hard rock groups ranging

from O0zzy to Krokus oversimplifies this exercise. The appeal of 0zzy Osbourne on demographics who remember
Black Sabbath and accept many of the classic Sabbath hits range more broadly than the appeal of Def Leppard or
Krokus. In most markets, there is no significant 25+ acceptance of the newer metal groups. However, there
are some extreme reactions in lower demos. As with any format trying to achieve broader appeal than just a
mode targetted core, you balance the extreme reactions of one demo you're interested in against another.
Fortuna@e]y, album rock has a rather specified psychographic base to measure therefore there are less
compromises to realize targetting potential. And then again, programmers do react to the overactive segment

of their audience, resulting in airplay for many of these newer groups not in line with the attitudes of those
people they are trying to reach en masse."

JIMMY MACK, WBCN: "Gee, I can't explain it. We manage to play AC/DC, REO, Osbourne, Judas Priest, and any
other gf the superior heavy metal groups and some of the inferior ones as well without alienating any upper
demo listeners. In fact, the latest ARB shows our strongest gains in the 18-34 and the 25-49 demographic.
...We can probably generate more revenue with a five share in the market and our audience concentrated in the
upper portions of the 18-34 age group than the #1 station in the city can with an eleven share and 50%

portion of their audience 18 and under. A ha medium can be achieved b

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "I think that the people over 25 years old still 1ike good rock and roll, and since
most stations have the younger appeal music for late at night when the upper demos aren't listening, we're

still safe to play it. Indeed, even need to play it. I also think that when bands 1ike Ozzy Osbourne have an
appeal to the upper demos it's due to the Sabbath background." B

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "The teens are the active audience--the first ones to phone, the first ones in the stores and

perhaps the only ones with any opinions or preferences at all. People make basic musical decisions between
15 and 21 years of age."

ALAN SNEED, WKLS: "In my opinion, hard rock album rock will always have its base in the 16-24 demo reflected
in 18-34 males and 18-2@ females. As the population bulge moves upward in terms of age, many people are acting
as though the aforementioned demo will simply fade away. Such is not the case."

KID LEO, WMMS: "I disagree that the appeal is primarily teens. I think it's split from teens and lower 18-24's,
actual'y 18-21. It goes back to something I've said in the past. You have to be an all purpose station. So
you have to play hard rock, and you have to play to the 25-34's too, in order to get the mega-numbers we all
should. Also, the 25-34's are basically our age group. We have grown up with rock and roll radio. They are

no? an AC/DC crowd, but they will be able to put up with the base of heavy metal as long as you don't overdo.
It's called set structure."

TEMPIE LINDSEY, KISS:' "Pa(t of thg art of playing those bands with strong teen appeal is placing them in the
right time of day--Tike nights primarily. Teens are important to a radio station. Album sales in a town are

evidence that they are a big part of the listening audience. You can't blow them off. Someday they will be
25 years old, too."

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: -"These-bgnds are championed by the extremely active portion of our audience. Heavy metal
will always be met with 1eg1t1m§te solid support in a very well defined portion of the total demographic. I
think the upper demos to]eratg it, but I would expect much allegiance to that sound. If they indeed do feel
some kind of allegiance to this music, it probably comes through with bands 1ike Led Zeppelin and Cream."

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "I have to disagree. I think that some of these heavy metal acts not only appeals to
teens, but also to the lower half of the 18-34 demographic. I also suspect that there are a decent number
of closet rock and rollers to be found in the 25-34 demographics."

MICHELE ROBINSON, KLOL: "I think that 18-34 is too broad a statement thase days. Other-stations like our
own are starting to localize even more at this moment. Our target demo is 18-24 males. As we firm up that
portion of our audience, we'll be able to begin to go for a broader spectrum. But that certainly explains
why AC/DC and Krokus are popular here."

LISA RICHARDS, WY§P: “As with any kind of change, if it's going to be effective it can't happen over night.
For a radjo station to totally shut out their teens by ignoring such groups as Krokus, I feel it would be
very detrimental. The key here is very strict dayparting and rotation."

MIKE LYONS, WDIZ: "You can't abandon the teens. They are a very good image tool for any station's format
that is working correctly. If they don't come up with better songs, they won't be in there anyway. Then we'll
have to try something else."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "I don't have to explain it, I ignore it. We don't play any of those records."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "I disagree that the concept is only teen oriented. Rockers are rockers and it has
nothing to do with age. For example, we had a phone call request the other day for 'Burning Bones' by Krokus
from a 45 year old woman. I still contend if it's a great song, it's a hit whether it's soft or hard."

