Question Of The Week

Actually this week's question started out on a much more serious note. Something about
home-grown albums, as I recall. Somehow in the course of asking WEBN's Curt Gary the question,
we both decided 1t would be a whole lot more fun to ask, "If an EBS alert for a nuclear attack
came over the wire, what would you do, where would you go, and what would you take with you?"

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "“Probably wet my pants! Hopefully I would not be in shock so much that I
would not be able to carry on whatever it is I was supposed to do. I'd head for the basement. I
hear it was originally planned as a bomb shelter."

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "I'd just put on the tapes I love the most, cruise around in my car, cause where
am [ gonna go? I don't have a bomb shelter. If it's gonna happen, I'd rather just enjoy myself
to the max...The tapes would be: Bob James, new Moody Blues album, Icehouse, Foreigner's latest,
Adam and the Ants, and of course, the new Stones and Kinks."

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "Try to keep calm and handle it as professionally as possible. We are used to
other severe alert situations with tornadoes, and experience in that helps to prepare for that type
of situation. I believe it's my job to stay at the station. If not needed, I would certainly try
to find a safe place, probably the underground garage at the station."

KOME, SAN JOSE, CA M.D.-DANA JANG: "“The Dylan is one of the best he's done since 'Blood On The Tracks'.

~1 think there are severa] tracks that remind me of the old Dylan: 'Trouble', 'Shot Of Love', and
'Property of Jesus'. I just don't know about the image yet. I know he is still going to sell to old
fans, but we will wait and see if he can broaden his base...A lot of great songs on the Kinks record,
especially 'Around The Dial'...Immediate smash from the Rolling Stones. The retailers expect BIG sales
on this one, plus the excitement of the concert at Candlestick Park on October 17th. It's really
unique, because the Beatles played their farewell concert there...I love the Atlanta Rhythm Section.
Side 1 is really accessible to rock radio, and 'Alien' is a ‘great single...'My Girl' from Chilliwack
is really a standout track. One of the best songs ever from this group...Triumph's new album has more
good songs than any other of their albums. 'Fight The Good Fight', 'Say Goodbye', 'Fool For Your Love',
and 'Magic Power' are some...Definitely very strong retail reaction to Little Feat, so that's in...
Shooting Star generating a 1ot of talk on the retail level. There are a lot of people discovering
‘Last Chance' on the last album...Novo Combo generating a lot of interest from the phone calls so far.
Curfosity calls that really 1ike the interesting sound...Little River Band's single is picking up phones
...Think the Seger mixes Eagle's ‘'Long Run' with kind of a Blues Brothers good time sound to it.
Definitely should do well for Bob...I have to say Red Rider is gaining momentum every week. Just
noticed a big increase in phones. 'Lunatic Fringe' is the one they want...Debbie Harry still continuing
pretty steady sales...Having pretty steady sales on Ian Hunter...Considering: Nils Lofgren, Little River
Band, and Mayday."

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record of ¥hg week, Senior Division: A tie. The Kinks Give The
People That They Want, and the Stones 'Hang Fire'. With the Kinks the question is, 'What the hell happens
when they don't know what they want?' Ray Davies has always played the role of the witty cynic better
than anyone. This time he shoots from the hip,and he can't miss, as his target is practically everything
and everyone...The Stones do do better than ever on this one. Aw shucks, it's great to be the greatest
...Record of the week, Junior Division: Kings--Al1 the way. 'Amazon Beach' takes the blueprint they set
with their first album and builds upon it. There's great diversity on this Lp, but this song particularly
is a great anthem of teen jealousy. They went to #2 in Chicago (WLS). How'd they do in your town?...
Genesis is so big here we had to rush the import single on...Likewise, with Bob Seger and The Stax/Volt
Band. I mean 'Silver Bullett'. Maybe this one will legitimize Southside Johnny, Billy And The Beaters,
Dexies, etc....Chilliwack's 'My Girl' is a top 40 smash. Period. I predict big things for this one...
The Pretenders blew away an over-sold crowd at the Aragon from start to finish. I finally settled on
'English Roses' as the key track...Recently a West Coast indie made a low key slur regarding certain
programmers' failure to return phone calls, claiming that indicated irresponsibility on the programmers
part. Since he mentioned Chicago, and since he calls me, and since I don't return his calls, I will
respond. Indies get paid relatively big money to work projects for record companies. The basis for the
work agreement is supposedly the indie can get a record played where normal field promotion might not.

