McKenzie's Lp is top 20 in sales and airplay. VYes, Bob and Doug, in the flesh (as fleshy as they get),
stopped by BCN for an hour interview with Marc Parenteau. While they were on-the-air more people showed
up at the station than showed up when Elvis Costello, Kiss, or Van Halen were here. This in itself would
be pretty amazing, but SCTV is not aired in Boston. On a good night you can pick up the show from
Providence, but not always. So the boys decided to call the local NBC-TV affiliate and ask the TV brass
why the show wasn't on in Boston. The reason given was that they had signed a very long term deal with
'Hawaii 5-0', which will probably be running longer than most of us will live, /and they have no intention
of changing it...Speaking of SCTV, we've seen Edith Prickley and Jerry Todd in 'Record Action', how about
Pirini Scleroso writing a column. She's the most articulate of the bunch...Anyhow, thanks to all of
Polygram who made Bob and Doug's visit possible. By the way Polygram guys, how about reissuing the Runaway
albums that were on Mercury, what with the successes of Joan Jett, The Go Go's, and everything...And now,
because you asked for it, here's Carla's Corner: 'Can't say enough about that Dwight Twilley album. .Rock
and roll music can hit you in the head, heart, or groin, but when an album comes out like' Scuba Divers'-..
and all these elements are happening at once, it's true magic. Don't miss this album...There are two
theatrical lead singers that blow me away: One is Bob Geldoff of the Boomtown Rats, and the other is

Doc Neesen of Angel City. Neesen's singing on the new Angel City Lp makes the hair on the back of my head
stand up. Unfortunately, Angel City is always being compared to AC/DC.'"

WWCK, FLINT, MI M.D.-MARK MILLER: "It really amazes me how people can have such narrow attitudes!
I know that this is an old bitch, but I'11 say it again. Why does everyone seem to think the best
cut is always side one, cut one? Admittedly, a strong track is placed in that spot, but it's not
always the best cut. I could repeat all the old examples, but to save space I'1l cite just the
current ones. Aldo Nova: the 'Fantasy' cut is a superb cut and it will generate a pretty decent
phone reaction. But I honestly believe that when all is said and done, the cut that will really do
it is 'See The Light'. I guess the problem is the fact that the cut is buried in the 5th song on
side 2. I suppose a 1ot of you folks haven't even heard it. Do yourself, and your listeners, a
real favor and give it the ear...Aldo Nova could very well become this year's platinum breakthrough
artist, and 'See The Light' could help that cause along quite a bit. The songs are there, but
sometimes you've got to dig for them instead of taking the easy way out...Joan Jett edges out
J. Geils this week for the top spot in sales and requests. Also I understand that the 12" will
be coming on 'Do You Want To Touch Me There' from Joan's first album. This old Gary Glitter tune
has more hit potential than anything else Joan's ever done. I think it will be worth getting back
into...Also good reaction coming on J. Geils' 'Do You Remember When'. If you're looking for more
depth on the record, this one can deliver...Great to see RCA pick up on the Lamont Cranston Band.
This band is a smoker. It will have your toes tapping and your butt shaking almost instantly. With
major label support, there's no reason not to get on it ... Finally this weeks adds: Dwight Twilley's
'Somebody To Love'. I really feel that Dwight's gonna come home on this record. It's taken a few
more years than expected, but the maturity was well worth the wait...Susan Lynch spices things up
with her debut. What a great combination of hot songs and impeccable production, super pipes, all
coming from a beautiful lady with a personality match. Too much to take all at once, but I suppose
I'11 manage...Thin Lizzy jumps back on the scene with 'Angel Of Death' from their latest. This has
got to be the most cinematic song I've heard in some time. The images that 'Chill The Night' send
Tittle tiny chills up your spinel...And last but not least, the all around excellence award must go
to Huey Lewis. Very rare when you make the mistake of cueing up the wrong cut and it still sounds
1ike a winner. Every tune is good, but personally I lean toward 'Working For A Living' and 'Tell
Me A Little Lie’'. This could be a real serious record."

‘Simon' out of a pile of possibilities...With so many air-worthy records out right now, and so little
programming space for them, Tommy Tutone and the Go Go's are an indication good records survive
delay...Personal to Nancy Leeds: You can keep him!"

