DAVE GARIANO, SEBASTIAN, CASEY & ASSOCIATES: "There are a lot of songs that I don't hear--an example
would be Joan Jett. I honestly did not hear 'I Love Rock And Rol11', but the Tuxury of our system

is that, when it was time for validation, the audience spoke, we listened, and Joan has her first
hit...If something is marginally acceptable, we will give it every possible opportunity to prove
itself in the marketplace...Alphabet soup is no longer valid, because more and more we're seeing
regional records, and for example, how well a song is performing im New York or L.A. has very little
relevance in Indianapolis--it's a totally different Situation...I would like them to be well enough
aware of our client roster that they can furnish a hard information on where the song is being
succeSsfully applied against us, and how well it is performing. It doesn't help a record when I am
told a competitor is playing §t, but our monitors tell us it's only being exposed between 2AM and 6AM...
The average probably isn't so good. I would say half the time the priorities are relegated to the

cut out bins of Tife within a month." I

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV: ™"Albums that come across our desk stamped 'record company priority' or

the always famous 'the company's really behind this one', merely point out what's going on in the

record industry. JIt's not something that really affects how we add a record. Our attitude at this

radio station is, if it's an exceptional piece of music, we play it. When our ears don't match up with :
record priorities, that really becomes their problem. We feel our ears hear the good tunes for our

market, and we don’t make decisions based on a record companies priority out in Los Angeles. As

far as their ability to sway our opinion, if it's in the good, and they can show a legitimate casé of

back up support, we may be persuaded, but only if we end up believing in the record...For us, that's

the bottom 1ine, and the way it has to be for successful radio. Priorities don't match up more tham

half the time." '

CHRIS KAMPMEIER, WPLR: "Item #1: The first and foremost important thing that a promo @&n ¢an do for me,

s get airplay at my immediate competitors. It is helpful to see airplay development on a national .
basis, but more importantly, I need to feel personal pressure of seeing the record succeed at my ;
competitors with my 1isteners, and not be on my radio station...The second thing they can do is '
place a buy. There are times when a particular piece of product 9s a priority for a label and the
conceptual differences between the way my station is programmed and my competitor is programmed
the record $imply will never match. More often than not, if the record succeeds well on an AOR
competitor of mine, it will ultimately end up on our radio station."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I try to keep an open mind, but I never let a record company pressure me
into playing an album I don't believe in, no matter how important it is to them. Many times it
has happened that a record that doesn't impress me at first, later proves to be worth playing for ’
various reasons. Either everybody in my market is playing it, then it's generating requests, or
after 1istening to 9t, it grows on you...Harrassment doesn't work...In most cases, what the label
considers really good is at Teast worth considering for airplay.

THE DACTOR, WYEE: "Why would you play a record that doesn't stand a chance? No matter what the
record company does, basically, it's their priority and not ours. About the only way they could
change my mind is by really being able to prove to us that that record is going to work by getting
play in major markets and the response being there."

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "God, I go through this every second of every day. Normally I just flat out tel® ;
them I can't hear it (gotta have some excuse)...I think the frequency of not hearing a priority
varies with the time of year. In the winter when there is a lot of new stuff out, and a lot of
gambles being taken, the frequency has to go wp...Just don't tell me about adds or someone's research
because I want to really see results." [

KID LEO, WMMS: "I say I don't hear it, period...Alphabet soup does not work. However, firm and
capmitted belief does work. I've seen a lot of priorities for a minute and a half, but their
continued belief in it will not necessarily sway me, but will make me take them seriously (or
they might get lucky and catch ime on a good day)...Priorities are a give and take situation. 1I'd
like to believe that 5 out of 10 priorities are really worth the effort; and since no onel has batted ?
400 since the splendid splinter Ted Williams, that's pretty good." :

ROBI LIPSHUTZ, WHJY: "I'd say that the companies have their priorities straight with records that

radio will respond to about 60% of the time, at least...Often they chase am album that's by a big

name artist who dfd well last time outs; but the music isn't there. For example, Meat Loaf...I'm honest °
about ngt 11king a record. At the same time, they're not idiots, so when something is a priority,

I'11 give it priority consideration if I think it's appropriate. I'm charged with finding the best

music available to play, and if that coincides with the label push, fine...I'm not always right abdut

a record. No one can appreciate everything. If a company continues to insist that they have a hit,

I'11 watch the call letters come in and keep listening...Couldn't hear Peter Cetera."

