This is some of the freshest Atari-oriented rock (great phrase Buck) I've 
heard"...Dave Logan, WLAV-FM agrees, "Flock Of Seagulls is lush music that shows you can win with-
out bludgeoMing"...And from David Filipov at WBRU, "'I Ran' is a very catchy record that gets to 
you after a couple of listens. Don't let the name discourage you." 

"RACE WITH THE DEVIL", GIRLSCHOOL, STIFF

"ROADHOUSE BLUES", BOC, COLUMBIA

the continuing Doors popularity, Robbie Krieger's involvement and BOC's track record, this is 
certainly a remake to watch. 

"HEARTBEAT", WENDY WALDMAN, EPIC  
The majority of our reporters had not heard Wendy's latest, probably expecting more of the same 
old stuff. Those who had listened were impressed with "Heartbeat", complete with the Frampton 
guitar solo. Well worth an audition7—e Most Added. 

"CRANK IT UP", THE DREGS, ARISTA  
We're looking at a 20-13-12 Song Index trend, to go with the 24-21 Index, 26-24 Metro chart 
action...Airplay: 36 steady, 7 down, and 5 up: KLOL, KEZY, WNEW-FM, WLAV-FM, and WYNF...Checklist: 
37 maintaining, 5 dropping, 16 not playing, 5 considering, and 31 building. Sales and 
phones: KOME, KSRR, WFYV, WZZO, WRAS, WROQ, KLOL, WLUP, and WBAB...Phones; WKZL, KGB-FM, 
KDWB, WQDR, WKLS, WNEW-FM...With most active sales at WSHE, WLVQ, WMAD, WMYK, WRKK, WLAV-FM, 
and WTUE. 

JOHN HIATT, GEFFEN  
"I Look For Love" leads but as we say "Having Some Fun" is the best song on the record. The Lp 
may not blow you down on first listen, but if you spin it 4 or 5 times, I promise you'll get 
hooked. 

KIM WILDE, EMI 
EMI really wants this record and we feel the international success justifies their expectations. 
After a number of conversations with MDs and POs this week, we have to admit we were on Pluto 
with our preference for "Young Heroes". So now we like "Chequered Love". You want it, you got it.

Retail looks good, Aldo at #12 this 
week.. .Others picking up momentum on the phone: Prism and Toto...Projections: The new MoiFís 'All 
For One' is fresh, exciting, and the best new release I've heard in quite some time. Val Garay, who 
had so much success with 'Bette Davis Eyes', has produced another song destined to be a smah in 
'Only The Lonely'. Other goodies on the album are: 'Take The L' and 'So LA'. This one will get 
maximum spins on my home turntable and, hopefully, will be an add for us next week. Right, Rich?... 
Still looking at: Dregs, Rainbow, Point Blank, Jethro Tull, and Graham Parker...The FMB SaiTr  
is a great idea. Hope to see more...Coming next week, I'll look at the first quarter of 1982." 

WBCN, BOSTON, MA ASSOC. M.D.-RAZ: "I personally loved the new Motels record 'All For One'. Just 
listen to Martha Davis' phrasing. Listening to the screaming guitars from hell on 'Mission Of Mercy' 
requires a tongue depressor and a beach towel. The single 'Only The Lonely' is just wonderful. 
'Tragic Surfing' is also a killer. Val Garay produced the record. Give it time.. .Andy Philpot of  
Atlantic Records: Your idea of a Sparks 'Angst In My Pants' listening party at a strip joint was 
novel. I got off on 'I Predict', Sparky got off on 'Lola l...'I Want Candy' by Bow-Wow-Wow is going 
to surprise a lot of you...To WBLM: We like the idea of a WBCN bumper sticker on your station's  
marquee. People in Maine are so-o-o friendly."

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "Let me just say that for the past two weeks it may have appeared 
to many of you that I was out to lunch, virtually missing from phone conversations, from the Hard 
Report, confusing people's names and generally acting like a fool. But that's all over. Now 1-Fif the 
1982 Fool's Day Parade is in the past, hopefully, I can get back to business as usual...Next, a few 
new records I've put my ears to, and I'll go out on a limb and name some trax: I think 'Watching Me 
Watching You' is the tune on the new Tull record...Go after 'Rebel Girl' on the Outlaws...Point Blank 
might continue with the energy they had on the last record. I know that's why they think they're on 
a roll...Greg Kihn showing strong early retail. No real action on the phones yet, but it's really 
too early to be very disappointed if the Rainbow single doesn't go all the way...Asia is 
a retail monster--great phones.

& The Knockouts. Not sure how much sell-thru we're gonna see. Don't get me wrong, not saying it 
won't happen, just think it's the kind of act that might do better on the radio than they do in the 
record stores...Starting to see a little dip in Gamma...Surprisingly enough, there's some negative 
reaction to 'Long Stick' from Krokus. But retailwise, the record is doing quite well...I think 'I'll 
Drink' from Duke Jupiter has some legs. We're having great success with it in our research--not 
very visible in calls and sales yet...Scorpions is my fave rave--love it...  Considering: Still keeping 
a close eye on Toto...Very much behind XTC 'Senses Working Overtime', and think it's only a matter 
of time." 

WLPX, MILWAUKEE, WI M.D.-BOBBIN BEAM: "I'm going to Chicago Friday to see Sammy Hagar and Aldo Nova, 
and I'm real excited about that! I'  The Outlaws--Boy, did these guys change their act! Seems like 
they've hardened up, and I hope people are willing to bend and change with them. Like the forceful 
vocals on 'Don't Stop'...Rainbow's 'Stone Cold' is probably going to be a stone smash. Very 
Foreigner-esque...Jethro Tull is also in. Sounds like the old line Tull that people 25-34 know and 
love. Kind of a throwback to some of the older material...And the David Bowie 'Cat People'--I love 
that song.

Charlie Daniels Band debuted at #14--that's pretty good...Toto at #1, Scorpions #9, Sammy Hagar #5, 
and Iron Maiden is #4- (ihi-géarheads love it)...Considering: John Cougar and the-Rotels." 

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record Of The Week: Motels, 'Art Fails'. Answer: Intelligence 
in depth. Question: What's kept the Motels from breaking through? A reference point might be the 
Talking Heads. For years, no one would touch them. Then they have one surprise hit, and Wham, 
Top 10 time. Programmers were surprised that the audience could fathom that kind of approach. Well, 
the Motels have the same approach, and they also have a Martha Davis--and now she's single (I don't 
even want to think about it)...In a similar note, I heard the new Blondie. One cut, 'Warchild', is 
a hard rocking, over the top, production...I'm still seeing red after a weekend in L.A. with Sammy 
Hagar. A sold-out sports arena riot. Congrats to: Ed Leffler, David Geffen, and J.D. Kalodner... 
In the formula rock department, two new contenders: RPM has a couple of great tracks, 'Rendezvous' 
and 'A Legend Never Dies'.

to: Paul Rappaport for a long overdue visit to the Rose City--a Classy evening--anT?Or arranging 
an interview with Peter Wolf...It's all happening here in Portland. It's KGON concert month: J.Geils 
tonight, and Johnny And The Distractions come home to open the show...Angel City for two shows next 
week. We're doing a 'Fashion And Fame' fashion show at Tower Records, with the band and station 
personnel judging...Rising Star Contest on the 21st with Girlschool...And, a Stevie Nicks simulcast 
on HBO.

