WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA P.0.-DAVE LANGE: "We went with the guitar track from the Outlaws, 'Foxtail'... 
Also moved on the Rainbow this week. In addition to the single, which is off to a good start already, 
we'll be adding: 'Power'...Then we have our two 45+ records on the format: Blue Oyster Cult and Iron 
Maiden. Gotta get those upper demos...Human League starting to pick up some phones. Sounds pretty 
good on the air--should do well...Greg Kihn sounds good on the air. The track Testify' is already 
getting some phones. By the way, Greg, thanks for your call in support of the Steelworkers Benefit 
Concert we're doing this week...Scorpions look like they're on the rise. Phones are quite active, 
and the cult is growing...Soft Cell is just getting underway here...Aldo Nova moves up a little bit in 
rotation this week, and we'll be looking for another cut in the next week and a half." 

KQRSJ MINNEAPOLIS, MN M.D.-DOUG PODELL: "First, let me do some catching up from last week. Jethro 
Tull's 'Beastie', after a week of airplay, picks up the #3 request spot, with sales already starting 
to happen. This, by far, is one of the strongest Lp's to come out of Ian in years...The Outlaws 
version of 'Rebel Girl' is almost hypnotic. Believe it or not, it's one of my personal favorites this 
week. This album is at least three cuts deep...Blue Oyster Cult goes in this week. You can't go 
wrong playing any version of 'Roadhouse Blues', especially with Robbie Kreiger on guitar. I feel that 
whenever you put a record down on the turntable and the first 60 seconds send a chill through your 
body--you know you got something there. Already getting positive reaction...While we're on the subject 
of CBS product, I'd like to thank a few people, in particular: Ray Anderson, VP of Promotion; also 
from Nightmare Management, Pat Morrow and Sandy Einstein; and, also Buddy Bengert for the platinum 
Journey 'Escape' album presentation. It'll be remembered for a long time to come...Saleswise: Aldo 
Nova finally overcomes all the obvious debut album obstacles and is #1 in sales this week. Joan Jett 
still #1 in cassrttes and still #1 requests...Lastly, thanks to: Dan Denigris of Epic for those 
person-aTized 4 Out Of 5 Doctors shirts. I still do believe in this album...Considering: Human League, 
Motels, and Girlschool." 

WYSP, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-STEVE FEINSTEIN: "A few deserving records have finally surfaced on our 
playlist: 'Senses Working Overtime' by XTC, who are consistently inventive and clever; 'Marie Marie' 
by the Blasters--good timey, just plain old fun rock and roll; and, 'I Predict' from the quirky and 
eccentric Mael Brothers...I've been a Sparks booster since 'Komono My House', and 'I Predict' could 
just be this season's leftfield hit...The 'performance under extreme pressure award' for this week 
goes to: Cindy Tollin, who did a superb job with Asia on 'ROCKLINE' under some hurried conditions. 
Thanks to: Asia 'inager Brian Lane and Ted Cohen of Warner Bros. for helping to reacquaint me with 
the pleasures of Lancaster, PA...Jethro Tull's 'Watching Me Watching You' seems to be the freshest 
tune on the album...Probably the most inspired record we're playing these days is the Motels. The 
writing and playing show a new-found confidence and purposefulness. And Val Garay's production is 
a real plus...38 Special went right into the studio, although we'll hold off till next week on reports... 
The Dave Edmunds album is an absolute delight. This man must be maintaining a record collection 
something close to a rock and roll archives; he manages to unearth some wonderful obscure tunes on all 
his albums. I kinda miss his duets with Carlene Carter, though. It's a shame Edmunds' falling out 
with Nick Lowe makes those duets a thing of the past...Right now, we're on Point Blank's 'Let Her Go', 
but I'm leaning towards 'Gone Hollywood', which I've heard is Bubba Keith's favorite...The Greg Kihn 
record is causing us problems here. The staff is close to breaking into fistacuffs over who gets to 
play it most often...Tempie Lindsey: Thanks for you know what. Mum's the word...David Leach: Had 
a great time at the Sixers' game. Can you arrange for the one-point difference in overtime to go the 
other way next time?...Peter Noone came by with the dapper Walter Wynnick, and I only committed the 
faux pas of calling him Herman once. He's a true gentleman, almost as dapper at Walter himself, and 
gets a 'good taste' award for covering the Sutherland Brothers 'You Got Me Anyway'...At Home Listening: 
Talking Heads Live, John Martyn, Renee Geyer (kind of a blusey album with good song selection and 
understated playing--sounds a bit like Tina Turner and Steve Marriott), Haircut One Hundred, and 
Lou Ann Barton's 'Brand New Lover'...Sales: Asia is still king of the mountain; Ozzy took a signifi-
cant jump this week to #3; Human League had its best week ever at #6; seeing some significant movement 
on Tommy Tutone and Aldo Nova; and, the Blasters had an impressive debut at #21...Best news this week 
is that Tom Verlaine has an album coming out, and a Philadelphia date in May-7— 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "In the 'better-late-than-never' department at WEBN: Chubby 
Checker. And let me say that I'm quite surprised at the female reaction to 'Harder Than Diamonds'. 
In four days of airplay, the phones have become monsterous...We needed to fill a gap in our heavy 
metal coffers, and there doesn't seem to be a lot of good new heavy metal out, so we went back and 
picked up UFO.. .The Jay Ferguson record 'Tonite' seems to be working for us...And while we're talking 
about better-late-than-never, 'Say It Ain't So Joe' from Roger Daltrey finally received its radio 
due...The most immediate similarity on Rainbow is the striking similarity in cover art to Scorpions. 
Once you get past that, there's a lot of good rock and roll on that record. I don't think 'Stone 
Cold' has even really kicked in yet...Testin : 'Great White Line' from Point Blank. At this point, 
it's a little too early to tell, but we ve been getting some phone reaction...Greg Kihn's 'Testify' 
is just a lot of fun--perfect song for Springtime. We're starting to see some nibbles in the retail... 
No phones yet on Franke & The Knockouts, but it tests like a mo-fo...Sammy Hagar keeps doing it... 
Kudos to: Kenny Laguna for his production on Bow Wow Wow. He did a real nice job on that." 

