'Ignition'.  As the leader of the Babys, a good band with a bad name, John put out some great rock 
and roll.  Now with the Babys image behind him, John's solo career is off to a fine start.  There's 
something for everybody on this album, from the rocking 'White Heat' and 'Temptation' to 'Still In 
Love With You', a ballad in the vein of Foreigner's 'Waiting For A Girl Like You'.  This should be 
the big debut album of the Summer.. .1 haven't had the time to spend with the Clash's 'Combat Rock' 
to compare it with their other great albums, but it's safe to say that the Clash continue to be rock 
and roll's great non-conformists.  While this album doesn't have the original impact on me of their 
previous efforts, especially 'London Calling', it does have the innovative touch that always leaves 
me going back for more.  The fact that this is only one disc should make it easier for radio to 
deal with.  'Should I Stay Or Should I Go' is a catchy rocker that will gather some airplay.  There's 
just no way I can be objective with this band.  I've been Clashed.  I listen  to them with my 
heart rather than my head, which is tough when it comes to programming, but it is, after all, what 
rock and roll is all about...Quickly, I'd like to retract what I said a month ago about Van Halen's 
'Diver Down'.  I called it a spotty album at best; and, though I still think there's a little too 
much filler, after spending more time with this record, I realize that the good stuff is very very 
good.  I break out in a sweat every time I hear 'Little Guitars'.  And I agree with previous comments 
in these pages that Eddie Van Halen's guitar playing is better than ever." 

KQRS, MINNEAPOLIS, MN  P.D.-DOUG SORENSON: "I think 'Play The Game' from Kansas is one of the best 
records this year.  Not only a great hook, but it takes them away from their organ rock format.

(If I could get a cover with a shot of the lady waving, I'd put it 
in heavy rotation.)...A1 Nalli has picked up pointers from the Journey sound, and Axe is a beautifully 
produced record.  'Rock And Roll Party' is a strong anthem, but 'Video Inspiration' is geared for all 
formats... 'She's Tight' from Cheap Trick getting great 16-20 male phones...KQRS is giving away a 
trip to London to see the Stones on June 25th with a postcard drawing." 

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH  M.D.-KID LEO: "The two heavyweights of the week, Heart and Kansas, have put out 
the albums that they needed at this point.  We all know everybody's feelings on formula rock, especially 
the audience's, so these are important albums, for Kansas especially.  I feel the new singer takes 
them off their spiritual plan back to more of a gut level...My favorite track on the Heart is 'Bright 
Girl'.  Of course, 'City's Burning' and 'Fast Times' are the obvious radio tracks...We finally went 
with:  Marshall Crenshaw.  It's hard to pick songs since every one is good; but, finally, we 
deciphered it and went with:  'Someday Someway', 'Cynical Girl', and 'MaryAnne'...The Babys are 
stillborn, but this band will have a very big influence on rock in the future.

'Face Dances Part 2'.  Already makes me think that the forthcoming album will be better than 'Face 
Dances #1'...Finally, Genesis' Paperlate' sounds like a continuation of Phil Collins' new-found 
love for R&B, and I love it as much as he does."

But seriously, folks, from the 'You-
know-you're-quotable-when-you-hear-this' department:  At lunch the other day, I heard two ladies 
talking about how WIOT had played the new Richard Simmons Lp that morning and wasn't it hilarious. 
You want instant phones?  And demos of all ages and sexes?  Play Richard Simmons and see if it 
doesn't work...The Genesis 12" is a perfect compromise.  It has the horn sound of 'No Reply', but 
they're not as intruding this time.  An immediate heavy...And finally, have you heard about the 
bald-headed Louisville music director who called the cops and pleaded, 'Help, my friend just got hit 
by a truck and he's lying in the middle of the road.  He needs an ambulance!'  Well, the policeman 
says, 'What street are you on?'  The balding Louisville music director says, 'I'm on Sick-a-moe 
Street.'  The policeman says, 'How do you spell that?'  The music director says, 'Well, let's see--
S-i-k, no; S-y-k, no; S-i-c;  Oh, the hell with it, I'll just drag him over to Lee Street: But 
seriously, folks..." 

