The SeagulTs continue their flight with a 43-40 Airplay Index move, and a Metro debut at #47. Two
more adds at significant stations: KRQR and KDKB continue the roll and a solid Checklist shows
how firm radio support is.

We took a close look at Squeeze this week via our Checklist, and found a positive performance trend.

27 of the 61 stations not playing ityet are looking closely, and the smart 50-46 jump on the Airplay
Index should turn some heads. Six more adds including WIOT, WBCN, and KBPI..."Black Coffee"
dominates by debuting at #87 on the Song Index.

"PAPERLATE", GENESIS, ATLANTIC
12 adds take us to 109 reporting in two weeks. Loaded with the expected heavies it's closed and another
album is perfectly set up. ‘An impressive #8 debut on the Song Index, due for a move into the top 5 range
next week. WLIR's Ray White says it all, "I guess if everybody toured their asses off for 12 years or
. S0, maybe they'd make a brilliant live record, too."

But as we head into the 5th week that the album's been out, it still is
maintaining very strong sales as well as good phones...And just for your head, if you're into Rainbow,
I was messing around with the album the other day at home and came across another track that could
be as successful, if not more so, than 'Stone Cold'.

They've been superstars in Cleveland for almost a decade,
and it's about time they got their just dues nationwide. They: are, after all, the founding fathers

of the techno-rock sound that is very much in vogue today, a la Soft Cell, Human League, A Flock Of
Seagulls, etc...The Zappa tune 'Valley Girl' is having the same across-the-board success here as we've
seen elsewhere. I know it's indigenous to California, but it's applicable universally, because we

all know an airhead like that...The REQ Speedwagon single is very, very, very reminiscent of 'Roll With
The Changes', but maybe that's poetic justice since that song should have been a big smash in the first
place, a long time ago."

In my book, he's gone from being an artist who garnered attention from
his association with Bruce, to an interpreter of songs who can stand on his own...Also added: Haircut
One Hundred, a quirky little record that seems to work...A surprising album from Riot. When the last
record came in, you could put the needle down at any position on the record and it sounded the same.
With this one, they've added a few twists, some different songs, and a few more textures, which give
it more of a complexity that I can deal with."

WLLZ, DETROIT, MI M.D.-DOUG PODELL: "Fave Rave of the week comes from Royal Oak, Michigan's own Glenn
Frey. "No Fun AToud™ has the old magic of The Eagles and all the intensity of a Seger album. ‘Partytown'
is going to be one helluva Summertime smash...April Wine's 'Enough Is Enough' is definitely in the
grooves. Sounds like their best effort ever...Today, Genesis is considered one of the unique rock acts
of the 80's. Taking that into account, along with their superb live performances, we decided to go
this week with the Genesis import album. Phone response is already phenomenal...We also got our hands
on the Pete Townshend import, and it sounds 1ike it has the goods...Both the Rolling Stones and REO
Speedwagon singles are in this week, and both, at this point, are receiving mild response...Survivor's
'Eye Of The Tiger' picking up heavy phones. We moved that to hot this week...Also getting good
response: John Cougar, John Waite, and Human League (still a big item)...Finally, the Lambo machine
was in this weekend.

You couldn't expect anything more in a song in 1982...With the Midwest on the verge
of financial collapse, my ratings in the afternoon are up with so many rockers unemployed with nothing
to do. So when I spring Gary U.S. Bonds with Bruce Springsteen singing 'Out Of Work', you know it's
going to be an anthem...Jon Scott came to Chicago, after spending time with Bill Hard himself. And
although he didn't play it 47 times, he played the Clocks enough that I know it's a hit. The obvious
track is: 'She Looks A Lot Like You'...The new Eddie Money is definitely 'record of the week' next
week...Michael Plen came by with the new Go Go's 'Vacation'. With the expansive production and the
keyboard-oriented sound, I want to see their detractors try to pigeonholé this as a followup fluke...
We added: The Pete Townshend import 45, 'Face Dances Part 2'. Dating back to 'Who Came First', this
man's solo music has had an awesome emotional impact. This song literally brought tears of joy to my
eyes...The new Nazareth is a radical departure. Dan McCafferty's vocal is polished beyond recognition.
This could be the hit they've come so close to in recent efforts...After seeing 'Rocky III', I'm
convinced that 'Eye Of The Tiger' will be a Top 5 single. When you see the movie, you'll feel the
impact."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-MARC MILLER: "I'm very pleased to announce the promotion of my former Associate
Music Director, Carla Raswyck (that's Ras to you) to the position of overnight disc jockey, replacing
the exiting Jerry Goodwin. Replacing Ras will be Danny McCloskey, who here-to-fore worked unpaid a lot
in this department and will now be my right hand person...In other news, The Clash is the #1 Lp here
this week. Don't be scared of The Clash, it won't hurt you to play them. It's great rock and roll
music...And to whoever said that nobody says anything about the Cheap Trick album, well here I go.

