Initial phones on
both cuts is top 10"...Dick Bascom, WQXM, "Terrible Teddy's new one is one of his best ever (aside from
maybe the first). Lots of great Cuts--leading with 'Bound And Gagged'"...Rob Roman, KLAQ, "Ted is back
with some new people and the same driving rhythm and scorching guitar that made him famous"...Mark Miller,
WWCK, "I think he tried to make a more mature rock and roll record this time, and for the most part,
succeeded.

Go Go's sounds like another hit, They also have a very positive image...We're locking at some new
music coming down the pike from Robert Plant next week...Also, we've heard a track called 'She Sheila'
by The Producers which sounds really good coming soon on Epic...We're still looking for a production
director. Tape and resume to: P.D. Bob Church, 2699 Lee Road, Winter Park, FL 32789."

WWCK, FLINT, MI 14,D.-MARK MILLER- "Catching up on twc week's worth of adds, we're doing: Pete
Townshend, Genesis, David Johansen, Men At Work, Monroes, Balance, Ted Nugent, Nazareth, Eddie Money,
REQ Speedwagon, and April Wine...Some really great stuff out there...Anybody trying 'Somewhere In The
Night' by the Monroes? With just a tad of imagination, it could be a song dore very easily by a
group like Loverboy. Quite hooky and, in my way of thinking, infinitely more mass appeal than Side 1,
cut 1...Except for the single and the 'Stillness Of The Night' cut, the new REQ Speedwagon album is
a major disappointment, But then again, just like the Stones, when an artist gets to a certain
stature, they can put out anything and it'11 sell,, My favorite cut from the Pete Townshend album is
'Somebody Save Me', which could really be a darkhorse choice., It's the one cut that I find myself
going back to over and over again, All in all, I think this album features Pete's best work since
‘Tommy', It's definitely one of the few rock masterpieces,..Can't say enough about the new Balance
tracks, 'Slow Motion' grabs you at a much faster and more intense pace than the name would imply.
The band has really almost struck a perfect balance--hard-edge slashing guitars and melodic vocals
with just the right dash of keyboards...Finally, a couple of comments about two local faves: April
Wine anc Ted Nugent. I can hear at least six radio tracks on the April Wine album. Aperfect follow-up
to 'Nature Of The Beast', and it should do even better saleswise, Con't overlook their version of
‘Tell Me Why'. It just might turn out to be the monster single, much like Journey's 'Who's Crying
Now' or Foreigner's 'Waiting For A Girl'... As for Steady Teddy, I think he tried to make a more
mature rock and roil reccrd this time and, for the most part, succeeded, But it's still that old
style gonzo rock that the kids are really Tooking for.

phone calls...Months ago, we stuck our necks out for 'Eye To Eye'y, and now it Tooks like 'Nice Girls'

Paul at WPLR, and Margaret Locice-o at The Scurce...Congrats to: Our evening jock, Jeff Carlson an
his new bride, Joyce...DeBella's Screawc™ This Week: King Crimson's 'Heartbeat'. The pﬁones are

hot for this one...Unlike some othcrs who Took at the simultaneous release of the Belew and Crimson
Lps as a negative, we found the oppesite true. They complement each other beautifully. The Genesis,
Gabriel, Talkinyg Heads, and Folice fans seem to find the new music much to their liking,..Thanks

to: Howard Bernstein of EMI for bringing ali three of the Stray Cats by. The Cats are one of the
few original new American bands on the scere, ind they deserve your airplay."

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI M.D.-DAVID FILIPOV: "Watching Marshall Crenshaw make progress up the Back Page,
17m both happy that itTs getting played and sorry that the song 707 of you ave playing is the wrong
one. 'Someday, Someway' is a good song, but compared to Robert Gordon's cover, Marshall comes up
lame. Give 'Cynical Girl', 'She Can't Dance', or even 'Mary Anne' 2 chance. But please, this record
is much better than the sinale,..Good to have Joan Jett's 'Surmertime Blues' on vinyl after playing
the tape last Summer. As with every version of this one--it's a great Summer rocker...When Steve
Forbert's incredibly expressive voice is combined with a song the caliber of 'Ya Ya' or 'When You

