Question Of The Week

With all the talk about the 80/20 current vs. old music ratio from the Abrams meetings, we thought you'd
like a peek at the seven categories of new music as broken down by Lee.

. Dance Element...Euro rock. Other examples: ABC, Soft Cell, Thompson Twins.

. Teen Pop........Toni Basil, The Go Go's, etc.

. Hard Core.......Black Flag, Dead Kennedys, Snivelling Shits, Sic Fu*ks.

. Techno Rock.....Human League, Flock Of Seagulls, P-Furs.

. The Novelty Category...Stray Cats and Adam Ant.

. The Street......Dave Edmunds, Nick Lowe (or anybody ever in Rockpile or Brinsley Schwarz).
. Mainstream......Men At Work, Police, Joe Jackson, Clash.

Now that we've categorized the music, here's the seven categories of listeners. Tiis is considered to be
general, since obviously some people don't fit into any of these categories.

1. The Rockers.....The 16~20 year olds into Rush, Pink Floyd, and Robert Plant (as opposed To Led Zep).

2. The Young Rocker.....12-15 year olds who like Ozzy or Iron Maiden, eating Sterno and Judas Priest.

3. Preppies........16=-20 years old with no allegiance to anything other than great songs. They like
"I Ran" but don't know who it's by. No preferanceffor groups.

4, The Teen Pop Category...12-15 year olds, mostly females who 1ike to dance, and 1ike the valley girl
think Toni Basil is the greatest.

5. The Transitionaries...21-28 year olds who 1ike Zep, Pink Floyd, Phil Collins. Hate "punk".

6. The Weekend Hippies...28+, works for Allstate, goes home and listens to the Dead. His wife won't
let him hang those old Fillmore posters in the closet.

7. Trendy..........Sort of like the weekend hippie but is more into whatever is in that week and is
heard a lot of on the radio. Happy listening to Hendrix or dancing to the P-Furs, whichever his
girifriend wants to do.

SO R WA -

Obviously, the Abrams format overhaul was the major buzz this week, so let's go to the phones and see
what the troops think about it. We asked the following respondents if they thought there w9u1d be a
discernable difference in the overall sound of Abrams stations and if they felt that dramatically
increasing the new music quotient was smart programming.

IOBQY HATTRICK: "We've had a lot of success with our format and we see no need presently to make any
maJor_changes. Some months ago, we encouraged client stations to add a current position to their hourly
rotation. That has been implemented,and will remain in place. That doesn't mean a broader current
Tist--it simply means a faster rotation on our currents, and a bit less reliance on some poor testing
oldies...We're responding to the challenge put forth by ever decreasing time spent listening within our
format or sharing with CHR's as they become less ethnic, and MTV sharing (and their influences on musical
tastes). We adjust the rotation on a market by market basis. Our callout system allows for individual
market measurement of core library burn. In some markets, the core library is still quite healthy and
certainly in markets where there has been intense album rock competition among several stations there
is the need to rest the oldies and develop a fresher approach. No one generic philosophy can be applied
to all markets at any given time, but this is the time to be aware, fresh and current without losing your
base. If,.1n fact, our competitors dramatically increase the amount of new music, I will be delighted. I
suspect we'll stay on top of our market burn and adjust accordingly as opposed to just guessing and throwing
out one philosophy for another as a last ditch effort."

LARRY GROVES, KROQ: "I doubt it. I don't think the P.D.'s that work for Abrams are used to it,and I don't
think they will be able to adapt to it. It will take a while...I think it's a dumb move for that kind of
radio because if they start playing 80% currents, that will be a format change that will have them playing

80% more music that they don't research. I think a lot of programmers will be dazed and confused. As for
the audience, who knows?"

JOHN SEBASTIAN: "I understand that they would want to make a big change because they had a disasterous
book. In fact, we at Sebastian/Casey did not lose to them in a single market where we're against them.
Yes, I think there will be a discernable change, and having been in Seattle and Portland the past few
days I already hear a difference. They're primarily talking about currents, which will naturally involve
more modern music, but so far that doesn't seem to be the focus. I don't think it'11 pay off in
the ratings because it accentuates the problem in that they haven't played the right current music. By
playing more wrong currents, they'll make themselves even more vulnerable. In some markets, we have
added more current music, and may very well do more of that. But to go overboard and do something
Tike 80/20 or some radical change like that doesn't seem to be necessary."

TRISH ROBBINS, KTIM: "Yes, I hope so. Judging from the sound of KFOG, they're reaching for things as ™
diverse as Modern Rock and, God help us, Black music. They should be encouraged to go further. I
think it's smart, but I hope it doesn't become limited to things that are deemed Mcdern Music sounding.

