Now he's ready to
share his stuff with the rest of the world. Obviously, 'Life Takes A Life' and 'It's Only Words' are
tremendous tunes; but don't overlook cuts like 'Ocean In Motion' (my personal favorite), 'New Man', and
'Centennial’'. This album is legitimately 5 cuts deep, which is quite rare these days, and which is why
I'm quite excited about. the whole thing...Other new stuff I like this week includes: INXS, Divinyls,
Michael Schenker and Strange Advance."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA DANNY: "Well, it's vacation time around the ranch and Marc is heeding the call of the
Southern breezes, which means that now, for the first time, the full-length feature of Danny Sez...We're
still getting incredible phones on Michael Jackson's'Beat It' and Wall Of Voodoo's 'Mexican Radio'...The
retail reports on Duran Duran are going through the roof with the Lp showing up at #1 sales in the suburbs
...The Thompson Twins Lp is incredible. The pop dance mixture found in these tunes is yet another solid step
for new music.

WNEW-FM, NEW YORK, NY J.D.-JIM MONAGHAN: ‘“Heard any good rumors lately?"

KLOL, HOUSTON, TX M.D.-BLAKE LAWRENCE: "Remember when even Ethyl Merman cut a disco record to jump on what
seemed to be a successful bandwagon? Is history about to repeat itself, now that there is a new band-
wagon called 'Modern Music'? I can see it beginning to happen. A glut of nameless, faceless bands putting
out music definable only by what it isn't. It isn't corporate rock, so it must be right, right? Not
necessarily so. As tired as we in the biz may be of four-guys-with-guitars records, our listeners may
not be quite as quick to change their tastes with us. Those stations purging their oldies libraries
of songs they deemed 'blrned out', and ignoring more traditional-sounding new acts in favor of modern
rockers, may be turning format freshening into what the listeners perceive as format changes. Modern
Music definitely has its place in our playlists, but to dive into the deep end could spe isasterous
losses of core audiences. Are we here to educate audiences, or reflect changing tastes at the rate they
are changing? I feel fortunate that KLOL has pacted with Lee Abrams to help guide us through this very
cﬁangeaEie time. He recognizes a whole new white disco movement which is, I feel, a risky thing to
embrace (at least at this point). To move gradually into new musical genre's is to move wisely into the
future. To change your thinking and your tastes overnight, and to assume that your listeners will too,
could be disasterous."

KBPI, DENVER, CO M.D.-KAREN ALLEN: "I've heard a lot of good music this week that will balance out the
Modern Music we're already playing. First off: Jon Butcher Axis. This guy has a haunting sound that has
staying power. 'Life Takes A Life' sucks you in and won't let you go until you hear it again...Moving on
to Michael Bolton. 'Fools Game' is the song to deal with. It's real straight-ahead rock that will keep
your more traditional rockers around. He'll be moving in as soon as we have a vacancy...Some crossover
music that I particularly like are from Strange Advance and INXS. If INXS didn't grab you at first,
listen again. That hook will have you singing along in no time...The production on Strange Advance is
excellent, making it sound even better on-the-air...I'm sitting on the edge of my seat for the release

of Red Rockers. Who are these guys? Why do I 1ike the song 'China' so much? Will my listeners like it?
That's what I want to know. I sure hope so."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR ASST.P.D.-GLORIA JOHNSON: "Sales: #1-Journey, #2-Def Leppard, #3-Men At Work,
#4-Michael Jackson, and #5-Hall & Oates...Requests: #1-Def Leppard, #2-Missing Persons, #3-Duran Duran,
#4-Styx, #5-Golden Earring and #6-Thomas Dolgy. Also good calls on: Men At Work, Wall Of Voodoo, Sammy
Hagar, Frida and Scandal...Lots of new releases these days, most of them decent enough, but how many of
them are truly great??? I suspect not as many as all the raves I keep reading. [ listened to a pile of
new ones this week and when I was gone, and I had to go back and listen to the Planet P again. Now that's
a great record. 'Why Me', with the Pink-Floyd-type-guitar, is emerging as my favorite. Planet P has
exactly the right sound for rock radio in 1983. Don't ignore it when it arrives...U2's 'New Year's Day'
was featured on our new music show Sunday, and we got an immediate phone response; so it's on...As is

Def Leppard album. Only 2 cuts on the song index? Come on, listen again to 'Pyromania'!! Your ears
will burn. 'Rock Of Ages' is outdistancing ‘Photograph' on the phones here. Wait until Def Leppard
announces a concert in your town, and see how quickly it sells out."

CHR is coming in nice and
easy to make for a 2-prong radio attack that wcrks. -Ministry, yet ancther grower in the early pre-Lp-Ep
stages. Big in the rock clubs and in NY, Chicago, Boston and Tucson (yea, Bubba Jim!) The Ministry
album ships in early March. Stand back!...The Members debut on the FMQB Airplay Index at #39!!! Strong
medicine! We have been working this girl for four months and she's finally put out, thanks to your
support...Attention early birds: Be sure to listen to the Alex Call cassette. A touch of reality in
a time of fantasy...Personals: Anyone that has any information or research regarding the much discussed
backward masking issue, I would like to speak with you. 1 need to compile a listing of the alleged
albums for a future project. A friend who manages a major rock act called to say that after exhaustive
research he has decided to use Chuck Francour as his support on his forthcoming tour. It seems that
the callout research was so strong on Francour that it far outstripped Vandenberg, Taxi, Jon Butcher Axis
and others. Another wise move...Arin 'Heartbreaker' Michaels to holy matrimony this weekend. Don't give
me that mumbo jumbo about the witchdoctor marriage, Arinl 1 still say it's not legal...Jon Kirksy: Don't
pick on Harold Childs--he's smaller than you.

My one biggest complaint
to programmers about this record is that it is not a quick-burn record. If it's been around for nine
months, it's abviously got to have some Tongevity, so don't automatically assume this is a four-week
record. It's not! It is at least a ten-week-plus record. You should be receiving the album 'Call
0f The West' in the next two weeks. Aithough it was released in August, we're re-releasing it just for
you. Look for the cuts 'Call Of The West', 'Tomorrow', and 'Interstate 15'. This is not a one cut
album and neither is the English Beat Lp. A1l you programmers who've slowly and quietly been sliding
off the Beat are wrong. ‘Save It For Later' moves up again to #29 on Bill's Song Index and that's
pretty good for a band that saw no airplay with their first two records on Sire. Go back and listen
again. And also check out 'I Confess'...0ut next week will be Renaissance's new Lp called 'Time Line'.
It features Annie Haslam as well as two other original band members. This is not a folk rock band.
They are art rock in its finest sense, a la Genesis. Don't try to pre-guess this record. Just get
ready to be impressed...Rumor of the week: Is Jon Scott producing the next Skafish record? Rumor has
it it's to be a picture disc of old Jon and Ska embracing...Winner of the 'Der Kommissar' contest--
Falco by a long shot."

JUDY LT30W, ATLANTIC (212-484-6063): “Groundhog, indeed!!! He should have stuck his head out last
Friday...Well enough of the sTush reports. We've got records to report! Frida (I know, shut up Libow).
But really, it's a record. Top 40's got the ball now and we Jjust made breaker! The album airplay is
stronger than every! Many thanks...Paul Barrere is breaking new ground weekly. Of late, L.A., Chicago,
Milwaukee, Dallas, New York City and more. The key cut is 'Fool For You', a very accessible rocker that
deserves your attention. The tour will start in March and should be a great live show...'Like China'
from Phil Collins is making strong headway while the new single 'I Dcn't Cara Anymore' bulTets up the
chart.
