THE FIXX, MCA...Moving up inside the top 5 takes moxie - and "Phantoms" has it to spare - up 4-2 Index, 4-3

Top 5 calls at KWFM, KSQY and WLAV-FM.

KEATS, EMI...KBCO's Doug CLifton gets straight to the point, “If you like Alan Parsons, then you'll definitely

What artists have you forced them on recently?

JERRY GAVIN, WQFM: "Artists on our playlist as a result of CHR pressure include John Waite 'Missing

You'. and John Cafferty & The Beaver Brown Band...Twisted Sister, Bruce Springsteen, Billy Squier, Van Halen,
The 'Fixx, Lindsey Buckingham, Slade, Scandal, Chicago, Night Ranger, Huey Lewis And The News, Chris DeBurgh,
and Ratt aré some of the artists we've forced CHR on recently."

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: "“Absolutely none - and there never will be...I think it's a combination of two songs - Lindsgy
Buckingham's 'Go Insane' and Romeo Void's 'Girl In Trouble'--an example of artists we forced them on recently.

KEVIN MALVEY, WGRX: "Dan Hartman is on our playlist as a result of CHR pressure."

NEAL MIRSKY, WCKO: "Xavion is the only one I see on my list Lecause they were an out-of-the-box add on one of
our CHR stations where I might have waited. Usually we put the pressure on them.,.Twisted Sister, Billy
Squier, Bruce Springsteen, David Bowie and Cyndi Lauper are among the many we forced them on recently."

BRIAN TAYLOR, KQDS: "“None. In my market, KQDS is recognized as the station to establish the best of the new
releases, often out-of-the-box. Even crossover artists as long as they don't compromise our image. For
instance, we were the first to play Prince...Where do I start? From Twisted Sister to the new Billy Idol,
and I'm sure they're scrambling for a copy of the new U2 as we speak."

JOHN AMBERG, WWCT: "I don't think any really...Well, in the past, we've forced them on things 1ike 'Ask The
LoneTy™ by Journey and perhaps the Night Ranger 'Sister Christian'. We try to burn out the songs for the
competition so that the public is tired of them before they play them. And we all know how many times
contemporary radio plays hit songs."

GABE BAPTISTE, WXLP: "Probably Cyndi Lauper is on because of CHR pressure...All of them. We pressure them to

play anything that's rock and roll. If it weren't for 97X, the CHR's in town would only be playing wall-to-wall
Olivia Newton-John and Kenny Rogers."

MATT EFFKEN, KFMQ: "I honestly can't think of any...Ratt, Twisted Sister are two artists we forced CHR on
recently,”™

JIM JONES, KMOD: "Peter Wolf 'Crazy', a very catchy sing-along song with a probable quick burn...Steve Perry's
"Strung Out™ is one we forced CHR on recently."

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "CHR forced us to go on John Waite's 'Missing You'...If anything, Bruce Cockburn is an
artist that we will force on CHR, if they haven't gone on it locally already."

MIKE WHITE, KKCI: "Things that CHR has forced us on: Prince tops the list, Elton John, and Chicago, and
we've forced them on Honeymoon Suite, and Huey Lewis & The News. They were real late and slow on all five
singles, although they eventually did play all of them."

JANICE TAYLOR, KMBY: "We played Billy Idol's 'Flesh For Fantasy' on the 'Rebel Yell' album when it first came
out, However, we then re-added it with the release of the 12" in order to be on top of our CHR competitors...
Romeo Void comes to mind as a record that CHR went on due to our airplay, and in the past, Romeo Void would
have been an artist they never would havetouched."

CHUCK POET, WKLT: "Elton John is on our list because of CHR pressure...Since 'Sister Christian', we've

had to force the CHR on the rest of the Night Ranger material in order for them to keep up with us, and also
Billy Idol."

PAM BROOKS, WPDH: "I don't believe CHR forced us to add these, but we certainly paid more attention to
Bananarama, Tina Turner, Dan Hartman and Elton John thanwe normally would have..,We have made them more aware
of a mainstream sound. With the previous successes of U2, and the strength of their current release, AOR will
probably also find their CHR competitors playing '(Pride) to keep up."

