WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "Hall and Oates. What an incredible music machine. When was the last
time they released a single that didn't become a hit. With their uncanny knack of creating hooks, super-
slick production, and Daryl Hall's voice, they can't miss...The year of the soundtrack continues with 'Teachers'.
Our local Capitol rep, Merv Amols, showed me a 9-minute teaser for the film and it looks really hot. Even
if the movie flops, with contributors 1like ZZ Top, Bob Seger and the Motels, the soundtrack album is destined
for big things.

But, from each rental there's got to be compensation to
the artist, songwriter and musicians as well as the company producing the recorded work. To set up and
administer such a system of compensation will not be easy - but it's got to be a better way than wnat exist§
now...New music on WDHA I'm excited about: Tommy Shaw - A1l of Side 1, especially the title cut, 'Heads Up
and 'Lonely School'. It looks like the individual efforts of Styx may add up greater than the whole; Janey
Street album - Streetwise and just plain fun. We added another cut 'Me And My Friends'_to keep her fans at
bay...Speaking of fun, how can you avoid the good time sound of Wham!'s 'Wake Me Up'?, Rickie Lee gones sure
hits home for those upper demos.

HEAVY LENNY, 'HEAVY LENNY PROMOTIONS (213-450-6224/468-4009): "Did you watch the MTV Awards? Did you notice

“how hip some of the commercials were? Could you see that Plymouth Duster shot during 'The Game Of The Week'?

So many spots lately have been geared to the youthful market because the youthful market has so much money

to spend. Yet AOR seems to want to ignore that entire age group - its most vociferous and obvious supporters.
GM's and ad firms keep saying '25+ and screw 12-24', yet have you noticed that only the PD or format get changed
- not the lame and lazy sales staff. There are a tot of products somebody's research incorrectly identifies

the potential audience for. Instead of placidly going along with some out-of-touch-3-piece-suiter's decision,
get off your asses and start selling your format's potency. Go along on some sales presentations instead of
some salesman quoting numbers and demographics. Show 'em the 50,000 who showed up for your outdoor show or a
roomful of contest entries. Videotape your best station promotions and the impact your station has. If you
can't sell your listeners on the music and flash, you sure can‘t sell 'em the commercials. Think how improbable
the concept of MTV was 2 years ago and how they bombarded you everywhere till you believed! This whole industry
is about selling an earful of intangible. We do it with every new artist and every new disc and ¥g% do it with
every new flick of a turntable or microphone switch. Video has proven you can market and successfully sell
music heretofore pegged as specialized, limited or even avant-garde. Again, it's all in the imagery and the
taste you leave on the taste buds. Be a chef, not a short order cook and you'll get four stars and return
customers. Oh, you'll need more than one item on the menu. And on a rare personal endorsement, I'd like to
recommend a cut off a somewhat neglected Lp by Pallas on Capitol, 'Eyes In The Night (Arrive Alive)'. I truly
believe this is the type of record AOR needs and sadly ignores because i1t doesn't know what to do with progressive
rock records of the genre of early 70's Yes, Genesis, Flash, Triumvirat et. al. The resurrection of Yes and
Genesis in the last two years should give you a clue that your audience demands more stimulating and creative
rock. What was once the cornerstone of radio rock is not even a faded memory. Most of you were not selecting
music 10-15 years ago, Some of youdidn't have a radio station to listen to 10-15 years ago. Your first exposure
may have been the Superstars AOR that turned the power on at a wasted FM signal in the late 70's. There's a
magnificent history to utilize to tantalize those 25+ listeners your bosses demand. Don't shortchange your
audience by being a watered down version of the successful CHR. The AOR heritage you possess is worth millions.
Use it...Stay heavy."

DANNY BUCH, ATLANTIC (PRESENT PRODUCT) (212-484-7631): "When your Atlantic rep calls and tells you to devote
“Ralf your entire playlist to Atlantic product, pTease do not hang up. Please be understanding. Please know
in your heart that he speaks truth, and hits, and sales, and requests, and all that other good stuff which
equates to MEGA-RATINGS ($$$) for your station. Here's a brief outline of the fantasmagorical slew of vinyl
begging to be plopped onto your turntable...ZEBRA - The 2nd Lp from the fastest-selling new band in the history

News From Rock Over London

PAUL McCARTNEY releases a new single called “No More Lonely Nights", from the
soundtrack of his new film "Give My Regards To Broad Street". Listen out for
Rock Over London's own rising star, GRAHAM DENE, who's featured as the DJ on the
radio in the opening part of the film...that's if he hasn't ended up on the
cutting room floor.

THE ALARM,who are currently in the studio recording their second Lp. release
"The Chant Has Just Begun" at the beginning of October. Singer, MIKE PETERS
describes it as a tough record that people can dance to, but which continues
to deal with important issues of the day. The B Side is called "The Bells Of
Rhymney", an original Welsh folk song taken from a poem of the same name by
IDRIS DAVIES.

Copies of THE SMITHS last single, "Heaven Knows (I'm Miserable Now)", and their debut
Lp have been withdrawn from record stores across Britain in protest over the
lyrical content of their song, "Suffer Little Children". The record is said to
refer to the horrific Moor murders of the sixties, and complaints have been
made by relatives of the two murdered children. But a spokesman for singer
MORRISEY, who was responsbile for the lyrics, said the song was written out of
deep respect for those involved, and stands as a memorial to the children.

Former ORANGE JUICE guitarist, MALCOLM ROSS turns up as the new guitarist on AZTEC CAMERA's forthcoming Lp,
"Knife".  The Lp was produced by MARK KNOPFLER, who releases his own record ™The Long Road", this week. It's
the theme tune from the DAVID PUTTNAM film "Cal" which notched up rewards at the Cannes Film Festival.

THE STRANGLERS celebrate their tenth anniversary with the release of a new single, "Skin Deep". The song
marks the end of a year long silence from the band with an album called "Aural Sculptures" to follow at
the beginning of November.

DURAN's JOHN TAYLOR has been undergoing secret talks with composer JOHN BARRY about the possibility of the
band doing the soundtrack for the next Bond Movie, "View To Ki11".” Meanwhile John's just finished mixing
the band's live album with producer NILE RODGERS here in London. The group is apparently having some
difficulty agreeing with a title, but "Burning Bright" is apparently a hot contender according.to our
Mr. Taylor.
