How do you explain your job to people outside the radio/record business (in 25 
words or less)? 

What do you like most and least about your job? 

JOE BLOOD, KEZO: "I tell them I work for the CIA.  I'm into covert operations." 

BOB CATANIA, ISLAND: "After 8 years in the business, I still haven't come up with a proper explanation. 
My mother tells everyone I put posters up in record stores.  My father thinks I'm a salesman, and my friends 
could care less, they just like the free records...What I like best is breaking records and the chance to 
interact with hundreds of different personalities all around the country.  Least would be the whole nonsense 
of going backstage.  It's just not what it's cracked up to be." 

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S.: "I tell them simply I'm the geek who tries to convince radio stations to play new 
music - it's that simple...The thing I hate most about my job is incompetent radio people who make their 
decisions off one listen and who in essence have no business being in their job if they have no interest in 
listening to records multiple times.  What I like most is shoving ahit record that nobody heard up radio's 
butt.  It's nirvana." 

MICHAEL STEVENS, KSRR: "I just tell them I'm the President of ABC." 

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: "It has to be one of the most exciting, but very involved, types of work to do.  Most 
people think it's just a lot of glamour but we all know better.. .1 hate Mondays.  I love doing my airshift." 

JEFF GOLD, A&M: "I tell people I have no idea what I do.  I like most dealing with records that I truly love 
myself. I can really get crazy about them. I like least when other people don't agree with me about those 
records.  It's hard to take no for an answer when you know you're right." 

KEVIN YOUNG, WCPZ: "Right off the bat, I say I'm the guy who picks the music.  But I don't pick what I like 
necessarily, I have the job of making the radio station as listenable as possible to our demos.. .1 love 
listening to the music and it pains me when I have to make a decision not to program a record when I know 
it's damn good.  That's in the sense of things that are more experimental as opposed to things that are more 
marketable." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I don't even attempt to explain it to people other than close friends and relatives... 
What I like most is that I'm a pop music freak and this keeps me in touch with everything that's happening. 
I like least all the silly time—consuming unproductive bullshit games that we play in this business." 

PAUL MICHAELS, WXCS: "I tell them I'm the music director and evening personality at the only gosh darn good 
rock and roll radio station in town...I like rock and roll.  I don't like Motley Crue requests." 

GREG HAMMER, WRUF: "I'm a radio announcer and music director and I use both terms simultaneously.  Basically 
I'm Harry's right hand man and I assist him in executing his responsibilities along with radio emergencies... 
I like most being awakened todoan overnight shift when someone doens't show.  I like taking out the garbage 
least " 

BOB LINDEN, KESI: "I explain my job to people as being management and making all sorts of decisions like 
music, promotion, etc.  But usually they just want to know if I can introduce them to some disc jockey on 
the staff...Least would be the termination of employees.  Most is the total involvement in every facet of 
human life in the community. I like the satisfaction of being able to be a positive force in the community. 
And judging from people's reactions, providing a bright spot in their lives with the music we play.  For 
me this is a religion, not radio." 

PAUL RAPPAPORT, COLUMBIA: "Are you kidding?  I can't even describe it to my own parents!...What I like most 
is the music (when it's real), the people (I like all the characters, in fact, this business reminds me of the 
movie 'Guys And Dolls' where everyone has a nickname like 'Harry The Horse', 'Big Julie Fr,m Chicago', etc., etc.), 
the traveling - I love to visit different places and get a feel for what's going on in each individual city; 
not to sound overly mushy but this is a great country and it has a lot to offer in the beauty department, 
the local cuisine department, and in just plain overall local feel.  Just the other night I was bouncing 
around Chinatown in San Francisco thinking 'Hey, I just saw Bruce Springsteen and now I get to experience a 
killer Chinese dinner (Peking Duck and Sizzling Rice Soup at the Far East Cafe) in one of my favorite cities! 
And, they pay me to do this.' It is very fulfilling to be a part of someone's growing career.  To be a part 
3(7--a Bruce Springsteen breaking, to have worked with Dylan, Journey, Santana, Loverboy, Billy Joel, The 
Stones, etc. is the stuff that makes it all worth it.  It has kept my life enriched on the job end.  My 
favorite is when you see something in a band that very few others believe in and you believe and help bring 
it to fruition, like the Psychedelic Furs, Men At Work, and now the Eurogliders.  And, believe it.or not, live 
shows top my list. I love this even more than records; the energy, the magic of the moment kind of thing. 
My least favorite things are needless pressure, pain, and/or torture over records that are not real." 

MATT EFFKEN, KFMQ: "Actually I don't explain my job to people outside the business.  When someone asks what I 
do I tell them I'm a roofer.  That really cuts down on the follow-up questions...Like the most would be a 
3-way tie between getting all the new records first, the people I talk to on the phones, and freebies.  Getting 
to work on time is what I like least about my job." 

DREXEL DEFORD, WYER: "I explain my job by first of all telling them I'm a disc jockey and if they seem 
interested I'll just go on from there...I like music most and the people the most. I like firing someone 
the least." 

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "I just explain to them that the music goes through my ears first...Being up on top of 
the new music is the best part.  What I like the least is being forced to stay on top of all the new music 
(ha, ha)." 

LARRY SHARP, KZOK: "I spend a lot of time having people yelling at me. Most,lunch with Stan Foreman.  Least, 
lunch with Stan Foreman." 

BOB CLARK, WTUE: "I just tell them I work for a radio station and let them ask any further questions from 
there, cause I hate the celebrity status bit when people treat your differently when they find out what you 
do. Most - I really believe this job keeps you young.  Least - lack of free time." 

JOHN GRAPPONE, WRCN: "My duties as Music Director are to act as the liason between record promotion people 
and the program director.  Listening to records, watching the charts, reporting to the trades are some of 
the duties as Music Director at WRCN.  Most people ask:  Do you ever meet any superstars?  If you read my 
comments this week you'll get an answer to that. All in all, my job is avery fulfilling and satisfying part 
of my life. Sometimes I think it takes up too much time, but I love it. The thing I like the least is 
working holidays.' 

CRAIG MARTIN, KRCK: "I sit around and play music all day and someone's foolish enough to pay me for it... 
Well, it's better than digging ditches and it's fun.  I least like trying to answer the Question Of The Week 
intelligently." 

BILL HARD: "I tell kids I'm a rock and roll critic...Otherwise, I explain I'm Editor of a radio/music 
industry trade publication and part-time during dinner speaker.  Like best:  Returning calls...Like 
least:  Satellite delay on phone calls, long expected major albums arriving at deadline, typos, and 
advance cassettes and test pressings with no artist/song breakdown on tape or record itself."

