BILL:  YOU'RE KNOWN AS QUITE THE TOUGH GUY WHEN IT COMES TO DEALING WITH RECORD COMPANIES. IS THAT A LEGIT 

RAP? 

GEORGE:  In terms of people in a position to need adds from me, possibly...From a radio station, corporate 
management and listener standpoint, we're perceived as merely aggressive. 

BILL:  A HEALTHY RECORD/RADIO RELATIONSHIP IS VITAL TO WMMR'S AIR SOUND AND PROMOTIONS.  DOES YOUR RELATIVE 
INACCESSIBILITY REALLY WORK TO THE STATION'S ADVANTAGE? 

GEORGE:  It doesn't help or hurt.  What does being promotable mean?  Easy access?  Getting adds on quickly? 
Calling me with information on a certain record or act that Erin Riley  already knows about? The bottom 
line is that my job happens to be quite different from that of record promotion people, and I have a 
very capable music department. 

BILL:  IS THE STATION MORE IMPORTANT TO RECORD COMPANIES THAN THEY ARE TO YOU? 

GEORGE:  The radio station means more to them than they do to me, yes. 

BILL:  HOW ACTIVE ARE YOU IN MUSIC DECISIONS? 

GEORGE:  Very.  I listen to everything as presented to me by Erin, and I listen to a lot of material on 
my own. 

BILL:  EXPLAIN HOW A RECORD GETS ADDED. 

GEORGE:  First we have to be made aware of it by phone or letter.  Then we usually listen Tuesday, Thursday, 
or both at our music meeting.  In addition to Erin and me, that includes Assistant PD Joe Bonadonna, 
Music Assistant Amy Grosser,and any of the jocks who feel like sitting in.  It usually lasts 90 
minutes to 2 hours. 

BILL:  TELL US ABOUT YOUR REPORTEDLY ELABORATE TESTING? 

GEORGE:  I can't discuss methodology, but, yes, we do a very extensive weekly music test with both currents 
and oldies. 

BILL:  WHAT'S THE BASIS OF YOUR LONG TIME AND SOMEWHAT PUBLIC FEUD WITH MIKE BONE? 

GEORGE:  Who? 

BILL:  YOU'VE BEEN BETWEEN JOBS A GRAND TOTAL OF ABOUT TEN MINUTES.  WHAT'S THE SECRET TO YOUR APPARENTLY 
GOLDEN RAPPORT WITH GENERAL MANAGERS? 

GEORGE:  My wardrobe.  Actually, the answer to that is probably my won/loss career record, which is 20.2 
up 12+ shares and 1.2 down.  Also, I make it a point to deal with radio as serious business as well 
as an outlet for music and fun. 

BILL:  YOU'VE BEEN ON COMPUTER FOR ABOUT SIX MONTHS NOW.  WHAT IS IT LIKE TO TAKE AN OLD LINE PROGRESSIVE 
INTO THE MODERN AGE? 

GEORGE:  It was very difficult.  We were a free form radio station only six years ago, and after that, slowly 
moved into cards and other more sensible music rotation systems.  Now the competitive situation 
requires we watch our product very closely.  Market dominance means constant inventory and con-
sistency, and we can only accomplish that with state of the art data processing.  The people who 
don't know how to accept it and work with it will fall behind.  They are destined to follow. 

BILL:  HOW DID THE AIR STAFF, LONG KNOWN FOR THEIR PERSONALITY AND INDEPENDENCE, RELATE TO "TIN GOD", AS 
I'VE HEARD THE COMPUTER CALLED? 

GEORGE;  No, they didn't come around quickly, though some now prefer it to shuffling cards.  ARB results and 
four #1 Birches have certainly helped, too.  There were initially a lot of bugs in the system, and 
now the problems are minimal.  It's important to remember that the computer doesn't run the radio 
station.  We can now generate one consistent sound for WMMR, as opposed to having 6 different shows. 
I do have enough faith and trust in the air staff and understand the strengths of the jocks, so that 
if they have to make an adjustment, they just do it. 

