THE STATION THAT ONCE GAVE US slogans like "The KOME spot on your dial",.... “KOME in your ear" and whose
nighttime crazy Dennis Erectus was once profiled on national TV, has filled Pat Evans' programming shoes
with ex-WHJY PD Ron Nenni. KOME's 15 + year heritage speaks for itself as does Ron's impressive back-
ground: PD at WHJY, MD/jock gigs at WDVE, WPYX and WPDH alorg with an FMQB Album Report Ears of the Year
Award in 1984. Ron spent last Tuesday in New York conferring with Pat Evans at her new WXRK post before
heading to San Jose on Wednesday.

At the I1linois State
Fair, Willie enlisted his golfing buddy Governor Jim Thompson who secured a venue for the event, and a
recent Champaign press conference hosted by Willie and the midwest's favorite son, John Cougar Mellencamp,
spelled out the concert's details: Date-September 22; Site-Memorial Stadium, Champaign, I1linois; Concert
Capacity-90,000-100,000; Line-up-John Cougar Mellencamp, Neil Young, Bob Dylan, Waylon Jennings, Willie
Nelson, The Beach Boys, Johnny Cash, Merle Haggard and others TBA; Tickets-Details still being worked out
with Chicago-based Jam Productions and Ticketmaster the likely tickethandler. Look for a $15-$20 price.

If Lou's groggy memory is correct, "Please
Please Me" was the first #1 the Beatles ever enjoyed in the U.K, One more thing about the McCartney Catalogue:
Other artists in the Northern Song Catalogue include the Pointer Sisters and Little Richard. So, Michael
Jackson is really sitting in the catbird seat right now.

0b Geldof--the fiery lead singer of Ireland's Boomtown Rats. As you know, right after Live Aid, around the
middie of July, there was tremendous speculation throughout the music business that Geldof might be nominated for
the 1985 Nobel Peace Prize in connection with his catalytic role in making the historical concert become reality.

Kenny told Lou O'Neill Jr that
now that Cindy is off the road he is working on his own material and enjoying his holiday. He will be with Cindy
on the new record. Kenny recently did the E1liott Easton tour and received very good reviews. He has no label
deal yet, but is interested. Also spotted at the party were: Anthony "Ribby" Ribustello and his sidekick and
chief engineer Bobby Cohen. Chris Snow, owner of Giant Sound, told us that a New York City recording studioc "was
the culmination of my lifelong dreams." The youngish-looking Snow resides in the Hamptons during the summer, and

lives at the San Reiwo at other times. He's very confident that he and his fine staff at Giant Sound will be a
Cumpetitive force in the New York City recording industry.




News From Rock Over London

TEARS FOR FEARS are re-releasing two of their early songsin the UK. Each will
be ayailable in a new picture bag. "Pale Shelter" was a Top 5 hit in 1983 but
the other release, "Suffer The Children", missed out on the charts altogether
the first time it came out in 1981.

Possibly not one of the great
relationships in rock ‘n‘ roll history!

ELTON JOHN has announced a huge British tour that will take him into 1986. It starts in Dublin in mid-
November and heads toward Christmas with nine nights at Wembley Arena, then returns to Ireland for dates
in Belfast in January, a total of 36 dates. Not bad for someone who retired from live music several years
ago!

Dusty says her ambition is to record with ANNIE LENNOX and ALISON MOYET
and among her plans 1s a project to help battered women on which she'll be working with PE
wife.

The concert is set to take place September 22 at Memorial Stadium on
the campus of the Univ. of Il1linois at Champaign-Urbana and it will feature DYLAN, NEIL YOUNG, JOHN COUGAR
MELLENCAMP, WILLIE NELSON, WAYLON JENNINGS, JOHNNY CASH and a host of other musical superstars. The twelve
hour benefit was suggested to I11inois Governor JAMES THOMPSON by his golfing buddy WILLIE NELSON, Nashville
hetwork, a station carried by most cable outlets, will be broadcasting the entire event live and there are
plans to excerpt parts of the show to be made into a prime time network special.

