Anita Gevinson (10AM-2PM) and Lesley Patten (10PM-2AM), in favor of three new jocks from three different
markets. T don't think the station had a real clear-cut direction of what it was trying to do" says

Tim opened his first show on WYSP with this
response to WMMR's long-standing “Philadelphia's rock and roll animals" slogan: “It's a free country.
They can call themselves rock and roll animals, too, if they want, but you can't call yourself a rock
and roll animal if you're going to sound like a limp dick."

The new WYSP lineup sends former Morning Man R.D. Steele back to the production studio, puts former part-
timer Debbie Calton in the 10P-2A shift, and keeps Rick Allen intact at 2A-6A.

Flying in the face of everything we hold near and dear, I've really let go of one
rope without having hold of another. [ know that's bad business, but if I have to go sit in Burlington,
Vermont for six or eight months, I'11 do it. I want time in front of the red light. If this sounds
like 'Uncle Ted, 1'm gonna go to Hollywood and be a big movie director', believe me, I'm not kidding
myself. 1 know I'm gonna have to start over, but I want to do TV. [ think that Ken and Andy are two
of the nicest and best I've worked with. 1 think Andy is good and is gonna be great. Ken already is."

One
of the group's objectives will be to address current fundamentalist sentiment that favors rock censorship,
record rating codes, and associates the music with Satanic messages. (Witness Jerry Falwell on the cover
of TIME, and the rampant Night Stalker loves AC/DC brouhaha). "We're going to have io start fighting this"
reasons Rob, "and we need to form a vehicle for funneling positive promotion ideas to radio stations for
free. I've already got people coming up to me and saying 'does your station play AC/DC?'. Obviously the
media is blowing this whole thing out of proportion to the point where rock is going to equal Satanic
messages, without thinking anything about what positive messages U2 or Springsteen have sent out over the
years. So now, instead of saying we do Two For Tuesday, we can say we raised $20,000 to fight world
hunger."
