PAUL 
HEINE:  LET'S START WITH YOUR RADIO BACKGROUND.  ANY ESPECIALLY MEMORABLE MOMENTS FROM THE EARLY GIGS? 

AL  Most of the early gigs included a lot of small stations in the NY/NJ area, and all were the type of 
PETERSON: station that if you were within the sound of my voice, chances are you were within the sight of our 

tower.  When applying for a job at WDHA's sister station, the PD literally interviewed me while he was 
on-the-air on a Sunday afternoon.  He asked, "Can you do this?", and I replied, "Sure, no problem." 
He said, "Fine, I'll be back in a few hours," picked up his keys and left.  And that's how I got my 
first job.  I was hooked for the better part of 13 years through Rochester, Tampa and up until the time 
I started consulting. 

PAUL:  HOW WAS IT THAT, IN  YOUR FIRST SHOT AT PROGRAMMING AOR AT WMJQ, ROCHESTER IN 1977, YOU MANAGED TO 
OVERTHROW THE THEN PROGRESSIVE LEGEND WCMF? 

AL:  AOR was easier back then.  Simply by playing the right songs we pointed out to the listeners in 
Rochester just how many wrong songs CMF played and, with the help of Lee Michaels and Lee Abrams, WMJQ 
went from a 1.9 to over an 11 share in two years.  It was great fun and gratifying, but it wasn't that 
tough.  We hired CMF's PD, Bernie Kimble, to do afternoons, thereby putting one big hole in CMF. 
Frankly, we just played a straight ahead hit rock format, where CMF had really retreated into a self-
serving entity.  They had become more of a cult station than a mass appeal station, and they got a lot 
of their early numbers by default.  AOR was much easier in the mid-70's.  It really didn't require much 
more than playing the right records. 

PAUL:  I TAKE IT THE ROCHESTER SUCCESS WROTE YOUR TICKET TO TAMPA. 

AL:  I was nobody's fool.  I said, "Hey, it's March, it's 17 degrees, and it's snowing in Rochester."  I 
headed for Tampa and WQXM which was the only AOP in the market.  This was 1979 and WYNF was a floundering 
Top 40.  98 ROCK had six or seven PDs in the 14 months prior to my arrival.  By 1980, 98 ROCK became 
dominant 12-34, and in 18-49 men.  At the height of 98 ROCK's success, I was lured away by Taft to cross 
the street and switch WYNF to AOR and, in retrospect, I don't think that was the smartest career move 
I've ever made because suddenly I was poised to be programming against Burkhart/Abrams as well as against 
some of my own best programming ideas.  A year later Tafthired Sebastian when his kickass format was 
peaking and YNF was no exception.  In one book we absolutely skyrocketed in teens and 18-24 males, but 
lost everything over 25.  I was pretty disenchanted, decided to leave and recommended George Harris for 
the job.  That was when I opened discussions with Pollack whom I joined in 1982. 

PAUL:  WHAT WAS YOUR ROLE WITH THE POLLACK ORGANIZATION AND WHY DID YOU LEAVE? 

AL:  I was the Executive Vice President of the company, and stayed until late 1984.  During that time the 
client roster pretty much tripled in size, and the company grew from the two of us and one secretary 
to the very large and successful operation that it is today.  They were good years and I'm proud of the 
contributions I made, but mostly it was the differences in opinion about the future directions of the 
company that made me feel it was time for me to strike out on my own. 

PAUL:  AND WHAT'S THE PRIMARY DIFFERENCES IN YOUR NEW AND OLD SETUPS? 

AL:  There are two ways to approach it, but I definitely believe that vou cannot do a cood job 
with 30 plus radio stations and honestly know what's going on at each and every one of them.  I don't 
believe in the plug-it-in-any-city-in-America-and-it-works theory.  I have been the consultant and the 
consultee, and I know that approach doesn't work. 

PAUL:  HAVING WORKED WITH ABRAMS, POLLACK AND SEBASTIAN, WHAT ARE THE STRENGTHS AND WEAKNESSES OF EACH? 

AL:  Lee is a great thinker when he's not under the give-me-an-answer-right-now-because-I'm-paying-you -for-

it gun from management.  I don't think that Lee ever really forgot that radio should be fun to listen to. 
And, although many people were put off by the late Lee Michaels rather direct style, I learned a great 
deal about jock motivation and talent development from him.  As far as Jeff's strengths, I think he's 
incredibly effective as a salesman especially at the corporate management level.  He inspired a lot of 
confidence from upper level management.  He is able to convey to them what they need to hear about a 
format that they generally don't understand.  John has always been first rate at call out music systems, 
although I think he's had help in that area from Steve Casey.  On the other side of the coin, I think 
that both Lee and Jeff's weaknesses are organizations that have gotten too big for them to be involved 
in day-to-day.  Although both are surrounded by very excellent help--some of the best programming talent 
in the business--it's still your name on the door.  When a PD or Manager is signing a check to you every 
month they want your opinion, and I don't think you can afford to have anything less than a daily working 
knowledge of your clients.  As for John, I've always admired his determination and his single-mindedness 
about approaching his goals, but I disagreed with the quick fix short term ratings results of the kick 
ass format.  I believe that his new EOR experiment, which is the total antithesis of everything that he 
had previously laid out as his AOR philosophy in his WCOZ days, is at best a major market format for 
stations that don't need anything but a small piece of the pie.  If you just want to win one single 
demographic, that's fine.  At worst, I think it can be a misplaced idea that can be sold to smaller and 
medium market stations who really think that it's the panacea for 25+ numbers. 

PAUL:  WHAT'S YOUR CURRENT CLIENT ROSTER AND WHAT SIDE PROJECTS HAVE YOU BEEN INVOLVED IN LATELY? 

AL:  In the AOR arena it's KWHL, Anchorage; WAPL, Green Bay/Appleton; KFMQ, Lincoln and my most recent 
signing--WAQX, Syracuse.  My AC clients are KWFM, Tucson; KEZL, Ocean Side/San Ciego; KCEE, Tucson; 
KQKT, Seattle and KFQD, Anchorage, and I consult a CHR in Lafayette--KSMB.  I also do some speical pro-
jects in the area of field scouting for potential new property purchases for two confidential corporate 
clients.  They utilize me to sound out a market or a station that they're looking at buying.

PAUL:  HOW AND WHY WERE YOU ABLE TO CRACK LONG TIME NON-CONSULTED WAQX? 

AL:  Finding an area of common dialogue with Syracuse's most infamous charm school graduate wasn't an easy 
task.  Ed's a scrapper and, after 71/2-8 years in Syracuse AOR, he's a survivor, too.  He has stated time 
and time again that he wasn't impressed at all by what he described as the cookie-cutter approach of the 
consultants.  He's obviously not just looking for someone to send him a photocopy of a music library 
from 30 other markets.  Ed just felt that my candidness and my lack of concern about telling him exactly 
what I thought, was what he was looking for.  I think it's a tribute to his tenacious attitude that, 
even after bringing AQX back in the Spring book without a consultant, he's still out there searching 
for ideas and fresh perspectives from people.  Specifically, at AQX we are working on resolidifying the 
core, after all it's a great blue collar rock and roll city, along with improving 25+ by capitalizing 
on their heritage and expanding the station's marketing. 

