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STERN RETURNS TO ROCK RADIO: CAPTURES K -ROCK AFTERNOONS

Howard Stern, New York's highest rated PM driver, and one of the country's funniest and most
controversial jocks, returns to AOR landing the 2P -6P shift at WXRK beginning November 18. Stern,
whose background is primarily AOR (DC -101, Washington, W4, Detroit) exited WNBC in late September
after three years in the 3P -7P shift. K -ROCK P.D. Pat Evans tells Dr. Dirt Howard will be playing
5-6 records an hour, adding, "he's real excited about playing music again. He's always been a rock
jock. It's a real welcome change for him. He's tired of trying to resurrect AM radio, and we can't
wait to hear what he's going to sound like on the station."

And for the crosstown reaction, we go to the king of controversial quotes, WNEW P.D. Charlie Kendall:

"For two years, we've been dealing with him --and he and Scott have been in a head on battle, Book to
Book --it flip flops as to who's winning. At best it's status quo. They have built a whole station since
July on music, and time will tell whether a music intensive audience will accept 4 or 5 records an hour,
much less Howard's brand of sexism, racism and overall bad taste."

We asked Pat, "What will Howard be making?' Her reply: "Money"...How much? "Probably more than
you and I"...

DOUBLEDAY DUMPS WLLZ, KPKE, AND KDWB-AM/FM FOR $27 MILLION

Continuing to shift emphasis away from broadcast ownership, Doubleday announced the sale of WLLZ,
Detroit, KPK[, Denver and KDWB AM/FM, Minneapolis to investor Robert Sillerman for $27 million. With
takeover projected for mid -January, WLLZ P.D. Carey Cureloe expects "the format and personnel will
remain the same". Doubleday, one time owners of 7 AOR's, including WHET and KWK, have now unloaded
all of their radio properties with the exception of WAVA, Washington, and WAPP/WHN, New York.

Meanwhile, only 300-400 turned out at a recent WLLZ sponsored rally to help return Jim Johnson and
George Baier to the airwaves. The duo were forced off the air until December 15 by a court order
(see Dirt 10/18). Despite the low turn out, several pages of petition signatures were collected and
the winner of a Dick The Bruiser sound -alike contest may be put on the air after Carey checks with his
lawyers. And: The October Arbitron monthly for the Motor City has WLLZ shifting gears, 3.6 - 3.9,
with WRIF off 7.0-6.4.

WYSP P.D. Andy Bloom called to respond to consultant Al Peterson's statement in last week's Paging,
that "I don't see any long term position for a straight balls -to -the -wall rock 'n' roll radio
station" in Philadelphia. Besides disagreeing on several levels, Andy also wished to address the
issues of YSP's target demo, cume and TSL, the accusation that he has transplanted WQFM's format to
Philadelphia, and his affinity for treating library tracks like Shooting Star's "Last Chance" as
currents. Here is Andy's rebuttal:

"First of all, I disagree that this is a balls -to -the -wall radio station. You could pick any hour of
any day and I'd be delighted to read for you at random - matter of fact, let me grab one of today's
midday sequence sheets"- sound of footsteps, door opening...door closing, more footsteps..."I'm
sitting here with the flow sheet from a recent midday show, 1PM-2PM: Cars 'Moving In Stereo', Dire
Straits 'Walk Of Life', Jethro Tull 'Teacher', U2 'Bad', ZZ Top 'Sleeping Bag', Billy Squier 'Lonely
Is The Night', Joe Walsh 'At The Station', Glenn Frey' Smuggler's Blues', Beatles 'Guitar Gently
Weeps', Van Halen 'Pretty Woman', and Rush 'Territories'. Is that balls to -the wall? I think that
before a consultant 3000 miles away comments on what a radio station is or is not, said consultant
should listen to said radio station for a sufficient period of time.

"As for WYSP's target demo, AOR radio's core has traditionally been 18-24 year old men. In recent
months, AOR stations have started Moving away from their demographic roots, and I think that could
prove to be a long term mistake. One of the holes that has been left in this market is for 18-24
year old males and our first attempt is to plug that huge hole in the market. I think you'll find
that this radio station will do extremely well 18-34 adults, and will also pick up some teens, too.
What seems to have happened in markets like this is that CHR picks up numbers by default, often at
AOR's expense. CHR is a current oriented medium, and AOR's have become extremely Oldies oriented -

and that's left some dissatisfied 18-24 year olds. The music of the AOR upper demos is not
necessarily the music of today's 18-24 year olds, so it's left some of them unserved by radio. We're
dramatically more current oriented than WMMR is - we play more currents - we have a longer list, -
and play a higher percentage of currents per hour.

"I disagree that WYSP is a transplanted version of WQFM. First of all, WQFM was a station, that like
WMMR, shifted gears into a 25-34 mode. It was a station that had become somewhat more Oldies oriented
and we became deeper in our Oldies than we have here. Plus, in Milwaukee we could afford to be a
little looser with Oldies and play things that we probably couldn't play here, and of course, we were
the only game in town. We could take shots on currents because the market conditions allowed it there
and don't here. You could make a few wrong moves when you had an 8.6 - but you have to be careful
when you're starting with less than half of that audience. WQFM was positioned well in the market, and
has, over the past year, begun positioning itself as a 25-34 radio station. George Harris is widely
given credit for the adult format, but I think we were well ahead of our time in Milwaukee in doing
that - and that's one of the reasons why QFM should remain dominate. While that station is positioned
25-34, this station has been positioned 18-30 - a little younger...On the other hand, if we can
transplant an 8.6 from Milwaukee to Philadelphia, then call it what you like. (Continued next page...)

"Although WYSP has formatically flip-flopped all over the place in the past several years, it still
has maintained a pretty healthy cume. In fact it's virtually unchanged from years gone by, The

problem is that the turnover went way up and, the TSL went way down. Thru an improved product we
are trying to increase the amount of time that people use the product and that's where our growth
is going to come. In terms of peopleterminally turned off, that's a secondary project that we'll
work on after we've gotten some of the existing cume to stick around.

"As far as treating Oldies like currents, we played Shooting Star's 'Last Chance' for some 14-15
weeks, and we played 'The Price' from Twisted Sister and Zebra 'Bears' as currents. Basically the
logic is that these records are ones that worked extremely well in other areas, not just Milwaukee,
and never received any attention in the Philadelphia market. For us they're just aces up our sleeve.
I think the funniest thing is just to answer some of the phone calls. Why is it useful? Compared to

Milwaukee we can't take chances. We want to know that we're adding a record that will come thru
for us and be a valuable record and these are songs that, based on past performance, we can count

on to be hits for us. It also allows us to further develop bands in this market that we may have

exclusive claim to."

