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Three days after being savagely murdered in his St. Louis apartment, consultant/call-out research pioneer,
Bobby Hattrik, was laid to rest Sunday, February 2nd in St. Louis. Credited with developing some of radio's
first call-out systems, Hattrik's "Better Rock-Less Talk" brand of AOR was a frontrunner in the use of
positioning statements, computerized music selection and a short-lived set of AOR jingles that Bobby
actually sang on. Making his programming debut at WDGY, Minneapolis, in 1976, Hattrik was amont the first
to attempt an AOR/CHR hybrid approach. His George Steinbrenner-Billy Martin relationship with Doubleday
began two years later when KWK, St. Louis, tapped him as PD. By 1980 Hattrik was appointed National PD
assisting in the start up of WLLZ, Detroit; KPKE, Denver; WAVA, Washington; and WAPP, New York, leaving
in 1982 to form his own consultancy with KKCI, Kansas City; WYNF, Tampa, and DC101 Washinaton. amona his
fyrst clients, later joined by the entire Doubledav chain. Eventually, a strong relationship
with Sandusky developed, and at the time of his death, Hattrik was hand?ing KBPI, Denver; KDKB,
Phoenix; KEGL, Dallas; WKRL, Tampa; WLLZ, Denver; WAPP, New York; KSHE, St. Louis, along with a couple of
AC projects. An associate says, pending client notification, Hattrik's business will continue in a yet
to be determined capacity.

Those close to Bobby, 1ike WKRL PD, Beau Raines, remember him as "A good friend. We've lost one of the
brightest and rost innovative programmers we've ever known"..."He was a great programmer, a research
innovator and one of the brightest guys I ever worked with" eulogized KQRS PD Dave Hamilton, adding, "He
was definitely ahead of his time"...KDKB PD John Larson noted that Hattrik "Always believed in giving the
audience what they wanted. He programmed stations for people, not for other radio people. Plus, he was
a true friend and a driving force in many people's careers." At press time, an investigation by the St.
Louis Police Department Homicide Division continues. So far no suspect(s) have been arrested nor has a
motive been established.

Four weeks after resigning as Asst. PD to program WIYY, Baltimore, KGB's prodigal son Ted Edwards,

returns as PD, replacing Larry Bruce who captured the KMET PD post last week. Larry, who officially starts
at the Mighty Met on the 15th (although he's been doing some remote control programming already), tells

us, "When I tendered my resignation and announced plans to move 100 miles up the road, the unanimous de-
cision of management and ownership was, 'There's only one guy for the job and he's in Baltimore.' That
made it a difficult and painful decision",Ted told us, "because WIYY is such a great station with a great
staff. Unfortunately, the one job that I would even consider opened up literally days after I arrived.
Since my heart and soul were still in San Diego, I felt that the best thing to do was go back to KGB."
Naturally, selecting an MD is a priority for Ted, and although that process began shortly after he left,
Ted's "mind is open at this point. Although I'm certainly using the input from candidates already screened
for the job. It's an MD position unlike most in that it comes with a lot of responsibility and a certain
amount of autonomy and authority."

Meanwhile in Baltimore, it's back to the drawing board. But will WIYY's job search be made any easier by
the availability of two veteran PDs unleashed last week?

News From Rock Over London

Every sound recording ever released in the U.K. is now to be collated on
a new computerized project in London that will encompass early wax
cylinders from the start of the 20th Century, right up to the present with
music videos and compact discs. The one million pound national discography
is being jointly set up by the British library's sound archive department
and the mechanical copyright protection society. This valuable discography
will be available to the public, but first, the public's help is being
sought in putting it together--private collectors are being invited to fill
in gaps in the information., It's estimated that it will take the next
five yeirs to get the several million items onto the computer.

On the studio front, EURYTHMICS start work this spring on a brand new album
for release later in the year. Not only has DAVE STEWART been busy producing
Daryl Hall's solo album, but he's also found time to write a stunning song
for KIKI DEE which is out this week. "Another Day Comes {Another Day Goes)"
features HUGH MASEKELA on trumpet and Dave's pal, FEARGAL SHARKEY, on
backing vocals. The song was recorded at Dave's own studio.

THE PET SHOP BOYS, who've recently been doing wonders with "West End Girls", are in the studio with producer,
STEPHEN HAGUE,to record their next single and debut Lp. The single should be available later this month with

the album to follow in March,

Also imminent is the solo release from JOHN TAYLOR called "I Do What I Do" ("9% Weeks"). The song was co-written
and produced by J.T. and is one of the songs from the new film "9% Weeks".

ELTON JOHN's next British release will be a remixed version of "Cry To Heaven" from his "Ice On Fire" album.

BIG COUNTRY's return is imminent . They've announced a British tour for the second half of March, and thier
new album, produced by ROBIN (SADE) MILLAR should be out in April.

The lady who upstaged BOY GEORGE on more than one occasion while she was working with CULTURE CLUB, acclaimed
session singer, RUBY TURNER, is at last getting the recognition she deserves with a new solo deal with Jive
Records providing her with an immediate U.K. hit, Ruby's cover of the old Staples Singers' number, "If You're
Ready (Come Go With Me)".

Our story in last week's column about SPANDAU BALLET's departure from Chrysalis Records - which was also widely
reported in the British press - has been denied by the company. They say that SPANDAU are still contracted
to the label and Chrysalis have NOT agreed to release them. So the acrimonious relationship between the two
parties looks likely to drag on still further.

In the British album charts, where Lps tend to come and go with much more speed than in the American counter-
part, it's unusual to see a Top 10 packed with albums that have been on release for more than a few weeks.
But the albums in this week's Top 10 have spent an aggregate of 261 weeks in the chart - an average of six
months each! Longest runner among those, rather surprisingly, is GO WEST's eponymously-titled debut album,
with 43 weeks to its credit already.

The latest extraordinary fact to emerge about DIRE STRAITS' "Brothers In Arms" album: so strong are the sales
of the compact disc version of the record, it's calculated that of all the owners of CD players in Britain,
50 per cent own a copy of the Straits' CD.

The strident guitar sound of JIMMY PAGE, the unique vocals of PAUL RODGERS... it has to be THE FIRM, coming up
on ROCK OVER LONDON this week with a track from "Mean Business”.
