While most of last week's industry conversation centered on indies and editorials, consultant John Sebastian
was quietly at work changing the names of his company and format. While the new corporate moniker "John
Sebastian, Inc." isn't exactly earth-shattering, shedding the Eclectic Oriented Rock handle in favor of

"The New AC" has certainly raised a few eyebrows. Does this mean stations like KESI, San Antonio; KKGR,
Anchorage; KGRQ, Caspar; and newcomer WCLZ, Portland will soon be spicing up their lists with the likes of
Anne Murray, Dionne Warwick and Atlantic Starr? Hardly, sez Sebastian. The new name is a "marketing and
positioning tool designed to alter the way EOR is perceived by advertising agencies, GMs and owners. In the
past we've heard things like 'EOR is too mysterious', or ‘what does Eclectic mean?'; so I wanted to adopt a
term that was more relatable to them. We know that perception is more important than reality, and there seems
to be immediate renewed interest in my format because of the name change."

Sebastian insists his format's similarities to AC lie more in texture and mood than in presentation. Although
he claims to have broken current AC tracks like Heart "These Dreams"; Elton's "Nikita"; Mike + The Mechanics
"Silent Running"; Starship's “Sara"; James Taylor's "Only One"; and Dream Academy "Life In A Northern Town"
six months ago, Sebastian sez the concept behind The New AC is closer to the roots of progressive AOR,

"Unlike any other format, we're the one that really digs deep into the albums and plays a lot of different
cuts like AOR used to, long before anything's released as a single. We really don't allow record companies

to dictate what song we play". What are current examples of tracks that the 25-40 targetted new AC is stepping
out on? "Our strongest powers right now are Suzanne Vega's ‘Left Of Center'; Michael Tomlinson, who is an

up and coming Dan Fogelberg; Hiroshima, a new age jazz band, and we're very deep on the new ELO, Jackson
Browne and Dream Academy LPs"...But if EOR is the New AC and AOR is the Top 40 of the '80's, is pay for play

a viable alternative to all request news? We welcome your thoughts.

SCARRY RETURNS TO KMET AS DIRECTOR OF CREATIVE DEVE|OPMENT

Although he's still with RKO until the 28th, Rick Scarry is already "working loosely" at his old Alma Mater
KMET, as Director of Creative Development. Rick who served as KMET Director of Promotions ‘Advertising

and Special Projects from 1979 to 1982 has been with RKO for 4 years in several positions: He started as
air personality at KEARTH in '82 and then programmed KHJ for 23 years until it was "put to sleep". 'or*
recently he was creating and voicing promotional campaigns for the RKO stations. Rick's first two priorities
at KMET are to "come up with a powerhouse promotion dept. and a powerhouse production dept. When I left
KMET back in '82, we had a 6.4 and knew what our market was, and somehow they've lost touch with that over
the last couple of years, so my main thrust is to make sure that the people of Southern California know what
they're radio station is, and that's KMET. We need to get back and be the people's station again." Rick
describes his new gig as a "catch-all management position. We want to let PD Larry Bruce concentrate on
making this sound like a fine radio station while I'm in charge of making sure all the support units are

working properly. We all have one goal here and that's to get it back where it belongs and we're going to
do it with fire in our eyes.,"

Meanwhile, eight-year KGB air personality Pat Martin joins KMET for air work, and will also be doing some
work for Westwood One.

And, who will land the coveted KGB MD title? No announcement yet; PD Ted Edwards sez he's "still talking
to people..."

From the format that brought you the promo pig head, disco demolition and the No Men At Work weekend, comes the
latest unnatural act--dwarf-chucking. When WMMR's Morning Zoo broadcast live from London last November,
John DeBella and crew were exposed to this unique sporting event held in suburban London clubs. Sez OM
tz,"They put these little dwarves in helmets and chuck them from one end of the bar to the other and
have them land on mattresses.

News From Rock Over London

To follow the great success he had in America, JULIAN LENNON is preparing for his
first ever British tour, coinciding with the release of his new record “"STICK
AROUND" backed with "ALWAYS THINK TWICE". The tour starts at London's ROYAL
ALBERT HALL on MAY 12th, with stops at Birmingham, Dublin, Edinburgh and
Manchester throughout that month.

Meanwhile, ticket sales for YOKO ONO's “"STAR PEACE" Concert at London's WEMBLEY
CONFERENCE CENTRE on MAHTH ZIst, don't Took too healthy. So far only one-third
of the tickets have been sold and they're going rather slowly, too. In a bid to
save the day, a nuniber of articles publicizing the event have made a sudden
appearance in the press.

THE STYLE COUNCIL's next release, due in a few weeks, will be "HAVE YOU EVER HAD
IT BLUE™. Curiously enough, they're one of the bands tipped to headline one of the
shows for a new Black TV entertainment programme called "CLUB MIX", which makes
its debut in a couple weeks.

