Three major labels have enlarged their AOR promotion departments as recent events continue to reshape

the face of the record industry. Chrysalis has tapped Jeff Laufer to direct West Coast album promotion,
a position he recently held at Arista , and New Avenues Music's Mike Van Orsdale has also signed up in

a soon-to-be-announced midwest capacity. "It's just a coincidence that the independent promotion thing
happened in conjunction with our expansion" reasons Chrysalis VP Promotion Daniel Glass. "We needed
these people anyway. Obviously the indy thing makes it more apparent and more timely." Glass cites

a product flow that will double in the next 20 months making the period ahead "the most productive in
our history" as a major reason behind the realignment.

Meanwhile, Northeast Regional ace Jerry Lembo, exits for the local New York slot at Columbia. Look
for the Chrysalis butterfly to fill that post and flap its wings with additional hirings in the near
future.

Although many will argue that "the indy thing" has sped up label promo expansion, Arista National Lp
Promo Director Sean Coakley isn't alone in believing that "independents in many cases made up some of
the best promotion people in the business. Now that they're available, we'd be foolish not to pick

them up." Coakley, too, feels his department has "needed expansion all along" and notes that with Tony
Gates enlisted to lead midwest album promotion, Arista now commands a four-man AOR team. Says Sean,
"t"s an obvious reflection of our very serious intent to maintain AOR contender status." Gates, a
former WLAV Grand Rapids PD and MD, most recently with New Avenues Music, told FMQB, "As a firm believer
of what goes around comes around, March was definitely my turn. With a birthday, the purchase of a new
house, the birth of a healthy, happy son, and a new position with Arista, I'm on a roll."

Joining the regional A-team to cover the Washington/Baltimore area is A&M vet Johnny Powell,who had been
doing independent work in that area. Meanwhile, the latest rumor on the street has Island VP National
Promotion and calendar pin-up idol Phil Quartararo crossing the street for the same post at Arista.

And with PolyGram drafting Hot Trax Promotions' Fred Deane and Debby Appelbaum, Mr. Recordhead has gone
from a single Lp to a box set. Deane,who dissolved his independent promotion company after three years
of business, will hold the reins as Senior National Director of Rock Radio Promotion, while Dby, most
recently Hot Trax' Promotion Director, will serve as his assistant. Sez Fred, "My independent tenure
has allowed me to work with some of the top-shelf national directors of promotion in the business, a
priceless benefit. In essence, I guess you can say I know exactly what I'm up against."

Reporting directly to Director of Promotion David Leach, the restructure reunites the two who worked
together for PolyGram prior to the formation of Hot Trax in 1983. A veteran of RSO, and EMI, Deane
will be based in Philadelphia, spending two days a week in PolyGram's New York offices. Wanna bet he
has a car phone?

Continuing as National Director Rock Radio Promotion, Drew Murray told Dr. Dirt, "As far as PolyGram
is concerned, AOR has gone from the bastard stepchild to numero uno. So, we've made the move from one
guy to a department. I'm very happy with the arrangement. It'11 free up my time to get away from
meetings and paperwork and spend more time directly with radio, on the road and with my field staff."
P.S.: Be on the lookout for PolyGram National Director of College/Alternative Promotion Jack Isquith
(named College/Alternative Promo Man of the Year at the Gavin Convention) to join the Rock Dept. soon.

DALLAS DIRT: KZEW CLEANS UP

KZEW's new morning man is infamous industry legend Steven Clean (KMET, WMMR, WBCN, WCOZ, WLLZ), last seen
as morning man/part owner at WMAD, Madison. Naturaiiy, < ob Barnett orchestrated a suitable send
off for outgoing AM driver John LaBella after 8 years of morning duty. Proclaiming April 4th “John
LaBella Day", the Zoo broadcast John's last show live from a local club complete with limo, listeners,
tux, gifts, the whole 9 yards. KZEW contacted every morning man in town, inviting them to bid LaBella
adieu on the Z00's air. "If they refused to comply, Steven did it for them, simulating their responses
on the air", sez Rob. The final farewell? A 20 piece jazz band's live rendition of "Stairway To Heaven"
followed by John's tearful exit in a limousine.

The Z00 was among a handful of stations than yanked the DIR/HBO Comic Relief simulcast off the air after
obscenities were uttered by Whoopi Goldberg ("motherfucker"--a required word at any "Aid" concert), and
George Carlin ("shit"). The move brought EZEN tons of press, about 80% positive according to Barnett.

o show 1ts belief in the cause, the station rebroadcast the event at a later date, edited for airplay.

And in final 200 news, 0z exits the night shift for afternoons/MD at 91X, San Diego. Hold your tapes
and resumes for a later date--the station doesn't plan on filling the show permanently for awhile.

And: Scott Muni's name has always been synonymous with WNEW-FM and VP/GM Michael Kakoyiannis plans on
keeping 1t that way. He and the Professor have just inked a lifelong contract continuing the relationship
between Muni and NEW that began in October '67 when the station began its 18 year AOR legacy.

David Grossman has resigned as WCCC AM/FM, Hartford PD effective April 18th. "Part of being a good
programmer is knowing when you've taken a situation as far as you can. That's the case here, so it's time
to move on."

