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What were the highlights of last weekend's bowling party in L.A.? A typical response might include
sugarludes, Heather Locklear's “bowling style", the Atlantic suite, Marko's golfing get up, the

meeting of the tired minds, and of course, having your picture taken with the Elektra pig. But apart

from raising $110,000 to benefit the T.J. Martell Foundation for Leukemia and Cancer Research, this year's
Rock 'N' Bowl confronted a number of issues head on at a Saturday afternoon panel co-hosted by Bill Hard,
Steve Smith, and Steve Feinstein.

Indies and oldies were tops on the agenda. Many programmers felt lessened indie services had resulted

in reduced qualitative music information, and a cloudy national overview. "The local guys can't provide

a national picture, and the nationals can't possibly talk to everyone" typified the radio reaction.

Heavy Lenny pointed out the immediacy of indy info and its incremental nature. "It's as immediate as my
Tast phone call." Atlantic's Danny Buch brought up the label bias issue, claiming that indies aren't

as biased toward one label's product enabling them to provide a more objective perspective. However, Buch
felt labels were more than qualified to convey a clear picture of their own product nationally. ,

Some observations were made regarding the changing role of the national AOR promotion director. Seen in
the past mainly as a phone hammer, today this position entails more meetings and managers and allows
increasingly less time for working the phones.

How will the lack of indies affect airplay for new artists? And, are we already seeing fewer baby bands
break? Opposing answers were offered to this question with the suggestion that the number of recent
superstar releases could be a big contributing factor here. Island's Bob Catania believes the next six
months will provide a test of the effectiveness of the indies vs. beefed up label field staffs. He suggested
the industry monitor the progress of a label 1like Island who have retained indies vs. the majors that

have dropped their services. Lenny felt it was too early to tell what effect curtailed indies will have

on breaking new acts.

How is the future perceived? E/P/A's Bill Bennett expects labels will sink more money into radio through
time buys, promotions and tour support, noting that recent 0zzy Osbourne time buys in certain problem
markets got the record added. "An era has passed" observed Columbia's Paul Rappaport. He predicts record
companies will go back to some of the older, tried and true promo tools, because Hlﬁey worked in the past,
and now they're fresh." "We're hiring Jeff Pollack and we'll be 'Classic Promotions'" quipped Bennett.

An Arbitron representative presented new ways of measuring radio listening which included the electronic
diary (a portable device that you talk to), and Scan America (a magic wand that can detect what station
a passing car's radio is tuned to). ARB is also investigating ways of sending ratings info to client
stations via satellite dish. The news that tests are underway in five Arbitron metros to remedy the
problem of 18-24 male undersampling was greeted with overwhelming enthusiasm.

A spokesman for Birch Radio introduced an encouraging demographic/psychographic profile of the typical AOR
station's audience. It painted the 1986 AOR as: 15% 12-17; 42% 18-24; 35% 25-34; 5% 35-44 and 3% 45-54.
According to Birch, the typical AOR listener is college educated, affluent, a car buyer and airline user,
owns a single house, consumes soft drinks and massive amounts of beer. EOR stations have an extremely
high qualitative listener profile,suggests Birch.

The growing number of classic rock stations promoted this observation f
Sanduskey's Jeff Sattler regarding the cyc1#2a1 nature of raéﬁaﬁ 1th ggg1ear1y 80's, AOR's music mix was

heavy on oldies and light on currents, resulting in a burned oldies library. By 1983 it was 70% current,
30% library to freshen the format's sound. Now in 1986, we're back to approximately 70% oldies.”

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News From Rock Over London 3

The premier of the much-touted musical, "Time*, took place this week at London's
Dominion Theatre. That's the production by DAVE CLARK starring CLIFF RICHARD, with
a soundtrack album (also just out) featuring the 1ikes of JULIAN LENNON, FREDDIE
MERCURY, ASHFORD AND SIMPSON, MURRAY HEAD and DIONNE WARWICK. The premier was sold
out months in advance and the show looks set for a long run, especially as it
features a truly unique appearance by Sir Laurence Olivier. Larry's not really
there at all...and yet he is, projected by a hologram. A good way of acting and
resting at the same time.

Suddenly, it was the singer-songwriter generation all over again in London last week
when JAMES TAYLOR returned to the U.K. to play his first concerts in 15 years.
Rock Over London's Paul Sexton, Graham Dene, Steve Saltzman and Tarara Chant saw
J.T. play a really outstanding show at the Hammersmith Odeon which proved that even
if the hits are harder to come by these days he's still a tremendous musician and
raconteur on stage. Also espied in the audience: The Dream Academy's Nick Laird-
Clowes. Picking up some tips for the next album, maybe?

A less than auspicious start to BIG COUNTRY's British tour, when on their first night at Newcastle City Hall, the
mixing desk decided not to play ball just as the band were hitting the opening chords of "Wonderland". But
that wasn't going to beat them, the chaps proceeded to play a two-and-a-half hour set just the same, even if the
sound was less than 100 per cent, and to their further credit, they announced a free show for a few days later
and handed out tickets for it as the audience left.

The BLOW MONKEYS, ROL Top Five residents recently with "Digging Your Scene", begin thier U.K. tour on April 18th.

Another album by an ROL-featured band to look for is "Hipsway", by the band of the same name and includes their
recent breakthrough song, "The Honeythief". They're off on a major British tour next month.

