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MCA RENEWS AZQFF'S CONTRACT: ACQUIRES FRONT LINF. FULL MOOM. AND FACILITY MERCHANDISING

MCA announced Tuesday {May 6th) that it will buy out all of the stock of Front Line Management, Facility
Merchandjsing. and Full Moon Records in exchange for an undisclosed amount of MCA common stock, The
acquisition marks MCA's entry into the talent management business and the vending of novelty items at
concert venues.

At the same time, Irving Azoff, President of MCA Records, majority holder of Front Line and Full Moon
and part owner of Fac1|§ty Merchandising, has inked a new long term pact with MCA. Azoff will oversee
the new acquisitions.

"The decision to buy out Azoff's holdings is an endorsement of the record unit executive. But it's also
an opportunity to participate in another part of the music business." said MCA Prez/C00 Sid Sheinberg in
an article in Wednesday's L.A. Times. VP Album Promotion John Schoenberger echoed the same sentiment,
telling FMQB, "Let this just reassure the entire industry that MCA is here to stay. With Irving remaining
at the helm, we shall continue our progressive stance,"

Warner Brothers Records will continue to manufacture, market and distribute Full Moon product worldwide
(Chicago, and Peter Cetera). Facility Merchandising handles novelty vending rights in over 25 venues
nationwide and held joint vending rights with MCA for the 1984 L.A. Olympics. Front Line's management
roster includes Don Henley, Heart, Chicago, Stevie Nicks, Dan Fogelberg, Jimmy Buffett, Michael McDonald,
and Boz Scaggs. Sheinberg doesn't feel the acquisition should pose a problem for Front Line clients
because "The personal management firm doesn't negotiate recording deals, Such firms generally provide
broad-based personal services and financial advice for clients."

KUPD RESTRUCTURES MANAGEMENT: PODELL GETS WLlZ PD NQD

Ernest Gladden has rejoined KUPD/KUKQ, Phoenix as VP of Programming, effective May 5. The appointment is
part of a "management reorganization for an aggressive game plan for 1987" that also includes naming Ed
Hamlin to VP of Operations for both stations. Gladden, who originally programmed KUPD from 1981 to 13983
and is a former KPRI, San Diego PD, told FMQB, "It's great to be back in the valley of the sun." Most
.recently, he had been operating San Diego based Multi-Media Communications Consultation, which deals
primarily with AOR stations including KUPD. That company will continue to do business.

It's official, The Doc of Rock, Doug Podell, is now Program Director at WLLZ, Detroit, after several
months as Interim PD. As Interim MD, The Roz, puts it, "WLLZ is now officially a Legacy Broadcasting
station, Doug is now officially the PD. We now officially have a nice large promotional budget and
we now shall officially kick big time butt, and start taking major numbers!" Yo, Roz, when are you
going to have the ‘Interim'surgically removed from your title?

CROSS COUNTRY PHONE TAG: DE BELLA (SLEDGE)HAMMERS WERN

Top-rated Philadelphia morning personality, WMMR's John DeBella, made a New Year's resolution a while back.
He vowed to get the patron saint of the Morning Zoo, Peter Gabriel, to come to the radio station. And

when DeBella learned that WEBN, Cincinatti was not playing "Sledgehammer", and that MD Curt Gary had

pegged it a "country funk record", a light clicked on in his head. In one of the more humorous episodes
of cross country phone tag, DeBella gave out 'EBN's number and Gary's name on the air, urging WMMR
listeners to call 'EBN and request “Sledgehammer ", "I was in shock" DeBella confided. "I'm desperately
trying to get Peter Gabriel on the show and if it's going to take me and my listeners calling every radio
station in America that claims to be a rock and roll station, and getting them to add the record...if
that's what it's going to take to get Peter on the show, then that's what we'll do."

0f course, Curt has a sense of humor, too. 'MMR listeners who called 'EBN heard "Sledgehammer" on the
station's music on hold system, even though 'EBN is not playing the record. "They got their song and
then they got a piece of my mind" said Curt. “Mr. DeBella must be having a good time. I think it shows
that this business is still a lot of fun and I respect him for that." But will 'EBN add the record???
Curt: "Peter Gabriel has a great song on his hands and I'11 play it when it packs the most punch and
then hide it away like a gem."

