Hot on the heels of Mr. Recordhead growing from a single Lp to a box set, PolyGram has completed the final 
mtxdown of its regional promotion staff.  Assuming the position of Midwest Regional Promotion Manager is 
ex-New Avenues Music man Dave Loncao.  Described by Director Pop Promotion David Leach as "A top rock radio 
specialist", Loncao's presence gives the label regional direction in the Midwest for the first time in 3 
years.  PolyGram's local promo managers in Chicago, Detroit, Cincinnati, St. Louis, Kansas City and 
Minneapolis will report directly to Dave, who remains based in Chicago.  A former WIOT, Toledo PD, Loncao 
has previously worked in local and regional capacities for MCA, RCA and Arista. 

"One of the finest promo men ever to come out of the South."  That's the Leachman's rap on new National 
Singles Specialist/Southeast Southwest Regional Promotion Mgr Billy Smith. Starting his career at ABC 
Records, Smith went on to cover national singles at Elektra/Asylum, and directed West Coast promotion for 
RCA before heading up his own southeast independent promotion firm.  Based in Atlanta, Smith will cover 
local Atlanta along with overseeing promotion in the Carolinas, Nashville, Florida, Dallas and Houston.

WMAD RETURNS TO AOR: LIONEL RITCHIE RECORDS TRASHED  
1986 is proving to be a pivotal year for new AORs.  But will it also be remembered as a time that many 
format defectors returned to the fold?  Recent rock realignments at WFXR, Memphis and now WMAD, Madison 
suggest it might.  WMAD, synonymous with Madison AOR in the 70's, pulled the plug in favor of satellite 
AC in December of '83.  By February of last year, new owners Blackburn and Blackburn has switched to 
live AC under VP Operations Tom Teuber. But over the past several months, the station has been institu-
ting special weekend programs like the Quiet Hour and Jazz Sundays, and has slowly evolved into an adult 
AOR approach.  "The Lionel Ritchie records were sounding more and more out of place" sez Teuber, whose 
background includes WCMF, WPDH, WGRQ, WLVQ and WMET.  "We made the decision to take all of them off and 
make a clean statement that we are, in fact, an adult AOR."  Targetting for 25-34 adults, 'MAD uses 
"singles, album cuts, some jazz, some new age, lots of classics, but NO heavy metal" according to Tubeless. 
Eclectic artists like Paul Winter and Hiroshima enjoy regular rotation alongside more mainstream acts. 
"You'll find us harder and more familiar than Sebastian's New AC, but some of the elements of his format 
are similar to ours." 

Replacing Steven Clean (now heard on KZEW) is new morning man David Anderson (from middays).  David's 8 
years in Madison radio date back to WIBA in its freeform period. 

HARRIS EXPANDS CONSULTANCY; HIRES CHRIS GABLE 
Less than a year after its inception, Harris Communications has announced expansion into multiformat 
consultation.  The Philadelphia based firm has brought on board WWLI-WEAN, Providence Station Mgr 
Chris Gable as VP/Programming. Gable  will direct the diversification into AC, Country, CHR, Soft Rock, 
and Nostalgia formats.  "The focal point of the company will remain Adult Rock, and we will continue 
to build that format" explains company President George Harris. "But we have had many requests from 
radio stations for consultation services in formats other than Adult Rock." 

Gable, a former Program Manager at Miami AC WAIA (82-85), Op Mgr at Country WRKZ, Hershey (80-82), 
PD at AOR WKLC, Charleston and air talent at WMGK, Philadelphia and WYNY, NY told FMQB, "I'm thrilled 
to be joining Harris Communications.  The firm already consults the #1 and #2 Adult Rock stations in 
America (WNEW, WMMR).  Now we'll be able to provide the same kind of winning strategies to aggressive 
broadcasters in other formats."  Gable started May 12th.

PAUL HEINE: Is the format currently on the air? 

DAVE LOGAN: Not yet.  We've had some inquiries, and we're looking for a station in a major market. 

PAUL:  How would you describe New Era's sound? 

DAVE:  It's an atmospheric format devoted exclusively to New Age music with some jazz.  All of the music 
ii-instrumental.  It targets 25-54, with a particular lock 35-44. 

PAUL:  Is New Era similar to John Sebastian's New AC? 

