A midwest company has developed a computerized radio monitoring
service that can provide continuous airplay audits of records
played at hundreds of radio stations across the country. The
service is being marketed to labels to assit promotion/marketing
strategies. What advantages/disadvantages do you see in airplay
audits? What effects do you see them having on conventional
methods of reporting airplay? Do you think your competition
monitors your station and do you monftor them?

JUDY MCNUTT, KMET: “I can see an advantage certainly for record companies who want to be fully apprised of what's
going on In a given market...but in the national overview, I can see 1t making for a much more efficient way
to get a quick fix on what's going on,nationally,with a given record...In markets where radio-stations are more
1ikely to hype their reports--for whatever reason--I can see it possibly having a detrimental effect on the
publications that are traditionally looked towardsto find out what's going on...I can say without reservation
that 1s a bloody fact that everything we're doing is being closely scruttnized, not only by our radio
competitors, but also by statfons in other markets, consultants, concert promoters, record companies, and the
:?:leizegillzii Ang I know how closely they watch what we're playing and how long we've played it, and how much
y s getting.

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: “Everybody in town listens to us including the competition. We periodically monitor
other stations to find out what they're using of ours. The trades will probably have a hard time
competiting for monitoring service. I can't invision any disadvantage or advantage. I rely on the
trades to keep me informed. It should clean out paper adds."

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: "The advantages: It outlines music played at a radio station. It can skim advertisers...
“Disadvantages: It cannot mathematically dictate radio statfons' categories or rotatfons. It doesn't
portray personality of the station."

The CHRs are
obviousTy monitoring us closely as we're hearing songs on the air that they ripped off from us:
Essentially we paved the way for rock 'n' roll in Central PA...Yes, we monitor the competition, especially
when we see requests for a track that we're not on."

WAYNE SUMMERS, WRCN: “Careful now. Big Brother is closing in. The airplay police are monitoring your
playTist. It's an obvious advantage for a label to know just where a particular record really stands.

The crux of the matter however lies in the question, 'what will they do with the information?' Radio stations
that are practicing, as you put it, ‘conventional methods of reporting airplay' should either put up or shut
up.ll

CURT GARY, WEBN: "I can see where it could be beneficial to find outwhich radio stations are giving paper
adds, and might make people more honest about their reporting. We are, of course, concerned, but we don't
follow the competition's airplay that closely. -Because we know what direction we're going, we have to keep
an eye on what we're doing, but if I was that concerned I'd sit one of my research people down and make
them listen all day--and save myself a hell of a lot of money...There are good and bad points. Though paper
adds could help a band get started, in the long run when you don't see any sales, it could hurt them. For
that reason you might be able to use the service."

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: Sounds like Big Brother's going to be listening--and I don't care, I'm clean. Hopefully,
every chance they get."

HARRY REYNOLDS, K0ZZ: "It seems audits would help the labels determine which stations are honestly reporting
airplay, but 1t wouldn't be of much use to us as a radio station. Since we don't have a real serious AOR
competitor here, we don't go head over heels with monitoring the competition. KOZZ is #1 in the market, so
my guess is the competition is listening closely to us."

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "I'm sure it would make a big difference in markets with multiple stations with the
same format but 7t doesn’'t apply to our situation in Richmond. As far as its usefulness, it seems it would
be a more specific report than the trades offer, but again it depends on your market as to how helpful that
would be,"

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "“Audits would be helpful for monitoring all the competing statiors in town without going

thru al| those skimmer tapes."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "A11 I can say is you'd better be playing what you report. 1 dontt know how
much we're monitored, but I make sure that I have a good idea what the other rock signals coming into this

market are doing."

0B BITTENS, WHCN: "I think the main advantage is that record labels can now get accurate play per day
Bfigures on their records being played on any radio station. I've been dismayed by the fact that labels
make no effort to get actual data as to what medium and heavy airplay really is at any given stat1qn...As
far as effects, the best thing that can happen is that reports will be made more h9nest1y...we mon1to: our
competition fairly carefully, they listen to us constantly. Otherwise they wouldn't know what to do.

“Tn response to the band's massive "bash" at Montreux dismisses rumours that lead singer HOLLY JOHNSON was so
upset he threatened to quit. The reason they behaved 1ike vandals was apparently an "emotional and spontaneous
response to pop music in 1986" and a general dissatisfaction with the whole festival scene. Their refusal to
give press interviews apparently had a lot to do with those exaggerated descriptions of their antics in the
papers the next day.
