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ISQUITH JOINS E/P/A ALBUM PROMO: CAPLAN TO A&R

E/P/A has enlisted much sought after promo upstart Jack Isquith to replace Michael Caplan as Associate
Director National Album Promotion. Isquith started July 7, arriving via PolyGram where he worked two
years in the promo dept. Reflecting on Isquith's appointment, VP Album Promotion Bill Bennett told FMQB,
"When looking to replace Michael, I wanted someone with the youth to protect our musical awareness,
particularly at the adventure club, college and club level, yet the maturity to deal with the conservative
tastes programming album radio. I think in Jack Isquith we have found the man."

Jack told us he's "Ecstatic about joining the E/P/A team, and I look forward to talking with everyone as
soon as I get Caplan's incredible collection of wrestling posters off the walls. Until then, I'd like to
thank all the folks who have called with their kind words."

Caplan, whose manic and tenaciously effective style made him the enfant terrible of the promo community
has graduated to Epic's A&R dept. as Director of Talent Acquisition. Michael phoned in this parting shot:
"I'd like to thank all the AOR radio -types who made my life extremely interesting and challenging over the
last couple of years. Most of all, however, I would like to thank Bill Bennett and Walter Winnick who gave
a short young Jewish boy a chance to come to New York and make good. Initially, I'll be working on a couple
of projects that will be of interest to AOR radio. Firstly, finishing up a Stevie Ray Vaughan live Lp that
promises to be a major tour de force, and secondly going into the studio with one of America's great voices,
Gregg Allman, and producer Rodney Mills. Please treat my more than qualified successor, Jack, with the
same loving and tender care you afforded me."

CBS TRANSFORMS WHTT TO SOFT ROCK WMRQ

Boston, like many markets, is experiencing intensified album rock competition and fragmentation with the
advent of new rock specialty formats. In addition to an adventurous heritage AOR, a straight ahead rocker
and a classic hits outlet, the nation's #4 market now also houses a soft AOR format.

"Music that's almost too good to be on the radio. Melodic and upbeat. Never sleepy or irritating. Timeless
without being old. Known for its musicianship and not for its gimmickry." That's how station sales
literature describes the programming fare on new soft rocker WMRQ. Mellow rock's certainly no newcomer
to 103.3 FM on the Boston dial --CBS exploited rock's soft side for years as WEEI-FM but switched to a hit
approach in 1982 with WHTT. Wheh 'HTT tapped Barbara Temple as PD from gold formatted WCBS-FM, New York
last month, many suspected the station was gearing up to become Boston's second classic rocker. But 103FM
went full circle last Tuesday (7/8) when CBS unplugged Power 103 and installed WMRQ, "Boston's Quality
Rock". Among MRQ's core artists are Jackson Browne, Steely Dan, The Eagles, Bozz Scaggs, James Taylor,
Doobie Brothers, Fleetwood Mac, Chicago and Joni Mitchell; and a recent market monitor turned up currents
from Peter Gabriel, Simply Red, Bruce Hornsby, Double and Genesis. Since the station's approach is not
easily slotted into conventional reporting categories, WMRQ has asked the local Boston record community to
listen over the next month and offer input on how the station should report to trade publications.

Is the new format similar to what CBS sister station KNX-FM, Los Angeles is programming? "There is some
similarity, but we're not doing what they're doing in L.A." offers M.D. Chris Knight. "We're making this
a Boston radio station."

AUSTIN BECOMES A 2 AOR TOWN;-WPEZ TAKES ON 25+

Clear Channel Communications (owners of KMOD, Tulsa) emplaced a 25+ album format at its Austin property--
KPEZ on July 4. KMOD PD Charlie West is consulting; 6 year KMOD personality Brent Clanton is P.D. Calling
itself Z-102, Austin's second album outlet came out of the chute commercial free for 7 days, with 2,500
songs non-stop.

Although Z-102 favors classic rock, Clanton maintains, "You've got to have some balance. There is some
good new stuff coming out and we'll play the cream of the crop." He esitmates Z-102 runs 40% current/
recurrent to 60% library.

