WEGR currently enjoys a 3rd-ranked 8.3 12+ (Arbitron, Spring '86) since returning to the format this Spring,
after 14 months as a Top 40 outlet. Look for Howie to continue charting WEGR on its current adult album
rock course, as well as pulling a short air shift.

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QUIET RIOT: Quiet Riot are introducing new member Chuck Wright on their third extensive U.S. tour. The tour will
play the U.S. for several months before heading to Canada, Japan and Latin markets. Keel will be the opening act
on the first leg of the Quiet Riot Tour.

PINK FLOYD: Two of Pink Floyd's members, David Gilmour and Nick Mason, are set to release a new album without
Roger Waters. Waters has said frequently that he will not work with them again. A legal battle is likely if the
pair release the album under the old Pink Floyd name.

SCORPIONS: The Scorpions are playing to over a quarter of a million people on a three week, european tour they

began August 16th. After the tour, they'11 return to Hanover to resume work on the album they're planning to
release in 1987.

NEW YORK METS: The New York Mets have a record and video coming out. Taking their cue from the Chicago Bears'
"Super Bowl Shuffle,” which wold 240,000 copies, the Mets are releasing, "Let's Go Mets." The video will
feature all the members of the team as well as New York Mayor Ed Koch and Joe Piscopo. In addition to the song,
it will contain footage of the season, interviews with the players and a segment on the making of the video.

STUDIOS SAY NO ROOM FOR NEWCOMERS IN SOUNDTRACK BIZ: Movie soundtracks are once again the hottest sellers on the
charts, but two film executives say soundtracks are no place for a newcomer to launch a career. Steve Bedell of
Paramount and Gary Le Mel of Warner Brothers told a national academy of recording arts and sciences luncheon
in Los Angeles that only stars are wanted for soundtracks because their songs will be accepted more easily by
radio and the public than those performed by unknowns. John Parr's "St. Elmo's Fire," success was cited as an
exception to the "Superstar Only" rule. But the exex pointed out, there's usually only about six weeks to break
a song from a soundtrack and neither the studio nor the record company is willing to spend the time and money to
promote it unless there's a good chance both album and movie will be hits.

KANTNER TRIO TO RELEASE NEW LP NEXT MONTH: The Kantner-Balin-Casady Band will release their first single on

Arista Records September T5ht, with their debut album, tentatively titled, "Seven," due a week later. John
Boylan, who has worked with everyone from the Boston album up to Animotion's hit, "Obsession,” is putting the
finishing touches on the 1p. Kantner has written two tunes for the album, “America," and "Mariel," The K-B-C Band
s planning a tour to follow the album's release. Meanwhile, Kantner has finally sold the San Francisco mansion
that housed Jefferson Airplane/Starship members and offices over the years. After a year on the market and a
$100,000 price reduction to $695,000, it was finally to a cult, which paid cash.

SIMPLE MINDS: Simple Minds recorded the final shows of their year long world tour in Europe and plan to use them

on a double live album. As reported earlier, they're planning a six month break once the live Lp s complete and
probably won't be back in action until 1988.

GENESIS: The first leg of Genesis' world tour which begins in September and runs through June of 1987, will consist
of only five cities in North America, with the band playing three to four dates in each one. Confirmed so far

are the Joe Louis arena in Detroit on September 18 & 19; C-N-E Stadium in Toronto on September 21st; The Forum

in Los Angeles on October 13th and 14th; and Oakland Coliseum outside San Francisco on October 19 & 20.

ONE ARMED DRUMMER MAKES CONCERT DEBUT WITH DEF LEPPARD: Drummer Rick Allen performed in concert with Def
Leppard at a rock festival in England for the first time since he lost an arm in a car accident two years
ago. The one-armed drummer played an hour long set with Def Leppard at the "Monsters Of Rock--Castle Donington
Festival." Allen abandoned plans at the last minute to use Status Quo drummer Jeff Rich to help him and instead
played his special, $150,000 computerized drum kit alone. The 60,000 fans at the festival roared their approval
and called the band back for two encores. Singer Joe Elliot called Allen's performance "A great comeback," and
added that Rick has already recorded tracks for Def Leppard's long overdue new album.

