STERN VS FCC

Infinity Broadcasting has 30 days to respond
to the FCC regarding complaints that Howard
Stern's morning show on WYSP, Philadelphia

is indecent and/or profane. The request

was triggered by "numerous letters' to the
Commission from listeners offended by Howard's
show which WYSP began simulcasting via In-
finity sister station WXRK, New York in
August.

"We are certain that Howard is operating
within the guidelines that the Commission
has set out" WYSP GM Ken Stevens told FMQB.
"We've always been very strict about that.
In fact Infinity's policies on what can be
said and what can't be said we feel are
stricter than the ones set down by the
Commission. If the Commission wants to
change the rules, if they tell us that
further restrictions should be applied to
Howard Stern's show, then we'll be glad to
comply to those as well."

With deregulation, many broadcasters have
charged the FCC with being vague about
exactly what is and isn't considered ob-
scene, but Stevens feels "They are specific

Stevens emphasized that the Commission has
made no determination on the complaints

or on the content of Howard's show. Rather

Could the rash of complaints be attributed
to Philadelphia's conservative nature, or
will it just take time for the market to
warm up to the Stern-€she? Again to Stevens,
Howard's controversial, as are a lot ol comedians.
There were complaints when he went on the
air in Washington and New York, and now in
Philadelphia as well. I don't think Howard
Stern could debut in any market without
getting some reaction, positive and negative
Howard is different."

PD
Andy Bloom phoned these comments in to Dirt
Central: '"We searched nationwide for some-
one who could bring WYSP the music credibility
that we've been lacking. We were delighted
to learn that Ed Sciaky (who was influential
in breaking such artists as Bruce Springsteen,
Yes & Billy Joel) would consider joining
WYSP. After several weeks of talk I'm
pleased to announce that Ed will be joining
WYSP for afternoon drive starting December
4th. The music credibility that Ed brings

us will perfectly balance the outrage of
Howard Stern in the morning, you can expect
our upward trend to continue.”

DURAN DURAN HOPING FOR FIRST HYDE PARK CONCERT SINCE
STONES Ik "69: Duran Duran is hoping to be the first
group to play a concert in London's Hyde Park since
the Rolling Stones back in the summer of '63. The
Stones did it as a memorial to Brian Jones, but Duran
Duran members are planning a more festive event. The
trio hopes it will climax their British tour next
year, says Nick Rhodes, "We are negotiating with park
authorities and there's still a lot of red tape to go
through, but we will make our announcement official
very soon." Rhodes says they want the concert to be a
big “Thank You" to all their fans who have stuck by
them, even now when they're down to just three. The
concert will be part of Duran Duran's world tour which
they are planning to begin in Australia in March.

LOU GRAMM: Lou Gramm of Foreigner is recording his
first solo album in Bear Tracks, the studio owned by
Spyro Gyra.

ELVIS COSTELLO: Elvis Costello joined the Fabulous
Thunderbirds onstage for their encore at a theater in
Stockholm.

HOWARD JONES SAYS NEW SINGLE IS "HALF-HUMOROUS":
Howard Jones says the idea for "You Know I Love You
(Don't You?)" came while he was touring. "You need
your friends and people you are close to, to tell you
how much they 1ike you and what things they like about
you," Jones says. "I think it's really important
because if you don't, nobody ever knows." Jones
concedes, “This song is supposed to be a half-humorous
song." The video was directed by Wayne Isham and used
a process in which photocopies of actual filmed
footage is animated and then put back on film. It
took about eight to ten weeks and 20 animators to
complete the clip. "We wanted to do a real
blockbuster video," Jones says. Jones plans to
begin touring in February, with dates in North
America plannea for May or June.

QRR ALREADY AT WORK ON SECOND SOLO ALBUM: Benjamin
“®r is already 'Deginning work on his second solo
album, even though it won't be released until
sometime next year after the Cars release a new Lp.

Kurtis Blow™s next aTbum, "Kingdem Blow,” will be
out this month with contributions from George
Clinton, Trouble Funk and Bob Dylan. “"Bob and I
were recording in New York about three years ago,"
Blow recalled. "I met him in the Power Station."
He needed some background singers for the album he
was doing and I lent him Full Force. When he
started this new album, I wanted to do a duet. I
asked New Edition, Whitney Houston and Prince, and
they all said no. So I asked Bob Dylan."

What I'm saying
is that if a band/promoter is looking for
older demos, dramatically improved concert
sound is a prerequisite.
