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Although missing in action far too Jong, the Allman's work has 
withstood the test of time and remains a vibrant Album Radio 
programming tool.  Gregg's highly anticipated solo return finds 
him reunited with Dangerous Dan and Frank Toler for what could 
be the comeback of 1987.  Gregg's still the greatest white 
blues-rock singer ever, and when he sings  "I'm No Angel" you 
know he's telling the truth.  The new single is your traditional 
paid-some-dues-blues thang made contemporary by Rodney Mills 
(ARS, 38 Special, Cruzados) glossy production, and serves as the 
ultimate vehicle to re-introduce his magic to the masses. 
Expect out of the box close-out play. 

SAMMY HAGAR, "WINNER TAKES IT ALL", COLUMBIA  
Sammy's Album Radio credentials are steep, and the Van Halen 
marriage and resulting success may have  placed llagar that much 
closer to Rock Radio's hall of fame.  With "Winner" from the 
"Over The Top" soundtrack, Sammy's pipes sound better than ever 
and his axe work simply smokes on this hook laden power rocker. 
It's a killer commercial cut!  And with Eddie Van Halen pro-
ducing and providin' that drivin' bass line how could it miss?! 
Factor in Sly Stallone's #1 box office status and you have a 
combo nothing short of an automatic.  Get ready for the first 
installment from what should be one of the year's biggest sound-
tracks.  Yo, phone it in! 

PSYCHEDELIC FURS, "HEARTBREAK BEAT", COLUMBIA  
With all the recent dialogue regarding the form s ñeedine rr A 15  
stake its claim first on tomorrow's chartstars, we couldn't 5,er'e4- " 
imagine any artist more ripe and ready than the Psychedelic 
Furs.  Sure, as one of the world's most successful "cult" 
bands they've sold-out scores of concerts and moved millions 
of units, but until now have lacked that career breaking cross-
over.  On "Heartbreak Beat" a harder edge and a titantic hook 
heightens their haunting signature sound,  while Richard Butler's 
raspy vocals and a stunningly phased guitar solo intensifies the 
overall effect.  Easily their strongest track to date. 

ESQUIRE, "MOVING TOGETHER", GEFFEN  
YES with female vocals?  Just about.  Vocalist/songwriter Nicki 
Squire has obviously assimilated quite a bit from her past 
collaborations with husband Chris Squire.  Aided by Trevor Horn, 
Alan White, Pat Thrall and Chris, Esquire artfully navigates ' 
through '70's British progressive Rock, taking full advantage 
of today's technology and energy.  The result is a fast-paced 
direct hit that sounds both classic and contemporary.  What a 
concept!

B/A/D/E CONVENTION COVERAGE PART TWO:  

'GET LUCKY' 

So what was the big buzz-phrase to come out 
of last week's B/A/D/E conclave?  Industry 
observers expecting a major announcement or 
magical formula from this year's 13th annual 
Superstars programming conference may have 
left Palm Springs somewhat disappointed. 
But programmers looking for a lively meet-
ing of the minds on subjects ranging from 
creativity and personality, to technology 
and localization came away with a legal pad 
or two of new ideas to adapt to their markets. 

In surveying attendees, one major innovation 
scored big points in our informal convention 
evaluation--the use of discussion groups, 
staiion presentations and guest speakers 
allowed for heightened idea trading, and 
provided a balance to information passed down 
from on-high from B/A/D/E.  It's in that same 
spirit of letting the programmers and 
consultants do the talking that we present 
part two of FMQB's convention coverage.  We 
spoke with 10 Superstars programmers  KYYS, 
Kansas City PD Scott Jameson; WMMR, Philadel-
phia OM Ted Utz . KTXQ, Dallas Asst. PD/MD 
Redbeard; WKLS, Atlanta PD Bill Pugh; WIYY, 
Baltimore PD Tom Evans; WHCN, Hartford PD 
Bob Bittens; WPYX, Albany PD  Ed Levine; KEZO, 
Omaha PD Bruce McGregor; WRXK, Ft. Myers  PD 
Greg Mull and WEZX, Scranton PD Dave London  
on some of the key topics covered at this 
year's meetings:  Music, Full Service AOR, 
Presentation and Personality. 

Claiming The New Music Frontier 

Virtually every programmer contacted shared 
B/A President Dwight Douglas' enthusiasm 
(see last week's Dirt ex6lusive) for break-
ing new artists in 1987.  "1986 was an 
extraordinary year for quality releases like 
Van Halen, Genesis, The Rolling Stones, 
Peter Gabriel, The Moody Blues, and Steve 
Winwood", observed WMMR OM Ted Utz. "But 
we're not going to have years like that too 
often.  Only two new artists really broke 
last year--David & David and Bruce Hornsby. 
I'd have to predict that we'll see a lot 
more than just two bands breaking on the AOR 
front in 1987.  We're simply going to have 
to look for other product to keep our radio 
stations fresh." 

Client stations were advised to stay on top 
of "the re-emergence of 70's corporate rock 
led by Bon Jovi, Europe and Cinderella", 
according to WHCN PD Bob Bittens. "They 
admitted we waited too long on those artists 
and that we need to keep an eye on this area 
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of melodic hard rock '70s throwbacks.  With 
Top 40 becoming so urban/dance oriented, it's 
important that we claim more of these artists 
as our own and develop more AOR artists." 
KYYS PD  Scott Jameson, who has piloted 
KY-102 to its best Arb in 7 years, a 2nd 
ranked 9.9 12+ finish, opposite one of the 
country's longest lived classic rockers, 
KCFX--told us he's greatly increased the 
station's new music posture over the past 10 
months.  "New music is going to make a big 
difference in the future of this format over 
the next year or so", he told FMQB.  "We 
promote it, we showcase it, we stand behind 
it, and we really claim the new music 
frontier in Kansas City." 

