Easily their least
abrasive, most mainstream effort, and well worth the two-year wait.

DAN FOGELBERG, "SHE DON'T LOOK BACK', FULL MOON/EPIC
With Dan's penchant for AC-leaning ballads of late, we never
thought we'd get an energetic rocker like this. Backed by an all-
star cast, Dan drop kicks us a chunk of slick catchy rock 'n rhythm
that'll hone in on your upper demos with laser precision. With 14
million albums sold, Dan and your audience go way back, so rekindle
the fire with his most format compatible effort in years.

RICHARD MARX, "DON'T MEAN NOTHING', MANHATTAN

From the "Life's Been Good" guitar intro, to "The Long Run'-inspired
verses, this thoroughly captivating tale of life in the Southern
California fast lane has Eagles written all over it. 1It's no coin-
cidence either, what with solid backing from Joe Walsh, Timothy B.
Schmidt and Randy Meisner. But it's Marx's sparkling songwriting
and great lyrical finesse that set him apart from the pack, and

make him one of the most promising new singer/songwriters to come
down the freeway in a long time. And he's only 23! Already on
KZEW, WAAF, WFYV, WEZX and three more.

When the venue's entertainment license falls due for renewal,
a group of locals will petition the licensing committee on the
local Hammersmith Council to limit the number of gigs at the
Odeon, which currently features major bands most nights of
the week. the Rank Organisation, which is the owner of the
venue, says it will fight any decision of that nature - but
stories like this are becoming familiar because a couple of
years agoe the Odeon had a Greater London Council ban
imposed on lorries loading equipment late at night because of
the noise. No sleep till Hammersmith, as Motorhead would
say.

We have to give the promotion boys at EMI Records a big hand

for the hype they managed to create over a new single called
*Coming On Strong" which sounds exactly like MICK
JAGGER...they send out a quiz with membership of a top
London health club as a prize, one of the questions being
*What's the connection between this band as Marianne
Faithful?® That fuelled the feeling that Mick had somehow
snuck back to EMI and released a real powerhouse piece of
rock ‘n' roll. But no - the connection is Broken English, of
course the title of a Faithfull LP and the name of the
mysterious band. Anyway, no matter who it is, it's a strong
single - and the band is being managed by Colin Johnson, the
man behind Status Quo for most of their extraordinary career.
He tells us the hasn't felt so strongly about a new band since
he parted company with Quo. The single’s out in Britain on
May 11.

U2 are to headline the largest ever open-air concert in

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“A little ‘Sunshine’ is just what your listeners
need.

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Scotland. it takes place at the Murrayfield Stadium in
Edinburgh on Saturday, August 1. It's the venue DAVID
BOWIE played three years ago and the promoters say they're
expecting to sell even more tickets this time. Just prior to
this 2 plays two other Scottish shows which both sold out
within hours.

BOWIE #2: himself has added another football venue to his UK
ftinerary: Manchester City Football Ground, Maine Road, on
July 14,

BOWIE #3: David himself had to settle for a new entry at
number six in the British LP chart for "Never Let Me Down"
which has met with generally poor reviews (but not from us).
Still, it gives him his 18th UK Top Ten album which is a
pretty good way of answering the critics. “Now 9" still rules
the chart, but “Invisible Touch® is undergoing a remarkable
revival for GENESIS, jumping back from 12 to 2 in its 46th
week on the chart.

UB4Q have their "UB40 CCCP" video released in the UK on May
15, documenting their Russian tour. The b-side of their
current "Watchdogs® single is a song recorded in the USSR.
‘Don’t Blame Me®, and there's a live version of "Watchdogs®
itself on the 12-inch. The BBC network rock station Radio
One this wek aried an hour-long documentary on the band's
Russian jaunt.

‘Keep Your Distance® is the title of the debut album by
CURIOSITY KILLED THE CAT, already snapped up no doubt
by every 14 year old in Great Britain by the time you see
this. The next single, a re-release of *Misfit", will be out on
May 26.

We'll shortly be seeing soul legend CURTIS MAYFIELD back in
the UK singles charts, because the track on the Blow Monkeys
LP “She Was Only A Grocer Daughter" that features Curtis.

single, is duly released on May 18, the same day as a new
single by MIKE OLDFIELD. A week earlier BOY GEORGE
releases the follow-up to °Everything | Own® and a week
later, on May 25, his CULTURE CLUB colleague Jon Moss
debuts his new band HEARTBEAT UK,

MADONNA'S British number one *La Isla Bonita® means she's
had more charttopping singles in the UK than any other
female vocalist - the previous best was SANDIE SHAW'S three

numero unos in the "60s.

Arista drew a discreet veil over the British failure of "Get
That Love® this week by hastily releasing another THOMPSON
TWINS single from the "Close To The Bone® album “"The Long
Goodbye.”

Last week we were discussing how SPEAR OF DESTINY have
finally made a UK Top 40 breakthrough after some four years
of knocking on the door...and it certainly didn't take long for
their old record label Epic to see the pounds signs lighting
up: this week they release a compilation call "S.0.D. The Epic
Years."

Scottish foursome WET WET WET make their international
debut in the ROL Top 5 this week but already they've played
6 nights at Wembley Arena supporting LIONEL RICHIE. The
current release "Wishing | Was Lucky” is their first single,
produced and mixed by themselves with a little help from a
chap called Wilf Smarties...they've also worked with soul
producer Willis (AL GREEN/TINA TURNER) Mitchell. From a
small independent label to a major signing - looks like these
lads are headed in the right direction...not bad considering
they're ony 21.

THE _DANNY WILSON LP, receiving good notices here and in
the States, brings forth another single on May 11, the track
called "Dozy"..TQYAH has an album out on May 25..PETE
WYLIE'S “If | Love You" is scheduled for June 1 release and
Phonogram still hopes to have a DEF LEPPARD single and
album out in June.

week...Warning: THE ANTI-NOWHERE LEAGUE are back with
their first LP in four years, "The Perfect Game.*

THE WEATHER PROPHETS' first album "Mayflower” is out this
week, produced by the former guitarist with the Patti Smith
Group LENNY KAYE. They're touring this month to support
it.

Every year, the items on offer in rock and pop auctions

become increasingly obscure...going under the hammer on May
14 at a Phillips sales are BOY GEORGE'S hat and SAMANTHA
FOX'S cuddly toy. Although the stars can still come up with
the odd knick knack for charity, it seems interest is generally
on the wane.

The Lp has now sold seven
million copies in the U.S.. Bon Jovi's self-titled album,
meanwhile, was one of four albums certified Platinum. The
others went to Club Nouveau, Dokken and Poison. Janet
Jackson's "Control® was certified quadruple Platinum, while
The Beastie Boys' “Licensed To IlII, Genesis' *Invisible Touch®,
and Run D.M.C.'s "Raising Hell" all hit the three million mark.
Gold certifications included Europe's *The Final Countdown®,
Eric Clapton's "August’, INXS' "The Swing®, Samantha Fox's
