Boasting 'New York's largest record library' and "New York's 

widest  variety  of  classics,"  Infinity's  WXRK  switched  to 

Classic Rock Friday, June 5, at 6:00PM.  K-ROCK has 

increased its record library threefold, vows not to repeat a 

song within a 24-hour period, still carries "select" currents, 

and has positioned itself as "New York's Classic Rock u‘l Roll 

Radio". Classic rock kingpin, Fred Jacobs, is consulting. 

The move, rumored for several weeks, is more of a fcrmatic 

adjustment and marketing move than a wholesale format 

ctiange, according to PD Pat Evans. "It's a position we've 

always relied on," she told FMQB.  'Since the day we signed 

on the air we've used the word 'classic' twice an hour, and 

we've always relied on a lot of classic material to make up 

the library.  And as far as changing our position goes, we've 

never been on-the-air boasting about how much new music we 

play.  With this, we're solidifying a market position and 

strategy, both on-and off-air.  We've taken what we've always 

done, widened it, put a name on it, and decided to se:I what 

it is that we're doing.' 

WXRK is Infinity's second album outlet to go the zlassic 

route. The other, WYSP, Philadelphia, also showcases "I-oward 

Stern all morning and classic rock all day.'  New Yo .k has 

become the ninth Top 10 market to house a classic rocker; the 

only Top Tener that's classic-deprived is San Francisco. 

K-ROCK has dropped current-oriented special programming, 

including in-house programs 'Virgin Vinyl'', "Heavy Metal From 

Hell' and "Top 10 At 10', and syndicated "Power Cuts". 

Regarding currents, Evans told us, "I'm still playing currents 

and re-currents, although we've cut down on the numbar that 

we're playing, and I've probably narrowed the selection Dn the 

types of currents we're playing.  But we're definitely not an 

all oldies radio station." 

Evans  describes  audience  reaction  as  "immediate  and 

overwhelming."  The listeners aren't the only ones who've 

reacted.  Crosstown rival WNEW-FM, who outdistanced WXRK 

by a full share 12+ in the latest Arbitrend, has beefed up 

positioners and liners emphasizing their classic heritage. AND

SPENCER FOR HIRE:  TIM SPENCER IN, HOWIE CASTLE 

OUT, AT WEGR, MEMPHIS 

It's course correction time at The Eagle in Memphis.  The 

station has replaced outgoing PD Howie Castle (who joined 

last August) with former KTXQ, Dallas and KISS, San Antonio 

programmer Tim Spencer. Concurrently, consultant George 

Williams has been brought onboard, in addition to B/A/D/E, 

whose contract with the Eagle runs for another year and a 

half. 

"George and Tim have worked together in other markets and 

have been a successful team before," says WEGR GM Sherry 

Sawyer. In fact, this will be the third time the two have 

played  for  the  same  team:  Williams  was  Southern 

Broadcasting's VP Programming when Spencer programmed 

KTXQ; and when Williams held the VP Programming title for 

Satellite Music Network, he hired Spencer as SMN's Op Mgr.

The label plans to re-master the 

albums direct to metal for better reproduction on vinyl and 

cassette, as well as offering the entire 18-title Rundgren 

catalogue on disc.  Look for 'Runt", "The Ballad Of Todd 

Rundgren", 'Todd Rundgren's Utopia" and "Initiation" to be 
available in July. 

Mark Schulman has been awarded the newly created position 

of VP/Creative Marketing Services for Atlantic Records as 

part  of  an  interdepartmental  restructuring  of five  label 

divisions under one Creative Marketing Services department. 

The restructuring brings together under one umbrella the 

company's Advertising, Graphics, Merchandising, Packaging & 

Pre-Production and Video departments, with Schulman, most 

recently Atlantic's VP/Advertising and Video, overseeing the 

new system from the label's New York headquarters.  On 

Schulman's new appointment, Atlantic Executive VP/GM Dave 

Glew commented, "By instituting a Creat've Marketing Services 

area, we have formalized the critical links between five 

departments which together form the backbone of Atlantic's 

image in the marketplace.  In the music industry of the 

1980's, more than ever before, it is crucial that all these 

elements be closely integrated for maximum artist impact and 

development."

This week's interview guest is the Irish singer-songwriter Paul 

Brady. 

