As bandleader John Sykes put it, "I'd have to have been unconscious to go through
what | have and not learned from it." Sooo, what's John been through? Oh, just 3
years apiece with Thin Lizzy and Whitesnake, including the latter's multi-platinum 1987
album. And when Sykes teams up with bassist extraordinaire Tony Franklin (Jimmy
Page, The Firm, David Gilmour, Kate Bush), and influential drummer Carmine Appice
(Vanilla Fudge, Rod, Jimi, Beck), you get a hard rock supergroup for the '90s. Wall-
of-Marshalls, bodacious set of "na-na’s" and a “Still Of The Night"-like instrumental
break are all cemented together by Captain Crunch Bob Rock’s magnificent
production. A Pure Rock epic, or as KZLR's Malcolm Ryker pegs it "another Geffen
master blaster".

KINGDOM COME, "DO YOU LIKE IT", POLYDOR

They may have taken the grand prize in last year's Son Of Zep sweepstakes with their
platinum plus debut, but with this record it's clear they’ve come into a kingdom of their
own. Eight months on the road (with a cumulative audience of 1.5 million) has
accelerated the growth process for these guys. Their songwriting is solid and assured,
the production (thanks to Keith Olsen) is clean and almost live, and the all important
chorus is your basic Benz. There's no way any living, breathing rocker won’t succumb
to this track’s double hook, wiry riffs, and anxious rhythms. Will they like it? Shit
yeah!

FABULOUS THUNDERBIRDS, "ROCK THIS PLACE", CBS ASSOC.

America’s house band serves up another powerful cocktail, Chuck Berry-style.
Produced by Terry Manning, The Fab T's get the joint jumpin’ with a relentless
backbeat cloaked in fuzztone and played with the loose, feelgood charm that has
become their hallmark. There's always room for potent roots-rock played by pros, and
we'll bet this one gets 'em shakin’ n’ shimmyin’ in the office, in the car, at home ...
around the clock. The Bird is the word. Jumpin’ on early are KUPD, KILO, KWIC,
WGIR, WGR, WXLP and 3 more.

JOE JACKSON. "NINETEEN FOREVER", A&M

Look sharp, friends, it's the record you've been waiting for him to make, a song that
shows off Joe the eclectic artist, Joe the uncompromising musician and yet it's as
commercial as anything he's done. Three years in the making, this adult-oriented,
Motown-flavored monster has the credibility, texture and hip factor to make it his
biggest since "Steppin’ Out®. Russ Mottla, WIYY declares “Joe’s back with a song that
won't disappoint the old fans and is sure to break in a whole bunch of new ones.” And
The Jumpin’ One feels it's "probably my best yet -- and | hope radio likes it, because
| don't think I'll get any closer to what they want”. More than close, this one’s on the
mark with 39 adds and a 57* Hot Trax debut before its official release.

JOE SATRIANI, "ONE BIG RUSH" ("SAY ANYTHING" OST), WTG

Outside of a few notable exceptions, the door has remained firmly shut at AOR to
instrumental rock. Until Satriani. And while much has been said about his precision
playing, space-shuttle speed and distinctive technique, it's been the hook-crazy songs
he's crafted that have earned Joe his airplay berth. Those are the active ingredients
here, songmanship and 6 string sizzle. As Tim Jeffreys, KSJO told us "The title sez
it all. Immediate phone response as this soundtrack smoker keeps the Satriani legend
alive".

KTXQ, KLOL, KBPI, KBCO, KOME, KRXQ, WLAYV, WBRU,
WCCC, WPLR and KFOG are just a few of the majors who had success with The Cure
in the past. This bewitching, progressive standout from the "Lost Angels” soundtrack
soaks up 18 early adds (KBCO, 91X, WDRE, WWTR, WBRU, KRZQ, WHFS, WFNX),
and 7 instant Top 5 phone locales. KBCO's Doug Clifton states, "Fascination Street’
has been getting immediate response with a sound that harkens back to the older
days of The Cure." Their spot in the majors is just a shot away.

