Sue Clear Channel

Longtime Albany morning men
Mason & Sheehan have filed a $50
million lawsuit against Clear
Channel, claiming that the company
conspired to hire them away from
crosstown WPYX for WXCR, only to
fire them a year later.

The suit, filed in Albany Supreme
Court, claims that Clear Channel-
backed Radio Enterprises hired
the duo for mornings on Classic
Rock WXCR with promises of syndi-
cation and a “hands-off" content pol-
icy. After inking a five-year deal with
"XCR in September of '97, Mason &
Sheehan were fired by the station in
August of '98. Their attorney says
WXCR's promises went unfulfilled
and that no reason was given for
their dismissal.

The suit also alleges that Clear
Channel hired and fired Mason &
Sheehan to get the team off of
WPYX to ease the competition for
Howard Stern, whose syndicated
morning show airs on Clear
Channel's WQBK/WQBJ (The

Edge) simulcast in Aibany.

“It would appear, based on my
investigation, that the defendants
engaged in a conspiracy to remove
Mason & Sheehan from competition
to Howard Stern,” attorney Stephen
Pechenik told the Capital Business
Review (3/22). “They did so by
entering into this contract, offering
all kinds of inducements — and
then at the first opportunity, attempt-
ed to terminate the contract.”

Bubba The Love Sponge logged time in Terre
Haute, Grand Rapids, San Antonio, Chicago,
Philadelphia (73 days), Orlando, and
Milwaukee before landing in Tampa. The reason
Bubba left most of those cities? He was “too
controversial.” But controversy lhas paid off for
WXTB’s morning behemoth in the form of
robust ratings, a chain of Tampa-area Planet
Bubba nightclubs, even talk of running for Mayor. fmqb’s Mike Boyle
recently spoke with the FCC's latest indecency poster child.

How has your show evolved of late?

When we took the show over it was in sixteenth place, 25-54. Now
we're second, only a few tenths out of first. We have grown a lot
and gotten away from sex and become more issue-oriented. Two
years ago, we were not a proven commodity, we were still an
experiment. We don’t have the experiment moniker any longer, but
we’re also not yet proven or a commodity. We are more established
though.

What kinds of toplcs are you covering these days?

Well, obviously President Clinton has given us a whirl-wind of
shit to talk about. Anything that’s in the news is fair game. David
Wells [former New Yankees Pitcher, recently traded to Toronto]
frequents the show a lot, and sports in general is always a topic.
Today we talked about spanking kids in school. That lit the phones
up. By the same token, the other day we had a porn star on who
vowed to sleep with 2,000 people by the year 2000. We still do
some sex stuff, but not as much.

Where does the syndication for your show stand right now?

I’'m very eager and ready for it. I don’t know if Jacor thinks I'm
ready for it. They [Jacor] own syndication rights and 1'm just prob-
ably waiting on Jacor to decide who we’re going to continue to
merge with. There’s some natural applications here in Florida for
my syndication: Jacksonville, Orlando, etc. I'm not doing my night-
time syndication any longer for those few Jacor stations. I was
doing well with it and making some money, but in this day and
age of Jacor’s Prophet System, it’s a lot easier for them to import
talent without having to pay me the kind of money they were pay-
ing me. It allows me to focus on my moming show more. [Jacor
Director of Programming] Gene Romano and [Jacor Sr. VP.
Programming] Tom Owens have promised me they’ll give me a
long, hard look at national syndication in the next year or two.
With promises from those two gentlemen, I'm ready. We're the
best-kept morning secret in America right now.

How do you feel about being the current FCC poster boy for fines?
That’s a double-edge sword. Obviously it may scare a lot of people
from touching me, but I think 1 had some huge name recognition

before it was available in stores. It will
be the only way fans can get the song
until his album, Echo, is released.

“He is the high-
est caliber of talent and we are proud
to help him not only reach his existing
fan base, but expose his music to the
many hundreds of thousands of daily
visitors to our site.”

Many MP3 advocates maintain
that musicians will be better off by

maintaining control of their music and
getting it directly to listeners who want
to buy it. Artists who sell their music
over the Web will maintain greater con-
trol over royalties than they would using
a traditional record company where
they have to feed enormous marketing
budgets. While that sounds great, ini-
tially, the downside is an artist will have
to contend with the loss of promotional
power and recording advances.

“How is an artist supposed to
make money to pay for a record,” asked
Jonathan Taplin, a former tour man-
ager for Bob Dylan and founder of on-

demand video provider, Intertainer, at a
panel discussion during the Silicon
Alley 99 conference. “Artists will
always need money to record and pro-
mote themselves. I'm worried about a
generation of kids who think music gets
created for nothing, which it doesn’t.”