DAVE BENSON, WMET: ‘"While it's true that many sations are looking at the upper half of the 18-34s you can't
ignore your 16+ numbers. With correct dayparting and presentation, bands 1ike Judas Priest, Ozzy, etc. can
be integrated into an adult rock format. AC/DC is a powerful programming tool whether it's top 40 or album
rock."

JIMMY CHRISTOPHER, KNAC: "If nobody plays anything else, then nobody really has a choice. It comes down to
what's available on the radio. I'm sure if people were exposed to other things, the demographics would
come up. Basically, that music does appeal to the 18-24 group."

KERRY LAMBERT, WIMZ: "I think it's because the 18-24 year olds are more active in requests and retail."

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "The rock acceptance is marginal. Your hard-core 20 year old guys are going to go out and
buy it, but these groups are not gaining strong acceptance among all of our listeners in our market. They
are far surpassed by the groups that appeal to the broader demographic groups 1ike the Who, Starship, Winwood,
and Lennon."

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: '"We've got our heads up our ass. Haven't I been saying it for a year! How can you program
modal metal which is 16 year old music, turn around and play a 16 year old song and expect those two 16's
to add up to 32. That's it!!"

DANA JANG, KOME: "I think there has to be a certain amount of dynamics to the station's sound. Again, you
have got to pay attention to the songs. The image of the records that reflect rock and roll are going to
be a positive to the radio station because nobody wants to be old. They want to relate to the younger
generation but efforts have to be made towards dayparting and picking the right songs from these albums, as
well as proper imaging of the station in promotions."

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "Would you repeat the question, please?"

STEVE KOSTAN, WABX: "There are a number of reasons why. First of all, I think the cycle has come around in
favor of many heavy metal acts. There was a whole period of so-called mass appeal radio that really put the
screws to a lot of the chainsaw rock. Of course, here in the Midwest, those screws never were really totally
tightened anyway. We had such bands as Ted Nugent, Aerosmith, and more recently AC/DC always dominating
the airwaves...The success of AC/DC's last album 'Back In Black' sort of repaved the way for many of these
second generation heavy metal rockers. Then there's the whole theory that the so-called commercialization
of many of the punk bands left a lot of those original fans frustrated. Bands like the Boomtown Rats, Dead
Boys, and Clash have polished their sound to the point of being not acceptible to some of the original
audience they catered to. There will always be a demand for that foaming at the mouth rock and roll.
Lobotomy rock lives."

RICK BALIS, KSHE: "Those people who are 25-34 rightnow grew up with a good foundation of the more uptempo
rock. Even though they might have a tendency to enjoy a lighter or pop-oriented sound, they can't forget
about what they were brought up on."

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: “For some reason or other, I think it has something to do with 'coolness’'. Somehow the hard
rockers are thought to be a lot 'cooler' than the softer people which is a shame. Just the sheer volume
probably helps out some because if you're walking down the street and you hear somebody loud, it'11 tend to
make you turn your head."

NICK VAN CLEVE, WYNF: "It's difficult for me because we've definitely moved away from that sound. The Nugent/
Krokus type sound has not received airplay at this station yet. I think as time goes on, bands like that will
continue to narrow their scope. It's been said before, the 18-34 year olds aren't mellow. They do most
definitely want to rock, but they want to rock with the established Zeppelin, Who, Stones, and in some cases,
AC/DC."

ROB LIPSHUTZ,WCOZ: "I think a station who is trying to reach younger and older demos has got to be
selective when it comes to artists who might only appeal to young or old listeners. I would look at it as
picking heavy metal cuts that older listeners can tolerate and softer cuts that younger listeners won't be
bored with. You cannot have it both ways unless you take both types of listeners into consideration at
all times. WCOZ has proved you can achieve success with listeners of all ages and rock out."

TIM BEDORE, KZAP: "“"Conditioned reaction. It always happens. People go with what they know. But old habits
have to be broken. What once was isn't always the case even a year later. Radio moves at the speed of sound.
You gotta be that fast to be on top."

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "I really can't account for what most album radio stations are doing around the country.
At WMMR, those heavy metal groups are played but not with the emphasis that other album rock stations play
them. We don't play that much of that type of music, and when it's played, it's played very carefully."”