I love working with indies, when I know them and can trust them and understand them. That's the criteria
I use for local, regional, and national promotional relationships. If some guy figures he can make a
phone call and open lines of communication, 1ines that he will ultimately profit from, then he's crazy.

I don't go out on blind dates, get it? One further note, just 'cause you fly over the city or read

trade reports, doesn't mean you've got the market wired, so don't call in the add. Those indies who I
deal with know me, and I know them, and in this case, to know is to Tove.,"

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH P.D.-JOHN GORMAN: "The henpecked Kid Leo is on vacation for the next couple of weeks.
I hear he is spending most of this time ducking the rolling pins being thrown at him...Bill, you're
right, you can't find a throwaway cut on the new Kinks album, which is more than you can say about the
Stones latest...My vote for the best album concert of the year I've seen goes to: The Michael Stanley
Band and Donnie Iris at the Blossom. MSB sold out three nights, roughly 60,000 tickets for all three
shows. Ken Benson flew in some rock and roll dignataries to catch MSB in action--all are now believers.
If MSB and Donnie hit your town, be there...Oh yea, I almost forgot. I promised Dagwood, I mean Leo, I
would say something about the Bob Dylan album. To sum it up, I guess Dylan does dread the loss of sales
and the pain of returns. On a scale of 1-10, I'd rate 3 'Our Fathers' and 3 'Hail Marys'...The surprise
of the week is the Be Be Buell Ep. My favorite track is the Cars backing up Be Be on the old Night
Crawlers hit 'Little Black Egg' on Rhino Records (she fits right in)...Now that the Steelers are past
their prime, Pittsburgh must keep itself afloat via rock and roll.

WWDC (DC101), WASHINGTON, DC M.D.-MIKE McKAY: "I like the Stones. It's an album that I take home and
listen to all the time, which I haven't been able to do with their albums for quite some time. It reminds
me of the 'Let It Be/Sticky Fingers' period...Also Added: Triumphand the ARS 12"."

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA P.D.-DAVE LANGE: "The Kinks is coming out-of-the-box real strong here. We're
going with the first two tracks right away. But I suspect there might be other things on there, too,
such as: 'Better Things' and 'Yo Yo'...The Stones album is real strong this time. The audience is really
up for it. If they tour behind this one, it could really come through...Triumph album stands up very
well. I especially like Side 2. Key trax: 'Fight' and 'Magic Power'. The band has always done very
well here and this album is better t%an the last one...Dylan audience acceptance is fine. He has a lot
of competition, so I don't know how heavy the airplay is gonna get. But at least he's back on the right
road...I'm very glad that they came out with a Meat Loaf 12" and put 'Peel Qut' on it 'cause that's the
album rock track.

If you don't watch out, some record company might offer you a job...To Judy McNutt: The way I heard it,
it was 'Little McNutt' who did that Dylan cover. Maybe you can get her a job in the CBS Art Department."

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-JOE BONADONNA: "Good to be back from vacation. Good thing I was off last
week after the commotion with the Rolling Stones. Already the Stones album has more play than any album
at any other time on this radio station. Leading the way is: 'Slave', 'Hang Fire', and of course, 'Start
Me Up'--and 6 other tracks. We just found out that the Stones are going to be doing a live press conference
from Philadelphia tomorrow announcing their upcoming tour. WMMR and several other stations around the
country will cover the conference live...I think this is one of the best Kinks records I've heard in a
long time, and I am a Kinks freak. This record just knocks me out. Immediate faves: 'Destroyer', 'Give
The People What They Want'; and, I really like the song 'Add It Up' with that mysterious female vocalist...
One of the best things Triumph has put out for a while...The concert with the Police at Liberty Bell
Park was a success.