WPYX, ALBANY, NY M.D.-RON NENNI: "With the #1 album and the #1 request, it was no surprise to see
Joan Jett and the Blackhearts blow Albany away in concert. Everybody had a heart time...'Fantasy'
by Aldo Nova is rapidly becoming an enormous request item. The listeners call for--'Aldo, Aldo'.
We're seeing some good initial sales as well,..Phones are also h-o-t for Janis Joplin, It's selling
well too, Top 20 (the Tow price heips, hint, hint!)...Soft Cell is taking off, 28-19 in local sales.
'Tainted Love' is the most infectious song on the radio right now...Picks to click include Gamma,
'Right The First Time'. It's the perfect album track, with mucho hit potential. These guys
deserve to do it this time...We're expecting early response to Jay Ferguson. 'White Noise' is one
of those tracks that grabs the listeners with beat and lyrics. Other striking tracks on the album
include 'I'm Down' and 'Inside Out'...Dwight Twilley is pure pop for n-o-w people.

Question Of The Week

From the truth in comments department, what's your policy on discussing albums that are stiffing
and/or negative comments on new releases.

Next week, we'd like your thoughts on how you deal with label priorities and intense pressure on
records you know don't stand a chance. Any current examples?

DAVE LANGE, WOVE: "I don't think we can ever count any record out, so I hate to be the guy who says
something isn't worth it, because later on this person's talents might emerge in an album,

Also, there may be something on the album that you missed, no matter how great your ears are. Plus,
let's face it, record companies have a 1ot of problems right now, a lot of negative talk about records
and negatives on rock in general, and cannot produce positive results. But, geeze, I heard a record
that was so bad the other day..."

MARC MILLER, WBCN: "I very rarely will make negative comments about any record in print because
it does nobody any good (unless I feel that the rest of the world is absolutely wrong)."

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "I'm always honest about what is happening with records here, If something
isn't happening, we drop it and don't mind saying so."

KID LEO, WMMS: "I Tove everybody--and that's entertainment!"

CURT_GARY, WEBN: "Generally I reserve comment on a record that I think 15 negative until I think it
becomes obvious to everyone."

BOB KELLER, KZAP: "I've never had any qualms about voicing a negative opinion on a record. Especiallys
if it's a record that is being unduly hyped, or doesn't deserve the hype that it's getting from the
record company. The policy is to call it as I see them."

ART_PHILLIPS, KILO: "Our basic rule of thumb is that if you don't have something nice to say..."™

STEVE HUNTINGTON, LOVE 94: "I usually like to tell it like it is, but there's already enough
negativity around without me adding to it."

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "I really don't believe in putting negative comments in print, because if you
are always derogatory, it makes you look like a negative. And you really can get the point across
by not saying anything about it, because usually the better product is talked about."

THE DOCTOR, WYFE: "We don't talk about it and really make no reference to it. If it's something
that we're not going to play, and it's stiffing, basically it doesn't exist. We always try to take
a positive attitude in our music and talk about things going up the chart, but never make reference
to something dropping.”

LARRY REISMAN, KEZY: "If a recerd is bad, it's bad. I may say it's bad, but I'm sure there are
others who might not think so. If I think the record sucks, I'11 say so."

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "About giving negative comments in print, I usually give what I consider
Tquestionable product’ the benefit of the doubt. If I really can't stand something, or think
it's awful, then I'11 say something. As far as stiffing, I think I'11 just let sleeping dogs 1ie.*”

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: "I guess, in general, it's really not necessary to say anything bad about a

record when 1t first comes out. We all have negative feelings about some records, but it

doesn't help the record company in trying to get a new album on the roll. I know sometimes I might
say a negative, but I try to hold back most of the time. When a record's being played and stiffing
out, it's a different story, because radio people owe it to each other to help each other out from
their own experiences."

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "I rarely, if ever, have talked negatively about records. When you come down to
it, there's somany. positivesthat no promotion is stronger than negative promotion. As P.T.Barnum
once said, 'l don't care what you say about me, just spell my name correctly'."