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: "I tell 'em my priority is getting laid by this month's Playboy Playmate and ,
guess who stands a better chance...Obviously, if they can spread the record in Chicago...It seems l
every record is a priority. The local reps come in with priority 1a, 1b, lc, 2a, 2b, 2c, etc...0f
late, I've been seeing labels make disasterous lead track choices---sometimes due to confusion ‘
as to what's best for Top 40 and album rock...Couldn't hear Shooting Star."

TED_EDWARDS, WCOZ: "“If T know it's a priority for the company, I'11 make an effort to go back and
Tisten to it. I really believe the relationship between radio and records is integral. The
companies do so much for us, I feel it's the Teast I can do to try to work with them...I Took at
adds and consistent airplay on stations 1ike WCOZ (or to be more precise, successful radio stations)...
I wouldn't want to break it down into a percentage basis...I try to be close enough with my local
rep so that I can ask him a blatant question 1ike, 'Is this for real?' or ‘Are You getting pressure
from the company?'...Couldn't hear Soft Cell, Glass Moon." :

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "I just try to focus on the fact that what I add is for the good of the station

and not the record company. If I don't 1ike it, I will try to work with them to find the right

track, and will research as much as possible...If i1t's busting wide opem in the Chicago, Milwaukee,
Madison, Rockford area; we will reconsider...In some cases I'11 come across a jive turkey priority
that is totally overhyped, a few times a year. But, generally, they seem to go after the right stuff.®

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "Continuous, steady, upward movement in trades, and it helps when that falls through
on the ret level. In many markets, not just a few. When the record can be solidly shown that ;
it is a hit, and being accepted on phones and sales from all around, okay, I'11 admit you can't
hear every record, but you need some definite proof...Not a case of 'Yeah, we're getting this added
everywhere; then it just sits at the bottom of ‘the playlist. Not matching with priorities does not
happen a lot. You get to know the sound of your radio station and what the people have come to
expect from you."

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "There's absolutely nothing a company can do to turn me around. But, on the
other hand, if I really believe in a record, I'11 go to the exact opposite extreme to the point _
where I almost feel as though I'm working for the record company...I'd say they're off maybe 30% of !
the time on their prioritfes."
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QUESTION CONTINUED

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "We basically tell the labels our feelings as soon as we can .n If dt‘s: something
that they are pushing, and we 1ike it, it's great. Many times what we're looking for is not what
they are promoting...If a record is not format compatible, there is very little that could change
our minds, If it's format compatible, I think local, regional, and national action, in that order,
is helpful...It goes through phases. Most recently, a lot of the stuff getting a lot of promotion
has a potential for airplay, and we'll be playing it in the coming weeks. There are some periods
when everything that is promoted is not right for airplay."”

ART PHILLIPS, KILO: "It has to be a priority for the station before it's a priority for the label...
Dinner for 5 at my favorite restaurant (ha, ha). Actually, regional breakdowns are very important
to us, and we keep an eye on them..,Not often. Usually when a record company has a priority, we
try to pay attention to it."

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "I 1ike to deal with all potential adds honestly. If I don't hear it, I'11
tell the rep I don't hear it. If it's completely off base and not right for my radio station, I
won't play it. However, if I'm kind of ify, I'11 give it the benefit of the doubt and wait for
it to develop a little...Once again, it depends on the sound of the record. If it's completely off
base, nothing will help. If there's a possibility that we can use it, regional information, for
example sales in the New England area or calls and reaction at other New England stations playing the
record, will help...Not often. I think record companies and the reps that I talk to are pretty well
aware of a radio's standpoint on that particular record. 1 think record companies realize they can't
realistically take something too far off base...I feel a little uncomfortable dealing with this question
in generalities, because I much prefer to take a product record by record and judge each by his own
merit, I hope I gave you an idea of what I'm aiming for." ;

TED BURTON JACOBSEN, KKRQ: "If we don't hear it, and the record isn't there yet, it really doesn't
matter if it's a label priority. It has to be more than just that...First of all, if they are honest
with me and really hear it themselves, that means more than all the hype in the world. They can tell
me who added it. If I hear that a station I respect has added it, I'm 1ikely to go back and listen
again...Not quite half the time. Usually they are pretty fair."

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "I listen to the push because it's obviously gonna continue to happen. They are
oing their job. Mine is to sift through what goes on the radio station. 7o me, honesty is the
best policy. If I don't hear the record, I will make it clear tqo the promoter right off the bat.
But, 1ike any other human being on this planet, my mind can be changed. Sometimes, what doesn't
sound good one week may 3 or 4 weeks down the road...Both mine and Arin's reaction to records are

based on feeling. Only in a few instances do station call letters make a difference to us. A
record's movement and sales in other areas of the country might influence us enough to re-listen
to the record...I would say approximately 75% of the time we feel the same."