'Let Her Go' should keep 
the band on a roll for some time to come...Iron Maiden will keep the grunge rockers happy, although 
it makes me want to hide under my desk...Saleswise: Asia moves into our #1 position this week. And 
I believe it'll stay there for some time...The Scorpions continue their s7rid sales growth; as does 
Aldo Nova...And once again on Rainbow, as I mentioned last week, 'Stone Cold' is destined to put 
Blackmore back at the pinacle of success that he had attained with Deep Purple.

WMYK/WZAM AM, ELIZABETH CITY/NORFOLK, VA M.D.-BILL SIMMONS: "The Motels have produced an album that I 
could hear on the very first listen. Already listening to 'Mission Of Mercy' over and over again. Also 
like 'So L.A.'...The Outlaws seem to have molded their sound to fit today's straight ahead rock and roll 
trends. 'Don't Stop' is sure to be a phone-grabber...Getting good sales already on Toto which debuted 
top 10 in retail...Asia moves up to #1 retail this week...Also getting good sales on Iron Maiden." 

WAPI-FM, BIRMINGHAM, AL M.D.-STEVE KELLER: "How about that Ian Anderson? Is this son of a gun throwing 
smoke this Spring, or what? There are a couple of little off-speed things in there, but after the last 
one, hey, we're talking Cy Young award. Nice to see Martin Barreproducing again. We'll go with 'Fallen 
On Hard Times'...In goes Iron Maiden this week as well, even though we taped up the front cover so we 
don't have to look at that ridiculous little cartoon...Point Blank seems destined to leave that small 
time Texas band image behind. No more gymnasium for you guys, huh? We're jumping on the 'Great White 
Line' and hitting it hard. Sniff...We couldn't resist the Rainbow single either. 'Stone Cold' sounds 
stone hot. Should do well...Aldo Nova won't quit. It's top 10 sales and #2 request here in Birmingham.

Who's going 
to distribute it? And who's going to get it? Before we start banging on the walnut doors in Washington, 
let's get some very basic questions answered. It's my opinion that the little guys in the recording 
industry, i.e., the new artists, should come away with a lion's share of this proposed tax. They're 
the ones really suffering from low album sales. And I have a feeling that not many people buy those 
records because they can tape the one or two tunes that get airplay off of somebody else's. Besides 
I run through a lot of cassette tapes myself. I don't necessarily record albums; I use them for air-
checks and things. I certainly hope you are going to exclude me from this little tax scam. Is Warner's 
going to pay a tax on tape? You guys buy blanks, too...Love and kisses." 

WHJY, PROVIDENCE, RI M.D.-ROB LIPSHUTZ: "Happy Passover and Happy Easter to all the goyim out there." 

WFYV, JACKSONVILLE, FL M.D.-CHARLIE LOGAN: "Okay, okay, has somebody decided that Logan is the name to 
have in radio? I mean, before I got into radio, I had never met anyone with my last name, even though 
the Logan list was kind of long in the NYC phone book. But now, there's John Logan; Dave Logan, myself, 
and now there's another: Jane Logan at KSAS. Gimme a break will ya! Just for the record, I'm Charlie 
Logan, a sort of crazed long-haired NYC boy gone South for the sun and sensi...On to music. I'm blown 
away by The Motels. Damn, Bill, you sure have good taste. 'Only The Lonely' is a mainstream beauty 
while 'Mission Of Mercy' anT1-7Take The L' simply floor me. Understand now, our playlist is real tight 
and there are some quality records lined up ahead of this for airplay, but hopefully, down the line---
maybe---please...Adds: Jethro Tull, dull turns to Tull with a strong effort. Classically Tull, from 
the medieval image and sound to the development of the concept. Mr. Bill is right on the button 
again. 'Beastie' is a beast of a tune, so we'll start with that...Iron Maiden beats out Krokus for 
the heavy metal add of the week. A la the Scorpions, the cult is already blowing out the phones for this 
one. We'll use 'Run For The Hills' to start...The Outlaws drop a guitarist and get an out-of-the-box add. 
I find the tried and true Southern Rock format extremely boring, but our audience should eat it up... 
Up Your Rotation: CDB and Scorpions to heavy...Joan Jett returns to heavy with 'Crimson And Clover'... 
Rick Springfield is now 'Calling All Girls' and, unfortunately, Huey Lewis gets the axe and goes back 
to working for a living." 

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA M.D.-BOB KELLER: "My ears are still ringing from the J. Geils concert we saw a 
couple of nights ago. What a fine show! Johnny and the D's opened up, and I was quite impressed, never 
having seen these guys perform before. Amazingly surprised at all the energy and pure rock and roll 
commitment that this act presents. Of course, J. Geils was excellent, as everybody expected they would 
be, and came back for too many encores to even count. They rocked all night." 

WRKK, BIRMINGHAM, AL P.D.-DAN BRENNAN: "Good activity in sales and requests on the new Charlie Daniels 
particularly 'Still In Saigon'...Also on Aldo Nova and the cut 'Fantasy'...Not much happening with our 
listeners on Rick Springfield's newest, yet...XTC is beginning to pull some requests...Good sales still 
on the J. Geils and Rod Stewart albums...The new Dregs looks like their strongest yet...Go Go's holding 
on to the top spot on album sales activity here...The new Jethro Tull sounds like classic Tull with a 
slightly modern twist, and should do extremely well." 

WZZO, BETHLEHEM/ALLENTOWN, PA M.D.-BRUCE BOND: "It's very difficult to choose a particular track on the 
lull album. I'm glad to see the group is sounding like Jethro Tull should sound. It scored the best 
on our Listener Advisory Board...If you're not playing 'Rosanna' from Toto IV, you will sometime soon... 
The David Bowie 'Cat People' tune is not a drag, it's all part of the Bowie finnesse...Ozzy Osbourne 
returning on the road and got started in Allentown. I respect the man. He signs autographs for anyone, 
and he dropped by the studio and bitched about how the press (especially in Boston) is printing lies 
of how he eats or destroys animals on stage. I see his point, but go see his show anyway...Thank you Biff 
for your help, and Happy Birthday...I met Rick Springfield. His show wasn't bad. The volume of his 
music was okay, too, but the high-pitched 13 year old girls made me deaf for half a day... In sales, the 
Human League went from 23 to 14, Tommy Tutone from 22-16, Iron Maiden 37-20, Gamma 45-34, and my faves: 
Susan Lynch from 30-27 and XTC from 34-26...The top phone reaction for the week was: Ozzy, Soft Cell, 
Joan Jett, Aldo Nova, Krokus...Soft Cell goes to heavy.. .Tommy Tutone will soon have my home phone number... 
I can't tell you how much I'm into the John Cougar song. We've already been getting positive calls... 
Finally, I'm disappointed with the McCartney album. I heard WMMR's World Premiere and I wish I could 
hear another 'Band On The Run', but I guess he's into the mellow sound...Personal to Joel Webber: Call 
me whenever you're depressed...And P.S.: I'm sick of SNOW!!!"