KTXQ, DALLAS, TX M.D.-DRAKE HALL: "Hooray for us! The Book came back and we're up to a 6.4. Put 
that on a goddamn mylar page, Harvey... Love the Motels. I want more than anything for this to be a 
big record...How about them Gu skis? Flock Of Seagulls are a little cosmic, but, hey, I love 
'Space Age Love Song'. (Drake, you asshole, play 'I Ran' or you die in the next Book.) (Drake: Screw 
you, Bill, I'll play what I want to. 'SPLS' is real catchy.)...Blue Oyster Cult's 12" is --aiTriRt 
a nov717; record, but I'm sure we'll get the phone calls...Editorial: If companies don't want us 
to report or play things till the following week, why the hell do they give us the record? Send the 
cassette early, thank you...My favorite singer, Freddie Mercury, is back. Don't know about the 
single, but I hope there's some rock and roll on the album  
 Getting great sales and phones on: Point Blank. Great calls on: 'Don't Look Down'. 
'Take Me Up' is also a real good track that's getting overlooked... Franke & The Knockouts sound 
real good. Afraid that it would have that one-week burn, but building nicely...A few calls on the 
John Cougar single, which grows on you...  Increased rotation on: Human League. Initial image fear 
concern was unnecessary. Play it and don't worry." 

WWWL (LOVE 94), MIAMI, FL M.D.-STEVE HUNTINGTON: "Did I rementer to congratulate WOUR M.D. Tom Starr  
and his wife, Ann, on their new add? It's a baby girl...And, should Alan Wolmark be congratulated 
for getting 'added duties'?.. .111 miss Record World. I bought my first copy in 1966 and went nuts 
over the wealth of information contained within. Kal Rudman's column, 'Money Music', had everything 
you needed to know about hit records weeks before anyone else. (Some things never change.) Having 
been an album airplay contributor for 8 years in the 70's, I'll always remember RW's good old days. 
Best of luck to: Mike Vallone, Carl Skiba, Greg Brodsky, et al...The Stevie Nicks simulcast on HBO 
and The Source was excellent.

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-BUCK McWILLIAMS: "Looking over my playlist, I see there are dangerously few 
superstars with current releases. On the positive side, this gives new and fringe material an 
excellent chance to be exposed. At the same time, however, the average listener probably has a hard 
time distinguishing the tunes from the artists and the artists from the artists. A listener who hops 
into the middle of the Scorpions probably can't name the artist or distinguish it from, say, Franke 
& The Knockouts, Duke Jupiter, or Rainbow, etc. So now is the time to key in on certain research 
elements other than sales. Phones and artist identification might prove more valuable now than ever 
before to determine what your audience wants to hear. And patience, now more than ever, is necessary 
because not much of this stuff is gonna prove itself quickly...Onto my favorite Lp of the week. 
Rainbow's latest is the best yet. This is what we were expecting them to do when they split Deep 
Purple. 'Stone Cold', 'Power', and 'Bring On The Night' are all in the out-of-the-box category... 
Good stuff from the Motels, although I'm inclined to lean towards the rock, so we'll go with 'Mission 
Of Mercy'...This is the week for Human League and I, for one, am glad to go on it...Blue Oyster Cult 
got phones the first night we played it, and so did Flock Of Seagulls... In the 'you-heard-it-first-
here department, watch out for: Fist, Magnum, RPM, and Chas Sandford...And finally, thanks to: Craig  
Lambert, Eric Heckman, Frank Shively and Belkin Productions for all the help in making the Sammy 
Hagar/Aldo Nova show a barn blaster. Frank, you're such a smooth talker, you could convince a wart 
to go back in hiding." 