KEZY, ANAHEIM, CA  M.D.-LARRY REISMAN: "Adds:  Heart, Kansas, Clash, John Waite, 707, Glenn Frey 
single, Genesis single, and Survivor sin 7F7..This is one of the first of many incredible weeks of 
new major releases.  I hope my playlist can handle it all...Glenn Frey has got a killer on his hands. 
The single is an automatic as any Eagles record and equally as good.  It may be a bit on the soft 
side, but it's still a very hip image record.  And from what I've been hearing, the album kicks ass... 
'City's Burning' will by far be our lead cut on the Heart album.  This tune cooks from start to end. 
I also like:  'The Situation' and 'Bright Little Girl' on the hard side, and 'Perfect Stranger' for 
a mellower track.  This record, like all of Heart, can't miss...The arrival of the new Genesis single 
caught me totally off guard.  I didn't even know they had another album coming this soon.  'Paperlate' 
reminds me a lot of 'I Missed Again' from Phil Collins' solo record.  This tune is so melodic, it's 
bound to be a huge hit...With the hoards of people who will be going out to see the 'Rocky III' movie, 
Survivor's single probably won't need any radio play to sell.  But airplay is what it will get, and 
heavy at that.  These guys may end up being the next Loverboy or Journey.  This is one powerful 
record...John Waite has certainly matured musically since leaving the Babys.  I like at least half 
the cuts on his solo album.  We're starting off with:  'Temptation'...Top 5 Sales This Week: Asia, 
Missing Persons, Paul McCartney, Van Halen, and Toto; with a debut for Ambrosia at #31...It was 
wonderful, as always, to see ola and new friends at the Bowl-a-thon last weekend.  Trib-ther great 
one, Jon, totally."

WWWL (LOVE94), MIAMI, FL  M.D.-STEVE HUNTINGTON: "You can tell a record is really good when all the 
record people talk about it, not just the ones who are working it.  Haircut One Hundred is a recent 
example...To Harvey  Leeds at Epic: In case I don't get around to calling you soon, THE cut on Wendy 
Waldman is:  'We'll See In The End'.  We've even got K102 playing it down here...Adds:  Jon Anderson, 
Heart; and, singles by:  Genesis, Chicago, and Glenn Frey...Top Sales: Paul McCartney, Asia, Van 
Halen, Willie Nelson, Stevie Wonder, and Human League." 

WTUE, DAYTON, OH  M.[).-JIM KINNEY: "In goes:  Heart, Kansas, Axe, Genesis, and 707...Both Heart and 
Kansas are an improvement over their last albums.  I generally like the Heart better, and Dave and 
Chuck like the Kansas better--so there's been some debating about those two.  There's lots—UT—soft 
stuff on the Heart, but the more uptempo tracks are fantastic.  'City's Burning' and 'Bright Light 
Girl' are the best.  'Perfect Stranger' and 'Situation' are good, too, as is the whole album.  But 
much of it is too soft for now...On Kansas, we like:  'Play On' and 'Borderline' the best, besides 
the single.  After that, it's a tie between about four other songs for third place...We're dayparting 
Genesis just like we did 'No Reply At All', when we did play it...Axe and 707 are very formula, but 
they're also very good for each of their type of music.  'Rock And Roll Party' and 'Mega Force' will 
work well:. .Last Saturday, we threw a free outdoor party at the Sinclair College Campus here in town. 
The two biggest local groups, Dale Walton and Bramble, played to a crowd of close to 3,000.  We also 
had a Dragster and Exotic Car Show there for everyone to gaze at.  A great party and time was had by 
all, needless to say.  We took advantage of the situation to give away stickers and discount cards, 
as well as get more signatures for our 'John Lennon Day Of Peace' petition.  We also included the 
petition in the last issue of our monthly paper.  We distribute about 5,000 copies of the paper each 
month to record stores for people to pick up and read, and we've gotten fantastic response from 
people passing around each petition and then sending it back.  I haven't tabulated the number of 
signatures we have, but I'm sure we'll have a couple thousand to send into the U.N. to help make 
John Lennon's Birthday an International Day Of Peace.  If you're not familiar with this, call up the 
the folks at WPCM.  They will definitely welcome your phone call." 