Project is a real strong piece of art. Love the gold embossed cover. Buttons or a patch, Arista?"

KSRR, HOUSTON, TX P.D.-ALAN SNEED: "In reference to John Sebastian's comments about our outspending
KLOL 3 to 1, he must have been referring to air talent...Also, Friday the 28th at 5PM has passed, and
we're not News/Talk as many of our friends have been proclaiming we would be. November and the big
stick are just around the corner, and we're looking forward to that booming signal.

But even if Greg's mentor was Wayne Newton, this album would
sti e marvelous. It's the kind of music that tends to creep slowly from your ears to your brain

to your soul, where it takes up permanent residence. It's powerful, passionate, lovely, political,
cynical, optimistic, intelligent--all the things that great music should be. This is a lyric album,
with Jackson's production designed to complement not to overwhelm. Radio will probably concentrate
on: ‘'Used' and 'Full Cleveland'. But do your ears a favor and roll the whole thing...On to Gary U.S.
Bonds. Springsteen-starved beserko's like me are going to love any album with seven Bruce tunes,
especially the legendary 'Rendezvous', on lTegal vinyl at last. Listening to this Lp gives you the
distinct impression that Gary has become Bruce's alter ego, embodying that part of Springsteen that
always wanted to be Otis Redding. A1l that aside, this is a terrific record. Bonds sings with all
the power and passion of a man who has paid his Dues.

shoyed up for our free concert this past weekend at the Sarasota Performing Arts Center, including: Duke
Jupiter, Karla DeVito, and Michael Smotherman...What do Don King and Debbie Harry have in common?"

WCMF, ROCHESTER, NY M.D.-DAVE KANE: "Well, WCMF wrapped World Tour Month with a free outdoor concert
on Memorial Monday, featuring Duke Jupiter and local band Buxx. We were only expecting about 2,500
people--so imagine our surprise when 30,000 folks Jjammed the area. I mean, gag me with a spoon.
Actually, all went very well, with very few minor incidents (which ain't bad with that many people)...
Last weekend, I spend many hours listening to the newest vinyl from Alan Parsons Project and Jon
Anderson. On the Parsons Lp, I really go for: ‘Psychobabble' and 'Eye In The Sky'...As far as the
Jon Anderson is concerned, even if you don't play it on the radio, you will love this album to death,
especially: 'Olympia', 'Surrender', and 'Al1l In A Matter Of Time'...Just got the new one from Roxy
Music, and it should fare a lot better than its predecessors. Bryan Ferry's singing and Phil Manzanera's
guitar work sound really fresh. You should key in on: ‘More Than This' and 'To Turn You On'...Last
and certainly not least, the Rods are back with album #2. They're hot to trot and 'too hot to stop'.
This is metal to play for mothers and daughters on prom night. Arrrrgh!...Conversion adds this week
for: Kansas and 707...0ther adds at WCMF are predictable, namely: The new singles from REO Speedwagon
and the Rol11ling Stones...We're also playing the Pete Townshend import, including a song on the slip
side called ‘Man Watching' which will not be on the album. Real good stuff. I can't wait for the
Lp. Thanks to: Paul Yeskel for the telephone preview...Unfortunately, that's all we have room for.
But next week, there shouTd be space for all the great product out there, so I hope all the record
people reading this will refrain from clubbing me to death with their respective albums...Sales Story:
Kansas and Heart debut Top 10; everything else selling more or less the same...Heavy rotatTon 1n the

car for: The FMQB Cassette #2. A fine selection all around. Keep 'em coming...Ta-ta for now!"