courage to act o my instincis. Tiet's the trouble with being a superstars MD for too long. You
start thinking like these guys instead of trusting your own judgment. Sorry to keep you on hold so
lTong, Rubyn...My instincts tell me that Bonnie Hayes is a lady to watch. Yes, her style on some of
the songs is very much like the (o Go's, but there's intell-gance in her songs that the Go Go's could
never be accused of ha.ing. Check out: 'Shelly's Boyfriend' and my favorite, 'Joyride'...That
reminds me. Hey, Plen, I added the Go Go's single only because I don't want to be the last this
time. Bit I still Teel the same way about them. The word is 'yuck'...I'm impressed with the album
from X. Lack of space prevented me from adding it this week, but it's a definite left-field pro-
Jjection. Sounds 1ike the Doors and the Airplane meet Gang Of Feur...We're also having fun in the
morning with the single by No Laughing called 'Wor Shu Cpp'. It's basically an old rock and roll riff,
but the lyrics come straight off & Chinese menu...To Mike Bone: And I always thought that all that
stuff about Foto Sessions was just tradepaper bullshit...F.S. to Plen: Lords Of The New Church
sounds promising."

WMJQ, ROCHESTER, MY M.D.-ROGERTA HABER: “Help! I'm drowning in a sea of vinyl. It's amazing how
many records can be releasec in 10 short days. Serves me right for going on vacation, Please bear
with me while [ try to catch up with the rest of you...'Great' is an adjective that should be used
sparingly when describirg rock and rollers. After all, greatness must stand the test of time, and
our art form is reiatively vouny. If anyone deserves that labe!, it's Pete Townshend. As with all
artists whose music is a fcrm of self-examination, Peter is really examining us all. We all experience
lToneliness, fear, joy, love--and that's why we are so touched when given an album like 'Chinese Eyes'.
‘Stardom In Acton', 'Exquisitely Bored', 'Face Dances Part 2', 'Somebody Saved Me'--they all have
sorething special to say to us. The album's masterpiece, 'Slit Skirts', deals with the adjustments
we must makz as we grow older. Townshend's added years have sharpened his skills and deepened his
compassion. We should all be su lucky...The new Genesis set is a joy! The live sides provide us
with the immediacy of a live concert without the excess crowd noise that mars so many live Lp's. The
recording is state of the art. As for the studio side, 'Paperlate’ is already a smash here. 'You
Might Recall’ is-neaded for the same fate. It seems the people can't get enough of Genesis. I bet
Atlantic is glad to hear that...I really wish RFQ Speedwagon had tried something a bit different on
‘Good Trouble'. The only forward movement here is directly to the bank. It's the same smooth
melodies, smooth vocals, smooth instrumentation (note that the operative word here is smooth).

My only complaint is that the
covers are so faithful, it sounds a bit Tike 'Animals On 45',..The new April Wine is not going to
change the course of history, but these boys really know how to rock out. They do it so effortlessly--
like they were born to it...Now I get to tell you what I did on my Summer vacation.

I must thauk everybody at Elektra who helped get me tickets to the Disarmament Concert at the Nassau
Coliseum, particularly: Barry Lvons and M.J. Caliento.

‘The Key' and the title cut are my favorites...For those who dare to play with 'Wild
Dogs', The Rods Lp is monstrous. Chack out their version of 'You Keep Me Hanging'. They do a great
cover...Eddie Money writes and sings so good on the new album that I predict early platinum for this
one.

BOB MEYROWITZ/PETER KAUFF, DIR BROADCASTING (212-371-6850): "All right, you King Biscuit stations, you've
got a great month happening in July with Graham Parker and Sparks on July 11th, Journey on July 18th, and
the Outlaws on the 25th. Look for Foreigner coming up on the Biscuit in August...We've scored yet another
coup on The Inside Track!

JOHN McGHAN, ROLLING STONE PRODUCTIONS (212-758-3800): "'The Continuous History Of Rock And Roll' is 9
months old on July 5th. It is also the #1T weekly album rock show in America and Canada. Thank you very
much. This information is based on a combination of a number of stations and the number of listeners...
'The 48-Hour Continuous History Of Rock And Roll Weekend! scheduled for Labor Day, 1982 has just been
cleared by WLS in Chicago.”

Question Of The Week

There's a feeling in the air that a significant portion of the core listening may be finally toasted
to the max. Q: "Are you sensing an increasing core burnout, and how do you plan to deal with it?

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "We rarely have too much of a burnout problem, because we play a substantial amount
and wide variety of new music and our core library is exceptionally deep. I have to say that your
Led Zeppelins are still very popular."

DOUG D@VIS, KWXL: "We're doing it by finding other cuts of the same year and increasing our oldie
rotation. We've realized that to our older demographic there are a lot of songs that they grew up with
that just weren't being played in this market. Bi1l has spent a lot of time in this market and has
been a successful programmer for many years, and is well aware of the demand of an increased oldie
rotation. I also am using my past experience from Phoenix and we are trying to attack the problem of
core burnout by playing some of the great FM songs of the past." '

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "Yes, this tends to happen every time most of the music starts sounding the same.
The correct way to deal with it is to perceive what fresh approach will be accepted by the audience
and give it to them. I think that there is ample fresh-sounding music available. A1l you have to do
is determine which approach is right for your audience."