LARRY BRUCE, KGB-FM: “The 80-20 headline description has to be simplistic. I expect a far more ‘more
recurrent’ format than a Modern Music one, I think we'll see a substantial increase in Modern Music
hit crossover acts. It's smart programming. My definition of smart js: Programming exciting radio
specific to your marketplace. And if this idea fits that definition for your station, it's smart.”

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "The only prediction I can make about any of the new consultant formats is that
when one song is over they'l1 play another one."

WARREN WILLIAMS, KATT: "I think they'11 play more new music. They'11 have to, to survive. 'A lot' is
an arbitrary term. Yes, it's smart programming--after all, it is 1983."

MICHAEL KIRVEN, WPLR: "Only if they don't research it to death. And play it when it first comes out
instead of 6 months down the line...Only if you mix it up with older stuff. You can't forget or exclude
old stuff.

TOM STEIN, WZXR: "I think the Abrams people will play what people want to hear, and if tha@'s moderq
rock music, yes, they will play it. But they will also play only the good modern rock music...I think
smart programming is playing music that people want to hear."

DAVE BROWN, DC101: “Ever since Dwight Douglas told me that the Senators would never leave Washington,
T've believed everything he said. Why should I start doubting him now? Plus, his credibility will
greatly increase after the nuptials. I've already bought my cheeseboard."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "Well, we are. I think he's absolutely right in that we have to open up our
minds a 1ittle more."

ROB LIPSHUTZ, WAAF: "Yes, see our playlist. Let's hope there's enough good music to fill the demand."

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "Yes, I do. But I think the point has to be made that we're talking about current
product not necessarily being a techo pop station or modern rock station.”

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "“Yes, we're gonna play new music. We're gonna expose current, and we're gonna find
out how our audience feels about it. Initially, they like it. We're noticing already an increased
request action for current music--that certainly says something. But with any consultant information,
you can't forget your gut feelings. That's what makes you locally relevant in your individual market.
The change is coming, but temper that change with thought.”

STEVE FEINSTEIN, WYSP: "Yes, I think they will. If they're smart, they'l1 emphasize established
recurrent from the past year and a half which are still perceived as new and fresh. That's where the
pay dirt in playing newer music is."

CRAIG MARTIN, KZ8K: "I doubt if it'11 be 80% modern music, but I think that it may be close to 80%
overall newer music in their format. At least that's the way I perceive it. If they're going to play
that much more modern music, it's bad programming because it's going overboard. Just like a lot of
Abrams stations did with the modal format in the late 70's."

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "What they're going to do or not going to do is irrelevant at this point. What we have
to remember are two important concepts when making a decision 1ike this: 1. You want to get competitive
ratings for your radio station with whatever format you pursue. 2. The cream will always rise to the
top regardless of the type of music. If you look at the songs that made it big over the last year,
you can see that the audience reacts ultimately to the individual song and not to any significant style.”

BRUCE BOND, WZZO: "“They probably won't be up to 80%, but they definitely will be playing more new
music than before, and it's the smartest thing they've ever done."

THE DOCTOR, WYFE: "Y95 is a Superstars station and I think it's great that Lee Abrams can see what's
happening. It's about time that we realized that it is 1983! New music has always been what has kept
radio alive. Forward momentum is the only way to survive. Sky Daniels once asked why couldn't we
put 'Stairway To Heaven' in a national shrine and just keep 1t there and not have to play it anymore.
It's back to the psychology that radio needs to look at. These songs are so familiar that you almost
want to throw up. Let's look at what we have now and let the old stuff rest."

JIM BUCKLEY, HRQN: "When Lee Abramswants to do something, he usually does. But, as far as being a
smart programming move, I feel that the recurrent catalog is by far the strongest point at most stations
and the new material just tends to break that up a bit."

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M,D.-BOB BITTENS: "Are you a New Music Snob? Take this simple test: 1) Does it
bother you that more stations may be playing your music? 2) Is it more important to you that Modern
Rock remains the soul property of the 'h1p-e1¥te' than to see it exposed to the masses? 3) Do you use
your knowledge and love of new music to make yourself superior to those whose musical tastes run to
more traditional styles? 4) Are you worried about the 'fat cats' cashing in on your music without regard
to thetic concerns? If you answered yes to two-or more of the above, you may be a 'New Music Snob'.
You should remember that music, all of it, is for everybody. Snobbery shouldn't get in the way of
musical progress...On a related subject, although Mr, Hard, I find the information in your Modern Rock
section useful, I'm starting to believe that drawing such lines between musical types only serves to
perpetuate the idea that one type's more important than the other, It's all rock. Let's enjoy the best
and trash the worst, no matter what the style...The best this week: Bryan Adams, Art In America, and
what will be one of this year's biggest modern rock records, the Thompson Twins.,"