LARRY SHARP, KZOK: "They haven't forced anything on us and vice versa - neither of us react very strongly to
the other.”

JOHN GRAPPONE, WRCN: "We tend to think that the CHR doesn't force us to do anything. I wouldn't normally consider
Ratt to be a CHR band, so I think CHR's airplay of 'Round & Round' was in part due to our airplay."

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "It happens quite often, but there is nothing on our 1list of Top 40 records this week that were

gﬁsrg.gn CHR before us. The closest is Cyndi Lauper's 'She Bop', which we waited on but not any longer than
1 .Il

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "Really none because we go on them first...Prince is the biggest because we played 'Purple
Rain' before anyone and possibly Tina Turner and Romeo Void."

STEVE CHRIS, WCKN: "Bananarama because of airplay and requests...Prince 'Purple Rain', the phones more than any
other reason.”

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "I would say the Rod Stewart...Three fourths of our playlist."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "“They have never forced us on a record...On the other hand, they have picked up numerous records
based on reaction from our airplay including Ratt, Billy Idol, Huey Lewis and many more too numerous to mention."

RALPH TORTORA, WBAB: "“Probably the Prince. We were a little iffy about it in the beginning, although we feel
quite comfortable with it now...Twisted Sister, probably, and hopefully Zebra in the near future."

ANGELA WRIGHT, KXZL: "I feel 1ike CHR's have forced us on Prince, but I also think it's good because Prince
has a Tot to offer. He definitely rocks and it's about time that AOR has noticed this. And I'm thankful to CHR
for that because no one was brave enough to play Prince before...l think we forced them on some Sammy Hagar and

maybe Helix. Kiss is on CHR. Twisted Sister definitely. Krokus also, and I heard Iron Maiden on the CHR the
other day."

CURT GARY, WEBN: "At the present time, to be totally honest, there hasn't been a record that they have forced us
on that we categorically hadn't decided to play, but you may remember that WEBN was the first AOR station in the
country to play Paul Young's 'Come Back And Stay', and that beat every CHR in the world!"

RON SORENSON, KBLE-FM: "None... I don't know, nor do I care!"

CURT MATHIES, WKQQ: "The artist that was there because of CHR pressure was Michael Jackson with Mick Jagger,

and at the time we spent a couple of weeks with 'State Of Shock'...Obvious records on CHR due to AOR exposure
include Quiet Riot, Twisted Sister, Ratt, etc."

INESSA YORK, KGON: "There's nothing on our playlist that comes near the CHR. In this town it's an even
exchange..,The obvious ones they play are Ratt, Twisted Sister, and I hope they get on the Krokus!"

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: “Artists that we are playing due to CHR airplay initially would be the following: Cyndi

Tauper 'She Bop', Lindsey Buckingham 'Go Insane', Rod Stewart 'Some Guys Have A1l The Luck'. Before the

initial HBO commotion, we played 'On The Dark Side' for 6-8 weeks, let the CHR pick up on it, then re-added

it. Much of the metal, such as Ratt's 'Round & Round' and Twisted Sister, are now getting steady airplay on CHR
and generally we have more songs that we give to them, such as 'Cover Me' and 'Let's Go Crazy' by Prince."

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "I don't have a CHR in my market, but I'm burning the AC'S asses with all kinds of things
such as: Tina Turner, Spandau Ballet, Huey Lewis (which was out of character for both of them), John Waite
and Rod Stewart."

DAVE LOGAN, KFOG: "Cyndi Lauper is on our playlist because of CHR pressure...Prince '1999'. They finally got
the message with 'Purple Rain'.

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "I can honestly say none...John Waite is one we've forced CHR on recently."

AMANDA TEPPER, WBRU: "None. We don't play anything just because CHR is playing it...'Eddie And The Cruisers’
might be one example, the John Cafferty cut.”