GREG GILLISPIE, WOVE: "I tell people that it's not a job, it's more of a lifestyle or way of life...The 
thing that I like best is that it's ever changing and there are new challenges daily - sometimes hourly. 
The thing I like least is sometimes I wish there were either more hours or I had more arms or legs to get 
everything done at once." 
RON NENNI, WHJY: "Thanks to WKRP, describing the P.D. job isn't that difficult, but the M.D. responsibilities 
are a little unclear to a lot of people.  I always used to say I listen to a lot of records, selected 
the best ones, played them on the radio and engaged in a lot of free lunches...Like best: Seeing response 
to the radio station - with records breaking and promotions attracting attention.  Worst part: Maintaining 
harmony between sales and programming and keeping a staff happy in a market this size." 

CURT GARY, WEBN: "Half my day is being an air personality, which usually is enough to explain that end 
of my business.  The  ther half of my day I'm part radio programmer , part personnel relations director, 
and part public relations director...Best part:  Hearing a song, getting a gut reaction that it's a hit, 
and then having my audience prove that it's a hit.  Worst part:  Liking music and having to explain to 
artists and management that it ain't gonna work." 

PAUL HEINE, WGRQ: "I just tell them I do a four-hour airshift six days a week and the rest of my working 
day is the behind the scenes work of auditioning new records, keeping in touch with record companies, trade 
magazines, concert promoters...The immediacy of the medium is what I like best and being so closely 
connected with rock and roll music.  Least liked:  Long hours and lack of job security." 

ALAN WOLMARK, RCA: "My deepest loves and most possessive hobbies have turned into a living.  Talk rock, 
make some great friends, listen to rock, get it played and help make the hits.  That's what I do.  I 
love it and that's what I like best about it. Thanks to a lot of peoDle here at RCA & previous places. 
I guess I'm just happy as a...Now if I could only figure out how the motorcycle fits in!?!" 

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "I tell people I play records for a living.. .1 love everything.  Sometimes the long hours 
are a bitch. I also don't like the Diet Dr. Pepper which is always the last can left in the soda machine." 

TED EDWARDS, KGB: "I work at a rock and roll radio station and help to screen the songs that finally end 
up on the radio...The thing I like most is the people that I work with.  The thing I like least is my 
lame competition." 

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "I tell them I'm a liason between the P.D. and the record companies...What I like is 
is being in touch with all the people and spotting new product.  What I like least is when you're not 
getting the adds that people are pushing on you." 

BRYAN MILLER, KLPX: "I tell them I'm a checkout lady at a rock and roll supermarket; some stuff we buy, 
some we pass on...What I like most is being able to structure the music in my small cramped quarters 
and hear it back on the air, away from work sounding hotter than a firecracker.  The other side of the 
coin is the paper work.  It drives me nuts." 

ZAK PHILLIPS, KAZY: "Basically I tell them I play records on the radio, and if they have further questions 
I deal with them individually...Corporate politics is what I like least.  The thing I like most is one 
on one listener communication." 

DAVE WEEKS, WEZX: "Basically I explain it as a disc jockey...There are a lot of things I like:  the public/ 
even more than that I enjoy working with professional people who make the biz:  the musicians, record 
reps, and clients, consultants and trade people." 

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "I don't explain cause they'd never understand...What I like most is it beats real work 
and the chance to meet real people.  What I like least is getting up in the middle of the night to do 
morning drive. God, that's brutal." 

JOHN COOPER, WQBK: "I am the P.D. of the best radio station, not just in Albany, but in the USA. That 
always sets them back for a moment and then they say, 'Don't the  DJ's do their own programming?'...The 
best part of the job is the fact that I really like what I'm doing so that it doesn't always feel like a 
job. My least favorite part of the job is getting very little sleep." 

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "I usually tell someone that I'm 'in radio' and if they know anything about it I'll go 
into more specific areas with them...The part I like the least is when my hours being to go over the 40 
hour mark and I'm not getting compensated for it.  The best part about the job, especially the M.D. )is 
it's Christmas every morning when I get the mail." 

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR: "To describe the job I keep it simple and say 'I do the music'...Best thing about 
the job - the variety.  Worst thing about the job is vacuuming the library." 

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "To people who can handle it, I tell them I'm Music Director at a rock and roll 
station.  To ultra conservatists I say I'm a commercial voice artist.  To people who can't understand 
I make up something... Like best:  Being exposed to all the good new music.  The worst:  Not having enough 
hours in the day to be able to put all the new music into good rotation." 

THE ROZ, WIOT: "I tell them I'm a zoo keeper...Love the concerts, records, music which is why I got into 
this biz. Dislike my salary which is more like celery." 

BOB SHOWACRE, WHFS: "Explaining my job is like trying to explain freedom to someone who doesn't know 
what it is...Answering questions in the Dtll Hard Sheet." 

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "Couldn't get a real job...Personal freedom.  Account execs telling me how to run my 
radio station.' 

STEVE CHRIS, WCKN: "The average person thinks I only work on the air.  They think I have the easiest job 
in the world. 'God, you only work 3 to 7.  That must be an easy job'...What I like the most is that I 
don't come in at 9 and I don't leave at 5 - it's not a bank.  It's a very interesting business. There's 
always something going on.  There's no dull routine.  It's radio.  The best way to describe it is that 
it's fun." 

MARO SELBY, KRVV: "I just explain that I'm lucky enough to hear new music as it comes out and decide 
which ones fit our format...What I like most is listening to the great new songs; and,least is wading thru 
the not so great."

PAM BROOKS, WPDH: "Very, very carefully with a lot of hand movements, a lot of excitement, and sometimes a 
tired sigh because invariably somewhere halfway thru the explanation someone says, 'Huh, whadda ya do?' 
and you have to start all over again...What I like most about being M.D. is being close to  the initial 
aura of excitement of new music that comes out.  What I like least is my boss telling me, 'Well, Pam, you 
gotta work 50 hours, it's your job.'" 

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "Very simple.  I tell them that I'm in charge of everything that they hear on the air 
on WWCK.  So if tHey have any complaints, they can bring them all to me...What I like most is the fact 
that it's always changing.  It's always something new every day.  I worked a 9 to 5 job for about 2 weeks 
and swore I'd never do it again.  If I have to work until I'm 65, I might as well have fun.  What I like 
least about it is that sometimes you have to put in some extremely long hours." 