BILL:  HOW HAVE YOU CHANGED THE BASIC MUSIC ROTATION  SYSTEMS? 

GEORGE:  Things are much more complex.  We have far more categories, roughly 14 total, and with various levels 
in each category, that divides it even further. 

BILL:  HAVE YOU ACCUMULATED THE EXPERTISE TO START CONSULTING? 

GEORGE:  Yes, but I'm very happy here with Metromedia's support and backing from Corporate VP Carl Brazell, 
right down to the local level with General Manager Michael Craven, a 20-year market veteran, and 
key players like Joe Bonadonna, Erin, Promo Director Jack Quigley, and ace Production Director Steve 
Lushbaugh.  They make this a great situation. 

BILL:  WHEN SO MANY FACTORS SAY A RECORD IS SAFE--SALES, REQUESTS, NATIONAL AIRPLAY, MEDIA ACCLAIM, CHR 
PLAY, ETC., ETC., WHY DO YOU SEEM TO DELIGHT IN HOLDING OUT--A LA 12 WEEKS ON PRINCE, OR ONE WEEK ON 
THE HENLEY SINGLE? 

GEORGE:  I could tell the industry what they want to hear, but I'd rather be honest.  Unfortunately it's still 
fashionable for promo execs to deliver call letters and they are very effective at it.  Sometimes I'd 
like to help out with a report, but I think it's misleading to retailers and distributors to get the 
entire marketing/merchandising process up and rolling when the real story is that the record is 
getting played in some kind of obscure rotation.

BILL:  DO YOU THINK TOO MANY AOR'S GIVE IN TO PROMO PRESSURE ON ACTS THEY REALLY DON'T HEAR? 

GEORGE:  Absolutely.  Peer pressure on the radio level is a big factor, too. 

BILL:  WHAT ARE THEY DOING OVER AT WYSP? 

GEORGE:  They are in a damage control phase.  I suspect they are getting input from their Infinity counter-
parts up in Boston. Those guys (at WBCN) are running a great radio station, and in terms of their format 
it's fairly non-competitive.  On the other hand, you have their official consultant Jeff Pollack, 
whose "Rock Hits" singles orientation would seem to be at odds with WBCN's positioning. 

BILL:  ANY RECOMMENDATIONS YOU MIGHT MAKE TO PROGRAMMERS WHO FIND THEMSELVES TAKING ON LEGENDARY CALL 

LETTERS SUCH AS WMMR OR WBCN? 

GEORGE:  A large scale market research study is important if you don't understand the market.  Find out what 
the hell is going on, and update your findings on at least a yearly basis.  Even though I'm from 
Northeast Philly and spent a decade next to the radio there, one of my first moves was to have 
Ted Bolton clarify the attitudes and images of the listeners.  I also recommend finding out all you 
can from any former market research or focus group studies. 

BILL:  HOW IMPORTANT IS JOCK PRESENTATION AND PERSONALITY? 

GEORGE:  Extremely.  The radio station could not do what it's doing without the staff we have on the air 
right now.  They are a key ingredient in reflecting the character of the audience, many of whom 
have been loyal listeners for 15 years.  When you have that large a 25+ audience and a million cume, 
you have to be able to relate to them with something much more meaningful than promo liners and 
positioning phrases every third sentence.  We're lucky because there is a definite album rock talent 
void created by the "shut up and play the music" phase the format went thru.  We'll probably end up 
having to rely on the up and coming people in college who haven't been liner-trained. 

BILL:  SO, DO YOU SIT IN THE WAR ROOM PUNCHING BUTTONS, EVALUATING RESEARCH, AND COMMUNICATING BY MEMO, 
OR DO YOU MAKE IT A POINT TO MIX IT UP WITH YOUR GUYS WITH AIR CHECK AND RAH-RAH SESSIONS? 

GEORGE:  This is a people business, and it has to be dealt with on that level.  A good manager needs as much 
face to face contact as possible.  I have staff meetings every single week at the same time and place. 