SUSAN SINCE YOUR DEPARTURE FROM A&M SOME SIX YEARS AGO, HOW MANY ALBUM ROCK RADIO TRENDS HAVE YOU SEEN
HEISS: COME AND GO?

LENNY: I've seen the wax and wane of oldies-dominated AOR too many times to count. This current 80% oldies
trend will soon stifle most of the creativity and excitement, especially as we are in a period rich
with stupendous currents. Previous ludicrous trends were highlighted by the infamous 80/20 "new
music" doctrine and the even stupider "3-cut montage". These trends are like any fad, they're usually
implemented far too late to benefit. Most of them are kneejerk reactions, steeped in embarassment at
being late to recognize when you're being slapped in the face. The difficulty in dealing with
success stories one does not comprehend is an age-old nemesis of intelligent industry-ites. If it's
a hit in 90% of the world, it's verylikelyto be a hit for you too, no matter how late you are in
acknowledging it. Programmers' egos, as actors, are so fragile that they miss the realities before
them. It is a curable disorder.

SUSAN:  WHERE DO YOU SEE AOR HEADING IN THE NEAR FUTURE? A YEAR OR TWO FROM NOW?

LENNY: I hope I live to see it rock again. I believe we will see a renaissance of some progressive rock
format like CFNY. If owners are patient enough and recognizethat you need sales staffs who are
professional, yet dedicated to the format, I think it can be profitable. You don't have to be #1 to
make money. KFAC, the classical outlet in L.A., makes money hand over fist with meager ratings. It's
all in knowing how to sell your numbers and proving people react to what they hear on your airwaves.
We'll always embrace the corporate and traditional rock: but we probably will have to selectively inte-
grate more jazz and eclectic artists to keep the adults with us, if we are serious about catering to them
at the expense of the actives. I do think we will continue to get closer to CHR in more places
than necessary, sadly. Hopefully, I feel AOR will back off of the overabundance and emphasis on
oldies. In L.A., the two AOR's have a great book promotion to award $1,000 tor any listener who calls
in when he hears a current.

SUSAN:  IN LIGHT OF THIS PREOCCUPATION WITH OLDIES, DO YOU ENVISION A RETURN OF THE CORE LIBRARY BURN-OUT
PHASE OF THE EARLY 80'S?

LENNY:  Yes and no. If a programmer limits his core to an obnoxiously small and narrow artist and song roster,
he'11 kill his golden goose. I've advocated for years that AOR has one of the great libraries because
we deal with artists not songs. An obscure Who song is as valid as a tired "Baba 0'Riley". Rotate
the biggies slower so they are still special, but make each oldie an event. I reiterate that you
don't have to limit your best memories to "Electric Lunch" and "Psychedelic Psupper".

SUSAN:  HOW CAN AOR SATISFY THE 25-40 POPULATION BULGE WITHOUT LOSING THE NEXT GENERATION?

LENNY: By making what's between the records the emphasis. The music is what draws them overall; the people
and the presentation are what glue them to you (or at least reminds them where to come back to). The
lifestyle promotions must be mature and not “"boogie till you puke on Spring Break" affairs. Creative
trips, useful prizes, community and neighborhood gatherings, charity involvements, sports tie-ins,
etc. Movies are $6.00 in L.A. now. Doesn't everyone moan about the price nationwide? Do screenings
of more adult movies, not teen flicks. Every one of these builds up your “image" portfolio when you
make ad client presentations. Your ability to draw adults to your promotions is your best proof of
acceptibility and viability.

SUSAN: IS ALBUM RADIO DOOMED AS THE MEDIA HAS BEEN PREDICTING? OR DO YOU SEE A RESURGENCE DUE TO RECENT
FANTASTIC ARB'S?

LENNY: The ARB's seem to indicate a combination of truer sampling of the rock audience as well as the
reaction to fixing and fine-tuning. I have always felt AOR not only was NOT “"doomed" but generally
has been prosperous. Dumb mistakes and sloppiness doom any format. Lack of commitment and internal
support are poison. We're seeing a slight increase in new AOR's opening up or re-committing. That's
healthy! We are also seeing AOR position itself away from the rock part of the equation and its
natural 12-24 audience who is most loyal and supportive of it. Ultimately, we either must re-welcome
them or someone has to have the courage to start a whole new movement as we did in '65 - '66.