WITH THE SUCCESS OF KISS, SAN ANTONIO; WYNF, TAMPA; WAAF, WORCESTER and WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WOULDN'T 
THE "WE'RE NOT AFRAID TO ROCK OUT" APPROACH WORK IN MORE OF THE BLUE COLLAR MARKETS? 

AL:  It depends entirely on the individual market.  In some cases there are stations taking that approach that 
are way off base.  For example:  KRKN, Anchorage and, with all due respect to Andy Bloom who I think is 
trying to make a stand, WYSP, Philadelphia.  I think it's the only alternative that he can take, short 
of a different format, because you're just not going to out  WMMR.  However, there have been periods 
of time in YSP's history where it has taken its Present position, althouGh not as well refined or 
executed.  having lived and grown un in that market, I have a feeling for Philadelphia.  It's a blue 
collar attitude town, but it's not unsophisticated and it is relatively conservative.  I don't see any 
long term position for a straight balls-to-the-wall rock and roll *station there. 

PALL:  ISN'T BALLS-TO-THE-WALL RADIO NARROWCASTING IN THE SAME WAY THAT EOR IS?  BOTH HAVE A VERY SPECIALIZE" 
APPEAL, BUT TO TWO COMPLETELY DIFFERENT AUDIENCES. 

AL:  Absolutely.  That's the best way to understand it.  I assume WYSP is trying to dominate a given cell, say 
16-24 men, as opposed to trying for an overall win.  In the same way EOR attempts to dominate one cell at 
the exclusion of all others.  In a major market there is room for it if you only need a small piece of a 
big pie.  Also, traditionally EOR has performed well in its first 1 or 2 books.  It did very well in 
West Palm Beach and Seattle, but is no longer being used in either market.  I think any new or different 
sounding approach has its day in the sun.  I don't approach it as an AOR format.  Its listener demo-
graphics and profiles are more closely attuned to AC. 

PAUL:  IN LAST WEEK'S "PAGING', JOHN SEBASTIAN CLAIMED THAT UP AGAINST YOUR ANCHORAGE STATION HIS EOR OUTLET, 
KKGR, WENT FROM NOTHING TO #1 in 25-54 MEN IN ONE BOOK.  CARE TO RESPOND? 

AL:  Let's face the facts here.  We can all make numbers say anything we want them to, but KWHL has very 
clearly defined objectives and we have met every one of them.  We're #1 18-34 Adults, #1 18-49 Adults, 
and it's the #2 overall 18+ station in a market of 220,000 with 2 AORs and an EOR. As for the big 25-54 
winner?  It's not Sebastian's KKGR.  It's the other AC station I consult in the market, KFOD, and 
together both stations deliver more 18+ adults than any other combination or any single station.  I think 
its important that we talk about realities there and not just a demo here and there. 

PAUL:  TO WHAT FACTORS WOULD YOU ATTRIBUTE AOR'S RECENT RESURGENCE?  • 

AL:  Obviously there are fewer cutting up the available demographic pie in many markets.  Also, I think it was 
good for AOR to get the pants scared off of it a year or so ago, because it made managementmorecommitted 
to agressive marketing and promotion rather than relying on giving away concert tickets and albums and 
having a free beer night at a bar every week.  There seems to also be a real commitment to developing 
strong mass appeal morning shows as a cornerstone to build the station on--WFBQ and KSHE for example. 
This is not a brilliant concept, but it's been making successful radio stations for 40 years. 

PAUL:  SO WHAT IS TIE PETERSON PHILOSOPHY OF AOR? 

AL:  If you want to win 25+, then you have to avoid some of the most blatant teen screamers and some of the 
more straight-ahead heavy metals bands.  But I see stations that are doing very well 25+ playing bands 
like Aerosmith with their resurgence now.  Realistically, AOR is format for 20-30 year  olds.  To corner 
that market you need to play new songs in a good mix with classic rock hits, without over emphasizing 
classic rock.  That's what positioned AOR as music of your older brother's life 5 years ago, and we got 
our clock cleaned.  Listeners want news, features and information that touches their lives, and they want 
to be entertained.  If you want to win adults in any format, you simply have to be more than a jukebox. 
They have too many choices for them to choose something as boring as that. 

PAUL:  WITH CHR DOMINATING TEENS, AND AOR CONCENTRATING ON 25+, WHERE WILL THE FORMAT BE TEN YEARS FROM NOW? 
DO WE REALLY HAVE A SHOT AT 35+? 

AL:  Undoubtedly there will be 35-year-olds listening to our format 10 years from now, because in many cases 
it will be virtually the only kind of radio that some of them have grown up with.  But it's wrong to 
assume that a 35-year-old ten years from now is going to be a more active 35-year-old listener than those 
that exist now.  My belief is that rock was, is and will continue to be primarily a youth-based format. 
I think to try to age it and refine it to a point where it's no  longer a little bit loud and rebellious 
will be to kill it off and turn it into an alternative Adult Contemporary.  Look at Beautiful Music 
stations and how drastically they have changed and contemporized their sound for the simple reason that 
their audience was literally dying off.  Obviously they found themselves in a corner, and AOR should 
learn from that.  Eventually part of your audience grows out of being a regular hard core AOR listener. 
Maybe they'll continue to cume it or use it on a mood basis, but it's unrealistic to assume you're going 
to get the same time spent listening out of a 35-year-old as you will out of a 22-year-old. 

PAUL:  HAVING DIVERSIFIED BEYOND AOR GIVES YOU A UNIQUE VANTAGE POINT THAT MANY OTHERS TOO CLOSE TO THE FORMAT 
DON'T HAVE.  FROM YOUR VANTAGE POINT, WHAT ARE SOME OF AOR'S STRENGTHS AND WEAKNESSES? 

AL:  AOR's biggest strength is its ability to really carry the active and passive audience better than any 
other format.  CHR is often such an active format with high cume, high repetition and lots of turnover 
it really doesn't serve that passive listener.  And some ACs are little more than 1985 Beautiful Music 
stations.  AOR is the only format that by design is musically diversitied enough and open promotionally 
to different age groups, and also has room for legitimate air personalities in virtually all dayparts. 
Its biggest weakness is narrowly focused POs who follow instead of lead.  A lot of CHR PDs aré leaders 
and that's what hurt many AOR PDs--they were followers.  Another handicap continues to be radio sales 
people who haven't been able to shake that sterotypical dope smoking hippie image of AOR in the '60s and 
70s.  Another problem area is trying to recover from the last few years of all-gimmick radio: commercial 
free, NO B.S., etc.  The audience is a lot smarter than that. 

PAUL:  WHAT'S THE BIGGEST THREAT TO THE FUTURE OF THE FORMAT? 

AL:  Complacency and a lack of understanding as to what the format is.  We go through so much self analysis 
with this format, constantly trying to position it to sales department goals as opposed to audience 
availability. The biggest threat to the future is to position AORs as oldies-oriented adult contemporary 
stations and to "grow old with our listeners."  If we grow old with our listeners, we'll do the same 
thing they do, we'll eventually just drift away.