NEW WAVES ROCK WLIR

Widespread speculation continues concerning the future of Long Island's WLIR. The FCC, who took away

the station's license after discovering that 'LIR had leased operation to another party without
Commission permission, has granted interim operator status to Long Island Radio Communications..,
According to LIRC co-chairman Fred Greenspan, his company will "take over LIR's frequency as soon as
we tell the FCC we're ready to transmit. I anticipate being on the air around the tine that Santa

Claus comes to town", With LIRC readying new studios, offices and a transmitter, and their appoint-
ments of company principals to key station positions (Jefferyson Barnes-P.D.; Keith Lockhart -Promotion
Director; Stephen LeBow -President; Floyd Webb -Chief Engineer; and Greenspan -General Manager) the big

question remains: What will happen to WLIR's widely respected current staff and format?

We asked Greenspan, and he insists "we have no intentions of cleaning house. A lot of LIR's current
staffers have turned down our request to stay, and are 'going with Elton' (Spitzer, president of current

operator - Phoenix Media). My opinion is there's a lot of brainwashing going on over there and you
can quote me on that. I don't know what he's going to do with all the equipment or the present staff.
I don't think they can play checkers in the studio after we're on the air. We have a staff lined

up that is ready to move in. Each is currently employed elsewhere and is ready to give his/her 2 week's

notice. We have people coming in from the palm tree area to the snow belt."

Greenspan tells Dr. Dirt that the AOR format will remain, but "we're going to clean it up and spread it

out. We'll keep it very much the same, but with a new P.D. and airstaff, it's going to change somewhat,"
LIRC plans to beef up news/community affairs programming, along with boosting power when the new stick
is installed. Is Greenspan concerned that his future P.D. has no AOR experience? 'No, the Music

Director will take care of that."

So far, not a single current LIR staffer has indicated they'll come on board with LIRC when they take
over. And no one at the station is talking. Obviously there's another side to the story - Elton's -

and we'll have that in next week's Dirt.

WKOC VS, ClI: TPRL -IKE HONEY ANN RUi

WKQQ, Lexington is taking steps to insure that its $10,000 giveaway lands in the hands of one of its
listeners, and not one of their competitor's. KU features a daily money song at 7:30 AM, instructing

listeners to qualify for the cash by calling when they hear the song repeated. In an effort to deflate
the promotion, crosstown rival CHR WFMI announces the same song at 7:45 AM, and hips its listeners when
the song is played again, so an FMI listener can call and win the contest without listening to KQQ.

Dave Krusenklaus tells FMQB "It's helping promote to their 'isteners that we are giving away a whole

bunch of money. Listeners have to recite the slogan "WKQQ is 98 Rock, Double Q" when they call to
qualify and WFMI will give out that slogan on the phone to interested parties. I find it humorous that
they have to give out our call letters over the phone in a ratings period and are basically admitting that
it's us that's giving away the money."

As part of their effort to take credit for the giveaway, FMI was initially not referring to "the other
station" when promoting the contest. Claiming misrepresentation,
boasts of being able"to put $10,000 of our competition's money in

As you know, the Fabulous Thunderbirds are fronted by Jimmie Vaughan, Stevie's older brother...It's official:
"Change It" will be the new Stevie Ray Vaughan single on Epic Records. The video has already been shot and will
be on MTV shortly...Stevie taped an anti -drunk -driving PSA last week.

LEAD SINGER CY CURRAN, of the English rock band The Fixx, has quietly moved to New York City and enjoys life in
the Big Town. His wife Peri is a native New Yorker, and is expecting a baby some time this week. Cy told Lou
O'Neill Jr that The Fixx's new MCA record will be called "Walk About" and should hit the streets the first
quarter of 1986. Cy added, "The frontrunner for our first single is a track called 'Built For The Future'."
Meantime, The Fixx is putting the finishing touches on plans to tour in the Summer of 1986. It's a bit
surprising, but now bands are booking their dates six, seven or eight months in advance because the logistics
are so mind -boggling. Cy Curran is a Sagittarius. He was born in London on December 12, 1957.

FMQB HAD HEARD THE RUMORS, and last weekend Billy Squier confirmed them to Lou O'Neill Jr. Long-time Squier squad
member, Doug Lubahn, is O -U -T of the band and has been replaced by T. M. Stevens. When Lou pressed Squier as to
why he was changing a winning line-up, the Boston rocker only said, "It was time to shake things up and try
something new with this band." Meantime, the Billy Squier group remains: Bobby Chouniard, Alan St. Jon, Jeff
Golub, Squier and the new man in town - Stevens.

Paging ...Jon Sinton

BILL: FIRST, THE EXPERIENCE OVERVIEW, PLEASE.

JON: I started in television in 1971 at WBNS, the CBS affiliate in Columbus, Ohio while in high school.
During my first two years at Bowling Green State University, near Toledo, I was the M.D. at the

campus station, WBGU-FM. I then spent the last two years of college doing afternoon drive at

WIOT. I was appointed P.D. upon graduation. One of first things I did was to hire Lee Abrams in

1977, and after the first Book, we went 3.4 to 9.5; #1 12+. About a year later, I went to KDKB

Phoenix as P.D. where we had similar ratings success, and 18 months later was asked to join

Burkhart/Abrams in Atlanta. In April of '83, I was appointed V.P. of Research and Development, and

in July of '85 left to form Jon Sinton Associates, Inc.

BILL: WHY DID YOU LEAVE?

JON: Over the six years that I was there I had a lot of great offers and even entertained the idea of starting

my own consultancy, but felt duty bound and obligated to stay with BA. But events of this past summer

were such that it became clear to me that I no longer had any moral or ethical obligation and decided

to go it alone.

BILL: WERE YOU UNCOMFORTABLE WITH THE SUPERSTARS II DIRECTION A NUMBER OF STATIONS SEEMED TO BE ADOPTING?

JON: Not entirely. I think it depends totally on the market situation of the individual station. I'd say

my philosophy is somewhat more conservative than the present Superstars approach. It's important

to point out that our differences are only a question of degree, since I was a policy-maker there for

six years. But, yes, I feel you're asking for trouble any time music modifications can affect a

station's cume share with other mass appeal radio stations in the market. I feel more categories

to better control rotation is a more logical update.

BILL: I UNDERSTAND YOUR CONSULTANCY IS SHAPING UP NICELY. WHO ARE YOU WORKING WITH SO FAR?

JON: We're out of the box with Lexington Broadcast Services (LBS) from New York City. They are a television

and radio syndicator, and will have a number of shows up during the first quarter of 1986 that we're

quite excited about. LBS is the nation's largest television syndicator, providing 40 hours a week on

U.S. TV. They control more than 25% of the revenue in the syndication industry, and behind the three

networks they sell more television advertising than anybody. They're interested in making a splash in

the radio network and syndication business and, in addition to myself, they've retained Denny Somach

and Steve Saslow from NBC. I'll be wearing a lot of different hats with them; program development,

affiliate relations, clearances, etc. my radio clients now include WLVQ, Columbus; WIOT, Toledo;
KMYZ, Tulsa (which is a brand new AOR); KLPX, Tucson; KOMP, Las Vegas; and, of course, KLAQ and KROD,E1Paso.