"DAMNED, DAMNED, DAMNED" and "MUSIC FOR PLEASURE", the first Lps by THE DAMNED, are to be released as a double
pack Timited edition set, in coloured vinyl, to celebrate the fact that the band have been around for ten years
now. Maybe it's also to celebrate their biggest hit ever, "ELOISE".

The British Government's DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENT (of all agencies!), have commissioned a study into opportu-
nities for young Black people to enter the music business. Among other things, this will involve a team of
consultants looking into ways of opening up the market.

Listen out Tor a forthcoming ROL interview, with lead
singer MAIRE (pronounced Moya) BRENNAN, fn which she'll be talking about her friendship with fellow Irishman
BONO.

GEORGE MICHAEL releases his solo single "A DIFFERENT COVER" on MARCH 24...And there'll be a final WHAM! 45" in
early summer followed by an album in tnhe fall.

THE CURE will be playing their only British concert date this year as one of the headline acts at THE
GLASTONBURY FESTIVAL, which takes place JUNE 20-22...And we're even going to be treated to live shows by
JOHN LYDON's PIL. They'll be appearing in Newcastle and Sheffield in April, with more dates to follow.

Expect an announcement soon about a huge open-air concert in the summer at London's WEMBLEY STADIUM headlined
by QUEEN. A date in July is favourite.

Cult favourite BRIAN ENO has a new compiiation Lp Just out in the U.X. entitled "MORE BLANK THAN FRANK",
encompassing songs from the period 1973-1977. A similar underground fiqure, BILL NELSON, once of BeBop Deluxe,
has signed a deal with PORTRAIT RECORDS and has a new single out entitled "WILDEST DREAMS".

An ALL-STAR CHARITY GALA has been organized for the THEATRE ROYAL in Plymouth, down in the West Country of
England. It takes place on APRIL 27 and will feature ELVIS COSTELLO, SQUEEZE's JOOLS HOLLAND and soul singer
JUNIOR GISCOMBE.

The coming week's ROCK OVER LONDON plays a track from the new JULIAN LENNON album as well as an in-concert
contribution from his dad...We also have another live exclusive from ROGER DALTREY, his solo version of "WON'T
GET FOOLED AGAIN" recorded in Washington in December...ELO's JEFF LYNNE and BEV BEVAN join us for part one of
an interview, and we've Jeff's own choice from the new "BALANCE OF POWER" album...THE ROCK REQUEST has a little
archive obscurity: The first ever release by the POLICE, n the days when they were so poor they had to put the
records in the jackets themselves...In THE TOP FIVE COUNTDOWN, meanwhile, the burning question is whether the
outrageous SIGUE SIGUE SPUTNIK can hang on to their Surprise number one!

WDHA, NORTH JERSEY, NJ G.M.-BOB LINDER: "Some quick audience research has shown us that the vast
majority of listeners are not aware of this huge Hands Across America project that will be here before we
know it (Memorial Day weekend)! I don't think any of us question its fund-raising value and social
significance, especially if 1t all happens as its planners are hoping. But my point in writing today is
simply that we broadcasters have got to get moving (and quickly) to get the message across. Millions of
people will be involved on May 25th, and radio will play a key role in communicating, via portables and
Walkmans that day. But right now each of us needs to contact our network suppliers, our local Coca-Cola
distributors, and our State Hands Across America directors. (New Jersey's director: Ann Cooper, was just
appointed--201-279-4309). More info: Call the National Office at 213-556-1812. Let's at least get
on-the-air next week with a brief explanatory PSA to start getting that essential public awareness. If
charity starts at home, then let's show the world we do care about our own starving and impoverished...On
another issue of considerable importance to broadcasters: Last week's controversial R&R editorial has one
facet all can agree on--radio has been terribly under-utilized as a powerful advertising vehicle for new
music. Yes, most independent promotion people serve a very valuable purpose, and we deeply regret the
across-the-board firings by several companies. But, some of that promotional money should be converted
to radio advertising. I see nothing wrong with a station playing a new song, or even a whole program
presented by a record company and tagging available store locations for consumer purchase. Simple
competition and possible Arbitron downturns will prevent record companies' undue control of programming.
At the very least, let's see some hedlthy financial support for the best friend of the music business:
RADIO!"...FRGM P.D.-MIKE BOYLE: “Some say enough has been said. I say, never stop talking about how unfair
this Independent situation 1s! I consider these people my friends, too, and what is going to make their
situation worse is radio stations that come up with 'don't talk to independents' policies! It stinks!---and
I hope if you're in a position to talk to your ‘management', you'll explain how important these people are
to your radio station!...Favorite new adds this week include the Greg Kihn and The Models!