When WHJY's morning squad of Carolyn Fox and Glenn Stewart announced on April 1lst that the Providence
Labor Action Relations Board Committee had shut down the city for the day and everyone should go home,
City Hall, local police departments and state agencies were flooded with thousands of calls. So was
crosstown CHR WPRO. 'HJY had given out their number as a hotline for verification of the shut down. An
hour after the initial announcement, 'HJY fessed up that it was just an April Fool's Day prank. The
controversy generated extensive local press, TV coverage and headaches.

to Chris Devine. Chris, who owns new Salt Lake City AOR KBER, plans to change WUWU's calls to WBER,

The New AC
format will be completely in place at 'BGK by April 7th, guided by former WGRX Baltimore PD Alan Lawson.
Sebastian sez his name change has sparked increased interest in the New AC format, and that he's very
close to signing a top 5 market station.

Park in 1976. The Wembley appearance will have Queen on a specially-built 160 foot stage, big enough to fill one

end of the stadium. Music will run between 2:00 and 10:00PM,

The ART OF NOISE, causing a stir in the UK with their new version of the "PETER GUNN" theme which features a guest
appearance by DUANE EDDY, have their album "IN VISIBLE SILENCE" out here on April 14. We'll shortly be presenting
an interview with the band and the Twangin' Man himseTf on Rock Over London.

Here's a real quirk of the British charts: HEART, finally breaking here with "THESE DREAMS", have never been in the
UK singles chart before. Not with "Crazy On You", "Barracuda", nothing. Better Tate than never...

BRYAN FERRY, charting with "IS YOUR LOVE STRONG ENOUGH" from the film "LEGEND", now plans to do the music for a forth-

coming BBC TV documentary on Tife in the Himalayas. We hear he's so keen, he's thinking of going there himself to
oak up some of the atmosphere.

MPLE MINDS' UK release of "ALL THE THINGS SHE SAID" will feature a live version of "DON'T YOU (FORGET ABOUT ME)"
on the B-side, once again recorded at their Rotterdam concert in December.

The PSYCHEDELIC FURS have announced their first British concert date in nearly two years. It'll be on the opening

night of the Glastonbury Festival on June 20. The Furs are in Switzerland, at the moment, writing songs their
next album.

We thought we were seeing things at first, but yes, "BROTHERS IN ARMS" has finally been dethroned in the UK album
chart. But it took a TV-advertised, various artists hits compilation to do it: "HITS 4" went straight in at #1,
relegating the STRAITS to #2.

Ageless British pop singer CLIFF RICHARD has reached #1 in our charts with a comic reworking of his 1959 chart-
topper "LIVING DOLL", assisted by THE YOUNG ONES, the team of wacky funsters now seen on MTV. Britain's daily press
has been mouthing off about how this 1s the first time that anyone has gone to #1 twice with the same song in UK
chart history. Allow us to put them right: The trick was turned last year by GERRY MARSDEN, he of GERRY AND THE
PACEMAKERS, when he sang lead on THE TEAM's charity version of "YOU'LL NEVER WALK ALONE™, taking the song to the top
Tor the second time (with some vocal assistance, we're bound to add, from Rock Over Tondon's GRAHAM DENE?. So
Cliff is actually the second artist to manage this achievement.

WNEW-FM, NEW YORK CITY, NY M.D.-MARK CHERNOFF: “I'm really looking forward to the Howe/Hackett GTR project.
Got a taste of the album at the Arista offices last week and it's mighty good. It sounds like what Asia
should have done on the last couple of albums...By the time you read these comments, we'll have played our
2 millionth record and given away a $40,000Porsche to the person who knew the song and figured out the
time it was played. We're also throwing in 1027 lottery tickets so the prize can be even more of a
whopper. "

HDVE,PIEI§QHR§,PA M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: “It's impossible for us to integrate one of the best records of 1986

into the musical mix. m talking about Prince and his new album 'Parade'. This guy is an out and out
genius when it comes to crafting hit music. Just look at the progress and the difference of his last four
albums and this record exemplifies that point even more. It's 1ike the ingenuity of the Beatles meets the
funk of Sly - and it's perfect for a 1986. 'Girls And Boys' will be huge this summer...I don't know whether
record companies or management are directing the heavy metal bands to tone down in hopes of becoming more
mass appeal and gaining airplay on AOR stations that are headed for upper demos, but whoever is urging
these heavy metal bands to go through these changes could be making a big mistake. Think about it. If
you're targeting 25+, chances are you won't be dealing with a heavy metal act unless it's the biggest of
the big and the record is truly great and fits your station's sound. And if the bands do tone down, they
run the risk of becoming just a homogenized hard rock band that may be less and less appealing to the
heavy duty rock fans. I guess these bands should stand by what they've done all along and hope that AOR will
split into two formats, one skewing younger and harder, or that their fans will get hip to their new
releases via the metal publications, and the lyrics are right on for 1986...'Right And Wrong' has a slight
Dire Straits feel, in that it has tasty guitar licks, and an unusual vocal phrasing; but moreover this
record could fill a void that Steely Dan left years ago...The Bob Dylan/Tom Petty collaboration is just
okay. But with the movie and the anticipation of the tour, this record will have high interest for a
while...I was anxious to see how the big releases would fare the first week at retail, and the answer is
in: Van Halen blew by everybody like they were standing still and debuts at #1. Stones jump in at_#6,
and Julian Lennon enters at #25. It's amazing that after about a year, Dire Straits maintains afa

retail position...The Firm was in town last week and they've made great strides in their live performance
since the first time around. The Tight show is one of the best I've seen for a rock and roll concert in a
long, long time."