It's been a while since TALK TALK played any full-scale British concerts, but having completed some unannounced
gigs, they've announced a series of appearances around the country for the end of April/beginning of May. Mean-
while "The Colour Of Spring" album has gone gold in the U.K., so well-done to Mark Hollis and the band.

The COCTEAU TWINS' 4th album "Victorialand" is released on April 14, This marks a change of style in the band's
sound--they are using more acoustic instruments and less percussion. Due to technical problems in the mastering,
t?e Lp plays at 45rpm. The Twins have recently completed their own studio and are already recording a follow-up
album,

There's been much talk in the British music press of a link between top concert promoter Harvey Goldsmith and
certain South African business interests. To put an end to them, Goldsmith has completed a buy-out of his
Allied Entertainments Group from Kunick Leisure, which had taken over the company last summer and had connec-
tions with the South African company, Kersaf Investments. That company, in turn, was headeo by S¢ ¥ ier, the
man behind Sun City, and you don't need us to tell you what a dirty name that's become in the rock business...

...and there have been bitter exchanges between Sun City bosses and Rod Stewart's manager, who stated that Rod
would only return to the resort to celebrate the end of apartheid. The Sun City spokesperson has alleged that
Stewart gave them "commitment and encouragement" when he played there.

If LIVE AID taught us anything, it's that out of allsuccess stories comes a good idea for a television pro-
gramme...producer MICHAEL APPLETON is piloting a rock show that will broadcast live via satellite between

London and Los Angeles. If it works, the programme could become a regular spot on BBC2 in the autumn. Appleton
is also working on an idea for a European rock co-production, again with the BBC.

Still on the subject of music on TV...that new chart show we told you about (ROL News, 28/3/86) is being seen as
direct competition for Top Of The Pops from the independents. "The Chart Show" which will be produced in Soho,
Just a stone's throw from the ROL office, is replacing "The Tube" this week and will be followed by "Revid"--

a review of the week's new music and other video releases from Britain and the States. Channel 4 will be run-
ning these shows for 26 weeks.

And not to be outdone, the BBC have now announced that they too are considering a new pop video series to be
produced in Birmingham...meanwhile independent television are still trying to make up their mind whether it's
worth jumping on the same old bandwagon. At the moment, the broadcasters don't pay the record companies for
the promotional clips they show, but that looks set to change when the competition to fill our screens with
videos really heats up!

As the abolished Greater London Council--who during the past few months have funded concerts by such names as
Madness, Marc Almond, Annie Lennox, Pete Townshend, Pretenders and Paul Weller--fades into a memory, Red
Wedge's BILLY BRAGG says who he thinks will be coming up with the funds in the future. He's putting his money
on the Unions and the return of a Labour government who might regard rock music on a par with ballet and opera.
Meanwhile, New Order's PETER HOOK has been expressing his extreme disinterest in the left-wing rock movement,
RED WEDGE, which despite some newspaper reports, seems as strong as ever.

One of the papers headlined its review--"Absolute Disaster", another said--"Absolutely A1l Over The Place'...
yes, "Absolute Beginners" has arrived and the superlatives are flying! The nostalgic 50's style film starring
DAVID BOWIE with leading lady, PATSY KENSIT (who, apparently has always wanted to be a legend) is now showing.
The producers want it to become a teenage cult movie, not least because the future of Goldcrest Films rests
upon its success. In fact, in the opinion of ELVIS COSTELLO, who spoke about the film (for which he was
originally commissioned to write some music) to ROL a few weeks ago, they'l1l singlehandedly “"destroy the British
film industry if they fail". But the men behind the movie don't admit to being worried about the bad or
indifferent reviews. Co-producer, Steve Woolley, says "Quite honestly, the film is bigger than the critics...
we didn't make it to appeal to the older generation.

And the BEATLES are back in the USSR...officially on record for the first time. The state recording company,
Melodia, have signed a deal with EMI to produce two albums--"A Hard Day's Night" and "A Taste Of Honey". Up
until now Russians have relied on the black market for their western music. There were queues outside the
Moscow store when the first of 300,000 copies went on sale for 3.5 roubles--about 6 pounds.

Latest news on the WHAM boys follows their recent (separate) appearances on British TV. George says both
thought it was best to quit while they were ahead and assures fans that they're still the best of friends.

One-1iners: THE JESUS AND MARY CHAIN, just back from the States, will be recording a new single to be released
in the U.K. in May, and play two concerts in Britain the same month, with the promise of an extensive tour in
June...we're sad to record the death two weeks ago of veteran industry photographer, Dezo Hoffman, who took
pictures of just about anyone who was anyone in the biz for many, many years.

The controller of Radio One, Britain's national pop/rock station, has been expressing his concern about the
future of music broadcasting in Britain. Johnny Beerling says he wonders where the next generation of good
DJs is going to come from and that although we're now entering a new phase in radio with the introduction later
this year of a series of "Community" stations, he's nottoo optimistic that this will be a great success. Unless
new DJs are allowed to cut their teeth and be more adventurous on these new outlets, says Beerling, he feels
that the stations will just be "more of the same, only infinitely worse". Unfortunately, we can only share his

If you could work in radio in any part of the country, where would it
be and why would you want to work there?

1ike to go home to Chicago, but that's because you can take the boy out of Chicago, but you can't take
Chicago out of the boy."

DON BERNS, CFNY: "San Diego because it's the closest to paradise I've ever been and besides they need a
station Tike CFNY there. Hint, hint!"