"We'll always rock harder than any other Eugene station, but now we'll also rock smarter.” That's the
reading we got from newly appointed PD Jim Trapp on the latest programming strategy at KZEL. Although

it enjoys double digit ratings, the station has terminated its relationships with Burkhart/Abrams/Douglas/
Elliot. And now with Trapp in command, the programming blueprint is being readjusted . "Our strength
previously has been with 18-24's" admits Trapp. “Although we have no intention of blowing off that core,
we do feel that the station can become more listenable for the average 25-34, specifically the 30-35 year
old rocker.”

Trapp counts "addressing the dramatically unique needs of
the listening audience, and building a fire under the station promotionally” among his other immediate
priorities.

No newcomer to West Coast AOR, Jim cut his teeth on Sacramento radio, Rick Carroll style, at KNDE in 1972.
He later crossed the street to KZAP. After programming KTYD, Santa Barbara, in the mid and late 70's, Jim
went on to generate his own contemporary adult rock format. Designed for AM stations, the format mixed
60's rock and soul tracks with current material and was marketed in Santa Barbara in '83 and Seattle/Tacoma
in '84. Trapp's arrival at KZEL marks his 14th year in rock radio.

Quaestion Of The Waek ’

How has the recent change in CHR promotion affected
the add patterns across the street? Do CHRs seem as
interested in stepping out on new artists? Are they
following your adds more closely? And how has the
above affected your crossover quotient?

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: “In this market CHR appears to be making their add decisions a little more conservatively.
But the overall change is minimal... No, there's been no effect on our decision-making progress."

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "I haven't noticed a change in the CHRs in our market...I'm sure they're aware of what
we add, but there is no difference in patterns.”

WARREN WILLIAMS, KSRR: "I think the adds have been a little more conservative than in the past. In this
market, in order to find out what they're playing, you have to listen, because there's no way of getting
an accurate picture on the printed page...It's so obvious that we're being reacted to more than before...
The crossover quotient is the same because we judge the music song by song. If we hear a good record
being played that we're not on, we'll obviously give it consideration."”

GREG MULL, WXRC: "I think they're still stepping out. I believe WROQ is still as prone to play a new
record as they ever were. The other CHR has never been very quick on records anyway, so nothing has
changed. I don't see a tendency to be quicker on AOR crossovers and we have never made it a practice
to play CHR crossovers. If we're not on the record first, then I feel we're not doing our jobs."

AL BRANCA, WMGM: I think CHR has helped AOR imensely, especially as of late. It seems trends are turning
more towards AOR and they are getting away from rap records...That helps me because it makes my crossover
adds that much more credible."

HARV ALLEN, WCCC: Each individual track needs to be taken as just that - individual. CHR promotion of
records can vary with each individual act...I believe that our CHR competitors follow our adds just as we
follow theirs. An add on WCCC gets added on merit, quality, sales and then what our competitors are doing
with it."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: “I really can't answer that aquestion because in this market, we have no direct
Top 40 competitor.”

MARK WILLIAMS, WWZU: "They seem to be going on tracks a little earlier than what they had been doing. I feel
that this station is paving the way for CHRs...As far as our playlist, the only affect is the amount of
calls on novelty CHR tracks (Rock Me Amadeus’). However, it doesn't affect our playlist.”

BONNIE STACY, KNCN: “My CHR competition is not even playing the Pet Shop Boys yet, so whatever they do
means absolutely nothing to me."

DANA BROWN, WQFM: "There's primarily 1 dominant CHR in this market. I have never perceived the station
as being very adventurous, even by conservative CHR standards. Generally their adds are adds that are
always in the top 10 or 20 nationally... As far as their adding a song that we've broken, I don't perceive
the frequency of that changing much. If a record is terrib)y successful with us, they will add it as a
rule. We've never added a song in response to their playlist. Our influence comes from other sources,
if the song is an obvious CHR song. As a rule we play very few CHR crossovers.”

INESSA YORK, KGON: "I haven't seen any real reaction, at least not yet.. It's not affecting any of our
policy in any way."

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "Our CHR competitor had to learn how to read charts. This has been a very educational
experience for them. Of course, we're keeping an eye on their record action! If they‘re keeping an eye on
us, then that would be a recent change because they never had to do that before...It hasn't affected our
crossover percentage at all!"

DAVE LANGE, WLAV-FM: ‘“Generally the other two stations follow us real carefully, and that pattern hasn't
changed very much. Since they both have changed programming people, that has altered their pattern. They're
just following us a lot slower now!...They don't seem to be as interested in new acts, since they're still
looking at the Trades, which are showing less activity on new acts...I don't think it's affected the number
that we play--it's how long we play them. Right now we're finding ourselves hanging on to them one more
week, maybe."