DAVE:  No, there's no similarity.  You won't hear any James Taylor or soft rock or pop.  And there are no 
717-als with New Era.  You will hear lots of music from the Private Music and Windham Hill labels.  Artists 
like Tangerine Dream and Patrick O'Hearn's new record 'Ancient Dreams' are particulary well suited to 
the sound we're looking for. 

PAUL:  Won't the specialized nature of the music limit the format's appeal to a small group of musically 
sophisticated listeners? 

DAVE:  No.  AOR fans will be able to appreciate it for it's progressive sound.  But you don't have to be 
MUTilally sophisticated to enjoy it.  It's mostly a mood station, a totally passive format that can act as 
a very comforting background service.  It's atmospheric in the way that beautiful music is. 

PAUL:  So is it soue sort of audio wallpaper? 

RAVE:  No.  It can be enjoyed on a foreground level if the listener so chooses.  The artists certainly 
are musically sophisticated enough for that.  It can be used as the perfect background or the perfect 
foreground.

MIKE WOLF, WYSP: "WYSP has been committed to the Hands Across America project since day one.  As many of you 
have read in the Dirt Alert columns of the past few weeks, we bought the first mile in Philadelphia for 
$25,000.  We are now in the process of giving away places in that mile on the air.  A couple weeks back, we 
had a unique 13 hour radiothon/variety show featuring local and national comedy and music, all done in order 
to urge people to sign up for Hands Across America. Over 1500 people signed up as a result.  On the actual 
day of the event, we will be broadcasting live from the site, both on the ground and in the air via helicopter. 
We will be giving away t-shirts to everybody in our mile and will also be releasing 5000 red, white and blue 
balloons." 

RANDY STEWART, WBGK: "No we're not planning to tie in...Although it's a very worthwhile project, there 
doesn't seem to be any synchronized timing on Hands Across America.  Certainly all the aid projects deserve 
support, but frankly, we feel a lot of people are aided out, not to mention how difficult the Hands project 
will be to accomplish logistically." 

TIM SMITH, WKLC: "I have one suggestion for the Hands Across America people.  Invest in a David Letterman 
arm extender." 

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "Our involvement with Hands Across America will be mostly with our news department. 
News Director John Rody is creating a Texas radio network that will enable us to have radio stations all 
over the state reporting on the event in their area." 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "Obviously we're not involved with Hands Across America.  We couldn't even do'Hands 
Across Alaska'.  That's what happens when you have this much space.  We'd gladly be involved in supplying 
the bodies of our air staff.  If any record company feels the need for more people, all they have to do is 
fly us anywhere they want us.  We'll gladly accept a weekend vacation anywhere in America." 

SCOTT DOUGLAS, KATT: "We're supporting with public service announcements." 

CHRIS JAMES, WTPA: "We are currently running live carted public service announcements and we are going to 
have at least two jocks in the line, who will be broadcasting throughout the day from the line.  We are 
also running, in conjunction with the national people, a membership drive." 

GREG GILLISPIE, WOVE: "I think it's awfully presumptious of the Hands Across America organizers to assume 
that radio would embrace this project with, shall we say, 'open hands'.  So much of the burden has to be 
placed upon AOR radio during a crucial Spring sweep that I don't see a tremendous amount of interest from 
them--at least contemporary music formats and Western Pennsylvania.  Many of the small towns are getting 
excited, but above and beyond that, it's awfully difficult for a project of this magnitude to be organized 
with what I would consider an inadequate flow of information.. .1 don't think our audience is'caused out' 
as much as perplexed by the magnitude of this project. There are many other entertaining things to do on 
a Sunday afternoon besides standing out in the middle of nowhere and holding hands with somebo,  

know!  WOVE is committed to raising funds for charitable organizations.  In the last year alone we've raised 
nearly $50,000, all for Pittsburgh based charities." 

JESSIE BRICE, KRKE: "KRKE bought the first mile in New Mexico along with Burger King.  We are the flagship 
station for Hands Across America in New Mexico." 

ROBIN MATHEIU, WBLM: "We're doing a'Hands Across Portland'event sponsored by the United Way for statewide 
hunger."