KPEZ's obviously making an effort to capitalize on Austin's musical heritage (they're 4 cuts deep on the
new Fab T -Birds LP, and 6 cuts deep on Stevie Ray Vaughan). But Clanton also believes that the market's
unique demographics and psychographics warrant "A little more sophisticated and intelligent approach.
40% of Austinites have a college degree (compared to a 20% national figure), and the average age is 27.
So it's a young well-educated market. We're trying to taper the format to Austin's distinctive make-up."

MIDWEST MUD: VAN GIL TO WLNZ PD: WIOT UPS STEELE. MASTERS. BENSON

WIOT, Toledo MD Rick Van Gil gets his first PD shot at WLNZ, Lansing replacing Linda Lanci.
Sez Rick, "We're a fairly new album rocker --on the air just under a year, and we have a lot of work to do.
Thanks to aggressive ownership and a great staff, we're planning to make a strong impact with the format
in Lansing and look forward to putting the local classic rock station out of business."

Meanwhile, WIOT ups 3 staffers. Asst MD/overnight personality Jim Steele elevates to MD/10p-2a. His
music hours? "I basically live here" quips Jim, "But the best times to call are Tuesday. Noon-5PM,
and Wednesday/Thursday 2PM-4PM. Please lighten up on those Monday calls. You'll have better luck calling
on a not so busy day...I've had some great teachers in the past --The Roz, whose now taking numbers at
WLLZ and Rick Van Gil. I know Rick wears a size 10 Reebok, and I only take a 9, but hopefully. I can fill
his shoes anyhow."

Concurrently Production Director Keith Masters adds Asst. PD duties and 10p -2a Man Mark Benson segues to
6p-10p/Asst. M.D.

Great new rock from
EUROPE

"The Final Countdown"
is taking off ... Blast the past
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SWER. EXITS CEOX FOR BLAND'S UPS TO CFOUD
X, Vancouver sst. Fu John Beaudois has steppeup to FU, replacing Don Shafer who has taken over

crosstown rival CFMI as Director of Programming. Beaudois, whose been a part of CFOX for close to a
decade told Dr. Dirt: "I don't feel that I'm inheriting someone else's station, rather I feel largely
responsible TOTTRTWay the station sounds now. I don't forsee any drastic changes in the overall
direction of CFOX, just some fine tuning and subtle modifications that will hopefully allow us to continue
to maintain our edge in the marketplace."

Shafer's departure from CFOX comes after 11 years with the station --7 as PD. Having replaced CMFI's New
AC approach with what he calls an "AOR Big Chill" format, Shafer's shooting for the 25-49 demo. Explaining
the station's new programming design, he told us, "The biggest reason I came over is because the
station in my mind has the potential to be the most successful one in the market. CFOX is licensed as a
hard rock station. CFMI is licensed as a pop/soft rock station. That gives us the opportunity to go
wider and play more artists than CFOX does and not be as concerned about artist image as they are. We can
program a mass appeal rock station and they have to play the Judas Priests and Ozzys. The perception in
town is that CFOX is a heavy metal station and we don't have to carry that cross."

ALBUQUERQUE UPDATE

What's up at KRKE, Albuquerque? The FCC has approved new call letters KZRR and the station has dropped
Burkhart/Abrams in favor of consultant Jon Sinton. PD Frank Jaxon isn't giving any clues other than
"We'll stay AOR" and "It's gonna be big!" Hmmm. Southwest dirsters say it could be classic rock.

But with Albuquerque's two album rockers committed to the format, what niche will new Devine Communications
property KKHJ (soon to be KKBR) carve out for itself. No word yet, but Devine Group PD Drake Hall and new
OP Mgr Bill Evans did spend the weekend in Albuquerque listening to the market.

Evans' last day at WLUP is July 18th. His five year run at the Loop began in 1977 when he became the
station's first AOR MD. Bill crossed the street to then AOR WMET in 1978 as MD under PD Bob Coburn
(KLOS, Rockline). Sez Bill, "We had a nice 2 year run, made some inroads into the Loop, and I beat Sky
Daniels at night." Returning to The Loop in 1981 as an air personality, Bill regained the MD position
ilTiTay left for KFOG. He also programmed wLAV, Grand Rapids from 1973 to 19/4.