LAUPER SHOWING "TRUE COLORS" ON NEW RELEASE: Cyndi Lauper does a lot more than Just sing on the new album she has
coming out September T8th. LCauper co-produced “True Colors," co-wrote six of the 10 songs, acted as co-art
director for the jacket, and helped with the concept for the first video. However it's still far from a solo
effort. Lauper is joined by the Bangles, Pee Wee Herman, 'til tuesday, Nile Rodgers, Adrian Belew, Billy Joel
and songwriter Ellie Greenwich. On September 10th, Lauper will begin her first concert tour of the far east,

twenty shows in Japan and Australia, including a four night stand at the Budokan in Tokyo and 11 shows in
Australia.

NIGHT RANGER MEMBER MARRIES: Night Ranger's Jeff Watson strolled down the hill to a park near his Marin County,
CaTifornia home and married his girlfried, a photographer named Rebecca. About 200 family members and friends
crowded around a gazebo to hear the couple exchange vows that had been written by Jeff's father. A three piece
band played the wedding march. The non-traditional ceremony was followed by a traditional barbecue--and volley
ball game. There will be no real honeymoon because Night Ranger is too busy working on its next album. Watson's
marriage leaves only one elligible bachelor left in the group--Brad Gillis.

BILLY SQUIER FINISHING NEW ALBUM: Billy Squier is readying his upcoming album in a New York studio. Tentative
title for the new work is "Enough Is Enough."

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News From Rock Over London

It looks 1ike a truce in the war between the TV companies and the IBA over payment
for the use of music videos. But the terms of the individual agreements the
companies have arrived at with the IBA are being kept pretty secret. It is known,
though, that the deals are being struck based on the type of programme, and exactly
how much video music is to be used in each.

The April-June period was a landmark time in British record-buying trends, because
new figures from the BPI reveal that for the first time ever, cassette sales were
greater than those of albums. 12.6 million cassettes were sold, some three million
ahead of the number of albums. Lp sales were down 5.6% on the same period last year
and those figures, together with the continued bouyancy of compact disc sales, will
fuel the argument that the vinyl record really is on the way out. The good news,

though, is that total sales of all pop music formats for the period were a very healthy 17% up on last year. And

an update on the whole thing: album and cassette sales in July were running higher than last July, when Live Aid
came along and gave everything such a boost. To improve on that really is something.

As it is for albums, it's also a pretty depressed market for Britain's consumer music press, almost all of which
suffered setbacks in the new circulation figures just announced. Even the almighty Smash Hits saw a small drop,
but that fortnightly, teen-oriented magazine remains streets ahead of the competition with sales still running at
more than 500,000 per issue.

THE DAMNED, those bastions of punk who 10 years on are still having hits, have announced a major U.K. tour beginning
in October. This week they appear on the "Rock Around The Dock" TV special in Britain accompanied by the Royal
Philharmonic Orchestra. We're trying to work out which of them must have needed the money more.

It's official: BAND AID raised more money in Great Britain during the last year than any other charity. And still
with charities, producer MARTIN RUSHENT has organized a massive fund-raiser to take place this week at his studios
near Reading, in aid of research into Sickle Cell Anemia. This is a follow-up to the charity record made recently
by PEOPLE IN PROGRESS, featuring PAUL WELLER, LEVEL 42, TOM ROBINSON, the THOMPSON TWINS' TOM BAILEY and many top
soul stars. Rushent has organized the day into three parts: the first will feature local bands, the second will
star artists on the Vindaloo label plus the new band formed by SIMON TOWNSHEND, and the finale will feature any of
the attending stars who want to join in. At writing, that included the STRANGLERS, GENERAL PUBLIC and others.

PAUL McCARTNEY's film of the 1ife and times of his hero BUDDY HOLLY is out on video in Britain next week to coincide
with what would have been Buddy's 50th birthday on September 7. The film runs 90 minutes and includes rare film
and music of Holly plus McCartney, the ROLLING STONES and more.

Rock Over London's recommended albums of the week have to be WORLD PARTY's "Private Revolution" (it's on our play-
list this week, more details there) and "The Big Lad In The Windmill", the debut by IT BITES, who've been number
one in the Rock Over London Top Five for two weeks with “Calling A1l The Heroces". The Lp is more of the same
punchy, impressive pop-rock, excellently produced by ALAN SHACKLOCK.