Although WRXK PD Greg Mull understands the 
need to sensitize programmers to the right 
new music, he's concerned about over reaction. 
"I'm hoping we don't oversensitize people and 
have stations jumping on records they 
shouldn't be on just to be ahead of MTV or 
Top 40.  I'm concerned that we'll see pro-
grammers adding every new hard rocker that 
comes out because they think it may be the 
next Bon Jovi or Cinderella.  It's imperative 
we always keep in mind the total sound of the 
radio station, and does the song fit what 
you're trying to get across." 

Full Service Rock Radio  
And The Greying Of The Format 

As Rock Radio matures with its audience, 
many Superstars stations are incorporating 
full service elements into their daily pro-
gramming.  "Everyone is paying lip service 
to the 25+ audience now"notedWPYX PD Ed Levine. 
"But it's important to remember that the 25+ 
audience does not just live, eat and breathe 
Rock N' Roll.  There's a lot more to their 
lives now and the key to building loyalty 
with these people is by getting into other 
areas". 

WMMR offers listeners a daily health and 
fitness report, written and voiced by a 
local fitness expert, and other stations 
are integrating economic reports and movie 
reviews, produced and presented from an 
AOR perspective.  "We're not the old line 
AC stations, so we need to incorporate a 
little bit of color and showbiz  into these 
features" suggests Levine.  Bittens feels 
it's a matter of taping into the experts in 
the community and getting them on the air. 
"Do some research, find out what your target 
wants to hear about, and find a local authori-
ty on the subject with some personality.  It's 
something that will help separate you from

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your competition".  Utz emphasizes the need 
to be ultra-selective when it comes to public 
service.  "You've got to pick and choose 
carefully.  We turn down far more things 
than we actually end up doing.  We use our 
gut feeling to set the tempo and direction 
of the radio station along with certain re-
search". 

KEZO PD, Bruce McGregor has taken the concept 
a step further, positioning Z-92 as "The 
Superstation for our generation".  He en-
visions album radio taking the place of 
legendary AM stations like KMOX, St. Louis 
and WJR, Detroit by being "Full service in 
a way that makes sense for the new generation 
of power.  The 'next big thing' radio format 
won't occur until the children of the baby 
boom generation come of Arbitron age, and 
invent it." 

Putting Personality Back Into Rock Radio 

With the standard of execution of radio 
basics at an all time high level, B/A client 
stations are seeking other ways to set them-
selves apart from competitors and put their 
stations over the top.  And although the 
concensus from our convention review board 
is that personalities are one of the best 
means to accomplish this goal, they also 
shared frustration in finding suitable high-
profile entertainers.  "The problem becomes 
how do we find those kind of people when 
we've discouraged that kind of radio for so 
long" asks Bittens.  "There are a lot of 
people that are very creative but have gone 
in other directions because radio's gotten 
so scientific.  So we have to look elsewhere 
for outgoing creative talent, like local 
theatre, for example".  WKLS PD, Bill Pugh  
concurs, seeing a need to re-think and re-
direct air talent.  "We've told them to shut 
up and play the hits for so long, but now 
we need to direct them to communicate.  We're 
saying.  'talk to me, one-on-one--say somethin 
that makes me laugh or makes me feel good. 
We're getting away from mutant card readers 
and re-introducing some of the character of 
the original progressive stations." 

WIYY PD, Tom Evans offers a more pragmatic 
perspective.  "When you're looking to hire 
a jock, they either have a basic personality 
or they don't.  You're not going to make 
chicken salad out of chicken shit, so it's 
a question of hiring the right kind of people 
and polishing their high points". 

Spontaneity, irreverence and creativity are 
key ingredients in personality AOR according 
to KTXQ Asst. PD/MD Redbeard. Using late 
night TV as an analogy, Redbeard illustrates 
how a station can utilize personality to 
sound uniquely different from the competi-
tion.  "One of the hottest personalities in 
entertainment right now is David Letterman. 
Why is he different from Johnny Carson? 
They're both comedians, they both host talk 
shows, and they both are at the mercy of who-
ever books their guests.  But what sets 
Letterman apart is he is irreverent, and 
you never know what he's going to do next. 
He creates anticipation by being spontaneous, 
and throwing out all the rules.  He talks off 
camera, he stops in the middle of bits, he 
tears up cue cards, he gets up, walks off 
the set, he shows you his entire hand and in 
doing so he creates loyal fans.  People 
love someone breaking out of the mold and 
being spontaneous, and you need to be 
spontaneous to be creative. 

PRESENTATION: "Strive To Be Different" 

Although the station presentation sessions 
in Palm Springs received rave reviews from 
our sample group, several programmers observ-
ed a general lack of localization in the 
station airchecks.  WEZX PD Dave London com-
mented that the tapes all sounded the same, 
as if each was trying to outdo the other. 
"Where was the localization?" he asks.  "I 
didn't hear what flavors a radio station and 
what makes it unique to its market, although 
WDVE's tape was one of the best presentations 
I'd heard in a while because it gave us a 
taste of Pittsburgh.  I like to capitalize 
on things other stations are doing and figure 
out ways to adapt their ideas to my market." 

"I've always been a big believer in localiza-
tion" stressed Redbeard. That's one of 
radio's biggest strengths, and not to utilize 
it is really suicide."  Beard sees a similar-
ity in presenting great radio and presenting 
great food.  "The most talked about, most 
successful restaurants really shine in the 
presentation of the food.  After all, a steak 
is a steak, a bowl of chili is a bowl of 
chili, and fish is fish.  The successful 
restaurants go after the finest quality, 
which is analagous to going after the best 
air personalities or playing the best music. 
But where they differentiate from one 
another is in the presentation.  How it's 
prepared, and what it's served with, what 
it's garnished with, what sauces, condiments, 
and spices offset the same fish that everybody 
else is serving.  What makes it unique." 