Another rock auction is coming up fast in the music calendar, 

at Christie's on August 28, and you can expect one of the 

most-publicised items to be the tape that's come to be known 

as the "first official live bootleg" in rock history.  The 

recording of the Beatles' concert on August 29, 1966 at 

Candlestick Park, San Francisco, is up for auction, and 

although its of poor sound quality, it's also of enormous 

historical significance because as any FAB FOUR historian 

knows, that was the group's last live performance with the 

exception of the famous '69 show up on the roof.  The story 

goes that PAUL MC CARTNEY, for the one and only time, 

asked the BEATLES' press officer Tony Barrow to tape the 

concert.  The tape survived, and it's that original Philips C-60 

cassette that will be sold to the highest bidder at Christie's. 

It features 10 complete songs, including 'Rock And Roll 

Music', "Baby's In Black", "Yesterday' and RINGO messing up 

the lyrics to "I Wanna Be Your Man" - plus an incomplete 

version of "Long Tall Sa y, the reason for that being that 

the tape ran out as the BEATLES were playing it! After this 

last live show, of course, the group began work on "Sgt. 

Pepper".  If you want that cassette, you'd better have some 

life savings tucked away somewhere. 

All that ta'k some months ago of a solo album by the ROLLING 

STONES RONNIE WOOD now sounds a little premature. The 

word went around, mainly from the mouth of soul man BOBBY 

WOMACK, that the pair were in the studio working on the Lp 

and that it would see the light of day pretty soon. Well, they 

were in the studio all right, but they never go past fle demo 

stage.  Ron hasn't started recording the album itself at all, so 

don't hold your breath. 

There was a significant legal development last week in the 

eternal battle between the British Government and pirate 

radio, as the Department of Trade's powers to prosecute were 
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cut drastically by a House Of Lords ruling.  Five Law Lords 

decided unanimously that an appeal by the department should 

be turned down and that the DT no longer has the power to 

confiscate tapes and records from stations that are convicted 

of broadcasting without a license.  They agreed with a court 

Of Appeal decision that confiscation was not legal because 

records and tapes do not qualify as broadcasting apparatus 

under the 1949 Wireless Telegraphy Act.  This means that a 

Liverpool man who had 310 records and tapes taken in 1985 

will now get them back. 

Soul star BEN E. KING, in London for the PRINCE'S TRUST 

concerts and a British tour, told ROL's Paul Sexton last week 

how he came to have MARK KNOPFLER and TOM BAILEY on 

his new single, a re-recording of "Save The Last Dance For 

Me" produced by FOREIGNER'S MICK JONES. 'Mark got 

involved because of MICK JONES, Mick was looking for 

someone to come in and do some little guitar lines for him, 

and he found out that Mark was moving around in London 

before going back on the road, so he gave him a call and he 

was more than happy enough to come in and help us out. I 

think the same thing more or less applied to TOM BAILEY of 

the THOMPSON TWINS, He was getting ready to go home, so 

we grabbed him and asked him to put some organ parts on it. 

We hear that the PET SHOP BOYS (featured on last week's 

ROL with their new single "It's A Sin') have completed the 

song they've been  recording with sixties legend DUSTY 

SPRINGFIELD. The title is "What Have I Done'.  Their album 

is now due for September release. 

The mystery female voice on PAUL CARRACK'S current UK 

chart version of "When You Walk In The Room', which sadly 

spent just one week in the Top 50, belongs to a former singer 

with the British pop-soul outfit Shakatak, Jackie Rawe.  The 

CD single version, incidentally, is good value, because it 

includes 'How Long", the Ace classic that Paul sung lead on 

in 1974. 

Speaking of CD singles, we'll be watching with interest to see 

which of the record companies will indeed stop releasing now 

that the BPI has excluded their sales from the singles chart. 

Whether they do or not, quite a few CD singles released so 

far are already collector's items, because they are usually 

issued in relatively small quantities and snapped up quickly. 

Both GENESIS singles released in this format, for example, are 

becoming collectible: we've heard of "Land Of Confusion" 

changing hands for L15 a time and 'Tonight, Tonight, Tonight" 

already fetching L8 and it only came out in March!  Most 

valuable of all, though, are the editions that were never 

available to the public but were only issued as promos. The 

special edition of DIRE STRAITS 'Brothers In Arms" CD was 

one such, in August 1985, and believe it or not it's said to be 

worth between L75 and L150, less than two years after 

release. 