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Cozy: | think Sabbath needed a change of labels. The last
album was put out and forgotten about which is a real
shame. Tony and everyone thought it was time to make a
break. We're moving to a company that really believes in
the band. We just wanted to get on with it and make a
proper Black Sabbath album, which is what we've done.
I.LR.S. let us make the album our way. There was no
interference. It's very unusual, but | think it's a great
attitude.

MD: Since this is the first time you’ve worked together,
can you explain the song writing process?

Tony: How it started was Cozy had the drum riffs and we
got together at my house and we worked on it and it all
came together.

Cozy: The basic thing was when Tony and | got together
was that we start totally from scratch. Tony probably has
about 200 riffs on various bits of tape. What | did was wade
through all the tapes and picked out the gems. | had some
ideas of my own and we just got together and made sure
they’d work. Most of the tracks on the album came from
that start. Then Tony Martin came in and wrote the lyrics.
It was a collective efffort.

MD: Is Tony Martin responsible for all the lyrics?

Tony: Yeah | think he was. We sort of chimed in with a few
little suggestions here and there.

Cozy: Tony actually wrote some stories. He just didn't
come up with the old cliche devil stuff. If you listen to the
lyrics on each track there’s a story. Some have to do with
ancient rituals and magical conotations. Other things are
about Headless Cross which is an actual place. It's an old
place in Birmingham. There’s a lot of folklore surronding
this place. Cemetaries and graveyards and all that. He's
gotta be the best young, new singer I've heard in rock in
the last 10 years.

MD: This album seems to capture an older Sabbath
feel. Was this intentional?

Tony: We think it's a step further. “Heaven And Hell* was
the classic for us for a long time and we feel this is the
next one. It's almost an extension of "Eternal Idol”.

Cozy: | think the "Eternal Idol" thing was again a problem.
There were personnel changes and three different
producers and although it was a very fine album, there
wasn't a very cohesive unit there. This time we have that.
Tony and | were going to do this a long time ago. I'm very
delighted to be in this band. We feel we now have the line-
up to Sabbath back at the top again.

MD: It's hard to believe that you've been friends for 8o
long and not worked together.

Tony: Well I've been trying to get Cozy for years but
different contractual things kinda stood in the way.

Cozy: | was in a warm-up band years ago called Bedlam
that supported Black Sabbath in ‘73. It's only because of
the problems of the past. Either | was in another band or
Tony was happy with his drummer at the time.

MD: How about touring plans?

Tony: The plan was to get the record completely finished
and happy with it. Now we’'ll start rehearsals.

Cozy: I’'m not sure when the first date will be, but we will
be touring the States sometime in the next three months.
When we know the dates will ring you up.

MD: Will there be a video?

Tony: When we get back to England we’'ll be looking over
some story boards.

Cozy: We also want to make a video that's different. There
seems to be a lot of posing going on. We want a video
with a story. Nothing corny, just a good Black Sabbath
video. '

MD: What’s been your wildest backstage moments?

Tony: | remember one with Ozzy. We checked into a hotel
and Ozzy wasn't feeling well so he went to his room to lay
down. The maid was in there, so he went into another
room and of course he didn't tell anyone. It came time for
the show that night, and we couldn’t find Ozzy. We had the
police looking, it was all over the radio and TV. Still no
Ozzy. Finally we had to cancel the show because we
couldn't find him. The next day he woke and said "What's
happening, what's happening.”

Cozy: Most of mine revolve around Richie Blackmore. | did
a show with Rainbow and he decided to play with his back
to the audience. | asked him about that and we had to be
pulled apart by the road crew. That was great. There's so
many jokes and things.

MD: In your opinion, who is the Anti-christ?
Tony: | don't know. | guess Ozzy's right up there.
Cozy: With Richie Blackmore a close second.

MD: What's the best line you've ever used on a
stewardess?

Tony: Do you want to go to the show? | don’t know. That's
Cozy's thing.