MP3 has quickly become an
industry buzz, but at this point it's still
an alternate delivery method for music,
not an answer for replacing record
labels. But, don't blink.

help them to find a better job. Don't try to hire an
overnight person just to fill that slot. Try to hire
someone that's better than overnights but they need
a shot. There’s three ways to find talent: One is
tapes that arrive unsolicited or those that respond to
ads. Another is friends and acquaintances in the
business, that's a fertile way of finding leads — ask-
ing people who they heard recently that's interesting.
Constantly staying on top of those leads, not just
looking for talent when you need it. And third, dumb
luck. You run into somebody, or somebody falls into
your lap. You meet someone on the street and you're
intrigued. But rarely does that work out. We have
somebody on our morning show, Sue Kolinsky,
who was a stand-up comedian all her life, that's
been her career for years and years, and now she's
doing her first radio thing and she sounds awesome.

Developing talent has to be looked at realistically,
otherwise, we'll just have 15 or 20 jocks around the
country doing shifts for everybody. If a personality is
going to be put on Prophet and do four shifts a day,
then you are basically saying you don't care about a

R farm team of talent. In the
long run, it is going to catch
up with us.

One way to build
talent is to hire interns for
every daypart. Give them
production jobs, make them
producers, and slowly let them on the air on a
response level. Encourage your jock to talk to the
intern and have the intern talk back. Put the intern
around the jock so that they will learn how to run an
airshift. When they are ready, give them an
overnight or weekend job. A real key is to work with
talent and try to coach them on how to be more
entertaining. Ask them questions about what they
are trying to accomplish and where the humor is.

Smaller markets shouldn’t be so hasty to use

automation. Give someone that has prospective tal-

ent a shot at overnights or on the weekend. This
way, if you lose someone, there is a replacement in
the wings. That is what it comes down to. You
have to build from the inside or there won'’t be any-
thing there for you in the future.

I's never easy finding truly great talent. There's a
shortage of human beings in any line of work who
possess the innate, unique ability to communicate in
an expressive and colorful manner. Passion for one-
on-one communication in general has decreased,
making it harder to find the
next generation of stellar
broadcasters. Future broad-
casters watch the movie
Private Parts and dream of
becoming the next Howard
Stern. But they want to do it
their way - like Howard did.
They don’t want to have
rules, or be monitored. Only someone with the true
skills like Howard has can re-write the playbook for
success as a communicator.

Consolidation certainly plays a large role in
nurturing talent to a further level. Large broadcast
groups offer the opportunity to develop your own
sort of “farm system.” Jocks can start in smaller
markets and work their way through the chain to the
majors. I'd rather advance someone within our
company whenever the opportunity comes up. And
this kind of system has worked well for us so far.

Radio’s On-Line Opportunity

Recently Arbitron and Edison released
Internet Study Il - 1999: Radio and E-com-
merce. The key findings are quite a wake-
up call for radio stations and how they use
the Web.

With one-half of Americans online, the
opportunity to expand a station’s base is
only getting bigger. With the amazing leap
in online listening, there are a myriad of
opportunities for radio, from At-Work listen-
ing to whole new online ventures.

As little as a year ago, the Internet was,
for most stations, just a way to increase
*hip factor” and possibly generate addition-
al revenue. With online usage doubling at
an amazing rate, personal computers drop-
ping below $500, cable modems, and pub-
licity generated by amazing stock prices,
the Internet has worked its way into the
mainstream. The sales figures for online
retail during the last holiday season are
impressive, and now that online advertising
has passed the $1 billion mark (and is
expected to double this year), it's clear that
the Web is a force to be reckoned with

Get On Board Or Miss Out

It's a unique time when you can literally
watch the growth of a new medium weekly.
While no lines have been drawn in the
sand, it's safe to say the Internet is explod-
ing - with or without you. It's time to come
up with a solid strategy for your station,
cluster, and company as a whole for how
you want to approach this opportunity.

To that end, here are a number of
points from the Arbitron-Edison study that
need to be dealt with quickly, and some
thoughts we've developed over the last few
years watching, and working, with the
Web:

» Most online Americans are aware that
radio stations have Web sites, so better
content and increased promotion should
drive-up Web site visits.

» Music eCommerce represents a huge
opportunity for radio.

» The proportion of those online that
have listened to radio stations over the
Internet has jumped from 18 percent to 27
percent.

* Most station Web sites do not provide
the type of information desired by listeners.
Information drives Internet usage.

« Many consumers do not yet perceive
radio station Web sites as credible places
to make purchases.

At this point, not having a strong
Internet presence is a liability. If you don’t
have a good Web site for your station at
this point, people are noticing - and not in
a good way!

Internet Strategies

The most common strategies in Web
site development for radio have been:

1) Augmenting the station’s program-
ming product off-air.