FRANK ANDRICK, KSJO: "Teens are very active listeners and buyers. For instance, our phone action is also
basically teen-oriented. The ballad type songs discussed in last week's Question also draw teens because
they're hits and go across-the-board. Only about 20% of our phone action is people within the desired 22-34
range. The same thing holds true with massive impulse record buying. Record sales are a definite factor
that influences airplay status at KSJO, but we also try to keep a big ear and eye on the passive listener
who doesn't really buy records or support concerts, but will listen to a station because that station meets
his musical and lifestyle needs."

MIKE WOLF, WQFM: "Today's 12-24 is tomorrow's 25-34 year olds."
PHIL "Strider" ROBINSON, KBPI: "That's a good question."

KTIM: "Basically, it's industry and peer pressure only, and occasionally a good record. With the
Bﬁht?augﬁt of all the hzavy metal, I really don't think there was a void in radio's approach that needed to be
filled. I think it started to get to the same stage where it was who can get what (ecord on the radio and
how long they can keep it there. As far as sales and a good positive au@ience react1og, that has to be

examined market by market. I feel generally it's more of a bandwagon thing right now.

GREG GILLISPIE, KAZY: “In Denver, the aforementioned records are not meeting with immediate acceptance. About
a year ana a half ago when we were 'modal', the kids jumped up and down, and screamed and sbouted about records
like this, but now that we're not playing any of these, I guess the awareness is either not tpere or the
enthusiasm on the kids' part is not there. It's interesting to note that Nugent and Judas Priest are not
selling well at all."

ALEX DEMERS, WIOQ: "I think that overall, album rock programmers are still overreacting to their 'actlvg'
Tistenership. Those stations that can achieve the proper balance that will attract the olde( Qemo in spite of
the heavy metal are generally those that don't have significant and_we11-thought out competition. Even in
markets where a so-called oldline progressive station is still holding onto an auqience, I fge1 that if
that station could improve their respective market position considerably by altering @heir mix to older
women as well as men. In order to do this, eliminating metal influence and substituting the proper adult-pop
material."

LARRY BRUCE, KGB FM: "I think there are two answers to that. 1.) As sta;ions attempt to invade that 25-34
demographic, they rehedging their bets by heavily dayparting. So you'll find a distinct textural difference
between daytime and nighttime sound. 2.) I think that a great many stations that claim to be targetting_w1tha
stronger 25-34 emphasis don't really understand how to do it. They think @hat by adQ1?g some sof@er music to
a hard rock mix, they can automatically increase their upper demo penetration. It ain't necessarily so.

3.) There isn't a new Led Zeppelin record."”

MICHAEL MCKAY, DC101: "I don't agree with the fact that a lot of stations are going to the 18-34s. The majority
of the programming is not going to be these groups' heavy metal monsters. There may be a treqd towards that,
but it's usually heavily dayparted. I don't think 18-34 year olds is a realistic goal in a h19h1y competitive
market, simply due to the fact that most stations are zeroing in on one small segment of the pie. Back to tne
heavy metal. 15-24 might be a more desirable demographic, if only Arbitron would set the books up that way.

WARD HOLMES, WDEK: "Because kids are forced to listen to it by radio stations who (efuse to open their radio
playlists to tha product that's being classified as upper demographic. In short, tight playlists are the
real problem."

DAVE KRUSENKLAUS, WKQQ: "I think that can be answered partially by album rock's past record regarding the
records that have been acceptible to the formats where heavy metal has always prospered. .If you look at
the percentage of teens that make up the audience for FM/top 40 raqio, playing heavy metal is our way of
stealing some of them away while still retaining a different identity."

EDDIE WAZ0O, WPLR: "I would say that their appeal is not strictly teen oriented. It.is also 1?-25 males as
well as teens. That 18-24 male category is lumped in with 18-34 numbers very often in the ARB's.

CLARK RYAN, KATT: "The reason is because album rock, with the influx of pop stations, has to keep the
rock 1mage. When you play yank me, crank me, kick-ass rockers, it enhances your rock image, especially
with the 18-24's."

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "I wouldn't say they are strictly teen oriented. 1I'd say they were in the 18-24

“demo. At this point in time, there are a lot of 18-24's out there, and we can do a lot with them. They're
responsible for a lot of street talk and image for your station. In 3 to 5 years, I might say something
totally different. You gotta know how you are going to balance these teen groups."