I can
hardly believe it. Rocktober Rolling Stones style, alright!! The new album is wonderful. For airplay,
we've chosen the single 'Start Me Up', 'Hang Fire', and ‘'Slave'. My personal faves are 'Little T&A'
(which is so infectious you end up singing it to yourself constantly. At first you think 'This is Keith's
song on the album-big deal, but it sort of worms its way into your brain and you can't stop singing it.)
and, all of Side 2, especially 'Tops'...This album is a photocollage of their lifestyle (at least so far
as I can tell). The Kinks are finally giving the people what they want, embellished with style and

‘Around The Dial may or may not be a commercial
success; however, it's a stone cold mo-fo at every rock and roll disc jockey's house...The Stones is just
too good...Knee deep in trax, finally went with: Little Feat, 'Easy To Slip'...No less than four calls

from the Tampa Bay Area on the RockTine show...Added: The Hall & Oates 45 in anticipation of the much
talked about Lp...There will be no report next week, as I must stand in for the Fishman's wedding."

KISS, SAN ANTONIO, TX M.D.-TEMPIE LINDSEY: “Billy Thorpe is really such a wonderful human being that
1t's hard to comment on his music objectively--but I'11 give it a shot. You only have to listen to the
record once to appreciate Billy's very unique sense of timing and emphasis, phrasing, melody and lyrical
content. People who are looking for another ‘Children Of The Sun' track should realize that it's best
to let songs remain unique. Another song composed 1ike that one could only fall short of the original.
Billy is versatile, a perfectionist, and this feel-good rock and roll is an honest offering to those of
us who ask for it...The title track from Tycoon is a beautiful follow-up to 'Such A Woman'. Rock and
roll Tycoons are back and they're spreading their wealth and talent among us...Novo Combo is the return
of that old Hollies sound, which is okay by me.

that adequately this week. e Kinks record 1s a killer. Based on the past success of the 'Low Budget'
record and the live album, there still seems to be continued demand for this band. And rightfully so.
Davies' lyrics are topical, and the music sounds as fresh as ever. I love everything on this album...The
Rolling Stones just arrived in the stores in town and we're already seeing crippling retail. My favorite
tracks are: ‘'Black Limosine', which is very reminiscent of 'Midnight Rambler'; ang Fire'; and,
‘Neighbors'.

a monster here, and the requests started two weeks before we even played the record...Camel finally gets
added. It just seems that everytime we wanted to add it we got hit with a number of major releases,

S0, in spite of the heavies, we found room for it this week. We're going with 'City Life'...Novo Combo
is great! Who cares if they sound a bit like the Police...Speaking of which, check out an album called
'Video Magic' on Harvest )y German synthesist Eberhard Schoener. Al1l three Police men play on it and
Sting does vocals. Prog.amming value is up to the individual but, if you get the record, take it to a
stereo store and ask to play it on their best speakers...Foreigner leads in sales followed by: Benetar,
Nicks, Journey, and Pretenders...Michael Stanley Band is finally starting to pick up sales and light
phones...Just got treated to an advance of the Kings new Lp 'Amazon Beach'. 'l Got Two Girl Friends',
'A11 The Way' and 'Equal Noise' are great cuts. This band was broken in Rochester, and these guys are
hard working, talented, and very deserving of airplay. Give the record a serious listen...Much
excitement today as we just carried the Stones press conference live from Philly, They will play next
door in Buffalo on September 27th with Journey and George Thorogood. To quote Mr. Bill:

‘There ain't nothing like the real thing.'"