RICK BALIS, KSHE: "First of all, I prefer to avoid taking a negative position on those album

projects wnich may not be meeting up with expectations of all those involved. I would rather accentuate
the positive in the business, and while doing that, reserve comments only to those projects which

seem to be making quite a marked impact. Everything certainly isn't rosy, so I don't intend to

create that picture."

RON PHILLIPS, WQDR: "I guess that's really the time to see if programmers are saying good things
about a record just to see their names in print. I won't hesitate to talk about a record that i$§
working well for me, but isn't nationally, Conversely, I don't mind talking about a record that
isn't ha?pening here after being given a legitimate shot, even though it seems to chart well
nationally."

MICHELE ROBINSON SAYRE, KLCL: "When it comes to print, I usually abide by my mother's old saying,
"If you have nothing nice to say about something, don't say anything at all'. But if you ask me
a question, I'11 be glad to tell you how I feel."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "Most of the time, if I haven't got something nice to say, I won't say it.
However, if, Tike the Steve Miller album, a record is really donkey dung, I will sometimes make
note of it." .

DALE WOLTER, WMAD: "I feel you should talk the way you talk normally. You shouldn't be put off by
the pressure record reps give you. If a record is a stiff, you should be able to tell people
about it. Such is the case with 4 Out Of 5 Doctors."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "I generally don't go out of my way to be negative. But if I feel negatively
ab?yt a record, I don't think I should not voice my opinion. I still believe honesty is the best
policy."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "My general attitude is and has always been, if you have nothing nice to say,
don't say anything--unless of course, all the music that comes out sounds the same."
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"QU!STION CONTINUED

TOM STARR, WOUR: "I think that the real helpful sheets and trades would become shams if they
existed solely for the purpose of strokes. Labels should be prepared to take the good with the bad
and appreciate the candor. If there's a reason someone is avoiding a particular record, then the
labels should want to know about it. If it isn't being dealt with properly on a one to one ( a
music director with promotion person), then the sheet provides an outlet. 'If you go to the wall for
a record that turns‘out not to mean jack shit to a label, then you've been burned, and the 1abel
should expect the samé jn return."”

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "I think it is needed and healthy for everyone to have access to information
and other opinions. Record companies will always stress all their positives while promoting a
record, and it's up to the radio programmers to discuss any negatives that may be rising."

JUBY MENUTT, KGB-FM: "With all the music that's released, I think it's healthy and necessary to hear
Fpositive and negative feedback on everything., If a record is in trouble, I'd 1ike to know it. So,
of course, I'd be interested in reading comments from Kid Leo, Dave Benson, Gloria Johnson, Drake
Hall, Buck McWilliams, or anyone who appears to know what they're doing. I'm also interested when

@ record seems to be cooling off. I'd like to see more comments that are maybe not quite so
specifically negative, but more informative in regard to the shelf life of a given album."

ALAN SNEED, KSRR: "I would prefer not to comment on a record that's stiffing at this particular
station for the simple reason that the situation might b& unique to this market. I wouldn't want
to hurt a record nationally. I prefer the way the buidling, dropping, and maintaining tabulations
are presented."”

JON RUSSELL, KRQR: "Most of the time I feel that if you don't have something good to say, why say
anything at all? Although sometimes I really feel strongly negative about something, usually it's the
other way around. Most of the time I am very positive about something, or I won't comment at all.

MARK MILLER, WWCK: “My policy on talking negatively about records is that I won't talk about any record
unless 1'm considering adding it. The only negativity that I've got is on certain tracks. Usually if
I'm gonna add an album, I get behind it 100%, and I'11 spend enough time with it so I dQE“t have to
come back and become negative on it. The thing that bothers me is that some people will just take
enough time to listen to one cut and say that's the cut--amd then it will turn out to be a bomb. I have
to become negative on that cut, stress the fact that it'sbad, and then stress something positive and find
the right cut."

SUSAN CHRISTOL, KIYD: "I generally don't because I think bad music speaks for itself. There"s
pTenty of room for divergent opinoins, so I'd rather let people make up their own minds."