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "Much the same way I did in this week's comments...That they will back it up
with a time buy or concert appearance or some other way of proving their support...A1l the time."

DAVID FILIPOV, WBRU: "I tell it like it is...Often what I'm reminded of with labels . is big projects
that T don't hear is major trade action...Unfortunately, oh so very often."

MIKE LYONS, WDIZ: "Keep listening until I hear it...Not much. I find most promotion people that I
deal with don't read Bill Hard in depth. They only quote the Back Page. Generally, I ignore any
priority from the record companies because our listeners don't know it's a priority, and they don't
care...80% of the time it doesn't." .

BOB WALTON, WQDR: ™I don't add them. If I tell a rep that I will listen to it again or keep listening
to 1t, I wili. Sometimes it has to be #1 49n the nation before I hear it, but I will keep 1istening

to it...Other station call letters certainly don't help. But the results those stations are having
after an add is what I want to hear, and sales or requests...I would say only about 10%-20%. It
depends on how many records are out at any one time. See today's comments." )

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "Generally, if it's not doing well anywhere @lse, we just don't add it. If it's
doing well elsewhere, and we don't hear it, we will keep a close eye on it...Sales, lots of sales...
Quite often. On the average, only 30%-40% of label priorities are suitable for airplay on this radie
station."

CHARLIE LOGAN, WFYV: "I'm just outright honest. If I don't hear a record, it doesn't mean it won't
get airplay...Its success elsewhere especially in comparable markets...Not all that often. Usually
we're pretty close together. A good example would be Eddie Schwartz, where we just believed in a
gifferent cut and felt it would have been successful with 'Over The Line', but the label wanted

No Refuge'."

DANE VENABLE, WRAS: "Since we play a lot of new music, I've Tearned that no matter how much hype and
pressure there is, I simply have to draw the line if the songs aren't there...Ask me to listen to
specific cuts that are working on a station similar to ours...Probably about 25% of the time."

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: “After giving everything a second chance, I go with what I think best and what
our consultant recommends...Absolutely nothing...Basically, ?1 priorities are most important. If it
happens that they match up, fine. 1'd say that more than half of the time the things that are very
hot for the labels also happen to be what sounds best. Sometimes, unfortunately, there's just too
much of what sounds best. In terms of percentages, it's about 60%-40% my priority to theirs."

RON NENNI, WPYX: "If I can't hear a record that is a priority with a label, I'11 go back and listen
to the album and try to hear it. If it's not there, and I believe in something else that's currently
on their label that is not their priority, I'11 try and convince them to support that act, d.e.,
Bryan Adams...They can't tell me anything. They have to prove it to me. If a record is happening
in regions that are similar to ours in sales and phones, I'l1 call other radio stations to clarify.
If that's the case, I'11 clean my ears out...I'd say it's a fairly low percentage. After all, it
doesn't really pay to play records that the labels aren't supporting., There has to be label support
as well as radio support.

DOUG PODELL, KQRS: "A number of times I 1ike the record for my own personal tastes or for some
of our alternative programs, but we have to be very cautious as to what we add to our regular
playlists. 'So when talking about priority records that don't go on our playlist, I try to say no
as nice as possible...If there are sales, or it starts to happen, I will always consider it...I'd
say it happens about once a week...Bryan Adams and John Hall are good examples of those that did
hit around here. Let's hope Novo CombG happens."

CAREY CURELOP, WABX: "For me to play a record I don't hear, I have to see significant action in my
market, retail or phone requests, which in most cases will only happen if someone else in the market
is on the record. Plus, I like to see a nicely developing national picture...We disagree maybe
25% of the time...I didn't hear Joan Jett at all, but it didn‘t take long to change my mind."
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QUESTION CONTINUED

DOUG CLIFTON, KAZY: “Usually I will try to find every possible way to prove myself wrong. But if I
can't, Kshare the facts with them and tell them it won't work...Things that are important are airplay
in the market. Besides that, reports from certain markets about things they have done...Not that
often, maybe 30% of the time."

TRISH ROBBINS, KTIM: "I pass records on to my most trusted DJs and in some cases, my Program Director,
who 1s also a DJ, and I 1isten again and again...Nothing if I think it's shit. But sales are important
and perhaps others in the area that are playing it. Sometimes a 1ist of stations that are already
playing it. I'm interested in tracks, too...5-10%, I'd say."