WTUE, DAYTON, OH M.D.-JIM KINNEY: "Adds this week include Franke And The Knockouts, Toto, David Bowie, 
and The Little River Band 45...Franke And The Knockouts has superb material. I liked the last album 
a lot, but I can't fault them for making the move that they did. We like 'Never Had It Better' much 
better than 'Fighting'.. .1 still have lots of question marks about the Toto album. But we do think 
'Rosanna' is going to do well as a single. As far as the rest of the album goes, I just don't think 
they have the knack for writing like they did on the first album. There's no question that these guys 
are the best musicians in the business, but it's got to be in the grooves...The David Bowie tune grows 
on you. We're gonna give it a try...We had a lot of luck with 'Night Owls' by the Little River Band, 
we skipped the second single, and now 'Man On Your Mind', we think, is gonna work well. If you played 
'Night Owls', you really should check this track out...Asia and Joan Jett are tied for #1 in sales... 
Rick Springfield is #4, Scorpions up to #17, Huey Lewis and Sammy Hagar are tied at #20, and the big 
move of the week (besides Asia), goes to the Dregs, they are just outside the top 207' 

KEZY ANAHEIM, CA M.D.-LARRY REISMAN: "Adds: The Motels, Jethro Tull, Outlaws, Rainbow, and Charlie 
Daniels...This is a great week for new music with some semi-established bands releasing their most 
commercial product ever. My favorite of the bunch is The Motels. This is by far their most accessible 
album yet. The first three cuts on side one are killers. It's hit single time for The Motels, for sure. 
I think the change in producer really helped out a lot. Val Garay cleaned up their sound so that any-
one can play The Motels, Top 40 or album rock...The Outlaws don't sound quite as Southern as usual, just 
straight ahead rock and roll. I like 'Don't Stop' and 'Rebel Girl'. The Outlaws have done very well in 
the past, but this one should make them much more mass appeal. They have a much wider variety of musical 
style. Their biggest mistake right now is touring with Black Sabbath!..Two killer cuts this week are 
Rainbow's single, which should put them into Foreigner's class, and Jethro Tull's 'Beastie' which I 
think is the hottest Tull track since 'Aqualung'...Top five sales: J. Geils, Asia, Joan Jett, Vangelis, 
and Soft Cell...Iron Maiden is debuting at #21, Toto at Bonnie Raitt at #30 and Charlie Daniels 
at #31...Attention all record promotors: KE77 now has a Los Angeles programming office, so if you don't 
want to drive to Anaheim, you can come see me there. I'll be keeping hours there each Thursday so call 
me at the station in advance for an appointment. The address of our LA office is 1258 N. Highland Ave. 
at Fountain, in the heart of beautiful downtown Hollywood. We are also set up there to do interviews, 
so let's get some going." 

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI M.D.-DAVID FILIPOV: "Just one comment before I complain about the weather. One 
record that keeps growing on me is Graham Parker. Aside from 'Temporary Beauty', 'No More Excuses' 
and 'You Hit The Spot' are exacting, chilling, and especially melodic Parker numbers. While 'Fear Not' 
is plain old rave up rock and roll...I can't believe the weather up here. Thunder and lightning, a 
blizzard-fucking amazing. But it will be sunny and 70 by the time this hits the press if I know New 
England...Look for The Motels album to score heavily on all charts...And finally, A Flock Of Seagulls 12" 
especially 'I Ran' is a very catchy record that gets to you after two or three listens. Don't let 
the name discourage you...Merry Christmas." 

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "I love the new Motels. Martha Davis is a class act. I just 
hope that she's not too classy for the average American schmo. Personally, I think they can handle it... 
Ian Anderson hasn't done anything new in years, but somehow his fans keep sticking with him, so who am 
I to argue with them. Jethro Tull gets added this week at WHCN...Gotta keep it short this week. I'm 
headed home before even my skiis won't get me there. Anybody in the sun belt feel like trading places 
with me?" 

WMJQ, ROCHESTER, NY M.D.-ROBERTA HABER: "Greetings from Ice Station Zebra. Ah, April in upstate NY. The 
icicles are in bloom...This week's album to shout about is the new one from The Motels. I must have been 
in a coma when the last one came out, but I'm not gonna let this one slip by. Pretenders comparisons 
are inevitable. Martha Davis has a similar sultry smokey vocal style, but she can also wrap herself 
around notes a la Rickie Lee Jones. 'Mission Of Mercy', 'Take The L' and the single caught my ear, but 
everything on the album is mighty tasty...With the release of every new Tull album, both radio and record 
people hope that this will be the one to recapture their past glory. 'Broadsword' has a fair shot at 
doing just that. It has that old English feel that has always been lull's trademark and yet it rocks. 
Anderson delivers his best vocal performance in years...Let me join the chorus of praise for the new 
Point Blank Lp. Just like 38 Special, they've realized the macho Southern boogie stuff is kind of limiting. 
Last year's 'Nicole' proved that. Great hooks and clean, bright guitars are everywhere on this one. 
The chorus on 'Don't Look Down' will knock you flat. The title cut is pretty sharp and the druggies 
will love 'Great White Line'...There's a special place in my heart for John Cougar. We both did time in 
the great State of Indiana and made it out alive. If 'Hurts So Good' is any indication, his new album will 
be a killer. I like everything about this song, especially the strong gutsy vocal. Who says there isn't 
life after the Midwest?...MJQ social notes: It was quite a rock and roll weekend. Paul Babst and Joe Raccuia  
from  Action Music, and Andy Miehle from Passport treated us to a lovely dinner and then it was off to 
catch the Lydia Taylor Band at a local club. This group is even better live than on record. Catch 'em 
if you can. Thanks to all involved...Saturday night it was who's who in rock and roll at the Syracuse 
Carrier Dome for Foreigner and Bryan Adams. It was great renewing old acquaintances and finally meeting 
some folks in the flesh, including Tommy Nast (such a nice fellow. Why does everyone call him nasty?). 
Thanks to Ted Musarro (Atlantic) and Don George (A&M) for the tickets and the good times." 

NILS VON VEH: "Now that I've had a few weeks to relax, I'm in a much better state of mind to write some 
farewell comments.

Just like the Song Index...After the success of our Great Storm '82 Concert, Michael 
Hester, our Midnight to 6AM jock and quite a mover who put the whole thing together and kept iT—THii— 
way, is at it again with a TAM JAM #1 open air concerts this Summer on top of Mt. Tamalpais in the 
theater. . .Good bets for album rock people, unsigned bands in the Bay Area that are ready: Lloyds And 
Norton Buffalo...Watch this space. 