WKZL, WINSTON-SALEM/GREENSBORO, NC M.D.-CHUCK HOLLOWAY: "The adds this week are: Motels, 'Mission 
Of Mercy'; John Cougar; and, Rainbow.. .Top Retail: Asia, Krokus, and Aldo Nova...Top Phones: Charlie 
Daniels Band, Krokus, and Scorpions...We're looking for good things on the Cougar 12". He's always 
done moderately well in this market under the previous format. Cougar always seems to resurface when 
there's a shortage of Seger/Petty style street rock...The Tull is such a pleasure. Without sacrificing 
his integrity, Ian Anderson has managed to blend the best elements of the old lull sound with the 
fantasy element that's so prevalent in the best of heavy metal. Plus, the artwork is a killer... 
Everyone's talking about 'Only The Lonely' and 'Take The L'. How about putting 'Mission Of Mercy' on 
the turntable and cranking it up? No image problem there...KZL is now doing a Sunday night hour 
called 'The New Generation'. It's devoted to playing such new material as: XTC, The Jam, David 
Byrne, etc. But more importantly, it also previews the history of music through tracks by Robert 
Fripp, Lou Reed, David Bowie, and more. Instead of just playing the stuff, the music is put into 
perspective. Any 'New Generation' type material, old or new, would be appreciated." 

WLVQ, COLUMBUS, OH M.D.-TIM SMITH: "Album Adds: Utopia, which is pulling Top 20 sales and #2 phones. 
The interest could be coincided with a recent appearance in town, however, so the life of the record 
is questionable...Also, the Blue Oyster Cult 12" is more for talk value than music value...Joan Jett 
goes back up to heavy...Iron Maiden and Krokus go from light to medium, as they're pulling phones... 
We're backing off of Sammy Hagar's single. He goes from heavy f7r7dium. He was in town for a show 
last night with Aldo Nova opening. Aldo Nova literally stole the show...Starting to feel a little 
uneasy with Franke & The Knockouts. I have a feeling that Top 40 might take this band...J.Geils Band 
goes to recurrent...We're watching the Motels carefully, but hate to see Top 40 take them away... 
Still feel the Flock Of Seagulls 12" is getting the wrong attention. Turn the thing over. 'Space 
Age Love Song' is top-down cruisin' music...38 Special's 'Caught Up In You' sounds great. Asia 
add wars will happen next week." 

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY P.D./M.D.-ED LEVINE: "I'd like to start this week off with a personal plea to 
Warner Bros.: Don't ft 'Tainted Love' die on the vine.

Ah, forget it...The masses never seem to get enough of 'Roadhouse Blues'. Blue Oyster Cult does a 
fine job with this rock and roll classic. The kids will eat it up...Happy to see that 'Stone Cold' 
is not the only good thing on the new Rainbow. I particularly like 'Tearin Out My Heart', which sounds 
like Lou Gramm singing lead for Aerosmith...And speaking of heavy metal, one look at the new Fist 
album cover tells you these boys will never havea guest shot on the 'Bob Hope Christmas Special', 
which leads me to my editorial for this week. In a world filled with inescapable violence, why do 
we need album covers like the new Rainbow, Scorpions, and Iron Maiden? Who are these covers supposed 
to appeal to? The grisly artwork merely cheapens the music inside—Mal Social Notes: Although he 
gets far too much ink already, I must thank Joel Webber for the Adam And The Ants eye shadow. I'll 
keep it forever, along with my Ian Dury And The Blockbusters watch and my Haircut One Hundred comb... 
Thanks also to: J.B.Brenner for the audiophile copy of Spirits In The Material World'; and to: Kevin 
Sutter for bringing Ozzy by. We spread dropcloths all over the studio, but Ozzy was a perfect geiii5iiian. 
and consumed not one furry animal all the time he was here." 

KTIM, SAN RAFAEL, CA M.D.-TRISH ROBBINS: "What a nice way to sparkle up the control room! Have 
Michael Plen from I.R.S. Records come by with a personally signed to KTIM color photo of the Go Go's 
mounted a la a platinum record. I think it looks rather good there if I do say so. Thanks for the 
reminder of what the 'slow burn' can do for a record. It was a thank you for playing the shit out 
of the Lp when it first came out and no one would touch it. And, Michael and the Go Go's and the 
listeners--you're welcome...Sky,  you're right about the Ray Parker, Jr. Arista. We tried 
'The Other Woman' and she's not so bad!As a matter of fact, she's smokin'...Interview this week: 
Jaco Pastorius whose 17 piece orchestra is not to be believed. So excellent...Records from out of 
the blue: Eye To Eye. We're doing very well with this record in heavy rotation. It's sounding 
good and holding itself together on the air. Ask yourself what happened to Rick Derringer and find 
out...Rain, rain go away. Leave us alone for a while, won'tcha?!" 

KNAC, LONG BEACH, CA P.D./M.D.-JIMMY CHRISTOPHER: "Okay, gang, here we go for another week. This 
week's top add is Split Enz 'Time And Tide'. A lot of the album is ocean-water oriented music. 
I like 'Six Months In A Leaky Boat', 'Make Sense Of It', and 'Hello Sandy Allen'...Get '5 Miles Out' 
with Mike Oldfield. That's the title of his new album. There's also a nice cut called 'Family Man'...

'A Million Miles Away', and we're doing a show with them at the Rumble Seat Garage on April 18th." 