WCMF, ROCHESTER, NY  M.D.-DAVE KANE: "What do Los Angeles, Chicago, London, and Paris have in common? 
They are cities that WCMF is sending listeners to for concerts from Genesis, Journey, and the Stones. 
It's all part of our World Tour Month, which also has us giving away concert tickets every day. 
Response has been overwhelming, with over 4,000 entries received to date.  We end the month on 
Memorial Monday with a free outdoor concert on the shore of Lake Ontario featuring Rochester's own 
Duke Jupiter and popular local band, Buxx, who appear on our second homegrown album... This week, we 
found room to add records that have been in consideration for awhile, namely:  A Flock Of Seagulls and 
the Monroes...We also added: The Clash and the new Genesis 45...Records we want to add when we have 
room:  Men At Work, Ambrosia, and Survivor.. .Ver' encouraging sales for: Marshall Crenshaw, Elton 
John, and Bow-Wow-Wow...'I Want Candy' is also picking up very credible phone response with the 
listeners asking for the artist by name or by saying that was great--who was that?...Top 5 Retail: Paul 
McCartney, Asia, Stevie Wonder, 38 Special, and Van Halen...In the 'part-of-the-business' department 
Al Twanmo: is without a gig.  He's a good friend of our station, and we hope to see him back at work 
soon...Also, while in NYC last weekend, I was very dismayed to learn that my main inspiration 
Dennis Elsas from end-rm is not full-time anymore.  Boo-o-o-o-o!!!" 

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT  M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "'Vinyl Confessions' should put Kansas back on the map.  The 
band has emerged completely unhurt by the departure of Steve Walsh. The single is an obvious smash. 
And after numerous listens, I think that 'Face It' is the best second track.  It has all the right 
elements, including a catchy hook and a screeching sax solo...Everybody's talking about Asia as the 
first 'supergroup' of the 80's.  But one of the superist groups around right now is a holdover from 
the past decade--I'm talking about Genesis.  With the exception of the Police, I can't think of any 
other band that has managed to become so commercially successful while remaining true to its progressive 
origins.  I love the new single and look forward to future recordings from a band that has always 
been on the leading edge.. .1 got to see a video of the first 10 minutes of 'Rocky III' recently, 
the soundtrack of which included the song 'Eye Of The Tiger' by Survivor.  The song is good enough 
to stand on its own, even if the film flops.  But based on the track record of previous 'Rocky' films 
and the quality of the video I saw, the film will be a huge success.  So will Survivor...We've 
always given at least some airplay to every Frank Zappa album, just to satisfy the Zappa freaks if 
nothing else.  This time around, we can play his album with complete confidence.  'Valley Girl' is 
hilarious even if you've never been to California.  I mean, like, we have plenty of 'Valley Girls' 
right here in the Connecticut River Valley, so we can relate.  Gag me with a spoon, for sure." 

WWCK, FLINT, MI  P.D./M.D.-MARK MILLER: "First things first, we've got two weeks worth of adds:  707, 
Steve Miller, Survivor, Bow-Wow-Wow, Heart, Kansas, Axe, Queen, Marshall Crenshaw, and Marshall 
Tucker Band...And now for the fun part, a few comments in no particular order.  To start it off, 
would somebody please tell me why Steve Miller's 'Abracadabra' is so much different than 'Heart Like 
A Wheel' or 'Get On Home' from 'Circle Of Love'?  It simply amazes me that the same people who 
ripped the shit out of the last album are tripping over their tongues in praise of the new one. 
Personally, I was one of the few people who liked 'Circle Of Love'.  I also like 'Abracadabra'.  I 
like Steve Miller.  The man is consistent, he always sounds like Steve Miller.  And that sound is 
great. And, apparently, a lot of the record buyers feel the same way because he always sells product. 
I have a sneaking suspicion that the only reason 'Circle Of Love' bombed' is because a few programmers, 
for whatever reason, decided it was cool to knock the guy after his extended period of inactivity. 
Now, for some reason, these same programmers are treating the new release like manna from heaven... 
The Axe record sounds like a winner.  'Rock And Roll Party' should get a real big response, but also 
might burn quickly.  'Silent Soldiers' would make a great second track, and it certainly is worth a 
listen...Finally, it's really satisfying to see the rest of the country get behind 707.  This band 
has been a favorite here in Flint for 2,à years. 'Mega Force' should put them in the Superstar 
league.  707 is one of the best and hardest working bands I've ever seen.  No one deserves it more." 