WWCK, FLINT, MI P.D./M.D.-MARK MILLER: "About four years ago, when Canadian rock and roll acts were
thought of as Tittle more than glorified bar bands, we took a chance on a band called April Wine.
Their 'First Glance' album shot straight to #1 within a couple of weeks and stayed there for months.
Now, as we approach the release of their latest record 'Power Play', it becomes obvious that the same
skyrocket ride up the charts is imminent, only this time on a national scale. Their last album only
set the stage. 'Power Play', I think, will really bring it all home. If there were any doubts about
this band or Canadian rock in general, let those doubts forever be put to rest."

WTUE, FLINT, MI P.D.éM.D.-MARK MILLER: "If a record company releases an album by an unknown artist
rom now till the end of JuTy, theyve got to be crazy. 1I'd say about half of our current rotation
right now is stuff that's been out for less than three weeks, and they're all superstars--as you all
know. But all of them are real good. The standout is definitely the REO Speedwagon tune. Wouldn't
be surprised if it was #1 on the Song Index next week...Besides REO, we've also added: April Wine,

Rolling Stones, Alan Parsons Project, Glenn Frey, and Cheap Trick...Glenn Frey's album is probably
the best of those three, although there's a lot of creamy stuff on it...Alan Parsons Project has two
standout tracks: 'Step By Step', which is the one we're on; and, 'You're Gonna Get Your Fingers
Burned'...On Cheap Trick, we decided to go with: 'She's Tight'. I can't believe that Robin Zander
still has a voice. Rick Nielsen insists on writing songs that he has to scream--but he does a good
Job at it...The MoteTs continue to move up in sales, which we're all happy about. Now #15...

38 Special debuts in the Top 10 this week...As7a and Van Halen hold down #1 and #2...John Cougar,
Heart, and Kansas all make Eealthy Jjumps this week."

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "Good evening. This is the CBS Evening News, Dan Rather reporting
Tive from Radioland, USA. This sleepy little town in the shadow of Mt. St. Record Company was finally
returning to a state of normalcy, after being nearly buried last Fall following a major eruption of
that volatile mountain next door. Today, things are far from normal in Radioland. Mt. St. Record
Company has erupted again virtually burying this town under tons of vinyl. More on this tragedy later
in the newscast."
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WQMF, LOUISVILLE, KY M.D.-DUKE MEYER: "Adds: Cheap Trick, Genesis 12", REQ Speedwagon single, Glenn
Frey, and RoTTing Stones single...Man is that Glenn Frey album good! It's a little more laid back than
I expected, but it's constantly keeping me company as I work around my cage. ‘Partytown' is a great
Summer anthem...No matter what my personal feelings were on the Cheap Trick, I knew we would have to
deal with it, and we added 'She's Tight' this week...Very close to the John Waite album. To be honest,
I didn't hear it the first couple of times, but now 'Mr. Wonderful' sounds real good, and 'Desperate
Love' also sounds good to me...My newest pet project is: Alan Parsons Project. It's so nice to listen
to. 'You're Gonna Get Your Fingers Burned' is the obvious starter cut, but the traditional Parsons'
tracks make the album for me."

WKZL, WINSTON-SALEM/GREENSBORO, NC M.D.-CHUCK HOLLOWAY: "Where were all these superstar releases a
couple of months ago? Now comes the deTuge. No wonder the record folks were so anxious to get their
product added the last couple of weeks. We're up to our ears in new mega releases, so here we go...
Adds: Survivor, Steve Miller, Alan Parsons Project, April Wine 12", Genesis 12", REO Speedwagon single,
and Rolling Stones single...Increased Play: Heart and Queen...Looking at: Nazareth and the Monroes
for next week...So whose idea was 1t to segue all the songs on the FMQB Sampler #2? That means I can
cheat and run a music sensor to the next track. Also it makes it hard as hell to go back and relisten
to a specific track...Favorite new song of the week: Alan Parsons Project, 'Psychobabble'...I'm
delighted to hear that George Thorogood And The Destroyers have signed a big league deal. EMI's gain...
By the way, congrats to: Terry Lawson on his move to Hotlanta for EMI; and to: Butch Waugh, 'a fine
human being' on being named Capitol Promo Man Of The Year."