MIKE WOLF, WQFMj, "Our core changes every week as we are testing and re-evaluating our playlist almost
on a‘da11¥ basis. So yes, you will see some of the AQR staples burning, but at the same time, these
are 1qmed1ate1y replaced by new AOR staples a 1a Loverboy's 'Working For The Weekend'. Our music
core is constantly changing and evolving in tune with how our listeners musical tastes are developing.
The percentage of o1d to new music is dependent upon how much good new music there is at any one time.
A month or two ago the state of new music being somewhat stagnant, the proportion of oldies increased.

Bﬁt with the flood of fresh new product the last couple of weeks, I expect that the proportion will
change."

TERRY MEINERS, NLBS: ‘“Radio is.a cyclical art form. The cycle has run its course. We either are going
to have to open it wide up again, or put a straw hat on the old mascot and turn to country music.
Wake up everybody!"

LARRY REISMAN, KEZY: '"No, not really. I don't feel that happening right now. I'm sure it will happen,
but we rotate our oldies on a regular basis."

BOB WALTON, WQDR: "I think rather than burnout, I would use the term 'boredom'. Everything is sounding
the‘same. For instance, we recently saw many spinoffs of 'Hill Street Blues' due to the popular
police theme. How many of them have been cancelled? I don't think the guitar is through in '82, but
I do th1ng now is the time to deal with some different sounding records. Not all of them, but we can
be selective in playing something different in album radio."
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QUESTION CONTINUED

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "To a certain extent, yes. Some songs 1ike 'Won't Get Fooled Again' and 'Sta’lr-"3
way To Heaven' for example, are always going to have a high burnout threshhold. Once these tunes are
burned out, I think all a station has to do is back off of them for a short period of time and they'11
bounce right back. For example, with 'Stairway To Heaven', if you're approaching burnout, why not
back off and sbustitute something 1ike 'Heartbreaker/Living Loving Made' or 'Boogie With Stew' for awhile,
give 'Stairway' a rest and it'11 come right back."

DICK BASCOMF WQXM: "I feel there is a certain amount of burnout on certain parts of the core music. Some
5} e stuff, e 'Stairway To Heaven', I don't think will ever burn out. But, we have seen certain
amounts of negative returns on tracks 1ike 'Freebird' by Lynyrd Skynyrd. One way that I feel you
can actively combat burnout is to slow the rotation down on those songs that you feel are beginning
to burn. I don't think you should drop them entirely. Slow them down and then look to those artists
and see if there are any songs that you can utilize to give them a 1ittle more depth. You have to use
extreme caution when adding that depth music."

BRUCE BOND, WZZ0: "We are definitely feeling a burnout. To take care of that we have a category where _
we mix in flavor tracks, tunes from groups already known or one-hit wonders that people are still

familiar with, but haven't heard in a long time. And that makes us sound 1ike we're playing more

music as well as fresh music."

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "It depends on the song, and every station is different. In general, we're enjoying
playing more new product since there is more hot new stuff out, but I wouldn't say the recurrents
seem burned."

RAY WHITE, WLIR: "Yes, I sense the burnout. The most obvious artist in the NY area is Springsteen.
“Even Springsteen, who was thought to be a God and could never burn out, is in fact becoming a tune-out.
What to do is what WLIR has done all along. That is, we establish and develop new artists. Start
at the beginning. The Police being an obvious example. The Police now are a core act. In developing
and breaking these new baby acts and taking them along, they become the new core. So when the Zeppelins
and the Springsteens burn out, we have a new core to go on to."

MARK MILLER. WWCK: "I do sense a very very slight core burnout. Nothing of major proportion at this
particuTar time, but it is something that has to be watched. I think we have to find the record that
will bridge a gap between what we're playing as core music which is basically 70's rock and roll, and
going into the 80's. We can't go too far into the 80's or else we're really going to turn off the
core. But they're getting just a little bit tired, so we do have to come up with something that fits
the bridge there, much 1ike a band 1ike Asia. They take the best of the 70's but still do it in an

80's style."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: “"Absolutely. I think that the segment of the audience that's into new music is
getting much Targer than anybody has measured or knows to date. I also believe that hard core rockers
are having their favorite songs ruined for them by too much airplay overexposure. I find people who
like Led Zeppelin, Bad Company, or The Who are calling up and complaining that they‘'re tired of hearing
the same songs by those bands all the time (not tired of the band, just tired of the songs). To me,
the solution seems to be to increase the amount of cuts played from recognizable core artists--any
Hendrix, Zeppelin, Pink Floyd song would do. There is a growing tolerance for new music and, carefully
selected and programmed, it's an asset to any station."