KLAQ, EL PASO, TX M.D.-ROB ROMAN: "Superb describes the new Bryan Adams Lp. This man has learned his
lessons well. Tracks abound, but we chose 'I'm Ready' to begin with...Journey has also progressed again.
Perry, Cain and company are breaking into new frontiers...The 'Ferryman' has spoken--play Chris De Burgh...
With alT the newness radio received these days, and after my 12 years in radio, it's interesting to me
to really play records in the way that will give them the most exposure. It seems that radio
has come full circle. In its beginnings, AOR played a lot of new, current music. Then over time, less
and less music was getting exposed. Now once again, we're exposing much more new music and, hence,
the sound is refreshing...The new year brings all this growth, but all that growth must be tempered by
time. May all the blossoms grow and refresh the music, but never forget where we've come from, not all
your listeners are as tired and burned out on classic rock and roll as some of the programmers around
zhe country. Trees and plants that don't nourish their roots wither and die. Rock and roll will never

je."”

WYSP, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-STEVE FEINSTEIN: "Bryan Adams is a joy! Sweetly raspy vocals, strong
writing, and superior production vaTues from Bob Clearmountain. We'll start with 'I'm Ready' and keep
'This Time' and 'Take Me Back' in the wings...Moved up some deserving records: Rachel Sweet, 'Voodoo';
The B'zz, 'Get Angry'; and, Def Leppard, 'Photograph'...Added a couple of neat imports: U2, 'New Year's
Day'; and, Men At Work, 'Or. Heckel And Mr. Jive'...That's 1t for the shortest Feinstein comments in
recorded history."

KZOK, SEATTLE, WA M.D.-CRAIG MARTIN: “Bryan Adams's new album ‘'Cuts Like A Knife' fits just as good as
the Tast one. "I'm Ready' is my Tead track. Also real good are: ‘Cuts', 'The Only One', and just

about any place you drop the needle on the record. Bryan Adams is proving himself a topnotch singer/
songwriter...'Rock Of Ages' is the track getting the requests from the Def Leppard album...We're also
getting good early response to the Journey single. I understand the whole album is going to be much

more of a rocker as well, I'm looking forward to hearing it, but I do have to wonder why CBS is releasing
the album so close to the Schon/Hammer record...Vandenberg's 'Burning Heart' is 1ighting up the phones
both call-ins and call-outs. If you're not on this track, it would be worth your time to try it.

WDIZ, ORLANDO, FL P,.D.-BOB CHURCH: "Thanks to Missing Persons and the folks at Capitol Records for a
great 12th Birthday Party...Timing was great for the Superstars Convention (funny how that worked out).
B/A/M/D gave good convention, but how ‘bout Bill Mims' town next year?,...Mike Lyons has exited the
station. I will take care of music calls. We're looking for a morning person to join Carren Sheldon
on the rude...Special thanks to: Alan Wolmark, Steve Jones, and Ken Stevens."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR ASST. P.D.-GLORIA JOHNSON: "Sales: #1 Men At Work, #2 Stray Cats, #3 Michael
Jackson, #4 Sammy Hagar, #5 Hall & Oates, #6 Triumph, #8 Duran Duran, and Def Leppard debuts at #11...
Requests: #1 Devo, #2 Duran Duran, #3 Def Leppard, #4 new Journey, #5 Stray Cats...Also good calls
for: Golden Earring, 'Twilight ZoneT; and, Missing Persons...Wonderful to read all the positives on
Def Leppard. It burns and it sizzles, and you won't be able to snuff it out. It sets a new standard
for hard rock in the 80's., My early favorite is 'Rock Of Ages'. But once again, there's not a weak
track on the album. The brilliance of Mutt Lange is evidenced throughout. Def Leppard rules in '83...
Was I really in Florida two weeks ago or was it all a dream? Lots of stimulating ideas, although I am
disappointed that not once did I see Mickey Mouse...To Bone: Thanks for the tour of Orlando and the
extreme pleasure of meeting Tom Allom and hearing new tracks from Krokus. Great stuff. Looking forward
to hearing Mark Storaci and Rob Halford together."