TOM STEIN, WZXR: "I would have to say Chicago's 'Hard Habit To Break'. We play that for the nuns down here
anyway...The Fixx 'Are We Ourselves' is one we forced CHR on."

THE 0Z, KQAK: "None...I think they'11 have to pick up Frankie Goes To Hollywood."

RICK LAMBERT, KLOL: “John Cafferty 'On The Dark Side'. That's really the only one...The only ones I can think
of that we Torced them on are Billy Squier and Sammy Hagar.". .

Almost top 5: Lou Reed
exploding at retail."”

ueensryche is back w eir tirst full album. And no doubt about it, this is a heavy metal band. Led by
the strong and distinctive vocals of lead singer, Geoff Tate, they do offer a difference from most metal bands.

News From Rock Over London

HELEN TERRY has officially left CULTURE CLUB, with her first solo offering set for an
October 1 release. The single, "Stuttering", is one of three tracks recorded in Detroit,
and was produced by DON WAS. Helen remains on good terms with her former band, and
appears on three tracks from the Club's forthcoming album, "The House Is On Fire". In
the meantime, Helen's busy writing material with BOY GEORGE and ROY HAY for her debut
solo album. She's also been writing with JOE SAMPLE and DENNIS MATKOSKY and recorded
a video in Los Angeles with RUSTY LEMORANDE.

ADAM ANT's been recording a video in London to accompany his new British release "Apollo 9",
his first record this year apart from his one contribution to the "Metropolis" Soundtrack,
"What's Going On". "Apollo 9" was produced by TONY VISCONTI, and is backed by an early
Ant's composition "B Side Baby". The record marks Adam's return to an altogether more raw
and raunchier sound reminiscent of his early days on the wild frontier. Meanwhile, Adam
has stripped his former eight-piece touring band to a three-piece band, which includes
the ever-faithful MARCO PIRRONI, COUNT WICZLING and CHRIS RE NIRO.

WHAM! mainman, GEORGE MICHAEL, has apparently been approached to produce an Lp for German group PROPAGANDA, who
jumped on the TREVOR HORN ﬁandwagon with a debut release, "Dr. Mabuse", on the ZTT record label. George is said
to be thinking about the proposition. In the meantime, he's probably deciding what to do with all the noughts

recently added to his healthy bank balance, because young George has just been declared a millionaire by his
accountant, at the grand old age of 21.

The name of the new MADNESS record label, ZARJAZ , is taken from THARGSPEAK, and means brilliant. THARG is the
hero of the futuristic comic "2000 AD" which the band avidly reads.

BRONSKI BEAT follow up their Rock Over London Top Five hit with the release of their second single "Why". The

gr?g s currently in America putting the finishing touches to their debut album which will be released sometime
n October.

The battle of the bands is on. Following news that CULTURE CLUB is about to release a new single, "War Song",
comes the announcement of a new DURAN DURAN 45. It's called "The Wild Boys", and is due out shortly.

The HUMAN LEAGUE's JO CALLIS is leaving the ranks as a fully-fledged member, but plans to continue working with
the SHEFFIELD BAND on a part-time basis. This means he won't be doing any more photos, interviews,or radio shows
as a member of the band, or playing live. He will continue working with the League in the studio, however, as
well as writing songs. Jo's reason for the move was to give him more time for solo projects.

Listen out for the debut release from THE ADVENTURES, new signings to the Chrysalis record label. The 6 man,
1 woman band hail from the length and breadth of the U.K. and have been scaling the British Top 100 with their
superb new 45, "Another Silent Day". And, if you want to catch them, just tune in to Rock Over London, because
they're just one of the surprises we've got lined up on the show this week. We 1ift off the show with "Apollo 9"
the brand new release from ADAM ANT, and take another throw of the U2 "Boomerang" with exclusive airing of a
B-side track unavailable anywhere outside the U.K...We play the new hard-hitting sound from two great guitar

heroes, SUMMERS and FRIPP, and let the hammer fall with the new QUEEN release. UB40 are back, and so is SPANDAU