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "For the record I'd say, 'I listen to record reps promote their records.  I add certain 
records, then I play these records'.. .1 like good records, but I don't like bad records." 

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: "Where it's family, friends or new acquaintances, at this stage I'm a vinyl engineer. 
My job is boring and I'm in charge of musical tastes and deal with psycheo  and demographics.  Usually, 
that stops all conversation." 

RAD MESSICK, WDIZ: "Rather nebulously, because if someone is going to make a comment about the station, I'd 
rather they speak their minds than to have them biased.  If it's the loan officer at the bank, I tell 
him I'm the G.M." 

BOB KRANES, WBCN: "All I tell them is it beats working for a living," 

INESSA YORK, KGON: "One of the neatest things is that the business is so hot right now  that there is 
a natural curiosity and excitement about being in the business.  When they ask what I do I say, 'I just 

have fun'." 

AMANDA TEPPER, WBRU: "First I have to explain what a rock station is, and then I usually just say that 
I program all the music that we play.  That means having to explain that the DJ's don't play what they 
want " 

LARRY "THE DUCK" DUNN, WLIR: "I don't bother - no one would believe me." 

MAD MAX, 91X: "I tell people I work for the CIA and I tell them my cover is working as a disc jockey... 
1 like the music most and I like the politics the least." 

LEE ROBERTS, WICT: "I listen to records all day and get paid for it...What I like the most is talking to 
all the radio reps and all the other people in the industry.  What I hate the most are the 14-hour days 
and people/consultants who can't hear music." 

VINCE MERTZ, KZEL: "Basically I'm a slave who gets paid...What I like most about my job is meeting 
people.  What I like least about it is probably the long hours." 

JANE DAVIS, WRAS: "You can't explain it in a few sentences...What I like the most:  The music and the 
people.  What I like the least:  The music and the people.  My biggest pet peeve:  Whan an artist comes 
in your office to promote their record, sits and glares at you and puts you on the spot." 

BILL EVANS, WLUP: "I listen to everything, juggle bullshit from all directions, and remain calm...What 
I like the most is that I'm not hauling 300 lb. bags of sugar over my shoulders.  I like the least not 
being able to play something I like." 

SCOTT MUNI, WNEW: "I have to take care of the problems no one knows about.  If anyone here gets sick and 
needs an operation, they have to clear it through me, cause I'm the Operations Manager...The income.  The 
long hours." 

FLEE ABRAMS: "Media and music psychoanalyist.,. Frequent flyer bonus miles, and unlimited opportunities for 
—personal and professional growth.  Occasional brushes with limited spectrum black and white thinkers." 

DAVE SHEDLOCK, WYDD: "(Laughing) It can't be done.  It can't be printed anyway...There are a lot of great 
people to deal with in this business--no doubt about it.  The thing I like least are 13 hour days." 

CHARLIE KENDALL, WNEW-FM: "I am the only listener to the  radio station that the disc jockeys have to 
answer to... What I like most about it is the absolute power I have over a public broadcasting entity. 
What I like least about it is the absolute lack of power I have over a public broadcasting entity." 

FREDDIE DI SIPIO, HOT TRAX: "Well, since this is a question my father-in-law asks me about once a month, 
you would think one would have a stock answer.

TONY BERNADINI, WBCN: "I'm the Ringmaster in a three-ring-circus...My airshift...Collecting money!" 

MARKO BABINEAU, GEFFEN: "I'm an R&R shrink, babysitter, and unfortunately sometimes bottle washer...And I 
don't wear knee pads...Most:  Having a Don Henley album at the end of the year...Least:  Getting Bill Hard 
on the phone!" 

DAVE LANGE, WSHE: "It depends whether they have a complaint or compliment.  If they have a complaint, I work 
in sales.  If they have a compliment, I own the station...Trying something different on radio...Weird phone 
calls " 

BOB LINDER, WIDHA: "When people ask about radio as a job, the one truism I can say is, 'it's never boring'. 
The certainty of constant change offers more than enough challenge to anyone wanting to stay on top of 
things.  If you snooze, you lose.  But if you're alert and smart, you can jump ahead quickly.  I was 
attracted to the electronic communications field because of the opportunity to instantly spread some enjoy-
ment and special information and maybe help make the world a bit better.  I would urge those just entering 
radio to be careful not to get overly entangled in the politics and sometimes cut-throat business aspects 
of radio.  It's all too easy to lose the balance and enjoyment of meeting your original goals."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "I tell people it's a dirty, filthy, disgusting job,but God damn it, somebody's got to 
spend all their time listening to new records...I like the best,listening to new records.  Least I like 
collecting accounts receivable, and/or being pressured to play the third or fourth single from an album" 

JIM JONES, KMOD: "In talking to people outside the radio business, I don't need to really explain the job 
of music director because it's self-explanatory. But to the ones wondering in depth, I just tell them 
that I'm responsible for listening to hundreds of new acts and taking the sound that fits KMOD's image 
out of the many to select from.. .1 like the recognition that comes from believing in a sound or a style of 
music that goes from the discovery stages to the top 10 nationwide.  Least is talking to listeners about 
why we don't play their favorite songs that no one else ever heard of." 

JOHN AMBERG, WWCT: "I listen to music, I help decide what music gets on the radio, I talk to people from 
record companies, and I put together a playlist from the stations...What I like most is just having the 
chance to listen to all the great new music and deciding how I can use my ears to the best of my ability to 
get the best new music on the radio.  What I like least is making up the music lit every day and sometimes, 
but not often, dealing with some less than friendly record companies." 

TED UTZ, KTXQ: "I tell people that I work 4 hours a day, wear  T-shirts and ripped-up blue jeans, go to 
free concerts, get free records, and make $150,000 a year ...I like least a phone call at 4:00 in the morning 
telling me that the morning guy has a hangover and won't be in.  The biggest 12+ share in the marketplace 

is what I like the most." 

ANDI TURCO, WPYX: "I guess I just try to be a combination of a politician, a musician and an entertainer... There 
isn't one aspect of this job that I like the most, 'cause I really like what I'm doing.  Trying to keep my 
personal life out of my professional life is what I like the least--you always have to be 'on', even during the 
time when you don't feel like being 'on' " 

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "I just simply say I'm the guy who keeps all the motorhead music off the air.  I can't 
possibly answer what I like the most about my job in 25 words or less. What I hate most about it is the way 
competitors are trained and/or expected to hate you for no reason.  I've seen and experienced some 
unbelieveably non-human behavior.  Also, I'm very much against the prevailing spirit of greed that keeps 
the satin jacket crowd in this business.  You'd think they would have learned their lesson by now." 