BILL:  ISN'T THAT DIFFICULT CONSIDERING EVERYONE'S OFF-THE-WALL HOURS? 

GEORGE:  Yes, and at first they hated it, but soon  realized that the meeting made everyone more knowledgeable 
about what's going on.  What DeBella's second bit in the 7 o'clock hour was all about, what the over 
night requests are like, etc.  Unless you set up a regular idea exchange session, jocks may not know 
what the other guys are doing due to their different sleep and listening patterns.  The meeting also 
offers everyone a chance to talk out tensions created by a high stress situation. 

BILL:  DO YOU EVER HAVE AIR CHECK SESSIONS EN MASSE? 

GEORGE:  No, the critique process is very personal, and different people need individualized input on their 
presentation and content.  That has to be discussed one on one.  I try to get everybody at least 
once every couple of months, including the part-timers. 

BILL:  WITH YOUR GIANT NUMBERS, COMPLEX RESEARCH, AND OVERALL KILLER TRACK RECORD, DO YOU THINK YOU HAVE A 

LOT MORE ROOM TO GROW AS A PROGRAMMER? 

GEORGE:  As a people manager, yes.  Programming is not nearly as difficult as managing people and working 
with the sensitivities of high-powered talent. 

BILL:  LIVE PRIME TIME CONCERTS FROM FREQUENTLY UNPROVEN LOCAL TALENT ARE A WMMR TRADEMARK.  NO PROBLEM 
TRADING QUARTER HOURS FOR IMAGE IN THAT SITUATION? 

GEORGE:  In every case.  A couple of quarter hours for image is a small price to pay.  Plus, you never know 
what dividends you'll realize from those broadcasts down the line.  We've been supporting the 
Hooters for years, and now they're a key ingredient in one of our most successful promotions ever. 
In September we asked returning students to participate in our School Spirit Concert.  The school 
sending in the most 3x5 cards saying "93.3 WMMR Hooters" wins an all-expense paid concert and a 
$1,000 grant for the school library.  We recently had to take out storage space for all the cards 
which now total between 45-50 million, including between 20-25 million on the final day. 

BILL:  FINALLY, I UNDERSTAND YOU HAVE AN INTERESTING "DOMINO THEORY" EXPLANATION FOR SOME OF THE FORMAT'S 
HARD KNOCKS THIS PAST YEAR... 

GEORGE:  The majority of the national time buys come out of New York City, and it's also the home of so many 
corporate headquarters and large radio chains.  Naturally, Charlie and the rest of us at Metromedia 
love the exclusive, but it's just not healthy for AOR's image to have only one outlet in the nation's 
largest city.  With billions of ad dollars allocated out of a few square blocks, the WPLJ switch 
and the recent WAPP defection  could well be having a serious ripple effect across the country.

The wonderful people at RCA have released the "CHESS" SOUNDTRACK, where 
you may find "ONE NIGHT IN BANGKOK", the track I rave . about last week. 
It is essential to all radio station personnel to listen past the 
orchestral overture that starts the track, and do as they have done with 
the British 7"--start the record just prior to the vocal section.  AOR: 
Do not let CHR beat you to this wonderful record! 

Well, undoubtedly, FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD has been a big hit in the 
States with a hugely successful tour.  And they hope to repeat that 
success back in Britain.  Prior to Christmas they intend to play some U.K. 
dates which, appropriately, will start at their hometown of Liverpool 
In fact, their three concerts at the Hollywood Palace (in Liverpool) have 

been kept a secret as the tickets were all scooped up within minutes of going on sale.  That's quite a 
phenomeon when you consider that the concerts weren't even advertised. 

HOT ON THE HEELS of "Who's Last", THE WHO have brought out a compilation album which features 16 singles 
including "Substitute" and "Won't—ni-76oled Again".  An added bonus is a 60's style sleeve--and there's a 
compilation on a much smaller scale from QUEEN, who released a special 3-track single this week that 
features "Thank God It's Christmas" and two new versions of "Man On The Prowl" and "Keep Passing The Open 
Windows" taken from "The World" Lp.