SUSAN: HOW CAN PROGRAMMERS AND GM'S AVOID THE PITFALLS AS YOU SEE THEM?

LENNY: Since you mentioned programmers and GM's in the same breath, they should be in the same room together
more often and include the sales manager, too. Don't believe in all the research you do. Most of
it confirms your suppositions because it's designed to. Stop, look and listen to the world around you.
Work together toward the same goal and everyone will prosper and get his stripes. Remember you are
programming to your audience to lease and entertain them. You are privy to a lot more than they are.
You burn out faster than they do. Avoid giving in to your own whims and annoyances. They may be
Just as hip as you, just not as well informed. Most of all, make people care about your radio
station. Make 'em miss it when they are not listening. Develop personalities who round 'em up while
your programming keeps 'em in.

SUSAN: SOME PEOPLE WOULD™SAY YOU CONSIDER YOURSELF A CHAMPION OF THE UNDERDOG IN REGARD TO BANDS. GIVE US
SOME EXAMPLES OF BANDS WHO YOU FEEL YOU'VE BEEN A MAJOR FACTOR IN BRINGING TO THE FOREFRONT.

LENNY: Some of the gold and platinum awards that grace my walls make me immodestly be able to name these with

ease: U2, Big Country, Bonnie Tyler, Loverboy, Saga, Frankie Goes To Hollywood, Joan Jett, Police,

Joe Jackson, Supertramp, Peter Frampton, Flock Of Seagulls, Krokus, Huey Lewis, Brothers Johnson,

Night Ranger, Stevie Ray Vaughan, 38 Special, Ozark Mt. Daredevils, Joan Armatrading, Men Without Hats,
Cat Stevens, Nazareth, Tears For Fears, The Tubes, Pablo Cruise. Many of these were causes of mine
even before they had American signings. Even in 1972, when I was just a pup at A&M, I brought over

a stack of Slade 45's from London and sent them to programmers nationwide. I guess the strangest

and toughest project was Diesel, because it was just Ron Farber and me. My greatest satisfaction
recently was Roxy Music's "Avalon" which has become my favorite album of all-time. CONTINUED



Paging ... Heavy Lenny

SUSAN: HOW ABOUT A HEAVY LENNY HIT OR MISS SCORECARD.

LENNY: I chronicled many of them a minute ago, but some of the small label acts like Diesel, Johnny Winter,
and Richard Thompson, to name a few, made money at the time. The misses aren't many when you come to
the serious championing department. I would definitely have liked to see Shawn Phillips, Ultravox,
Spandau Ballet, Broken Home (who remembers them?), Tarney-Spencer, Strawbs, Gallagher & Lyle and a few
more do better. Actually, many of them sold a decent amount of records or were able to tour regularly
enough to make money. I still have to live down Platinum Blonde from last year, but I feel fervently
they they are major league talent. I'm sure many of you remember lots of records I worked that were
not hits; but I also remember many that were that I personally would not Tisten to ever again. It's
sad to say that you know most of radio will go hog wild over a talentless group instead of a provocative
one. It'11 get played and go away quickly, which is a waste of time and money ultimately. It's the
unusual and unique that hang around forever.

SUSAN: YOU ARE ALSO QUITE WELL-KNOWN FOR YOUR "TIRADES" ON VARIOUS UP AND COMING BANDS, THE MOST CURRENT
EXAMPLE BEING U2. WHAT IS THE REASONING BEHIND DOING SUCH COMMENTS? ARE THEY EFFECTIVE?

LENNY: If you don't love or have passion in your life, you're not complete. Too many people play it safe.
Lou Brock would not have been a first year inductee of the Hall Of Fame if he didn't steal bases.
I feel if one person 1looks at himself after one of my "tirades" and improves something, I've been
effective. If ten do it, I'm ecstatic. History is full of righteous causes. We would be eating
Yorkshire pudding and bangers and mash every day if some patriots didn't dump tea in Boston Harbour.
If this is a 9-5 job or a four-hour airshift for you, then you don't belong in this business. Every
day should be a dream fulfilled; hard work, rejection and arguments included.