News From Rock Over London 
Far be it from us to knock the credibility of the British charts, but we 
can't help thinking that an album chart with eight new entries in the top 
20 is hard to take seriously, especially when three of them were in the 
top four.  Certainly the records are selling, but it does raise the question 
of exactly how many units it takes to make such a high debut.  Specifically, 
the IRON MAIDEN live Lp, the "OUT NOW 2" hits compilation and THE CULT's 
"Love" were the three that made the highest entries, at 2, 3 and 4 
respectively.  The other debutants were DEPECHE MODE's "Singles 81-85" set, 
LEVEL 42's "World Machine", the "MIAMI VICE" soundtrack album, and THE ALARM's 
"Strength".  There was also a bizarre re-entry for the TV version of the 
"West Side Story" soundtrack, the orchestra led by LEONARD BERNSTEIN. (The 
high reappearance was due to the production being shown again on British 
TV.)  It takes all sorts to make a British album chart. 

Discussion on the "Album V. Compact Disc" battle is heating up here 
throwing in his ten cents, or ten pence, if you like.  His view is 
dead in six years.  Deacon asserts that once Lps have ceased to be 
and he predicts that by 1991 the album racks will be almost empty. 
that the single has a longer life expectancy, but still feels that 
before long. 

Photographs taken back stage at Live Aid, by top photographer DAVID BAILEY, are due to go under the 
auctioneer's hammer on November 4th, at Sotheby's,London.  The pictures are signed by Bailey and the 
subjects themselves, so they should fetch a tidy sum, to help keep the coffers of the Band Aid trust 

healthy. 

And that just happens to be the very same idea behind the FASHION AID extravaganza taking place at the 
Royal Albert Hall on November 5th and at the New York Palladium the following day.  For the London show, 
a host of international fashion designers will be represented, and we have been warned to expect MADNESS, 
GEORGE MICHAEL and SIMON LE BON to strut down the catwalk!  The musical contributors are UB40 and 
VANGELIS who are writing songs especially for the show, while GODLEY AND CREME are to shoot a TV film 
about the event, with the sound taken care of by TREVOR HORN. 

When THOMAS DOLBY chatted to us on Rock Over London a while back he touched on a film score he was working 
on.  Now the details have slipped out:  It's the soundtrack for the new RYAN O'NEAL movie "Feverpitch" 
and we hear the music falls somewhere between KRAFTWERK and BERNARD HERMANN. Tom's also in line for 
some soundtrack work on a forthcoming STEVEN SPIELBERG/GEORGE LUCAS epic. 

A Christmas single involving ELVIS COSTELLO? Sounds unlikely, but EC has produced a yuletide 45 for 
Ireland's own, THE POGUES. Still, when you hear what Costello's up to in the ROL Naughty Bits Department 
this week, you'll believe anything is possible. 

We may not have MTV over here, but British Telecom have come up with a music service to compensate.  A 
telephone service called "Livewire" has just been introduced to Londoners and on offer, apart from chart 
records, are a gig guide, music news to be updated twice daily, a chance to listen to disco, imports, 
interviews with artists, plus they claim quite a coup:  according to the service, the National Gallup 
chart is available from 9AM Tuesday mornings some four hours before it's announced on radio by the BBC. 
However, our phone calls have yet to find this to be true.  It's also been set up as a two way communication 
- callers can use the "right to reply service".  If nothing else, it could prove to be a pleasant way of 
running up a rather huge phone bill.  But there's competiticn:  A similar service called "Chartbusters", 
run by EMAP Mainline, was in operation five days ahead of Telecom's. 

DAVID BOWIE has been commissioned to write and perform the score for what will be only the fifth ever 
full-length British animated film.  "When The Wind Blows", by cartoonist RAYMOND BRIGGS, is a story on the 
weighty subject of the dropping of a nuclear bomb.  TVC, the studio involved in the project, has already 
been well connected to the world of music, as they were responsible for the BEATLES' "Yellow Submarine". 

THE ROLLING STONES are reported to be in London at the moment and one of them turns up in a surprising 
setting soon.  CHARLIE WATTS will be playing concerts at RONNIE SCOTT'S, the famous West End jazz spot. 

JOE JACKSON's ex-wife,RUTH ROGERS-WRIGHT, is now on vinyl  with the band MOONTWIST. They do a SADE-
sounding slow number called "Sight And Sound".  Meanwhile, the FINE YOUNG CANNIBALS, following up their 
great debut success "Johnny Come Home", have a new release called "Blue".  Their debut album will be 
out in the new year, including, if this is not too difficult to imagine, a cover of ELVIS PRESLEY's 
"Suspicious Minds", with backing vocals by ex-BRONSKI BEAT singer JIMMY SOMERVILLE. 

LLOYD COLE AND THE COMMOTIONS, having just achieved their biggest UK hit to date with "Brand New Friend", 
aim fo repeat  the success with "Lost Weekend"...And BLANCMANGE, who've just released their "Believe You 
Me" album, take the second single from it, "Lost Your Love". 

As an alternative to the new SIMPLE MINDS studio set, Rock Over London this week plays the "Minds Live 
In Glasgow", with "Up On The Catwalk", recorded in January.  We've another in-concert performance, this 
time from four years ago, and if you've never heard PAUL YOUNG sing ELVIS COSTELLO this is your channce, 
with PAUL AND THE Q-TIPS tackling "Hi Fidelity" from a just-released live album by Young's former band... 
DARYL HALL joins us to explain what he's been doing in Britain of late.  And there are the new UK releases 
by SQUEEZE and MIDGE URE...In the Naughty Bits Department there are stories of a reunion of half of the 
BEATLES and exactly what ELVIS COSTELLO's doing in a film with a rabbit, plus great activity in the top 
five rock hits countdown.

Question Of The Week 
Thanks to Sean Coakley, Arista Records, for this suggested 
question:  How do you position yourself in terms of slogans 
versus your competition, be it AOR, CHR, etc...Also, quite 
specifically, mention the standard identification that you 

would like an artist to do for you. 

JOHN BEAULIEU, WTUE: "Our heaviest competition in town is a CHR who positions  itself  as 'nothing but the 
hits'. We, in turn, take the AOR stance and stress 'more variety and less repetition' with quality rock and 
roll.  These phrases are usually stressed around classic AOR tunes or AOR staples that the CHR is most likely 
playing...Our I.D. is '105 WTUE, Dayton/Springfield, the home of quality rock and roll'." 

RICK STRAUSS, WZZO: "We are 'the Lehigh Valley's radio station, Z95, WZZO'.  This implies that we are more than 
music, we touch upon other things that are important to our listeners.  It seems to be very effective." 

BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "We just emphasize the rock and roll, pointing out station exclusives whether they are depth 
album cuts or singles that haven't made it onto our CHR competition. We emphasize our longevity (11 years as 
an AOR).  The positioning by slogan is not as important as the overall positioning...We have half a dozen 
different slogans that we use;so,other than the slogan, '96Rock', there is no standard one we would for an 

artist I.D." 
RICK ALLEN, KLPX: "As far as positioning against any competing station, we don't.  We don't position ourselves 
against them, we position ourselves for our listeners... '96 Rock, KLPX,Tucson's rock and roll station' (and 

the emphasis is on Tucson)." 