In addition, I'm doing some corporate research projects for Metroplex Communications out of Cleveland

(owners of WFYV, Jacksonville, Y100, Miami, etc.).

BILL: DOES SUCCESS IN YOUR FIELD DEPEND AS MUCH ON WHO YOU KNOW AS WHAT YOU KNOW?

JON: The answer is yes. . .for about 30 seconds. Who you know gets the right people on the phone, and

what you know keeps them there. Reputation and contacts are important in the preliminary stages

but productivity is what keeps the account.

BILL: HOW MANY STATIONS CAN ONE PERSON EFFECTIVELY DEAL WITH?

JON: It depends on how much help they need, but generally my experience tells me 20. I've done it, but

it's not the most comfortable thing in the world. Everybody is better off when those numbers are

closer to 12 to 15.

BILL: AS PER PAUL HEINE'S QUESTION TO GEORGE HARRIS SEVERAL WEEKS AGO, ANY COMMENT ON GEORGE'S CLAIM THAT HIS

EXPERIENCE INCLUDES MORE DAY TO DAY PROGRAMMING THAN ANY OTHER CONSULTANT?

JON: I don't think that argument holds water. I would put my experience of three years programming plus

six years intensive consulting and dealing with the complexities of multiple station involvement over

the comparative tranquility of dealing with the issues and needs of only one station at a time. A

good player does not necessarily make a good coach.

BILL: IN LOOKING BACK OVER YOUR TENURE WITH BA, WHAT DO YOU CONSIDER YOUR MOST VALUABLE CONTRIBUTIONS TO

THE FORMAT?

JON: I hope a major personal contribution was teaching the importance of stations using their own air as

a promotion vehicle. The importance of spreading the word effectively to your own cume. I'm still

surprised by how much I hear my positioning phrase "the best of everything that's rock" which was

used by probably 90% of our clients, and I still hear it regularly. It was especially effective in

leading the audience to believe that it was safe to listen to stations they had previously believed to

be all acid rock.

BILL: DO YOU FEEL THE AVERAGE ALBUM STATION STILL UNDERUTILIZES THEIR OWN SELF PROMOTION POTENTIAL?

JON: I think our format is tremendously guilty of it, but that radio, in general, is almost as guilty as

AOR. Apparently, we've all been so afraid of hype that we've never really taken a clear look at how
adept the TV networks are at using their own air to recycle their promotions. To some degree we still

need to get over that mentality.

BILL: LET'S HEAR YOUR OVERVIEW ON YOUR COMPETITORS' PHILOSOPHIES.

JON: Let's start with Lee, who is a certifiable genius. He's an absolute master of the broad stroke. The

key to success in that organization is being able to interpret his ideas on specific radio program
levels, and the weakness there comes in interpretation. 80/20 is a great example. Here's an idea

that was right for the times, but was miscommunicated to the field. As for George Harris, I don't know

him well but what I do know leads me to believe he's a fine programmer. The big question there is his

ability to predict trends and adapt accordingly, Concerning Pollack, Jeff's consultancy is extremely

conservative and takes very few chances. Therefore, he can be trusted by management not to stray
too far off course, but, at the same time, has a propensity to lag 4 to 6 months behind in the market-
place.

BILL: AND SEBASTIAN?

JON: For years, John has reminded me of Nikita Kruschev. If you can recall that period of history, whenever
there was an American innovation or scientific advancement, he would stand up and take credit for
discovering it six months previous. John wants us all to believe that he has pioneered the concept

of successful 25+ AOR. While I like him very much on a personal level, I have a difficult time with

the rhetoric.

BILL: PLEASE RESPOND TO JOHN'S COMMENT TWO WEEKS AGO REGARDING AOR'S EVENTUALLY HAVING TO GIVE UP ON THE
18-24 AUDIENCE BASED ON CHR'S GRIP ON THE TEENS.

JON: There's certainly a grain of truth in CHR's growing teen appeal, but I think it's a mistake for any
successful AOR to give up on 16-24 year olds. If they've done well there for the past few years,

chances are they won't lose that audience. In many markets, AOR is actually soundly defeating the CHR
in that demo, and let's not forget the negative aspects of CHR programming are what brought teens over in
the first place. And I don't think CHR presentation is likely to change anytime soon.

BILL: I'VE HEARD MORE THAN A FEW RECORD GUYS COMPLAIN THAT CONSULTANTS ARE TOO BUSY RUNNING FOR PLANES AND
HOCKING PROSPECTIVE CLIENTS TO STAY CAUGHT UP WITH THE MUSIC. COMMENT PLEASE.

JON: Well, the fact that consultants and labels have different priorities might make it appear that we're
overly blase about new music but I think it's more the fact we just aren't adding as quickly as some

labels would like. I've always prided myself on being on top of the music. I try to audition every-

thing that comes in and certainly the labels' priorities. I think we're honor bound to do that on

behalf of the stations we represent.

BILL: DO YOU CONTINUE TO BELIEVE SHARED PLAY ON CHR POWER RECORDS IS AN AOR NECESSITY?

JON: To go out of your way not to play a Heart, Tears For Fears or Mr. Mister single in favor of a different
song on the album purely to be able to tell your audience you're playing a different track is not
worth it. If the best track happens to be "Head Over Heels", you're crazy not to play it. You might

want to play additional songs from these albums to give the impression of depth, but not at the
expense of the most potent song on the album.

BILL: WE'VE OBVIOUSLY RESURGED IN THE MARKETPLACE, HOW MUCH DO YOU THINK THE ATLANTA DICTATED ULTRA CHR
PERIOD AOR JUST WENT THROUGH IS TO BLAME FOR RECENT IMAGE AND RATINGS PROBLEMS?

JON: I don't think it hurt AOR at all. In fact, AOR is as healthy as it's ever been. It was simply given

a bad rap by trade journalists who were out of the demo who never had a good understanding of the format

and no love for the format to begin with. Therefore, their personal motivation was to denegrate us.

That caused the knee-jerk reactionaries to change formats and rush headlong into CHR. The net effect

is that AOR looks better with fewer direct competitors to splinter numbers, with CHR to suffer in the

long run with more mediocre competitors.

BILL: DO YOU BELIEVE WE'LL SEE AOR SEPARATE INTO TWO DISTINCT APPROACHES --ONE GEARED 16-24, THE OTHER 25+?

AND DO YOU THINK THE 35+ DEMO IS GETTABLE?