TED EDWARDS, KGB-FM: "In our particular case it hasn't changed our philosophy one iota--(whatever the heck
an jota 7s)7...0ur CHR competition classically follows KIIS-FM's adds in Los Angeles--they‘re both Gannett--
and with KISS as successful as they have been in Los Angeles, it's a follow-the-lead situation. And, since
they are followers and not leaders, they've always tended to be late on music. It is almost never the case
that they are on something before we are!"

RAD MESSICK, WDIZ: "I've seen basically the same number of adds, most of which seem to be leaning in a more
THR direction than before. Records like 38 Special, which will undoubtedly be big on AOR and CHR,have been
just a week or two slower going on. I think they're actually having to work a bit harder to find out what's
going on in the marketplace...As far as our crossover ratio, we're not any more CHR oriented than before...
About the same."

GREG GILLISPIE, WOVE: "I see less of a desire on the CHR's part to step out and try unproven artists, but
that could be due to a number of reasons. Certainly the Indy situation is one. The amount of established
name brand artists with great new releases is another. Andthe fact that we're on a roll and they're f-1-a-t
js a third!...I1'd say they're following our adds more closely, only because bands 1ike the Rolling Stones,
Bob Seger, ZZ Top, John Cougar and Van Halen, which are natural AOR artists, have great singles out now...
Any crossover we would play generally starts here and crosses to CHR. Rarely do we get beat-to-the-punch on
a crossover type record."”

BILL EVANS, WLUP: "We found that they follow our adds very closely, but the only pattern I've been able to
ascertain is that if one adds a record, the other one won't. If you don't get them in the same weeks, you
won't...They've been following very closely lately. That's how the Models wound up on B96...They added
Wild Blue this week, which we went with a couple of weeks ago--and the Fabulous Thunderbirds didn't spread
until we played it...If they add it first, we try to steer clear to present a different sound to our radio
station."

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: "“Nationally, I see less volume of records being added, but to me their appeal and genre
Still is confusing--nothing concrete--They've always followed us in this market...In our situation, the
crossovers are the same because we play them first."

AMANDA TEPPER, WPLR: "It hasn't noticeably affected the CHR's around here. One is consulted, and always
has and always will follow their consultant line...In this market, we break acts first and the crossovers
cross from WPLR to CHR...Our crossover quotient has pretty much stayed the same."




QUESTION CONTINUED

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "Denver CHR radio is notorious for being the last market for going on singles. I
really haven't noticed that much of a change in the last several weeks. The only exception to their
following our lead on a record would be Level 42 'Something About You'...The only crossover record that
has affected us recently would be Simply Red 'Holding Back The Years'."

RICK STRAUSS, WZZ0: "It seems to me that their add list has gotten shorter. I'm not sure that they've
been watching our 1ist any closer because they've been doing that for some time!"

TOM STARR, WOUR: "We're seeing a semblance of legitimacy to the airplay repprts from across town for the
first time Tn almost 3 years. Given their recent ratings performance (or lack thereof), it's probably
Just an effort to attend their own funeral with a clean conscience!"

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "“"The two CHR's in our market don't seem to be affected by the lack of independents...
The long-time market leader has always been very tight and the other CHR has just signed on, so they take
more chances with their music anyway."

ROBIN MATHIEU, WBLM: "CHR here seems very interested in stepping out on new artists! I feel our local
CHR"s have been Tollowing our adds very closely; however, our CHR quotient stays the same since we've
always played the best of the compatible crossovers first."”

STEVE BECKER, WKFM: "The CHR in this market has always taken a chance on new products, at least in night-
time pTay...It does seem that they follow the playlist of both AOR's in the market...Yes, I do look at the
CHR's playlist for any possible crossovers."

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "The CHR in this town, at least our main competition, is actually pretty aggressive
musically. They have been known to play songs before they are a single...We don't worry about crossing

over their playlist but it would appear they crossover more to ours, which is what happens when you're the
rock 'n roll leader!...They are good competition and we are involved ina heated, but fair and professionally
handed, fight. But, I am fully confident we'll always win because our product is better--better presented,
and our airstaff sounds better plus we don't have any pukers."

JUDY MC NUTT-FRIEDMAN, KMET: "I don't know how all of this has affected the CHR station because, in

general, they play things so much later than we do that I haven't really noticed any difference. About
the time we're going off of 'Addicted To Love', they're just getting around to thinking about it."

WYNF goes for an out-of-the-
box fix with 'Secret Separation', as smooth and appealing as the return of beach weather...The GTR album
gets better with every listen.