There's been a sudden wave of reluctance among American artists to come to 
Britain, as a result of fears of retaliatory Libyan attacks in the U.K. 
Some of the cancellations seem to make more sense than others!  NEIL YOUNG, 
who had scheduled a London concert appearance, won't be coming because he 
has reportedly damaged his shoulder in a car accident... HUSKER DU have 
declined because of "personal problems and mental and physical exhaustion"... 
Then it starts to become rather questionable:  JANET JACKSON  ,doing extremely 
well in the British charts with "WHAT HAVE  YOU DONE FOR ME LATELY", had 
planned a promotional visit here-Tcr ro press lilte-77‘1,cws.  She won't be coming 
now because she feels she can do the interviews on-the-phone.. .Our favorite, 
though, is PATTI LABELLE's reason for cancelling her Hammersmith Odeon date. 
The concert, incidentally, would have been an excellent reinforcement for her 
"ON MY OWN" single which, at writing, appears set for number one in the U.K. 
Patti heard that the American club that was blown up in Berlin was called 
THE LABELLE and thought this was a bad omen! 

Details of Britain's biggest live event this year have now been confirmed:  "THE BIRTHDAY PARTY" is a special 
rock event to celebrate the 10th anniversary of Prince Charles' youth charity THE PRINCE'S TRUST and will take 
place at Wembley on June 20 with the Royal couple present.  The first half of the concert will feature individual 
bands and artists,and,in the second half, there'll be a great get together up on stage which should be pretty 
spectacular as included on the bill are: ELTON JOHN, ERIC CLAPTON, PHIL COLLINS, MARK KNOPFLER, HOWARD JONES, 
JOAN ARMATRADING, LEVEL 42, MIDGE URE, PAUL YOUNG and BIG COUNTRY. The concert will not be filmed, recorded or 
televised. 

Long time no hear from the STRANGLERS, but they return to live action on June 16 in the unlikely setting of 
Iceland's annual Arts Festival!  They'll be headlining the festival,and it's estimated that one-third of the 
country's population will be watching them live.  After that, it's off to Gdansk in Poland to film a TV show which 
will be screened throughout the Eastern bloc.  The audience for this one is a potential 300 million!  Next month 
the band release their single "FROM RUSSIA WITH LOVE", with the album "DREAMTIME" due to follow in August.  They 
look set to record that in Australia.  The band is fond of choosing the unlikeIfest music venues. 

SIMPLE MINDS can now count on a formidable line-up of support acts for their appearance at the Milton Keynes Bowl 
on June 21. THE CULT, THE BANGLES, THE WATERBOYS and IN TUA NUA will all be there, and all 45,000 tickets for the 
open-air show have  been sold. 

The comeback of sixties siren SANDIE SHAW, announced in this column recently, is now upon us.  She returns with 
"ARE YOU READY TO BE HEARTBROKEN", a song which began life as a track on the first LLOYD COLE AND THE COMMOTIONS  
album.

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Rock Over London Continued 
JULIAN LENNON LENNON features on the coming ROCK OVER LONDON with "TIME WILL TEACH US ALL", a track from the"Timemusical, 
which features backing vocals by STEVIE WONDER , but,at the same time, Virgin are releasing another Lennon single, 
this one from the "SECRET VALUE OF DAYDREAMING" Lp.  It's "THIS IS MY DAY", backed with "EVERYDAY". 

DOCTOR AND THE MEDICS have jumped onto the British charts with their cover of NORMAN GREENBAUM'S "SPIRIT IN THE  
SKY", but they ran into a small hitch with the release of their "LAUGHING AT THE PIECES" album.  As a gimmick, 
ih—e7 thought they'd include "DOCTOR ON CALL" car stickers in the 141 package, but when the Department Of Transport 
heard about the idea, they got very heated and impounded the first pressings!  So, expect a new batch without the 
offending stickers! 

JOAN ARMATRADING follows the release of the single "KIND WORDS (AND A REAL GOOD HEART)" with her tenth studio 
album "SLEIGHT OF HAND", which shows a new, more rock-oriented edge to her work.  Joan will be touring Britain in 
the Autumn. 

A GET-WELL-SOON message to SQUEEZE drummer, GILSON LAVIS, recovering ma hospital from a broken arm and broken ribs 
sustained in a car crash on the M5 motorway after a charity concert in Plymouth. 

The seminal punk record "NEW ROSE", the first ever release by THE DAMNED back in the angry days of November 1976, 
has been re-released by Stiff in white vinyl and its original black and white sleeve. 