Meanwhile, back at KBER, Salt Lake City, midday jock Tricia Griffith upgrades to MD. Talk music with
Tricia Mondays 3P -5P and Tuesdays 7:30A -9:30A, Salt Lake time. Sez Drake, "If you can't get to her, talk
to (Asst.PD) Bill May."

MOTTLA (WAAF) AND JAMES (WIPA) ELEVATE TO ASST. PD

WAAF Worcester/Boston has promoted MD Russ Mottla to Asst.PD. "I'm excited to begin my new job with the
world's best broadcast group" sez Russ. "I think the new job has a great hook and Cynde kept telling me
she would put it in next week...my promotion that is. I'm glad she finally committed to this one."
Guess you gathered from Russ's quote that he retains MD duties.

Also adding Asst. PD responsibilities is WTPA, Harrisburg MD Chris James. Chris tells us he's been
assuming a lot of the Asst. PD work as of late and it was time to play catch up with titles.

They'll also be doing older material like "Hey Little Girl," and "Great Southern Land," as
well as songs from their other albums.

MIKE + THE MECHANICS TO TAKE YEAk LONG BREAK AFTER TOUR. After their tour winds up at Expo '86 this month,
Mike and The Mechanics won't be working together again for a year, until June of 1987. That's because Mike
Rutherford will be returning to work with Genesis for that amount of time and Paul Carrack will be recording
his solo album fur Chrysalis Records. "This is the kind of project where everyone involved is happy to have it
take up a few wunths every year, something that isn't constant, " says Rutherford. As for Genesis, Rutherford
remains confident that he, Phil Collins, and Tony Banks --who is about to release his own album of movie music --
Len keep juggling indefinitely their work with the group and outside commitments. "I would have thought we'd
done enuuuh by now that people wouldn't still see that as a problem," Rutherford said, adding, "We've been
doing it fur eight years."

Rutherford says
the only reason Genesis would ever break up is if "musically it was not happening."

Da7U-Played on "Edge Of

Heaven" and also appears in the video. He and George have alrPady started to work on the new album dueforrelease

at the end of the summer....

"Sid And Nancy" the film about the life and death of SEX PISTOLS' SID VICIOUS opens shortly in London and has

already caused an outcry. That old Pil, JOHN LYDON, objects to the film in prinicple and considered suing the

makers to prevent the use of SEX PISTOLS'. music in the soundtrack. Rumor has it though that Sid's mom has seen

the movie and thinks it's wonderful. The band's music has actually been re-recorded by the actors playing the

parts of Sid and John, but will only be featured in the film and not in the soundtrack album. The album entitled

"Sid And Nancy -- Love Kills" is released on July 21st and includes music from JOE STRUMMER, THE POGUES, and

STEVE JONES. A couple of singles are expected to be released next week....

Independent Television is to network its first peak time rock show in ten years on August 29th. Featured will be

performances by FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD, THE PRETENDERS, the STYLE COUNCIL, and THE DAMNED. And it will be

recorded at the end of this month during four evening concerts in Liverpool called "Rock Around The Dock". ROCK

OVER LONDON is offering no prizes this week for guessing where the event takes place. The special effects depart-

ment is planning an extravaganza of a set which includes a specially constructed floating stage. Certainly, the

organizers are setting themselves up for a potential wash -out....

The long awaited, much leaked,Peacock Report into the commercial future of broadcasting was published last week

and caused about as much excitement as another re-release of "White Christmas". As expected, it did recommend the

selling off of Britain's only national pop/rock station. RADIO ONE would be a better way of raising cash than

introducing advertising on the BBC as a whole. However, the government have cold feet about the whole thing and

are unlikely to take any action at all until after the next general election....

Britain independent commercial radio stations are breathing a sigh of relief as the government also shelves plans

to set up a system of community radio in the UK (they stood to lose from the increased competition foradvertising),

but the community stations who applied for a franchise are furious at the waste of their time and predict a great

increase in uncontrolled pirate stations as a result....

And the end is in sight in the row between the British phonographic industry and the TV companies for overpayment

for screening music videos. The BBC and TYNE TEES TV who make "The Tube" have agreed to pay the BPI an annual sum

thought to be 150,000 pounds, instead of paying for each clip individually. The other TV companies are expected

to follow suit. No doubt they'll want to get their money's worth. So does this mean that we'll even seeless live

music on British TV in the future?...