Cover versions of "My Generation" and "Satisfaction" by MANFRED MANN? Yes, they did happen, nearly 20 years ago in
fact, and they're now available again here with the re-release on the See For Miles label of "Soul Of Mann", an
instrumental Lp by the Manfreds that first appeared in 1967.

OMD, whose new U.K. single "(Forever) Live And Die" is out this week and featured on Rock Over London, have
announced that they're now officially a six-piece band, with the addition of Scottish brothers NEIL WEIR on trumpet
and bass and GRAHAM WEIR on trombone, keyboards and guitar. Their album, which they've been recording in Paris
with STEPHEN TPET SHOP BOYS) HAGUE, will be out at the end of September and they'l1 shortly announce details of a
world tour,

DEAD OR ALIVE return with their first single in almost a year in a couple of weeks, "Brand New Lover', with a live
version of their '85 hit "In Too Deep" on the B-side.

WHAM, LEVEL 42 and the STYLE COUNCIL all feature on a new compilation aiming to make the most of Britain's long,
hot...no, make that short hot summer. "A Taste Of Summer" includes GEORGE and ANDREW's "A Ray Of Sunshine" and
Level 42's "The Sun Goes Down" among some more soul-flavoured selections.

STATUS QUO, in the Rock Over London Top Five briefly recently with the DAVE EDMUNDS-produced “Red Sky", have their
n The Army Now" album out this week and have announced details of their Tirst British tour in two years. It'll
run through most of December.

THE LOVER SPEAKS, whose “"No More I Love You'S"is breaking in Britain and featured on Rock Over London last week,
are continuing to impress the famous. The duo were discovered by DAVE STEWART, produced by JIMMY IOVINE and now
we hear that ALISON MOYET wants to collaborate with them. It's no coincidence that Alf's new album 1s also
being produced by lovine. There's a possibility of a duet between Alison and The Lover Speaks' DAVE FREEMAN.

With CULTURE CLUB's future so uncertain, drummer JON MOSS has made at least one alternative arrangement: He's
advising a new band called THE GHOST BROTHERS, who've put $9,000 of their own money into recording what they hope
will be their first single. Moss 1s convinced they'l1l be next year's big thing.

PRINCE's WEMBLEY shows certainly brought the stars flocking to see his first U.K. appearances in five years.
PHIL COLLINS was there clapping along with the best of 'em and the last night featured Prince's version of THE
STONES' "Miss You" with guest appearances by RON WOOD and STING.

MADONNA's six-week run atop the U.K. album chart with "True Blue" is finally over--but it took the combined might
of more than 30 recent chart stars to shift her. "Now That's What I Call Music 7" is the recent-hits compilation
that did the trick, debuting at number one and pushing Mrs. Penn down to two (does this make it a Penn-pusher?).
LIONEL RICHIE could only manage a number three entry ?only!) but by far the most spectacular achievement was that
of JEAN MICHEL JARRE, who in the wake of a TV special saw his "Rendezvous" album leap from 76 to 9. DARYL HALL
entered fairly modestly at 26.

WNEW-FM, NEW YORK CITY, NY M.D.-MARK CHERNOFF: "The Pete Townshend cuts from the video are great! Early
response to "After The Fire' and 'T Put A Spell On You' have been very heavy duty positive...If you're looking
for a little something different to play, get the British single of ELP's 'Touch And Go' and play 'The
Locomotion'...Meeting Paul McCartney this week was the thrill of a iifetime. He and Linda were very friendly
and chat;ed for over an hour (unfortunately no tape recorders allowed). Thanks to Arthur and Dave for
setting it up...Many thanks to all at Chrysalis, particularly Mark Diller, for getting our live Icehouse show
on thg air. 300 guests and thousands of listeners were treated to over an hour of some great music...Our
favorite cut on the Huey Lewis album is 'I Know What I Like'."

WHJY, PROVIDENCE, RI ASST. P.D.-GLENN STEWART: “First it was 'Twist & Shout', then 'Venus', now '25 Or 6 To
Four™ Hmmm, my finely trained instincts tell me that we're at the start of a new trend. Remember when it
was.medleys of greatest hits?