Redbeard, Mull and others see a real need 
for album rockers to re-invent their on-air 
presentations.  Other formats have adopted 
basic Superstars formatics, they reason, so 
their presentations are very similar to what 
used to be uniquely AOR.  "The sentiment at 
the meetings was 'Strive To Be Different'" 
recalls Mull.  "Have fun with the format. 
There has to be an element of spontaneity, 
and off the wall attitude.  The Superstars 
group invented features like Psychedelic 
Supper  that are now industry standards. 
Everyone's doing them now.  It's time for 
new ideas, it's time to invent tomorrow's 
standards".  "Rock N' Roll--regardless of 
whether it was recorded 30 years ago, or 
whether it's a new record by The Spoons that 
just hit your desk--is vital music" comments 
McGregor. "As long as your station is vital 
and fun to wrap around the music, you'll 
have a great entertainment package for your 
peers". 

Renewed Puroose. Reaffirmed Direction 

Anyone attending the B/A conclave had to be 
knocked out by both the quantity and quality 
of artists in attendance: Jon Bon Jovi, Huey 
Lewis, Al DiMeola, Colin James Hay, Chris and 
Nicki Squire, Gregg Allman, John Cougar 
Mellencamp, Dave Mason, Richard Belzer, Los 
Lobos, Patty Smyth and others.  Their pre-
sence helped focus the spotlight back on the 
music, which in many ways, was this year's 
convention message.  As ieti Utz sees it, 
"The message at this meeting was as import-
ant as the 1983 message and was very similar 
in many ways, and that of course was the 
80-20 statement.  That may have been over-
stated and we may have over-reacted as an 
industry, but in many ways the message is the 
same this time...There's no doubt that those 
who attended left with a renewed sense of 
purpose and reaffirmation of our format's 
direction.  Of course everything discussed 
is always left up to the individual inter-
pretation.  That's always the deciding factor".

PETER GABRIEL must already be clearing his 
mantelpiece in readiness for the new batch of awards 
he looks certain to win.  As well as his dominance 
of the American ceremonies, PETER has been nominated 
for more British Phonographic Industry awards than 
anyone else.  February should be a busy month for 
him...meanwhile, what's all this we're hearing about 
PETER helping out with the comeback album of none 
8-57.7. than DONNY OSMOND?  

A well-rested ELTON JOHN will return to the studios 
in October, but in the meantime we can expect a live 
album of his successful and much-publicised 
Australian tour...Fingers crossed it'll revive his 
seriously flagging chart career, 
particularly in the US where "Leather Jackets" is 
the lowest-charting record in his 17-year US chart 
span. 

ROGER DALTREY returns in March with a new album 
"Can't Wait To See The Movie" and the first single 
will be "Hearts Of Fire"...The Echo And The Bunnymen 
comeback is scheduled for next month when they'll 
have a new single out...there'll be a new release 
from THOMAS DOLBY then too, this time on Virgin... 

GARY MOORE, who's just slipped out of our Top S with 
"Over The Hills And Far Away", has already planned 
his next release from the new album due in mid-March 
- it's a song originally written as a duet for him 
and PHIL LYNOTT, but only now recorded solo by GARY 
as a tribute to his former partner. 

Not content with the continuing success of her 
"greatest hits" LP in the charts, KATE BUSH also 
appears on the new GO WEST album and she's written 
music for the film 

KATE'S "The Whole Story", in fact, finally achieved 
-ifiFamber one position in the British album chart 
last week in its ninth chart week.  Sales are 
already over 750,000 and the LP looks like being her 
first to sell a million.  It also makes KATE only 
the second woman in the history of the UriTbum 
charts to have three different chart-topping LPs, 
following BARBRA STREISAND.  

Elsewhere in the LP chart, movement is still hard to 
find, the only new entry of the week coming from 
BERLIN'S "Count Three And Pray" at 62, although 
SIMON AND GARFINKEL'S "Collection" made a strong re-
entry at 54.  PAUL SIMON'S "Graceland", by the way, 
has now become his first million-selling solo LP 
here.  THE BANGLES continue their hot streak, with 
"Different Light" up again from 12 to eight with the 
new single "Walking Down Your Street" already in the 
national Top 30. SUZANNE VEGA benefitted greatly 
from a TV showing of her Wembley concert of last 
year:  her album jumped back up from 59 to 32. 

PAUL SIMON fans are being advised not to purchase 
tickets for his Birmingham concerts from any 
unreliable sources...when the original batch of 
10,000 tickets were stolen, promoter Harvey 
Goldsmith promptly ordered a new lot adorned with a 
picture of PAUL'S head. 

It has just been divulged that Britain's most popular 
TV soap can even outdo Live Aid.  Christmas audience 
ratings for the half-hour cockney soap peaked at 
30.15 million where as back in '85, Live Aid only 
drew 30 million over a period of 16 hours...as a 
point of comparison the famous "Who Shot JR" episode 
of Dallas grabbed attention of a mere 24 million 
Britons! 

SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES' cover of BOB DYLAN'S "This 
Wheel's On Fire", now climbing the charts, is the 
band's 19th hit and also the 21st occasion on which 
a Dylan song has been a British hit for someone 

else.  "Wheel" was a Top Five hit here in 1968 for 
JULIE DRISCOLL, BRIAN AUGER AND THE TRINITY. The 
biggest ever DYLAN covers here remain "Mr. Tambourine 
Man", which th-F-UVMDS took to number one in 1965, and 
MANFRED MANN'S '68 chart-topper "The Mighty Quinn". 