U2 made their political feelings very clear in the pre-election 

concerts at Wembley Arena...they did a version of DYLAN'S 

"Maggie's Farm" which has become a standard anti-right wing 

anthem during the '80's and then urging their audience to 

exercise their right to vote with "C'mon Everybody". 

When  the  BBC  banned  'Relax",  FRANKIE  GOES  TO 

HOLLYWOOD laughed all the way to the bank as the record 

soared to number one.  It doesn't have to be that way, as the 

BLOW  MONKEYS themselves  might  put  it: their single 

"(Celebrate) The Day After You", in which the 'day' is the 

British election date of June 11 and the 'you" is a certain 

Mrs. T, had a BBC ban slapped on it in the run-up to the 

election as the Corporation claimed it was anxious to maintain 

a 'political balance'.  What this amounts to is that no one is 

making records in praise of Mrs. Thatcher, but anyway, the 

consequent lack of publicity for the MONKEYS single had a 

devastating effect on its sales: after entering the national 

chart at number 52, it then summarily dropped to 55.  The 

Beeb say the ban applies only up until the election date, but 

afterwards it'll surely be too late to save the record. 

GEORGE MICHAEL'S 1 Want Your Sex" already looked like a 

surefire number one whether it was banned or not, but sure 

enought the BBC is refusing to play it before nine o'clock at 

night on the Radio One network and it won't get any "Top Of 

The Pops coverage either, as the lyrics are thought to be 

"too sexually explicit". 

The choreographer/director on DAVID BOWIE'S current 'Glass 

Spiders" tour is none other than TONI BASIL, the lady who 

had a massive worldwide hit with "Mickey" in 1982 - TONI of 

course had been a successful choreographer for years before 

that,  having  previously worked with  BOWIE on his '74 

"Diamond Dogs" tour.  She recently choreographed Coppola's 

"Peggy Sue Got Married" film.  Meanwhile, BOWIE'S new UK 

single from "Never Let Me Down" is to be "Time Will Crawl'. 

A Certain Ratio have left their long-time home Factory Records 

"by mutual agreemenr...word is that ELVIS COSTELLO will 

follow his new US deal with Warner Brothers by inking a UK 

deal with the company as well...PAUL BRADY, interview guest 

on this week's Rock Over London worldwide radio show, has 

an excellent new single called "Steal Your Heart Away" from 

his 'Primitive Dance" album. 

ERROL BROWN, the lead vocalist on all of Hot Chocolate's 30-

plus UK hits, has a new solo deal with WEA and a single 

called 'Personal Touch" just out and he plans an album later 

in the year...meantime on the same group of labels, to 

coincide with his appearance at the PRINCE'S TRUST shows, 

ERIC CLAPTON has his LP duet with TINA TURNER, "Tearing 

Us Apart", out as the third single from 'August" ROL will be 

at both nights of the 11th annual PRINCE'S TRUST gala - full 

report next week. 

THE KANE GANG'S "Miracle' LP has been put back a couple of 

weeks and now it's due out in the UK on July 6. Meanwhile, 

the more we hear 'Motortown" (the single we debuted a few 

weeks) the more it sounds like a major hit.  The track listing 

for the album: "Motortown", "What Time Is It", 'Looking For 

Gold", "Take Me To The World/King Street Rain", "Don't Look 

Any Further', "A Finer Place", "Let's Get Wet" and "Strictly 

Love (It Ain't)".  The cover of Dennis Edwards' "Don't Look 

Any Further" was as we reported going to be the first single, 

replaced at the last minute by "Motortown".  Meanwhile, it's 

interesting to note that Motown has just re-released Edwards' 

1984 version. 

The fine music of CHRIS REA has been so underrated by the 

singles  buying  public  of  Great  Britain,  it came  as  a 

particularly pleasant surprise to see his current 45 "Let's 

Dance" - a radically different version of an old Rea b-side-

crashing into the national chart at 39 first week and looking 

good to overtake  "Fool  (If You  Think  It's  Over)'  and 

'Stainsby Girls' as his biggest UK single to date. 

The CURE'S new single from the LP "Kiss Me Kiss Me Kiss 

Me" is an uncharacteristically slow number called "Catch', out 

on June 15 in the UK.  It's their 17th single release in a 

record career that now stretches back almost nine years. 