Cozy: | tell ya what, | wouldn't tell you what it is ‘cause it's
so good everybody would be using it. I'll tell you this, it
hasn't failed me yet. Got out of that, didn't I.

MD: What frontiers are left for BLACK SABBATH to
conquer.

Tony: Everything’s all new. New company, new
management and a new band. We're ready to get back out
there and play. We've got a great combination of
experience and with Tony Martin being such a great singer,
it's just a fantastic band. | think the kids will be very
pleasantly surprised. There's nothing more dangerous than
an experienced underdog.

Cozy: For me, getting in the band was something I've been
looking forward to for a long time. | think a lot of people
may have written Sabbath off because the line-up has been
so unstable in the last couple of years. Tony and | have
both been to the top and we want to start again and make
it big, like Sabbath was in the ‘70’s, | think that will be
enough reward. It's a brand new band and if we can put
Sabbath back on the map, that'll give us more satisfaction
than money. Well, almost.

Thanks to Tony & Cozy for spillin’ the dirt on what we
can expect from BLACK SABBATH. Also, thanks to Dr.
Barry Lyons from I.R.S. for hooking us up. Next week’s
victim is still up in the air, so we guess you'll just have
to hold your breath, just like us.

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NEWS YOU CAN USE

A VERY ENJOYABLE EVENING OF MUSIC is currently
winding its way across the country these days. The bill
features LEO KOTTKE and LYLE LOVETT singing, talking
and being just wonderfully entertaining. The tour is
intended to support new releases from both artists; but
until now, only Lovett’s has been available. April 18th is
the long-awaited arrival date of Leo’s third Private music
album, "My Father's Face." Some of the tunes have been
featured in the latest live shows and it’s a real treat to have
cuts like "Jack Gets Up" in your very own home to be
listened to again and again. Produced by T-BONE
BURNETT, Leo’'s accomplished solo guitar style gets
subtle accompaniment from timpani, xylophone and
accordion here and there. The album offers a roughly
equal mix of instrumentals and, for the first time in quite a
while, vocal tracks. The most enjoyable of the former are
the jazzy "My Aunt Francis”, or the more trademark sounds
of “Times Twelve" and "William Powell." Of the vocal
tracks, the aforementioned "Jack Gets Up" finds a plodding
guitar line evoking images of someone trying to wake up
as Leo accomplishes lyrically in the song,what he does so
well on stage between songs: using the very texture of
words, with phrases that repeat and turn in on themselves.
He is not only a great guitarist but a great wordsmith.
"Back In Buffalo", another fine vocal track, features a soft
military snare motif and one of the wildest guitar solos on
tape. "Doorbell* and "Why Can't You Fix My Car" help to
round out an exquisite album, possibly his best in recent
years.

THE CHICK COREA ELEKTRIC BAND is giving GRP
more spin-off projects than Norman Lear’s sitcoms gave
'70s television. Aside from Chick's subset AKOUSTIC
BAND, and solo work from JOHN PATITUCCI and DAVE
WECKL, we have the music of ERIC MARIENTHAL whose
second solo work, "Round Trip", is just being released.
The reedman has already proved his abilities under Chick’s
wings and so, on this new project he lets loose a little more
than he would with the Elektric Band. In fact, this could
even be seen as an Elektric band reunion with Patitucci
manning the boards and bass, while Weckl trades off with
JOHN ROBINSON behind the drums. Elektric guitarist
FRANK GAMBALE contributes a composition; and leader,
Corea, adds his touch to "It's Better Than Nothing.” Other
notable players include MITCHEL FORMAN and ALEX
ACUNA. To maintain the "up” feeling and driving R&B feel
much of the album has, many of the tracks were laid down
live in the studio as a whole band. While the bulk of the
album was composed on the road by Patitucci, with
occasional help from Eric, DON GRUSIN contributes the
polyrhythmic lines and catchy melody of "Afrique’, and
singer LOU PARDINI wrote his own vocal vehicle “I'm
Gonna Wait On Your Love", with its strong crossover
potential. Also notable is "Reunion®, which borrows from
the critically acclaimed "Le Mystere Des Voix Bulgares,
Volume I1."