2) Built-in advertising/marketing tool.

3) A source of non-traditional revenue.

These seem to be solid goals, but how
successful are most stations at reaching
them? Most importantly, how do they meet
the users’ expectations for your station’s
Web site?

The Arbitron-Edison study revealed a
serious shortcoming on radio’s part to suc-
cessfully target and keep its users visiting
their Web page.

Information Is Critical

A good test is to look at your Web site
and see which elements are most promi-
nent - and which are missing. Does your
front page have little, if any, information on
the music being played - yet a big, bold link
on e-mailing the jocks? Do you have a pic-
ture of your newsperson, but no informa-
tion on what times movies are showing or
where/how to buy the CD playing on the air
right now?

Consider this in terms of an image
pyramid - where you identify the most cru-
cial elements and make certain they are
the foundation, then let the other “flavor”
elements take up a smaller and smaller
percentage of the station - creating the
point of the pyramid.

This same approach can be applied to
your Web site - how much of the base of
your pyramid are you filling with what users
want - Information? Information must be
the base, or you will not develop and keep
an audience.

Let Your Imagination Guide You

When it comes to the Web, if you can
think of it, someone can make it happen.

Who that someone is varies, but don’t
let technical inability hold you back. You
don’t have to know how it works - just that
it can be done and does work. Be sure
you have a resource to let you know how
realistic your goals are - and how much it
might cost to implement them. If you're
using a computer in the basement with an
intern who scans pictures of jocks and
responds to E-mail, you have a long way to
go.

Almost every market has a good Web-
hosting company that you can work with.
Choose carefully and evaluate what they
have to offer - they may not even be local.
Just because they will “build and host your
page on trade” doesn’t make them right for
you. These people are part of your team
and should be selected as carefully as you
would any employee, not just because they
are “free” Web sites on trade with the low-
est bidder can be a huge mistake in your
long-term strategy.

A lack of staff with the skills and ability
to develop and maintain a Web site is per-
haps the biggest general issue facing
radio’s entry into the online arena.

Your Web site should be far more than a brand extension of your
station. It has its own value that should not be sold short. The peo-
ple visiting your Web site have value - they are not “freebies.”
Revenue opportunities abound, as do ways to grow your market y

This study should be viewed as a wake-up call for radio. There is
still time to dive in and embrace the Internet and make your mark.

Flood, Couldn’t Stand The Weather, Soul! To Soul, and In Step , as well as
a second greatest hits compilation, titled The Real Deal. The albums
have not only been given beautiful audio makeovers, they also offer
re-designed artwork, new liner notes, extra photos and most impor-
tantly, up to five previously unreleased bonus tracks per disc! Among
the many unshelved treasures are live versions of “Texas Flood,”
"Testify,” “The House ls Rockin’,” as well as unissued studio record-
ings of “Give Me Back My Wig,” “Little Wing/Third Stone From The
Sun,” and “Come On (Pt. III),” among many others. And — how cool
is this — included on each disc is a spoken word track by Vaughan in
which he speaks about a topic related to the bonus cuts! The Real
Deal: Greatest Hits 2 offers sixteen fan favorites and rarities, including
the hard-to-find “Pipeline” with Dick Dale (from the

[ Back To The Beach soundtrack) and a live version of
“Leave My Girl Alone” from an Epic promo-only disc.
It goes without saying that rarities like these are a

must for even casual fans, and his work has never
sounded better thanks to the digital remastering.

Produced by Steve
Albini, these two tracks from the album (and a B-side) are, simply put,
terrifying. All three tracks are experimental, sludgy and tribal, and
should prime you for the release of the full album late next month.

True fans of the
genre will play the whole album, but you can't go wrong with "Can't
Get It Wrong," "Gibberish” and "Lay It Down."

Silverchair, "Anthem For The Year 2000" (Epic) Spins increase (+124, 1135 total) as
"2000" slides into the Top 20 (21*-20*) and keeps its upward movement on the chart.
Three new adds (WKRO, WJBX, WMAD) mean over two-thirds of the panel is now
playing this track. The tour rolls on and continues to get great reviews everywhere.

Kid Rock, "Bawitdaba" (Atlantic/AG) Spivack's golden touch continues as Kid Rock
grabs five more adds this week and makes a chart debut (49*). Spins show a healthy
increase (+139, 446 total) even though most stations have relegated this to a night
track.

We reiterate our comments
from two weeks ago: This song is going to stretch the boundaries of
your radio station, but many of you said the exact same thing about
“"Song 2" and look how that turned out! This song deserves a shot,
don't discount it as "Tender" is infectious and leaves a lasting impres-
sion.

My Friend Steve, "Charmed" (Mammoth) WXXM, KZNZ, KNRQ, KCXX, and
WPGU all come aboard this week as Sean Maxson continues to develop this track.