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "If your target is 18-34, there will come a point in time your teenage listeners

will be in that demographic. In other words, you can't neglect the teers totally. Groups such as
Krokus, AC/DC, etc. are image groups. I believe it could be more harmful to ignore them, than it is to
take the chance to play them...I think you should have a jock who is talented enough to place the Krokus-
type groups with other music of a different demographic so it can all be heard without offending and
maintain the flow."

ROBERTA HABER, WAAL: "A lot of it has to do with sales. It seems to be the kids who are buying the
albums these days. People who are 18-34 (particularly 25-34) are busy buying houses, cars, and other
things. Young people are your more active listeners, so you'll get 30 calls for AC/DC to one call for

Ry Cooder...Personally, for album rock, it must evolve and will have to start looking more and more
to the upper demos."

TOM STARR, WOUR:. "I think radio is right in anticipating that there are a lot of people who like to
think they're younger than they really are. I think, if you gave a cassette of Osbourne or Krokus to

a 30 year old, you'd be apt to find him (or her) embarassed to have you learn how loud: they might listen
to it alone in their car."

PEYTON MAYS, KZEL: "I simply don't believe that well-played heavy metal is an anthem to the tastes of
older demos. Good music has been and will continue to be good music, whatever genre it happens to be."

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "It's true that these bands have a basic teen appeal as their base, but we
have found that the appeal spills into the lower end of the 18-34 demographic. We have even found
people here in their mid to late 20's who also don't mind a little dose of heavy metal now and then.
It might take the cobwebs out of their brains."

RONALD REGAR, WNOR: "Two part answer: First, I don't believe it's strictly teen appeal...Second, I still
think we need that kind of excitement."

TOM NAST, WSYR: "Obviously you don't have to be a teenager to get into rock and roll. When we have an
air-guitar contest, and the winner is a 24-25 year old gquy, what does that tell you? You're only as
old as you feel. If only teenagers are allowed to get into rock and roll, then album radio is in deep
trouble. As Bob Seger says, 'Rock and roll never forgets.'"

DICK BASCOM, WYFE: "I thought album rock was going after 18-34 all along. Granted, the teen base is
always necessary. It could be that a good portion of those who were teens yesterday are not at the lower

spectrum of the 18-35 demographic. It also could be that radio is accepting the hard rock but dayparting
to play it where it can do the most good."
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Radio Action
WCOZ, BOSTON, MA M.D.-ROB LIPSHUTZ: “Who said album rock is dead? The latest ARB advances indicate many
rock stations are on the rise, especially WCOZ. Bo Derek is a 10; but WCOZ is an 11.0. That makes us
the most popular Top 25 market rock and roll station in historyl Attribute an album rock station's
faltering to their particular music and presentation, not the concept of rock on the radio. WCOZ's
brand of rock and roll programming is what audiences want to hear now, and our methodology insures
future success. It is radio's mandate to reach people--that's what WCOZ does. The future of rock and
roll is playing on WCOZ and available from Senator John Sebastian (D-AZ). Please don't think this Book
has gone to our heads. We're still the same humble just pTain folks we've always been. Nya, nya, nya...
Bill, you @eat me to the punch. Dave Edmunds 'Almost Saturday Night' is the definitive version, and
wangin' is Dave's strongest album of material yet...Joe Walsh, always a biggie at WCOZ, hit the air-

waves automatically with his 'How I Won The War' record. It's unexpectedly softer, but nevertheless
programmable...Tom Johnston's Lp should establish him as a solo artist and makes up for the Doobies'
latest wimp-ogt. Besides 'Madman', I like: 'One Way Ticket' and 'Baby Take Me In'...Chalk up another
add for Tom P1ckie's great tune, 'Downtown Talk'...Following our AC/DC and Led Zeppelin weekend, the

Dirty Deeds' Lp zoomed to #2 in sales...Keep an eye on the Plimsouls, who proved in concert that great

rock and rell still exists n a pure ?orm...Fina11y, the only cure for office telephone ear cramps is
the Plastics at full volume."