WTUE, DAYTON, OH M.D.-JIM KINNEY: "Out of all the albums we added this week, I've got to rave about
Triumph the most. These guys are superstars already. They just haven't been discovered by a lot of
people yet. I was happy to see Mr. 'On Top OF Things' Hard made it an Easy Choice last week, and he
hit the nail right on the head. They tried something a 17ttTe different on the last album and it didn't
work. They listened to the reaction, and watched the reaction, and they learned. They went back to the
style that made 'Just A Game' such a masterpiece. 'Fight The Good Fight', not to mention the whole Lp,
will win them many battles and, hopefully, the war...The Stones are the Stones you know. They couldn't
care what anyone thinks of them. 'Tattoo You' is questionable, but I admire their attitude. I think in
time it will grow on everybody, including myself.

WHCN, HARTFORD, CN M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "I've been knocking my brains out trying to figure out what it is
that makes bands Tike the Stones and Kinks so exciting to have around year-after-year. Neither band

has an incredibly original sound, although at least they generally imitate themselves. Neither band

has extremely proficient musicians, although they do play well enough. The production on their most
current albums is no great feat of studio wizardry, although it definitely fits their musical styles.

S0 what is it that makes them so outstanding that they last for decades in a business full of year old
has-beens? Why does the radio seem to sound so much better when fresh material from the Stones or Kinks
is being played? Well, I think I've found the answer. Magic. What else can it be? Certainly nothing
physical that you could really nail down. Nope, magic, pure and simple; and to have albums by both
bands in the same week, well that just makes it a magical week. So let's talk cuts: 'Hang Fire' is

my favorite rocker on the Stones album, and I think 'Tops' 1is tops among the mellower R&B tracks...

The Kinks, I think, are harder to nail down. The lyrics are great throughout. The title track and
‘Destroyer' will probably be the standouts in the Tong run...One other album is blowing me away this
week. Novo Combo is my favorite album in a Tong time. It's in there with'Zenyatta Mondatta} Phil Collins,
and Steve Winwood, to name a few recent albums that struck me the same way on first listen. Intelligent
music, good hooks, flawless production, little or no heavy crunch quitar. [ hope it meets with extreme
success."

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY P.D. & M.D.-ED LEVINE: "First off, the Rol11ing Stones album is one of the top 3 or

4 of 1981. We wilT be banging this well into the Christmas shopping season. Initial cuts are: 'Little
T&A', 'Black Limousine', and 'Waiting On A Friend' (another potential hit)...However, I must disagree
with popular opinion on the Kinks album. I'm disappointed. 'Around The Dial' and 'Better Things' are
decent enough cuts, but I don't hear anything along the lines of 'Jukebox Music' or 'Rock And Roll
Fantasy'...The Triumph album will do very well. The one dimensional, hard edge has been tempered,
especially on tunes like 'Magic Power' and 'Fight The Good Fight'...The Meat Loaf 45 is good Meat Loaf.
However, after the lukewarm acceptance to Mr. Steinman's excellent album, I wonder how this is gonna do?
...And, if you're interested in older demos at all, I don't see how you can go wrong with Little River
Band and the new 45...Retail action: The Journey, Benatar, and Stevie Nicks are 1, 2, and 3 retail, all
within a hair's breadth of each other...The Foreigner is slowing down; however, when 'Waiting For A Girl'
comes out, it will take sales back up...Michael Stanley is starting to sell top 25...The 'Heavy Metal!'
Soundtrack also selling top 15, which is unusual for a double soundtrack item...In one week of light
airplay, already getting phones on Jon & Vangelis. They're also active in Buffalo (retail and #1 phones)
...5eeing some retail on Balance's single, but no calls vet...Top 30 retail on Dylan."

He announced that his new
band will consist of former ELTON JOHN guitarist DAVEY JOHNSTONE, vocalist TED NEELY
of "Jesus Christ Superstar" fame, keyboardist GEORGE MEIER of IAN HUNTER's group,
and ex-ROCKPILE drummer TERRY WILLIAMS. MEAT LOAF is still looking for a female
vocalist ,and interested parties should contact MEAT LOAF through Epic Records.