SLEW SEHANTZ, WPDH: "I don't think there is anything wrong. If an album is mediocre, I1'11 say so.
flowever, 1 aon't think I'd go so far as to say something stinks. Diplomacy is the key here. Ther
again, if you don't like it, don't add it." :

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "I think that even though it may be painful for some of the companies to see

n ives in print, it is a very good policy. I want to differentiate between saying '*he Devo Lp
sucks' and 'The new Hilly Michael's album isn't selling'. What we're talking about is stating a
fact. 1 appreciate it when people are honest in the trades, and I think in the lang run, companies
appreciate it too. Remember all that great feedback on Max Damian?"

BOB WALTON, WQBR: ™I just prefer to let them die quietly-and not cause amyone any grief,™
DICK BASCOM, H@XM: "Honesty is the best policy."

MIKE LYONS, WBIZ: "It's so hard to tell nowadays from the sales and requests standpoint exactly
where tfie line is between a record that is a stiff and a record that deserves a longer shot. For
the most part, I Tove talking about stiffs. I also love the tendency Bill has to use specific
comments which are negative about records that are still alive,when there's a whole bunch of other
contenders lined up to use that same hype machine to keep 'em alive."

TED EDWARDS, WCOZ: “My policy is 1ike my mother told me, 'If you don't have anything nice to say,
don't say anything at all', and I always listen to my Mom. In all seriousness, who need the grief?"

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: "With the odds against new music as great as they are today anyway, I think it's
an 1njustice to hurt their chances any more by adding negative connotations with comments. Like
my dad used to tell me, 'If you ain't got anything good to say about someone, don*t say it' (unless
it's Dave Benson)."

JOE FOLGER, KBPI: "Up to now my policy has been 'no comment' an pearly everyttiing., I would imagine
as I become more established, I will become more vocal."

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "I generally try to say whatever I think. I try not to go out of my way t6
point out records that I think stink, unless I'm asked. The biggest problem I've gotten into
recently is a record company complaining about me talking about records that I 1ike, but that
my station doesn't play. They asked me to stop talking about their records, and I did."

TRISH ROBBINS, KTIM: "I think the old rule holds true. If you don't have anything nice to say, then
don't say anything. However, I don't think the truth should be hidden from all the broadcasters. We
should pool our information. If something is stiffing, and there's a lot of pressure to keep going on
it, I don't see any reason not to say something. But, I'd rather talk about the good stuff."

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "I love it. I do it all the time and that's why Tony Dwyer and Marty Schwartz
call me every week. I think it's important to give my small but usually very damaging opinion."

ROB BARNETT, WAAF: "I haven't made a habit of doing that in print, but negatives on records we're playing
have always been passed along to those working the record--when they ask."

ROBERTA HABER, WMJQ: "I have a personal policy on it. I wouldn't claim that it was my radio station's
policy. There is not point in beating a dead horse. As far as a new record that is really promoted as
the next Beatles and, 9f I think that it's not that hot, I'm gonna say that it's not that hot. If some
band releases a poor album, I don't see any point in harping on the fact that's it's junk. You can talk
about other things in the space you have allotted."

TOMMY NAST, WSYR: "If I really don't like a record and it's really stiffing out, and I want to say
something about it, I'1] say it. I try not to be negative on artists though, because I just don't 1ike
bad-mouthing them, unless they give me a reason to do so."

ROB LIPSHUTZ, WHJY: "I generally don't 1ike to talk about records that we're not pl3aying that are not
any good. oOur not playing the record speaks for itself. As for the records we are playing that have
stiffed, we don't find too many of them. I usually like to promote things that are worth talking about."

RON NEMNI, WRYX: "I think it's important to be honest. If I feel a record is a stiff, I'm gonna say it's
a stirf. Anmd if it's stiffing out, we should be the first ones to tell our record people that the

record isn't doing well. We have to give new FecOrds a bit of time to prove or disprove themselves.
Honesty is the best policy."

get anyone to interview or a record you can't get anybody to play...And, finally, somebody please
take the Los Angeles Kings."

|5NNY BRONSTEIN, HEAVY LENNY PROMOTIONS (213-450-6224): "Listen, I don't get this nuts real often.