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: "“We generally just go on our own ears...Not much if we feel that strongly about 1t..«
Not that often, between 10%-20% of the time...Bob & Doug McKenzie, as they go gold this week."

GREG GILLISPIE, KEZO: "I'11 be honest with the record guy and tell him I can't hear it, but I'11 keep
[Tstening to 1t to see if there is something there I'm missing...Not a lot. Matter of fact, nothing...
That happens quite often. Sometimes my favorite cut, or the cut I think is the best, may surface as
the second single. But often times, I think a record company's priority record or song does not match
up with what radio needs or where it is at."

SUSAN CHRISTOL* KTYD: "If label priorities coincide with our priorities, then we're both in great
shape...Occasionally, if other stations with formats similar to ours have gone with an album, I might
ive it a second listen...I'd say 50% of the time. Stations priorities have to take precedence.
hat's obvious. If you helped everyone out on their pet projects, you'd soon lose sight of the
programming objective. Huey Lewis is an example--it's too cute for us. Peer and promotion pressure
won't change the sound of the album."

ROBERTA HABER, WMJQ: "I try to be honest. If I don't hear it, and they insist that it's terrific, I'l1
usually get other opinions, but I have to tell them what I feel...They can tell e what radfo stations
that are relevant to me are playing it, taking into consideration my format...Unfortunately, that
happens too often. The best promo people know the priorities of the stations they are promoting. They
know when to really go for a record, but they also know when to back off. Realizing that our
priorities are different makes for the most successful promo people."

WARD HOLMES, WDEK: "I explain that I can't hear it and try and give them a reasonable explanation as
to why we won't play it...They could say it's selling 1ike hell in my market...Some of the time, but )
not often. If a promotion person knows what you're playing, he should be albe to assess the situation.™

BO? LINDER, WDHA: "If we don't believe in the record, we don't add it. If we do believe in it, we

w often give 1t a chance, even though it may not have a real probability of selling well in the
stores...Just the truth. A real honest commitment to the product is all...Surprisingly, not that often.
At least, not a large degree of difference."

DICK BASCOM, WOXM: "I'm very honest with whoever is representing the label, and I'11 tell them
straight out it's a piece of shit...If the music 15 not there, there is not a damn thing anybody ¢an
tell me...Too often to mention."

LIN BREHMER, WOBK: "In our case, we play so many néw records we have very little trouble explaining
to a label when we don't hear their priority album...I think what we're interested in hearing about s
retail for the most part. I feel that there a few stations whose adds we look to, but not very many...
Since my taste is generally twisted, I always seem to be the most effected by records the labels don't

have that much interest in...Rick Springfield's first. We were not forced into playing it, but we did'play

it. It was never a record we played quite a bit, but is one we probably should have."

MARC MILLER, WBCN: "Give it to the djs and let them listen to it. It's part of what they're paid
to do. At tPFe monent, I tell 'em I can't hear it, and I'11 give it another listen or give it
to another person to listen to...They can do very little...Regularly...Loverboy, the first one."

JOE FOLGER, KBPI: "I usually am up front and tell them that I personally don't think the record has
1t. However, T also tell them that just because I don't 1ike it, it doesn't mean it'11 never get
played. I'11 inform them further that I'11 watch how it does in the Hard Sheet, and follow its
lTocal progress closely. I've been wrong before on first 1isten, and I'm sure 1’11 be wrong again...
Local play in the market, national action, response at other stations around the country and sales

info...Quite often...The Pretenders' first one and Diesel, most recently."

MICHELE SAYRE, KLOL: "I panic! Usually what will change my mind is a combination of diligent repeated -

[istenings coupled with real airplay success around the country. There are many label priorities
that do as well as we all expect, but beinga priority doesn't necessarily make it a hit...I don't
know how often it happens, but I certainly like to think I can hear most of them...I would say that
Peter Cetera was one of the primary cuts this year that I came around on. Also Wrabit and Johnny
And The Distractions,"

RON_SORENSON, KBLE: "I regretfully don't add it. 1If I don't hear it, they can do nothing to make me
change my mind...For my station it probably happend about half the time. For example, it may be right
for chainsaw rockers, although it may not be right for us...Joan Jett and AC/DC are both good examples,
Both are good records, but neither of which I'm going to play."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "I will never understand certain label priorities and would much rather do without
getting beaten up heavily on marginal records. It seems that all the energy spent on promoting weak
product could be better spent working deserving albums...If the album hasn't got the goods, no ameunt
of pressure or recitation of call letters already on the record will change my mind...It doesn't happen
that often, but when it does, I tire of it very quickly...The only recent example that comes to
mind was an album that came out by a group called Kix."