WWWL (LOVE 94, MIAMI, FL M.D.-STEVE HUNTINGTON: "Wendy Waldman's new one 'Which Way To Main Street' 
is an attention grabber. There's rock and roll on it (try 'X-Ray Eyes' into 'Trampled Underfoot') and 
some good WW ballads, too. We're on: 'We'll See In The End', 'Loving You Out Of My Life', and 'Gotta 
Get Over You'. The Miami News wrote, 'The best album of 1982 (so far) is here. Its name is 'Which 
Way To Main Street' and it's by singer/songwriter Wendy Waldman.' Writer Jon Marlow goes on to say, 
'The Lp's title may be taken by some to mean that Waldman is now saying: "I'm tired of making records 
nobody buys, so please show me the way to Middle American and mainstream rock radio." One can only 
hope so. The best thing that could happen to the dismal state of rock radio right now is if this 
powerful and emotive album wound up being placed on heavy rotation.'...We also added: Eye To Eye this 
week. both 'Nice Girls' and 'More Hopeless Knowledge'.

WQBK, ALBANY, NY M.D.-LIN BREHMER: "Graham Parker, Bonnie Raitt, Asia, XTC, and the Talking Heads are 
the hottest things on the air today...Graham Parker's 'You Hit The Spot' and 'Senses' from XTC are my 
pers70-77iies...Kenny Laguna's golden touch has worked with the new Bow Wow Wow Ep. You won't even 
recognize it. We're starting with Thé Strangeloves"I Want Candy'...If people in your market have gone 
nuts over 'Tainted Love', give a spin to the long version with 'Where Did Our Love Go'. I'll still 
take the Supremes anyday, but the phones won't quit for Soft Cell...From 1968 to 1970, my brother's 
Sears Victrola could have been a Jethro Tull tape-loop. Lately, the releases have been somewhat 
unremarkable, but 'Fallen On Hard Times' from the new album is very enjoyable."...FROM ELLEN McKINNON: 
'Talk about a damper on baseball's opening day, only 18 inches in Albany--and we're talking snow not 
endowments. All I know this week is that Peggy Apple and John Cooper made driving home a great six-hour 
trip. It usually takes 20 minutes...Q104 cooks with gas, ain't no doubt about it. We are foremost 
in rock...Did anyone catch Stevie Nicks on HBO? She sure puts it out." 

WAAF, WORCESTER, MA M.D.-ROB BARNETT: "Snowed in and under in New England. I'm depressed and tired, 
but I love the Motels...Great to get Bowie on the air, and now I'm going to sleep...But I do have 
Roy's adding Warren Oates, 52 and Ray Block, 79 music conductor of the Ed Sullivan Show and composer 
of the 'Chiquita Banana' jingle to the Stiff list." 
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WPDH, POUGHKEEPSIE, NY M.D.-STEW SCHANTZ: "I've never seen this much snow in April in my entire 
life! In the last 20 hours it has snowed 16 inches in Poughkeepsie. I had my shorts on this 
week-end! It's just not fair!..Anyway, lots of good new music this week. One of my favorite cult 
groups of all time, The Motels, have released their best record to date. Try out 'Mission Of Mercy) 
From the stand-by pile: Jethro Tull and the Outlaws. The Tull has a nice sound to it with the 
outside production, whereas the Outlaws has kind of a muddy sound to it, but the fans are bound to 
eat it up...The new song from John Cougar has got to be a hit!

WGIR-FM, MANCHESTER, NH M.D.-KAREN ANDERSEN: "The latest from Jethro Tull comes the closest to their 
basic original sound than any of their albums in recent years. The synthesizer is there but it 
doesn't try to overpower as it did on 'A'. Tracks I like are 'Clasp' and 'Flying Colors'. Oh yes, I 
like the cover too...Having been a fan of Greg Kihn for quite awhile, I'm glad to be using 'Testify'. 
That tune gets Bob Spence/KA star of the week... Joan Jett continues to be our number one phone 
getter. 'I Love Rock And Roll' is still strong with 'Crimson And Clover'gaining ground...We've also 
seen good phones on Toto's 'Rosanna'...Tommy Tutone'sphones are still maintaining as is Soft Cell...

'I Look For Love' is a giant track from a talent who deserves it...Like the new John Cougar a lot. It 
deserves all the raves it has been getting...As fans of Herman's Hermits and after listening for a 
week, we decided we can't resist adding the new Peter Noone album. He's a glory boy from way back. 
We can't forget him, by golly...Adds: Little River Band (re-add), Jethro Tull, Outlaws, Jimmy Hall, 
John Hiatt, John Cougar 12", Peter Noone."

Joe King Carrasco combines the 
musical simplicity of the 50's with 1980's lyrics and production values...The Plugz strike a chord 
in all of us with 'Better Luck' from their new album...Staggering under the weight of all this great 
music, that's all till next week!"

We're really 
looking forward to the release of the album--Roger Glover's sound is knit. His best production work 
to date...Fresno is often blessed with the first look at bands from the West Coast starting a tour- ho 
freshen up in Fresno before going to a bigger market...Last week we experienced Sammy Hagar at Fresno 
Selland Marina.

WRKI, BRIDGEPORT, CT M.D.-BRUCE GOLDSEN: "Adds: Greg Kihn, Motels, John Cougar 45, Outlaws...Into 
heavy: Rainbow, Cougar, Outlaws...There's TIlizzard here--I don't even know how I'm getting home-so 
I can't worry about what the next big 'album rock' trend is going to be. Bye!" 

WQDR RALEIGH, NC M.D.-BOB WALTON: "This weather is a cruel joke and whomever is responsible, I wish 
you'd cease and desist immediately. I suspect Drake Hall is up to this!...It took a second listen but 
I really like the new Outlaws album. They were not content to simply rehash 'Ghost Riders',and have 
come across with an Lp that's just as strong and just as solid. We'll start with 'Rebel Girl'...'Stone 
Cold' by Rainbow sounds conspicuously like Foreigner but I think instead of calling it a poor copy, 
I'll say Rainbow is showing some versatility. I like the record and so far all comments are positive 
for Blackmore and company...The hit from left-field has got to be the Motels. Finally, after three 
albums I can play Martha Davis and say on the air exactly what I think of her. All lust aside, I think 
'Only The Lonely' is a superb radio track that definitely has Top 10 potential. They deserve it! 
Thanks to Capitol for the superb quality albums and cassettes. Tell me, though, did Paul Crowley call 
in the add?...The Soft Cell is still h-o-t, both on the phones and at the retail level. A plea to Sire 
and Warner Brothers to reservice the 12" of 'Tainted Love' to radio and retail. In Raleigh, the 12" is 
outselling the album over 2 to 1 and they're having trouble getting more... We moved the Human League 
to heavy and it's a hit... Next week Haircut One Hundred...A quick note on our test records, or should 
I say, my test records. Since I'm on the air 10PM to lAM, I have a choice time-slot to work with new 
records to see how they sound on the air-and to get listener reaction. My test records for now are 
Jethro Tull, Haircut One Hundred, the Nowherefast Ep ,Roger Daltrey, Girlschool, and Larry Lee...I'll 
close with just a rhetorical thought: I see lots of comments that we don't play music anymore, simply -,-
because we like it. How come it doesn't work in reverse? 'I don't like it' is not a valid reason form 
playing a record. How come we get the alphabet soup on who added a record, but there's a lot of 
silence on who dropped it?" 