KBLE, DES MOINES, IA P.D.-RON SORENSON: "John Martyn has my favorite song of this week, 'Couldn't 
Love You More'. With Phil Collins on drums and vocals, and Eric Clapton on guitar, it's a first-
rate track. If you played the Phil Collins solo Lp, you should immediately audition this track... 
Dave Edmunds has my second and third favorite tracks; the Springsteen tune called 'Small Things' and 
Gallagher and Lyle's 'Generation Rumble', and dig that crazy banjo on 'Warmed Over Kisses'...

You're right, Bill, this one will last...Iron 
Maiden, Scorpions and Krokus--all strong sales...A note from Arm n FiCiiaels to Mike Bone: Looking 
forward to areal good time with Krokus coming up Monday night. We'll keep you posted as to how well 
we did. Can't wait to see that 'Long Stick' go boom!" 

WXUS, LAFAYETTE, IN M.D.-BOB MAJERSKY: "This week we added: Jethro Tull 'Beastie'. I'm also 
considering the tracks 'The Clasp' and 'Fallen On Hard Times'. I'm glad to see one of my all time 
favorite groups come back and make it happen. Ian Anderson's vocals raise the dull to the Tull we 
grew up with and enjoyed. We are receiving good feedback from upper demos on 'Beastie' with Jethro 
Tull's unmistakable sounds leading the way." 

WYMX, AUGUSTA, GA M.D.-MARY PILLINGER: "While the Masters were sinking their double bogeys and then 
swimming to the next hole last week, we teed off here with Iron Maiden, John Cougar and Jethro Tull 
adds.

R.J.Harris:  

'When I first came to WLPX on January 1, I 
inherited some good and some bad. It's no secret 
that we had had a couple of down Arbitrons, and 
the station was suffering from too much clutter 
and too much soft music. The cume has always 
held strong but we were losing the quarter-
hour battle, with tons of syndicated programs; 
5 minutes of this, 90 seconds of that, plus lots 
of pre-recorded promos for items that didn't 
warrant the attention. Obviously, bad positioning 
for the 'more music' battle of the 80's. For 
instance, WLPX has always had the lowest com-
mercial load in the market, but the audience 
perceived a big load due to all the excess talk 
and clutter. 

The jock staff included seasoned vets like Jim 
McBean, who has enjoyed strong numbers since 1977, 
John Grivas, whose experience includes KSAâl, KPRI, 
and KOME, and Milwaukee legend Bobbin Beam. So, 
we blew off all the clutter, instituted a tight, 
balls on, rock and roll list, and made the neces-
sary shift changes. Then the station needed a 
new positioning line, so we developed our 'Rocks' 
campaign. We added that simple statement to the 
logo, which we had already spent hundreds of 
thousands of dollars to make a Milwaukee household 
word. This March we launched the media blitz, with 
a show of 5( bus signs, 100 billboards, and a major 
television schedule with a hot new spot. All 
backed up by over 100,000 bumperstickers. 
Now we are winning with that attitude. WLPX 

is a great place to work. The Hearst corpora-
tion is committed to winning the rock and roll 
war, and the jocks know that we are Milwaukee's 
definite bad-ass rocker. WLPX has always been 
strong promotionally; we front most of the major 
shows, and the ones we don't, we take over 
anyway. We are tied to every major lifestyle 
event in town, not just music, but sports; base-
ball, basketball, and car racing, too. Too many 
programmers rely exclusively on music events, but 
we cover 'em all, and bust ass to get listener 
feedback. We don't limit ourselves to clubs since 
too many radio people end up in the radio/record/ 
club employee circles and confuse this environ-
ment with the real street. 

Milwaukeeians were pretty fed up with the long 
cold winter. We reacted by giving away a trip to 
Hawaii last month which segued into our Spring 
4-week cycle giveaway, a trip to Hollywood to see 
the world premiere of the new Steve Martin 
movie is next, and then to really kick into the 
Summer, we're presenting Foreigner, Loverboy, 
Triumph, 38 Special and Quarterflash at Milwaukee 
County Stadium May 28th. We will be sponsoring 
the Rockstage at Summerfest, which hundreds of 
thousands attend during the 11-day period. We 
are also sponsorsfor the Milwaukee Free City 
Music Shows, which grew out of the free concerts 
of the 70's when we were all hippies. This is 
one of the few markets where such shows still 
have a tremendous appeal. And that's just the 
tip of the promotional iceberg. 

As for QFM; they've changed quite a bit over the 
last few months. They're trying to do the Sebas-
tian 'more rock/less talk' format, only they talk 
more than we do and we play fewer commercials. 
Yes, their jocks are out on the street, some-
times at two clubs each during a given evening 
(guess they need the dough ). We're in many of 
the same clubs, but we make each one a big deal and 
don't lump the events together in one promo liner. 
While they're playing non-descript Sebastian call-
out rock, we're wailing Led Zeppelin, and the 
phrase 'rock on' sounds as dated as 'groovy'. Oh, 
yes, we do call-out research at WLPX. However, 
research is like a lamppost. It should be used 
to illuminate, not to lean on. LPX is a constant 
beam of rock and roll energy and attitude. We 
have been increasing consistently in the Birch, 
RAM and in our own in-house research over the 
past few months, and when the ARB rolls in, WLPX 
will be #1 as always."