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI  P.0.-JEREMY SCHLOSBERG: "Hello--I must be going.  I cannot stay.  Icame to say 
I must be going...Yes, it seems like only yesterday that I was welcoming myself in here, and now 
here I am saying goodbye.  So it goes.  It would be all too easy for me to make some incisive state-
ment about the state of radio today; about how it does things like drive talented, enthusiastic, 
and creative young men and women straight out of this business.  Well, this is one young man who's 
not going to waste his talented, enthusiastic, and creative breath.  You've all heard it before 
and I've got better things to do.  I leave rock and roll to Huey, Dewey, and Lewey, and good music 
to your turntables at home.  I applaud anyone, be they consultants, program director/music director, 
or (God forbid) jock, who occasionally tries to put music on the radio that doesn't sound exactly 
like somebody else.  I'll be listening.  Until the middle of June, I'll be in Providence and then 
I'm moving to upstate New York, where you'll find me recovering my sanity and free-lance writing. 
Heartfelt thanks go out to anyone who's been a friend along the way."

WBAB  LONG ISLAND, NY  M.D.-RALPH TORTORA: "John Waite is going to the top because of that very track. 
'Going To The Top' is a smash.  Many people will agree that the reason for Journey's huge success 
with 'Escape' is their acquisition of Jonathan Cain of the Babys.  He brought with him the Babys' 
style of songwriting, which Journey augmented slightly, made it fit their mold, and had two hugely 
successful hit singles, namely:  'Who's Crying Now' and 'Don't Stop Believing'. 'Going To The Top' 
fits that mold, too.  But John's not imitating Journey; John's imitating John.  I hope people realize 
that and give credit where credit is due.  Also, 'Change' isn't a bad track either.  And how can you 
find fault in a man who has the foresight to cover a track by one of America's up and coming song-
writers (and one of my recent favorites) Chas Sandford." 

WDIZ, ORLANDO, FL  M.D.-MIKE LYONS: "With all the new music and movie soundtracks, it's hard to find 
room for everything.  rut this week, we went with:  707 and Survivor for cinematic rock (giggle-giggle); 
three obvious ones, Genesis, Kansas, and Heart; and, the best two-note hook of the year from Soft 
Cell.  (The one-note hook of all time remains Townshend's solo 'I Can See For Miles', which of course 
was the song about the seeing eye dog for a trumpet player.)...Still looking for a production director. 
T&R's to:  Program Director  Bob Church, 2699 Lee Road, Winter Park, FL  32789...Alan Parsons Project 
sounds great on cassette...Stones and REO coming in next week.  Hoping the Boss/Bonds tunes turn out 
out great...Finally, alter getting my hair cut two weeks ago, I'm going one-on-one with G. Gordon 
Liddy tomorrow night to celebrate the tenth anniversary of the Watergate Break-Ir. Rat cakes, rat 
tarts, and rats-on-a-stick will be served beforehand...Talk to you on the piano wire next week." 

WAAF, WORCESTER, MA  M.D.-ROB BARNETT: "Hot Fun In The Summertime with the new Gary U.S. Bonds album. 
This new record is going to make a major mark in a bunch of formats, with 'Out Of Work' the huge 
standout cut.  I'll shut up about this one for now.  But, hey, Doherty, you're the best!...'Paperlate l 
is another cut d'jour.  Genesis is commanding the gift for making music that makes you feel gcod. 
(Heck dare sawngs even meen suntin'!)...A Flock Of Seagulls was added this week, 'I Ran' marking one 
of the best examples of the new music that's begun to become a factor on rock and roll radio.  It's 
not gonna change any lives, but it sounds good and intriguing...Everybody says, nobody says anything 
about the Cheap Trick album.  My 2 cents say 'If You Want My Love' is a real good single and a good 
radio song.  The album grows on you...Saw Sparks at Boston's Paradise late last week.  You've got 
to see them.  And if you go, don't leave early, the encore is a classic.  Lee turned me on to a new 
Van Halen cut called 'Secrets'--sounds very good.  'Diver Down' is selling 3...Dave Edmunds!!  #11 
in sales...Elton selling well, also...Congratulations to everyone who's getting married or having 
babies!" 