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI M.D.-DAVID FILIPQOV: "I agree, Glenn Frey's 'Partytown' is a fine Summer record...
Gary U.S. Bond's comeback is no Tonger a question. This record is bona fide stuff, especially ‘Soul
Deep', Springsteen or no Springsteen...I'm really excited about the new Roxy Music. ‘More Than This'
did real well when we were playing the import. Could be very successful. Their first album without
a sexy female on the cover...It's not often that listening to a live album is like an actual trip to
the show--khe Kinks 'One For The Road' is a good example. Well, David Johansen's 'Live It Up' is one
of those records that falls in that largely unexplored vein of live records that are as good as the
actual show. The Animals medley is the highlight, but the whole thing is pretty damn good."

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY P.D./M.D.-ED LEVINE: "I don't think I can ever remember one week when so many majors
came out and there was so much quality product among them. If I were to give detailed critiques of
each record, Bill would have to add a few more pages to the Sheet. So let me just say that we're all “
very pleased with the new Rolling Stones, REO Speedwagon, April Wine, and Survivor 45's. Fill in the
proper adjectives...Alan Parsons, to me, is his deepest album ever. We're gonna go with: 'You're
Gonna Get Your Fingers Burned' initially, 'Psychobabble' right behind, and the title tune right behind
that...Gary U.S. Bonds is another album that I can easily see going 3 or 4 cuts deep. MWe're starting
with: 'Hold On'. However, the single also has merit, and we're gonna keep a close eye on that one...
For us, the Glenn Frey cut to play is obviously: 'Partytown'. On top of the lyrics, the guys writes
great liner notes...I don't know how many 'Valley Girls' we have in Syracuse, but we do have a lot of
J.A.P.S. at Syracuse University, so I think the record will strike a responsive chord among some
listeners...We're using the title song from the Riot album. As Billy Arnel knows, we've been a
believer in the band since 'Road Racing', and I think this one will %e the album to bring them to the
status of say a Judas Priest...And last, but certainly not least, is our left-field pick: Marshall
Crenshaw. It's a good feeling sometimes to put a record on that you, personally, honestly believe in.
The Crenshaw fits into that category. We're using: 'Someday', but like so many of the other albums
I've talked about, this one has 3 or 4 very strong cuts on it...Lest I forget another week, I would
like to congratulate the boss himself, Kevin Sutter, in his move to IRS. To say he's going to be a
tough act to follow would be a major understatement...Congratulations, again, are in order to: John
Sykes at MTV. Just think, Sykes, three years ago you were nothing but a flunky at AER...While on
the subject of congratulations, Mr. Matela at WZIR has produced his biggest add yet. Congratulations
to: Bobbie and Dino on the birth of Allison. You're next, Utz."

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA M.D.-BOB KELLER: "Well, I'd just like to say once again, folks, that 'Valley
G?rl' 1s definiteTy the #1 request item 5 to 1 around KZAP...The #1 retail record in town is: The
KZAP Hometown album, which has sold 3,000 copies in five days in the city of Sacramento...Also, I'd
1ike to say that we're taking two bus loads of KZAP listeners to Northern California's premier rock
and roll concert which is called 'Mountain Air '82', a large outdoor festival. This year it features
Quarterflash, Loverboy, and Foreigner...Our TV show ‘Capital Rock', which is a locally produced TV
show featuring local bands and national acts as well, hosted by KZAP disc jockeys, has been renewed
for another 13 weeks."

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY M.D.-RAY WHITE: "I'd like to welcome Nancy Abramson as my full-time assistant.
Nancy knows her shit, and she should be able to help you all when I'm on the air...Sitting at the top
of our airplay heap is: Frank Zappa and daughter, Moon...Steve Miller's 'Abracadabra' is DeBella's
Screamer this week...If Gary U.S. Bonds' 'Out Of Work' isn't The Summer song of '82, then I give up.
For the first time, Springsteen and Miami Steve have their production chops down, choosing to stand in
the wings and let Gary shine...We've been wailing on the Genesis live import for a week or so now, and
I gotta say that it's a shame more live Lp s don't sound this good. I guess if everybody toured
their asses off for 12 years or so, maybe they'd make a brilliant live record too...Requests: Monroes,
Axe, and Sparks are drawing a fair amount..As the back of Billy Cobham's record suggests, his players
are not from a jazz background. So before you chuck it, listen to the damn record. 1It's hot. If
you're playing the Dregs, you have no excuse for avoiding Billy's 'Glass Menagerie'."