BUCK McWILLIAMS, WIOT: "It's possible that the clone music 1is burning out, but the classics still stand
the test of time, helped by our astute use of spice music and total control of rotation and categories.”

STEW SCHANTZ, WPDH: "I sense a change in music. I think people are getting bored with the Doors and
such, but 1t"s sti11 strong enough that I don't see a change in the near future as far as our pro-
gramming goes."

JIM BUCKLEY, WRCN: "Basically, the way our rotation is set up, we try and avoid that problem with a
very TlexibTe high rotation. It actually changes every week, so you may hear 'Freebird' every other
day for a month-and-a-half, and after that, maybe once a week or less. And from there on, we rotate
the stock so the burnout is less severe."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "No."

DOUG CL}FTON, KAZY: "I do see a burnout with a 1ot of the mainstream acts who have been around since
the mid 70's that haven't changed with the times. And as far as keeping on top of it, we're going
to stay abreast of new music to balance out the old stuff, the mainstream music."

ROBERTA HABER, WMJQ: "Burnout is the biggest problem we're facing now. It's going to be a problem in
any high rotation format. You play the records that your research shows people want to hear, but
eventually people will tire of them. What we do is continuously test new oldies finding new cuts
as others burn out. We've also found that people get 'unburned' on a song. No one wants to hear

I Love Rock And Rol1' right now, but in 5 months, it will be back. Obviously, new releases feed
the system. We have no desire to be an oldies station. With the hit records we have to be very
g;re:u1 qot to burn the artist as well as the song. For example, right now, Pat Benatar is a crispy

icken.'

RON NENNI, WPYX: "We're not really sensing core burnout on our core material, but we do maintain a
fair amount of depth as preventive maintenance against hurnout."

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "Yes, to some degree. With many stations operating on extremely tight 1ists, including
their oldie categories, the chance for a burnout of even classic rock tunes has to be considered. The
music that the majority of album rock augiences enjoy in some cases is 15 years old. There has been
some response from our audience relating to hearing the same old same old. It used to be that that
comment was. used in talking about current hits that were overplayed. The strategy of any station that
wants to propel itself into the 80's must examine a rotation of even old music which is freshened
gonsistent1y. When you burnout a song that's 15 years old and it has been a classic to most listeners,
it's gone forever. You can't get a new classic Doors song.”

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "The only burnout that we are sensing is on AC/DC. The main strength still seems to
be in superstar acts and that will be confirmed once all of the new major albums get in the stores.

T?$r$ are some fringe elements of the new wavers, but we're not seeing much of an increase in them at
all.”

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "I've always thought the key element of maintenance and staying power of those
selections was to make sure you didn't burn them out. Nothing could be more destructive to today's
rock format than to have your audience hate Led Zeppelin. From what I understand, this is something
of a problem in Detroit, where the big Z has been bludgeoned to death...One way to retard this burn
is to expand on cuts from the classic albums. After all, is there any cut on Zeppelin 4 you can't
play? Why only play two or three. Nothing replaces the classics. New music is the icing where
the classics are the cake."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "I definitely agree that the core is Béing burned, and it's personally frustrating
to me. Although current trends have the listeners liking songs more than groups, there are $till

a number of people who have a strong allegiance to particular bands.

The 'Pelican West' album goes to 41* in Billboard as we continue to rack up impressive
Top 40 adds such as KFRC, (Come in, San Jose.)...Krokus is still decimating audiences throughout the Midwest
with Cheap Trick and we continue to sell, sell, sell the 'One Vice At A Time' album. The Krokus base is
growing every week much to the surprise of a lot of people...San Diego may be suffering from a tuna glut

but KGB has put a breath of fresh air on the radio by adding Pete Shelley's 'Homosapien'. WLIR has the

song in heavy rotation. Now if we could just get Manhattan to wake up to the real world, we could bust
this sucker wide open...Coming soon: Huang Chung, produced by Rhett Davies of Roxy Music fame and the long-
awaited return of The Busboys...Personals: Sky: Per your comments last week. ‘Our music' back then is

now everyone's music (Doobies, Chicago, Steve Miller, CSN&Y, etc.) We grew up. 'Our music' today is