WLPX, MILWAUKEE, WI M.D.-SUSIE AUSTIN: "“Lots of new stuff this week due to the fact that we weren't
here last week. We're proud to say LPX was one of the first, if not the first, stations to go on the
rock of the 80's format, and the response has been tremendous. Looking forward to a great year with
this...Things we've gotten on over the course of the last two weeks are: Todd Rundgren; Seagulls import
of 'Windows'; Wall Of Voodoo; Thomas Dolby; Def Leppard; Joe Jackson; Robert Hazard; Black Sabbath;
Heaven; and the best yet, Journey. One of the most incredible songs I've heard. Real kickass, and if
the rest of the album follows suit, it'11 be bigger than Journey ever was if that's at all possible...
Onto bigger and better things and new frontiers. Judas Priest played here to a soldout audience last
week. The group Heaven opened for them and audience response was tremendous. In fact, the cut 'In The
Beginning' goes into heavy this week. So if you haven't checked them out, do it now...It was great to
see old friends like Les Cook, Debbie Dalton, Brent Alberts, Dan Deely and the rest of the LRS gang
and meet some new friends down in Orlando at the Superstars Convention...Congratulations to: Craig Lambert
and Dave Loncao on their recent marriage.

We'll start with the title track...Not
only do 1 feel that Bryan Adams has one of the best albums I've heard in a long time, but definitely has
his best album yet. And thanks to A&M for the $6.98 price--that will be a big help, and I think all
companies should follow suit...The John Hall Band's 'Open Up The Door' is much better than the single.
It's the track we're using. We feel it's a perfect followup to 'Crazy'...The Def Leppard is burning
right thru. The guy obviously had voice coaching, and hesounds much better. Kind of 1ike the transition
when Geddy stepped down from that real high falsetto...Jimmy Del Balzo broke both my legs, and we
finally had to add Scandal. I was a bit trepidatious to start with, but the more I hear it, the better
I 1ike it...The classic Cars feel is making the Ocasek work. Modern Music with a mass appeal flavor
and strong 18-34 appeal...Tony Carey is moving up, too. A perfect sound on the air...Triumph is doing
well too. ‘'Fantasy' is right up there with 'Fight The Geod Fight' and 'Magic Power'."
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WXRT, CHICAGO, IL P.D.-NORM WINER/M.D.~-JOHN MRVOS: "Those who fail to understand History are doomed
to repeat it...It's ironic how AOR radio has become the dinosaur that it once attacked. How is it that
AOR radio allowed itself to be lead astray? The critical element to execution and success is recognition
of responsibility. So, before everyone cues up for a ride on the New Music Clock, let's remember the
role quality programming plays in determining a radio station's success and/or longevity. So let's
stop talking about what's hot at home and put it on the tables of work. Finally, let's not forget that
no one in radio or records has all the answers...This week's quality: Simple Minds with a stunning Lp
that doesn't quit. Hot cuts are: 'Gilting Prize' and "New Gold Dream'. Add this and watch your cumes
IQ soar...Dire Straits. Surly you can't be programming a radio station today and not be playing this
band. This is quality through and through. 'Twisting In The Pool' is the cut...Siouxsie And The
Banshees. This one's an import and probably will never see the light of domestic vinyl and that's a
shame. This would be a wonderful project for Messrs. Jaffe and Sotet and company. The Lp showed up on a
1ot of Top 10 polls, and for good reasons. It's a beautiful package and a great performance by a highly
regarded force in England. The key cut is 'Melt'...Other challenges include: King Sunny Ade. This
is another poll topper. It's music from Nigeria, where Sunny is a huge star and sells a ton of records.
We feel that this is a compelling, exotic record and deserves to be heard and played even if it's at
2AM...Finally, the Dexys is a great success story and a real delight to watch happen. ‘Jackie Wilson'
is the second cut. Thanks to all for listening and reading.”

KQRS, MINNEAPOLIS, MN M.D.-JOE FOLGER: "Bryan Adams is at least five cuts deep and probably the best
album I've heard in a month filled with fantastic releases...Increased Play: Night Ranger. Definitely
picking up phones...Michael Jackson. If you don't believe this record 1s for real, you are missing the
boat...Suburbs. A Minneapolis-based band that will no doubt soon be receiving national recognition in
the very near future...Red Rider. Phone calls have been surprising, not monstrous 1ike the Michael
Jackson, but steady and positive...Tony Carey. I didn't believe at first, but now after 4 weeks of
play, the research and calls have proven me wrong...I'm using Culture Club in middays, and the record
is perfectly accessible for our hybrid position...And the Journey single is the hottest thing of the
week. No doubt about it--every other call (if it's not for Michael Jackson)."