BONNIE STACY, KNCN: 'Generally I refer to myself as a music programmer.  If it's someone who has no idea what 
radio is about, I try to keep it as simple as possible...The thing I like the most about my job is to bring 
new music to people, and educate them to rock and roll, its background and future.  I like least having to get 
up early in the morning, because I love to sleep." 

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "I'm music director which means I listen to lots of records each week and pick out the 
ones I feel are right for our station.  I talk with people in the record business throughout the week and 
report my playlist to several trade magazines.  Other than that I don't do a lot...Listening to the records, 
being able to have dinner and talk music with record people and seeing some of my favorite performers - these 
are the things I like best.  Least would be the amount of time spent on the telephone. I realize it's 
important being in communication with everyone, but sometimes I feel I have the receiver glued to my head." 

RENEE IGARTA, KZEW: "What I like is that it shows the work  that's behind the music business and getting 
records on the air, and what bands have to go through to get their records on the chart.  It's not as easy 
or glamorous as it seems.  It takes lots of dedication and determination, and you have to be able to take 
the bad with the good as well as do hard work to get what you want to get out of it." 

STEVE BRIDGES, KFMH: "I tell them that I represent the air product of the advertising industry, and that 
they let me wear jeans to work just to humor me because I am such an enormous talent.  The guys that aren't 
as good as me have to wear suits...I most like the people and the contact.  I least like the fact that the 
people in the industry sometimes belittle and degrade the industry because of their own frustrations. 
People in radio bitch too much." 

HAL BRANDT, WXKE: "I tell them I'm on the air and if they're outside the station they really don't care about 
the mechanics.  They'll say, 'I bet that's fun', 'I bet you make a lot of money', and I tell them 'yes' 
to the fun question, and 'no' to the money question...What I like least is music being reduced to facts, 
figures, and chart moves - and sometimes I listen to it only as a tool to gain ratings.  What I like is 
that things are constantly changing.  There is not a factory feel to the job - there's always different input." 

DANA JANG, KOME: "I listen to all the new records, communicate with the record companies on how their records 
are doing on the radio station and if their new records would fit on the station, and be aware of what other 
stations are playing locally as well as nationally...What I like least is that I'd like to be a more well-
rounded radio person, and although music is what it's all about, it leaves me little time to be knowledgeable 
on more aspects of radio.  Getting the first hearing of all the new records that come out is what I like 

the most." 

GREG TORRINGTON, CHEZ: "I'm the guy who listens to all those records that you see in the stores and wonder 
who listens to them all...Considering that I love music it certainly is great to be paid to listen to it 
and the free albums and concert tickets aren't too bad either. The thing I like the least is weekend air 
shifts." 

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "What I hate about my job is that I don't make enough money.  What I like is that outside 
of the business people think I make a lot of money...I tell them that I run the whole show and I'm totally 
indispensable.  They believe it anyway."

BILL:  LET'S START WITH YOUR PERSPECTIVE ON THE CURRENT STATE OF ALBUM RADIO. 

LARRY:  In terms of people working the format, there seems to be a lot of self-doubt, insecurity, and 
questions about whether rock and roll is a viable format.  I think what we have now is simply 
too much discussion and too much analysis.  And with all due respect to you, Bill, and your counter-
parts at other nameless media outlets, we have too mush press.  There is a tendency for people in 
the industry to believe what's in print--even though it may only be one person's opinion.  The fact 
that a consultant from here or radio guru from there says album rock is a dying format  gains credi-
bility by print exposure.  As a member of the media myself, I have a healthy mistrust of the lemming 
like tendency of the public to believe what they read. 

BILL:  IT SEEMS TO ME THE AVERAGE MEDIA TYPE TENDS TO JUMP ON BANDWAGONS AND JUMP TO CONCLUSIONS AT LEAST 
AS FAST AS THE AUDIENCE THEY ARE TRYING TO MANIPULATE. 

LARRY:  I would hope that we would be less susceptible to media manipulation  since we know the ins and outs, 
but that's obviously not the case.  We have to be at the cutting edge in rock radio, trying to 
anticipate trending and stay one step ahead of the audience.  I think the problems arise when we 
attempt to be four steps ahead of the audience and fail to realize what the listeners want and need 
in our own individual marketplace.  Instead, we may attempt to carry over a trend from Los Angeles or 
New York or England--which may or may not be relevant to the people who listen to our radio station. 
The key issue is that,above all else, radio is a local medium. That is our unique advantage.  We 
can respond to the street, which is why satellite rock radio isn't going to work.  Bottom line--what's 
hip in Portland today may not work in Atlanta for months.  Attempting to program your radio station 
by reading comments in the trades, and getting involved in discussions about the "big new trend" be 
it the modern rock of two years ago or the metal of today, should not be your primary concern.  Let 
your local listeners tell you. 

BILL:  WE'VE BEEN LIVING WITH THE "AOR  IS STEPCHILD TO CHR, AC AND OTHER MORE ADULT-ORIENTED FORMATS" RAP FOR 
YEARS NOW.  DO YOU THINK ITS GIVEN US AN INFERIORITY COMPLEX ABOUT OUR PRODUCT? 

LARRY:  I absolutely agree that is one factor, but I think it's possible to get beyond that.  Any good 
psychologist will tell you that you're only as inferior as you allow yourself to be.  What's really 
put us in a bind is ten years of following consultants, several years of chasing the buzzwords of 
the trades and the management belief in the rap that you can't make real money as an album rock radio 
station.  In reality, there are plenty of examples that directly contradict that assumption.  KGB is the 
#2 billing station in San Diego.  We make a lot of money.  We're #1 in men 25-24, #2 25-49 adults, 
and we ROCK.  There are plenty of AOR's with such a profile, such as KSRR, WEBN, WLVQ, and KDKB, but 
the trade press is not discussing that.  They are focusing, on failure, and that's not a good service 
for anyone.  We should focus on positive role models and how to do it right--not why it's screwed up. 

BILL:  ENCAPSULATE THE FATES AND FORTUNES OF AOR OVER THE LAST DECADE. 