SUSAN: CARE TO NAME SOME CURRENT BANDS YOU THINK WILL ATTAIN SUPERSTAR STATUS ONE DAY SOON?

LENNY : Canada's Platinum Blonde would be somewhere between Police and Duran Duran if given a shot. I've seen
them Tive twice and they are superstars in the making. Marillion is an absolute masterpiece for the
musically intellectual, as early Genesis and Yes were. [ feel Bryan Ferry would be enormous if he
would tour laboriously. He's the brightest 1ight for the really mature rockers who grew up with
AOR/progressive rock radio. I'm very impressed with this Outfield Lp and band and feel they could
be this year's Men At Work. Lots of style, depth and consistency.

SUSAN: WHAT LABEL DO YOU THINK HAS MADE THE BEST SIGNING OF THE YEAR?
LENNY: Maybe Important with Tangerine Dream or Geffen with Kitaro.

SUSAN: LET'S MOVE ON TO THE TOPIC OF INDEPENDENTS, BOTH RECORD COMPANIES AND PROMOTION PEOPLE. HOW WOULD
YOU ASSESS THE CURRENT INDEPENDENT RECORD COMPANY PICTURE? WILL INDIE LABELS CONTINUE TO BE A
FARM SYSTEM FOR THE MAJORS?

LENNY: Indie labels are seriously getting their chance to hit the airwaves. It is still tougher for them to
compete for the obvious David & Goliath reasons, but if the record has the goods, it will make enough
strides to either make a profit or get the group signed to a major label. It's sad we don't believe the
Tittle guy can cover his bases as well as the giant. We tend to forget the giant has so many
priorities and divisions that lots have to suffer. The 1ittle guy's bread and butter is on the table
with every single piece count. THEY HAVE TO HUSTLE! The indies can't afford to screw up. They gotta
be fast. The indies will be farm systems for the majors as long as they don't think too big, but
yet act big in their efficiency. The one-record labels, usually the artist pressing his own, is
the obvious candidate for absorption, but there are many prosperous indies who have made money for
years releasing music they believe in. They have always operated under the premise asserted by Stan
Cornyn a decade ago in his "The Day That Radio Died" speech.

SUSAN: WITH SOME 30 OR SO OTHER "INDEPENDENTS" ON THE LINE EVERY WEEK, HOW DO YOU MANAGE TO SET YOURSELF
APART FROM THE PACK?

LENNY: Easy, I deal in volume. 235 stations every week like clockwork, myself; no intern, secretary or
assistant. I feel that I therefore can answer any airplay question better than anyone else including
some clients. I can spot a trend developing and inform a label with one call, instead of canvassing
many regions. Also, I really feel objective about most of the records I work and can honestly place
them in a comparative Tight for a programmer to trust my word. I go out on a limb so often with my
predictions that many have learned not to bet against my intuition. The little extras help, such as
overnight or 2-day service on product or back-ups. Most of all, this is the career I've chosen to
dedicate myself to. I care about it 24 hours a day.

SUSAN: DOES ANY RELATIONSHIP OR RECORD SUFFER BECAUSE OF THIS STAGGERING VOLUME OF PHONE CALLS?

LENNY : What suffers is the amount of "schmooze" time with each person. I try to make up for that by doing
follow-ups on Thursdays and Fridays, which are more sane and calmer. If there really is need for
serious confrontation on a record, I just force myself to make the time, even on a Monday or a Tuesday.

SUSAN: HOW COMPETITIVE IS THEINDIE MARKET IN 1985 AS COMPARED TO MAYBE THREE YEARS AGO?