VINCE MERTZ,  KZEL: "We're on top so our competition has to position against us...Specifically,we're known 
as Oregon's best rock and we've been around for 16 years doing it.  Our slogan is 'K-ZEL 96, Oregon's best 

rock'." 
ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "That's one area that we could use some improvement in, in that there are at least three 
stations that use slogans like 'Hawaii's new music leader', 'your concert FM', etc.  We feel our listeners 
probably know who the concert FM is and who the new music leader is, but it would probably be a good idea for 
us to, in some way, institutionalize it with the state trademark people.  For artist I.D.'s (and we love 'em) 
we prefer the artist to be natural, loose, humorous, and call us 'kay-poy 98 Rock' and make some reference, 

however oblique, to Hawaii." 
RON DIAZ, WYNF: "We have two CHR's in town that use 'hot hits', and a third that uses 'light rock'.  We 
are 'the home of rock and roll', 'the one thatrocks', and 'the concert station'.  For artist I.D.'s 'you're 

listening to the home of rock and roll, 95 YNF'." 
ERIN RILEY, WMMR: "We try to capitalize on the station's longevity with slogans like 'the home of rock and roll 
for 17 years'. We also incorporate the words 'original', 'first' and other leadership position phrases.  We 
also use 'Philadelphia's #1 radio station'...For artist I.D.'s 'the home of rock and roll', 'Philadelphia, 
rock and roll animals'.  We appreciate making them as zany as possible." 

MARK DEVINE, WRKI:  "We use slogans that definitely position us as a rock and roll station.  We make that 
clear, concise and spicy with the use of brief montages...For artist I.D.'s:  'this is Fairfield County's 

only rock and roll radio station, I-95-FM'." 

CHRIS GARRETT, WhEB: "We position ourselves as the rock station using the slogans:  'hit Rock 100 HEB-FM', 
or 'solid rock of the sea coast, HEB-FM'...Artists should use those slogans." 

DOUG PODELL, WLLZ: "We position ourselves as more of a rocker than our competition is, and now that our station 
is getting a little older, we're repositioning it as 'a Motor City original'.  Also, due to all the recent 
format and call letter changes in the market, the station has moved up a few notches in terms of market 
longevity, but we're still only four years old...For artist I.D.'s:  '98.7 WLLZ. Detroit's wheels.  Where 
.-k,e Motor City comes to rock' or '98.7 WLLZ. Detroit's wheels.  A Motor City original'." 

GREG GILLISPIE, WOVE: "The competition being a big CHR is fairly jive and hype in their positioning statements 
with lines like 'Pittsburgh's hot FM', 'always four in a row', 'less commericals, more music', and things 
like that.  We tend to get the point across very directly.  Plthough we use a variety of positioning 
statements, depending upon what's going on in the marketplace, the primary ones are 'WOVE rocks', 'Pittsburgh's 
home of rock and roll', 'Pittsburgh's ultimate album collection' and 'the best of everything that's rock and 
roll'.  Others that are used from time to time include: 'Pittsburgh's pioneer of rock and roll', '16 years 
of great rock and roll', and 'you get the best new music first'.. .Specifically, artists should include: 

'102.5 OVE' in any I.D. that they do for the station." 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "We capitalize on our longevity in the market (14 years) by using 'the original and still 

the best, WOUR'." 
ANGELA WRIGHT, KXZL: "With the upcoming Christmas season, KXZL would like to ask for help from the record reps. 
We need Christmas I.D.'s BADLY!!!  If you could help us in any way in this matter, it would be greatly 
appreciated. The I.D. should have the artist's name, the group, a brief Christmas message, and mention 
somewhere within the I.D., 'KEXEL 104, KXZL - San Antonio's best rock'.  Thank you very much." 

VIRGIL THOMPSON, WRUF: "We position ourselves as a 'rock' station. We play rock and roll.  Our CHR competition 
plays Imusic l...As for artist I.D.'s:  'Hi, this is (rock star), you're listening to North Florida's home of 
rock and roll, Rock 104' and/or 'This is (rock star), you're listening to North Florida's best rock on Rock 104'." 

ROB ELLIS, WKQQ: "We call ourselves Lexington's only rock and roll station because we are - 'home of the best 
new music first'. We always try to tie in with any holiday or big event that's going on at the top of the hour. 
We're the only station that has laser disk and we drop in the statement 'laser disk rock and roll exclusively 
from 98 Rock, WQ'...The standard I.D.'s from artistsand anything creative, just so it includes '98 Rock WO'." 

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: "Positioning statements are important to us. Specifically,we are trying to ram down our 
listener's throat that we are 'South Jersey's home for rock and roll' and as far as artist I.D.'s go, that is 

what we would like them to say." 
BOB WELCH, WPYX: "In terms of slogans versus our competition, we call ourself 'Capital Land's rock and roll 
authority'.  Standard I.D.'s would include that phrase and 'PYX 106 (picks 106)'." 

MARK CHERNOFF, WDhA: "WDhA is rock and roll and proud of it!!! Our slogan is 'New Jersey's best rock' and 
also 'the rock of New Jersey'...When an artist cuts an I.D., it includes, 'WDHA-FM, New Jersey's best rock!!'." 

DON BERNS, CFNY: "We are a lot of things, primarily 'the spirit of radio', which incidentally, Rush got 
from us.  We are also 'Toronto FM 102', 'FM102', and just 'CFNY'." 

JEFF CARROLL, KUL: "The standard I.D. would be 'Austin's rock and roll connection'...Our target is 18-34 with 
a primary being 25-34, hence we position ourselves as an adult rock and slide as close as possible to the 
competition, yet maintain our rock and roll image." 

GLENN STEWART, WHJY: "Let's first establish the competition for HJY (it's not the Boston stations!).  We've 
got the CHR competition WPRO and the bit more 'eclectic' AOR WBRU. We rock the most so we can lay claim to 
the 'home of rock and roll', and 'Southern New England's rock radio leader'...Artist I.D.'s can use either of 
these tag lines and please call us '94 HJY'.  So when will all the new Arista I.D.'s be arriving here?" 

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR-FM: "Our positioning statements are 'GIR-FM rock 101, the home of rock and roll' 
or 'rock 101, Northern New England's #1 rock and roll radio station'." 



QUESTION CONTINUED 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "We position ourselves as a rock station.  Our image emphasizes  rock and roll 
heritage, being in touch with today.  We are Alaska's rock and roll leader.  KWHL has been successful since 
the first day on the air to the point of having blown the previous rock and roll station off the dial.  Since 
1982 we have been Alaska's rock and roll leader and everyone else has followed.  As the Buzzard used to say, 
often imitated, never duplicated.  In the long run we will always win because we are committed to remaining 
Alaska's home of rock and roll...Artist I.D.'s:  'Alaska's  rock and roll leader', or 'home of rock and 
roll', so send them up." 

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "The standard I.D. is 'Rock 105, North Florida's megastation'." 