JON: Sure, 35+ is not only gettable, it's an absolute stone cold natural. Anybody who doesn't believe that

seriously misunderstands the science of demographics. The music you grow up with is the music that

you'll go to the grave with. Therefore, if you were 16 in 1970 and loved Led Zeppelin, you'll also

love the band in 1989 when you're 35. As for two sub formats under the AOR banner, it seems completely
viable and reasonable in the larger markets where there are enough bulk numbers to support the two.
However, the whole notion that 16-24 year olds and 25-34's are mutually exclusive is untrue. Of course,

you can force the issue by exposing way too much metal and wind up with a 16-24 surplus and a lot of

alienated 25+ listeners. And I believe the AOR attitude is itself very important and works to pull

listeners from across demographic boundaries.

BILL: WHAT EXCLUSIVE SERVICES DO YOU FEEL YOU CAN OFFER TO CLIENTS?

JON: On the business side, I'm offering an acquisition ascertainment service through which I'll go to a market

where a company may be considering a purchase or format change and do a viability study. On the

program and research side, I'm active in focus groups and other unique forms of qualitative or opinion

oriented research,. I'm also offering quantitative telephone and shopping mall intercept surveys to

my client base. I am also considering a couple of offers to throw in with major accepted research firms.

BILL: WITH KLAQ AND KROD DOING WELL, AND MORE PROPERTIES TO COME, DO YOU THINK STATION ACQUISITION IS A

REALISTIC GOAL FOR MORE PROGRAMMERS?

JON: Yes, definitely. There's no magic here, There are no secret formulas. With the right kind of financing,

it's just a question of a good long term loan. No one was more surprised than me when the bank

approved our application. What that told me was that with the proper organization and a little cash,

anyone can do what we've done. The critical question is whether or not you have the ability to

service debt. In the case of El Paso, we're operating at a level where we can cover the loan while

continuing to lead the market in programming salaries and promotional outlay.
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it It looks as if plans are afoot at the BBC for a repeat of the show which broke
all viewing figures - LIVE AID - of course. BBC bosses are discussing the
idea of showing highlights of the Wembley and Philadelphia events which could
have a two -pronged effect. If screened on New Year's Eve, it could serve
to challenge the ratings of the independent network, plus, it could provide
new impeteus for people to continue their contributions to the famine appeal.
Meanwhile, rumours abound that "Do They Know It's Christmas", the record which

started it all off in the first place, could be re-released and even remixed in time for Christmas - although
ROL's opinion is that even 'f the record isn't actively re -promoted, it's still bound to be a massive hit
again, even if it's only bought by people replacing their worn out copies.

Prepare for a new -style BILL`' IDOL, as portrayed on forthcoming album, "Whiplash Smile". It looks like we
can expect a more sensitive Idol with songs like, "Ain't Too Tough To Cry" and "The World's Most Forgotten
Boy". Billy says: "When you're hurt, it's hard to write about it. But you have to'be able to show
in your songs that you're a person with feelings". Who said real men don't eat quiche?

After much deliberation about the choice of song, WHAM have finally released their first single this year.
"I'm Your Man" was written, arranged and produced by GEORGE MICHAEL. Also in the pipeline is a live
WHAM album and MICHAEL plans a solo album next year.

DAVID BOWIE's next releases will both be connected to the forthcoming film "Absolute Beginners". One of
the songs is called "That's Motivation" and the theme song, "Absolute Beginners", will be out in February.
For the film itself, London s music business area, Soho, has been painstakingly re -constructed, down to
the very last detail.

The Christmas compilations have started already. We've seen the release of greatest -hits sets by DEPECHE
MODE ("The Singles 1981-1985" has become their fifth consecutive top ten album) and, this week, SPANDAU
BALLET. They're both to be followed by an ECHO AND THE BUNNYMEN compilation, "Songs To Learn And Sing",
which will comprise all their singles to date. It's released to coincide with the seventh anniversary
of their first ever gig together, at the Liverpool club, Eric's.

HOWARD JONES' "Dream Into Action" world tour will finally reach its conclusion on December 20 in the
city of Birmingham. The tour began in Britain precisely one year and ten days prior, and reached Europe,
Canada, Australia, Japan and America. The December date will be the debut performance for HOWARD's
backing band AFRODIZIAK.

The DEXY'S MIDNIGHT RUNNERS single (which they said wouldn't be released), from the "Don't Stand Me Down"
album,is out this week in Britain. It's an extract from the "This Is What She's Like" cut and appears
in both double -pack and 12" formats. The DEXY'S UK tour is now in progress.

It might have sounded an unl'kely venue, but REO SPEEDWAGON were intent on including an extra date at
London's tiny Marquee Club on their UK tour itinerary. Sadly, singer KEVIN CRONIN developed some throat
problems and the band stuck to the rather more conventional setting of the Hammersmith Odeon.

After last week's extraordinary UK album chart in which 40% of the top 20 were new entries, things settled
down somewhat this week, but we still had a new entry at #1, and no surprises there as SIMPLE MINDS went
straight into pole position with "Once Upon A Time". Their last album, "Sparkle In The Rain", achieved
the same thing, and the Minds are only the second Scottish band in UK chart history to manage two #1 Lp's.
The others were 70's teen idols THE BAY CITY ROLLERS. Next highest new entry this week was the double
compilation Lp "The Complete Mike Oldfield", down at 37. The longest runner in the album chart at the
moment is "Queen's Greatest Hits", which holds a place in the Top 40 after 121 weeks in the listings.

In the overall analysis of Britain's most successful singles chart acts of 1985, MADONNA will be impossible
to catch at #1, but the race for second place is currently on between TEARS FOR FEARS, who've suffered
the setback of seeing their soulful recording of "I Believe" fare disappointingly, and KING, currently
enjoying their fourth hit of the year with "The Taste Of Your Tears",

ROCK OVER LONDON gets down to some serious album -tracking this coming week with selections from the new
Lp's by SIMPLE MINDS, ELTON JOHN and ROBERT PALMER, There's the new QUEEN release, "One Vision", and our
interviewnwithARCADIA's SIMON LeBON and NICK RHODES, talking about the-TiTure of DURAN DRUAN, the film
soundtrack they're working on, SIMON's yachting exploits and more. GRAHAM DENE also presents the new UK
releases by BLANCMANGE and SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES and we have special 12" mixes of the current hits
by KATE BUSH and ELTON JOHN.

Question Of The Week
Thanks to Virgil Thompson, WRUF, for the following question:

What percentage of your jocks are college graduates or have

at least some college education? If partial college, how

much? And how important is that degree?

LEE ROBERTS, KICT: "The percentage of our jocks that are college grads is 2%. All of our jocks have at least

some college education...I don't think it's that important anymore, especially if you're going to do radio.

I'm only speaking from my personal experience. I'm sure that there are some great journalism schools in the

U.S., but I have learned more from being on the job than I did from going to three years of school."

MARK CHERNOFF, WDHA: "75% - Mark and Kathy Millar have Master's. Most of the staff have at least some college

background...A degree is helpful if the person is interested in management possibilities."

JIM JONES, KMOD: "I'd say 30% of our DJ's are college grads. I believe going through the process of getting

an education is beneficial in that it gives you something to fall back on and humbles a DJ."