A budget album called "THE SURVIVOR" appears this week. The title referring to ERIC CLAPTON, whose early singles 
with THE YARDBIRDS are featured along with extracts from their live album with SONNY TM-WILLIAMSON, first 
released here by FONTANA  in January, 1966. 

ROD STEWART has confirmed that he'll be playing at WEMBLEY STADIUM on Saturday, July 5, with the BLOW MONKEYS and 
"another big name" supporting.  And rumours that he may reform THE FACES for the occasion continue amidst 
speculation that DURAN DURAN's JOHN TAYLOR may take RONNIE LANE 's place. 

Meanwhile, there are reports that the second of DURAN's TAYLORS wants to leave the band. Only a couple of weeks 
after Roger made it clear he wishes to continue-7 7-1'indefinite sabbatical" from stardom, songwriter ANDY TAYLOR  
is reputed to have told friends he wants out too! 

At long last, Britain is about to get an all-night TV music service broadcast on Independent Television,  but 
only for 3 months-- And only up in Yorkshire!  The programmes will come from RICHARD BRANSON's satellite channel 
MUSIC BOX,which broadcasts in Europe.  If the experiment works, we southerners might get the chance to stay up all 
night too! 

A TV co-production deal has just been signed between makers of "THE TUBE" TYNE TEES and a Dutch independent.They'll be 
making a 10 part series provisionally called "ACOUSTIC" and featuring artists like PHIL COLLINS, ELTON JOHN and 
PAUL McCARTNEY playing their favourite music along with selected musicians,plus a bit of chat about the rock scene. 

TYNE TEES are also planning their biggest ever project , a programme called "TWENTY YEARS AGO" celebrating next 
year's 20th anniversary of THE BEATLES' "SERGEANT PEPPER'S LONELY HEARTS CLUB BAND". A combination of British 
and Hollywood directors possibly including SPIELBERG, KEN RUSSELL, DEREK JARMAN and JULIAN TEMPLE will work on the 
album's 13 tracks.  A separate documentary TTUFTTille making of the show is also in the pipeline. 

Despite a valiant attempt to defeat the best songsters in Europe, the British entry failed to win the EUROVISION  
SONG CONTEST, but something good has come out of this annual shindig,  an Anglo-French project to make it the 
subject of a comedy/drama.  Should be a real laugh! 

One of the best films to turn up in last week's history of the video televised by the BBC was some archive STONES' 
footage.  It features them playing their '67 hit "WE LOVE YOU",which is certainly not a record the band want to 
remember.  That might have something to do with the -video' being hidden away in an old barn for the past few 
years.  We were also treated to the uncut versions of their "UNDERCOVER OF THE NIGHT", plus BOWIE's "CHINA GIRL"  
and FRANKIEGOES TO HOLLYWOOD's "RELAX" complete with the naughty bits the BBC never let us see before! 

Encouraging promises from the powers-that-be at RADIO ONE, Britain's national pop station.  Station 
controller JOHNNY BEERLING, who has just completed a reshuffle of programmes and presenters, is believed 
to have issued his DJs a "cut the chat" edit.  He wants the jocks to concentrate on promoting the 
station's identity rather than their own egos, and has also reintroduced the playlist system which was in 
operation until five years ago, the records being chosen by a panel of daytime producers and presenters. 
The overall aim, says Beerling, is to make Radio One less reflective of the TOP 40 and more selective in 
what it plays. 

The MONTREUX MUSIC FESTIVAL, taking place as we write, has seena succession of acts rather uneasily lip-
synching their recent hits in front of a live audience.  JOE JACKSON, performing three songs from his 
current album, was so enraged at not being allowed to sing live that he deliberately mimed out of time; 
ROGER DALTREY was the only artist who did sing live to a backing track, on a version of "THE PRIDE YOU HIDE". 

No change atop the U.K. album charts where ROXY MUSIC's "STREET LIFE" compilation still holds sway...with 
another collection making the highest debut of the week:  EARTH, .IND AND FIRE's "THE COLLECTION"; BRONSKI 
BEAT's new album "TRUTHDARE DOUBLEDARE", jumped on at 18 and the MOODY BLUES' "THE DINER SIDE OF -Lirr--
debuted at 24 despite the apparent failure, so far anyway, of "YOUR WILDES1 DREAMS" to repeat its inter-
national success. 

Expect SPANDAU BALLET, free at last from their contract with Chrysalis, to announce their signing to 
Phonogram. 