With GENESIS's "Invisible Touch" still holding off all challenges as the UK's best selling album, a very significant

event in the top 10, the HOUSEMARTINS entered at #3 with their debut album "London 0 Hull 4" four places higher

than ROD STEWART's Lp. We'ret that's caused a bit of consternation at STEWART's HQ. Meanwhile, an even

more modest entry right down at #38 is the soundtrack to "Labyrinth" featuring those new DAVID BOWIE songs. Perhaps

that's less surprising though because the film has yet to open in Britain....

JEFF BECK'S new release in Britain is a new recorded version of the old TROGGS' classic "Wild Thing". Beck sings

lead vocals himself but we must confess we use the word sing hesitantly. It's a highly individual interpretation

bordering on heavy metal....

EMI/Virgin's latest joint venture is "The Summer Album", a double Lp compilation featuring all the obvious UKsummer

hits along with a few more imaginative selections such as ASTRUD GILBERTO'S sublime "The Girl From Ipanema",

MARTHA AND THE MUFFINS' "Echo Beach", and "Groovin" by the YOUNG RASCALS. The package will be TV advertised with

a 300 pound campaign behind it. The two labels have cleaned up in the compilation stakes over the last year or two

with their recent hits collections in the "Now That's What I Call Musieseries. #7 of those follows in a few weeks....

Island Records have decided against releasing
"Hyperactive" as ROBERT!PALMER's British follow up to "Addicted To

Love". Instead they've looked again at the "Riptide" album and have selected his cover of the CHERRELL's soul

number "I Didn't Mean To Turn You On" b/w another Lp track "Get It Through Your Heart!'

LATIN QUARTER, ROCK OVER LONDON's chart entry a while back with "Radio Africa", release a slow moody single in a

couple of weeks entitled "America For Beginners."...

The two-piece THOMPSON TWINS have their soundtrack contribution to "Nothing In Common" featured on the forthcoming

ROCK OVER LONDON show. We'll continue our support for the fine STEVE WINWOOD album with another track and intro-

duce the BLOW MONKEYS'new UK release.

POLYGRAM PRESENTS
Question Of The Week

With Shadowfax on at least one consultant's worksheet this week,
and all the industry press that 'new age' has garnered lately,
we felt it was time for a 'new age' reality check. Is the 'new
age' phenomena real or a figment of the consultants' imagination?
How relevant is it to the 25+ crowd and the rock audience in
general? Any other thoughts?

BRUCE MOSER, COULD BE WILD: "'New age'? One of my favorite sayings is the masses are asses but even asses know

when they're being kicked. No matter what the label, records continue to get added with no rhyme or reason --
and instead of sound programming logic dictating add policies, many recommendations seem more a function of
the buddy system or "consultant" arrangements with record companies. In the old days this was called "conflict
of interest", but now, working both sides of the street (records and radio) on a particular act has
become accepted practice. I'd like to see a return to the good old days where programmers and

consultants use their ears and gut level feelings again. It's time for the consultants to listen to valid and

valuable feedback from their employers. They should have to earn their money. They work for you --you don't work

for them. It's difficult to fathom a world where Shadowfax and Hank Williams, Jr. (I hope Huey Lewis doesn't

record a duet with Moms Mabley) take precedence over proven platinum acts like John Cougar Mellencamp and Robert

Palmer. The list of records being missed is a long and lengthy one. Bob Catania deserves promo man of the year

for building and maintaining the Danny Wilde record for 20 weeks without any help from the consultants. When

consulted stations ignore such obvious hits as Glass Tiger, Honeymoon Suite, and Kim Mitchell (all of which are

rapidly escalating the charts), it's time to wake up or tomorrow you may find yourself powering Tangerine Dream...

And last but not least, if you're looking for a new label, I'd like to suggest Bandwagon Age since it is clearly

evident that only after acts are broken does radio jump on them (i.e. U2 which now has 13 to 15 songs in most AOR

stations' libraries now that the consultants have deemed them a safe act). A healthy AOR format can break acts, so

become leaders once again --dare to be great. The format is only as strong as its weakest link. Pride in the name

of radio. It's your job so why not rise to the occasion.