THE DAMNED have decided against releasing their cover 
of LOVE'S "Alone Again Or" for the time being and 
instead their new one from the "Anything" album is 
"Gigolo", out this week in red, blue and yellow vinyl 
editions. 

17 Top 10 UK hits in a chart career spanning 12 
years...that's the proud record of Manchester's sons 
THE HOLLIES, and now they're back with a concert tour 
and a new single on EMI, "This Is It". 

A rather bizarre singles chart in Britain last week saw 
the revival of several records that even their 
companies must have given up for dead some time ago., 
RANDY CRAWFORD'S ballad "Almaz", which first made the 
lower end of the chart in November, suddenly 
catapulted into the Top 40, as did VESTA WILLIAMS'  
fine soul single "Once Bitten Twice Shy" which also 
seems to have been around for ages.  Meanwhile, ERIC 
CLAPTON'S "Behind The Mask" made a strong debut irid-
looks set to be his first hit of any real size here 
since "Promises" in 1978.  In fact, EC hasn't had a 
Top 20 hit in this country, amazingly, since "Swing 
Low Sweet Chariot" made number 19 some 12 years ago. 

One of ROL's office favourites of the last month or so 
has been the major-label debut by MICRODISNEY,

CHINA CRISIS heads off on their first big British tour 
for two years in February, and plan to play America, 
Japan and Australia by the end of May...JULIAN COPE,  
scoring in the ROL Top Five again with "Trampolene", 
is playing UK dates this week, and releases his LP 
"Saint Julian" in February...critics choice HURRAH!  
are touring Britain next month...and ICICLE WORKS have 
a new single out called "Evangeline".  It'll be on 
their third LP, due soon. 

THE SMITHS' compilation album "The World Won't Listen", 
which we mentioned last week, will include three of 
the band's recent hit singles, "Panic", "Ask" and 
"Bigmouth Strikes Again", plus a previously unreleased 
song called "You Just Haven't Earned It yet Baby" 
which we seem to remember being mooted as a possible 
single some time back.  The band's new single, 
"Shoplifters Of The World Unite", has been produced by 
guitarist JOHNNY MARR.  

WORLD PARTY finally get around to releasing "Ship Of 
Fools" as their second British single this week, with 
a compact disk version also available...DAVE EDMUNDS  
plays his first British gig in three years this week 
at London's Town & Country Club before disappearing on 
a six-week US tour. 

A new Saturday afternoon format on the BBC's national 
Radio One will feature the voice of American 
broadcaster LAURA GROSS. LAURA, who's already known 
to the station's audience as gossip-monger "Legs 
Labelle", will co-present the American chart show by 
satellite from L.A.  The new schedule will make the 
most of the station's occasional use of the FM 
network, using plenty of CDs and featuring a more 
"adult" choice of music with plenty of classics and 
album tracks.  There will also be a series of archive 
session recordings from THE ROLLING STONES, ELTON  
JOHN, DAVID BOWIE and MARK BOLAN. The BOWIE sessions 
were recorded between '67 and '72 and TiTErtide material 
never released on record as well as some very 
different versions of familiar songs.

showing of his second feature 
film, "Under The Cherry Moon", 
he's coming back for more. 
Apparently, the new film which 
will be released through 
Warner Pictures sometime in 
early '88 will be a throwback 
to his first movie, "Purple 
Rain".  The new script is said 
to be a rock opera with the 
working title of  The Dream 
Factory".  PRINCE, of course, 
will be responsible for the 
music as well as starring in 

the leading role.  Meanwhile, PRINCE'S back-up group, 
THE REVOLUTION, welcomes its newest member, SHEILA E. 
who has recently given up the L.A. "glamorou -l-iTi"--
for a new beginning in the mid-west, more 
specifically, Minneapolis.  former REVOLUTION members, 
guitarist WENDY MELOVIN and keyboardist LISA COLEMAN  
are apparently very close to signing with a major 
label.

WARD (Rolling Stone, Crawdaddy and Creem), GEOFFREY 
STOKES (Village Voice and author of "Star Making 
FtTa-iiiery) and KEN TUCKER (Philadelphia Inquirer) this 
tome concentrates on the history of music over the 
last 40 years.  It is the first book to document the 
artists, the songs and the changes in rock 'n roll and 
chronicle the considerable influence that it has had 
in our society.  Look for this Summit book on your 
library shelf this week. 

IF YOU WERE A CONNOISSEUR OF UNDERGROUND MUSIC in the 
late 70's, then you remember THE SAINTS and their 
formulative single "I'm Stranded".

One of his recent 
successes was a bit 
called "Request Court" 
DeBella conferenced three 
of his request lines so 
that he could put three 

listeners on the air at once.  One at a time 
he asked them what song they wanted to hear, 
then let the three callers battle it out over 
hte airwaves and state their case as to why 
they thought their song should be played and 
the other requests shouldn't.  In most cases 
two of the callers would eventually join 
forces and try to win the third caller over 
as well.  But DeBella was always on hand to 
egg them on and guide them along to a final 
decision; an obvious neccessity to avoid 
having to play off-the-wall requests.  He 
also, of course, had the option to over-
rule them all and play none of their songs. 