JACK BRUCE, former lead singer and bass player with CREAM, 

is to star in a musical called "The Tooth Of Crime" by the 

acclaimed playwright Sam Sheppard.  He plays the part of 

Hoss, but no, it's not a "Bonanza' remake - Hoss is the lead 

singer with a band called THE TOOTH OF CRIME who enjoy a 

mercurial rise to fame.  The musical opened this week in a 

theatre in Battersea in South London and will run until July 
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BOB GELDOF is trying his best to revive interest in the 'Deep 

In The Heart Of Nowhere' album with another single release-

Cry Too" is backed with a previously unavailable track 

"Let's Go". 

CLIFF RICHARD, who recently stepped out of "Time' releases a 

single on EMI this week called "My Pretty One' and has 

announced European tour dates from October to December. 

GENESIS have taken the unusual step of releasing the 12 inch 

of their current UK single 'Throwing It All Away' without a 

studio version of the song.  The A side features a live 

recording from their L.A. concert and there's a live version of 

"Invisible Touch" on the B side. 

SIMPLE MINDS are attracting the collectors with "Promised 
You A Miracle" their first release from "In The City Of 

Light".  As well as the 7 inch with "Book Of Brilliant Things" 

on the flip, there'll be a 10 inch version which also features 

"Glittering Prizes" and an otherwise unavailable live recording 

of "Celebrate" from their concert at Barrowlands, Glasgow. 

This 10 inch also includes a free poster of the band on stage. 

As expected, the MINDS' LP "Live In The City Of Light" went 

straight to number one in the UK album chart, their third in 
a row to turn that particular trick and interestingly, the first 

double  live  set to  reach to top  in Britian  since LED 

ZEPPELIN'S 'The Song Remains The Same" in 1976. It's also 
the fastest-selling live album ever and the first live LP at all 

to top our charts since...er...BARRY MANILOW'S "Live In 

Britain" did it in 1982.  Next highest new entry on this 

week's chart was "Kiss Me, Kiss Me, Kiss Me" from THE 

CURE at six, and the other new ones on the top half of the 
list were GO WEST'S 'Dancing On The Couch' at 19, "Bad 

Animals" from HEART at 23 (in spite of their continued lack 

of UK singles success) and a tasty compilation called "Atlantic 

Soul Classics" at 25.  Further down, there was initial chart 

action  for  LITTLE  STEVEN, TAMMY  WYNETTE, LATIN 

QUARTER, THE  WHISPERS and,  particularly  pleasingly, 

DEACON BLUE, the new band we're featuring on this week's 

programme. 

An interesting WHITESNAKE package came into our hands this 

week.  The 33 rpm picture disc of 'Is This Love" came 

complete with special display stand, but incomplete as far as 

the tracks are concerned. The third song a version of the old 

Fleetwood Mac number 'Need Your Love So Bad" was left off 

the record and instead was supplied as a white label 7 inch 

disc. 

As GEORGE MICHAEL confessed his fear was being beaten to, 

or even replaced at number one by the re-release of TOM 

JONES' "It's Not Unusual' (our hot favourite), news comes in 

that "Respectable' by MEL AND KIM has been overtaken in 
the bestselling  singles list for the year by STARSHIP'S 

"Nothing's Gonna Stop Us Now". 

Hot independent singles of the moment which have yet to make 
a showing on the national Top 75 chart: 'Love Missile F1-11",

Tyler 

met  Bryan  Adams'  partner,  Jim Valiance,  and wrote a 

straightahead rocker called "Magic Touch," plus a tune titled 

"Ragtime," which he described as 'A song about the clothes I 

wear onstage.' A possible first single is a ballad called 

"Angel." Tyler concluded by saying, "I'm always really up when 

we finish an album and I'll say it's our best. But this time, I 

think we really have a groove down on this record.' 

SEARS "ECSTATIC' AT BEING OUT OF STARSHIP: The English 

press is calling Pete Sears' departure from the Starship a 

"firing" from the band he helped found 13 years ago and is 

treating it as a major scandal, but back home, Sears' only 

comment is "To use the old cliche, we were going in different 

directions musically. I wasn't comfortable with the way they 

were going and I wanted to get more involved in other 

things." Sears is currently playing some 'new age' music with 

mandolin  player David Grisman and celtic harpist David 

Auerbach. Sears is also trying to form a new group with 

another Starship veteran, Aynsley Dunbar and guitarist Frank 

Marino of Mahogany Rush. Sears insists he feels 'ecstatic' 

about being out of the Starship. 