AMONG THE VARIOUS FACETS WINDHAM HILL
projects in its image is the cross-pollination of artists. The
musicians release solo projects, produce other artists’
albums or collaborate on other artists’ projects forming
groups that co-exist with solo careers. All manner of
creative juxtaposition occurs at the label. And MICHAEL
MANRING has been a central figure in much of that,
working with founder WILLIAM ACKERMAN, DAROL
ANGER, MIKE MARSHALL, MICHAEL HEDGES and as
a member of MONTREUX. On 'Toward The Center Of The
Night", the bassist goes it alone, composing, producing;

o=
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and proving his writing talents to equal the facility with
which he can make his bass sing. Lines weave in and out
on his solo work “Geometry*, while unbelievable bass runs
push through parts of "Renegade Intellectuals.” Manring
points out that no guitar graces the album, leaving you to
further admire the range his bass encompasses on the
tracks. And a wide range of feeling is also conveyed as
each track moves in different directions from solo to
ensemble (featuring PAUL McCANDLESS), from the
subdued introspection of “Far*, to the pulsing movement of
“Magnets." Aside from the above tracks, ‘The Precise
Moment Of Dusk" is a real fine, though eery tune while
“Funk & Disorderly" is a percussive solo bass number
Manring recorded directly to two tracks, with no overdubs.
It too, helps to define the breadth of styles this guy can
handle.

ON THE TAIL OF THE NEW "Journey Home" release from
Global Pacific artists GEORGIA KELLY and DUSAN
BOGDANOVIC, here's what else to look forward to in the
coming months from that company. The aforementioned
pair of acoustic instrumentalists will be playing in Santa
Monica, California on April 24th, and it's hopeful that full-
blown tour plans will be made. But Bogdanovic's "day-job”
as professor of music at USC may prove to be a tough
obstacle to surmount. DO’AH are finishing up some live
dates this week on the West Coast, one of which includes
STEVEN KINDLER. Violinist Kindler is back from his
European tour as a member of Kitaro's band, where he got
rave reviews. He is joined on stage by harpist CARLOS
REYES on the ninth. Reyes also appears on Kindler's new
album "Mystic Fire", said to feature Kindler playing solo and
with a backing band on these cuts. Former Kindler
collaborator, TEJA BELL, is also releasing new material.
The album will be called "Snow Leopard” and it will be out
soon. Guitarist JOAQUIN LIEVANO will also be releasing
new material, entitled "Za Zen." Finally, bassist DAVID
FRIESEN is working on "Other Times, Other Places" with
percussionist AIRTO MOREIERA and vocalist FLORA
PURIM. All titles should be released by June.

DR. JOHN MAY HAVE ONCE SUNG about being in the
right place, at the wrong time, but his choice of covering
classic vocal tunes on his latest solo outing shows he’s
found the right place at the right time. Add to this the
vocal work of RICKIE LEE JONES with whom Dr. John
shares a duet on his first single, “Makin’ Whoopee®, and it
looks like Dr. John may have another hit single on his
hands. Killer horns back these two singers as they give
this witty ditty a sexy, sultry and enjoyable reading worthy
of immediate attention. Nothing beats Jones’ voice and
she gives a sterling performance to this session. The
whole album consists of Dr. John covering old standards,
such as the above "Makin' Whoopee" (the only cut with a
vocalist other than Dr. John), “Love For Sale" and the title
cut "In A Sentimental Mood." Warner Brothers promises
that the single should be at radio by the tenth of April,
while we'll have to wait nearly two more weeks for the
whole album. Meanwhile, let Rickie and the Dr. run down
the troubles of a young couple in “Makin’ Whoopee" as we
wait for his treatment of more tried and true classic songs.