Lo-Fidelity Allstars, "Battleflag" (Columbia/CRG) Slipping in at 50*, "Battleflag”
debuts on the chart and gets a great add week from a good crop of medium market
stations - KRZQ, WHTG, KNRK, WEQX, WXEG, WHMP, and WLRS. KROQ,
KITS, WBCN, WFNX, Q101, and KTEG are already spinning this.

Beth Orton, "Stolen Car” (Arista) This is the darling project for Rosenblum and
Gates. Fourteen adds put Ms. Orton's first single from her brilliant release, Central
Reservation, into the #2 Most Added slot. A strong picture is developing with this sin-
gle as 26 stations are already on “Stolen Car,” including KROQ, WBCN, KNDD,
WHFS, KITS, and WLIR.

Fountains Of Wayne, "Denise" (Atlantic/AG) Boston likes FOW, as WBCN and
WENX give "Denise” an add this week, along with seven other stations, bringing the
two-week cume to 30 stations. Bubbling under at 80%, don't expect Spivack and
Metzdorf to let this stay off the chart for too long.

Marilyn Manson, "Rock Is Dead" (Maverick/nothing/Interscope) Many night slots
are getting eaten up by "Rock Is Dead," as the Maverick/Interscope promotional dou-
ble team pulled in a dozen adds for Manson's latest single, bringing the cume to 29.
Breaking out of the night slot with good spins at KROX (25x), WLRS (25x) and KXTE
(23x).

Papa Vegas, "Bombshell” (RCA/Sid Flips) Poore and DiMaio strike Most Added
gold as 22 stations (26 cume) are set to drop "Bombshell" on their listeners. Look for a
plethora of adds again next week as more stations take notice of this standout track.

Placebo, "Every You
Every Me" (Hut/Virgin)

Dawn Hood insists that this
band are stars in the making
and we tend to agree. They
have a solid live performance,

Executive Producer is Modell's son John Modell. During the construc-
tion of the stadium, John hired Marcia Kapustin, one of the video direc-
tors for U2's 1997 PopMart tour, to run the video show at the Ravens
new stadium. HFStival will be the first music concert at PSINet
Stadium. As with past shows, WHFS will put together line-ups for a
main stage inside the stadium and for a second stage outside the venue.

As mentioned by the Post, one drawback to the move is the lack of con-
venient public transportation to the venue, specifically D.C.'s Metro,
which allowed WHEFS listeners from Northern Virginia and suburban
Maryland to be dropped off right at RFK Stadium. Those listeners will
now have to drive to Baltimore for the event or find alternate means of
transportation between D.C. and Baltimore.

WHEFS, with its booming stick that covers both
Washington, D.C. and Baltimore, is moving the
long-running and highly successful HFStival from
D.C.'s RFK Stadium to PSINet Stadium in
Baltimore. By making the move, the seating
capacity for the festival increases from 65,000 to
75,000. The station considered moving the festival to Jack Kent
Cooke Stadium in Lanham, MD but opted for PSINet Stadium,
which offers a better sound system and jumbo video screens. This
was a bonus for WHFS General Manager, Phil Zachary, who told
the Washington Post the relocation is "not a move away from

Washington,” as much as it was now being able to have a venue
that could offer a high-tech show.

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Why evolve from Rock to this?

Silver: I believe that this format is a viable player in any given
market. In Los Angeles, where the Rock market is over-saturat-
ed, you already have KLOS, ”Arrow,” KROQ, etc. They’re all
banging records, sometimes the same ones, and the differences
between the stations become shades of gray. When you do
properly programmed FM Talk, you are very unique. It’s very
black and white. It stands out, and it’s equally very profitable.
1t’s also really fun; beats the living shit out of programming a
Rock station.

Sinicropi: No one else in the market has this position. You have
to look for a way to stand out from the crowd. It’s a unique
position. Why fight with three or four other stations for records
and promotions with labels? They play a Led Zeppelin song,
we play one. They play Smashing Pumpkins, we play it. You
can’t own a record anymore. We’re not in that position any-
more. We were looking for a position that was unique, and this
is unique in Detroit. It gives us a good position as a unique sta-
tion, and it helps our cluster of stations with the over-all posi-
tion that we have in the market.

Reid Reker: There wasn't ever a clear intent to change the for-
mat of the station. The station hired Howard, and then had the
opportunity to put Steve Dahl on in the afternoon. The oppor-
tunity was then obvious. The station was relatively successful
as a Classic Rock station, but once you see what Howard and
Steve are capable of producing in terms of ratings, a light goes
on. Let’s start developing a Talk show for the middays, and
let’s start doing something at night. It was an evolution, as
opposed to somebody sitting around at a meeting saying,
“We're going to become an FM Talk station.” Now if I were to
sit in a meeting and try to decide whether or not I should take a
Classic Rock station and make an FM Talk, 1 would look at how
burned-out music is these days. When it comes to music we’re
all reading each other’s mail. 1 got into radio because I like
what’s between the records. I'm not a music person, so it’s
great for me because I get to put talent on the radio and see
how that works versus hoping that the new Metallica record is
actually a hit.