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEQ: "I call him 'The Brains Behind The Bulk'. Talking about Mr. Jim
Steinman, who is composer and Tyricist for Meatloaf--and while Meat is Tiving up to his name (letting

his meat loaf), Mr. Steinman has come up with a nice sequel to 'Bat Out Of Hell',,and the boy can actually
sing. ‘Dance In My Pants' got immediate phones, basically 'cause it's 'Paradise Part II'. The song is
‘Rock And Rol1 Dreams'...Dave Edmunds has given us the greatest piece of Americana since John Fogarty,
and the sucker is a limey. This is an album that I personally can listen to all the way through, anﬁ it
Just seems that the time is right for Mr. Edmunds and his beloved music...We went on the Kim Carnes single.
We were elated because I thought she may have an image problem. Upon further looking at the situation,
one realizes that she does not have an image at this point--she is just too new. The Kenny Rogers duet
‘More Love' is not necessarily that well known to the rock audience. Our crowd still tﬁlnEs Smokey
Robinson did the only version (P.S. So do I.)--but this song belongs...Bram Tchaikovsky's last album

was a true disappointment--no songs, just guitar ramblings and random quirky hooks. The new one, with
the help of Nick Garvey has that solid Motors pop feel with songs, structure, and hooks. Side Two may

be considered Tight. But OH! That Side 1!...And our favorite absentee ballot, Mr. Joe Walsh, has
delivered another of his poignant non-sensical packages...Elton John. I had to hear it three times to

be actually convinced it was Elton. It's such a departure that it makes one believe that he's striving
for album rock acceptance once again. I'm interested in hearing the album, upon hearing a sneak preview
of the 45."

G MAN'S CORNER: "Is anyone out there in the market for a badly beaten moose? On a scale of 1 to 10.5,
t's valued at a poor 3. Was last used as a doormat in Cleveland...To Bruce Moser: Tacky Hawaiian
shirts? The only tacky shirts I have came from Buffalo...Then I heard some news about the Friar. Rumor
has it he sat down on a tube of superglue and hasn't been able to move from his chair for weeks...More
updates to follow, courtesy of the Reggae Elephant News Service."

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA M.D.-TIM BEDORE: "Due to a significant amount of sales here in town, we've added
tranke And The Knockouts with what seems to be solid acceptance...l think Joe Walsh sounds very, very
good. Should be another big record for him...If you're looking for a teen anthem record you might be
able to play every night of the Summer, check out Jim Steinman. The track is 'Love And Death And The
American Guitar' into 'Stark Raving Love'. We haven't added it yet, but I sense the kids'1l go crazy
over it...The Pretenders have terrific sales for the second week in a row. And considering it's only
an Ep, you've gotta feel that this is not just a New Wave thing for those of you who think they are.

I know that feeling still exists...Gary U.S. Bonds has caught on, is selling, and with the Boss factor
it should go a long way...The Tom Petty single is great. Went immediately into one of the hottest
rotations possible, if that's any indication of how we feel about it. Although, I didn't appreciate
having to go to the airport to pick it up. MCA could do better for Tom Petty than that."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-JIMMY MACK: "Hey, not a bad week. There isn't another radio station east of the
Rockies that can hoTd cTaim to a Styx co-promotion on this tour, thus something spectacular was in order,
With the cooperation of the band, their management, the ubiquitous Peter Wassyng and A&M Records, WBCN
staged a Styx instant radio spectacular to celebrate their sold out show at the Boston Garden. From 3PM
to 12 Midnight last Wednesday, Boston was treated to 9 hours of commercial rock and roll interspersed
with tickets, tour shirts, and Lp catalogue giveaways. Highlighting the festivities was an hour long
Tive on-the-air interview with guitarist Tommy Shaw by Mark Parenteau (and I do mean live... If the FCC
ever gets a tape of this sucker...) In the process, Boston discovered America's best selling band, as
no Styx album prior to their latest has ever cracked the local sales Top 10. Of course, this is the first
time we've ever waited on a Styx Lp, and Boston record buyers have ignored their Motha and response to
our airplay. Let me tell you something, 'Too Much Time On My Hands' sounds great with Adam & The Ants
and both WBCN and Styx come out the better for it...Speaking of Adam & The Ants, only the aforementioned
Styx could keep them out of the #1 airplay position this week. Tog 20 sales and the thing won't let up...
Has anybody noticed a 45 on MCA called 'I Am The Beat' by the Look? The song has been Top 10 in airplay
and requests for months now, yet the company seems intent on overlooking it. Check it out...Thanks to:
Danny Bramson of Backstreet Records for the Tom Petty previews. 'Woman In Love' is the strongest cut
Petty's ever recorded...The Romeo Void album on 415 Records deserves the most attention from the pile of
new releases out now. 'It's A Condition' is the only strong enough cut to garner heavy play here at BCN...
The Dave Edmunds record jumped Top 20 in airplay first week out, with 'Singing The Blues' leading the
pack...AC/DC came in #2; Phil CoTlins #3; Pretenders still Top 10; Kim Carnes an amazing #8; Robin Lane
holding at #10; Gary U.S. Bonds #17 (!TT) were the sales leaders this week...Let us then say the Big
Mattress Song Of The Week: Billy Squier, 'In The Dark'...P.S. Congratulations to the semi-balding
IFa1ian for his promotion to General Manager. Even with the title 'the pate' is still the only thing
I'11 call you."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR M.D.-GLORIA JOHNSON: "Top Five Sales: REQ Speedwagon; Styx; Loverboy; AC/DC, 'Dirty';