ROD STEWART's new Lp is done,and is scheduled for an October release. He will also be
the musical entertainment on October 3rd when "Saturday Night Live" opens their new
season. ROD will perform 'Maggie May", a medley of "Passion' and "Do Ya Think I'm
Sexy'-as well as the first single from his new Lp.

Also appearing on "Saturday Night Live" on October 17th wili be the WHO's JOHN ENTWISTLE
and his band which includes JOE WALSH and JOE VITALE. They'll do songs from JOHN's
new solo Lp "Too Late The Hero'. Also appearing on ENTWISTLE's album are drummers
CARMLN AFPICE and KENNY JONES. GENESIS will also be making an appearance on "SNL"
in late October.

The Rock Report was at the ROLLING STONES' press conference held in Philadelphia where
MICK JAGGER announced that the STONES will kick-off their 2l-city tour of the U.S.
in Philadelphia on September 25th. The most important information to come out of
the press conference was that MICK said that the STONES will continue to tour from
time to time quelling rumours that this would be their farewell tour.

The survivors of LITTLE FEAT have told us they are going on the road to support the
new album and to lay the groundwork for future endeavors. PAUL BARRERE and company
have acquired the services of a second ‘guitarist and vocalist in PHIL BROWN for
their tour which begins September 10th. The show will contain a majority of LITTLE
FEAT material including the songs "Skin It Back', "High Roller", "Down On The Farm',
and "Over The Edge" from the new Lp as well as showcase a lot of brand new material’.

BILLY SQUIER is currently in Europe touring and doing television shows. He will also
meet with noted German producer MACK (who has worked with QUEEN in the past) to work
on the Christmas single he recorded at the Power Station in NYC with some 200
friends singing background. Those friends included BILLY THORPE, the ELEKTRICS,and
others. SQUIER starts up his U.S, Tour again when he picks up with FOREIGNER on
September 15th in Charleston, WV,and will tour with them through November.

'Abacab' refers to the chords on one
of the tracks on the Lp. The single is strong, driving material, and features some very prominent
guitar and keyboard work. Great stuff, and a record to get excited about when released here...Ian Dury
is back at it, with a single called 'Spasticus Autisticus', from an as-yet titled album that features
rhythm kings Sly Dunbar and Robbie Shakespeare. It sees the return of Chas Jankel to the band. 'Spasti-

JOEL WEBBER, INDEPENDENT (212-255-7408): "Is the rock and roll depression slowly ending? I've

“heard quite a Tot of way above average radio music lately coming from some great bands. For instance:
The Elektrics, the Hitmen, and Martin Briley. The question is, is radio ready to start playing

music again? I hope so, because the quality of some of the stuff out there now is higher than it's
been in a long time. I've been speaking to a lot of programmers who feel a real change in album

radio is in the wind, towards a much more grown up rock and roll direction. The last time album radio
changed radically was early 1978 when it started going gonzo. If there is going to be a shift in
direction towards more intelligent adult 1isteners, I for one couldn't be happier about it. I'm not
talking about MOR or mellow rock, but rock and roll music for people who are over the age of 21.

We'11 have to wait and see if any of this actually comes to pass. If it does, I may well start
listening to the radio again...I'm involved with some excellent music coming your way soon, like
Philip Rambow, Ian Dury, the aforementioned Martin Briley, the Elektrics ('Another Knife In My Heart'-
Whew!!!), Visitors, and Jet, whose Lp should have finally arrived by now...Recommended 1isten1qg:
'Bates Motel' by the Hitmen, new Teardrop Explodes import single, and the Kristy MacColl's 'Chip

Shot' song."