t when you play a song over 50 (yes, fifty) times a day every day, you know there's a hit staring
you in the face. Every time this has happened to me, the song was top 5 (usually #1). It is the
unqualified best new song I've heard since Police's 'Roxanne'. It was #1 for ages in England in
'81, and I sing it in my sleep (between snores). If anyone fails to play it, they've missed the
best song of '82. 1 dare you to play it 3 timeSin a row and not sing the chorus in your strongest
'Ed Sullivan Show' voice. If it's not the #1 song on the Index at some point, it's a major trans-
gression (and I'm not even working it). This is the best signing at A8M since the Police. The song
is 'Don't You Want Me' by Human League I can't function without putting the 12" on my turntable
with the repeat button in permanent position. I almost lost faith that records could be so good.
Anyone can quote me that this will be my #1 song of the year. By the way, there are 3 or 4 other
hits on it, if you think it's one-hit stuff...My other thought I've been forgetting to write about is
the sincere effort of A&M, RCA, and hopefully others to release new artists at $6.98 1ist, putting
records back under $4.00 at discount chains for the consumer. We need every shot in the arm as an
industry to sell not just hear new artists on the radio. I don't think we can moan about not gettin
our shots, even from most consultants (though we bitch about slow and infrequent rotation vs. oldies),
but we must learn to translate it to attractive packaging, marketing, and retailing. If the lowered
1ist encourages more experimentation by the consumer, it is the job of retailers to pass on that
discount, and make buying multiple records more attractive. Radio should find ways to work hand in
hand with retail to get more listeners into supporting the artists they play and listen to...Stay
heavy.

WYNN JACKSON, INDEPENDENT (404-321-5228): '"Back off the dusty trail after 3 weeks and couldn't
be happier to be home. If you're planning a tropical vacation, go anywhere but the Bahamas. Film
at 11...1 got to hear a 1ittle of the Asia Lp per John Kalodner in LA last week, and believe me,
this record could be the soundtrack for the second coming! Wetton never sang so good...I can't get
enough of my Riggs cassette. Sure proof that this is the year of the new rock of Atlanta...Other
future releases that will curl your consultant's hair are: Krokus and Graham Parker (by the way,
Bone, you shouldn't be so rough on Drake's throat)...As for the rest of the currents, what can
you say about Huey Lewis or Dwight Twilley.

1'11 put my money on the Chop...Congrats to Craig 'Temptation' Lambert
on the new company, Middle Of The Lake Promotions...To Marko: Thanks for the Hawaii trip...To Jim
Sellers: I luv ya babe, you're beautiful, don't ever shave...In heavy rotation at Wynn: Aldo Nova,
Duke Jupiter, the Bruzer cassette Something Good', UFO 'Writer',and Riggs, Riggs, Riggs...Well, time
to hose off."

across America. Once again we can see the same pattern develop that broke the Police and the

Go Go's. The Indicator stations (who sell records regardless of ARB numbers), combined with Top
40 stations, are breaking the Human League. Mainstream album radio, for the most part, still

have the attitude that if it's different, it can't work--a self-defeating philosophy in the long
run. Along with the single, 'Don't You Want Me', also check out 'Love Action', 'Seconds', and
‘Darkness'. Join the Human League now before Spring training...Johnny and the Distractions'
“debut album,'Let It Rock', continues its assault on the airwaves with still another Most Added
week. 'Complicated Now' is out front, followed by 'Shoulder Of The Road' and 'My Desire'. With
all the upward rotation moves, it looks 1ike Johnny's gonna be around for a while...Speaking of
being around for a while, how about the Go Go's and Bryan Adams. By the time you read this, those
golden girls of IRS will be those platinum girls of IRS. With their album bulleted at #3 in
Billboard, this one is targetted for numero uno. If you said you would never play the Go Go's back
in July, don't worry--just add it and never say never again...Bryan Adams is currently touring
with Foreigner and continues to break around the country with Top 40 beginning to kick in. Follow-
ing 'Lonely Nights', we're seeing nice action develop on both 'Don't Look Now' and 'Fits You Good',
Bryan Adams is on his way, and we're all going to be there when he arrives....The 'Doc Holliday
Rides Again' is becoming a legitimate retail album in markets where it's being programmed.