JIMMY CHRISTOPHER, KNAC: "Musically, I go on my ears. If I can't hear it, there is really nothing
they can do to make me hear it. If it's good, it's good, and we'll go on it. Since we're relatively
unique, a lot of stuff they already know ahead of time not to work."

DAVE KRUSENKLAUS, WKQQ: "If I can't hear it, I wait for concrete chart movement nationally. If it
moves, then I assume 1t just might be my problem of not being able to hear it...Some of the criteria
I would use to evaluate would be the quality and quantity of stations within the three state area
around us that are playing the record. About 75% of the time the companies seem to have the right
priorities...Didn't hear Peter Cetera. Louisville, Dayton, and Cincy all played the record, and I
assumed that the research in their areas was contradictory to mine and added the record. . .Another
current example is Wrabit. Still not convinced."

ROB BARNETT, WAAF: "We don't add it. Usually very 1ittle...Hardly ever-ask Eric Heckman. Oh yea;
the Go Go's also...From David Bernstein: Say Bill, you certainly ask a lot of questions for someone

from New Jersey."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "When I can't hear it, I look at other people's opinions I respect. I also
watch the sales pattern, and whatever tools I can get my hands on, that would help in the decision.
Priorities make sense about 20% of the time."

Radio doctors, consultants, music directors, and
jocks: We are here for you. Get ready for Stiff!"

ALAN NIVEN, GREENWORLD (213-533-8075): "Whilst realizing that this will appear long after the event,
and whilst not wishing to personally insult Jay Cocks, his piece 'The Thrill Is Gone--Is It Bad
Business Or Middle Age' in Time is nothing more than absolute bilge. The fact that accountants lead
stiff corporate dinosaurs into brackish and turgid waters is not necessarily a reflection of scarsity
of available talent. Neither is radio's desire to secure the best figures possible in the nebulous
Arbitron system a true indication of what people want to hear. How will an audience take to new styles
and acts if they are not given fair exposure? How come KROQ had such a good book? How come their
style may well become the basis of the next programming consultantcy? Major labels who insist on trying
to sell 6,000,000 of one title instead of 100,000 of 60 titles are doing nothing more than creating
the scenario for their eventual demise. Retail chains who overextend themselves whilst cutting back
on the number of titles carried are doing nothing to stimulate curiosity and interest in their customers.
Constrictive playlists compound the Taw of diminishing returns. A company such as ours can see better
that the industry is in fact very healthy. The variety of styles has never been greater. The standard
of music recording has never been higher. The breadth of interest has never been wider; we sell
everything from Nina Rota soundtracks to the catalogue of the residents, substantial quantities of
records by acts as diverse as Throbbing Gristle, New Order, Joy Division, The Sound, Romeo Void, Dead
Kennedys, Klaus Schulze, etc. without benefit of radio support. There is a wealth of spirited creativity,
that is not confined by commercial maxims of maximizing returns on minimized investments. I appreciate
that these titles may not be rack material, but the point is that whilst bands stil1 have the ability
to sell six million units of a title in a year, that is not the sole criteria by which we should judge
the state of the industry. And just as gloomy talk can adversely affect the economy by discouraging
confidence and interest in tomorrows, so to can we do tremendous damage to our industry if we sit around
bellyaching instead of being flexible and adaptable to changing demands and conditions. There are
many talented musicians and genuine audience excitement (one of our own bands had over 200 people
turned away on a late Sunday night Whiskey show due to excessive ticket demands), but if we keep en-
couraging acts to develop as caricatures, then we are only going to stultify consumer excitement.
They are only prepared to absorb so many foreigners and good-time boogie bands before they get bored.
The future belongs to the determined and the chance takers, not to those who rely on formula and
manipulation...To close, I wish to thank some exceptional people with exceptional attitudes who have
provided very valuable advice for a certain Motley Project without demand of personal gain: John Guaneiri,
Brian Of 0z, Michele Robinson Sayre, Train Zimmerman, Steve George, Matt The Katt, Lew Garrett, and
Bob Varcho of Stark, Tom Rasmussen of Show Industries, Paul Cummings of Damage Management, and Richard
Ogden of Ozone Management. Thank you."