WYMX, AUGUSTA, GA M.D.-MARY PILLINGER: "After having listened to the advance Jethro Tull cassette all 
week-end long at the lake, and having the spirited ears of our next door sunbathers tuning in their 
attention to our stereo awed by what they were hearing, I am convinced that this is Tull's best work 
since 'Aqualung' for our market. I'm particularly fond of 'Hard Times', 'Watching Me Watching You', 
while 'Beastie' and 'Clasp' get the award for the 'hard driving power surges on the album'...Toto's 
'Rosanna' is receiving overwhelming positive response. I'd advise you to get your tail on it-before 
the Top 40's in your market grab the honors of making it happen...Robbin Thompson was another add 
last week. The man has a lot of local appeal since his 'Bright Eyes' release and concerts in Augusta 
last year. I also have a lot of respect for the man and would like success to follow in his footsteps. 
The Southern rock vein on the song 'Two Trains' (sounds a lot like Eric Quincy Tate) will grab the 
Dixieland rockers in our neck of the woods...The Rainbow's 'Stone Cold' numbed them the first time it 
rolled on the turntable, and Point Blank's sure to be on a roll up the charts.. .Debuting into Top 10  
sales this week: Tommy Tutone, The Dregs, and Doc Holliday...Upward movements in sales and phones 
continuing for Asia, the Human League, and Carole King while the all around monster of the week is 
Charlie Daniels Band 'Still In Saigon'. Finally Top 3 for the third week in a row: Joan Jett, 
J.Geils and Rick Springfield." 

WXUS, LAFAYETTE, IN M.D.-BOB MAJERSKY: "This week's adds are the Outlaws, Rainbow 12", and 
John Cougar 12". I really like Rainbow's 'Stone Cold' which has to be their strongest yet with range 
dynamics that progress through the song as smooth as silk. I feel this is one of the best songs to be 
released this year...The Outlaws trideout is finally discovered with the goods recovered and turned 
over to the local audience. Watch out for this album to become one of the 10 most wanted and then 
captured by today's album buyers. 'Running' and 'Rebel Girl' are doing it for us...John Cougar's 
April Fool's release of 'Hurts So Good' does not fool around when it comes to speaking to people on 
their own levels. His voice and gutsy street approach bring this (hoosier) home in style!" 

KEZO, OMAHA, NB M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "Our adds this week: Outlaws 'Foxtail'; Jethro Tull 'Beastie'; 
and John Cougar 45...1 think the John Cougar will be his first legitimate Top 10 single. I've always 
had an affection for this guy and his music and it's great to see him come out with one great song. 
I can't wait to hear the rest of the album...The Jethro Tull album will be valid for their cult and 
maybe a little beyond. This is the best Jethro Tull album maybe in the last few years, mixing a nice 
blend of hard rock and the usual Jethro Tull style...This new Outlaws album is good but this band is 
at a point in their career where they need another signature song. We went with 'Foxtail Lily' 
because of the smokin' guitar work.. .The Rainbow song is starting out slow, but I think it could be 
because of their slight change in sound. Give it a few more weeks and the story will be told...Asia 
is doing quite well sales-wise, jumping from 29-9-6 in the last three weeks...As far as the new Toto 
album goes, I think they've picked up where Chicago left and if my memory serves correctly, Chicago 
was not one of album radio's staples in the later years.. .1 also have some serious questions about the 
Greg Kihn record. I think it's good but it doesn't seem to have the strength or the depth of previous 
albums. Then again, I was one of the last in the country to add 'The Breakup Song', so I might as • 
well keep the string alive.. .1 would say we're growing closer to Franke And The Knockouts. The first 
Lp never got played in Omaha but I think 'Keep On Fighting' stands a good chance." 
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WRNW, BRIARCLIFF MANOR, NY M.D.-PAT PRINCIPATE: "A thought on a movie that's been haunting mesince 
I saw it. You have to go see the picture 'Cat People' to further understand the torchy emotion that 
David Bowie sings the title song with. It's perfect! Matter of fact, when I hear it (after seeing 
the picture) I get very emotional myself. P.S.: I cried over the end of the picture. Here's a 
personal to those in the swinging singles scene: This movie will make you think about who you're 
sleeping with. I don't know why that came into my mind, but for some reason after seeing theed of 
the picture, that's the only conclusion I drew. Even the song scares the hell out of me now. But, 
maybe I'm the spookable type! Sometimes though, when I'm alone in the air studio, I hear leopards 
growling mer so low in the distance. And, whenever I go into a bathroom that's tiled and I'm alone 
and it's quiet like those rest stops along the Throughway, I think of the pool scene in the picture. 
Enough though I'm starting to scare myself...Ct to music: Do the Outlaws get heavier all the time-, 
or what? Ripping guitar music on 'Los Hombres Malo'. I like 'Don't Stop' and 'Running' is a quirky 
remake. But, even though it's so close to Chubby Checker's release-it somehow manages to pass and 
sound fresh.. .1 bet you thought I wasn't going to say anything about the new Jethro Tull record. 
'Broadsword And The Beast' is a tremendous work of art. And Ian Anderson is a master magician. 
This album transforms inself into real life before your eyes. I like it much better than the last 
one...The Sparks record is super! 'Mustache' and 'Instant Weight Loss' are kooky catchable tunes... 
Adds: Spa-ks, Jethro Tull, Mike Oldfield 12", Otis Redding, Outlaws, Spandau Ballet, the Motels, 
John Cougar 12"." 

WTPA, HARRISBURG, PA P.D.-JEFF KAUFMAN: "If we changed every shift into a new music show we'd go 
through the roof this week. Here's what we had room for: Jethro Tull, John Cougar, The Blasters, 
Iron Maiden (requiring an FCC mandated Rock Warning prior to every play), and Point Blank. And yes, 
Dave, we are on Rainbow!.. Top five retail: Asia, Aldo Nova, Tommy Tutone, Scorpions and Springfield... 
Thanks to Linda Feder." 