Lee Arnold:  
"We are without a doubt the definitive street station 

in the market. We own the bars. We own the record 
stores. We're everywhere. In the worst week since 
I've been here, the jocks did 14 personal appearances 
and we're usually hitting 20-25 a week. At the show-
case club in town, The Palms, our 'Rock On Milwaukee 
93QFM logo' the size of a billboard is painted behind 
their stage. In fact, in all the premier clubs in 
town we have the exclusive radio tie-in. We are the 
Milwaukee radio connection for Alpine Valley, which 
does 30 dates each Summer with a total draw of close 
to a million people. Our live Friday night thing is 
a good example of how we show the listeners that 
we're committed to the city. Every Friday night from 
12:20 to 1:30, we broadcast the final set of a local 
band from an area club. Also our guys are Milwaukee. 
My air-staff knows this town. Mike, JeTT and Gene 
have been here their whole lives, and Terry grew up 
in the Chicago/Milwaukee area. It's also interesting 
to note that we have had no full-time staff changes 
in over a year, and no shift changes whereas not 
one person at LPX has the same shift as when I hit 
town in January. 

Our promotions relate to the people the same way. 
If you're going to run a major contest on the air, 
you want to make sure that the prize you're giving 
away is relatable to as close to 100% of the audience 
as possible. For this particular ARB, every week we 
are giving away weekend trips to glamor cities to 
see rock and roll. First L.A. to see Geils, then L.A. 
once again for Quarterflash and Sammy Hagar, next week 
Florida for Rush, then to S.F. to see Black Sabbath 
and the Outlaws. During the same period, LPX is 
giving away motorcycles. Whether or not somebody 
enters the contest, a trip to San Francisco turns heads 
when they hear it on the radio. What male or female 
of any age wouldn't want to visit these cities? But 
motorcycles? None of the women want one, and most 
of the men could care less. Of the total available 
audience, you're looking at 25-30% who might be 
interested in participating. Something you must learn 
about promotions, Rick, is to make sure the audience 
can relate to the prize. But please, don't take 
my advice. 
I see LPX as trying to position themselves after 

our audience. We established the logo of 'Rock On 
Milwaukee' and LPX now comes up with 'Rocks Milwaukee'. We 
do 'Twofer Tuesdays', and for a time they tried 'Three-
fer Thursdays'. We're funny in the morning, so now 
that's their schtick. Now that we've dropped our 
commercial load to 8 minutes, I'm sure that's next. 
However, the audience isn't fooled. They perceive 
us as responsive to the listeners. So far all of our 
advisory boards and focus groups reinforce the per-
ception of LPX as unresponsive and untouchable, but 
they perceive us as involved and interested. The 
mere fact that we take time to invite them into the 
station on a weekly basis shows we care about their 
feedback. If we can't get out, we bring the people In 
to the stations. For a long time, LPX's image was 
hyper-tight, very professional invincibility. Apparently 
in the process of doing that, they got lazy, got 
soft, and lost touch with the core. At the same time, 
we got more professional, got more street oriented, 
and turned it around. Also the fact that we play 
40% more new music and have a larger, well-researched 
library of oldies has been a major weapon. Oh, yes. 
The other main reason we're winning. We believe in 
intimidation. They know we're winning and it drives 
them crazy."

It's been 
our contention that the similarity between the two titles will cause confusion with the public since 
basically both are music interview features marketed to broadcast entities and sold to national ad-
vertisers. In a 10-page opinion, U.S. District Court Judge Lawrence T. Lydick stated that, 'Westwood 
One made out a strong affirmative case on the issues of the validity of its mark and the likelihood 
of confusion arising from the defendent's NBC's use of a similar mark.' So, obviously, we're pleased 
about being able to protect our trademark registration on that...Speaking of 'Off The Record', we've 
got a blockbuster lineup of specials coming up featuring the J. Geils Band, followed by ZZ Top, and 
then Asia, and Sammy Hagar in successive weeks... Upcoming 'In Concert' shows will feature 38 Special 
the weekend of April 23rd, and then following that, on the weekend of May 7th, we've got Bryan Adams 
and U2, and on the weekend of May 21st, Tommy Tutone and Krokus. Future 'In Concert' shows already 
recorded will include Pat Benatar, Greg Kihn, Prism, The Go Go's and Point Blank, just to mention a 
few... 'Rock And Roll Never Forgets' is now on the air and the Janis Joplin segment ran this month.

If you get a chance to meet or hear 
this guy, don't miss the opportunity--or else!..For those folks who still program 'P's, here's a 
neat segue courtesy of Dave Einstein: 'Cuban Slide' by the Pretenders with Bow Wow Wow's 'I Want 
Candy'...The new Elton To-hTi is in the right direction. Simple and pure rock and roll...Jon Scott: 
You're right. It was a memorable evening in Long Island...Thanks to Cleveland's G-man aThia for 
their help. Watch out for leaky boats and up your kazoo!" 