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY  P.D./M.D.-ED LEVINE: "I'm very pleased with both the new Kansas and the new 
Heart albums.  It's refreshing when major acts put out records that are legitimately 3 to 4 cuts 
deep...The Genesis 12" continues in the direction they've been headed.  It's already obviously a 
smash...Perhaps a bit less obvious, but also headed to the top, I believe, is Steve Miller's new 
single.  Had this been on the album, a lot of the criticism may never have come...I give up, Martha 
and the Motels cannot be denied any longer.  The cut to play is:  'Only The Lonely'.  It's 1982's 
'Brass In Pocket'.. Aave Edmunds will go on based on the regional reaction to it, sales without 
airplay, and the credibility of their manager Mr. Scher...I'd also like to put in a couple of words 
for two albums that we're not playing yet.  First off, the Alan Parsons Project, which we'll play 
the first moment we get it.  'Fingers Burned' will be a major song this Summer...Marshall Crenshaw 
writes real interesting songs.  My initial faves on the album are:  'There She Goes Again' and 
'Someday Someway'.  However, I think there are two or three others that could click.  In fact, the 
phase I'm in with the album right now is determining where these cuts go on the radio and bringing 
this one home.  Unfortunately, with people's listening habits being what they are these days, being 
a consistent album without a killer cut is not the answer.  I feel good about the Crenshaw...The 
Monroes 'What Do All The People Know' is generating curiosity calls and requests after only one 
week of light airplay.  We've moved the record up to medium, and it's the 95X Pick Of The Week. 
Our conviction that this is a hit is as strong as ever.. .Also calls and requests after one week for 
Axe, 'Rock And Roll Party In The Streets'...I'd also like to put in what will possibly be one of 
the few positive words about Mr. Sebastian's interview this past week.  I especially found the part 
referring to how radio people tend to get stuck in their ways and be threatened by change appropos." 

WMJQ, ROCHESTER, NY  M.D.-ROBERTA HABER: "I've always been a fan of the Babys' meticulously crafted 
pop rock.  Now that Jonathan Cain has found fame and fortune with Journey, it's John Waite's turn 
to bP a star.  Surrounded with Neil Geraldo's top production, Waite comes on like a revved-up Springfield 
(and I mean that only in the most complimentary way).  There are so many strong songs on 'Ignition' 
that it's hard to pick favorites.  But if you hold a gun to my head, I'll go with:  'Change' and 
'Temptation'...çome bands seem to take a few albums to mature.  707 has hit their stride with 'Mega 
Force'.  If the advance 12" didn't convince you, drop that needle on 'Can't Hold Back' or 'We Will 
Last'.  As 'Hi-Infidelity' was to REO Speedwagon, 'Mega Force' will be to 707...Speaking of 'Hi-
Infidelity', Epic seems to think 'Vinyl Confessions' is going to take Kansas right to multi-platinum 
heaven.  With 'Games' already a smash and four or five potential hits in the wings, they could be 
right.  'Face It' is the obvious second cut, with 'Chasing Shadows' ready to please all the 'Dust 
In The Wind' fans...Three good singles out this week:  We did so well with Survivor's last album, 
you've got to know that 'Eye Of The Tiger' is an out-of-the-box add for us...It's too bad Steve Miller 
released 'Circle Of Love'.  'Abracadabra' would have made a great comeback single.  But then again, 
with the reception that album got, 'Abracadabra' could still be a comeback single.  It's hypnotic 
and catchy.  I'll give it a 79 'cause you can dance to it...The new Genesis single is being greeted 
with lots of excitement, even though 'Abacab' has just recently come out of recurrent.  I guess 
there's no such thing as too much Genesis...Make sure you spend some quality time with the Greg 
Copeland Lp when it crosses your desk.  This is intense stuff with lyrics that demand to be heard... 
MJQ Social Notes: I've had to listen to all you New York types rave about Marshall Crenshaw in 
concert.  Sunday night, Marshall finally made it up to the land of the disc camera.  Everything they 
said is true.  That 3-piece band generates more rock and roll energy than most bands twice the size. 
Thanks to:  Jeff Criden (Warner Bros.) and Marshall for coming up to the station at the indecent 
hour of 11AM...And finally, I owe Mike Rose of MCA a big thanks for coming through when I nickled 
and dimed him to distraction with TF,P77-71.7 requests.  Mike, can I help it if we play all your 
records?" 