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-BUCK McWILLIAMS: "Nine adds this week. Don't you dare call us 'musically
depressed’...I"ve got to join the verbal bandwagon and say that Frank Zappa's 'Valley Girl' is one of
the funniest and most requested songs we have. Phones were as instant as Carnation Breakfast...The Alan
Parsons Project is such a finely crafted album, it puts the class back in radio. 'Fingers Burned' is
the track...Glenn Frey should be a smash. Due to the crossover nature of the tunes, there's literally
something for everybody...The extremely helpful F¥QB Cassette has reaffirmed my opinion on three
Lp's: Gary U.S. Bonds, April Wine, and Steve MiTler--aTl outstanding...I like what I hear from the
Clocks...And in the fine tradition of fume-sniffing metalhead trash rock, the Rods have scored again...
REO Speedwagon and the Rolling Stones capture the phones."

WDEK, DEKALB, IL M.D.-BRIAN LEONARD: "Adds: Gary U.S. Bonds, Glenn Frey, Alan Parsons Project, Billy
Cobham, Crusaders, Bobby McFerrin, Hound Dog Taylor, Rolling Stones single, and Steve Miller single...
Take a seasoned pro with one of the best backing bands in existence, place as a front man the soulful
singer who's been around, and you have a great follow-up album from Gary U.S. Bonds. 'Rendezvous'
has been worked and re-worked, but Bruce makes it as if it were Gary's own creation. A lot to choose
from on this Lp...Glenn Frey has departed the Eagles and is not looking back. The changeover is subtle,
but noticeable enough for him to make his own mark in music...And, I also enjoy the snot out of the
Stones single...This Week's Hots: Pat Metheny, Haircut One Hundred, Paul McCartney, Motels, Marshall
Crenshaw, Dave Edmunds, Asia, John Cougar, Queen, Toto, Elton John, Ry Cooder, Jethro Tull, Greg Kihn,
Cheap Trick, and Squeeze."
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WHFS, BETHESDA, MD P.D./M.D.-DAVID EINSTEIN: "Sorry to see good friend Al Twanmo leave his position
after so many years of good service. Looking forward to working with Al again. Need a heavy hitter?
Call Al: (301) 530-5887...We now know where the new Roxy Music Lp is (see last week's comments).

With no girls on the cover, Max Factor just dropped two points. The new cover is great. Talk about
music? It's Roxy--that says it all...Now about the Adrian Belew...Duran Duran doing very well with
'Hungry' and 'Rio‘...Hats off to Debbie Harry and Blondie for continually experimenting with different
musical forms. In this world of formula-ear programmers, it's nice to know listeners can at least

‘go for it' on their turntables. Check out: 'Hunter Gets Captured By The Game' and 'Orchid Club'."

KTIM, SAN RAFAEL, CA M.D.-TRISH ROBBINS: "“"Memorial Day Weekend offers multitudes of music for Bay Area
fans. I Tucked into tickets to the U.C. Berkeley Jazz Festival. A classy event top to bottom, three
day§ Tong. Held outdoors at the Greek Theatre, the setting is fantastic. I experienced much excellent
music, but the one thing that really got me off was hearing the legendary Dizzy Gillespie playing
‘Night In Tunisia' with the Ray Barretto Band. It was like hearing Elvis Presley doing 'Hound Dog'
or the Beatles singing 'Sgt. Pepper' or Elton John doing one of his classics. It was transcendence.
Glad to see packed houses at all the shows. Jazz is alive, well, and with our help, growing."