coming out of the clubs, techno-pop. Any bets on what's next?...Bob Bittens: Why can't Arista support
Haircut One Hundred, A Flock Of Seagulls, and The Rods? They are all quality acts in their own genre. There
is no compromising taste in supporting any of these acts. And yes, welcome to the real world, Bob, this

is a capitalist venture. I do believe WHCN charges for its advertising time, don't they?...WLIR: We hear
you. Welcome back...Neil Lasher: Thanks for the kind words...Bob Walton: You are right. The last Alan
Parsons album sold over a mil1lion copies in the U.S. (4 million worldwide). 1T that ain't a hit, what is?...
Pat Evans: Good luck in the Windy City...Rumor has it, Rob Barnett has a Chinaman in his ancestry somewhere."

DEREK SHULMAN, "THE DOGSBODY", POLYGRAM (212-399-7071): "Well, I was one of the metal heads standing

all night at the Garden last Saturday watching the Scorpions and Rainbow blowing the place apart. The
reaction was no surprise as the Dogsbody saw the same bill two nights earlier at the beautiful resort town
of Allentown, PA...John Cougar is teaming it up both at the stores and at radio. John has finally made

it to superstar status which is where he deserves to be. On July 3rd, John will do a benefit show for the
kids of Fort Indiana who saved that town during the flood this Winter. Hoosiers, stick together...Be
ready for the discovery of the 80's, a band from the U.K. called ABC, truly new and great music--which

is very hot on my Walkman on the Upper West Side Cave...Also very hot: Urban heroes (--look out), Pete
Towzsh$n$,FG§nt1e Glant, Roxy Music, (hopefully word of mouth will make this a great album)...Ti1 next
week, T.T.F.N."

JOEL WEBBER, INDEPENDENT (212-255-7408): "The best record I've heard in ages is the import single by Yazoo,
"Situation' b/w "Only You'. There Ts no way this record can not be a hit. It will be released domestically
within the next month, but if you want to hear something amazing, pick up an import copy."

BETH ROSENGARD, B.R.A.S.H. (213-462-4204): "Anyone who's spoken to me in the last few weeks knows that
I"ve flipped out over the debut album by Bonnie Hayes called 'Good Clean Fun'. Well, the album's now out
and you've all got the opportunity to hear what I've been raving about and what got me on a plane up to
San Francisco to see the band live. I enjoyed the entire album so much that I find it hard to choose
cuts to recommend, but start with 'Separating' and 'Joy Ride', move on to 'Girls Like Me' and 'Shelly's
Boyfriend' (the single).

Thanks to Bruce Bond, Rick Allison, and Bob Bittens for
being among the very first not only to fall in love with this record, but to find the room to squeeze it
in among the tons of superstar acts that had to be added. Thanks also to the many others, especially
Rick Allen and Michele Sayre who are major fans and are searching for the room to do likewise...Now, to
borrow a phrase from Ron Sorenson, here are a few short shots: Pete Townshend--this album is so brilliant
I'm considering a new career as a Chinese cowboy; Eddie Money--at least six cuts deep, so don't stop with
the 12"; Axe--Summertime rock and roll at its best, and look for the first single 'Now Or Never';
Mayday--super follow-up to a solid debut. Check out 'Revenge', ‘First Impressions', and ‘Cherry'; Stevie
Wonder--holding strong and recently added at KAZY, KBPI, and WYDD; Balance--'Slow Motion' is a mult-format
smash and 'Undercover Man' is a great rocker; Translator--great way for 415 to kick off the new association
with Columbia; Sherbs--'We Ride Tonight' shipping a.s.a.p. as the single; WGRQ's 'Buffalo Rocks'--a first
rateihome grgwn1c011ection with Cheeks, Bob Campbell, and Actor the standouts to my ears. Thanks for
sending it, Paul."”

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (213-469-2411, Ext. 351): "This is a weird displacement. The normal, average city guy
has now become a "valley' guy. Being in L.A. for 3 weeks definitely has its advantages and its disadvantages.
But hopefully, I'11 live...The new Go Go's single 'Vacation' b/w 'Beatnik Beach' is out and has received
massive album and Top 40 radio support. If you're not into this record, it probably means you haven't
Tistened to it enough.

See ya at the party!...To Bob Bittens: God forbid you
add the Go Go's to WHCN because you don't wanna be last this time. My feelings are that if a song doesn't
hold up to your edification, then don't play it. I never came back to you and pointed out that you were
1?st to add the Go Go's. If you don't believe in them as an act, then they don't deserve to grace your
airwaves."

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-5 emphasis system and totalling the
points on a given Lp.