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "Def Leppard is one of the most exciting records to come down the
pike in quite a while. 'Photograph' literally jumps out of the vinyl. But don't pass up 'Too Late
For Love', nice melodic hook there. Young boys do it better...Except you can't get too much better
than Journey's new 45. We can't stop the phones. I think they'd 1ike to hear it about twice an hour...
Frida is a longshot. But in light of Phil Collins's success here in Cincy, we feel that ambience
should work real well here...Golden Earring may be old where you come from, but it's fast becoming a
fave here in Cincinnati. As is Duran Duran. Both these records coming thru real fast...Bryan Adams.
Seems to be temporarily a bit lost in the crush of new stuff, but I have confidence that the tune 'This
Time' is gonna pull thru. That's why we went out so early on it...Chris De Burgh is getting a lot of
curiosity calls. It's just a different enough sound that the audience is real curious--all positive
phones, though...Increased play on: Triumph, a lot of fans on the phone. Already a lot of excitement
about a possible Cincy date...I think Neil Young, the man, sparks more interest than the records.
We're having to deal with a lot of negs...Red Rider is maintaining, although I noticed everyone's
playing 'Crack'. We're one of the few stations stressing 'Breakaway'."

WQXM, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M,D,-DICK BASCOM: "Def Leppard is absolutely phenomenal. The band is
destined to be superstar if they continue to bring us the quality product found on 'Pyromania’.
'Photograph' and 'Rock Til1l You Drop'--two veritable muthers...Ric Ocasek continues to develop, as does
Todd Rundgren and Scandal.,.Red Rider debuted at #15 on our sales chart. I predict this one will be
a major airplay item for months to come..,.Check out: Thomas Dolby's 'One Of My Submarines'--the B Side
of 'Blinded Me With Science'. It's my favorite of the two...And if you're not using 'My City Was Gone'
by the Pretenders, you're missing one of the greatest Pretenders tracks of all time."

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: “Bryan Adams exploded with airplay last year. This year he'll
explode across the board, that means cash across the counter. I have a feeling the album will be with
us at least thru August, and it'11 be one of the biggest albums of the year., I'm as sure of that as I
am that Miami will kick butt against the Redskins., To the hogs: I say Sooeee!! 'cause the killer
bees have got A.J. Duhe...'The Fanatic' by Felony is a song that's a 1ot of fun, for programmers as
well as the audience. It appeals to the purient interest in all of us and I can see a valid comparison
made between this and M's 'Pop Musik'...We had to conduct a'searchparty' to find a track on the John
Hall Band--and it is 'I'm The One'...Journey is getting what you would expect--a lot of audience
reaction, although One wonders what to expect these days. The song could be called 'Safe Journey'.
However, I've heard some of the album and there are a few side steps on the secure path, in particular
Back Talk...The B'zz are taking off quite nicely. 'Angry' is the kind of song we need. Not formula
corporate rock, it's not Modern Music, it's not rockabilly, it's not raunchy heavy metal--basically
a solid rock and roll song."”

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA M.D.-RON NENNI: "No doubt we're excited about the freshening up of DVE in '83,
and it'11 certainly prepare us for continued success in this decade. Yes, we'll be playing much more
new music, but the new music will be balanced between modern and traditional rock...Few albums offer
a variety of excellent material that 'Cuts Like A Knife' does. Bryan Adams is a great songwriter and
that's what really counts. The album proves that quality. 'Take Me Back' and 'Time' are brilliant.
'Take Me Back' is getting phones already...'Blinded Me With Science' from Thomas Dolby should give
Ma Bell a workout...And speaking of requests, #1 this week is 'Burning Heart' from Vandenberg. It's
been building very rapidly...Red Rider goes to heavy this week. We're playing 'Human Race' along with
'Power'...We feel very confident about Robert Hazard's 'Escalator Of Life'. It's interesting and hooky
and sounds a bit Bowie-ish...Tony Carey is happening with encouraging phones, and we're even seeing
some early retail, 'I'm The One' is the cut on the John Hall album. good followup to 'Crazy'.

We're looking forward to giving it a shot...Sure, I'm an old Little Feat fanatic, and that Paul Barrere
suits me just fine, ‘'Sweet Coquette', 'Fool For You', and 'Who Knows For Sure' are great songs and
could be excellent flavor material. Remember when Modern Music was used as flavor? (Editor's Note:
Yea, Ron, last week.)...The B'zz are getting early phones, and we expect retail activity on that
shortly...'Separate Ways' from Journey has to be their best single in years, and the album is a real
rocker. ‘'Chain Reaction' is a great song, as is 'Back Talk'...Of course a lot of interest in the Def
Leppard--already a Top 5 request item."

There
seems to be much good music out right now that it's actually getting difficult to add new records, and
get them on in a decent enough rotation to expose them properly.