LARRY:  Ten years ago the progressive lists started to tighten.  Then we narrowed into hit AOR. and 
that trend took a long period of time, concurrent with the demise of CHR in the early 70's.  Then 
the focus became strong hit AOR--not only the music but very structured formatics. As the music mix 
got narrower we took over the CHR position.  John Sebastian added CHR characteristics to AOR to 
the point that many stations in the format became incredibly narrow, delivering awesome numbers a 
la COZ, by combining the CHR and the AOR audience.  Then we went into "core burnout" which was the 
buzzword of '79-'80.  I'm not talking any individual stations, just as a general discussion there was 
a feeling that we had worn out the "classics".  Stations that did not get too narrow and remained 
consistent in attempting to play the best of rock and roll were able to triumph over core burnout 
a la WMMS, WBCN, KGB...Then the modern music fad followed and we saw many stations leap a million 
miles from their center to the other side.  Many went into modern much too heavily--some of the 
audience followed, some left.  Then came modern burnout and many of the same stations that leaped 
feet first into modern  jumped back into metal.  Now, not only are the programmers confused, but 
the audience has a very difficult time figuring out what the hell their rock and roll station is doing. 
There has been no consistency, and the stations in trouble are those that have been all over the road. 

BILL:  CATALOG THE MAJOR PROGRAMMING GOALS THAT YOU FEEL WE'VE LOST TRACK OF. 

LARRY:  First, strategic targeting.  What does the market want?  Where is the audience available?  What kind 
of music do they like?  According to the people who listen to it, not according to the people who BS 
in the trades.  What is the sound of the station supposed to be?...Point 2.  Simple format mechanics. 
Call letters first out of music.  I can't tell you how many major market radio stations don't say their 
call letters.  How do you get ratings if the listener doesn't know who to put down in the ARB diary... 
Music sweeps across the quarter hours.  Why in God's name would you put a spot break at the top, :15, 
:30, or :45?...Point 3.  Consistency in sound.  This is very difficult for a number of stations to 
achieve now, having been inconsistent for several years.  But you have to tow the line and make a 
committment based on what the audience says, then you play it, and you DO NOT follow the trend.  You 
don't jump on the next bandwagon.  If they want to hear Led Zeppelin, then, by God, play Led Zep. 
Don't play what you want to hear or what someone in a market 200 miles away thinks your audience wants 
to hear,, .Point 4.  Format integrity.  People go to different radio stations because they are looking 
for something--be it news, beautiful music or love songs.  They go to a rock and roll station because 
they want to rock--not because they want to hear the latest esoteric band or because they want to 
hear a Top 40 song.  They want to hear a rock song.  You have to have format integrity...Point 5.  You 
have to deliver good personality.  A station should sound like it's fun  and exciting, like you would 
want to have it in your home or car...And each of the jocks should be a personality.  Not a card-
reading machine —Point 6.  Promote, promote and promote, and do promotions that get people to 
listen to your station or keep them there longer once they get there.  Don't spend all your time doing 
image promotions.  Give some cash away, do a cume building contest, and get yourself out there.  The 
thing that AOR people can take from successful CHR, AC, beautiful music or even news stations  is 
how to promote.  You custom tailor advertising and promotion to your format_  A well-promoted, well-
advertised radio station of any format has a lot to teach anybody. 



Paging... Larry Bruce 
BILL:  WITH ALL THE TALK ABOUT ETHNIC WEIGHTING AFFECTING AOR'S 18-34 MALE SAMPLE, HOW HAVE YOU DONE SO 

WELL IN SAN DIEGO IN SUCH A HEAVILY ETHNIC MARKET? 

San Diego is a unique market in that ethnic weighting, as such, will probably not 

be in until 1990.  A great deal of the ethnic mix of this marketplace goes unreported in the census be-
cause they're unwilling to respond to "official documents" even after they've been here for ten years. 
I do have spikey books, occasionally, where the 18-34 men get a very high Hispanic sampling.  My 
numbers go down and the CHR and urban numbers to up, but that's one book.  Getting back to consistency, 
one down book over two or three or four is not gonna kill you. 

BILL:  DO YOU THINK THAT "ONE DOWN BOOK" OFTEN RESULTS IN POORLY THOUGHT-OUT FORMAT MODIFICATION? 

LARRY:  Sure, because if yo  J don't know what your target is, and you don't have a consistent approach, and 
everyone from the General Manager to the PD, Sales Manager, Music Director and jocks is not in agree-
ment, panic-oriented programming can totally blow it for you.  Everybody has to be on the same team, 
and that takes strong leadership.  In our organization, the general manager, myself, Ted and the 
owners are all in agreement.  In an organization where things have not gone so well, you need a 
strong leader to fix it, and the PD is the logical candidate to lead them in the right direction. 

BILL:  WHAT ARE YOU DOING DIFFERENTLY THAN MOST AOR'S? 

LARRY:  Ted and I put a lot more emphasis on our tarçet.  Who listens to this damned radio station?  We talk 
to the listeners individually, we do call out, we do intensive research, we hang out with them--the 
jocks talk to them at club nights, every phored-in complaint about the programming comes to me, and 
I talk to them, even it it takes 10 or 15 or 20 minutes.  These are the people who are important, 
not the record guy (my apologies to my friends in the business), not the account executive, not the 
information you get from the trades--what really counts is the comments the listeners make. 

BILL:  THEY SAY IT AND YOU PLAY IT, RIGHT?  HOW DOES PERSONAL TASTE ENTER INTO MUSIC DECISIONS? 

LARRY:  I'm playing stuff that I can't stand, we're playing stuff Ted can't stand, and those records shall 
remain nameless.  But our listeners like it and they tell us they do.  What I see happening around 
the country is people talking about records they love a la "it's an artistic triumph and I've got it 
in medium", .If it's an artistic triumph, that's why God made turntables, so you could listen at home. 
I feel there should not be any ordained crusade to educate the listener about music--be it modern or 
metal.  That's one major music programming error.

LARRY: 

LET'S DISCUSS CHR CROSSOVERS. 

In talking with my target audience, I'm finding out Michael Jackson's glove makes them nauseous, 
so does Boy George's act.  They want to rock and that posturing is unacceptable.  I get involved 
in pop crossovers only when they sound like the station.  The station rocks.  I'll play some Hall 
and Oates songs--some I don't.  I'm playing Dennis De Young, but it's dayparted.  I'm not playing 
Tina Turner, not playing Cyndi Lauper, not playing Prince, and I'm not playing Michael Jackson.  I 
did play the one Michael Jackson song with Eddie Van Halen, but only at the beginning, and only as 
long as it took to make a point that we were playing a song with Eddie Van Halen, just as something 
in passing.  Then it was over. 