LENNY: The indie field has exploded from fewer than ten to more than 40, I firmly believe it is in one's
best interest to hire the individual who will strive the hardest with the most tools on a project by
project basis. Sometimes, we're contracted for lightning kills instead of building and nurturing
artists who need time to develop. Radio forgets it takes a few weeks to stock, market and merchandise
a new record in sync with its airplay. The 4-week indie defeats much of the strategy of longevity of
support. Indies with passion for their projects are so crucial to a company. If this is just a job,
then your Lp is "just another record". Two points, please. The relatively minimal cost of engaging
a few indies for a manager or label is Just a drop in the bucket compared to the total outlay and
expenditure. Isn't the investment worth an extra few grand? Secondly, we are not a threat to any staff,
national, regional or local. If anything, we're Paladin; "Have Gun, Will Travel" to supplement and
complement your efforts. I've seen more projects get shafted by ruffled egos. We all have the

same goal. CONTINUED

HOW IS IT POSSIBLE TO WORK AS MANY RECORDS AS YOU DO IN A GIVEN WEEK?

First of all, I talk fast. As you all know, I mention every record I'm on. Some records work them-
selves, others require crusades, cajoling and a Lincoln-Douglas debate. I've spent 15 years trying
to listen and learn about every station I call, so I don't waste their valuable time. I also make
sure to check the progress and status of every release. Maintenance seems to be a foreign term for
some people. We forget to say thanks a week after a record was added. I used to tell my staff that
your work doesn't start til after the record is added.

DESCRIBE A TYPICAL HEAVY LENNY WORK WEEK.

I rise at 5:15 a.m. and hit the office about 6:10, working til 5 - 5:30 p.m. As many know, I've used
an operator's headset for 15 years (or 1'd be institutionalized) with a speaker-phone as well. I

am often juggling three calls simultaneously. The volume dictates being cordial, yet concise. My
temper is moderate except when I deal with discourtsey -- 6, 8, 10 messages with no return calls
(hint). My avenings consist of dinners usually at some great restaurant as well as almost nightly
auditioning of new domestic and import releases I constantly must keep up with. Tuesday nights, I'm
up till about 1:00 a.m., the other nights 11:30 or midnight to watch the news. I play full court
basketball on Sunday mornings and Thursday evenings.

SO WHAT DOES YOUR MONTHLY PHONE BILL LOOK LIKE AND WHEN DO YOU FIND TIME TO SLEEP? ARE YOU REALLY
THE PHIL COLLINS OF THE INDIES?

Let's just say I could have a BMW dealership by now if I passed on ever using the phone again. As to
sleep, I catch up when assholes put me on hold for 15 minutes. I have more hair than Phil, but he
plays drums better. It's flattering to be mentioned in the same breath, even though some people think
2e's overextending himself. If there wasn't a demand and the quality wasn't there, it would quickly
ade.

WHO GETS YOUR VOTE FOR MOST UNDERRATED PROGRAMMER?

The "who" is not any specific person, but a grouping -- the low profile P.D.'s who last for years and
keep their stations strong and vibrant and, mostof ali, AOR!!! We glorify so many people before
their time. You get into the Hall Of Fame for the accomplishments of a career, not one hot season.
The underrated heroes are also those who compete and may not win everytime, but never have the
resources to legitmately go head-to-head. Face it, a mi1lion bucks for a book is hard to go up
against. If you had to pin me down, people 1ike KBCO, WDHA, WAQX (really), Ron Reger, WKQQ, Mark
Miller, Val McIntosh, Tom Cale and Dana Jang (who finally gets to put it on the line).

OKAY, NOW NAME THE FIVE BIGGEST GEEKS IN RADIO.
That would be suicide!!! Think how many would be pissed off because I left them off the list.

FINALLY, IF YOU WEREN'T IN THE MUSIC BUSINESS, WHAT WOULD BE YOUR ALTERNATIVE CAREER?

Well, I was a history major and I averaged A- on my essays throughout school, so I might've been a
teacher or a writer. After this interview, both seem highly probable next moves. I've always been

a salesman since I was 1ittle (well, young perhaps, never little). It definitely would never be cars,
because I only know how to start them and clean the windshield. I'd probably be a terrific travel
agent , because I'm highly organized (except for my desk) and love the challenge of routing and

finding the lowest fares. I did it for plenty of people at A&M for years. 1 spent many years

working with kids when I was younger, and miss that,so I hope our baby is due right on time. Finally,
I'd seriously relish politics. I've done well in elected office in school and community organizations.
If done honestly and devotedly, that's the ultimate service job.