JAY DANIELS, WEZX: "Ignore what they're doing.  Your positioning statement should be unique to your station and 
your sound and second guessing what other stations are going to be saying doesn't do you any good... It would 
be good if we always had an artist talk about the fact that we're a 'dual city'.  Then, of course, mention 
our moniker 'Rock 107' instead  of our call letters, then let the artist be creative.  That's why they're paid 
the big money." 

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "We're 'the home of rock and roll' and that is our slogan. Since we've been rocking for 17 
years in this market, we have the heritage to back that up...Basically, the aforementioned and include '92KQRS, 
the home of rock and roll'.  Outside of that, they can improvise!" 

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "Only the finest rock and roll!...Just '102 WRXL', that's good enough!" 

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "We are positioning ourselves as a 'mom rock, less talk' type of station. So, 
consequently some of these slogans we're using are 'while they're talking, we're rockin' 92.3 KSJO' or '92.3 
KSJO with more non-stop rock'.  Those are basic more music, less talk positioning slogans... 'The rock is on 
92.3 KSJO' or '92.3 KSJO no more Mr. Nice Guy' are both our standard I.D.'s." 

ALAN WHITE, KILO:  "Our slogan is 'KIL094, the home of rock and roll'.  That sets us apart from our competition 
because we re the only true rock station in the market...As far as artist I.D.'s go, it would be the same.  We 
don't use our exact frequency, we round it off to 94 and we never say K-I-L-0, we say 'kilo' as in 2.2 pounds. 
We're coming up on our 8th birthday, so special birthday I.D.'s would be appreciated." 

TED EDWARDS, KGE: "Simply 'San Diego's rock and roll 101 KGB-FM'.  That says it all.  We are a rock and roll 
station.  San Diego's only rock and roll station.  This effectively positions us against anyone and defines 
what we are." 

STEVE FUNK, KOZZ: "As far as artist I.D.'s go, 'Reno's best rock' or 'the rock and roll station'...As far as 
our position with the competition, we are the rock and roll station.  PiTre the station that gets deep on 
album cuts and actually, in our market, we 'n-7-e no competition.  We blow them all away." 

JIM JONES, KMOD: "We like to position ourselves as the veteran rockers with slogans such as 'you're never 
too old to rock and roll', 'home for quality rock and roll', 'Tulsa's original rocker', and re-establish our 
position as 'the rainbow station, KMOD'...Standard indentificationfor us would be 'your home for quality 
rock and roll, 97.5 KMOD'." 

SCOTT DOUGLAS,  KATT: "Our standard slogan is Itherock of Oklahoma' which says it all for this part of the state. 
We are the only AOR in the market and therefore, the only rock of Oklahoma as far as this market is concerned." 

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "Ours is very simple because we are the only AOR.  'The heart of rock and roll'...I would 
have our artists do 'KLAO, the heart of rock and roll'." 

MIKE KELLER, KQDS: "We use slogans versus jingles and what we do is have a station voice do all of the slogans. 
Our main slogan is 'KQDS 95 FM, the music leader'." 

P.D. WITT, KMYZ: "'Hello, this is   and quality rock like (insert your current song here) can only 
be heard on the new 104.5 KMYZ 1." 

BILL MAY, WQMF: "'The rock and roll station', 'Louisville's exclusive home of rock and roll', and '96 QMF'." 

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "How do we position ourselves?  'They're the album station.  We're the album alternative'... 
For artist I.D.'s:  'KBLE, the album alternative exclusively on cable in Des Moines'." 

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "Our latest statement is 'the Zoo ends boring radio'...When we get an artist at the station 
making interesting music, it's great to get him or her to say that." 

RALPH TORTORA, WBAB: "'Hi, this is  (name)   from  (group)   and you're listening to Long Island's 
home of rock and roll 102.3 WBAB'." 

ACE PALADINO, KRIX: "We have always been the slogan trendsetter in this market.  Whenever we stop using a 
particular slogan, another station in the market invaribly picks it up.  We've been calling ourselves 'the x' 
for almost a year and now our newest competition has changed their name to 'the b'...I.D.'s should contain 
the phrase:  'you heard it on the x'." 

Please be prepared when you call in your station report to answer this question suggested by Virgil Thompson, WRUF: 
"What percentage of your jocks are college graduates or have at least some college education?  If partial college, 
how much?  And how important is that degree?" 

Radio Action 
WNEW-FM, NEW YORK, NY  M.D.-LISA KENDALL: "In August ,1985, WNEW asked me to climb aboard the big ship and 
steer the music department into competitive waters  They gave me 'til January 1986 to accomplish my mission! 
Always willing to lend a helping hand, I dove in head first, and I'm happy to report I've completed the task 
set before me, and it's now time to turn over the greatest-sounding-radio-station in New York City, to a new 
Music Director,  Effective November 11th, Mark Chernoff will be the new Music Director of WNEW-FM.  I thank 
Metromedia for this challenging opportunity, and thanks to all who supported my return,  I'm now in charge 
of East Coast talent acquisition for Westwood One's newest rock-a-radio program, with the refreshing approach 
and catchy title, 'Line One'.  'Line One' runs every Monday night at 11:00PM EST and is hosted by KMET's 
Sky Daniels and WNEW's Carol Miller.

WCCC, HARTFORD, CT  M.D.-BRIAN ILLES: "As winter approaches here in Southern New England, you can be sure we 
have our 'Afterburner' on high!  I can't stop rocking to the new ZZ Top!  It had some tough shoes to fill 
following 'Eliminator', but the bearded ones come through —Also coming through is Asia!  I didn't expect to 
like this record as much as I do.  Now all I want to know is, who's left in the band?...Charlie Sexton is 
h-o-t singing 'Beat'sSo Lonely', but I'm sure he won't be lonely for long!  Check it out if you haven't 
already...Finally, some sales news: Nice increases from the Alarm, Dream Academy and Wang Chung."

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-ERIN RILEY: "When was the last time the entire staff of my radio station came 
out for a show?  Well, it was last Wednesday -- for Nick Lowe and His Cowboy outfit.  A rockin g good time, to 
say the least!  Thanks to Herb The Babe for getting ole Nick out of bed at 7:00AM to come by and do the 
morning news with DiBella..Just in time for Halloween, the new Damned record!  This Thursday, the perfect day 
to play 'Grimly Fiendish' —Never expected anything like this from Joni Mitchell.  It reminds me ofgHejira l 
in some places, but it really stands alone as a Joni Mitchell album,  Sounds like  hanging out  with 
Thomas Dolby has caused her to rock 'n roll a bit!,. ,Just added the Clemons, which should be good for 
Philadelphia for the time being...Love the Townshend--oh, my god--Already Top 5 requests!" 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH  M.D.-CURT GARY: "With Halloween just moments away, the Christmas rush is on!  It's going 
to be a long haul for a lot of secondary acts who just started to promote their material 'cause now they take 
a backseat to the majors,  God, I hate it--but that's the way it goes!  For everyone out there in radio, here's 
the bottom line on the top:  It was a long year for financial ripoffs, gunshot wounds, and insanity--but ZZ Top 
pulled off a pretty good Lp.  When it's all over, 'Rough Boys' is going to stand out as the one new tune ZZ 
delivered to radio.