P.D. WITT, KMYZ: "We have one graduate, two with at least two years of college, and three with no college at

alT. It's sad but true that four years of overnights will go farther than four years of study. It pisses

me off that the broadcasting industry cannot recognize how important at least some college can be."

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "Probably about half of our jocks have degrees and the rest partial degrees. I have a

degree and it certainly hasn't helped me, but I'm sure it could be important if I ever get to the management

level "

TOM STARR, WOUR: "If there was a direct correlation between degrees and degrees of air aptitude I'd think

it was important, but I don't think there is."

CHRISTA LANE, WIBA: "I'd say all of our jocks are college grads. I think that experience is more important

in some cases than the degree but I think it's a good solid basis to have."

JOHN BEAULIEU, WTUE: "Our whole staff has some form of college education, from political science, journalism,

communications, business, and who can forget Home Ec? 80% of us have completed school and a couple plan

to expand to a Master's degree. To me, education is important because it gives you an overall view of the

business (Re: speech, law, accounting, history and the overall view of the media field). And who can forget

learning how to drink beer at the old frat house?"

TOM BARKER,KFMQ: "Of our airstaff, 80-90% are either college grads or working toward a degree and about

half of those are graduates of a broadcasting school. We've all graduated or are pursuing an additional

degree...A college degree gives you essential writing skills, a much broader vocabulary, overall better

communication skills and a lot of diverse knowledge."

ERIN RILEY, WMMR: "About 25% have degrees. I don't have a degree in communications and it's never hindered

me for a second in this industry. The important thing is work experience and internships. (I thought I

was going to be an intern for life.)"

JOE BLOOD, KEZO: "Fifty percent are college graduates."

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "I have a degree in radio, television, and film so I'm not too good with percentages, but

all of our jocks have had some college education so I guess that would be 100%. Of the seven full-time jocks,

four have degrees. The ironic thing is the highest paid on the staff have no degrees. The key is radio

experience and not the sheep skin."

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "I would say 75% of our air staff have had some college education. I don't know that a

college degree is essential to producing a good broadcaster, however, a good education in mass communication.

can be very important."

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "About 50% are grads, the other 50% have some. In the long run the degree is not

that important. To us, talent, energy and enthusiasm are priceless commodities."

BENOIT DUFRESNE, CHOM: "I don't think any of our jocks have a degree. It can't be that important because

they are all working here. They go to rock and roll school on a regular basis, which means being aware of what

is going on around them, 'both musically and with current events.'

JAY BAKER, WFBQ: "I would say that 60% of our jocks are graduates or have had at least two years of college.

Even though the college Vying is pretty important, most of the guys have degrees in something other than

broadcasting and in the right situation you could probably learn more broadcasting from life than from college."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "About 98% are college grads. As far as the college degree is concerned,

unfortunately it doesn't seem to help that much."

DAVE SHEDLOCK, WYDD: "75% are college grads or have had some college. Although the degree isn't essential

in radio, the general idea afhaving a well -rounded education is important in anything. I think the majoradvan-

tage of having a degree fora jock would be the ability of the jock to be able to discuss, more intelligently,

a broader range of subjects relating directly to the broadened educational background provided by college."

RICK PANNECK, WAPL: "40% of our staff have some type of college background, mainly in communication.

As far as the necessity of a degree, I think it really helps if someone has worked for a college radio

station. It exposes a person to a lot of types of music and you get away from the 'corporate sound' mentality."

MIKE RICHTER, KGGO: "Of 8 jocks, all have had some schooling and it is worthwhile. I'm not real impressed

with degrees, because if you can get a third class license, you can get on the air."

MARK DEVINE, WRKI: "5 out of 6 of our jocks have a degree...I don't see how you'd get into radio without

going to college...But college certainly doesn't help you develop a personality which is key in this game

of radio we play!"

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "Probably about 60% have some college. I think that the degree is an important thing

to have because the business is not that stable, and it's good to have something to fall back on."

CURT GARY, WEBN: "70% have a degree. I'd say that a well rounded college education is more important

to the outcome of a successful disc jockey than the degree itself."

JOHN TOWER, KQDS: "50% have some type of training from school, between tech school and college (re: mass

communication or television). My personal observation is that it doesn't matter. Talent and experience

cannot be bought from an institution. On air talent and success comes from good, hard work and hands on

experience."

DAVID HALL, WKDF: "Not very many, probably about 30%. Probably two years. The degree itself is not

important, but I think that the all-around education probably helps jocks to be better communicators.

SCOTT DOUGLAS, KATT: "80% are college graduates and probably 90% partial college. A degree isn't

necessarily essential to air talent; in fact, it is almost immaterial. But if you want more out of life

than being a disc jockey, it certainly makes you well rounded."
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JEFF RIEDEL, KKDJ: "70% are college graduates. We feel it is very important regardless of whether the degree
was in broadcast journalism or even, as in my case, a degree in food industry. The basic personality of the
prospective employee will make the big difference."

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "With the exception of one or two, all of our jocks have attended college, and we also
have a few graduates. A college degree is important more in terms of general knowledge; it helps make you
a more rounded jock. It doesn't help you with hands on experience in radio, but gives you a good broad
overall fountain of knowledge to draw on."

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "One third have college degrees of which I'm not a member How important is a degree?
That's a tough question, but even without a degree, I get asked every year by the University of Minnesota to be
a guest speaker in their communication classes."

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "Two,plus Carter B (our Op Mgr),have college degrees. As far as radio courses go,
5 of our staffers have taken them. I think college is important to a radio person. Anyone can teach
mechanics, but a college background usually provides instruction from someone with experience and an
'understanding' of the real world of business. As a college graduate, I find it very valuable. My
liberal arts education gave me knowledge I never thought I'd relate to radio, but it has paid off many
times. College is valuable because it teaches you how to think."

ROB ELLIS, WKQQ: "Out of 12 jocks, 2 are college graduates; 5 more have some college or are now attending.
The degree can be important down the road as far as management is concerned, but if you give me 2 people
to fill an air shift and one has 4 years of college and a broadcasting degree and the other has been on
the air for 4 years, the latter will get the job hands down. Degrees can help, but they're not a
necessity in this biz."

LARS MURRAY, WBRU: "Being affiliated with Brown University, you should be able to figure it out, and when
we do graduate, we'll be Ivy Leaguers. As to the importance of that degree, let's just say that at a
cash value of $60,000+ it damn well better be important. However, most of us are more BRU majors than
humanities or science majors."

JOHN HAGER, WCMF: "All but one of our jocks have college degrees. As far as on air talent joes, it's
not crucial, but helps for career advancement, and helps a jock sound more well rounded."

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "Most of our jocks went to college, but I think it's not the kind of thing you talk
about very often as an adult...I mean, who cares about how you scored on your SATs. Personally, I

went to college and majored in biology. I'm not sure if it's helped me. The best part about going to
college aside from what you learn, is getting a chance to work in college radio. It changed my life."