Apart from JULIAN LENNON, this week's ROCK OVER LONDON features a completely new live acappella  version of 
"LIFE IN ONE DAY" by HOWARD JONES, recorded only a few weeks ago in London.  There's another exclusive as 
we play a previously unreleased live track by FREE, recorded in 1970, and there's more in-concert music by 
GENERAL PUBLIC. Yet another exclusive is a ne7TTLK TALK song not featured on "THE COLOUR OF SPRING"...The 
Melting Pot features another clue about JUSTIN HAYWARD's wildest dream, which will help an ROL listener to 
win a CD car stereo, and there's our usual countdown of Britain's five rock bestsellers.

I work 50 to 60 hours a week as it is, and I'm not going to add an extra 
hour to call around to make sure I've got 2 or 3 copies of an Lp--An unnecessary waste of time and our 
station's money!  If a couple of back-ups don't arrive ASAP, after release, I'm forced to believe the 
particular label isn't concerned for us--or their release!  Leeway and warnings will be given, but this is a 
major problem and is being dealt with seriously here. Are we asking too much? I think not!...Special thanks 
to the good folks at Judas Priest and Columbia Records--a well run show!" 

WOUR, UTICA/SYRACUSE, NY  M.D.-TOM STARR: "With current rotations so crowded with household names, we've 
become even more reluctant to add advance songs by newcomers before hearing the airplay potential of other 
cuts on their album.  This has been the source of aggravation to some labels.  It's understandable but, 
experience proves that when the advance 12" by a debut act is convincing enough to make rotation at WOUR, 
the album usually lives up to advance billing.  John Eddie is a recent case in point.  Great advance and a 
superb Lp.  'Jungle Boy' is so good I would have not regretted the add, even if the rest of the record had 
nothing to offer.  Advances with that much clout are few and far between.  Even though the one-hit wonders 
category is one of my favorites, I'll take on John Eddie for every 5 Monroes, Split Enz, Sniff And The Tears 
etc., etc.  Advance cassettes of albums are always appreciated and sometimes result in an earlier add for a 
label's advance 12" priority. Of course, if the rest of the album pales in comparison with the 12", I 
wouldn't expect anyone to be anxious to send cassettes out--but, if that's the case, why were they signed in 
the first place?...The Beck/Sting collaboration is a refreshing format exclusive...Good to hear Emerson, Lake 
And Powell back and rocking with authority.  The calls are building quickly for that one...The Listening 
Party for The Fixx in Boston may never be equalled.  It was even attended by a man I'm probably safe in 
assuming is the band's biggest fan--Bill Walton! Thanks and congrats to Roman of MCA and Tom Holser...It 
was great to see Cy and Adam from the band again.  One of the pivotal bands of the 80's is on the verge of 
releasing their best album to date!" 

WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WI  MUSIC ASST.-KEITH TAYLOR: "Glad we missed the'Sledgehammerilast week...Aerosmith is 
looking good for possibly next week."

It's been 
there all along, but it's finally receiving mainstream AOR audiences top discoveries...Along this line, the 
latest from Roy Buchanan deserves serious consideration and Alligator Records deserves serious applause 
for their recent release.  I won't mind having so me stock in this company myself.  Their time may be coming 
soon." 

WBGK I MILWAUKEE, WI  M.D.-RANDY STEWART: "Incredible early response to Bruce Hornsby.  People are calling 
asking where they can buy the album.  We're two cuts deep and are seeing equal response to 'Every Little 
Kiss' and 'The Way It Is'.  Every album station should put it on and see what happens...Another Lp that 
has exceptional depth is the Moody Blues.  Naturally, the single was a hot early play priority for us and 
now the title cut could be even bigger."

you've always known he deserved.  Go Indians!" 

PAUL RAPPAPORT, COLUMBIA (212-975-8616):"I would like to dedicate these comments to one act and one act only - 
THE BANGLES. Somewhere, somehow there are far too many people classifying this great band (not good band, 
great band) as pop stars not belonging to the album rock format.  Nothing could be farther from the truth! 
And the truth is what this crusade is all about.  The truth is that if you go to a Bangles show, not only 
will you see a band that has the Hollies, Supremas, Beatles, Association, etc., etc., etc. all wrapped up 
into one beautiful sound and package; when you look at the audience you'll see your demo scattered all over  
the place!!!