GREG MULL, WXRC: "I think it's definitely a real
phenomenon and personally I feel that 'hew age' jazz
is the Beautiful Music of the rock generation. Within

the next five years, I predict several key major
markets will have a station programming 100% 'new age'

and doing very well. It has more sizzle and more pizazz
than traditional Beautiful Music, therefore it can be

used as foreground or background music. I envision

use of promotions and even concerts as audience builders

for the 'new age' station. It's Yuppie Beautiful

Music."

BONNIE STACY, KNCN: "It's. real for some markets.

Metro areas can definitely benefit from the influence

of 'new age', especially those AOR's who have
reversed their image to the point where they can appeal

only to the 30+ demo. It's real for them. For the 25+

audience, again it depends on the kind of people you are

dealing with. The rock and roll audience can appreciate
'new age' music, but not a force-fed diet of it. For

us to play 'new age' music here is ridiculous. This is

a rock station and people tune in to hear rock and roll.

Our audience runs 18 to 49 and we've kept them for ten
years without 'new age' music."

ALISON STEWART, WBRU: "It seems that as audiences age,

they've got to have somewhere to go. Whether 'new

music' is the outlet for new AC stations is not clear.
It's a step in the right direction to update the outlet
of music for the 25+ crowd."

RAD MESSICK, WDIZ: "I think it's a total reality. Otherwise artists like Pat Metheny and Stanley Jordon wouldn't

be gold and platinum. Once again, just like any other genre of music, it's down to a song -by -song basis where

the good songs will rise to the top and establish these artists as multi -format. As far as being a figment of

the consultant's imagination - I kind of doubt it. I
think it's more a problem of getting it onto the radio

and taking the shot or the chance to do it. Otherwise, these artists will never get the play that will take them

from a 200,000 piece count to gold and platinum status. On the air, I think they should be played in day parts

where the 25+ population dominates listenership and carefully surrounded with compatible songs like Genesis or

Peter Gabriel to keep them from sticking out like a sore thumb. Just like metal, 'new age' is another slice of

the pie that we can use to add variety to the format."

STEVE BECKER, WKFM: "I believe there's a faction in the album listening audience that will always appreciate

'new age' music. I don't think that it is necessarily a format by itself. 'New age' music can add some texturing

to the already existing mairstream AOR sound."

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "Though I myself don't mind listening to the occasional Windham Hill album, I think a steady

diet on the radio would be too much. So far, we haven't integrated so called 'new age' music in with our rock

and roll on KZEW. And I can't see it happening in the near future. Is it a reality for 25 to 34 year old

people? Undoubtedly for some, others still prefer rock and roll."

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "It's very probable that a certain disenchanted listener will evolve into this music and

appreciate it. However, it will remain pretty much the same percentage of the eclectic fringe which add up to

small numbers. The majority of the somewhat knowledgeable album rock listeners will gravitate in and out, but

never stay. 'New age' music is for assholes, or those among us who need Sunday morning hangover records, because

our Joni Mitchell records are trashed. As far as consults go, remember they're selling you a new package not only

to make money, but to make you quickly forget how unsuccessful their last bright idea was. Never trust anyone who

prefers wine and cheese to beer and peanuts."

BOB WALTON, WRDU: "It is relevant to the upper demo radio listener,but once it gets in the consultants' hands,

once you try to quantify it, once you try to make it a format, you lose it. Most people, I think, are just

tilting at windmills."

J.D. STONE, WTKX: "Yes, I think it's real, and I
definitely think it's relevant to the 25+ crowd, and I think

you have to ask yourself a couple of questions about your own market situation. And, I also think you must be

very careful on how you package the 'new age' music in your presentation."

DAVID ANDERSON, WMAD: "Music is real, but the consultants are imaginary. I think the music is great and has a

lot of promise, if given a chance. I understand that this week a miracle occurred. In addition to Bob Horner's

homeruns , the Abrams stations added the Shadowfax track, and I applaud them for their decision. I'd like to see

it continue."