FROG HEAD ALERT 

WRXK/Fort Myers' 
morning team, Jeff 
Alan and Allison  
Young, went on an 
anti-"Froghead" 
campaign.  "Because 
Fort Myers is such 
a retirement haven 

we have a unique brand of driver that we 
affectionately call the Froghead," explained 
Alan.  "They're usually senior citizens, 
driving a mammouth boat of a car, driving 
35-40 MPH in the left lane, while everyone 
else is doing 55-60 in the right lane. 
Sometimes they're short and they can hardly 
see over the steering wheel, and they seem 
totally unaware of the traffic patterns 
around them.  God forbid they should hit 
a curve - they'd slow right down to 28 MPH. 
My grandmother drives like this.  She 
wears a pair of dark green sunglasses that

We're having a similar problem here in New 
Jersey.  Unfortunately it involves all demos.)

team, Pat & Wags  
did a bit around 
the Voyager trip. 
The morning team 
rented a Plymouth

Apart from its obvious high quality 
sound value, what are the pros and 
cons of the 12"?  A number of pro-
grammers have said they feel it's 
time for AOR to get back to picking 
the emphasis track themselves as 
opposed to just adding the current 
12".  Do you agree or disagree?  And 
any thoughts on how labels and sta-
tions could get better use out of the 
12" format. 

CARTER ALAN, WBCN: "I appreciate the value of 
the 12" because of the sheer weight of the 
music being released.  It helps the programmer 
decide what kind of sound the new artist is 
presenting.  But I think it's the prograznmer's 
duty to check out the remainder of the album 
and if there are other songs on the record, 
to make the record company aware of the strong 
tracks...By no means should the label dictate 
what stations are going to play.  If the 12" 
isn't appropriate or isn't strong for your 
sound or what your audience wants, then you 
should have the guts to wait for the record." 

LIN BREHMER, WXRT: "We take a radical view 
of 12"s.  We have found on occasion that the 
best song on a new album is not necessarily, 
God forbid, the best or most appropriate 
song on the album for our radio station. 
Rather than wait for a label to schedule our 
favorite songs for release on 12"s, we feel 
the sooner we play good songs the better. No 
doubt this causes statistical problems with 
record labels attempting to orchestrate 
attacks on the charts; however, there is 
something to be said for the notion that a 
good song will sell an album as easily as 
another song that's a double-breaker in the 
northeast or an emphasis track in the west, 
I think the 12" format is symptomatic of a 
continuing problem in the record industry: 
an over-emphasis on numbers and data and 
chart movement.  If people had to wait for 
'The Way It Is' by Bruce Hornsby to be 
released as a 12" to play the song, what 
exactly is it they're getting paid for? And 
if they can't answer that, give me a call, 
I'll take the job.  Sounds like a piece of 
cake." 

TOM EVANS, WIYY: "I'm tired of the 12" men-
tality.  I'm tired of AOR laying the ground-
work for CHR.  Screw CHR!  We get to 
familiarize the audience with the artist, 
and then as soon as it crosses over to CHR 
they get all the promotions and benefit from 
it.  We'd rather have the album first and 
pick the tracks that make the most sense 
for us.  Let the CHR programmers become 
listeners instead of just chart traders." 

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "I have to agree with the 
other programmers who believe that AOR sta-
tions should get back to picking their own 
emphasis cuts.  That's something that we've 
always done on KBCO and will continue to do. 
The only way that I can see that we could 
get better use out of the 12" format is for 
the labels to give us a live cut or a song 
not already available on the album on the 
B-side of the 12".  That's a practice that 
I've seen a few of the labels already use, 
for example RCA, who gave us a live option 
of 'The Way It Is' on the B-side of 'Western 
Skyline'." 

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "Let's face it, this 
format has not been album oriented for years. 
I've always considered what we're doing here 
as a Top 40 of the 80's approach (you cer-
tainly can't call CHR's Top 40 in the sense 
of how it was in the sixties).  So we are 
handling 12" releases the way Top 40 handled 
single releases in the sixties.  You event-
ually get to all the good songs on an album 
anyway and I feel comfortable with leaving 
it up to the record companies."

WILTY, Providence 

DON BERNS, CFNY: "For my money, the only 
values of the 12" are: (1) Extended remixes 
that make an entirely different song from 
one that appears on the Lp (a perfect example 
would be B.A.D.'s 'The Bottom Line'), and (2) 
Non-Lp tracks that appear on the flip side 
and are more than just filler.  The biggest 
drawbacks are: (1) Extended remixes that are 
nothing more than filler (usually for dance 
floors only), and (2) 12"s that are only the 
album tracks which, as the question suggests, 
make the song the record company-picked the 
emphasis track.  While consensus play on any 
song is important for familiarity purposes, 
I strongly feel that each radio station 
should pick the tracks off an album that are 
right for their sound.  Of course, to do this 
infers that music and program directors have 
ears, which is obviously unfortunately not 
the case at some stations--which I think is 
the main reason 12"s are released to AOR 
radio to begin with.  It's a vicious circle, 
isn't it?" 
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BRIAN KRYSZ, WKLC: "I agree the 12" sucks. 
It takes up too much space.  We only use CDs 
now.. .1 have ears and it's my job to put the 
music on the radio station.  I don't need 
some pink-haired faggot telling me what to 
play...Leave a place where I can put my logo 
on your 12".  Then we can give them away as 
frizbees--or Kryszbees--whichever you prefer." 

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "The one thing that bothers 
me about 12"s is when our station commits to 
another track on the album and starts banging 
it, we get pressure to switch to the 12" 
when the second track is working great for 
us.  That makes no sense." 

ED LEVINE, WPYX: "The Kinks' album is the 
latest and best example of this.  'Rock 'N' 
Roll Cities' isn't one-tenth of the song 
that 'Working In The Factory' is,  When we 
switched cuts to 'Factory', after we got the 
album, we caught a lot of heat.  But the 
bottom line is that 'Factory' was a better 
song for us to play, and in the end that's 
what we have to do--we have to play the best 
songs for the radio station--whether it's 
in the marketing campaign or not.  Now, 
obviously, it's in everyone's interest to 
work together on this.  You play different 
tracks for different purposes.  If I know a 
song is going to be the new single and it's 
going to be on 100 CHRs next week, I'll play 
it because it's going to be a cross-cuming 
record, as opposed to a song that I know is 
not going to be on CHR for 2-3 months, if 
ever.  That has a different value.  They 
both have value on my station, but each has 
a different value.  I've privately thought 
for awhile that 12"s are being rammed down 
our throats, and now I'm finding a lot of 
people share that feeling." 