MOTLEY CRUE: Motley Crue's Nikki Sixx and Vanity have set 

the date for December.  Vanity is showing off her diamond 

engagement ring on the set of her latest movie, "Action 

Jackson." 

PAUL CARRACK: Paul Carrack of Mike and the Mechanics is 

recording a solo album for Chrysalis records. He may have an 

assist from a superstar before the sessions are completed. 

HAGAR CALLS NEW LP 'MOST PERSONAL": Sammy Hagar calls 

his new, as yet untitled Lp, "The most personal album I've 

ever made. It's coming from everything I've always loved in 

music, every groove and every lyrical concept," says Hagar. 

"It's the epitome of what I've always wanted my records to 

sound like." According to Hagar, three of the album's 10 songs 

were written before he joined Van Halen last year, but other 

material he'd written for a planned follow-up to the platinum 

"VOA" was shelved because he didn't relate to those songs 

any more. "I wanted songs that were more personal, and the 

result is an album that's really, truly Sammy Hagar," he said. 

NEW COPYRIGHT LAW, PIRATING CRACKDOWN IN CANADA: 

Canada's 63 year old copyright law is being amended after 

several months of government meetings that included lobby 

groups from the recording industry. Songwriters and composers 

will now be paid more than just pennies for their recordings 

with harsh action taken against pirating of sound, video and 

computer software. The federal government is serious in its 

penalties with minimum fines of up to $25,000, a prison term 

of six months or both. The maximum penalty for indictable 

offenses will be $1 million and five years in the slammer. 

Former Pink Floyd bassist Roger Waters is now putting the 
final touches on his vast tour, due to kick off on Friday, 

August 14th, in Providence, Rhode Island.  So far, according 

to Lou O'Neill Jr., no New York City date has been booked. 

The man who's composed some of rock's most seminal and 

influential music, has tapped J. Stapley and Andy Fairweather 

Lowe to join him on guitar, and has also requested that Mel 
Collions be part of the band on sax. Rounding out the touring 

group are drummer Graham (Go West) Broad, and Paul Carrack 

(ex-Ace and ex-Squeeze and currently with Mike & The 

Mechanics) handling keyboards and vocals. Backing Waters will 

be singers Doreen Chanter and the very talented Katie 

Kissoon.  Plans call for the tour to go almost everywhere in 

the world, with Waters fully prepared to support his new Lp, 

"Radio K.A.O.S.", his first release in a number of years. The 

man who wrote most of the music for the legendary "Wall" is 

excited about the opportunity to get back out on the road 

after many years of inactivity.  Pink Floyd will be doing 

stadium shows, and multiple shows in arenas in all cities 

around America, with a stint' at Madison Square Garden in 

early fall.  Watch for a neW and yet untitled Pink Floyd 

album to hit the streets by Mid-August.  The band continues 

to rehearse in Canada to hone their live sound.  The line-up 

will  include  a mind-boggling  eleven  musicians,  including 

existing members of the band.  It promises to be one of the 

most controversial and hottest tours of the summer and fall. 

Texas guitar player Stevie Ray Vaughan was offered a part in 

the forthcoming movie by his close friend, super-actor Mickey 

("The Pope Of Greenwich Village") Rourke. It's going to be 

called "Bikers', and Mickey asked Stevie Ray Vaughan to try 

"The Chariots Of Fire" on wheels. Stevie readily agreed, and 

now seven bikers are set to appear in the movie, which will 

be filmed in the San Francisco area.  Vaughan will portray an 

Indian biker in the film, not so odd considering that his 

great-grandfather was part American Indian, and the rocker 

has been known to wear his genuine Cherokee headdress 

during encore performances on tour. 

Bon Jovi's Lp, "Slippery When Wet", has passed the seven 

million mark in America.

People will call up and say, 'I just called my friend and he's 

got a great one!'  We'll call it and it's not creative at all. 

Then we'll get people who go to extreme lengths to produce 

them and come up with the silliest, sappiest, goopiest things 

that are the best ones to make fun of.  The best one I got 
was a call from a woman who's an operator for a long 

distance company.  She worked in customer service and was 

calling a number on Long Island to find out who it was and 

what the number was when she got a machine, so she called 

me and gave me the message. I called and it was one of the 

best we had." 

No prizes are awarded for best message, listeners just do it 

for the fun of hearing theirs on the air. Get the message? 

Is your morning show funny'?  Do your listeners suffer from 

terminal laughter as a result of listening to your morning 
personality/team?