DAVID BENOIT "SAILS THROUGH THE CITY" in a
rocking DON GRUSIN instrumental to kick off his new GRP
release "Urban Daydreams”. This track sets the tone as
Benoit makes a conscious attempt to move away from the
style of playing that characterized his most recent
successful releases. With the talented backing of Grusin,
ERIC MARIENTHAL and others, the
keyboardist/composer demonstrates that he can indeed
conquer other styles. The title track opens with a synth
fanfare which gives way to a well-orchestrated number
serving as a showcase for Benoit’s chops on the piano,
and featuring a Copland-esque string theme. While VINCE
GUARALDI’'S Peanuts theme is a well-known classic,
Benoit and Grusin got the chance to score one of the
recent Peanuts specials and "Wild Kids" is one of the
results. The CD features an extra track, a solo piano
number “As If | Could Reach The Rainbow." The album

also reflects a trend seen in several modern jazz albums
lately, the appearance of a single vocal track amongst an
overall instrumental project. The ballad "When The Winter's
Gone (Song For A Stranger)* fills the bill in this instance
with vocals by co-composer JENNIFER WARNES. Still
ahead for Benoit is a tour and an acoustic jazz session to
be released late in the year.

WINDHAM HILL'S JAZZ IMPRINT has a new Latin-tinged
offering in the way of RAY OBIEDO’S “Perfect Crime."

Ray's talents fall on both guitar and keyboards; and he is
an accomplished composer as well, penning all 8 tunes on
the release. He hails from the Bay Area where he leads
two different ensembles; the pop/rock RHYTHMUS 21 and
jazz/fusion KICK. And while, in the past, his compositions
have been recorded by the likes of PETE ESCOVEDO,
CURTIS OLHMSON and ANDY NARELL, Obiedo himself
has been featured, playing with such talents as GEORGE
DUKE, HERBIE HANCOCK and SHEILA E. For this
album, he steps away from his groups and takes the helm
in front of a bevy of studio talents including MARC RUSSO
and WILLIAM KENNEDY, and shares production credits
with Narell. Although Obiedo’s talents permeate his
windham Hill debut, he prefers having wind instruments
such as fiute or sax tackle the melodic content relegating
his own playing supporting roles. Tracks such as “Short
Stories” and, especially, “Sienna” are fine examples of this
man’s ability as player and author.

LAST SEEN AS A MEMBER of the latest Amnesty
International tour, Virgin artist YOUSSOU N’DOUR will be

playing live in the states again in early May, as he takes the
stage at the New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival, May
4ath. Meanwhile, his talented vocalist is working with one of
his most notable fans and supporters, PETER GABRIEL.
After appearing on Gabriel's So, the British solo artist has
returned the favor working with N'Dour on a track called
"Women's Day - Shaking The Tree." The two are working
in Europe on what will be Youssou's Virgin debut,
tentatively titled “The Lion."

DAVID CROSBY IS NOW ON THE ROAD in support of his
solo album "Oh, Yes | Can." Opening for Crosby is the
band FIRE TOWN. Stops in Pittsburgh, Asbury Park, New
Jersey and New York City are scheduled for April 14-16.
Heading towards the mid-west on April 18th is a concert in
Toronto, followed by a show in Detroit the next day.
Cleveland, Chicago and Indianapolis follow up on the 21-
23 of April.

BRUCE COCKBURN'S BIG TOUR behind his "Big
Circumstance" release continues into next week. On the
13th and 14th, he’'ll be playing California cities San
Francisco and Los Angeles. Then it's on to Phoenix,
Arizona on the 16th and Fort Collins, Colorado the 19th.
April 21st, he'll play Denver’'s Paramount Theater.

THERE'S NO MYSTERY TO GREAT ROCK N' ROLL
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CLASS A’S GET POWER BOOST OK: On March 30, the
FCC voted unanimously to allow qualified Class A's, now
limited to 3kw, to move up to a new "C3" class, which will
have a maximum power level of 25kw. Class A’s that take
the option will increase their coverage areas from 15-24
miles. In terms of power and coverage areas, Class C3's
will be midway between the small Class A’s and Class C2's.
In order to make the jump, the Class A’s must be in the
FCC's Zone I, which covers most of the U.S. with the
exception densely-populated areas such as the Northeast,
some Eastern states, Puerto Rico and much of California.
According to FCC Mass Media Bureau Chief Alex Felker,
this option has made an additional 100-200 FM allotments
available.