How do you build the Talk brand in people’s minds when
you were a Rock station?

Silver: I don’t care what you were before you were FM Talk or
youthful Talk, you’ve got to start over. It doesn’t matter what
you were.

Reker: We haven’t tried to build a Talk brand. The personalities
have done that on their own. It hasn’t been a traumatic over-
haul of the perception of the radio station. More people have
heard of this radio station as a Talk station with personalities

Steve Sinicropi: “This is a Rock station without the records.

like Steve Dahl, Jonathon Brandmeier, and Howard Stern than
they ever did as a Classic Rock station.

Ken Stevens: The format speaks for itself. It’s so clearly differ-
ent from everything else on the dial that there’s instant brand
awareness.

Sinicropi: It’s by putting on the kind of program that they’re
going to be attracted to. Stern hasn’t gotten a lot of outside
advertising in the market, but he has attracted a very large
audience. And, using him as the engine for the other shows,
we're stacking the deck in our favor. By taking top-rated shows
in other Midwest markets like Chicago, we've got proven win-
ners. We've got an all-star line-up. We're not starting out with
”"Who's that?,” and “Gee, I hope this works.”

How do you find talent to follow Howard Stern?

Silver: It’s very simple. You hire radio professionals. Period.
What you don't hire is stand-up comedians, out-of-work actors,
former Brady Buncli members or famous house guests. Find the
talent at radio conventions from coast-to-coast. There are so
many morning shows around the country that could make the
transition to FM Talk that it’s frightening. What we did in Los
Angeles was eliminate all the aforementioned and hired
Jonathon Brandmeier for middays. His morning show has
always been personality-driven. I can think of ten morning
shows in America that can transition to FM Talk if you want to
pay them. People who have done morning shows for years-
and-years could transition easily. Management would just have
to pay a morning show price for an afternoon show. Radio sta-
tions are built from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m., and if you handle those
three dayparts properly, then you can think out-of-the-box after
that. But, don’t put the local mayor, who sounds funny at a
press conference, on the air for four-hours-a-day. It's very, very
tough to do a Talk show like this.

Sinicropi: It is difficult. You have to turn over rocks to find the
shows. And, then you have to market them like you would a
Rock station; with great promotions, street presence, traditional
marketing and guerilla marketing. But you maintain the types
of promotions and visibility that you normally would have
with a Rock station. You're at concerts, you're on the street,
you're at clubs, you’re doing events. It doesn’t have a Talk
show mentality, it’s got a music station mentality; from the
imaging, the positioners, and the promos, all the way to the
street presence.

Reker: For so many years all of our young talent has been
brought up with Program Directors that sit behind computers
and worry about music rotations, and they don’t really concern
themselves with developing and growing talent. When I look at

»
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bringing on new talent, I look at morning shows in smaller
markets around America. But finding somebody that is on par
with Howard Stern is a very, very difficult task. You start with
the concept and then develop the talent. We've developed a dif-
ferent concept for nights, following Steve Dahl. “Radio For
Men,” sponsored by Playboy magazine, created a lot of buzz,
and we do a lot of different and unique things with it. Had 1
just brought on an air talent, I'm not sure that it would have
had the same strength that the overall concept has.

Stevens: We went through a lot of experimentation. We tried
some nationally known comedians on the theory that it would
be easier to teach a comedian radio, than to teach a radio guy to
be funny. They all failed. They had their twenty to ninety min-
utes worth of material, and after that, the best that any of them
could do was...go to the phones. We looked for people who
were successful in a competitive situation in morning drive,
doing the kind of show that we knew relied on their talent and
personality. Not music or phone calls, or longevity in the mar-
ket. To do this successfully requires real honest-to-God talent.
You can’t fool this audience. There are only a handful of people
in the country who can do it. Maybe the best morning show in
your market has a place in this format. But the guys that do this
the best are the guys you've heard of: Howard Stern, Don &
Mike, Steve Dahl, Brandmeier, G. Gordon Liddy. They’re all
different, but they have in common that ability to do a four-
hour show; without playing any records, without taking any
phone calls, and still having some listeners left at the end of
four hours.

Jeremy Coleman: [WJFK'’s PD] G. Gordon Liddy was on the
speaker circuit, and we created him from scratch as a radio tal-
ent, even though he had all of the right elements. We found our
evening show, “The Sports Junkies,” on cable access. It's a ques-
tion of knowing what to look for and being willing to look for it
in weird places.