and, Rush...On The Phones: #1 AC/DC, 'Dirty Deeds'; Phil Ccllins, 'In The Air Tonight (so we upped

the rotation); Rush #3; #4 REO Speedwagon; and tied for #5, Styx and April Wine...Cold Chisel gets
curiosity calls, although there's 1ittle account awareness on this one. But if Elektra gets on the case,
they ought to bring this one home...A lot of people were surprised when we added Kim Carnes since some
people assume KGON only plays bone crushers, but 'Bette Davis Eyes' is such an obvious smash that we
couldn't avoid it. So far, no negatives on the phones. The sales the first week out was #9. So, we
expect to go deeper into the album."
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RADIO ACTION CONTINUED

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record Of The Week: None...Dave Edmunds was almost there., But '
“hey, isn’t this about the 12th time in a row he's worked this territory and how much can it now possibly
mean?...The Split Enz, I guess, suffered from the comedown from their astonishing last record and no
laser etchings...Ditto from Bram Tchaikovsky. He takes it so far as to include Dance in a song title,
once more. All those albums are real good. But seeing as I ain't selling no ads, nor am I lookin
for my quotes in those ads, I really do want my words to have credibility, because being big shot famous
has already got me in enough trouble...Jim Steinman. If only I could just say, 'It's Meatloaf', but :
I gotta explain the Goddamn record. Yea, it's great, but the audience doesn't know...Joe Walsh. I '
used to see him at Kent at JB's. I used to hear him on the radio and get excited. I think that the
'Barnstorm' album is one of the most unheralded of the 70's. But what the hell is there about being an
Eagle anyway that makes you wanna calculate rather than create?...I tell you right now that Kim Carnes
record is so great!! I mean, I play it for friends at my house and they say it's the best thing they've
heard yet this year, and I'm talking about a wide array of friends...Tom Petty finally went on WLS.
Thanks to Tim Kelley for listening. Here's a little fresh juice.”

KTXQ, DALLAS, TX M.D.-DRAKE HALL: “We added the Jim Steinman. It's really an exciting record. 1
was a bit wary when T first saw big Todd's name, 'cause he has been known to overbear--but it was a
pleasant surprise. The album is really clean through and through. We'll use 'Rock And Roll Dreams Come
Through'. Expecting a 1ot of good things to happen. It's better not to be 'bad for good' (or bad
ever)...Good to have that old Doobie-wah Tom Johnston back. We'll see if the kids recognize the voice
and the feel...The Billy Squier phones continue to burn. Half the kids are home pounding the pud to
'The Stroke'. This album will do wonders for the sales of Jergen's lotion...Increased sales on: Judas
Priest, James Taylor (real strong--all demos)...Increased Play On: Point Blank...The hottest sales in
Texas is the Loverboy album--just won't quit...Considering: Dave Edmunds, Kim Carnes, and Les Dudek."

KPRI, SAN DIEGO, CA M.D.-JOHN DUNCAN: “Top 5 retail: REO Speedwagon, AC/DC, 'Dirty Deeds', Kim Carnes,
Pretenders Ep, Steve Winwood. sales moves for:Gary U. S. Bonds, Greg Kihn, and Gerard McMahon...