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (212-980-6874): "Thanks to all the programmers out there who thought my
comments in this paper two weeks ago were a little too left field. Unfortunately you read it
wrong. Rather than taking it word for word, it was delivered with a more tongue-in-cheek attitude.
The basic idea behind the whole article was to say that I felt radio, in a sense, was being hypocrit-
ical by setting standards that they, themselves, could not meet on particular records, i.e., Go
Go's and Def Leppard. For those of you, like Jaffe Bronstein, Page, and all others who are con-
stantly speaking out on radio and records, keep doing it.‘FTthOugh the fight will never end, we
can still distort a few brains before the whole shit house caves in...Go Go's continue to rise in
the charts, reaching 40 bullet last week in Record World, and picking up KMET. The single is
also breaking into the singles charts at 89*, so please watch sales in your market, and local Top
40's to see if it's developing in your area...On the Payola$, check out 'In A Place Like This'
and 'I'm Sorry'. Good straight ahead rock and roll, not necessarily of the IRS mainstream, but
sti11 a good rock band...Also check out Henry Badowski 'If Henry's In Love' and 'My Face'. Good
British syntho-pop. Also listen to Alternative TV for a good taste try 'Ancient Rebels'...Coming
next week, Wall of Voodoo 'Dark Continent'. Rumor has it the album was named after the area
between Marko's ears...Vejur quote #69: 'Starting next week there will be new competition for
the Hard Regort---M1ke Fi n's L Limp Report."

BRUCE MOSER, COULD-BE-WILD (716-885-5200): '"Help wanted. Any interested record personnel that
would like to write a letter to help WAER should contact me for details. I have word that that
station, for the last 8 years, has always been one of the more influential non-commercial stations
in the country, not to mention the starting po1nt for many people who have gone on to be successfu]
in both radio and records...BOC single 'Burnin' For You' has now been in the top 5 on the Song
Index for the last 2 months The single is bulleted across the board in all trades. Album radio
should flex its muscles now to drive this home all the way as proof positive that album radio can
still break records and make hits...Three surprise live shows that made me a believer are: The Go
Go's who played in Toronto with the Police and in front of 40,000 fans. This is no all-girl
gimmick band. Everyone in the band is musically competent, and their live show is great...Second,
Eric Andersen, who has sold out club dates in Rochester and Buffalo with virtually little or no
airplay. What is even more impressive is that Eric and his new band could walk out on stage with
any band and rock out with the best of them. This is no lame folk act. Eric is a genius song-
writer who has a great band, has a large cult audience, and if some company wanted to get serious,
they could make him a hit act that could sell records...The last band is the Doors cover band from
Cleveland, called Moonlight Drive, managed by Steve Knill. The first time in town they attracted
over 1,200 people. I was a total skeptic, having seen the Doors live many times. The audience
response made a believer out of me. Call me if you want to find out more about this band...Other
hit records you should be playing: Riot, which is the best of heavy metal music out right now.

One play and you'll see instant phones and sales...Chilliwack has their best album ever. ‘'My Girl'
ships as the single this week, and is destined for the top of the charts...Bryan Adams--this record
is a smash. A8M will break this artist even if it takes 3 or 4 months. A note of interest: Bryan
has the same management as Loverboy...Two outstanding records on your desks this week: The new
Nils Lofgren, and Third Coast's first release, Jet."

MARTY MOONEY, CLEVELAND INTERNATIONAL (216-951-0993): "As most of you know, the Ian Hunter album
came in as one of the Most Added records for Tast week. It also debuted on all three of the
charts, and has received strong early sales reports. Some of you have said that this is a very
different sounding album for Ian, and have waited to see the reaction. If you listen to 'Central
Park', I think you will agree it could have been included in any previous Ian Hunter album, and
would have been a standout. 'Rain' is very much Velvet Underground sounding, and 'Lisa’ is very
English sounding. 'O1d Records Never Die', which is about John Lennon, also has the very familiar
Ian Hunter ballad sound. One of the most overlooked cuts that's called 'Noises' is very reminiscent
of 'Bastard' from the 'Schizo' album. So all in all, we feel this is one of Ian's best efforts ever,
and although it does have a new sound, it is basic Ian Hunter with a new hairdo...By now, all of
you have been serviced with the new Meat Loaf album, and I am sure that you will agree it has been
worth the four year wait. The single is also out this week. I think stand out cuts for album radio
are: 'Peel Out', 'I'm Gonna Love Her For Both Of Us', and the title track. After listening to the
Meat Loaf record, I think that it will put in perspective the first Meat album. and the Jim Steinman
record. By the way, Steinman has a new single being released within the next two weeks, also.
It is 'Dance In My Pants'. Jim has recorded a new beginning to the song, and remixed and edited the
single. It is a killer!"