WKQQ, LEXINGTON, KY ASS'T. P.D.-DAVE KRUSENKLAUS: "Going against the grain, I Was not a personal fan 
of RainbotN's 'Jealous Lover'. In this city we had very light response to the record. I think with 
'Stone Cold', the light response will turn into immediate action. I'm already hearing from people 
who aren't particularly fond of Rainbow that 'Stone Cold' is a hot little number... 'Bring On Night' 
from the FMQB Advance Sampler is also a hot little number. Oh, by the way, as an Ass't. P.D. who 
dabbles ir other things at the station besides music, I found the Sampler to be a great time saver. 
Please keep it up!.. I was afraid at first that 'Rosanna' from Toto would be just a programmer's 
favorite and not seriously click with the listeners; however, first week response from the listeners 
on 'Rosanna' is proving me wrong. 'Toto IV 'is a deep record from some very talented individuals. .. 
Also gotta say that The Motels record is a strong projection. 'Only The Lonely' will head to the top 
very quickly. I also like 'Take The L', a very intelligent record...My personal favorites on the 
much improved Jethro Tull are 'Clasp' and 'Flying Colors' but for acceptabilities' sake, I'm going to 
start with 'Beastie'. Between 'Beastie' and Bowie's ',Cat People' and the recurrent cuts about 
animals we could come up with some strange sets!. .The hottest items on the phones appear to be 
Scorpions 'No One Like You', Franke And The Knockouts 'Keep On Fighting', and the teens are going apt 
over Krolus"Long Stick Goes Boom'... I was a little disappointed in the Outlaws new record. The 
only breath of fresh air on the album seems to be 'Rebel Girl'. 

KLAQ, EL PASO, TX M.D.-ROB ROMAN: "Glad to see Jethro Tull back after it With What they do best--
concepts. This one truly holds up and that's saying a lot, after some of the disappointing albums 
I've seen from this group. Ian has a new band which has the feel of the classic Tull...Toto's

ROXY MYZAL, ROLLING STONE MAGAZINE PRODUCTIONS (212-350-1278): "Regarding Bob Bittens' comments last 
week, why certain records that get heavy airplay fail to inspire listener interest: Research has shown 
that most listeners either A) Don't know who the artist is, or B) Don't know what the song is. Certain 
stations who do not front or back sell music, especially new music that is in an emphasis rotation, 
should reexamine their 'reasons why' they won't reinforce what their listeners are hearing. Another 
problem here may be that there is a lot of sound-alikes out there. And to bring the point even further, 
these records don't end up coming through for you because no one knows what to ask for in the record 
stores. In producing 'Rock Star Guest DJ', using good radio sense, we examine average quarter-hour 
maintenance techniques--identifying the artist and/or the song title before and after the song is played, 
and letting the audience know what's coming up next, etc. It's all getting back to basics, really...

Record Action 
MARKO BABINEAU, A&M (213-469-2411): "It's time to alert the world the special forces have landed. Radio's 
going to get a chance to sink their teeth into the best vinyl they've heard in '82. Even though Joe 
Jackson might say, 'Guitars are through in '82', this is without a doubt the exception to the rule. 
38 Special have delivered the almighty guitar album, starting off with the new hit single 'Caught Up In You'. 
If you live through that track, get ready for 'Backdoor Stranger' (Don Barnes is using a wa-wa peddle that 
will slay you), and the cut I think will be the leader off the Lp 'Chain Lightning'. This cut will put 
you six feet under. We haven't even started talking about side two which is five cuts and they all deserve 
airplay. No shit! 38 have outdone even themselves. We're talking four cuts deep out of the box...Moving 
right along, be aware of the new Fist album, which not to compare to Billy Squier's 'The Stroke', but the 
title track 'Thunder In Rock' is the closest you can get to a rock anthem. Lookout you heavy metal freaks, 
this one'll roll right over ya. Also pay attention to 'On The Radio' and 'Double Or Nothing'. You can 
tell these guys are heavy, 'cause they're keeping company on the road with Motorhead and Krokus. If that 
ain't heavy, I'm throw -ng away my rock and roll shoes...The tastemaker of the week, brand new to you, Split 
Enz album titled 'Time And Tide'. Lead tracks areas follows: 'Hello Sandy Allen' (the world's tallest 
woman), 'Six Months In A Leaky Boat' (which is the new single), 'Never Ceases To Amaze Me', 'Take A Walk' 
and 'Log Cabin Fever'. I think that's enough cuts to start with. A very, very tasty creative record. 
If you fall in love with it on first listen, you have exceptional ears. If you can manage to listen three 
times, you're without a doubt addicted. Be on the lookout for a 12" on Split Enz coming to you next week... 
Records on the horizon: In 2 weeks, a brand new Squeeze album in your hands titles 'Sweets From Strangers' 
and also watch for a special 12" in the package of a candy box--a collector's item indeed. Key cuts 
here are: 'I've Returned', 'Black Coffee In Bed' ('Tempted' part 2), and 'Out Of Touch l...Personal faves:  
I must admit I'm hooked on this Haircut One Hundred and Flock Of Seagulls, and John Cougar's moving me... 
P.S. For you music aficionados, a must song 'Seconds' by the Human League will be the next cut. Check it 
out." 

THOM O'HALR, AUDIO INDEPENDENTS (415-864-0700): "Now for the changes. These ac ti ons cou ld put about 4 
or 5 folks out or-p-Oiler and out of work. But for the common good of rock and roll, not such a great 
sacrifice, etc., etc. The plan here is if everybody who went back to work as a result of this action 
pledged a days pay a month, a fund could be established, condos secured in Maui, plane tickets purchased 
and these 'people' could travel hither and yon at their hearts content, terrorize any radio station they 
felt like, 'add' and 'drop', 'fire', 'hire', 'have meetings', 'put out press releases', 'hold conventions', 
but Tuesday is just the same. A small price to pay to build a better tomorrow for rock and roll. Program 
directors, you have an opportunity to soar like an eagle into unchartered waters and live happily ever after." 

JIMMY MACK, STIFF (212-431-1600): "You think it's easy being a Christian in this business? Hah! Take 
this record by GirlscIFCIT-- Take it to dinner, take it for a show, take it to your Mom's and then take 
it out of the jacket ard let the needle deflower that virgin vinyl. 'Wow', says the beaming Music Director. 
'That was great. I knew it would be good, but not that good. Cigarette?' In the afterglow of your 
rendezvous, you rush to your respective radio station, lock the studio door, dim the lights and gently 
caress Girlschool's slick cardboard jacket. You can't control your primal longings, and you forget the 
outdated taboos of your station's consultant in the frenzied heat of your audio lust. You want to do it 
again, but this time--yes, this time, you want to DO IT ON THE AIR. Flinging the Loverboy album from the 
studio turntable to the netherlands of the jazz section, you slip out this Stiff disc and slip your needle 
into the groove. Feels good doesn't it? 'Race With The Devil', 'The Hunter', 'Hit And Run'--you want it 
all--every cut, every rrecious drop of rock and roll ecstasy. Go ahead, do it till it hurts. On your 
morning show, for an afternoon matinee, in the erotic evening slot. Play with Girlschool...Now do you 
believe I go to church every Sunday and write stuff like that every Tuesday? Thank heavens, it's a merci-
ful God we're dealing with. Happy Easter and excuse me while I reread Revelations." 