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (212-980-6874): "Strike another blow for the new music field as the Human League 
achieves the industry standard called a hit. They broke through to the top 30 singles in this country 
and is it any surprise. Why should radio view 'Don't You Want Me' any differently from M's 'Pop 
Music'? The only difference is M was released in 1980 and Human League in 1982. What lesson is to 
be learned from this? You've gotta start putting trust back into your ears and not into paper. Music 
is gut level, and only your ears can tell you whether a record will succeed or not. With all due 
respect to Top 40, album radio, consultants, and consumer tip-sheets, they should play an important 
percentage in your decisions, but the bottom line should be you ears and gut feel. If you believe in 
it, so will your audience, provided that you effectively promote the song as a hit on your radio station. 
So now that you've got the concept, you should immediately apply it to 'Bumble Boogie' by Jools Holland, 
'Ride Your Pony' by The Fleshtones, 'Senses Working Overtime' by XTC, 'Million Miles Away' by the 
Plimsouls (add this or die!), Pete Shelley's 'Homo Sapien', the 'Anvil' by Visage--how many more can I 
name? How about Vangelis? I guess you don't like to be told all of this, so I'll just go on believing 
you're gonna do it...Coming soon on I.R.S.: 'The Eraserhead' Soundtrack--a psycho-horror film about 
erasers????? No, a horror movie about a couple that produce a reptile chicken-baby named Spike. It's 
directed by David Lynch who did 'The Elephant Man'. It's all synthesizer music and drone noises, 
and also three Fats Waller songs...Also coming: Tom Robinson 'North By Northwest', (Songs on it include 
compositions with Peter Gabriel), new Go Go's single out June 15th with the Lp entitled 'Vacation' 
out July 25th. Expect lots of new stuff on the I.R.S. label. Play it or die!...VEJUR QUOTE: Red boots 
and Plimsouls make me happy."

JOEL WEBBER, INDEPENDENT (212-255-7408): "Congratulations to KROQ on their incredible progress in 
the most recent ARB. Today Pasadena, tomorrow the world!! We need stations like KROQ in the most 
crucial way, and the new book has got to be encouraging to lovers of good music everywhere. Besides, 
it's time that a radio station that actually motivates listeners to buy records did well in the 
ratings...Starting this week, you'll be able to strengthen the Alliance between you and your audience. 
If you don't see it, ask for it by name...When are you turkeys gonna get hip to The Jam? What does 
this band have to do to prove that people want to hear 'em? The answer to those questions and more 
will be answered when the band starts their tour in a couple of weeks,, and woe unto you if you don't 
show up...I saw on the news yesterday that Argentina has built a TV station on the Falkland Islands— 
even though no one who lives there owns a TV set. I was wondering what shows they were going to 
program--maybe Shari Lewis and Lambchop, or Black Sheep Squadron with Robert Conrad, or an anthology 
of Sam Sheppard plays...Some more new stuff: A 12" from the upcoming Phil Seymour album (so that's 
the lead singer on Dwight Twilley Band Lp's); an exceptional album from Richard and Linda Thompson, 
who will tour the U.S. for the first time ever with fellow former Fairporters Dave Mattacks and 
Simon Nicol; Andy Pratt's best effort in years' and the sounds of young metalheads at work, Guardian." 

BRUCE MOSER, COULD BE WILD (716-885-5200): "I'd like to thank everyone who helped to make Aldo Nova's 
'Fantasy' #1 on the Song Index. The album is now well over 300,000 in sales, and Aldo is out on the 
road opening for Sammy Hagar. This album is at least 5 or 6 cuts deep as many of you are beginning 
to discover. This album will go platinum and Aldo Nova gets my pick as Rookie Of The Year...The new 
BOC album could possibly be the best live album ever released. 'Roadhouse Blues' is guaranteed to 
pull heavy phone response because of Robbie Kreiger's guitar playing. Please note there is a long 
and short version of this song. When you get your hands on a copy of the album, listen to 'Godzilla' 
and 'Veteran Of The Psychic Wars'. These versions will earn these songs their proper place in the 
heavy metal hall of fame...Duke Jupiter's 'I'll Drink To You' is top 10 on the Song Index-and will 
probably remain there all Summer. This song is a Summertime smash anthem...Thin Lizzy will be going 
out on tour and the record was just added at COZ and MJQ...Note to Warner Brothers: 'Tainted Love' 
is a smash, smash, smash. This record goes top 10 everywhere it's played. Don't let this one get 
away...Bowie's 'Cat People' continues to build and sell. Watch for an edit coming soon on the 45. 
This song deserves to be on the radio... Favorite new records this week: Fist, heavy metal music that 
can deliver that knockout punch. Listen to 'Thunder In Rock' and 'On The Radio'; and Magnum, now on 
tour with Ozzy, a great live act. The song 'Walk The Straight Line' sounds like Foreigner...Last 
but not least, if you managed to ignore the Blasters which went top 50 in Billboard on Slash Records, 
now's the time to make up for the error of your ways. Warner Brothers has just re-released this 
fine album...Rumor of the week: Reprise Records loses one of its last acts to Capitol. (Oh, to 
live on Sugar Mountain.)" 