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI  P.0.-DAVE LOGAN: "Two big additions this week to get us excited:  Alan 
Parsons Project and the Genesis 'Three By Three' Ep.  Both are import material that sounds superb 
on the air.  Overwhelming immediate acceptance to the Alan Parsons Project.  I think the hidden allure 
is somehow connected to the presence of the Fairport Factor...Ditto on the Genesis.  But by now, this 
seems almost standard...Coming attractions that will be huge records for us:  Roxy Music and April 
Wine.  And, yes, I've seen her.  She was at the Bowl-a-bash...Records gaining strength in requests: 
Jon & Vangelis; 'Cat People'; A Flock Of Seagulls; John Cougar; and, Ray Parker, Jr.  I didn't think 
Ray could get much stronger, but he continues to increase week after week...Thanks to:  Steve Kostan  
and DougPodell for a great time in Detroit last weekend.

WPYX, ALBANY, NY  M.D.-RON NENNI: "'Vinyl Confessions' is the best Kansas album by leaps and bounds.  We're 
totally impressed with it, and our favorite cuts are 'Face It' and 'Fair Exchange'.  The new vocalist 
certainly adds freshness to the band...The Survivor 'Eye Of The Tiger' is perfect for us, and it will 
receive maximum airplay before long.  Can't wait to see the movie too...It seems as though Riot has found 
accessibility within the Bad Company niche,  'Loved By You' and 'Restless 'Breed' are contenders.  Those 
songs did receive favorable reaction on our new music show.  When we have room we'll play them...Going 
with 'Can't Hold On' by Squeeze.  Love that song.  We also enjoy 'Black Coffee In Bed'.  Maybe after the

John Cougar pulls #3 phones, heavy on females, and #6 sales...Also added 'Chain 
Lightnin" from 38 Special  and 'Calling All Girls' from Queen.  Initial sales on Queen are light, and the 
addition of a second track will kick in the awareness...Asia continues to hold #1 retail...McCartney and 
Van Halen battle it out for #2... Kansas is pulling #9 requests.' 

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY  M.D.-RAY  WHITE:  "Feeling a bit under the weather, so I'll make this quick.  Can't 
pass up the opportunity though to talk about those amazing Mael Brothers, known as Sparks.

Girl'.  Bill, you're absolutely right in comparing it to the whole Bob and Doug thing a few months earlier. 
And, for the second week in a row, it's our #1 requested song.' 

WRAS, ATLANTA, GA  M.D.-DAVE VENABLE: "Kim Wilde and Missing Persons are picking up extremely well here. 
We've been playing 'Kids In America' for one week and the response has been real good.  Listen, I'll be 
the first to admit that I didn't i-.ear it, but it's a hard point to argue now...For those not on Dave Edmunds 
yet, God forbid, you are missing the boat.  A)  This is Dave's best album in years.  B)  'From Small Things' 
is a great album rock tune, and is not rockabilly.

Unusual Moment.  Every Wednesday night at 9:02, I feature a segment of programming designed to shake our 
fragile face in logic.  It is one of radio's few Zen Buddist exercises from Fred Blassie to primal scream 
therapy.  Since I awarded Laurie Anderson the award for most unusual new artist of 1981, Laurie Anderson 
Month seemed appropriate for the unusual moment.  We have not yet, however, made the existential leap of 
faith to feature it in morning drive...We went on the Ray Parker 12" this week.

have never appreciated the Clash...We're impressed with the John Waite.  Geraldo's production makes the 
difference. And after repeated listens, we're picking 'Change' as the hottest radio cut...Survivor has 
been building their reputation over the years and 'Eye Of The Tiger' should put them over the top... 
Certified s-m-a-s-h department, Glenn Frey's new single!...Horny rock department: Genesis 'Paperlate'. 
Great cut but slightly molded into that new Genesis sound...The Monroes and Seagulls are flying up our 
chart...John Cougar is selling.. .Marshall Crenshaw gets full-tilt support from the KILO machine." 