WQBK, ALBANY, NY M.D.-LIN BREHMER: "Whether or not new music bands acknowledge the debt, the influence
of Roxy Music on the sounds of today's rock and roll is considerable. And after all these years with
only modest success in the U.S., Roxy Music seems to be on the verge of something greater. 'Avalon'
combines a keen sense of rhythm with an ethereal power that can't miss on the radio. 'The Space
Between' is one of the best songs I've heard this year...For the third week in a row, Squeeze, Marshall
Crenshaw, and The Clash are our 3 most played records...Bonnie Riatt's 'Green Light' (the album that
never dies) is a close #4 in airplay. 'River Of Tears' and 'I Can't Help Myself' are my current
favorites...The new Gary U.S. Bonds sounds even stronger than his previous release. 'Out Of Work' and
‘Love's On The Line' are both great rock and roll tunes...I've never been a big April Wine fan, but
I have to admit 'Enough Is Enough' has more hooks than a jitterbug...We're playing import music these
days from both Pete Townshend and Genesis to enormous phone response...How about getting Tom Verlaine
to do a showcase at the New Music Seminar? I know I'd enjoy it."...CO-M.D.-ELLEN McKINNON: "“Personal
to Tom Starr: Hey, hosehead, it was me who challenged you to a softball game. It's no accident that
Lin pTays Teft field. He's out in it most of the time.  Tom, if you want a Flamingo game, talk to me.
Hurry up, our schedule is filling up fast. This coming Saturday night, we meet the Benchwarmers of
PYX106 in the closest thing Albany has to a stadium, Bleeker Field...I'm still hot on the stuff it
looks like most everyone else is just coming around to like: Bow-Wow-Wow; Kim Wilde; 'Cat People'
Soundtrack; and, Haircut One Hundred...The Mike Oldfield 'Family Man' is a killer cut...And so is
the new Stones."

WWWL, MIAMI, FL M.D.-STEVE HUNTINGTON: "The 'Beatles At The Beeb' gave us some tremendous publicity.
The Miami News ran a top of the front page story on it, and the Miami Herald had good articles both
before and after the show...There's not a shortage of hot new albums now. Glenn Frey, Alan Parsons
Project, and Chicago are three more out-of-the-boxers for us...This week's example of how fucked up
radio is: 'Couldn't Love You More' by Martin, Collins, and Clapton. This one is so good it could
win a Grammy (if there was any justice), but it has yet to be embraced by any format other than ours.
Too bad about yours."

WOUR, UTICA/SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-TOM STARR: "Amid all the presumptions posturing that a lot of other
bands seem to be into these days, the Rolling Stones again unleash a record that says it's only rock
and roll and they obviously love it. So do we. What a joy raw and raucous rock and roll can still
be!...Distressed to see so many programmers ignoring the best cut on the Frankie Miller in order to
use ones that sound most like the rest of their air fare. Even the rockers can appreciate a lighter
tune when it's as great as 'To Dream The Dream'. That is the cut...I'm also surprised not to see
more support of 'Calling A1l Girls' on the Queen. That tune has a hypnotic quality that seems to
translate well along all audience segments...And while we're on the subject, even though we like
'You Got Nothing I Want' from Cold Chisel, we're finding that 'Forever Now' is the one that's getting
immediate phones...On the other side of the coin, if anybody told me after Riot's last record that
I'd be anxious to play this one, I'd have recommended that they take a long walk on a short pier--
but here I am three cuts deep and crazy about it. It has just the hard edge we needed. The new
singer obviously helps, but it sounds as though he's been giving some pretty righteous music lessons
to the rest of the band, too."

KNAC, LONG BEACH, CA M.D.-JIMMY CHRISTOPHER: "Roxy Music has a wonderful album. They've lightened
their sound from the beginning days when they came out, back in the early 70's. It's real easy to
listen to, and it has a great cover on it. It's called 'Avalon', and we're four cuts deep on it.

I think it's gonna do well as far as older female demos. Like I say, we've had pretty hot response

on 'The Main Thing' and a few other cuts that we're playing...Altered Images is a great import.
Hopefully, Epic will take it up domestically in the next few weeks. They do a nice version of the

Neil Diamond song, 'Song Sung Blue'. We're playing that, as well as: 'See Those Eyes'...Stevie
Wonder and the double-album compilation of his greatest hits has a couple of new songs, one of which
you should look into called 'The Front Line'. It's about the Vietnam War. 'Front Line' is, of course,
the war front line...Adam Ant is a solo now. He has a good single called 'Goody Two-Shoes'...Rolling
Stones, of course, was delivered by Rock Allen Dibble. ‘'Going To A Go-Go' from their live album

which will be out next week is the cut...We have KNAC Hoolihan's Dodger Night coming up against the
Braves on Monday the 7th. We're taking a couple of buses of listeners to that, and we're looking
forward to it. Go Dodgers, and Go Lakers in six!!...To Joel Webber and his comments last week: The
other station, I know, is playing Bow-Wow-Wow, but so is KNAC. We've played it from the beginning, as
well. We're definitely responsible for part of that 15,000 units that you mentioned. Other than
that, I agree with you on what you said about John Sebastian...Also a comment about Rupert Hine. I
believe it's domestic on ASM and is called 'Waving Not Drowning'. We added it two weeks ago, and we're

having real good success with 'The Set-Up', 'Innocence', and 'Paradise’.