"Come On Eileen"--cannot get enuff of this one and the audience is responding very favorably...Just got
the new Styx single 'Mr. Roboto'. By itself, I think it's incredible. But supposedly in the context
of the album, it's even better. I really can't wait for the entire thing...Two local bands you may want
to check out are: The Fabulous Billygoons, with their versions of the Billygoons party rap and 'Spanish
Hacienda'; and, the November Group. If you're interested in either of these, feel free to call me
here at the radio station...Also crazy about the new Journey single. Everything these guys touch turns
to gold...And don't you dare miss 'Work For Love' by Ministry...And now here's DANNY SEZ: ‘Heaven 17's
American debut Lp could have easily been a greatest hits compilation. Their songs are both listenable
and danceable. Favorites are: 'Who'll Stop The Rain' and the new single 'Let Me Go'...Robert E1lis
Orrall's new Lp is great. A1l the tunes are love songs for the 80's, and the duet with Carlene Carter,
'I Cou]dn:t Say No', is sensational. Her voice makes the small hairs on the back of my neck decend up
and out.'"

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record Of The Week: Bryan Adams, 'Take Me Back'. Ah, to go back
to another time when there were no formats, no consultants, there were no conflicts. Of course after
the Convention, the buzz is all on Abrams 80/20 new vs. old ratio. Well, it's a little known fact that
this record is the primary soul impetus for this turnabout. A little over a month ago, Marko Babineau
and J.B. Brenner walked in with an advance cassette to Lee's office in Atlanta.

Rest, goddammit, or you'll rot in
hell!" Then his head jerked up and he said, "You know, this Bryan Adams has made me see the light.
Forget old music. It's the new music that will make radio exciting. Thanks, guys, for showing me the
light. Now let's go celebrate BIG!!"™ With that, everyone lived happily ever after--except Marko and
JB, who were blown out when they handed in the expense report after partying with Lee. Well, some
th1gg§ never change, Seriously, the enthusiasm shown at the Convention has been long overdue. Programmers
suddenly had the restrictive yoke 1ifted and you can see their newfound joy. But I implore you, make
sure whatever you do, be it 80/20 or 50/50, do what's right. Don't let the companies feed on your
enthusiasm and hype you into adding stiffs just because it's 'new music'. I know, because for a couple
of years I let myself get carried away and paid dearly. Remember, there are some real pricks out
there who are hoping you hang yourself with this new stuff. Prove them wrong, so that for once and
for all we can get rid of the non-believers...The next important record: U2."

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-LISA RICHARDS: "WMMR has THE exclusive Philadelphia premiere of the new
Ro111ng Stones movie“Let s Spend The Night Together', which will be shown in the Iargest theater in
Philadelphia on February third at 9:33, which happens to be our frequency. Tom 'Streets' Sheehy, our
Promotions Director, already saw it, and in his inimitable words, 'If you're a Stones fan (and who
isn't), this film wi]] make you drop dead'...Over the weekend I had the opportunity to listen to some
upcoming great new releases including: Eric C]apton s 'Money And Cigarettes' and the latest from U2,
Eric is a]ways best when he plays the gu1tar and he's just steaming out those riffs, especially on
'Shape You're In' and 'Slow Down Linda'. '83 is the year for U2. Their new release due soon is right
in tune with the 'musical revolution', and I predict it'11 be a major album this year. 'Sunday Bloody
Sunday' and 'Two Hearts Beat' are my early leaders. Also, this is an excellent time to reprogram great
songs like 'I Will Follow' and 'Gloria'...Another fine example of the 'musical revolution' is The
Call, 'The Walls Came Down', which Michael Tearson debuted on the 'Gorilla Theater'. We also like 'Turn
A Blind Eye'...Speaking of the Modern Rock sound, Styx certainly has jumped on it with 'Mr. Roboto'...
Little Feat has always been huge in Philadelphia, and the hard-driving guitar rock and roll piano and
wild wandering sax of Paul Barrere's solo effort make this my fave rave of the week. This album will
prove that Paul Barrere can stand on his own two feat...Closely behind Paul has to be Bryan Adams latest
'Cuts Like A Knife'. Very accessible to program and guaranteed to get that bottom end. We think
'Take Me Back' will be the killer cut for radio...Speaking of killer cuts, we added Todd Rundgren's
'Bang The Drum A1l Day' three weeks ago, and since then have moved it to heavy based on great phone
response and our jocks literally fighting each other to play it. Now that's criteria for sing]e material...
Attention my friends at Atlantic: 'Like China' by Phil Collins is your next single!!! I can't get the
lyrics out of my head, it's a hit!...Our listeners are screaming 'Jeopardy', and we can't wait for the
Greg Kihn album...Dexys Midnight Runners continues to build...We're getting reaction to Tony Carey's
'I won't Be Home Tonight'."

WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-RON DIAZ: "Automatic this week: Journey's balls-to-the-wall
‘Separate Ways' and Def Leppard's smokin' Lp...Six months ago, it seemed to be hip to put Journey down.
But looking at it realistically, they're topnotch polished pros. They wait just the right length of
time to put out a new Lp. Journey has it wired down to a science...It's gonna be a heavy metal dogfight
for the #1 slot, and I believe the two contenders will be: Def Leppard ('Heartbreak' broke 'em open
and the new Lp will bring in a new legion of believers). The other crunch act that's on the same level
is Judas Priest ('Screaming For Vengeance' is still selling 1ike hotcakes, and the track still hanging
on the radio here is 'Take These Chains')...Bryan Adams will be huge. What '82 did for John Cougar,
'83 will do for Bryan. This new album is superb. Last year we used ‘Lonely Nights' and 'Fits Ya Good'
with great success. There are so many tracks to choose from on the new Lp that it took four days to
narrow it down to four cuts. He's got his shit so together that the boy ought to be in pictures...

To Bone: Thanks for the T-shirt. Now, where are the pants?"

KSHE, ST. LOUIS, MO M.D.-JACK SILVER: "First and foremost this week is definitely the Bryan Adams
record. 'Cuts Like A Knife' is the deepest record of the year so far. Fresh, alive, and exciting
describe this album. Geez, what a smash!!!,..I never realized how oral I really was, but this Robert
E1is character on RCA gives me an Orrall fixation. 'Tell Me' and 'Senseless' really knock me out.
Hope to find room for this record in the future...'Don't Pay The Ferryman' from Chris De Burgh paints
amazingly visual pictures. The track does indeed explode out of the radio, after having heard it on
our air a couple of times. Thanks to Buck McWilliams for the tip on this record...Frida also gets the
nod here at K-SHE this week. I know the video exposure will help its acceptance... Whatever your
personal feelings are on Black Sabbath, sales cannot be denied. Here in St. Louis, it debuted at #14
sales...And finally, Journey strikes again. 'Separate Ways' fits like a glove, and already the phones
are |1ghting up for this track...Sales Chart H1ghlights Duran Duran at #5, Golden Earring at #10,
Scandal jumped from #52 to #28 (haven't seen a jump that big in awhile), and an album to be reckoned
with, the English Beat, debuts at #31...Finally, I really enjoyed myself at the Convention in Pasadena.
An honor and a pleasure to share thoughts with our nation's top programmers . After talking to so many
in the business, we can all sleep well knowing that the future of radio is in excellent hands."

WHFS, BETHESDA, MD P.D./M.D.-DAVID EINSTEIN: "The new Dire Straits EP 'Twisting By The Pool' is great,
good-time rock and roll; check it out!...The The The edit is in but, quite honestly, it's just fine for
us the way it is. It's the hands-down, #1 most-requested,most-responded piece in quite a while...Also
on the hit 1ist, the new Thomas Dolby 'Blinded By Science'...Dexy's 'Eileen' is getting good phones,
as is Culture Club's 'Hurt Me', and Musical Youth's 'Dutchie' and 'Tumble'...Impressive sales reports
starting on Ric Ocasek."
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KATT, OKLAHOMA CITY, OK M.D.-WARREN WILLIAMS: "Journey goes right to heavy. It's that strong!...
"Photograph” by Def Leppard {s a tremendous cut. Great song, great production...Billy Squier is big
in this town and his 1ive 'She's A Runner' sounds good...'Cuts Like A Knife' is a very good album from
Bryan Adams. It should continue his forward momentum. We'll begin with 'I'm Ready'...Black Sabbath's
'Iron Man' is better than 0zzy's but they could have used 0zzy on the cover to puke jellyfish on the
beach.”

WZZ0Q, BETHLEHEM/ALLENTOWN, PA M.D.-BRUCE BOND: "For the first time ever I'm glad to say I'm happy to
be working for a Burkhart radio station. Although they are about a year behind, we're still ahead of
most stations and we sound fresh and exciting. A couple of tunes are very repetitious, but it really
is 80% new music and WZZO sounds 1ike a radio station again...By the way, the convention at Disney World
was well worth the trip!

KNAC, LONG BEACH, CA M.D.-MARY GODGES: "Some fresh, new records for the naturally progressive rock 'n'
rhythm direction: Dexys, Bangles, Michael Jackson, Heaven 17, Thomas Dolby, Greg Kihn, Grace Jones,
Mnemonic Devices...The second KNAC Ski Trip is sold out. Two chartered buses leave for Mountain High
Holiday Hills in Wrightwood, February 5th."
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WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-BUCK McWILLIAMS: "Long live new rock--Oh, wait a minute, hurray for Modern
Music!! No, that's not it. How about good music? Well, whatever it's called, and whoever it's done
by, 1f it's good, let's play it. I think we all learned our lesson at confessional last week. SO now
that we've been cleansed, how about new adds: Heard Wall Of Voodoo while riding in the back of a
pickup truck heading toward the Border and thought, Holy frijoles, this ain't bad!!