BILL:  ADDRESS THE ARGUMENT THAT YOU ARE BEST OFF JUMPING IN EARLY ON MASS APPEALS HITS, WEARING THEM OUT, 
AND HANDING CHR A CRISPY CRITTER. 

LARRY:  Excellent,  A great idea. Any time it's a rock song, you should do that. Any time you violate the 
2xpectation of your core listeners on the assumption that artist "will be a smasn hit, therefore you 
can burn it out", you're not servicing your people.  You are losing as many core listeners when you 
play that record as you might gain via tuneout from the CHR.

WGRQ, BUFFALO, NY  ASST. P.D.-PAUL HEINE: "At first I thought John Cafferty and the Beaver Brown Band 
were just a cheap immitation ortruce Springsteen but after seeing the Beavers perform live, and after 
talking with John, I'm convinced that these guys will be bigger than we or they ever imagined.  In concert 
they deliver pure rock and roll energy of the highest quality, and boy, can they work an audience!  The 
sold-out crowd of 2000+ in Buffalo was ecstatic.  Every song from the new album sounded like a 'Stone In 
The Wall' smash especially the title cut 'Tough All Over' and the first single 'Small Town Girls'.  This 
record will be huge...The 'Eddie And The Cruisers' soundtrack has sold over 10,000 units in Buffalo alone. 
When it comes to John Cafferty and The Beaver Brown Band, it ain't no movie--itt the real thing...We're 
not concealing the new J. Geils record from our airwaves.  The patented Geils combination of humor, hooks, 
horns and harmony is a proven winner, no matter who's singing.  Blow your face out...Major reaction to 
Julian Lennon, big calls and Top 10 sales.  'Valotte  got their attention but 'Too Late For Goodbyes' will 
bring this album home...Steve Miller has delivered his best since 'Book Of Dreams' and 'Fly Like An Eagle'. 
'Italian X-Rays' is very deep. We're into our second track now with 'Golden Opportunity'...The Honeydrippers 
join #1 retail and #1 requests, but doesn't 'Rockin' At Midnight' sound like Robert Plant doing the 'Curly 
Shuffle?' Just ask Doug Dombrowski!...Hot phones on Kim Mitchell's 'Go For Soda'.  Why doesn't Kim have an 
American label deal?  This record is a h-i-t as anyone who has played it will tell you...We're getting a lot 
of reaction and a bit of controversy over Jerry Harris and Bootsy Collins 'Five Minutes' record.  They took 
a tape of Reagan's infamous line about 'We begin bombing in five minutes', and made a rap record out of it. 
Great timing...Don Henley's 'Boys Of Summer' is the strongest record to come out of the Eagle  camp since 
they split up...The direction on REO's 'Wheels Are Turnin'  is what's made them AOR staples in the late 70's 
and early 80's.  Great to see them returning to their heartland rock and roll roots...Top 5 sales: Honey-
drippers, Springsteen, Prince, Huey Lewis,'Eddie And The Cruisers', with Julian Lennon debuting at #6...Top  

5 phones: Kim Mitchell's 'Go For Soda' , Sam  il Sammy Hagar '55', Springsteen and Cafferty Lp tracks  at  3 and  , 

and Duran Duran 'Wild Boys' at #5." 
WDIZ, ORLANDO, FL  P.D.-RAD MESSICK: "What a spectacular Deep Purple album.  I hear'Machine Head'part 2, 
and the phones back it up.  We're going with 'Perfect Stranger', and 'Knocking AtYour Back Door'--a great 
second track. Special thanks to the ABC Rock Network, Don Bernstein, Drew Murray, and all the wonderful 
people at the press conference. What a hot weekend...The Don Henley song is the most amazing thing I've 
heard from him since 'Hotel California'.  In my personal opinion, the only song currently out that can 
touch it for class, hooks, and musicianship is 'Run To You' from Bryan Adams.  He gives away more hit songs 
than most people write in their whole careers--and yet comes up with a spectacular album.  Personal faves 
include 'Kids Wanna Rock', 'One Night Love Affair', and 'It's Only Love'...Good calls and surprising sales 
for the Honeydrippers, also a surprising number of requests for Roger Hodgson...Still calling for Tommy Shaw, 

Pat Benatar, and Molly Hatchet." 

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY  M.D.-AMY DAHLMAN: "Top priority: Bryan Adams.  'Reckless picks up where 'Cuts Like A 
Knife' left off.  Going to the bone with '6ne Night Love Affair' (my favorite) presenting heaven in album 
form, rocking out with kids, and sharing vocals with Tina.  What a great record!! Ya know, the best part 
of this job is having a chance to watch a talent like Adams develop.  'Run To You' has reached top 5 requests... 
I'm really impressed with Deep Purple.  No rehashed versions of 10 year old hits on this one. They've 
managed to maintain their image and sound without selling out and reaction so far is favorable...REO has 
timed it just right this time.  They were a major tuneout just a year ago, now they sound fresh again and 
interest has returned.  'Through The Window' is a step above the single...Don Henley's 'Boys' is a bona fide 
lady grabber, a super sophisticated killer...Word is that Buffalo's Dean Matela  is on the loose. Dino is 
one of the finest radio people out there.  Hard working, dedicated and a truly great guy.  You'd be hard 
pressed to find a better radio talent." 

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI  M.D.-AMANDA TEPPER: "First off, I will stand by my comments about Duran Duran. I like 
the new song. Hey, can I help it if I happen to be in the demographics they're aiming for?  Who says 
estrogen doesn't help make rock stars?_. Don Henley's latest is a winner.  I like it much better than 'Dirty 
Laundry'. Nice production, melody, theme, and his instantly recognizable voice add up to a tune that any 
fan should instantly like...Since I'm from L.A., it's great to see Los Lobos get a chance at national airplay. 
This is a solid album showing lots of diverse musical influences--from R&B to cha cha to rockability. It's 
all there, recognizable, yet new.  We'll start with 'Don't Worry Baby', hoping to go deeper on the album as 