'Afterburner' for the best album of '85 to get blind drunk to.  This record is so-o-o deep it may never leave 
current rotation, ,Asia's 'Go' will definitely be going places.  Their patented sound is not over yet as the 
'art-rock' success of Manillon indicates,, ,In case you haven't noticed, the Hoodoo Gurus have a great song 
with snappy guitars and hooks to die for.  Now Who do the Gurus?  We do!" 

WHEW-FM, NEW YORK, NY  R.D.-AMY GROSSER: "The Cure have released a wonderfully accessible record with 'In 
Between Days'.  They'll be appearing at Radio City this week and soon The Cure will no longer be an 
underground band., The next underground band to surface will be The Cult!  Although they have changed their 
name and band members three times, their sound has only gotten better! At their most electric, they remind me of 
a cross between Cream and The Doors...Divinyls 'Pleasure And Pain' have a great hook that will stay with me 
for days., ,Pete Townshend, well--he could release anything, and I would love it.  I'm a biased critic...Good 
luck to Smash Palace,  Another local area band makes good!  'Living On The Borderline' reminds me of R.E.M., 
but their sound is much stronger.. On another note, I have been promoted from Music Coordinator to Research 
Director,  I will maintain a position on the music committee and would enjoy continuing relationships with all 
those who promote music in any aspect!" 

CFNY, TORONTO, CH  ASST. P.D./M.D.-DON BERNS: "The event of the week here in Toronto had to be the 
Jane Siberry Homecoming Concert, which really opened my eyes--let me tell you.  Leaving an exhilirating feel-
ing, Jane and her band were powerful, meaningful, relatable and fun--and have convinced me that they are a 
h-i-t act capable of taking an entire audience on an emotional rollercoaster ride through joy and pain, 
laughter and tears, with some incredible music and lyrics that are presented with carefully thought out arrange-
ments and choreography.(I'd mention the lighting  here, but she's only using the system for her concert hall 
gigs in Canada.  In the States, it's just Jane and her band which believe me is enough!)  Even if you're not 
blown away by her music on disc, I urge you to see Jane Siberry in concert.  It's an emotionally satisfying 
evening that you will not soon forget...When you've played a record for months and have moved on to the newest 
piece of product by that artist, you sometimes tend to forget how good the initial single release was.

Pete Townshend's 'Face The Face' 
is simply one of the most exciting pieces of music to hit the airwaves in quite some time!  Pete's groove 
completes what seems to be a comfortable musical position now that The Who situation is settled —The Clarence 
Clemons/Jackson Browne collaboraticn is exciting from a musical standpoint, as well as an historical stand-
point.  Two outstanding artists on one action packed song, makes for an instant reaction.  The  Big Man  is 
cool...Y&T is a band that is about to explode in a big, big way,  'All American Boy' packs more power in two 
and a half minutes than an automatic weapon in the hands of Clint Eastwood!...Last, but certainly not least, 
the Hoodoo Gurus 'Bittersweet' might make your palate tingle, but it certainly refreshes the sound of the 
radio--it's a feast for your ears...On the things-doing-well side:  Aerosmith is bound for the Top 5 category... 
Mike & The Mechanics is starting to attract attention, and ZZ Top's 'Afterburner' is already in a multi-track 
situation...Charles Lacquidara's Big Mattress Song-Of-The-Week: Pete Townshend's 'Face The Face'!" 

WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WI  M.D.-DANA BROWN: "Starting with the ugliest band in rock gng roll:  ZZ Top strikes again--
'Can't Stop Rocidn (—gonna go all the way!  The album is already Top 5 requested., ,One of the most pleasant 
surprises of 1985 is the return of Joni Mitchell.  'Good Friends' is a great, great track.  It's nice for upper 
demos to hear her again, and my guess is that she'll turn on a whole new younger audience...Y&T's 'All American 
Boy' should make a great night-time anthem...Also, Rush's 'Manhattan Project'.  This band has always been 
going forward with their music and lyrics, and this song is a combination of their best effort to date.  This 
song has depth —Also popped the new Asia 'Go'.  I think the world is ready for a new Asia album...Increased 
play includes: Stevie Ray's 'Change It'--perfect for this market; Dire Straits 'Man's Too Strong' and 'So Far 
Away'!"

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT  ASST, P.D,-BOB BITTENS: "There I was, listening to the new ZZ Top album--trying to decide 
which songs to play.  I had already picked five outstanding tracks when I realized I had yet to hear Side two, 
Talk about depth!  From the cover art to the final note-a killer album from thetop...Not that it really 
matters, but does anybody know which version of Townshend's 'Face The Face' is the album version?  I'm just 
curious. 'Face The Face'  is the best song to bang on things with since Thomas Dolby's 'Hyperactive', and, as 
I've said before, I 1-o-v-e it when an automatic artist takes chances and explores new territories.  I hope

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA  M.D.-KEN ANTHONY: "ZZ Top is really shooting for astronomical success with 'Afterburner'. 
This album is so h-o-t that the question should be what tracks aren't you playing instead of what tracks are 
you playing.  We're playing 'Stages' and 'Can't Stop Rockin", in addition to 'Sleeping Bag',  This is classic 
2.L Top!...We finally added the Kate Bush.  Kudos to EMI for their work on this one,  They've truly made me a 
believer,. The new Pete Townshend is another different sounding song,  It's a real smoker with a big booming 
sound...Mike & The Mechanics picks up where Genesis left off!  Melodic, yet progressive, with excellent guitar 
from Mike Rutherford and Paul Carrack's incredible vocals...Boy, it's fun being a M.D. this past month!  Lots 
of great new music —Congratulations to the Kansas City Royales. Don't you 1-o-v-e it when the underdog 
wins?!"

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA  P.0,-GREG GILLISPIE: "How can anyone not love ZZ Top?  These guys have the formula down 
pat and have probably executed it better this time than last time out!  The entire project from the coverwork 
to the promotional campaign to the music, and,undoubtedly,the videos, is extremely well orchestrated,  We held 
a listening party for the album last week and the songs that were raved up the most were:  'Can't Stop Rockin'', 
'Delirious' and 'Velcro Fly'.  'Rough Boy' could be their biggest single yet and is certainly the sleeper on 
the album...The title of Joni Mitchell's new song sums up her relationship with radio and the upper end of our 
audience.  We played this song all week last week and the response from the 26 to 35 year olds has been 
extremely positive.  So, it's with great pleasure that we welcome this good friend back on to the airwaves.. .1 
was somewhat surprised that MCA has not made a greater effort to get any of the new Triumph on the radio, 
'Mind Games' is a new good song and may fair better than most of their last album.. .The remix of 'Lavender' is 
exactly what Manillon needs for across-the-board uLtention.  The addition of guitar licks and the chorus 
round this song off perfectly.  They should change it on the album, .Let me guess--Asia recorded the heavy 
handed intro to satisfy Lee Abrams and the rest of the song to satisfy the record buying public.  By the way, 
you should've put the new lineup on the sleeve of the 12"...It took some time but we are now convinced on the 
INXS project,  'This Time' is certainly one that grows on you and for some reason or another I feel compelled 
to draw a comparison between this band and the early Stones...In talking with the major record distributor in 
Pittsburgh, it looks like it will be a dead heat for the top spot the rest of the year, between Rush and ZZ Top. 
And although many of us may be bitching about not having room for some of the up and comers, you have to admit 
that this is one of the richest Falls in a long time, and you should do everything you can to expose the best 
new music out there to your audience!" 