ROBIN MATHIEU, WBLM: "Most of our jocks have a degree or some college time. Since the two most recent
additions to our full time staff, myself and our new evening jock, are recent college grads, I'd say a
degree is a plus. However, previous commercial radio experience is still the bottom line."

HAL BRANDT, WXKE: "The percentage would be 20%. So, obviously, it's not that important to us. One of
our college graduate jock's attitude was this. 'Since I went to college, why didn't I major in a
field where I could make big bucks? And if I was going to major in broadcasting, why bother going to
college?'"

PAM BROOKS, WPDH: "All of our full timers are college graduates. I don't think the degree makes any
difference. I think a college education in communication helps to lay the groundwork, but if you're
lucky enough to have a voice that gets your foot in the door, you don't need four years of education
to start your career."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "100%, some with partial schooling, and some graduates. I don't know that a lack of
a degree ever held a really talented individual back. I think that ability and experience counts for
a lot more."

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "I'd say 50% of our staff are college grads. I don't see the guys here with the degrees
performing any better than the ones who don't have degrees."

JAY DANIELS, WEZX: "I would say 50% have 2 years. It has little or no bearing on whether one
can communicate with the public or just go through the motions."

ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "75% of us have some college experience, three years plus. College means absolutely
nothing as to whether or not you'll be a good or bad jock. Let me say that as a graduate with a degree
in American studies and philosophy, I have never met a person (a jock) for whom college was any factor
in the quality of their performance."

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "Everybody at KISS is required to have an edgenamycation and a PHD in rock and roll. You
know What PHD stands for? Pretty Heavy Dude."

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "Two years seems to be the average length of time spent in school. We have two full-timers
that are currently in school. One of them attends a community college, while the other is working on a
Journalism Degree at the University Of Colorado. I don't think the Degree will get you a job in radio, but I
do think it's important to learn as much as you can about the industry."

GLENN STEWART, WHJY: "To quote Aristotle: 'Education is an ornament in prosperity and a refuge in adversity'--
To quote Shakespeare: 'Knowledge is the wing werewith we fly to heaven'. But to paraphrase someone else: A
jock needs a college education like a fish needs a bicycle. Certainly it can help, especially for a morning
jock, but it's not a necessity at all. Over half of our jocks have been to college. In fact, my on -air
partner, our traffic reporter, and myself, form what must be the only all -Brown alumni morning team in the
country. So, whoopee, right?!"

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "75% of the staff has a college education. In reality, college is finding out what you
don't want to do. College radio is the only outlet in the campus setting that will really give a feel for
commitment. Personally, I majored in Journalism, Film, and Creative Writing. I took only one radio class
when I found out I was one credit short of graduating!"

BOB KRANES, WBCN: "99% are college grads. Everybody attended college for at least three years. I think
on -air experience is the most important. The degree doesn't help you get a radio show. It does help you
later on when you go out and try and expand on your career."

TED EDWARDS, KGB: "About half our jocks are college graduates and the remainder have had some college
experience. It's important to us that our jocks are well-rounded human beings so they may more effectively
communicate with our audience, but college is never a prerequisite for employment here. Life experience
and work experience are our predominate concerns."

NEXT WEEK'S QUESTION was suggested by Ken Anthony, KSJO. With the releases at this time of year of monster Lps
from superstar artists, how does a radio station present or showcase a new album? Should you play the whole
album, selected cuts, and how often? Does it bother you if your competition plays a new record or song before
you? Do you think an audience knows when a station plays a song before another and do they even care?
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WDHA, NORTH JERSEY, NJ P.D.-MARK CHERNOFF: "Just want to thank everyone who gave so much support to WDHA
over the past six years. I'll really miss the station, but I know Bob & company will make sure WDHA is
always ahead musically, promotionally, and technically. I'm looking forward to working with Charlie, Scott,
and all the great people at WNEW-FM...Best wishes to Ray Free who'll be retiring after 35 years in the
industry! There's no doubt that Ray has always been the most cheerful and helpful promotion man. The mail
won't be the same without: 'Here you go!'...New music I'm excited about include The Cult and Dream Academy.
Please give 'Life In A Northern Town' a good listen...Performing very well: Del Fuegos and Charlie Sexton...
Hope to see you in New York!"

WRXL, RICHMOND VA M.D.-PAUL SHUGRUE: "The Grateful Dead has been banned from playing in Richmond! This

morning the City Attorney's office issued a statement saying that, because of the many drug -related arrests
(about 200) during the Dead's two -night stand in Richmond Friday and Saturday, the Grateful Dead and any
band with a drug abusing following would not be allowed to play in Richmond. First the PMRC--now this. We

are getting as much feedback today as we can from our audience, with a rock and roll referendum (today is
Election Day in Virginia)! I still can't believe they can do this: Shades of Watts versus the Beach Boys.
Please let your audience know this is happening in Richmond, and help us make them back down. I'm gonna go

vote now. I'm writing in Jerry Garcia for Governor!"

KGB -FM, SAN DIEGO, CA ASST. P.D./M.D.-TED EDWARDS: "All of us here at America's KGB would like to thank Lone
Justice, their road crew, Geffen Records, Marko Babineau, Jimmy Iovine, Christina Anthony, and Kenny Swink of
Warner Brothers for their assistance and support in making last week's KGB -FM Halloween Ball a mondo success.
These fine people helped put over $9,000 into the coffers of the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation Of San
Diego County, plus big smiles on all the faces of those who attended the event who saw a stellar performance
by this exceptional band. Here's an excellent example of how we really are all working together although
at times some situations seem to cloud that fact...Weapon Of The Week: Stevie Nicks 'Talk To Me'. Isn't
it great when old friends pop up with something that makesyou feel good right down to the soles of your shoes.
Welcome back, Stevie. Thanks for the song. It's a smash...Y&T 'All American Boy'. We felt a need to
balance some of the lighter things we've added recently and here's a gem of a record to up our rock and roll
quotient...Mike & The Mechanics 'Silent Running'. Clicked with us this week...The Wrestling Album --open for
morning drive...Additional tracks. Stevie Ray Vaughan 'Change It', John Cougar Mellencamp 'Rain On The
Scarecrow', Mr. Mister 'Kyrie', ZZ Top 'Stages', and, from what may well be the comeback record of 1985,
Aerosmith 'My Fist Your Face'."