LEE ROBERTS, KMYZ: "What a great question. It's right up our alley. We do three jazz breaks, Monday through

Friday here and we also do a 5 -hour jazz show on Sunday mornings. Without a doubt, it is the strongest feature

we have on Z104. The Yuppieslove it, the clients love it, and it's really improved the overall sound of our

radio station. As far as the consultants go, they're right on this one...We're shooting specifically for 25 to 49,

and, as I
stated before, it's the strongest feature because,if you give them a steady diet of rock 'n roll and then

you hit them with a jazz break, in essence you're putting the 'oh wow' instead of 'oh no' into your radio

station."

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "It is a reality. It's very relevant to the 25+ crowd. All it needs is exposure."

PEGGY APPLE, WQBK: "I think the 'new age' music is real and there is a big audience for it, but I think the

audience is just starting to surface. I think it's very relevant to the 25+ crowd in that this is a crowd that

enjoys listening to alternative music and jazz. In a rock format I don't feel it's relevant unless of course

it's programmed very carefully."

BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "I believe the phenomenon is real in the same way that the New Wave phenomenon was real,

primarily for special interest listeners. Whether or not the 'new age' music can successfully be integrated into

a rock context is something about which I have considerable doubts. There is a very vocal, at least in terms of

record sales, audience for the 'new age' music, but I have yet to see any research or even any well composed

theories that indicate that the general radio consumer has any real interest in it. For a station that is

positioning itself more toward pop oFTh-a-s had success with jazz block programming, it makes sense. For a

station that is positioning itself more along rock lines, I think it is pointless at best, and potentially

quite detrimental."

PATTY MARTIN, KMBY: "I think it's a real thing and it's relevant only to the 25+ crowd in our area - people

who like to listen to something quality, not just your normal radio fare. Personally, I love it."

CHUCK BROWNING, WIOQ: "I definitely think there is a point to the music and it can fit in the overall presentation

of a rock station, but it must be titles that can fit in the mix. There are accessible 'new age' songs, for

example, Shadowfax '
Orangutan Gang' which we added this week and feel will compliment our sound. There is a

danger in 'new age' if you take it as anything more than just another nuance of a radio station. You can't allow

it to dominate your sound. And after all, playing this kind of thing is not new. AOR stations were playing this

stuff eight years ago. Al DiMeola, Pat Metheny, Jean Luc Ponty, John Kelmmer, and Jean Michel Jarre have all

been embraced by the format in the past. It really comes down to deciding which ones and how much of it is right

for the individual station. There are no universals."

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "'New age' music is alive and well at KBCO. It is a form of music that has 25-30+

appeal, but it certainly won't work for a station going after a younger audience (i.e., 12-24). The 'new age'

phenomenon seems to have peaked somewhat and is slowing down a bit, but I still think it's an important part of

our format. It's something that has to be dealt with on an individual basis, station to station."

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "It's relevant for hip Yuppies waiting in a dentist's office."

DON BERNS, CFNY: "I think the phenomena is real although ,
slightly hyped considering actual numbers of 'new age'

artists that exist. It seems to me that Lee Abrams is attempting to become a hero again, which is fine,

considering the quality of the music. There is no doubt in my mind, however, that 'new age' music has to be

programmed very carefully. We have had excellent, albeit limited, success with Andreas Vollenweider and Jerry

Goodman, but most of the rest is either out and out jazz or atmospheric that only goes over in special programming.

However, it's worth noting that whenever we play one of the two aforementioned artists we always get positive

calls.

ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "It's very real to me, personally, as much of my home listening is comprised of 'new age'

music. Establishing an audience and educating them will be a long process which will require a lot of patience.

Weaning 25+ from a crankin' electric guitar will take some doin', but yeah, I think we can pull it off...I'll

be following very carefully and wishing success to those stations who are brave enough to go for it."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "No, I don't think it's necessarily imagination. I think that segment of the audience

is restless and looking for something new, different, and, yes, soothing. It seems every time I'm in a record

store, I see somebody either buying or asking about Windham Hill and Windham Hill -related products...As one who

really appreciates variety, I'm glad it's around."

MARK DIDIA, WXRK: "What's 'new age'?"

WAYNE SUMMERS, WRCN: "Good music is good music! Let the people decide. Personally, I feel you're treading in

dangerous waters whenever you begin to experiment, but in order for rock music to evolve, somebody has to take

a chance. Perhaps Shadowfax is a good place to start!"