MULLIGAN, WFXR: "Pros are obvious, the sound 
quality and the ease of care as far as hand-
ling.  The cons, I have had a major problem 
with warpage.  Sometimes the emphasis is put 
on the wrong track.  I have no problem with 
that because if the 12" isn't for us, we wodt 
play it.  I'd just like to see the radio sta-
tions and record companies get back into 
strengthening the ties so that the demand in 
radio better matches what the actual release 
is.  It's all tied in together as far as bet-
ter communication before the 12" is put into 
press, from every market, big and small." 

RON GARRETT, KDJQ: "Pros and cons of the 12"? 
It's easy to cue up, and it doesn't track into 
the next cut.  And I really dodtcanebecause 
we're all cart anyway...Picking the track, 
that's a must!  Because the station already 
does that.  For instance, we went with the 
Kinks  'Lost And Found' and said later to 
'Rock And Roll Cities', I don't think the 
record companies should leave it up to who-
ever they've been leaving it up to, because, 
perhaps, they're too close to the forest to 
see the trees.  In other words, they're too 
close to the project to be objective, to know 
the markets and what the actual need is in 
that marketplace...Perhaps they should set 
up a group of music directors from across the 
country from various stations, give them an 
advance cassette and then get a consensus. 
There used to be more  communication 
between the labels and the stations.  It just 
seems  logical and they don't do it any-
more." 

PHIL COLWART, WHMD: "They sound great, we 
know that.  It's an easy way of knowing what 
the emphasis tracks are, but they can limit 
a programmer on selecting support tracks, 
obviously.  I guess something has to replace 
the 7" in the stores as well, but the 12" 
seems to be standard.  As long as Lps are 
shipped with 12"s, programmers will be able 
to decide for themselves what their own 
emphasis and backup tracks should be." 

JAY LOPEZ, WWWV: "I feel it's a double-edged 
sword.  I enjoy having the convenience and 
what is sometimes the superior sound quality 
of a 12" single, but it's also a lot of fun 
and rewarding to go into an album and listen 
to it and pick your own emphasis tracks with-
out being steered in any one direction. 
Unfortunately, if you're serious about music 
and you really want to help build an artist 
and help them move up the charts, in that 
situation it's good to have one, two or 
three emphasis tracks that everybody agrees 
on.  My dilemma is I enjoy pickingthetracks, 
but I also want to see a unified effort and 
see an artist, particularly an artist I 
believe in, move up.  I want my cake and I 
want to eat it, too." 

GARY JAMES, WXLP: "I believe that the 12" 
should be used as a guide as to what the 
label and artist would like the station to 
play, and the station does have freedom to 
play that cut or any cut that it chooses. 
The use of second and third cuts off the 
album are the stations' choices anyway." 

ANDY FROST, CILQ: "Apart from the fact that 
the 12" pressing has a much improved sound 
from the album, the 12" takes up a lot of 
space.  Also, they tend to eliminate a 
programmer's instinct and ears when it comes 
to picking secondary tracks." 

GREG MULL, WRXK: "The only advantage I see 
in the 12" is the quality, and that was its 
original intent.  Upon its inception, the 
record companies led with the album, and 
after radio programmers picked the emphasis 
T7iak, they serviced it on 12".  Now the 
record companies use this tool to turn AOR 
radio into Hit Oriented Radio.  You can now 
travel to any part of the country and musi-
cally just about every AOR station sounds 
the same.  I think that the 12"2.s  life .is 
nearing its end and its demise will be the 
CD.  In the past, we have refused to roll the 
lead 12" from a superstar act if the song 
was not appropriate for our station.  We'd 
much rather wait for the album and play a 
song that makes sense for us. Unfortunately, 
we've been trained to listen to music one 
track at a time as the 12"s are released. 
We need to get back to listening to the 
entire album.  What's wrong with getting 
back to the old Atlantic idea of listing 
'recommended tracks' on the album?" 

RICK PANNECK, WAPL: "I'd much rather the 
labels go back to sending the album out with 
the 12" so that stations could listen to the 
entire album and pick the best track for 
them.  That means, of course, that Mes and 
PD's have to re-learn how to listen to an 
entire album again.  The Kinks come to mind. 
'Working At The Factory' was a superior song 
to 'Rock 'N' Roll Cities', which was the 
initial 12"...Programmer input could help 
the labels in picking the 12" and could 
reduce the amount of wrong songs put on 
12" records." 

WAYNE SUMMERS, WRCN: "I think it's just a 
handy tool to have the 12".  I disagree that 
we should move away from them...0ther uses: 
measuring pizza." 
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THE BEARMAN, WGTR: "The 12" single means 
about the same thing to us as the album: 
abs-qutely nothing.  We play 100% CDs.  It 
seems to me that the manufacturers could 
save a lot of expense by not sending 4-8 
copies of the 12" (many times in separate 
mailers).  They could save the money by 
sending us one CD and have the local rep 
tell us which track they're going with. 
It's simple, cost effective, and cost 
efficient." 

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "One disadvan-
tage of the 12" is that they clutter up my 
office.  I don't mind dealing with an em-
phasis cut, but I don't need copious 
quantities of the 12" because we'll just 
cart up the song or cue the CD...I'll agree 
with that.  I think-most programmers will 
play the cut that they think is the strong-
est anyway...If you're going to do something 
special with 12"s make them truly unique. 
For example, different mixes, or live ver-
sions of the album cut." 