How did you get into radio and trace your career path.

My first job in
radio was at
KCOU, Columbia.
It is a student-
owned, free form
run station and
was a blast to
work for. We had
only ten watts of
power, but we
gave the
commercial
stations a good
run for their
money. | was
attending UMC
for a degree in
Broadcast
Journalism. | worked at a local TV station as a news
photographer, too, but after arriving on the accident
scenes before the EMS arrived, | learned that radio was
much more fun and much more positive. | went full time
at KFMZ. After a couple of other little stations | moved to
Oklahoma City and worked at KATT. This was a great
learning time for me as | held just about every position,
including Production Director, Promotion Director, Music
Director, Acting Chief Engineer, Program Director,
morning drive and afternoon drive DJ slots. The place
had a revolving door so | got to move up the company
ladder pretty quick. Close to seven years ago | got an
offer to move to Austin and work at KLBJ. | thought | was
getting the old hype job about how neat this city was, but
after a few months here | found out it is all true. | love this
place.

Who were the most influential people in your career?

Influential people in my career include Mark Shevitz. He
was my first mentor in the business and really encouraged
me to take this business seriously. Clark Ryan and | have
worked together for over ten years and | think working for
someone like him is about the best influence anyone
could ask for. We have been through a lot together and
we have learned from each other. Other influences
include Donna Rusk, a high school teacher, who would
buy for the school any equipment | wanted to play around
with, and former KSHE personality Mark Klose. He gave
a talk at my school and encouraged me to give radio a
shot.

What are your top bands of all time?

My favorite bands of all time are probably most people's
favorites: Pink Floyd, The Rolling Stones, Yes,
Supertramp, Led Zeppelin and AC/DC.

How do you relax when you're not at the office?

| relax by getting outdoors. | love to fly hot-air balloons.
You can get a great sense of freedom while in the air and
you have to concentrate on what is going on. There is not
much time to think about other problems. | have given
flight instruction to Joe Walsh and David Gilmore among
others. | also enjoy water sports including sailing, skiing,
jet ski riding and scuba diving. However the easiest way
for me to relax is to listen to the other station in my
market. They can really put you to sleep quick.

What's your ultimate rock and roll fantasy?

One of my ultimate rock and roll fantasies (one that can
be printed) is to have all of my favorite bands play at my
house for a small party.

If you weren't in this business what do you think you'd
be doing?

1 would be either in the advertising field or shooting films.
| have always enjoyed making short flicks and coming up
with creative ways to sell things.

If you could assemble the ultimate staff (with no limits
on salary and availability) what would your line-up be
and why?

Of course 1 think | have one of the best staffs in the world
already, but if these guys and gals ever leave | would
assemble a staff like this: Mornings: David Letterman -
everybody knows this guy and | find him to be
occasionally funny; News: Ronald Reagan - well..;
Middays: Paul McCartney - a very knowledgeable guy
who could also entertain us with some great stories and
a guy the office gals would love; Nights: Tom Cruise -
he's got a great street level attitude and boy, guys and
gals can relate to him. He could probably set me up with
some hot dates, too; Overnight: Hugh Hefner - when you
think over overnights, who else could you think of; Traffic
Reports: Chuck Yeagar - what a pro; Promotion Director -
Balloonist, Motocyclist, billionaire Malcolm Forbes - this
guy knows how to attract attention and have fun doing it!
Station Mascot: Shamu - what visibility! Owner/Station
Manager: Donald Trump - he always seems to win.

What'’s the hottest promotion you've done in the last
six months?