How long did it take you to realize what would be most com-
patible with Howard?

Stevens: It took over a year to realize what we could do.
Howard was so successful in the morning that we could actual-
ly do a morning show in every daypart. The first people
recruited were our biggest competitors, Don & Mike, who were
competing with Howard across town. But we couldn’t deal
with them until their contract was up, so it took some time to
put the format together. When I first proposed doing this for-
mat to my boss, Mel Karmazin, he said, “Ken, that idea’s only
as good as the talent you can get to do it,” and he was absolute-
ly right. That's the story of the format to date. The stations, and
the people doing this format, are only as good as the talent they
can get.

Reid Reker: “There’s no wa

Explain the “frame” of the station: production, attitude, and
other elements.

Silver: The frame of the station is as creative as the talent. The
two major selling points that are included in all the promos are:
“97.1 The FM Talk station,” and “The Future Of Talk Radio.”
We don’t refer to the call letters. Most of the production
includes audio drops from the shows, with the exception of
Howard. We're unable to use any of his audio. It’s all creative
and tongue-in-cheek. The production’s really slick and tight,
like a good Top 40 station or a good Alternative Rock station.
The promos and the creative production are as funny and as
unique as the various shows, and that’s the key. It’s a Rock sta-
tion that doesn’t play any records. We share most of our audi-
ence with Rock stations, and most of the personalities are in the
Rock generation demo. Many of our shows, Jonathon
Brandmeier in Los Angeles, or Don & Mike in D.C,, feature
musical celebrities. We’ve had Van Halen and KISS on our
midday show, and 1 daresay that neither of the Rock stations in
Los Angeles even wanted to get involved with those bands. In
the same breath, we had Coolio on and it was an awesome,
insightful, compelling interview. For a radio station to put
musical genre barriers on itself is/was the worst part about
doing music radio. The best part about doing FM Talk is that if
you're interested in Coolio and the story that he can tell, then
you book him as a guest. In the same breath, you can book
Hillary Clinton or cover the topic, “Is Your Girlfriend A
Lesbian If She Tastes Her Own Juices?” To people who ask why
we’d waste an FM signal on a Talk format I respond that it's
better than being the third-rated AC, Classic Rock, or Active
Rock station. As a pure marketing plan, once you’re an FM Talk
station, you're the first and you're the only. Those are two
excellent marketing niches to have; first, only.

Reker: The station has a high level of personality that occasion-
ally uses music to accent the personality. If we were a Rock sta-
tion, you'd probably call us Mainstream Rock, as opposed to
Alternative. 1t’s a very in-your-face radio station. The station
provokes emotion in the audience. From the time Howard goes
on until the time “Radio For Men” is over at night, we explore
the emotions of our audience. We can make ‘em angry, make
‘em laugh, make ‘em happy, make ‘em sad. There’s no way to
listen to this station and sit on the fence. You'll love it or hate it.

Sinicropi: The production elements have a lot of attitude. The
promos are hard-hitting, and they sell the shows, the lifestyle,
and the attitude of the Extreme Radio listener. “97.1 Extreme
Radio, Detroit’s FM Talk Station.” These are not sleepy promos.
It's a Rock attitude all the way. You would never confuse this
with an AM radio station. Tf you were listening to the produc-
tion on the best Rock station in any given market, that’s what
you're going to hear on this radio station. It's going to have the

to listen to this station and sit
on the fence. You’ll love it or hate it”.
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same feel, sound and attitude. We're just dripping testosterone.
This is a destination station for men.

Coleman: Everything that you would find on a top-rated Rock
station, you'd find on this station. The attitude of the produc-
tion elements, the positioning of the station are very similar to
Rock. Basically, the talent is Rock morning shows all day. And,
our audience are the same people that listen to, or actually,
don't listen to, Rock stations but would if we weren’t around.
They do listen to Rock stations. So in order to communicate
with them, we do the same thing.

What specific slogans do you use?

Sinicropi: ”97.1 Extreme Radio, Detroit’s FM Talk Station.”
We'll package up little imaging pieces from each of the shows
to promote the individual shows. It’s like a television station
would promote a line-up. Contesting also helps: Dahl is doing
a fly-away with a plane-load of people to Maui in March. It's a
listen-to-win contest within the show. It’s the same sort of
imaging, prizes, that tap into that lifestyle. It gives you tremen-
dous latitude. As an advertiser, who wouldn’t want to reach
that Male 25-44 target? It’s hard to reach them on television or
any other medium.