As indicated, Greg Kihn moved up nicely this week, with another strong week, it could end up with

even heavier airplay...Once again I must mention the Gerard McMahon Lp. The record is up again in

retail activity, and the calls are consistent. An interesting note to programmers trying to zero in on
the 25-34 demo: A1l the calls for the Gerard (both men and women) are between 24 and 27...The new Joe
Walsh sounds very good, particularly 'Life Of I1lusion' and ‘Made Up Your Mind'. The new Humble Pie is a
very strong effort from them. Love the title cut and ‘Teenage Anxiety'--two great songs...Franke And

The Knockouts continue to look good--#16 retail this week, and it still sounds great on the air. I

never thought initially that I would play the Kim Carnes single, however, retail activity is very strong
and in the past week, requests have tripled...An open note to record company promotion execs: No matter
how tight we may be, or how many records we may or may not add, we expect only fair play and professionalism
at all times, at every level. Childish tantrums, heavy pressure tactics, or time buy threats have no
place in our business. We never come down on you because of your pricing structure, or lack of time
buys, or where you opt to buy your advertising. We always treat you with courtesy and professionalism,

and we expect the same. Your company's image can be severely damaged when some of your people don't follow
these guidelines."

WYSP, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-LISA RICHARDS: "Record Of The Week: Wishbone Ash. I grew up Yith t?ese .
guys in Philadelphia; and although many changes have gone on in their band since the 'Argus' and 'There's
The Rub', they've come back! New singer, new arrangements, while still retaining some of that old haunt-
ing sound they were so popular for. 'Open Road' will not give you a break. The elaborate guitar work,
the drums, the bass line--it all comes together through some amazing production. It's a definite must
for the Spring and Summer. For what it's worth, we would like to see MCA re-release all their previous
stuff and package it as a new album. They've got all the ingredients to make it big. I hate to see
Greg's great songs lost just because radio wasn't ready for them at the time. Enough...The J9e Na]sh
album affected me very much 1ike Steely Dan's latest did. So subtly produced you wonder what's going on. ‘
But after a couple of spins, you realize Joe's laid back attitude,and go with his flow. I like: 'Illusion
and 'Rivers Of The Hidden Funk'...Surprise Of The Week: David Lindley 'Mercury Blues'. That tune was
on my turntable for no more than two seconds, and T knew I had to put it on‘the radio...Extended Play On:
Ozzy Osbourne, Judas Priest, Billy Squier, Pretenders, and Gary U.S. Bonds."

KGB-FM, SAN DIEGO, CA M.D.-JUDY McNUTT: “I don't care if Joe's record is a Tittle lame, I still like it
because he's a maniac. As usual his Tyric content is clever. The only problem with that is not many people
listen to the radio with a lyric sheet in front of them. I am disappointed that there aren't more guitar
breaks and not much fire in this record, but I do like 'Life Of INMusion’. I'd pay someone $5 if they could
tell me what song it sounds like...I think this is the best Pure Prairie League to date. There have been a
lot of near misses in their career. In fact, it seems that for the past 10 years they have still been
wondering what 'Amie' was going to go...I think that the Tom Johnston has a nice sound, but I wish the songs
were better. I disagree that it's Doobies rehash. He's finally discovered what his sound should be...
Programmers will have to stay away from the reggae trax on David Lindley. 'Mercury Blues' is a great
sounding good weather song...Cold Chisel sounds so good on the air. Getting favorable response, and we
moved it up in rotation. I think it's a hit record...Also incredible play on Robin Trower (and added another
cut), Gary U.S. Bonds (good calls), Santana (sales and response on the phones), Billy Squier (a hit record)...
Considering: Dave Edmunds, Jim Steinman, Bram T., Les Dudek, Joe Ely and Split Enz."

WLPX, MILWAUKEE, WI M.D.-BOBBIN BEAM: "Have I just gotten older or what?! I've always thought
Joe Walsh was great from the James Gang on. Lots of intricate textures and a canny ability to paint
a canvas with his guitar chords and his lyrics are unsurpassed. The greatness of this album escaped
me the first time through, but now I've been won over. His tongue-in-cheek humor is also unsurpassed.
He's a big laid back on this one, I guess it's Southern California, I only wish there had been at least
one  kick-ass rocker a 1a 'Life's Been Good' or the classic ‘Rocky Mountain Way', but 1'11 gladly
settle for 'Down On The Farm' and 'Rivers'. Joe, baby, you got my number,..Humble Pie is doing
extremely well in the 18-24 which is a good place to start. ‘A1l Shook Up' is doing pretty well,
fits the rock and roll image. It's a great party down dong. Sounds good on the radio. They were
Just in town and the album is selling pretty well...For the future? We're looking at Tom Johnston,
Split Enz, Hawks, Dave Edmunds, and Roger Taylor."