SEAN COAKLEY, ATCO (212-484-6400): "We're thrilled to welcome Regency Records as a custom label, and
ecstatic to join forces on the Diesel project. 'Sausalito' is guaranteed to pull almost instant
ijmmediate phone response. If you think you've been called a 1ot on this record already, you ain't
seen nothin' yet!..Blackfoot is back on the 'Tour To Gold' record tour. We appreciate all of you
who have put airplay emphasis on 'Searchin''. Nothing prudent about this song. It goes all the
way...Nice to see and hear all those tattoed p1ay11sts' .And Stevie Nicks is exploding to the top
of the charts!!..Thanks to Drake, Tom 'the only' 0wens Janel, and Chris and Joni Miller for the
Lone Star craziness. I hope ya all get well soon.

JUDY LIBOW, ATLANTIC (212-484-6063): "I don't care what anyone says--Dudley Moore is a 10 to me!

If you missed seeing 'Arthur', you're missing the best comedy of the year! (I should be putting this
in Variety)...Switching to audio--by now the Stones should be *Tattooed' everywhere. Hold onto your
'Little T&A'--they 11 be hitting the road soon!..Just out: Kix. That new band of young and restless
rock and rollers that are energy plus! 'The Itch' will be the first single...Also out: Rage--a rock
band from England on the Mirage label...If that's not enough--Genesis, Mink DeVille, Rose Tattoo,
Alvin Lee, John Entwistle, and Bob Marley will be coming in September!!!..The more I hear it, the
more I love the new Pretenders Lp (it's all Rox s fault). ‘Pack It Up' is a classic. You guys are
the pits of the world! (Ask Chrissie!)...The an Lp gets better and better, too. Add 'Heart Of
Mine' and 'Trouble' to my turntable raves' Persona1 to J.B.: Happy, happy, happy birthday. Don't
forget my BAD BBQ!"

KATE INGRAM, DB RECORDS (212-245-2212): "Now that I've been doing records awhile, I've gotten to
meet a lot of the people in radio whom I've always wanted to. A valuable experience for any pro-
grammer to have this type of interchange...Eventually, I hope to get to meet a lot more people, but
it was worth the trip to Atlanta to hear 96ROCK playing the Swimming Pool Q's album. They played
'Little Misfit',a song Frank Andrick once said reminded him of me. Well, if Ray Davies is right,

the misfits are everywhere, and 1'11 be the first one to cop to it. The song was also made Big

Mattress Song Of The Week at WBCN, where Charles Laquidara also picked such later 'hits' as 'Rock

Lobster', 'Kid' by the Pretenders (that was the week his baby was born, no shit!), and 'Cool' by

Pylon. In these two markets, as well as other places, they're playing the Q's record, the Lp is

selling nicely, even with our relatively low-budget promotional campaign. Perhaps it's something

to do with the band's live performances. SORRY FOR ANY CONFUSION, but the Swimming Pool Q's are
from Atlanta not Athens...So is Kevin Dunn whose solo Lp is getting strong critical praise. His
version of 'Somewhere Over The Rainbow' is as mass appeal as any record I've ever heard. (Now
that's putting your credibility on the line, isn't it?)"

Again, Jon & Darrell have
made a record that you can go well into to keep your audience rockin' past the new year. This is
add week for 'Private Eyes'. Let's get on the case now!"

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling
the points on a given Lp. We use a simple percentage breakdown to indicate the amount of play
on each track.
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