MIKE BONE, ARISTA (212-489-7400): "The Outlaws 'Los Hombres Malo' album has exploded. I won't bore you 
with the alphabet soup, just check the Red Page. It's almost locked up in three days. Reaction tracks 
are 'Don't Stop', 'Rebel Girl' and 'Running'. 'Nuff said...The Dregs 'Crank It Up' is doing just that. 
Locked in firmly to m/h rotation at 70% of all album rockers, the Dregs are closing out with few remaining 
holes. Yes, Virginia, the Dregs are finally on the road, starting today in lovely Blowing Rock, NC (The 
Dregs motto is 'we play 'em all, large or small'). The 'Industry Standard' album has already outsold the 
'Unsung Heroes' album, and is blasting up the slick trade Lp charts. King Biscuit recording the Dregs 
April 22nd in hometown Atlanta, Ga...The Stick that roared, yes, Krokus, has definitely come up with THE 
Spring rock anthem. THE voice is alive and well and on the road. Watch for Florida and Texas to explode 
next week after exposure to the best new touring band on the road today, Krokus. To paraphrase Rob Roman, 
'It really doesn't matter who they sound like, they are convincing anyone who plays them they are for 
real'...Speaking of touring, Graham Parker is slated to start up on April 24th. Quality wins out in the 
long run as WET and KLOS hit the spot with Graham Parker. (I have a great new independent working Graham's 
album. His name is Allan Frey„ He's interested in other accounts, call him at 212-489-1731). Looking 
for the older more intelligent listener? Give him Graham Parker's 'Another Grey Area'...The buzz on A 
Flock Of Seagulls can finally be taken to the street now that we have a 12" Ep of 'I Ran' b/w 'Space Age 
Love Song'. If this isn't the coolest record you've listened to this week, I'll eat my hat. Don't let 
the name get in your way, A Flock Of Seagulls is easy to say on the air and easier to play on the air... 
Phoenix is locked up on Haircut One Hundred as the indicator sales needle jumps clean off the paper in NY, 
LA, Boston, and now Phoenix. Sales are phenomenal. Look for a repeat performance on Haircut One Hundred's 
UK sales history soon in the United States...Jeff Lorber's 'It's A Fact' is now at 98** in Billboard. 
Not bad for a jazz album, huh? This is Jeff's biggest and best yet...Political note: Here's hoping Great 
Britain kicks the shit out of Argentina. Go for it, Limeys...Personals: Dave Benson: Have you figured 
out who the girl is yet?...Judy McNutt: We have to stop meeting this way. What about dinner, Sunday 
April 25th, then I'll slip in our personalized Krokus bondage equipment just before the old long stick 
goes boom. Interested? Think kink...Buckie, baby: Can't get reservice? Are you a heavyweight or what?... 
Bruce Bond: Oh, sorry, I mean thanks...Bob Keller: One play and still getting phones? Time to whip 
that sucker on the air ain't it?...Lin Brehmer: Help me, help me." 

STEVE BRACK, BOARDWALK (213-656-2840): "'Dancing A Dream' is a killer new cut from Phil Seymour that will 
be sent to you Thursday, April 15th. It smokes! Also featured on this album rock 12" will be 'Looking 
For The Magic' Witter by Dwight Twilley) and 'Love Receiver'. This new album will be out in three 
weeks and you'll notice a harder edge to Phil's tunes. He rocked his socks off at the Whiskey last 
weekend and is tuning up for a tour. The album will be titled 'Phil Seymour 2'."

SEAN COAKLEY, ATCO (212-484-6400): "Please listen to the Sherbs. Turn it up." 

BOB CATANIA, RCA (212-930-4518): "Anyone who says Bill McGathy doesn't have a great sense of timing 
after this week, is crazy. First, he completed directing the hugely successful Franke and the Knockouts 
blitz, then heads off to the Virgin Islands for a week, leaving Cindy and me to face the frigid April 
blizzard alone. We'll get you for this McGathy...Saw Doug and the Slugs last night at the Bottom Line, 
and Doug Bennett and his Slugs put on their usual great show. Actually, performance might be a better 
word as the group mixes great satire and sarcasim with a great deal of rock energy. The tough New York 
crowd loved them. Be sure not to overlook the cut 'Real Enough' from the 'Wrapit album. This mixture 
of do-wop, reggae and rock is so catchy it's guaranteed to work for you. Also, be sure to catch the 
video on MTV...The Knockouts did just that to radio with last week's highest chart debut in this Sheet. 
Also impressive were the Song Index debuts on 'Never Had It Better' at #38 and 'Keep On Fighting' at #61. 
Watch for the single 'Without You' to also pick up substantial album play as it makes hugh Top 40 inroads... 
The second single from Le Roux will reach you this week in the form of a special 12" of 'Last Safe Place'. 
With this second (-ingle we'll continue a healthy sales pattern which is now developing after strong play 
on 'Addicted' and 'Poys'. By the way, if any of you would like personalized ID's from the group, please 
get in touch with me or Jeff Naumann on the West Coast (213-468-4055), and we'll arrange it with the 
group...Can you say doubTé platinum? Rick Springfield looks certain to attain that lofty peak as the 
'Success' album shoots into the top 5 and 'Strangers' heads quickly for #1. On the album side, we've 
enjoyed great success with the single and 'Calling All Girls'. Now check out 'Kristina' and 'I Get 
Excited'. This album is loaded...Up and coming projects include Trooper. This 1980 Juno award winning 
band makes their label debut with the Mike Flicker produced album entitled 'Money Talks'. Check out the 
title track, and 'This Must Be The Place'...Also Bow Wow Wow is already developing a great buzz from 
those who called for an advance copy of the new Ep 'Last Of The Mohicans'. 'I Want Candy' looms as a 
major track for album radio...Finally, while I have the floor, I want to say how great it is to have 
Helen Leight as MD at WIOQ. The entire industry has missed her input on new product these past few years 
and we'll all be better off having her back." 

KATE INGRAM, DB RECORDS  (415-928-6952): "Well, it's been a good week for new records, from what I've heard. 
I absolutely Ti5T-the new Sparks Lp. All the songs are catchy, especially the title track...Also I heard 
some of the Haircut One Hundred's fun, funky Lp...And two of my favorite singer/songwriters have new Lps: 
John Hiatt and Jim Carroll. Hiatt's name may not be a household word, but this album might change that. 
And Carroll has more lyrics for a single Lp than any artist I can remember. He details for us how he 
'kicked the habit' along with about 5,000 other images...Of course, Love Tractor's album is out now and 
Pylon are on the road, so things are hopping. Here's a sampling of some comments on which side of Pylon's 
single is the A side: Joe Bonadonna prefers 'M Train' and poses the question of whether Pylon, like Human 
League and Soft Cell, will cross over to the commercial audience from the clubs. Marc Miller also prefers 
'M Train' as does Oedipus, who spends one night a week at Stit where he can see for himself the strong 
reaction. On the dance floor, kids sing along with the train sound. Dave Einstein and Milo of WHFS both 
feel 'Crazy' is the radio A side. Dave points it out that while programmers tend to pick-77 on club mixes, 
they are often too long to be effective on radio. Milo says 'Crazy' sounds like a pop song and commented 
that your tighter, commercial FM's of the world could play it and it wouldn't sound too out there. Another 
'vote' for 'Crazy' came from Dave 'The Duke' Sholen whose ear has always been right on." 