KATE INGRAM, DB RECORDS (415-928-6952): "Hard to believe that baseball season started last week while 
the sky dumped mega amounts of snow and rain everywhere. But that didn't stop Pylon, whose trip 
North went well, and didn't seem to stop the fans from coming out. One subject I've been thinking 
about concerning their release is that apparent bias toward Lps as opposed to singles. Even when there 
is an album with only one strong cut, FM programmers seem to go with that more than a single with 
two good cuts and the 45 is less expensive. Not that that is surprising, given the legacy of AOR 
rock. Now that passive research is making such a big impact, often times the best radio tracks come 
from records that don't sell to speak of, which makes the bias toward Lps invalid. In any case, the 
Pylon single is selling quite nicely, but where we have commercial airplay (Boston, L.A., DC, in 
particular), it's selling better by exponents. One more vote on which should be the 'A' side came 
in from Jimmy Christopher who picked 'Crazy',and from stations like KUSF here in SF who have flipped ' 
the record, thereby extending its longevity." 

JIM SELLARS, CHRYSALIS (212-935-8750): "What's black and 12"? The most added album in the country: 
Jethro lull 's 'Broadsword And The Beast'! Multi-demographic appeal is the key to this new Lp. 
'Beastie' has become the lead cut by default (the old side one, cut one syndrome, but 'Fallen On Hard 
Times' will come into its own soon. It's gonna be the single). The renaissance of Jethro Tull is 
at handll  Gotten some interesting feedback on 'It Ain't Watcha Do' from the Fun Boy Three. Your 
morning man (or woman) can lead listeners to their jobs with Y)erma-grins' with this one. If you 
do any special programming of new material, this has got to be included. And that's what gets results! 
If you're not aware of the club phenomenon that's going on, then you're not aware! In city after 
city, kids are dancing their asses off! Much of the music is already on your station, but a lot of 
new dance-oriented rock is just being ignored. It's cyclical. Everytime there is depression, recession, 
or threat of war, people dance. It's an international form of communication... Spandau Ballet has had 
repeated success with DOR music. Check out 'Paint Me Down' and 'Instinction'. If it doesn't move you, 
maybe the big one has already been dropped'''  Your continued support of Huey Lewis And The News is 
being paid back with an incredible live tour. Don't say no when you get invited. It's a party!... 
UFO added at WEBN and WCOZ. 'Something Else' is the cut. Now is the time to go back and re-check 
this one. ..Person Drake: Rare form, boy. Krokus on this!...One Lp only on the table this week--
'D.E.7 1, need I say more?..Until we meet again." 

J.B.BRENNER, A&M (404-455-7594): "Those wild eyed Southern boys are back with 'Caught Up In You', 
the smokin' first single from the soon-to-be-released 'Special Forces' Lp. Look for these boys to 
be headlining in your market as they'll be doing over 100 dates before the end of the year. 'Special 
Forces' will be in your hands in two weeks, and it shows the growth and maturity of a world class rock 
and roll band...The Human League record continues to break down all barriers as it is now over 200,000 
Lps. 'Don't You Want Me' is a hit single and the Lp is far from a one-cut wonder with action developing 
on 'Seconds' and 'Love Action'. Please go back to these cuts. We're talking mass appeal here. A 
record that can successfully transcend both format and demographic boundaries. It's even a hit behind 
the Iron Curtain. The following is an excerpt from a letter I received from a friend who works for 
Lot, the Polish airline, and is a disc jockey on Polish Radio One: 'And I have to inform you that the 
Human League group is a complete shock in Poland. This is the most in demand and the most demonstrated 
on radio Western rock group within the last 4-5 months. Polish radio receives up to 50 letters daily 
with requests to play such tunes as 'Do Or Die' and 'Don't You Want Me'. It is the biggest hit of 
1981/82!!! You can put my information to your newsletter--it is the truth.' Any records you could 
send to this gentlemen would be greatly appreciated, as they are hard to come by in Poland (especially 
jazz releases). Send them to: Mr. Pawel Wroblewski, Fornalskiej 20, 71-340 Szczecin, Poland...Cuts 
on the new Split Enz album 'Time And Tide', produced by Hugh Padgham, are 'Hello Sandy Allen', 'Six 
Months In A Leaky Boat', 'Never Ceases To Amaze Me', and 'Dirty Creature'. You will be receiving the 
12" with these lead cuts within the week...Also new is Fist, a heavy metal group out of Canada. Check 
out the title cut 'Thunder In Rock' and 'On The Radio'...For you reggae fans, don't miss the fantastic 
new Dennis Brown album, 'Love Has Found A Way'."