WXUS, LAFAYETTE, IN  M.D.-BOB MAJERSKY: "Adds: Axe, Survivor Ep, Heart, Kansas, 707, Genesis Ep, and 
Glenn Frey 46.. .This week was a Music Director's dream with major releases steadily coming in through 
the mail.  We took Axe to the streets and 'Rock And Roll Party' blew out the phones with 90% in favor 
of a big party in the streets all summer long in 1982...Guaranteed to raise the digital control room 
thermometer this summer is Survivor's 'Eye Of The Tiger'...Heart's 'Private Audition' shows a lot of 
class and maturity.  I like 'Perfect Stranger', 'Situation' and tity's Burning'...Kansas shows a group 
with a strong core and have built around it to remain superstars.  We're playing 'Fair Exchange', 
'Windows',  'Play The Game Tonight', and 'Borderline'...'Paperlate l by Genesis.  They have  definitely 
mastered what it takes to make hit records...Another single add  this week was Glenn Frey.

WOWD, TALLAHASSEE, FL  P.0.-DICK BLACKMON: "Well, Heart's finally made another album as good as the 
cover!  'Private Audition' is the best thing they've done since 'Dreamboat Annie'.  Period. Amen. 

Funny, it didn't impress me 
on the first listen, but two's the charm.  The single even sounds good now.  You just have to hear it in 
context.

It is 
true.  Kansas is supercalifragilistic!  Along with the single, we chose 'Play On' as a more uptempo 
secondary cut, although 'Chasing Shadows' will be played on this station once we get into it 3-deep. 
Then there's 'Right Away', 'Diamonds' and 'Crossfire'--pick a cut--any cut--it's all great...From 
'Poor Man's Son' to 'Rocky III', I'd say Survivor has survived.  'Eye Of The Tiger' comes on like a 
supernova blasting on the air with an incredible force that just sucks ya into its gravitational pull...

The reason for the energy and excitement that 
KROQ creates is the music.  You can't create excitement in a vacuum, and KROQ is using new music 
as a tool to create the same kind of rock and roll radio energy that we all grew up with.  I know 
John doesn't see sales as being relevant to modern radio, but when Bow-Wow-Wow sells 15,000 units 
in LA alone, all off the play generated by KROQ, one must assume that people like what they are 
hearing or, the radio.  (Sales are rarely a factor for a lot of the 'new music' that John is 'breaking'). 
There are a lot of radio people that would rather bury their heads in the sand then face the 
possibility that public tastes really are beginning to change.  Over the next 3 or 4 weeks, when 
we will be deluged with new releases from superstar acts, we'll witness the acid test for a lot of 
new music acts.

But how many of those presumably well-intended and well-thought out adds are given the airplay shots 
they deserve?  Let not your national overview and your station's position in it dictate what is 
right for your market.  I have long said I think Top 40 radio has broken more new artists in the 
last couple of years, but they, too, have succumbed to 'the national picture'.  Often I have seen 
a single perform positively at a station, and as soon as the national picture starts to stall, it 
is el instant dropo, regardless of the local success.  Album programmers, don't let yourself fall 
into this same trap.  If you add it, play it.  If it is doing well, keep it on.  If all records are 
given a fair shot and longevity of airplay, if they deserve it, we could see more success stories 
such as the Go Go's, Human League, and Soft Cell...Have you received your Instructions?  Have we 
aroused your curiosity yet?  It's a 'Wicked Heart' that laughs 'Ha Ha Ha' in a 'Suburban Dreamworld' 
that thinks it's 'OK' if he hasn't listened yet." 

MARTY SCHWARTZ, ELEKTRA (213-852-7211): "By the time you read this, you will have received Glenn 
Frey's solo debut 'No Fun Aloud'.  If 'Party Town' doesn't go top 2 in this Sheet's Song Index, I'll 
eat the Sheet. 'Don't Give Up' and 'I've Been Born Again' are all killers.  But my personal faves 
are thoewonderful ballads 'The One You Love' (smash), 'That Girl', co-written with Bob Seger, and 
'I Volunteer'.  If album radio only had soul.  Oh, and by the way, don't pass up Glenn's song 
synopsis on the sleeve, especially on 'Party Town'.  'By The Way, you got any'?...Queen's 'Put Out 
The Fire' is on fire, and the Lp is blowing out the stores.  'Calling All Girls' is no chopped liver 
either, but when I hear 'Dancer' on KROQ, it blows out the speakers.