KILO, COLORADO SPRINGS, CO M.D.-ART PHILLIPS: "Fer sure, fer sure. We've got Valley girls even in
Colorado. 'Barf me out’™ 1s destined to become the Summer slang slogan, possibly surpassing Bob &

Doug for laughs and grins. Awesome phones for Moon and her daddy. Now bag those toenails, Hard...

As Black music slowly infiltrates album radio playlists, the world's greatest rock and roll band releases
the old Smokey Robinson classic just in time for Summer. From the subtle lyric changes to the irresist-
able dance beat, ‘'Go-Go' will cross over many formats...The Alan Parsons Project package adds a

nice touch to the current barrage of great music on the streets. ‘Fingers Burned' is the lead track,
but the immediate phone action is coming from the title cut. Using several different vocalists was

a wise move for Parsons...Yes, it's true. Gary U.S. Bonds does appear on the Gary U.S. Bonds album.
'Out Of Work' is the nicest gift Bruce has given out since Southside Johnny got 'The Fever'. We're
banging the single, with 'Hold On' our choice for secondary cuts...Glenn Frey's 'Partytown' is a
natural...I understand if you play the new REO Speedwagon single backward. it's exactly the same as

when played forward...Kim Wilde's 'Kids' is proving itself and clearly deserves a shot. After a few
spins on the air, this will probably become another hot request item."
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KBLE, DES MOINES, IA P.D.-RON SORENSON: "It was a good week for those of us targeting upper demos...
The Alan Parsons Project is right up our slightly aged alley. Though 'Fingers Burned' will probably

get the bulk of album radio play, my money is on: '01d And Wise' with Colin Blumstone, the title track,
and 'Children Of The Moon'...Roxy Music has come back with the same mood as 'Flesh And Blood'. Although
the material doesn't seem quite as consistent, there are several outstanding selections. ‘Take A

Chance With Me', 'More Than This', and 'Turn You On' lead for us...The Gary U.S. Bonds album is every
bit as good as the last. With the Boss and the E Streeters all over this one, too, EMI should get

ready to go to the bank. The Reaganomically 'Out Of Work' is out front, with 'A11 I Need', 'Hold-On',
and 'Club Soul City' in hot pursuit...Other Raves This Week: Greg Copeland, a talented new singer/
songwriter; and, Glenn Frey with an excellent effort on his debut solo flight...Only a half-rave for
Blondie's 'Hunter'. The performance is good, but the material suffers somewhat in comparison to earlier
albums...Congrats to: Bruce Lundvall for a second fine release on the Musicians label. From that
release, Bi1ly Cobham's "Glass Managerie' should be of interest to album rock radio. It's fusion with
an edge, and it would certainly work in an album context...Adds: Alan Parsons Project, Gary U.S. Bonds,
Blondie, Roxy Music, Glenn Frey, Greg Copeland, David Sanchez, Billy Cobham, Thomas Dolby, Duran Duran
Ep, Nazareth 12", and REO Speedwagon 45."

WWCT, PEORIA, IL P.D.-RICK PETERSON: "There's a lot of great music around these days. Trying to find
room for it all Ts tough...Our adds this week include: REQ Speedwagon, Rolling Stones, April Wine,
Alan Parsons Project, Nazareth, Glenn Frey, John Waite, Gary U.S. Bonds, Jon Anderson, The Clash, and
RPM...Krokus 'Long Stick Goes Boom' continues to draw incredible phane response...'Ball And Chain'

from Elton John is also receiving very positive reaction...As far as local sales qo: Kansas, Heart,
and Asia lead...A couple of albums we're considering: Men At Work and The Rods.”