On the air two days and already getting good phones...Single
Bullet Theory is a tight band out of Richmond, VA that fits right into today's modern music...Could not
belfeve how good Tony Carey sounds on the radio. Play it once and listen...Southeast stations should
pay particular attention to the Mondo Montage album on Dolphin Records. Pay special attention to
‘Watching You' by States, 'Modern Girl' from the Snap."

WOMF, LOUISVILLE, KY M.D.-DUKE MEYER: "Adds: Greg Kihn 12", Bryan Adams...I might as well jump onto
the Bryan Adams bandwagon. You hear over and over again, this is going to be one of the top albums, etc.,
etc., and you tune it out. But with this one, I really feel that 'Cuts Like A Knife' is going to be
one of the top albums of the year. We're starting with 'The Only One' with ‘Cuts Like A Knife' following
closely...I don't think I mentioned last week that we are playing the new Journey single. Usually, when
you mention Journey I go into a five minute dissertation of 'give me a break' and 'you've got to be
kidding. But after the first 60 seconds of 'Separate Ways', it was obvious how good this tune is...

WCMF, ROCHESTER, NY M.D.-DAVE KANE: "“If the releases we've seen so far in January are any indication
of what's ahead 1n 1983 then we should all be very psychic with radio acceptance of different musical
styles and less reliance on oldies--things could be very exciting and rewarding...There's a reason why
so many bands recorded songs by Bryan Adams--and the reason is obvious with the release of ‘Cuts Like
A Knife'. Ten impressive new songs, all hook city and delivered with energy and passion that only
Bryan is capable of. We all know he is a star...Play the record and let's drive the point home. The
new Def Leppard is state of the art melodic metal as far as I'm concerned. They are the metal band of
the 80's. 'Photograph' and 'Rock Til You Drop' are the killers, but I believe the real sleeper is 'Too
Late For Love'.

Melody and metal meet...Red Rider and Triumph sound super on the radio...Golden Earring and Night
Ranger won't quit..Getting very good response to Thomas Dolby."
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WLRS, LOUISVILLE, KY M.D.-BRIAN CHRISTOPHER: "Journey goes out of the box and into the hots. The phones
in one week are unreal. We expected that...The Fixx was slow hitting this town but it's cooking now.
Stays in power rotation this week...So sorry but we were forced to ‘diskihntinue' Greg Kihn. Overwhelming
phones, all bad...Be sure and check out that new movie 'Return to Vandenberg', starring Sean 'Look At The
Index' Coakley and Bill 'I'11 be there Friday to take care of this' Heltemes.

Darling', and 'Never Felt This Way Before'...Don't try to adjust your sets, Rodway's in control of your
'‘Horizontal Hold'. ‘'Don't Stop Trying' set up Rodway as an exciting new artist and the album follows up
the promise. Listen to ‘I Am Electric' and 'Don't Knock It Til You Try It'...Triumph conquers! 'Never
Surrender' has moved Triumph into superstar status at album radio. 'World Of Fantasy' and 'Never Surrender'
will be the initial monster tracks. Tour starts in February...'Family Man' and 'Delayed Reaction' continue
the Hall & Oates excitement and 'Winds Of Change' is busting loose from the Starship Lp...Steel Breeze's 'Dreamin
IsEasy' has exploded orto 100 Top40's the past three weeks and looks 1ike a solid second hit from the

album. Also, be sure to catch them on the first leg of the Hall & Oates tour...A record I can't wait to
work: 'When The Going Gets Tough', the forthcoming album from Bow-Wow-Wow."

MIKE COOPER, MIKE COOPER ON IMPORTS (404-355-8686): "A number of domestic releases bring hot product from
afar. You can skip the Hendrix melody on the new Soft Cell album. This is a very solid Lp, more accessible
than the last, which in its first week of release, was the #5 album in England. A British single off the
album is 'Where The Heart Is', but there are other solid tracks off the Lp...Also being issued in the US
is an Ep from Dire Straits. Three of the tracks are from an Ep of new tunes just issued in England, while
the other cut is the British B side of 'Private Investigations'...Also out in the US is a hot single from
Wham! called 'Young GunsGo For It'.

SEAN COAKLEY, ATCO (212-484-6400): “Like many, I came away from last week's convention feeling very posi-
tive about the radio forecast of featuring a higher percentage of current music. This can only be a shot
in the arm for music manufacturers and also help to lessen the frequently comatose state of album radio.

Yes, I would have like to have been in Pasadena Seven
without the Jets) and I realize I hurt many of you by missing the Abrams Convention. However, as John
Sebastian so aptly put it, "I've discovered a void that is too large to leave alone.