the expected response rolls in." 
WDHA, NORTH JERSEY, NJ  G.M.-BOB LINDER: "There's a new video for 'Homecoming Queen's Got A Gun' that is 
absolutely sexist, violent, and in the worst of taste, but is funny as hell.  I'm sure you won't see it on 
MTV, but you will hear it on WDHA, at least until too many complaints come in...Funniest quote of the week 
from David Lee Roth on WB's November sampler:  'When people see videos for the first time they can't get 
enough. After a while, they become more and more selective until they return to radio'...Several of our staff 
caught the Jethro Tull show last week at the Capitol Theater in Passaic.  All raves!  Excellent performance, 
lots of energy and creative presentation (including a streaker).  It's definitely a show worth seeing when 
it comes to your town...New music we've enjoyed and are considering:  Giuffria, Bruce Cockburn, and Alphaville. 
'Big In Japan' could be big in America...Music we've already jumped on:  Planet P Project's 'Pink World'. 
Does Tony like P or what?  Also: David Johansen, Don Henley, Frank Zappa, REO Speedwagon, Al Stewart, J Geils, 
and a loud welcome back to Deep Purple...The latest Jimi Hendrix compilation on high grade vinyl with digital 
remastering goes to show how well modern technology can bring back the old greats with a degree of quality 
not even thought possible for the consumer a couple of years ago.  If your station is concerned about the 
quality of your on-air audio, you should not be playing any other version of the songs on this high quality 
album.  With the increasing use of CDs and higher quality vinyl, some of the older frequently played pressings 
like Kinks, Stones, etc., sound very poor in comparison on a segue.  Ultimately those songs not re-released 
on better quality discs will have to be recorded on tape at the station with whatever equalization necessary 
to improve their sound...Thanks to the foresight of Sam Goody and CBS, Wha es in-store appearance was advertised 
and promoted on AOR (WDHA) and CHR (WHTZ).  Just prior to the autograph session, Jim Del Balzo brought Wham! 
to WDHA for a live interview telling everyone to head down to Sam Goody's.  Result:  Thousands showed up--over 
800 albums sold in 1 hour!" 

WIMZ, KNOXVILLE, TN M.D.-SCOTT PAULSEN: "Can't wait to hear the rest of the Planet P album. The 12" is 
tremendous...Thank you Stan and Sandy  at Capitol for helping us put together a monster Billy Squier promotion... 
Frankie Goes To Hollywood was a smart pick.  It's going to be a big record.  Remember a couple of years ago 
when the major complaint of the AOR bigwigs was that stations played too much of the same artists, a la Led 
Zeppelin, Styx, and the Eagles?  Everybody take a look at your playlist. Add all the individuals up and what 
do you get?  I'm not complaining, it's great music.  But like Harry Chapin said,"All the world's a circle." 

KATT, OKLAHOMA CITY, OK M.D.-SCOTT DOUGLAS: "Being an  Eagle fan, I'm already impressed with the Don Henley 
record.  He and Mike Campbell  make a great team...The Deep Purple record is like a flash from the past and a 
very good song...The Planet P Project production is more than excellent...It was nice to see and meet Van 0  
on his trip through Oklahoma City." 

WRCN, LONG ISLAND, NY  M.D.-JOHN GRAPPONE: "My favorite new record is 'Big In Japan' by Alphaville. It sounds 
great!...Also, there's a new buzz at WRCN and that's Aztec Camera's version of 'Jump'.  I wonder why they 
didn't include it on their album...October 25th 1984 will be a day I will remember for a long time. I met 
Paul and Linda McCartney at the 'Give My Regards To Broad Street' movie premier party in New York City.

Besides Journey, REO is one of 
the few rock bands that have a huge female following and we're gonna take advantage of that anyway we can... 
Good strong reaction to Toto from people who have never liked the band before...Eurogliders doing well." 

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY  M.D.-LARRY "THE DUCK" DUNN: "I would like to wish Rosie Pisani much success in her 
endeavors as director of a new marketing firm in Manhattan.  As Music Director of WLIR, she was a guiding 
light to the format.  Her decision to leave was not an easy one.  Good luck, Rosie--we'll miss you...My thanks 
to Denis  McNamara  and  Elton Spitzer for this new opportunity.  I look forward to the future...Rosie put it 
best, 'WLIR is truly renegade radio at its finest'...I will continue to do my 6PM-10PM airshift, so please no 
calls after 5PM!  I will take calls Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday.  'Hello' to friends old and new, 
especially Bob Kranes at WBCN, whom I've worked with since college radio.

There's the 80-minute feature film, described among 
other things as "an absurd fantasy", which includes the video for "The Wild Boys'.  Apart from that, there's 
the live album "Arena" from the U.S. tour.  But in addition to that little package, there's to be a "Warts 
And All" documentary of the U.S. date and, yes (it goes on), they'll start to record a new studio Lp in 
the new year. 

A new label, THE LOVE ORGANIZATION, is probably making music history by offering consumers a moneyback offer. 
"When Malyndy Sings" is the first release from BONAVENTURA. And if you buy it and don't like it, you get 
your money back.  (Just think, buying records one doesn't like can become the form of musical appreciation 
for the 80's). 

This week on Rock Over London, we play "Substitute" from the live "Who's Last" album, a track from the new 
FRANKIE Lp, "Welcome To The Pleasure Dome", "Member Of The Beast" live from IRON MAIDEN, plus THE ALARM. 
We link CULTURE CLUB and BLUE MINK through the anniversary of the song "Melting Pot" and find out what 
BOY GEORGE wears to go shopping as we speak to him in Rock Over London's interview slot.

Your first chance to sample this  '"1984 'is this week, when the 12" "Sexcrimes (Nineteen 
Eighty Four)" is released... And, as we enter the beginning of the end of 1984, be advised that these Lp's 
are around the bend and coming to a turntable near you in 1985:  AC/DC (new material),  The Blasters, 
Martin Briley, Eric Clapton, Phil Collins, Bryan Ferry, Foreigner (maybe arriving sooner than that!), 
John Hiatt, Lqi-rè—River Band, Stevie Nicks, Alan Parsons Project, Supertramp, George Thorogood, The 
Tubes and Was (Not Was). 