WLVQ, COLUMBUS, OH  M.D.-LEE RANDALL: "This is the best song Asia has ever done!  It's so full, hooky, and 
three dimensional.  A universal sound and a good song...If the two songs we have are any reflection of the 
Townshend project, it will be his strongest ever.  We're using both sides...We're going with the Joni Mitchell. 
She's never sounded as smooth, and the Geffen production is outstanding.. .1 like 'Marathon' from Rush.  We're 
using that and 'Manhattan Project'.  This is definitely Rush fan music exclusively.  No crossover potential!... 
Best record I've heard this week?  ZZ Top!  We're going with 'Stages', 'Woke Up With Wood' and we're interested 
in the ballac.  Production is stellar, and the band moves forward again. ,Some early nibbles on Cruzados. 
Folks are comparing it to Dylan. And if they get the ZZ Top tour, that could push them over the edge!... 
Retail explosions: Rush enters at #6 with a fight for the Top 5:  Heart, Mellencamp, Loverboy, Dire Straits 
and 'Miami Vice'. .,We are the only station that is not playing the 'Miami Vice' theme in our market,  Instead 
we are playing the 'David Letterman Theme' with medium phones...Waiting for the Paul Schaffer greatest hits... 
Getting tough to break those baby bands with no hits, isn't it?  We are looking for the best songs.  We don't 
care how it looks on paper!" 

KGB, SAN DIEGO, CA  ASST. P.D./M.D.-TED EDWARDS: "Weapon Of The Week: ZZ Top 'Afterburner'--as AOR as they 
come.  Plus, they grow just about each release to keep them fresh, interesting and right in step with the 
audience.  We're into 'Planet Of Women' and 'Can't Stop Rockin'...Shot Of The Week: Waterboys 'Whole Of The 
Moon'.  Although I must call Mr. Catania on his rather bitter comment of last week, 'each week we sift through 
mediocre but  have to play  superstar releases', I believe he's right about the band.  Bottom line--they do 
at least deserve a good hard listen and, like us, possibly a shot.  Comparisons to U2?  A bit premature, but 
it is an alluring, attractive song with a compelling performance...Easy adds: Pete Townshend 'Face The Face'. 
Between this and Daltrey's release, well, we've got the new Who album.  What more could you ask for?  Love 
those horns and the harp...Yes 'Hold On'.  The last album was a smash and so the audience is primed for this 
release.

PETERSBURG, FL  M.D.-RON DIAZ: "Let's hear it for ZZ Top:  For the Texas triplets taking yet 
another step in the right direction!  The ballad 'Rough Boy' is fantastic and such a different sound for them 
(reminiscent of The Eagles).. ,Records moving up for us: Wang Chung (I'm convinced it's absolutely a h-i-t)... 
INXS (better with each listen),, ,RUSH (no let up in sight).. ,Simple Minds (going to the top)...Good response 
here continues for Aldo Nova and Black 'N Blue--both of these tracks are good clean mainstream rock 'n roll 
fun!,. .Morning laughs from a hilarious and very sick man named Steven Wright.  Check out the 'Had A Pony' Lp.

The 
band will start touring New Year's  Eve and will probably get home some time in '87.  Teddy Templeman has 
done it again.  He's the only one I know who can actually make them sound better on the radio...Moving down 
the alphabet we come to Asia.  Holy Asia,Batman!  The lineup is John Wetton, Geoff Downes, Carl Palmer and 
the newest addition, Mandy Meyer, the original lead guitar player from Krokus.  It's been two years between 
vinyl on this band and it feels like yesterday.  Asia isn't back,  they never went away.  The title of the 
song is appropriate to what happened at radio this week.  That means it was the battle of the titans.  Between 
adding eight tracks on ZZ Top, Pete Townshend and Yes, Asia managed to jolt 94 radio stations. Look forward 
to the world wide album release on November 11th, Veteran's Day.  When you listen to 'After The Way', 'Voice 
Of America', 'Rock And Roll Dream' and 'Count Down To Zero' the picture will come together...Now we go from 
the A's to the B's.  We're talking about Black 'N  Blue. 'Miss Mystery' continues to pick up more stations 
every week as they prime themselves for the American KISS tour.  From Albuquerque to Madison Square Garden, 
these guys are going to rock America.  In case you haven't noticed, 'Miss Mystery' is pulling top 5 phones 
in a dozen major markets around the country.  Don't miss this monster.  Ron Diaz, Andy Bloom, Jerry Gavin, 
Rick Hawk, Rick Williams and Brian Miller all can't be wrong.  Try it, you'll like it...Next up:  Elton John.  
'Wrap Her Up' has made some nice moves at AOR radio but as you're reading this, hopefully you'll have the new 
Lp 'Ice On Fire'  on your turntable.  Let me paint the picture:  you remember that classic Lp 'Madman Across 
The Water'?  Talk about an AOR staple.  Well, Gus Dudgeon is back and it's almost like a haunted house. 
I mean you get that creepy, spooky feeling as Elton sings 'Cry To Heaven' which is so reminiscent of 'Madman', 
to the opener on this album, 'This Town', which will make you bop till you drop.  Probably the biogest AOR 
track on the album is 'Tell Me What The Papers Say', and Elton is not saying in the song 'Gene Dries'...Next 
we come to that class act, the lady of the 80's, the one and only, Joni Mitchell. Watch for a tape in the mail 
of an interview with Joni done by Sky Daniels. It's been 2-3 years since she's done an interview on radio 
so this hands down is a classic.  Obviously radio has embraced 'Good Friends' and it's climbing up the charts 
rapidly.  The other night in Hollywood Joni had an exhibition of her latest artwork, which was done through 
the making of this album.  Of course the prize painting in the gallery was titled, quite appropriately 'Dog 
Eat Dog'.  It was quite the show.  Now I don't know which I like better - her music or her art, but then 
again they're one and the same...Last but definitely not least, we come to Wang Chung. By now 'To Live And 
Die In L.A.' has opened around America  and early  reports indicate it will be the West Coast version of 
'Miami Vice'.  I think by now with this track going top 20 we have convinced the powers that be that this is 
a major hit record.  They have fallen into that slot of major bread winners in the same league with Tears For 
Fears, Simple Minds, Godley & Creme and,most recently,INXS.  These bands are no longer considered trend 
setters, but music leaders...On the horizon, keep your fin out for the new Gary Myrick 12" 'Hearts Pound 
(Like A Rhythm Machine)', and Quarterflash's 'Walking On Ice'.  Both tracks have been wanted for a while, so, 
shark hunters, you got 'em...P.S.:  Congratulations to Mark Chernoff for not only landing as M.D. at WNEW-FM, 
but now you have to deal with the likes of Killer Kendall, my main man!..Fins up and away.  This is Sharkey 
signing off." 