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "Mr. Mister's 'Kyrie' could very easily be a much bigger hit than
'Broken Wings'. These guys have stepped in and virtually taken Toto's place on AOR radio...Bryan Adams
certainly can crank out some hits. Not only does he have his entire album to his credit, but a couple on
Daltrey's album and areal strong one on Loverboy's album in 'Dangerous' --I can't believe that Aerosmith left
'Darkness' off the album. It could have easily replaced a couple of other songs and made this record truly
a standout project. I understand it will be featured on the cassette and compact disc, which could markedly
increase those sales. These guys also stand a chance to do what Deep Purple did earlier this year...I was
quite surprised this week to find both Stevie Nicks and Asia showing up in top 5 requests after just a couple
of days of airplay. When you get the Asia album, check out 'Too Late', 'Suspicion' and 'Voice Of America'.
They're actually not bad at all...After reading the interviews with the consultants, which I think has been a
wonderful series on the Sheet's behalf, it's very evident that some thoughts that I've had for a while are very
realistic and those are: that consultants have come up with some good ideas - including modal, 80/20, 'EOR'
or upper demo rock, etc., etc., but they have had such an urgent call to action that programmers have been
rushed to get these philosophies in place. If these concepts had been enacted in an evolutionary sense, the
format may not have suffered as much as it did a few years ago. AOR is certainly at one of its shining peaks
right now, because we have great albums by the new age superstars, and the depth cuts are easily playable.
This leaves some new up-and-coming bands in a precarious position. It's my feeling that if you're truly an
AOR station like a DVE, a BCN, an MMR, or any others that have the heritage and the legend that we do, you
want to play depth cuts from killer albums, and you want to give them enough rotation so that the audience
will hear them and have the perception that you're playing more than just the single. This is particularly
the case in Pittsburgh where we are more or less the only AOR station in town. Yet, we're dealing with a
fairly aggressive CHR station. I want my audience to know that they're going to get more than just the single
from albums like ZZ Top, Rush, John Cougar, Roger Daltrey, Pete Townshend, etc., etc. There are some good
new bands coming along, like the Divinyls,Charlie Sexton, Marillion, or INXS that deserve a shot, but members
of the record community have to realize we can't get to these acts until we've used the available depth on
hot Lp's. I understand your desire to get these records on the radio right away, but in reality if you play
your cards right and you have some patience you can still break these records via the format that they
deserve to be broken by and that's AOR. But if you don't support us, and you force the issue by taking these
records to CHR, you run the risk of putting a bad taste in the mouths of AOR programmers for these young and
viable bands, and potential stars of the future."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA ASST.P.D./M.Do-BOB KRANES: "Seeing a band live works wonders. In the case of The Waterboys,
it worked miracles. Mike Scott is a phenomenal performer. His songs are powerful, his voice exquisite and
the band exciting. I remember seeing the U2, The Clash, and many other bands in their early days. The

Waterboys are bound for stardom and in a big arena. Catch them now...A lot of people have made the comment
'over produced' regarding the new Asia record. Gimme a break. The Asia sound has always been strong. The

band's sound isa very high tech, high produced, dynamic one. Sure, the production is intense. 'Go' is a great
Asia song that demands attention...After trying to clear the room for a few weeks, we finally got The Lucy
Show in.'Resistance' is a radio song. The Lucy Show should not be ignored...Finally, Stevie Nicks' Talk To

Me'. What can be said about a hit song by a hit artist? Not much. It's wonderful and is generating a lot
of phone calls...While we're on Steve's, Steven Wright is the funniest man in America. His record proves it...

Charles Laquidera'a Big Mattress Song Of The Week comes from Big Audio Dynamite. It's 'The Bottom Line'."

WYSP, PHILADELPHIA, PA ASST. M.D.-MIKE WOLF: "YSP celebrated Halloween by giving our listeners a free party
featuring the considerable talents of Jon Butcher Axis. A very big 'thank you' to Pasha Records for helping
make the Butcher party a success...The flood of good new music continues unabated. I heartily concur with all
the good things said in last week's Sheet about Asia's 'Go'. I think they've recaptured that creative spark
again...It's nice to welcome back Stevie Nicks' lusty throaty sound to the airwaves. 'Talk To Me' promises
to join other Nicks classics as a staple of AOR radio...The boys from Jersey, Bon Jovi, have been one of the
area's most consistent concert draws for the past two or three years. Also consider the fact that their latest
Lp has achieved gold status without the benefit of a 'hit single', and you can see why we added 'Silent Night'."

WCCC, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BRIAN ILLES: "Our jocks aren't allowed to have mirrors in the control room, so how
about some promo copies of the new Aerosmith with labels you can read?...The toughest call of the week is
'Silver And Gold' from the 'Sun City' Lp. With Bono, Keith and Woody, you can't ignore it, but will the
audience be patient to wait and find out who it is? It's up to rock radio to make sure they do. This is a

must -play -track for AOR's everywhere!"

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "Down here on the shores of the Mason-Dixon Line, nothin' sounds better
than some good pickin'. Lyrically, you might call it a modal monster. Musically, it's just a lot of 'Rockin'
Guitars'. This is one track AOR has overlooked, so WEBN has taken the lead...Congratulations to Michael Plen
at IRS for finally beating the odds and getting The Alarm played in Cincinnati! Kudos to the band for a much -

improved second album!"
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KMET, LOS ANGELES, CA M.D.-PAM EDWARDS: "It was well worth the wait --Stevie Nicks hits the mark again with a

record that immediately sucks you in and makes you listen! Being such a prolific writer, it's interesting

that the first track chosen is one she didn't write --but it's undeniable that it works...'Sun City' goes into

medium. Besides the message, the cause, etc., there is a lot of interest here in the music itself. Give this

record a fair shot (use version two for a rockier edge) and reap the
benefits...This week we take a dive

deeper into three albums that continue to perform, sell, test, and most importantly sound great on-the -radio:

John Cougar Mellencamp 'Minutes To Memories'; Dire Straits 'Ride Across The River'; and Sting 'Love Is The

Seventh Wave'...If you're going to be in the L.A. area November 14th, KMET is presenting Jon Butcher Axis in

two shows at the Roxy. From all reports, the show is gonna be a smoker, so please call me if you'd like to

attend...For more info about KMET's involvement about showcasing new acts, please see Sky's comments...Thanks

to all our visitors this past week: Charlie Daniels, Little Steven Van Zandt, Phantom,Rocker and Slick, and

the attorneys representing various record labels!" ...ASST. P.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Last Thursday night, KMET

recalled the spirit of album radio past by showcasing two budding superstar bands: Phantom, Rocker and Slick

and the Cruzados. We gave away all 1,500 seats, broadcast the show live and helped Westwood One as they

taped the event for a future national broadcast. In the days before MTV, labels would always provide the

necessary support to present these live budget concerts, thus providing an effective showcasing setting for

album radio. Nothing can supplant these showcases as the best way to break a new artist. We received

incredible critical and public acclaim for this event.

Their cover tune of Deep Purple's 'Highway Star' is

just in time for the eighties...Finally, Yngwie Malmsteents 'Rising Force' is still one of the most requested.

Please invest a well spent long distance call and phone me sometime at: 512-224-4525, after 11:00AM please...

Again, I stress we want your recordings, so don't delay --send them today...Joe Anthony, the Godfather!"