HARVE ALAN, WCCC: "I personally love the'new age'sound. If you have a jazz show, it's perfect --but, will it fit

regular programming? It depends on the tilt of the station. If you lean toward CHR crossover material, you can

seriously hurt yourself with'new age'music. If you were to play both, your menu would be too wide, taking your

station from the far left to the far right. If you are a straight ahead AOR with little crossover, it could add

a great flavor to your station."

RON SORENSON, KBLE-FM: "I don't think it'srelevant to the overall rock audience, although for the 30+ segment,

it seems to be quite significant. Reaction to our 'new age' show has been enthusiastic!"

RUSS MOTTLA, WAAF: "I don't really believe in a 'new music' phenomenon. I think as a radio person, my main

concern is to play good songs for my audience and if that happens to be by a 'new age' band, then we'll play it.

When we start pigeonholing music types and artists, we sometimes create short-lived music fads and good songs have

no demographic appeal. There may besongs,as always, that appeal to younger or older demographics, but the key

now (and always has been) is to play currents that your audience will like."



QUESTION CONTINUED

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "'New age' and its genre is necessary,regardless of the current buzz,to keep the industry fresh

and to allow new groups to get off the ground. All 'new age' music is not right for all radio stations. Each

station has got to have some room somewhere for something a little different or they're a classic oldies station.

The buzz itself - well, who cares. Relevant to 25+? If you have a hip audience in a city that demands it, then

you know that you've got to deal with it. 'New age' will always be around as an underground force in the industry.

Whether a consultant is spray painting his hair this week or not is not relevant to the situation."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "The Windham Hill school of music certainly is growing in popularity, particularly with
25+ and music lovers and audiophiles of all ages. I'm amazed at how often I run into people who have otherwise

very mainstream tastes but are nuts for recordings on Windham Hill and similar labels. I certainly do feel that

it has growing relevance to the album radio audience, particularly as album radio trys for older demographics."

RON GARRETT, KDJQ: "I think it would be very relevant to the 25+ demo in its own format. I'm not too sure about

how well it would work mixing with an AOR rock station. Personally, I like to go home and listen to that stuff.

There is enough of it out tlere to justify a format, but they should give Beautiful Music stations a run with it

instead of rock stations. Don't dilute what you were fighting for when you were 20."

KZEP, SAN ANTONIO, TX M.D.-DICK SHEETZ: "Thanks to the folks at RCA, Skip Bishop, Jeff Naumann and Bruce

Hornsby for a fine time in Houston slamming sushi. It was a first for me and I dug the hell out of it."

WIYY, BALTIMORE, MD M.D.-CHRIS EMRY: "Attention AOR's in pursuit of 25-34 demos! Add Van Morrison 'Ivory

Tower' --quality stuff...It looks like I'll have to start adding all the new Elektra product. It's tough for

a die-hard Orioles' fan like me to admit, but it looks like it's time to get on the good side of Super Red Sox

fan Brad Hunt and line up those play-off and Series tickets!

It primarily seems to consist of a few types of music such

as classic rock, corporate rock, and straight ahead American rock and roll. Where's the variety? Where's the

exciting new music? While there's certainly a place for plenty of the aforementioned types of music, it seems

to me there's a big void in the air sound of many album rock stations. With the emphasis moving somewhat towards

an older demographic and not as heavily based on 18 to 24 males as in the past, that would seem to dictate a bit

more variety. After all, album rock evolved from progressive, where the emphasis was largely on new and varied

music, where you could hear music flavored with jazz, R&B, and country as well as straight ahead rock and roll.

Now it seems as if the CHR's are the ones playing the varied sound, and many album stations are positioning

themselves in a much narrower musical frame, as a result a lot of stations may be missing lots of great music

such as: Simply Red, Dwight Yoakam, Run DMC, Blow Monkeys, The BoDeans, Matt Bianco, The Bangles, The Cure and

Level 42, just to mention a few. Music, not because it fits into a certain mold, but simply because it's great

music. I say all of this not as a record promotion person, but as a concerned listener and as someone who got

into this business to begin with because of the music. Agree or disagree --but think about it."