STEVE BECKER, WKFM: "I have to agree that 
it's time for AOR to take the lead again. 
It's nice to have record companies tell you 
what the track will be by supplying the 12". 
But of recent, when we've been getting the 
albums, we've noticed that there's a wealth 
of other tunes that might be given a better 
shot than what the record company may pick 
as the 12".  Depending on the album, it 
might do the companies good to let AOR's 
start picking the tunes again, then, given 
a certain turn around time, get a consensus 
cut and service it as the 12".  It really 
would be to the advantage of the record 
company to start compromising on this issue." 

JIM STEEL, WIOT: "As it stands, we are one 
of the few stations not playing 'Bad 
Attitude' from Deep Purple.  And from the 
initial reaction to the Lp, it seems as if 
a lot of programmers are quickly switching 
tracks.  There are many better tracks on the 
album anyway.  That alone should indicate 
that there is some bias to the choosing of 
the emphasis track.  How about if we by-pass 
the 12" and lust get CDs?" 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "The pro and con is the 
same:  We get them in advance of the album." 

MARK WILLIAMS, WWZU: "Personally, I think the 
biggest advantage of 12" singles is that they 
are very easy to use on the air.  It really 
cuts down on wrong tracks, or disc jockey 
favorites being played.  I don't think the 
12" service harnesses you from any other 
tracks, as long as the record company ships 
the Lp, Ep or CD, play whatever the hell you 
want.  Sounds like a stupid excuse to me. 
What's the beef?" 

DUANE SHERMAN, WTOS: "The pro is the fact that 
you can mix easier with the 12" than with the 
album.  The con is the fact that some are 33" 
and some are 45", and we all know what a pain 
in the ass that is.. .1 disagree because it's 
nice to have a combination of effort and it's 
always good to have a second opinion, be it 
your own or the record company's...Solve the 
problem of two different speeds for starters. 
Even though you try to determine what the 
speed of the record is, sometimes you still 
get caught with your pants down." 

HARRY REYNOLDS, KOZZ: "The con would have to 
be that the whole industry is not always in 
line with the current 12"...I wouldn't mind 
picking the emphasis track ourselves, but I 
also like to work closely with the labels." 

DAVE LONDON, WEZX: "Give us the album, let us 
pick the trax.  Servicing the Lp first allows 
stations to better expose and promote a new 
release.  There are identity trax on the 
album that often directly relate to specific 
markets; i.e., Georgia Satellites.  We are 
the Steamtown of America with the nation's 
ET hest RR museum, and we would've jumped all 
over 'Railroad Steel'  had we had the oppor-
tunity--added exposure for a new artist. 
'Steeltown' would be great for Pittsburgh. 
We're AOR radio and unlike Hit radio, we 
don't have the desire or purpose of rotating 
the hits over and over again on the 12"/7". 
Our listeners expect to hear album cuts on 
Album Radio.  Record companies are sometimes 
burning themselves with 12"s  on new artists 
because they're limiting the talent exposure 
level of new artists.  Why alienate a new 
artist on the basis of one track that may not 
totally represent the band?" 

BRIAN WOLFE, WGLU: "I think for the most part 
the 12" makes life a little too easy for some. 
It makes people forget that there are also 
great tracks on the Lp.  Another problem with 
the 12" is that some people will wait until 
it is released before they play that track. 
One problem is some have different speeds, 
too." 

JUSTIN PHELPS, WXRC: "I personally think the 
12" is a great time saver, especially on 
unknown artists.  It's impossible to listen 
to every track on every album that comes in. 
On those 'beginners' it lets me hear the 
strongest songs.  For heaven's sake, make 
them all 33 1/3!" 

CHRISTINA, WPLR: "No one holds a gun to your 
head and says you can't go deeper on a record 
till you get the new 12", do they?  So, if 
you have another song and believe in it, play 
it.  It's better than not having a record 
played at all.  Right, promo people?  I have 
no hang-ups with 12"s.  It's nice to know 
what the company and artist would prefer to 
have played first, and it sure prevents a 
jock (myself included) from playing the wrong 
cut on the record." 

JACK GREEN,  KLPX: "I have to agree that radio 
should get back to picking their own emphasis 
tracks.  It seems lately that the first 12" 
release from albums have been geared more 
toward crossover and that has sometimes put 
us in a bad position.. .Suggestions?  Other 
than make them all uniformly 33 1/3, not 
really." 

JACK RANDALL, KATP: "Pro: We get different 
cuts than are available on the album, i.e., 
live versions, extended mixes, etc.  The only 
con I can see is the additional clutter in 
the album racks...I agree toa certainextent. 
It's good to have the record companies' 
suggestions, but not necessarily the require-
ment that I have to go with that one." 

RON SORENSON,. KBLE: "Agree, the programmers 
ought to be more independent in their musical 
choices.  If we're only playing one song at a 
time--the current emphasi  ,---why do we 
still call it Album Radio.  12"s would receive 
more attention if 'Bonus' tracks, like non-Lp 
or live versions, were included with the 
current emphasis cut." 

WADE LINDER, KQDS: "I like programmers to 
pick  their own tracks for emphasis.  As 
far as quality, we can go with the fact of 
less quality as long as we can count on CD 
service." 
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JEFF KAUFFMAN, WTPA: "I prefer getting the 
album first.  I'd rather develop an artist 
at the station/market's pace as opposed to 
the company's pace and not be restricted to 
their 12"/7" release schedule.  Send us the 
12" after the Lp release.  I like the 12" 
for practical/programming purposes (cueing 
etc.)."