We just had a promotion that turned out to be hot. It was
April Fools so we put together a fake outdoor concert that
lasted ten hours. All of the station personnel prepared the
show by making bogus reports like fake traffic reports that
never said what highway, but just to get off after the
cloverleaf. We took some old interviews and customized
them for the show. We had backstage reports with
celebrities and interviews with concert goers. It got so
many of our listeners excited about coming out to the
show that the phones lit up for three days. The police
department got tons of calls, as did the other stations in
the market. Everybody was talking about what KLBJ-FM
was doing. The next day’s paper featured the concert on
the front page. It was great.

How do you react to competition in your market in
terms of the promotione they do? Is it important to
"out-do" the competition on major events?

KLBJ-FM has been a market leader in Austin for 15 years.
There have been numerous stations trying to out-do us,
but we never react to them. We just keep doing what we
have always done. We make our events happen, we lead
the way and let the other stations follow It has kept us the
leader.

What's the most creative thing a record person has
done to try to get you to add a record?

One offered to buy me lunch.
What's the real poop on Ladybird?

Ladybird and LBJ used to listen to the AM side of our
station when they were first courting. She has always
been emotionally attached to it and believes in making the
station the best it can be. If you haven't heard or seen the
new facility, you need to visit. It is truly incredible. Mrs.
Johnson remains one of the nicest, sweetest persons |
have ever met. You get a very warm feeling from her
friendliness. She is very genuine and conveys that same
great feeling you might get from your favorite
grandmother. She is very dedicated to preserving the
natural beauty of Texas.

Entries had
to be documented on video tape or by submitting a picture
of the event.

WBCN awarded one
listener $25,000 for
transforming his
Volkswagen bug into
an enormous WBCN
rock!

covered with hand-
molded concrete. The artist described it as, "Legal rock
designed to roll.* Huge 'BCN call letters were on both
sides and the car had a genuine Massachusetts license
plate reading, "104 FM.”

Each “offender" received a WBCN t-shit and
bumpersticker. The final runner-up created a 20,000 pound
ice sculpture of the station logo. The station received more
than 200 entries ranging from an M.L.T. student’s petri dish
with trillions of bacteria forming the station logo to
skydivers spelling WBCN.

UNTOUCHABLES, who had a Top 30 hit in Britain in 1985
with "Free Yourself". This time, they're covering "Agent
Double O Soul". On the same day, GARY MOORE's "Led
Clones", the heavy metal spoof featuring a guest
appearance by Ozzy Osbourne, becomes Gazza's new
American single.

PAULA ABDUL isn't following “Straight Up* with “Forever
. Your Gir" as she is in America. The British sequel is a re-
release of her previous 45, "Knocked Out", due May 8.

MADONNA's “Like A Prayer" single and album remain
Britain's best-selling records. The only significant new
entry to the artist album chart this week was the LLOYD
COLE AND THE COMMOTIONS collection, “1984-1989",
which debuted at #15. The STRAY CATS made a more
modest reappearance at #58 with “Blast Off", their first
album chart showing in Britain since "Rant N' Rave With
The Stray Cats" in the late summer of 1983.

The video release of the JOHN LENNON film, "Imagine”, in
Britain on April 28, is being backed with a major TV ad
campaign that Warner Home Video claim will reach at least
21 million people at least twice.

In an effort to inspire the nation into healthy habits, the
presenters at Radio 2, the BBC's national easy listening
station, are going on a two-week fitness drive. Dieting,
whole foods and exercise are being personally tried and
tested while certain D.J.s are focusing on the problems of
alcohol, smoking and stress.

“The Rolling Stone Encyclopedia of Rock
and Roll" describes Barrett’s music as "odd, eerie ravings
on guitar with back-up added afterward by Floyd
members.”

BOWIE'S archives looking for material to add to the
label's re-release of his 18-album RCA catalogue on
compact disc, cassette and audiophile Lp. The additional
material will include alternative versions of songs, ‘B’
sides, unreleased tracks and possibly some live
recordings. The company says the material will be added
"where appropriate.” Rykodisc and Bowie expect to
complete their research sometime this summer. The first
release is due out in the fall.