Reker: “The Package.” It was actually Steve Dahl’s idea. Steve
has a character called “Anthony,” and he’s a Southside Italian
guy. It's very Chicago. It allows us to do whatever we want. We
haven’t necessarily labeled the station, so we're allowed to do a
“Rock Of The Eighties” show at night because it's all part of the
package.

Coleman: We position the station with the names of the talent.
That is our product. Just like saying you're the Classic Rock sta-
tion, we're a Howard Stern station, and the Don & Mike sta-
tion, and “The Sports Junkies” station, and the G. Gordon
Liddy station. The only positioning that we use are the names
of our shows.

Do you think that FM Talk is the best way to maximize
Howard’s cume?

Silver: You have to give Howard all the credit. Howard’s the
reason that these stations exist, but maximizing Howard’s cume
is not my job. My job is to build a radio station after Howard
Stern that is as compelling as his morning show. Howard's
cume is Howard’s cume, then you’ve got to do something after
he gets off the air. Is it better to play Queen “Bohemian
Rhapsody” after Howard or is it better to go to Jonathon
Brandmeier? I'll take Johnny B. any day. Those tired, stale,
Classic Rock records are useless. In Los Angeles, where the
number of English-speaking males is decreasing, it’s not a

viable choice for us any more. I would rather hang my hat on
the talents of Howard, Johnny B, Tom Leykis, and the rest of
these guys, than the resurgence of The Black Crowes.

Sinicropi: People that listen to Howard aren’t listening for
music. He doesn’t play music. It is Talk programming. It’s a dif-
ficult challenge to have a powerful, compelling morning show
like Stern and then go into music afterwards and expect it to
have success at the same level. Some stations have been able to
do it, but it is tough. It shows that guys are going to tune in to a
program that doesn’t have music if they find the content com-
pelling. And, that’s definitely the case with Stern. It’s also the
case with Mancow, with Dahl, and with Leykis. These are all
very successful programs that don’t play records and they’re
leaders in their respective markets. We don’t have to worry
about whether there’s good product coming out, or whether we
can get an exclusive, or who's going to get the signage at a con-
cert. We can also promote any concert. We've got more concert
business now than when we were playing records. Before it
was, “Well, you know, you don’t really play The Rolling
Stones, so we won't buy you for that.” Now I don’t play any-
body, so they’ve been buying me for everything.

Coleman: History would say that the best way to keep
Howard’s cume around the rest of the day is FM Talk shows
that are good. The problem is that there’s no such thing as FM
Talk, there’s just a few good shows. We happen to have put
together a bunch that work.

Do you think the format would work in other markets?
Sinicropi: If it can work on the east coast, west coast, and in the
Midwest, I'd challenge you to find an area of the country where
it would not work.

Silver: When we're having this discussion in 2009 there will be
an FM Talk station in many, many, many markets. And, the rea-
son it will work in those markets are all the same. If you have a
strong line-up of radio professionals doing Talk radio on FM, it
will succeed. Again, my only caution is...lay off the famous
house guests and take it easy on Pop icons from the seventies.
Only rely on radio people, because this is the hardest format
there is.

Stevens: It will be in every market. The format is only as good
as the talent you can get. And, there’s only one Howard Stern,
one Steve Dahl, one Don & Mike, one G. Gordon Liddy, one
Jonathon Brandmeier. There are not enough to go around. You
might find a morning show in your market that can fill one day-
part in this format, but after that you're going to have to look
elsewhere for more. And, you’re going to have to look to the
networks. G. Gordon Liddy and Don & Mike are syndicated.

Jack Silver: “...lay off the famous house guests and take it easy on Pop icons from the
seventies. Only rely on radio people, because this is the hardest format there is.”
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They’re available through the networks. Howard Stern, Don
Imus, Dahl and Brandmeier will be available. The talent will
soon be available to everyone.

Why aren’t more people doing this?

Stevens: The talent is hard to come by and there are a lot of peo-
ple who don’t get it. There are people in Washington, D.C,, in
radio, who don’t know that WJFK is the #1 billing station in
town, and would be surprised to hear it. I always did Rock, and
when I started working with Howard Stern I realized that this
formula works, which means good revenue. Because of the
structure you can add more inventory which equals great rev-
enue. You combine the kind of inventory you can run in Talk
radio with the kind of demographics that you deliver in Rock
radio, and you become the #1 biller.

Sinicropi: Let’s face it, any time you change a format on a radio
station it’s a big decision, and companies have made big invest-
ments so they think these things out very carefully. Every sta-
tion wants to have a unique position in the market, and in
Detroit, this is a unique position. Instead of being one of three to
five Rock stations in a market you could have this unique posi-
tion. I would much rather be doing what we’re doing than be
battling it out with four other Rock stations. Saying, “No, no, we
play half as much Led Zeppelin and twice as much Pumpkins.”