KAZY, DENVER, CO M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: “REO Speedwagon came to town last Saturday and Sunday for two
sola>out concerts, Probably the best that I've seen them live. But unfortunately, stardom has gone
straight to their heads.

What he's saying can relate to pegp]e of all ages...Joe Walsh, the court jester of rock and roll, is back
with anothersatirical 1ook at society. People are anxiously waiting for this to get into the stores,
and keeping their fingers crossed for a Denver date for the tour...I think the Split Enz album is con-
sisteng]y good through and through, which will be a plus compared to the last album. Although there is
no obvious single, once people get into it, one will surface. Our favorite is: 'One Step Ahead'...
Might I suggest to A&M the next new Police single be 'Canary In A Coal Mine'. It's the one that lights
th? hones around here...I 1ike the Pure Prairie League album, particularly the 'Hanging On' track.

Sounds like it's gonna be a very
good record for Tom...Dave Edmunds has a very h-o-t record--'Almost Saturday Night', the single has been
on for a while--getting very good telephone reaction-and my other favorite on the record is 'You'll
Never Get Me Up'...Probably one of the finest records Les Dudek has put out since the 'City Magic' days,
the first q1bum. I like several trax, especially 'Deja Vu'...After three months Winwood is still #1 in
Philadelphia, Pretenders Ep is #2, and cracking the Top 5 for the first time is Adam and the Ants.

Bruce Cockburn...From Peter Cole: Split Enz has an excellent follow up, more than 1 song deep...

'Hard Act to Follow', One Step Ahead' and 'History Never Repeats' are giant steps in the right
direction...Bram Tchaikovsky has created great excitement. This is the one I always believed he was
capable of making., Top trax: 'Soul Surrender', 'Stand and Deliver', 'Shall We Dance' and the ballad,
'Together My Love'--an end to end winner...Listener response to rate a record: Joe Walsh, ‘River' 8,5;
Jim Steinman ‘Bad For Good' 8.0; Les Dudek 'Deja Vu' and Pure Prairie League's 'Don't Keep Me Hanging'
7.0 (new fans like it, old fans are tired of the same old thing)."

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "Hail to the chief!! Joe Walsh has done it again!! Swept
the nation with anotﬁer TandsTide, (or is that landfill) effort on his latest solo album. Once again,
we get a work that's brilliant in it's simplicity, and dazzling in it's depth. The production and
arrangements are simply magnificent. Have you ever heard someone get so much from so sparse an
arrangement?

It was a kickass
promotion, and who says giving albums away isn't a big deal anymore? When was the last time you went
Into a record store and bought two or three?"

WILS-FM, LANSING, MI M,D.-JIM PEMBERTON: “Probably the best album to come out last week is, in this
oy's opinion, [om Johnston, 'St Feels Good'--and does it ever! We're on 'Madman', with a possibility
of two or three more cuts coming soon...REQ Speedwagon still leads in Tocal sales; with Styx and Steve
Winwood a distant second and third...We're Tooking forward to the new Tom Petty album, hoping it comes
soon...Gary U.S. Bonds moves up to heavy rotation this week; along with Rick Springfield...If you get a
chance, you ought to 1isten to The [ooE!s debut album.

AC/DC's 'Big Balls' is the most current
example of this., Something that bugs me more, is having to add a so-called automatic album that really
is no more and very often less outstanding than others not fortunate enough to be considered automatic.
The new Joe Walsh, while pleasant enough, has no really outstanding cut on it. Ask five different
people what cuts they Tike, and you're 1likely to get five different answers. Yet it is expected that
if you're a rock station you will add this record. I imagine that it will sell quite well. It sounds
fine on the radio. We went with 'Made Up My Mind' as the lead cut, but I seriously doubt that it will
be much in demand a couple of months from now. I don't want to sound to down on this particular
record, it's just that this job is a lot more fun when the automatics are as good as they ought to be
...The new Bram T. has some great stuff on it. There are some sounds on that album that I've never
heard anyone else get out of a guitar. 'Shall We Dance' is sure to be a hot single. Although I'm
kind of partial to 'Heart Of Stone'. There are some real nice Beatle-like guitar chords in there and
superb vocal harmonies.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling
the points on a given Lp.