ALAN WOLMARK, ATLANTIC (212-484-6017): "Very sorry to hear that my alma mater, Record World Magazine, 
officially closed its doors today. Record World gave me my first real shot in this business in 1978, and 
also my first contact with many of you reading this when I was editor of the magazine's album airplay page. 
For this and all they've meant to the record business, I wish the best of luck to my long time associates 
Mike Vallone, Mike Sigman, Carl Skiba, Doree Berg, and many more. Record World was truly a great contri-
butor to our business and it will be sorely missed...Great seeing all the Northwestern New Yorkers assembled 
for Foreigner's US date in Syracuse, prior to the band's Europe '82 tour. Special thanks to Tommy and Howie  
for that great box at the Carrier Done; Ed Levine for the awe-inspiring monologue; Tom Starr for emergency 
medical services (that's not an inside joke!); Orest for hours and care above and beyond the call of duty; 
David Kane for poolside manner; Franke Holler for getting right into the groove and really enjoying himself 
(get well soon); and special thanks to God for a wonderful springtime winter storm. What a party!...Every-
body seems to like the catchy, quirky mîiFIStream appeal of Sparks. 'I Predict' sounds great on the radio 
and draws fantastic phones. Give it a go...Look right next to you cause there is the Duke Record t ( a label 
created by the members of Genesis) label debut release. It's a beautiful record by Scottish singer/song-
writer John Martyn, with guitars by Clapton and production and drums by Phil Collins. Check out the lead 
track 'Couldn't Love You More' soon to be on 12"...Carole King is continuing to build and sell through. 
Conclusion: good music can always win the war against trepidation. Be brave!...Another victory for good 
music: massive success for programmers and retailers with 'The Man On The Corner' 12" and Genesis's 
'Abacab' Lp, now well past platinum. Thank you everyone and keep on playing...Watch for some more exciting 
developments from the Genesis camp as well as the AC/DC organization...Please check out the new 12" from 
Godley/Creme (it's a great edit of 'Snack Attack')...Thanks to WNEW-FM for a great 15th anniversary party 
last night, after which a bunch of us headbangers saw Ozzy at The Garden--cartoon rock, hanging dwarfs, 
and even a touch of Sabbath. Lots of fun!...Heavy rotation at home: Sparks, Ozzy, Talking Heads, Krokus 
and John Martyn." 

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (?12-980-6874): "WAKE UP! Look at Billboard magazine. The #1, #2, and #3 singles 
in America are by artists within the last year were all considered new wave/too hip for radio. #1 is 
Joan Jett, #2 is the Go Go's, and #3 is Vangelis. Are you even considering playing Vangelis? No-o-o-o-o. 
Radio should open up its eyes a little wider to some of the diverse music out there, instead of dealing 
with the garbage-y Prisms, Ozzys, and Aldo Nerdos. Records like XTC, the Plimsouls, New Math, Visage, 
Talking Heads, The Jam, are classics. How many of these do you really think you'll play? How can you 
turn down the classic lyrics contained in 'All Of A Sudden' by XTC? 'Life's like a jigsaw, you get the 
straight bits but there's plenty missing in the middle'. You should take time and try to listen not 
only to the music, but to the lyrics. Heavy power riffs don't stand a chance if great lyrics are in the 
song...Play Jools Holland's 'Bumble Boogie' or 'Dynaflow'. If you're playing the Blasters, there's no 
reason why you can't be playing Jools...Also you should reconsider The Fleshtones. This band is getting 
raves all across the country, yet they're still being denied. Try 'Let's See The Sun', or 'Ride Your 
Pony' or 'Hope Come Back'...Out soon on I.R.S./Faulty Products: 'The Eraserhead' Soundtrack with music 
by Peter Ivers and it also contains three Fats Waller songs; Tom Robinson's new album 'North By Northwest' 
which contains tracks he did with Peter Gabriel; Chelsea--heavy metal rock from England; Lords Of The 
New Church featuring Brian James and Stiv Bators--he's our master; also The Circle Jerks ('Who's Got 
The Cracker')...VEJUR QUOTE: Thank God there are still women who wear black boots and mini-skirts... 
Personal to Bob Bittens: I have to disagree with you on your comment last week about the Go Go's. The 
reason they had a top 40 hit is not because they were a good looking, all-female band but because 'Our 
Lips Are Sealed' was a hit. The initial buzz you've described about radio being sexist, drooling and filled 
qith horny males may apply to your basic album rock geek, but the people who got tne record off the 
round initially viewed it as just great rock and roll. P.S. Who says the Go Go's are great looking?" 



RIECOMMAA:11011CONTIPMEN) 

BRUCE MOSER, COULD BE WILD (716-885-5200): "Bryan Adams finished off the Foreigner tour in Syracuse with 
a bang. Can 30,000 3eople be wrong? Bryan is a star. If you had luck playin"Lonely Nights', now's 
the time to switch over to 'Fits Ya Good'. It sounds great on the radio. Bryan, the relentless terror, 
remains on the road low opening for Loverboy...Eric Andersen did a great showcase at Folk City this weekend. 
The show was so hot they had to call in firemen between sets to put out a fire that broke out. This song-
writer is destined to be signed in the near future. Until then, watch for Eric to appear on the cover of 
the May issue of Fireman's Gazette...Duke Jupiter did a great Coffee Break concert for WMMS last week, 
not to mention the outstanding show they did for WSYR. 'I'll Drink To You' could be their anthem song for 
the Summer... Records that you might have overlooked: Thin Lizzy, new at WCOZ this week; and Romeo Void 
just added at WMMS this week... U2 received two encores in San Francisco when they did the last date on the 
J. Geils tour. Look for an import 45 single by them called 'A Celebration'...After seeing the movie 
'Cat People', David Bowie's 'Cat People' sounds even better. Could be his best effort to date...Aldo Nova's 
'Fantasy', #2 on the Song Index, is well on its way to becoming gold. Watch for him on a 30-day tour 
with Sammy Hagar...BOC's 'Roadhouse Blues' is just a sample of the great things in store on the album. It's 
got two magic moments of heavy metal history. Listen to the new version of 'Godzilla' and 'Veterans Of 
Psychic Wars'...Best  new records this week: Mangum, 'Walking The Straight Line' (sounds like Foreigner), 
and is now on tour with Ozzy Osbourne; and the Fist album on A&M, especially the songs 'Thunder In Rock' 
and 'On The Radio'.' 

JON SCOTT, MUSICVISION/BACKSTREET (213-344-5599): "I don't care what anybody says, FM radio is still 
able to break records. Sometimes a little slower than what everybody would like, but there are people 
who believe. There are so many good records out now that I must scream at the top of my lungs: 1) A Flock 
Of Seagulls.

2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weeily play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printod up. 

3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS is a system 
of relative s'EiTing, based on. 5 If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 

points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits ,3 points, etc. TFis allows a much more 
-detailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/hezvy system.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine 
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling 
the points on a given Lp. We use a simple percentage breakdown to indicate the amount of play 
on each track.