DON WASLEY, MCA RECORDS (413-508-4020): "Point Blank is coming all the way home. No less than five 
tracks are being heard from coast to coast. Manager/Producer Bill Hamm knows his way around the 
recording studio. He was first in a studio as an artist himself, behind the boards with Pat Boone. 
Hey Bill, when is Bubba Keith gonna give us a P.B. version of 'April Love'?..Nuevo Wavo: You don't 
have to be an explorer to discover this frontier. It's the sound of the 80's, it's up, it's fun, 
it's exciting, it's Joe King Carrasco. Joe is a mixture of the Mothers Of Invention and the Sir 
Douglas Quintet. In recent weeks he has played to encores opening for the Go Go's and the Police. 
Joe King may not be for real, but his album is, check it out." 

JIMMY MACK, STIFF RECORDS (212-431-1600): "Well, Girlschool is here. They are fast and loud. They 
are fun. They like you. They like you, but they will kick your ass in concert. See them on MTV, 
hear them on radio all over America, play them at your house. Ask WBCN how Girlschool's first live 
broadcast went. Oedipus will tell you it's one of the best in the station's history. Ask me how my 
nerves are after covering my first show as a promo guy. Ask me but give me Thorazine first, as my 
hands are still shaking. Then call Starfleet and thank them for doing a wonderful job. If your 
station has added 'Hit And Run', watch for the Girlschool care package in your face this week. If 
you haven't, tough stuff, sucker. You'll have to put up with my pathetic mailer until you wise up... 
I'd like to introduce you to Evan Davies who will be working with me from the Stiff estate, but 
he's left for the day. Oh well, maybe next week...In an effort to break the monotony of my comments, 
we'll be servicing you with a 4-song Simple Minds 12" in the next week. This is my favorite Lp on 
the label, so expect little or no mercy towards you or your pets...Hi to my Mom, everyone I've seen 
in the past two weeks, and Judy Libow...Next week my comments will be nothing but personals, since 
that's all you egotists ever read anyway." 

BETH ROSENGARD (212-462-4204): "By the time you read this, you should have received not only the BOC 
advance 12", but the album 'Extraterrestrial Live' as well. In case you're not yet aware of it, 
please note that the 12" contains the full 9 plus minute version of 'Roadhouse Blues' on one side 
and an edit of about 5 minutes on the other. Also, you might want to consider your own edit-as 
WRIF and some other stations have done by splicing the intro about Robbie Krieger from the long-
version onto the short version. And, now, if you're not totally confused, on to some other new 
releases.. .Magnum's 'Chase The Dragon' arrived at various times last week and yet the uneven service 
did not keep it from getting off to a healthy start. A number of stations have 
already jumped on this particular bandwagon early. Check out these cuts for airplay: 'Walking 
The Straight Line', 'Sacred Hour', 'On The Edge Of The World', and 'The Teacher'...Fist's 'Thunder 
In Rock' is also just out and looks like another heavyweight, heavy metal contender. Try the title 
cut with its heavy metal saxophone leads and 'On The Radio' which any fellow female (can I say that?) 
should find particularly appealing...There is a growing consensus now for a second track from Aldo 
Nova-and that cut is 'Under The Gun'. However, some stations are having considerable success with 
about 4 others; so, as I said before, take your pick 'cause you can't go wrong and this is the time 
to go deeper...The Blasters have blasted out of their West Coast stronghold and are assaUTting the 
Northeast. Adds readds in the last few weeks include: WMMR, WZZO, WTPA, WBAB, WNEW, and WAAL. 
If you're dismissing 'American Music' as sounding too different, then you're overlooking its greatest 
strength. This is a fresh-sounding, phone-grabbing, big-selling record that your audience will love. 

you're in a merket that has MTV, look for a great video of Moon Martin's 'X-Ray Vision' 
also coming soon as a single...And, finally, if you missed my change of address a couple of weeks 
ago, here it is again: 2112 Cahuenga, LA, 90068." 

RICH TOTOIAN, E/P/A (212-975-5281): "First week on the road by the new kid. Monday, Denver: Thanks 
to Joe Folger, KBPI. Great meeting you. What a great restaurant! Phil and iheresa Strider: D.C. 
and-T-Want to thank you for a wonderful special evening and magic morning. Did we ever get to sleep? 
Michael Moore: You're the best. Did you all realize as we sat and ate, 100 mph winds blew out 3 car 
windshields in the parking lot?

ELTON JOHN's latest Lp "Jump Up" has been released on Geffen Records, produced by Chris 
Thomas, who also produced the Sex Pistols and The Pretenders. "Jump Up" features 
Elton's old band mates Davey Johnstone, Dee Murray, and Nigel Olsen. Bernie Taupin 
wrote half of the album's tunes. 

BLONDIE's next Lp "The Hunter" will be out next month. A Blondie biography called 
"Making Tracks" will also be released around the same time as the album. The book is 
written by Chris Stein, Debbie Harry, and Victor Bokris and features photos by Chris 
Stein. 

Beach Boys' CARL WILSON is working on his next solo Lp due for release this Spring. The 
as yet untitled album is being produced by former Doobie Brothers and Steely Dan 
member, Jeff Baxter.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine 
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling 
the points on a given Lp. We use a simple percentage breakdown to indicate the amount of play 
on each track.