Record Action 
JOHN SCHOENBERGER, MCA 018-508-4020): "Certainly first I'd like to say thanks to all of you collectively and 
quite a few of you individually.  Your well wishes and support are extremely special to me.  This is a victory 
for all of us on the album side of the fence as to how we are being perceived these days by the industry. 
This perception, that is quickly inflating itself beyond reality, concerns me.  The over-all spectrum of 
the 'AOR' format is currently taking a real beating.  We all agree that many of the tried and honored truths 
to this format have to now evolve.  To be competitive in any particular marketplace you have to place your 
programming posture according to the dial.  To go beyond the amazing ARB penetration levels that AOR achieved 
across the board over the past 5 years (while CHR regrouped) has forced the format to inherently change to 
reach an even broader audience.  CHR and Hot Hits is the exciting story these days.  This format is a 
very healthy one.  Again, the key early programmers that proved the reliability of the CHR format remembered 
the key element - THEIR ROOTS.  Top 40 was exciting before, in the 60's - early 70's, because they locked 
into the new, the exciting, the modern hit sounds.  They can play almost anything that is a 'hit' as long 
as it is not too much of another format's image, such as 'that's too Black' or 'too Country', or 'too AOR'... 
It is now our turn to remember our roots that nurtured the success we accomplished.  The music's magic 
and the social importance it possessed was what made us unique and vital.  We must, once again, re-enforce 
the sounds, songs, musical image and social consciousness that are purely our own.  Many groups that have 
proven themselves today's stars and indeed tomorrow'strend-setters had to overcome the tremendous obstacles 
we created for them to reach success and many of them were first accepted on album radio first.  Yet, as 
they reach beyond to achieve single success, this seems to overwhelm us, due to our reluctance to continue 
to identify with these trends to make us seem like the follower not the leader.  I was very disturbed 
as I watched the record label presidents' panel this past summer at the 'New Music Seminar' in New York City 
as each label referred to underground clubs, touring, press, video and CHR hits.  They never once mentioned  
album radio as a key element to their groups' success story.  Each band referred to was an album radio suaess 
story first!  To be mis-perceived this way is our own fault.  We are the only ones to solve it too.  It 
seems like we only react after the single story as opposed to the truth which is we are aligning ourselves 
with the game plan.  Tragically, we begin to be 'a follower' when indeed we have always been 'a leader'. 
We must reunite ourselves with our roots - an ever-changing culture.  We can express the feel and the real 
meaning of our times through music like no other format can!...Album radio's future, music's future, and 
indeed, our culture's future are at stake.  Let's once again be the voice of hope, concern and limitless 
faith in a better tomorrow." 

LINDA KIRISHJIAN, COLUMBIA (212-975-1701): "Jury duty is definitely a civic obligation!  You know promotion 
people have to do something all the time.  Well when you're at jury duty, you can read, do crossword puzzles, 
write a novel.  We're talking sedentary!!! I talked a lot, wrote a novel, did all of the above and more but 
it wasn't enough.  Oh well, thank God I'm back.  I want to see everybody at the CMJ Music Marathon Convention 
this weekend.  Play our hits:  PAUL McCARTNEY, WHAM!, TOTO, EUROGLIDERS% STEVE PERRY, BRUCE (of course), 
SCANDAL (f.P.S.)...Up and coming action you should be aware of:  BANGLES, IAM SIAM, PHILIP BAILEY's (with 
Phil Collins vocals and coproduction) 'EASY LOVER', RED ROCKERS and ROMEO VOID." 

JAY McDANIEL, MCA 004-447-6405): "Super airplay first week out everywhere for both Planet P Project and 
Giuffria! The major airplay totals have been overwhelming to say the least...A tremendous week for Giuffria 
(Je' -FREE-AH), both single and 12".  The Lp comes next week (Nov. 12)...Meanwhile our Planet P Project had 
a radio-active reaction.  The double Lp is out for reports this week and promises a continued radio active 
reaction.

If you're not playing John Parr, shame on 
you, your family, and your descendants to come...Zebra is doing a few warm-up dates and then will be on the 
road with REO, supporting the airplay on 'Bears 1.77177se make sure you've checked out Alphaville's 'Big In 
Japan'.  This record looks and smells like a hit here at 75 ROCK...Fiona's solo album will ship early in 
1985.  Until then, the 12" of 'Love Makes You Blind' is sitting in the stack of records in the corner of your 
office.  Pull it out, clean off the dust, and put it on.  This is an AOR record...THE FIRM is in business and 
going public." 
SEAN COAKLEY, ARISTA (212-489-7400): "Yes, you're all right.  This Kinks song is a killer.  But wait until 
you hear the whole album!  Ray and company are definitely kickin' some—Footy here.  The first leg of the tour 
begins November 17th on Saturday Night Live, breaking at Christmas and continuing after the first of the 
year...Alright, hit seekers,  don't get me started.  This Billy Ocean song has been given to AOR three weeks 
before it will ship to Top 40.  You can either play it now,  while it's fresh off a huge #1 crossover single, 
or you can wait until your competition jams it.  The truth is that this Mutt Lange song is a beautiful sensual 
rocker, and we are asking you to do something healthy for the format (and society in general) which is to be 
color blind and simply play a hit record.  Once your crosstown rival pops it, the calls will begin and your 
listeners will be wondering where you were.  Book it!...Here's another reminder to call us with your CD 
mailing list request...Thanks Trip and Dave for a full-filled night of debauchery in Rochester last week. 
Hey Levine, where were you?  Éven  NastriTlie it and was last seen 'screaming in the night'." 
BOB CATANIA, ISLAND (212-477-7159): "A funny thing happened to 'Welcome To The Pleasure Dome' on the way to 
the stores.  The orders quadrupled!  Instead of the 100,000 units we hoped for, the advance orders are now 
in excess (IN INXS?) of 400,000 units!  Could this be a clue that there's more happening with  Frankie Goes  
To Hollywood  than meets the eye?  The street buzz in A-W-E-S-O-M-E!  On the subject  of  album  pla y on  'Two  
Tribes', let me paraphrase a famous actor who once said, 'There you go again!'  It amazes me how album radio 
can lay the groundwork for a band, provide the initial support, back it with solid play, and then say, 'Well, 
it's a great CHR record.'  C'mon, guys, give yourselves credit.  Album radio is breaking Frankie and those 
of you not on it should be ashamed of yourselves for willingly wanting to hand yet another band to CHR.  Your 
peers are working damn hard to bust this band - support them and your format!...Thanks to everyone for making 
'Pride (In The Name Of Love)' the #1 album track.  A 12" of 'Wire' ships on November 12th as our second album 
smash.  Meanwhile, 'Pride' is being discovered in droves by hit radio...Fast Forward  continues to pull in 
majors:  WLLZ, WQFM, KATT, KSRR, and WFYV the past week.  'What's It Gonna Take' is the cut and the question. 
Play it!  It woks!...Motorhead  is out and blowing out of the stores.  Watch your sales carefully.  There is 
an incredible base on this band that can't be ignored.  'Kill By Death' is the track...Don't miss John Cale's 
live album.  The new studio track will surprise you...Look for Dangerous Music, coming soon."