LINDA KIRISHJIAN, COLUMBIA  (212-975-1701): "It's good to be B.A.D.! Out-of-the-box, we are experiencing phones! 
You will too, if and only if you're B.A.D.!  A video of 'Bottom Line' is coming soon...Clarence and Jackson and 
Darryl Hannah in a video of 'You're A Friend Of Mine'?  Sounds like a great idea...Jame -1771-67 eases us  
'Everyday'!  Don't miss it...Heaven knocks us into a classic tune that won't quit.  Just ask any MD in LA and 
Dallas this week...Loverboy's got a brand new mix of 'Dangerous' to lay on you this week...Be on the lookout for 
Wire Train on the road...And Outfield bats another album track to first base.  Catch them on tour with the 
Hooters. They're doin' it 'Day By Day'...As for the Magnificent 13, trick or treat?"

SEAN COAKLEY, ARISTA (_212-489-7400): "Our free 4-song Cruzados sampler hits key retail outlets this week, just 
as the tour hits New York, Boston, Philly, and Hartford.  This live show must not be missed!  'Motorcycle 
Girl  is going to wake up some Top 40 playlists this week as album radio moves it up into hot rotation.  Those 
of you spinning this record in light or medium rotation must be willing to give it as least 8-10 weeks if 
you expect your listeners to hear it enough to buy it.  New bands with new songs take longer, especially when 
they're fighting to be recognized among the superstar releases.  Hang with it and the Cruze will be rewarding... 
Check out 'Roll Over' and 'King For A Day' which will be on the new Thompson Twins 12"...The GTR record will 
absolutely slay you.  Coming soon...On a personal note, The Waterboys have made yet another wonderful record. 
Don't miss 'The Whole Of The Moon'.  This band will make its mark...Why do so many Top 40 radio stations chart 
more songs on their playlists than so many AOR's?  Amazing, isn't it, how far we've regressed...Re:  'Paging... 
John Sebastian'.  John, your concept sounds like a good one, but in practice it has the aural excitement of 
valium.  And for the historic record, claiming that you supported The Sherbs when no one else was must refer 
to the tail-end of that project and certainly not to the 125 stations first week on the 'The Skill'." 

BOB CATANIA, ISLAND (212-477-7159): "The great beauty of this business is the chance for those of us in 
promotion to have an opportunity to work artists whose work we've admired in the years before we got into the 
business.  It seems like only yesterday that 2obert Palmer was making his solo American debut at Glassboro 
State College and causing myself and my fellow college radio friends to make the 'Sneakin' Sally' album a 
legend on the hallowed airwaves of WGLS.  Many years later and with many brilliant albums behind him, Robert 
is poised  on the brink of his greatest success with 'Riptide'.  Let's take a moment and dispense with all the 
latest excuses:  1) It sounds like Power Station.  Well, he was the lead vocalist on that album.  That's like 
saying Robert Plant sounds like Led Zeppelin.  Of course,it sounds like Power Station to a small portion of 
your audience, but most of your audience will know this as the voice of over a decade's worth of brilliant 
solo efforts...2) 'Discipline Of Love' is a bit funky for my audience.  Robert has been doing funky records 
for years and those tracks are among his album rock classics.  His core audience who love those will surely 
embrace this...By now, you have the whole album, so spend the time necessary to absorb all the great tracks. 
And remember, Robert is a core album rock artist who shouldn't be overlooked." 

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (212-605-0601): "Alright radio!  It's time for some serious listening.  I know at this 
time of the year record companies are releasing big names, but the trick is not to fall for the big names, but 
to really listen as to what is great.  Hands down, one of the top five records out there now is The Alarm. 
There is something brewing when 30-40 programmers echo the same sentiments.  You start to think maybe the 
rest of the people just aren't interested enough to spend enough time in finding out this record is truly a 
gem.  All I ask is that you listen to Side One a couple of times and if you can't recognize the brilliance of 
this album, then you must seriously re-evaluate your interest in music.  Remember this isn't just another 
band with a song.  They've got a touring ability of 2-7000 seats a night,  their first album sold well over 
200,000 copies, and the press adores them.  These are the key elements in discerning what could be and will 
be a hit act...And speaking of hit acts, let's take some time out to give Jeff Naumann (alias Human Piston) a 
few verbal greases to keep him in motion.  This man is so hot right now for being the person responsible for 
breaking Mr. Mister as well as breaking in a few loose women.  This week when you talk with Jeff, give him a 
little bit of the old ear oil and keep that piston moving." 

KEVIN SUTTER, CHRYSALIS  (212-758-3555): "Divinyls first week: Overwhelming response (60 stations).  Second week: 
Euphoria (38 stations at press time).  Third week: WHAT A LIFE!  Well, I guess we all know that we are going to 
be talking Divinyls for quite a long time to come.  Isn't that right WNEW, WHCN, WCCC, WPLR, WAQY, WLUP, DC101? 
...Our next project is Armored Saint 12" of 'Over The Edge'.  The first Lp did over 110,000 units, and the new 
Lp 'Delirious Nomad' is shipping more than half that for street date.  Does that give you a clue as to what 
retail thinks of it from just one listen?  They obviously know something.  Maybe they remember how many records 
they sold off of airplay and touring--hint, hint...Colour Field is still maintaining airplay and sales in spite 
of the superstar competition.  The supporters of this record say they just can't get enough of Colour Field. 
Maybe next week, when all that superstar dust settles, you'll be able to spend time with this one!...Simon F is 
still slugging it out in radio—land and continues to receive great sales and phones from WDIZ, KRQR, WXRK--and 
WDHA and WLIR both moved it up in rotation again!  How's that for staying power?  Ding Round 13 begins... 
November 7th 'Sex As A Weapon' by Pat Benatar on your desk." 

JEFF "AUTOMATIC" COOK, ELEKTRA (404-921-4086): "Well, as they say in Detroit the new model is out and it's a 
smashing success!  The Cars' Tonight She Comes' is #1 Most Added everywhere and if you ain't playing it, 
I wouldn't cross the street if there's an Elektra rep anywhere around...Joe Lynn Turner's 'Endlessly: is 
rolling up the charts with the power of a Mack truck. Radio reports everyone's on the horn calling in requests 
for 'E'ndlessly'.  The video is now on MTV and we predict Joe Lynn Turner will become th7Tidillac of new artists 
on the tube.  What a coup(e) that will be!...Motley Crue continues their road warrior tour of America and 
album sales are still at the pedal to the metal pace.  'Home Sweet Home' is top 10 phones wherever played. 
When this video hits MTV, it's gonna be a smash from Pontiac to Catalina...Some of you  shiftless M.D.'s should 
check out The Cure's 'In Between Days'.  This record has been #1 at college radio for seven straight weeks 
and the album is well over 100,000.  They're doing big business on the concert level so this band is about as 
hard to ignore as a blonde in a Ferrari. Trust us, take The Cure ...Other records about which you should not be 
cartious:  Steve Morse, (touring with Rush starting in December), X 'Around My Heart'; Guadalcanal Diary 
Watusi Rodeo'; Simply Red 'Come To My Aid'; Tim Moore 'Rock And Roll Love Letter'...Coming soon: Jon Anderson, 
Metal Church, Steel Pulse and the triumphant return of Dokken!"