WHTF, YORK, PA M.D.-TIM DRAYER: "Considerations for next week MOST DEFINITELY new Paul McCartney 'Spies Like

Us'; Robert Palmer 'Discipline Of Love'; Marillion 'Lavender', and we are looking at Joni Mitchell's 'Good

Friends'...Aerosmith's 'Let The Music Do The Talking' was the number one most requested track for the past two

weeks until Pete Townshend came along with 'Face The Face'. Excitement in Central PA for the Townshend

track is phenomenal!...I thoroughly enjoyed the Cruzados show last Friday in Philadelphia. Special thanks to

Jay from Arista, Fred Deane and WMMR for making this show a success."

KWHL, ANCHORAGE, AK M.D.-KEVIN VARGAS: "Thanks to FMQB for giving us the question in advance. I've always

liked how the Quarterback gives us added insight into our peers, not only with comments but the Question -

Of -The -Week, Paging and the other various features. Did you see last week's Paging Al Peterson? If you

missed the words of our pal Al, go back and check it out --especially the response to Question #11!

Mr. Peterson is intelligent, proven, personable, and a valued contributor to the KWHL scheme of things...Mike

& The Mechanics are a fabulous addition to a sound once presented by the fUrther evolved Genesis...As

always, Autograph is doing great here, both sales and phones...In answer to the numerous questions concerning

the lack of interest in further pursuing the Cruzados 'Motorcycle Girl', yes, the Cruzados are a s -m -a -s -h

and I personally love it, but it only had off and on phone action and zippo sales --this despite giving it

every feature available and considerable airplay.

Well, better late

than never! Sales are strong and response is picking up. Sorry, Karen...The big stories around here are

pretty much the same as everywhere. Pete Townshend is burning up the phones: #1 for two weeks in a row, etc.

BUT some surprises too: Stevie Ray Vaughan 'Say What' is Top 5 requested in this R&B town. Can't wait to see

him come in the next couple of weeks. Raunchy guitar scores big here as Stevie has repeatedly proven...Another

surprise request item is Dire Straits 'Your Latest Trick'.

WCMF, ROCHESTER, NY JOHN HAGER: "Little Steven in '88!"
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KBCO, BOULDER, CO M.D.-DOUG CLIFTON: "More big names --more big songs! The last couple of weeks have provided

us with great music to carry us throui the Holiday Season and into 1986. Pete Townshend is one of rock 'n

roll's biggest names, and with every new release,he continues to back them up. 'Face The Face' cooks! We're

ready for a night on the town when the 'White City' arrives...Mike Rutherford has delivered a surprisingly

good album, 'Silent Running', 'Taken In' and 'Par Avion' have the sound that we're looking for...Joni Mitchell

steps into the 80's with Thomas Dolby at the controls.

PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-RON DIAZ: "Joni Mitchell sounds invigorated, fresh & is an 80's kind of

lady- an important artist for adult rockers. I like the lyrics and the overall sound of 'Good Friends' and

other good stuff on the Lp...'Dangerous' from Loverboy has been on the air here for almost two months and it's

worked real well, performing on a par with the first single...'Shela' from Aerosmith gets the nod here as the

second track from 'Done With Mirrors'. We're already getting calls...Nothing but positive response on Mike &

The Mechanics. 'Silent Running' is perfect AOR stuff...PR&S keep going up - 'Men' with power rotation."

Then, in the evening, 'Zappaween', where1500 listeners were registered to vote

by Frank himself. Wail 'til you get the record. It's quite an experience...Musically, I'm real happy to have

Aerosmith back together again. They've been my favorite hard rock band since their first album. It's not

easy to read the song titles but after heavy inspection in a mirror, I've decided I like 'Shame On You' and

'My Fist' the best...Elton John's 'Ice On Fire' is chock full of classics. 'Nikita' is beautiful."

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA M.D.-KEN ANTHONY: "All systems are go for the new Asia. 'Advance' from the upcoming 'Astra'

is an upbeat, powerful rocker that's already generating good phones. Can't wait for the album...The new

Stevie Nicks is also quite strong. Thanks to a fine tune penned by a very talented songwriter, Chas Sanford,

this is an instant hit...Finally, don't ignore the Wang Chung 'To Live And Die In L.A.'. The movie is garnering

favorable reviews for its slickness and intensity and this song could be a huge sleeper."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR ACTING M.D.-IRIS HARRISON: "Greetings to old friends and new ones. I'm

filling Inessa's shoes and giving her a chance to rest up for the 'blessed event'. We'll pass along the baby

statistics when he or she arrives on the scene. Since I used to help out in the music department this is all

familiar, but be gentle.

Stevie Nicks' Talk To Me'

is her patented sound - that means it can't miss...Okay, it was some time before I finally got into Wang Chung's

'L.A.' It takes a while to get to the hook, but it's well worth the effort...Mike & The Mechanics has three

things going for it: Mike Rutherford's background, Paul Carrack's voice, and, not coincidentally, a beautiful

song. Anyone of those three factors alone wouldn't guarantee airplay, but all three together make it an

eventual 'must add' for everybody. It's the kind of song you want to put on an endless loop and hear again and

again...Y&T's 'All American Boy' defines fun rock and roll. I bang my fist in the air whenever I hear it...And

why does Asia's vocalist sound like Barry Manilow? Just asking."
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WKDF, NASHVILLE, TN M.D.-DAVID HALL: "I got to see the Sting tour in Lexington, KY Sunday night, and it is
a h -o -t show. In 21/2 hours Sting did 21 songs! Seven of them were Police songs and he was called back for three

encores. Thanks to A&M's Denise George and Paul Crowley for putting that together for me. It was also nice

to hang out with some of the fellas from WQMF in Louisville and WKQQ in Lexington. I enjoyed listening to both

stations over the weekend...It's been fun playing with all the superstar albums coming in. I like 'Give

Blood' on the Pete Townshend album, and I like 'My Fist, Your Face' on the Aerosmith album, but I don't know
how much airplay lyrics about pissing in the wind and putting things up your nose can get here in the post-

that means 'By Airmail'. It's very Genesis -like and could easily be played by every contemporary format.
Atlantic may need to re -title it 'Here Comes The Night' if they make it a single, but it's an across-the-board
s -m -a -s -h waiting to happen!"

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY M.D.-LARRY "THE DUCK" DUNN: "This was one of my finest weekends for seeing live music

in New York! The Cure and Simple Minds in back-to-back performances at Radio City kept the crowd on their

feet all night long.

"The
video, which was shot in Fulham,
plays with ideas of different layers
of love, with the boys as statues,
and Sioux singing. There's a lot of
thought goes into what we do with our
videos, but you are limited by the
fact that it's basically apromotional
device, just a way of presenting the
song. We try and get away from
emphasizing 'the band,' and the faces
of the band, but there's not a lot
you can do.