Time's ticking away on the 
clock.  One more play in the game.  C'mon 
team, got to pull together and break out the 
super-duper-lazer-lattitude-lickety-split 
play.  61-27-11 Hut.  Stevie Ray doubles back, 
hands it off to the Starship which flys 20 
yards for a Toby Redd touchdown.  Hooray, the 
special play worked, but team, let's not get 
too big headed, we still have co gettheextra 
point.

WBRU, PROV1DLNCE, RI  M.D.-ALISON STEWART: 
"After a couple of weeks away, it's great 
to be back on track, especially with so 
much good stuff out...Hallelujah for Los 
Lobos! They give you an album you can 
really sink your teeth into!  My fave rave 
is 'Set Me Free'.  If there was ever such 
a creature as a sure thing, this album is 
IT!...That hook of a Spoons tune has taken 
up residence in my head!  'Bridges Over 
Borders' is addictive...For all you promo 
people:  The best time to reach me these 
days is Monday and Tuesday afternoons... 
And P.S.:  Best of luck to former 'BRU 
P.D., Pete Litman, in his adventures at 
WHCN!" 

WXRT, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-LIN BREHMER: 
"Adds this week: Los Lobos; Hipsway; 
Concrete Blonde; The Godfathers; Jennifer 
Warnes; Husker Du; and Robin Trower...XTC 
teaches us a valuable lesson:  If you are 
a brilliant lyricist, if you are musically 
inventive, if you pursue your career with 
an unquestioning persistence, if you like 
clever yet appealing songs, no one will 
care!  The possibility that 'Earn Enough 
For Us' will never be a hit single might 
be perceived as the failure of XTC when, 
in fact, a better song by a better band 
will not be one of your luxuries.  On the 
other hand, armed with enough Mexican food 
metaphors to burn your mouth, everyone 
seems anxious to embrace Los Lobos this 
time around!  It's a function of the three 
release formula:  If you release three 
great records, it's the third one that'll 
be acknowledged as great.  I realize it's 
not one of the songs mentioned on the 
sticker, but 'The Hardest Time' may be 
remembered as one of the best songs of 
1987.  Wait a minute here!  I still haven't 
said anything quotable about one of my all 
time favorite bands.  You know, something 
short, direct, effusive.  You know, some-
thing quotable like 'Los Lobos is a moment 
of epiphany, a rock 'n roll band that 
illuminates the past of rock 'n roll and 
affirms its future'.  I don't know.  I 
just can't come up with anything!  Maybe 
next week...As far as favorable staff 
reaction goes, Husker Du  is the only new 
add that rivals Los Lobos.  We like their 
distinctive sound--We like the locomotive 
lilt of their songs.  You could wait a few 
years until Mario Cuomo is President and 
septum surgery is in vogue and then your 
children might explain the band's appeal. 
But we really don't think you need to 
sustain your misapprehension that Husker 
Du is as weird as your sales staff says 
they are...If you had told me a couple of 
months ago that I'd be interested in play-
ing Jennifer Warnes covering Leonard Cohen, 
I woul eve said you were either crazy or, 
worse, a consultant.  Wait a minute!  You 
did tell me that a couple of months ago, 
and I did call you crazy.  This teaches us 
a valuable lesson.  If you're a snotty 
Music Director, enjoy the taste of your 
words...For those of you who profess an 
affection for rock 'n roll--you know, the 
music with loud guitars, please listen to 
The Godfathers. You will enjoy their 
eàvastating version of John Lennon's 'Cold 
Turkey'.  You will also enjoy their 'more 
desperate than angst' anthem:'This Damn 
Nation'.  'This Damn Nation' has some of 
the coolest guitar sounds since Jeff Beck  
played with the Yardbirds...Personal to 
Dave Benson: Add Kate Bush or you'll 
never see your Nelson Algren books again! 
...Personal to Lee Abrams: Bye-bye!" 

KBCO, BOULDER, CO  M.D.-DOUG CLIFTON: 
"Best New Release:  Los Lobos returns with 
a polished and more refined Lp.  Lots of 
depth to this one...Favorite New Song: 
China Crisis 'Arizona Sky'.  I was humming 
along after just one listen!...New Life: 
A couple of older projects we've gone back 
to include Crowded House and the Stabiliz-
ers...Long Shot:  Concrete Blonde  wasn't 
an easy record to hear, but after several 
listens we thought we'd give 'True' a 
try...Requests:  Wang Chung; Alan Parsons; 
Billy Vera; Lone Justice; Igey )op; Julian 
Cope; Yanni; all getting good phone 
response...Adult Retail: Bruce Hornsby;

David U avid; Éric Clapton; Georgia 
a.terlites and Robert Cray are selling_ 
well...Thanks to Kevin Knee for stopping 
by with Colin James Hay.  'Hold Me' moves

rally to send the Broncos  on their way to 
Pasadena for Super Bowl XXI. Bronco-mania 
lives!" 

WKLC, CHARLESTON/HUNTINGTON, WV  0.M.-BRIAN  
KRYSZ:  "Here at FM105 we are currently 
running 90% of our music on CD.  It would 
be great to be totally or. compact disc 
but fOr some strange reason, Columbia and 
Polygram do not service us with CDs, no 
matter how much we ask or beg!  With all 
the money these two  companies waste on 
bullshit promotions, you would think that 
they could afford to send out CDs on 
records we're playing multiple cuts from: 
Eddie Money; Billy Joel; Outfield; 
Stabilizers; Beastie Boys; Cinderella; Bon 
Jovi; Robert  Cray; Deep  Purple; etc.  I 
can get 10 CDs go give away to listeners 
from every other label, but I can't get a 
single copy for on-air from Columbia or 
Polygram.