Silver: Its on the front side of the success cycle, so the tendency
is for people to want to see how long, where and well it will
work. The only reason it hasn’t jumped on more stations is
because people are just waiting and seeing. The reality of radio,
as you know, is there are so many followers. Everyone’s still
catching up on last year’s bandwagon. Everyone’s still trying to
play yesterday’s Classics and R&B Soul. Look at your radio sta-
tion and your billing. Do you have a sick soldier on your hands?
If you've got a sick soldier, pull the trigger. If you're making
your ratings and revenue numbers, we're not having this dis-
cussion. In every single radio station in every city in America,
from WNEW, to Alice in San Francisco, to Eagle in Dallas, those
folks should take a good, solid look at what they’re really doing
and see if they could increase their ratings and revenue by being
a unique and very powerful Talk station that just happens to be
on FM.

Reker: There are just so many ways that we can recycle the
same old records. When you find an adult that has been burned
out on Classic Rock and isn’t particularly fond of the new music
that’s being produced, they’re looking for something. If you can
Rock ‘em with Talk, you can get ‘em.

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that your sta-
tion has no direct format competition
in the market. Now, imagine your
target andience is young adult males.
Imagine record labels happily setting
you up witl on-air interviews of top-
tier artists whose music you're not
even playing.

Too good to be true? Not if you're
one of the farsighted progranimers
bringing along one of the newer FM
Talkers. These stations have, for the
most part, built programming around
the remarkable draw of Howard
Stern in the morning, and added
other Talk hosts after Howard, not
even attempting to go back to a music
format for the other dayparts. Is it
working? According to the Fall "98
Arbitron, like gangbusters.

WJFK/Washington, D.C. — the
grand-daddy of Infinity’s FM Talkers
— has a 7.6 in Men 25-49 (number
one in the market) and a 7.5 in Men
18-34 (tied for third). More impor-
tant, it had $19.5 million in revenues
in '97, according to "Duncan’s Radio
Market Guide,” making it the mar-
ket's second highest biller. That's espe-
cially noteworthy in light of 'JFK’s
spotty signal.

Sister station WCKG/Chicago
scored a 6.3 in Men 25-49 (number
one) and a 6.0 Men 18-34 (fourth).
KLSX/Los Angeles notched a 5.0 in
Men 25-49 (tied for third) and a 4.6
in Men 18-34 (seventh). Last fall,
WKRK/Detroit becane the fourth
Infinity FM to go FM Talk. At
presstime, the New York rumor mill
was in overdrive about a possible flip
to FM Talk at 31-year-old rocker
WNEW-FM, another Infinity proper-
ty.

Though no one’s been more bull-
ish on the format than Infinity, FM
Talk’s biggest ratings success story
belongs to Clear Channel’s
WTKS/Orlando. The station is num-
ber one in every male demo, second in
25-54 adults, and fifth in market rev-
ernues.

Testosterone-fueled ratings aren’t
the only benefit that programming an
FM Talker will bring a company.
Traditionally, Talk stations can run a
significantly higher spotload, because
the commercials aren’t perceived as
an interruption in the programming
flow. These stations have other
unique benefits and challenges that
we explored with KLSX PD Jack
Silver, WCKG PD Reid Reker
WJFK GM Ken Stevens and PD
Jeremy Coleman, and WKRK
VP/GM Steve Sinicropi.

What makes FM Talk different from AM Talk?

Jack Silver: The major difference is “it’s on FM,” and that’s not as funny as it sounds. It's much
more viable and attractive for younger demos because that’s where the foot traffic is. In most
major markets, and even in smaller markets, 75 to 80% of the foot traffic is on FM, so the pri-
mary difference and the reason it’s so powerful is because that’s where everybody already is.
You don’t have to drag them over to AM to get them to listen to the station.

Steve Sinicropi: Being on FM is an important distinction. AM, traditionally, has been a band
that has catered to an older audience and it has a traditional type of Talk radio. Typically, when
you look at established AM Talkers that reach an older crowd — they do great with the 55+
crowd, or a 45+ crowd — they were built on sports franchises and others things that a tradi-
tional AM Full Service or Talk station does. People aren’t going to come to us for the school
lunches and the lost dog. That’s not what this is all about. This is a Rock station without the
records. It’s got the same attitude as a Rock station, but it’s for the guy who's tired of hearing
Led Zeppelin for the fifteen hundredth time. It’s based on compelling and entertaining person-
alities and programs that are targeted to 25-44 Males. It's got an attitude that you're not finding
on AM. When you lead off with Howard Stern it sets the tone for the radio station. We have
the biggest, best morning show in the world as a foundation to build on. If you're so successful
in morning drive with a show that is personality driven, why not take that concept and put a

morning show in every daypart? That’s really what we’ve done.
