The first collection of all-new
material from the two since 1979s In Through The Out
Door, Page and Plant were joined by their touring rhythm
section of Charlie Jones and Michael Lee and recorded
the album in 35 days, with Steve Albini (Nirvana) record-
ing.

Chancellor Signs de Castro & Devine
To Five Year Deals

Speculation that Jimmy de
Castro and Matthew Devine would
follow Scott Ginsburg out the door
at Chancellor Media ended April 20
with the announcement that
Chairman Tom Hicks has inked
both execs to new five year employ-
ment contracts. de Castro, whose 11
year partnership with Ginsburg
ended last week, will continue as
Chancellor's COO with expanded
responsibilities. Devine will remain
as CFO.

Hicks moved quickly to lock up
his two senior executives after
Ginsburg’s shocking exit (fmqb April
20) caused Chancellor’s stock to lose
approximately 15% of its value in
three days. Wall Street responded
positively to the news, with Chancel-
lor stock rebounding 3-3/4 on April 20.

Arbitron Discovers
Missing Diaries In
Winter Book

Arbitron has reprocessed and is
reissuing Winter '98 market reports
for New York, Los Angeles, Chicago
and Nassau-Suffolk after a software
error omitted a batch of Phase III
diaries. Few stations’ ratings were
affected by the revised reports. In
New York, for example, only three
stations’ 12+ shares were changed:
Market leader WLTW’s 6.7 was
revised to 6.6, WKTU was dealt a 3.8
instead of a 3.9, and WADO-AM
scored a 2.4 instead of the 2.3 figure
previously released.

“There was a glitch in our diary
scanning software that inadvertently
dropped a few diaries in the third
phase,” Arbitron VP of Communica-
tions Thom Mocarsky told finqb.

The reprocessing put 55 miss-
ing diaries back in the New York in-
tab, which totalled 10,476 diaries

Chancellor also announced that
it has reached a separation and con-
sultancy agreement with Ginsburg,
under which he will resign from the
company’s Board of Directors.

Ginsburg’s departure stemmed
from disagreements over his future
role in Chancellor, which is expected

to expand and diversify into an inter-
national media company over the
next year. According to media ana-
lyst Bear Stearns, Chancellor is “con-
sidering substantial changes in its
asset mix” that could include rolling-
in sister Hicks, Muse companies
Capstar (small market radio), STC
Corp (small market TV), and LIN
Television (large market TV), as well
as international broadcast invest-
ments. Bear Stearns also believes
Chancellor is eyeing other radio
assets (like Jacor), television compa-
nies (such as Pulitzer), and outdoor
companies. Chancellor could even
acquire or be folded into a major
broadcast network. Adding these
assets to Chancellor’s large market
radio holdings and its AMFM radio

Seagram Looking At EMI Group,
Following Fifield’s Exit

Those rumors about Canada’s Seagram Co. buying British music giant
EMI Group are back again. Quoting a source, Reuters reports talks between
the two companies have been occurring “for weeks in and around London.”

Provoking the renewed speculation is Jim Fifield’s long expected depar-
ture as No. 2 executive at EMI Group, which came to pass April 17 after he
logged ten years with the company. Fifield will not be replaced. Two execu<
tives who previously reported to Fifield — EMI Recorded Music CEO Ken
Berry and EMI Music Publishing Chairman/CEO Martin Bandier — have
been appointed to EMI’s board of directors.

Why Seagram and why now? The EMI Group’s significant European pres
ence and relatively small North American market share would make a good fi
with the U.S.-focused operations of Seagram’s Universal Music Group, whicl
includes the MCA, MCA Nashville/Decca, Geffen/DGC, Interscope
Universal/Uptown, Rising Tide, GRP, and Hip-O labels, along with distrib
tion, publishing, international and concert divisions. EMI has 17% of the no
U.S. market, compared to Universal’s 3%. Conversely, Universal ties up abo
12% of the U.S. market.

EMI Group, which includes the Virgin and Capitol labels and an extrem
ly profitable music publishing division, is currently valued somewhegk
between $6.6 and $8.0 billion according to analysts, a more attractive pricetag
than the $9 billion figure tossed around when Seagram looked at the comp§-
ny two years ago. EMI’s stock price has tumbled 33% over the past year.

“It makes sense for Seagram’s if they can buy EMI at a logical pride
because Seagram’s music operations are relatively weak in internatiol

An EMI-Seagram deal could involve other partners like DreamWorlis,
experts say.

MILLION IN PAY-FOR-PLAY
DEALS? Analyst Bear Stearns says
the media investment firm men-
tioned during an April 16th confer-
ence call that it’s written $25 million
in contracts for the concept already.
“The company could use the strength
of distribution of the 400+ radio sta-
tions owned by Chancellor and
Capstar and combined cumulative
12+ reach of nearly 61 million listen-
ers and take full advantage of the
economics of these ‘audio infomer-
cials,” Bear Stearns said in a report.

WMMS WELCOMES BACK JO-
EY Active Rock WMMS/Cleveland
welcomed back the former bad boy of
the Indians when Albert Belle
returned to Cleveland’s Jacobs Field
in a White Sox uniform. It seems the
fans are still hurting from Belle
abandoning the team for a big money
deal in Chicago. Enter WMMS, who
made up 50,000 10” x 13" signs
emblazoned with the Buzzard logo
and the name Jo-ey, which Belle used
before completing alcohol rehabilita-
tion in 1991. The signs were passed
out to fans prior to the game. The
signs also appeared under the hotel
room doors of the visiting White Sox
players. “If I find out they had access
to the names and rooms, I'll be very
upset,” Sox GM Ron Shueler said of
'MMS in the Chicago Sun-Times.
The stunt received local TV coverage
as well as coverage in the Sun-Times
and the Cleveland Plain Dealer. “It
only cost about $5,000 to have the
cards made up, which isn’t much con-
sidering all the publicity we’re get-
ting” WMMS PD Bob Neumann
told the Sun-Times. “We're already
thinking of things to do when the Big
Unit (Seattle’s. Randy Johnson]
comes into Cleveland after throwing
at [The Indians] Kenny Lofton last
week.”

BIG CITY IN THE WINDY CITY
Last week, Big City Radio, Inc. owned
two Chicago area radio stations. This
week, the company expanded their
Chicago stable to six, picking up
WCBR-FM/Arlington Heights from
Darrell Peters Production, Inc,
WLRT-FM, Kankokee from
STARadio, Inc. and WDEK-FM and
WLBK-AM/DeKalb from De Kaub
Radio Studios, Inc. The company is
currently using their Synchronized
Total Market Coverage technology to

Kakoyiannis. “In keeping with Big
City Radio’s strategy, these new sta-
tions will enable us to fill under-
served format niches in Chicago and
broaden both our local and national
revenue base.”

WESTWOOD TRIED TO KEEP
KASEM A story in the Wall Street
Journal has Casey Kasem’s lawyers
saying that Westwood One signed an
eleventh-hour $2.3 million advertis-
ing pact with CBS in order to keep
the countdown king on their network.
The documents were recently
revealed during the $10 million
breach of contract lawsuit Westwood

One has filed against Kasem.
Kasem’s contract with Westwood had
a clause saying that he could leave if
advertising revenue for his count-
down show dropped below $6 million
a year. That looked to be the case
towards the end of 1997 until
Westwood signed the deal with CBS,
which owns 26% of Westwood One, on
December 2. The one year contract
was for commercials to be run over a
one-year period starting December 8,
1997. Westwood included the $2.6
million in their 1997 revenue.
Kasem’s lawyers claim that 1997 rev-
enue “has to be money for advertise-
ments that aired in 1997.” He says
such a viewpoint is in line with gen-
erally accepted accounting principles
on revenue recognition. Westwood
maintains these rules do not apply to
their contract with Kasem. Without
the CBS deal, Kasem’s show pulled in
about $4 million in 1997, court filings
show. Westwood was also using the
low advertising volume as a way to
try to reduce Kasem’s compensation.

That all changed when they learned
Kasem was looking to jump ship. “If
someone else wanted Casey, then
that makes Westwood want Casey
(more),” a Westwood executive
allegedly told Kasem’s agent in
November. The executive also hinted
that the show’s advertising would
dramatically pick up saying, “watch
us, it will be amazing. We might even
do CBS-TV spots.”

JACKSON PROTESTS EEO RUL-
ING Jesse Jackson has called on
Attorney General Janet Reno and
President Clinton to appeal the
federal court’s decision striking down
the FCC’s minority hiring rules. He
was joined on the steps of the Justice
Department by representatives of the
NAACP and their Legal Defense
Fund. On Tuesday, April 14, a three-
judge panel ruled that the FCC’s
EEO rules are unconstitutional. The
court found that the FCC had failed
to justify its claim that hiring minori-
ties and women leads to greater
diversity in programming. Jackson
met with the Justice Department’s
top civil rights attorney, Bill Lann
Lee, who could not make a commit-
ment to an appeal because that deci-
sion would have to come from the
Attorney General. NAB President
Eddie Fritts stated that NAB mem-
ber stations would continue to recruit
minorities despite the court’s ruling,
but Jackson indicated that he was
not entirely confident that broadcast-
ers would honor Fritts’ commitment.
Jackson commented that boycotts of
broadcasters who do not support
diversity would be the result.

DREAMWORKS LAWSUIT Back
in 1995, the newly formed Dream-
Works was sued by a company called
Dreamwerks, which organizes con-
ventions for fans of Star Trek and

other shows. Dreamwerks argued
that it’s customers might be confused
and think they were dealing with the
studio/record company. A lower court
judge threw the case out. But now,
according to a report in the LA Times,
a three-judge panel of the US. 9th
Circuit Court of Appeals in Pasadena
reversed that ruling. The case will
now proceed to trial.

ARBITRON OFFERS NON-COM
RATINGS Nearly 2,000 Public and
Non-commercial radio stations in the
country will now have fast access to
Public radio listening estimates
through Arbitron’s Media Profes-
sional software. The data is collected
during Arbitron’s regular survey
periods in conjunction with commer-
cial station estimates. This will
enable advertising agencies to make
informed decisions about underwrit-
ing Public radio programming.

POLYGRAM 1ST QUARTER
PROFITS DIP Dutch entertainment
group PolyGram NV announced this
past week that a decline in its music
sales triggered an 88% drop in their
first quarter net profits. Specifically,
profits dropped to $7.5 million, while
overall sales rose 4% to $1.4 billion.
Contributing to that slight increase
was a $24 million increase in
PolyGram’s film business. In a state-
ment to shareholders, PolyGram
President Alain Levy stated, “While
we are disappointed with our music
results in the first three months, we
expect to see improved performance
as the release schedule unfolds, par-
ticularly in the second half of the
year. At the present time, we expect
music performance in the second
quarter of 1998 to be approximately
in line with that of last year, while
film will have a soft second quarter.”

As a member of
Wings, Linda provided competent key-
board work and background vocals to
many of Paul’s albums.

Liquid Soul’s Funk grooves, Jazz technique and
street sensibility will make your listeners want to dance. The best
tracks to Funk up your playlist are: “Salt Peanuts/Chocolate Covered
Nut,” “Cabbage Roll,” “Cookie’s Puss,” and “No Cents.” For straight Jazz
try: “Ramblin’,” and “Rickey’s Hat.”

FULL FLOWER, MUSE-EEK

If you've seen the movie Midnight Cowboy you've
heard Mikhal. She sang with Elephant’s Memory
on the soundtrack. Full Flower sees Mikhal draw-
ing from a wide range of musical styles.

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Flaming Ambition:
Patty Griffin’s Rock Album

As the youngest of seven children, Patty
Griffin has had to struggle to be heard for all of
her life. Her debut album, Living With Ghosts,
was a delightful surprise for Griffin, Progressive
programmers and listeners. “Let Him Fly,” “Every
Little Bit” (both of which were remixed and rere-
leased) and “Mad Mission” were just three of the
tracks that got Progressive airplay and featured
Griffin’s lovely voice and personal and heartfelt
lyrics. She was not only being heard, people were
really listening. Before her debut was released,
Griffin had gone into the studio to add more pro-
duction to her stripped-down demos for A&M but
she felt intimidated by the process and unhappy
with the results. The label agreed with Griffin’s
concerns about the added production and the
album was released in a form that was almost
identical to her original demos: just voice and gui-
tar. Two years of touring have helped Griffin get
over stage fright that made her voice a “squeak”
and find the confidence to embrace the eloquently
expressive poet and artist that was alluded to on
her debut. With her new release, Flaming Red,
produced by Jay Joyce and Tom Lord-Alge, she’s
found her voice and her confidence and has put out
the Rock record that she’s always wanted. We
talked with Patty in Austin on Friday, April 17, the
day after the tornados in Nashville, where she lived
while recording the new album.

| loved Living With Ghosts. | was surprised
that your debut was so spare and not a big
production.

I did try that at first. I picked out a producer and
we made a whole record. But, the record company
preferred the demos so much I said, “Well, do you
want to put those out?” And they were cool with it.
I hope you'll like the new album. It’s a lot differ-
ent.

Do you think that the touring and the perfor-
mance helped you overcome some of your
natural reticence about telling musicians
what to do in the studio?

A lot of that has to do with working with Jay
Joyce, who produced the record. I met him to do
this song for a movie, Niagara, Niagara, which just
came out.

“Regarding Mary?”

Right. We had a really great time in the studio,
and he volunteered. He said, “Come on down to
Nashville and we'll work out of my house. [ just
really had a great time working with you. If you
want to hang out, work and see what happens, you
can.” We worked together for eight months. He
gave me the opportunity to get relaxed. People
would come in to work on demos for free, just
friends of his hanging out. I really was able to ease
into it. It’s hard to be on the road and have to meet
all these new people and keep up your shy habits.

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As a shy person, how did you manage talk
yourself into this career?

When you're shy you end up with a lot of things
that go unexpressed, so there’s like this overflow
that you have to learn how to get out or you'll get
an ulcer or worse. My shyness is part of the reason
why my singing is so over-the-top. It's dramatic
because I need it to be that way. I need to be able
to lose myself in it.

Do you think learning to perform your person-
al thoughts and feelings have affected your
personality?

I don’t know. My personality is something that
someone else perceives. I really like doing what
I'm doing because it kicks my ass into growing. I
have to grow all the time. Everything about my
life’s always moving at the speed of light, You feel
like you're in constant chaos and confusion. I like
the way things are turning out for me in the music
biz.

You're gearing up to tour and visit radio?
When I finally get a hold of my manager!
{Nashville-based Michael Baker was unreach-
able at the time of this interview due to tornados.]
These are great radio stations, like KGSR here in
Austin, and the World Cafe in Philadelphia. 1 feel
like I live at Ann Delisi’s station |[CIDR]. Just get
me an office there. I've been there so many times.
Every time I was in town they promoted hy
shows. They have a lot to do with why I sell-out
shows there. They have everything to do with why
I sell tickets and records in Detroit. I've been
treated so well, considering the first record was
just guitar and voice. I've been amazed at the air-
play I've gotten. I have a lot of people to thank.

Do you write the words first and then frame
the music around them?

It depends on the song. You can get a single line of
poetry, write it down, and not use it until two
years later. I heard Liz Phair say, that it’s like
the sculpture and the rock. It’s just a process. I
don’t know how it works, but it’s really nice to be
able to do it. I can’t put a finger on it how it all
comes together, but it does.

Are you looking forward to getting back out
on the road?

I was supposed to be heading to Nashville today to
start rehearsing the band tomorrow. I don’t know
what’s up with that now. The plan is to be on the
road this summer. We're going out for a little quiet
tour in May, and doing some industry things. Then
we’ll tour through the summer.

Kenny Aronoff is on the new album. Who else
did you work with?
Emmylou Harris does some singing. She’s been



really supportive the last couple of
years. I'll go to a town like
Louisville, Kentucky, and someone
will say to me, “Oh, I heard
Emmylou Harris on an interview in
town and she was talking you up,
and I went out and got your record.”
She sang on a song called “Mary,”
which was magical. That was the
thrill of my life. I said, “I'm sitting
here watching Emmylou Harris
singing my song.” There’s an amaz-
ing group of Nashville musicians
that Jay Joyce brought in. He’s pret-
ty well known in guitar-playing cir-
cles. He has a band of his own called
Iodine which just put a record out.

As the youngest of seven you had
a need to be heard?

Yeah, definitely. It was pretty damn
entertaining. My mom is really a
great singer, and she did inspire me
in that way; and her mother is also a
great singer. My grandmother,
Imelda, she’s ninety-two.

Do you think that opening for
other artists had anything to do
with the way you attack your
songs on-stage? Trying to get

through to the audience?

I was exploring a lot of different
ways of expressing myself. I've
always had a Rock and Roll back-
ground. I always planned on making
a Rock record. I was too shy through
my twenties to get to know a group
of musicians long enough to start a
band. When I was in Boston I just
did solo work. There was so much to
work on that I stuck with it solo. It
was a good way for me to write
songs, and I really started to love
writing, so that became my focal
point. But this [the new album] is
really the most natural thing for me
to do. The way I perform my acoustic
stuff is the way it feels best for me
on any given night. Sometimes it
Just feels really crazy, so it comes out
that way on-stage.

Do you have a temper, or is your
songwriting the way deal with
your rage and anger?

I've got a temper. The music’s not
the only place it comes out. There’s
been a few broken plates in my life.

While it might be cathartic and
very healthy to get the anger out,

does it ever scare you? “My
goodness, | didn’t realize | had
this.”

No, it’s weird. It’s a good thing to do.
Rage is a teacher and it’s a very
informative emotional state. You
really learn a lot when you let your-
self go into it. Hopefully, you can do
it in a way that’s constructive. That’s
what'’s really cool about music. You
really can share rage and anger and
hope it doesn’t bug the shit out of
anybody. No one’s ever asked me
that one before.

Who really influences you?

It keeps on changing. I have the
weirdest record collection. I missed
out of a lot of good music in the
eighties because of my life at the
time, so I just discovered The
Replacements. I got into The Smiths
recently. When I was writing Living
With Ghosts 1 was listening to The
Smiths and The Cocteau Twins, and
things from the ‘80s, because I spent
all of the ‘80s listening to Aretha
Franklin, and Etta James, and
studying singers. There’s so much
interesting music out there. The new
album goes over a lot of different

hills. That’s really how I am, musi-
cally. I don’t want to just do one
thing.

What'’s in the CD player?

It’'s either Tim, The Replacements, or
Finley Quaye.

Is there anything that you wanted
to express or get out about the
album?

Living With Ghosts was me using my
songwriting to express particular
things about my life. This record
probably has some of those ele-
ments, too, but also, I just really love
to sing. This is what the new record’s
about. Me having a great time
singing. Singing takes care of itself.
You don’t have to intend to do any-
thing, you open your mouth and sing
and amazing things happen. That’s
how I feel about this record. I'm
really pleased with it. It came
together really well. It’s a record
that I really wanted to make. I hope
that will help get it across.

The McCartneys announced
that Linda had breast cancer in
December 1995. The treatment
appeared to be working, but last
month the cancer was found to
have spread to her liver. An
acclaimed Rock photographer,
whose subjects included The
Rolling Stones, The Beatles
and Jimi Hendrix, Linda was
also a longtime musical collabora-
tor of Paul’s, joining his band
Wings in 1972. She played key-
boards and sang backup on Paul’s
last two tours in 1990 and 1993.
She was well known for her out-
spoken nature on animal rights,
environmentalism and vegetari-
anism. The statement said that in
lieu of flowers, people should give
a donation to charities involved in
cancer research or animal welfare,
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“or - best of all - the tribute that
Linda herself would like best: Go
veggie.” The McCartneys had
spent only one night apart in the
history of their marriage, during
Paul’s arrest on marijuana posses-
sion charges in Tokyo. After her
cremation in California last week-
end, her family reportedly scat-
tered her ashes on the family farm
in Peasmarsh, 50 miles southeast
of London. After less than one day,
America Online’s condolence bul-
letin board contained over 10,000
messages for her family.

Bruce Springsteen has report-
edly been searching through his
unreleased recordings for selec-
tions for a proposed box-set to be
released in the fall.

Much the way Trent Reznor had a brainchild
eight years ago and wrote, played all the instru-
ments on and produced the groundbreaking Pretty
Hate Machine, comes VAST’s debut record, Visual
Audio Sensory Theater. 21-year-old prodigy John
Crosby didn’t produce the record, but he played
almost all of the instruments and wrote all of the
songs on the record. As for the sound of VAST, it’s a
mix of guitar crunch, haunting instrumentation and world music sam-
ples. Imagine, if you will, ENIGMA crossed with STABBING WEST.
WARD. That’s as close to a cross-reference as we can give you, but after
a listen or two to the album, you'll agree that VAST has a unique sound
of their own. Metal radio’s reacted well to the 4-song EP. VAST Is, which
moves to 29* this week with a healthy 19-spin increase from last week.
This passionate and well-produced album will most likely cross over to
the Alternative side of things, but there’s some stuff that’s crunchy
enough for us. Keep on spinning the songs from the EP, but also give
“Temptation” a shot.

KILGORE

A SEARCH FOR REASON, REVOLUTION

KILGORE SMUDGE have re-emerged as simply
KILGORE. They've grown a hell of a lot since they
dropped the “Smudge” on their name between
their first album, Blue Collar Solitude, and this
one. First of all, their songwriting has improved
phenomenally, and this is one of the catchiest discs
we've heard this year. For Unclean, they’ve enlist-
ed the talents of producer Ed Stasium (LIVE,
LIVING COLOUR), and in addition to the improved songwriting, the
album sounds fuckin’ great. Some of the Providence band’s rougher
edges have been smoothed out (check out the acoustic ending of
“Lullaby For Your Casket”), but the band’s Hardcore by way of riffy-
Metal attack is still present. It’s been a challenge to keep this album off
the air, with Music Choice, WKLL, WWSP, KRVM and KUPD giving it
early spins. We have a really strong feeling that the firestorm is just
going to intensify on Monday and Tuesday as everybody adds the
record. With the album in stores a few weeks from now and a highly cov-
eted Ozzfest slot in effect this summer, do you really need to search for
a reason to start spinning the shit out of the new Kilgore? We didn't
think so. Our picks include “Avowal,” “Lullaby For Your Casket,” “In
Medias Res,” “Never Again,” and TK-421.”

CUBANATE

INTERFERENCE, TVT/WAX TRAX

First brought to Metal attention through
“Oxyacetalyne” on the More Mortal Kombat sound-
track, CUBANATE is back with their fourth disc,
Interference. The British band rages with
machines, not against them, to create a hybrid of
Techno and Aggro that makes PRODIGY sound
like ERASURE. Produced by Rhys Fulber (for-
merly of FRONT LINE ASSEMBLY), these sam-
ple terrorists have unleashed a sound that is equal parts drum’n’bass
and crushingly heavy noise. While their harsh electronic sound may not
be for everyone, if you've given RAMMSTEIN, PITCH SHIFTER and
KMFDM airtime, you'll probably want to make an Interference call.
Check out “Voids,” “It” and “Hinterland.”

NEXUS POLARIS, NUCLEAR BLAST

Nothing less than a Death Metal supergroup,
COVENANT consists of members of DIMMU BORGIR,
CRADLE OF FILTH, MAYHEM and ARCTURUS. The
group, who'’s based out of Norway, has all of the elements
of modern day European Death: Gothic overtones, lush,
orchestral keyboards and grinding vocals that sound
vaguely like Prue did before he lost his voice. There’s also
a touch of the European old school Metal, with flourishes
of double bass drums and guitar harmonies in the vein of JUDAS PRIEST and
HELLOWEEN. The female vocals of Sarah are beautiful and atmospheric, con-
trasting harshly with those of lead vocalist/bassist Nagash.

Kentucky and University of Louisville sports. Jacor owns
Top 40 WDJX, AC WVEZ, Modern Rock WLRS, and Smooth
Jazz WSJW. Cox Broadcasting owns Oldies WRKA, Classic-
based WRVR, and Soul 94.7, an Oldies Urban. It’s a very
crowded Rock market that we've managed to lead.

In your role as OM for two competing Rock stations,
how do you remain neutral and the #1 cheerleader?
Well, really, they’re not competing. When 'QMF was pur-
chased by Clear Channel and I became Operations Manager
over 'QMF and "TFX, we did an extensive amount of percep-
tual research. When Clear Channel bought 'TFX in
September of '96, they really delved into a lot of perceptual of
the marketplace and, at the time, we didn’t know if we were
going to be buying 'QMTF, or not. We were really doing a per-
ceptual research on if we did own them, or if we didn’t, what
would we do. And, it was clear cut that if Clear Channel had
the opportunity to purchase, 'QMF that the best move would
be to make it more of a Classic-based station targeting more
of a 35-to-49-year-old. With "TFX, an 18-34 direction was
pretty clear cut. That’s what the audience expected from
'QMF. So, really, they were head-on-head. As competitors,
they tried to out-Metallica and Pearl Jam each other, and
now, there are some shared artists but it’s very few: Zeppelin,
Pink Floyd, The Doors, and Jimi Hendrix are probably the
only shared artists. There’s very little shared otherwise.

What’s the management structure for the two stations,
and how competitive do you like to see them get?

We have separate program directors and promotion direc-
tors, and we're even in separate buildings. I definitely want
to keep the competitive spirit up because we have other sta-
tions in the marketplace that we also compete with for rev-
enue and ratings, and each station wants to be #1 in their
demographic, and #1 in the market as a Rock station. They
take pride in that. Now, it's more friendly, where as before
we'd actually be fighting in the streets when we were going
head-to-head.

How much of a free hand do your two Program
Directors, Future Bob at WIFX and Charlie Steele at
'QMT, have in running their radio stations?

On the day-to-day things, they have a very free hand. I've
surrounded myself with great individuals that could take my
job in a heartbeat if they want it, and that’s the way I want
it. The best thing to do is hire your own replacement. These
people could definitely do the job, and do the job on a day-to-
day at each of their individual stations. They’re very intelli-
gent, very radio-savvy even though both are first-time
Program Directors. I trust them with the day-to-day deci-
gions. And, with them being in different buildings, my week’s
split up. Monday, Wednesday, and Friday I'm at 'TFX;
Tuesday, Thursday Pm at ‘QMF, so that helps me also keep a
separate identity to the stations.

And, you're still very involved with the music selec-
tion at both radio stations, correct?

Most definitely. In fact, I actually do the Selector on TFX,
and on 'QMF — we have a Music Director, Mel — who does
a tremendous job with WQMF in the music selection. But,
you know, what's added and what's taken off "TFX is heavily
researched; 'QMF, we do a couple of auditorium tests a year.
So, we feel like the music is very well tested and researched.
Sonically, both stations sound excellent.

What's the market history of 'QMF's morning team,
Rocky & Troy?

They’ve been together going on seven years as a morning
show at ’‘QMF. Troy has been with the morning show at
'QMT for thirteen years. He's been there since almost the
inception of the radio station. It started out with Uncle
Ron’s Asylum on ‘QMF, and Troy was on there. Uncle Ron
passed away, I believe in ’91, and Rocky was at crosstown
WLRS at the time, and was doing mornings
over there. We paired them together, and
it’s been a very good relationship since. So,
there’s a lot of heritage on the morning
show. Rocky’s been in the market fourteen
years, 8o both guys have high name value in -
the marketplace, work very well together,

and have really come together in the last
year-and-a-half. In fact, 26-64 persons,

within thirteen months, we've gone from

thirteenth to third in the market.

Clear Channel recently brought
Howard Stern to the market and you
put him on *TFX. Why was the decision
made to put him on "TFX as opposed to
'QMF? Was it because of Rocky &
Troy’s heritage on the station?

Yes, Rocky & Troy’s heritage to the station, and also we felt
that Stern fit the attitude of The Fox a bit better.

As a Stern affiliate, how does the show communicate
with the radio station and do you ever have the occa-
sion to contact Howard for anything? Is he accessible
to you?

No, he’s not. We went up to the birthday party and every-
body was very nice and we've had no problems, but it's not
like I went up there and airchecked with Howard, even
though some times I'd like to. It's a quality product. T've
dealt with syndicated morning shows before and I've dealt
hands-on with local morning shows, and this is very unique.
He's an entertainer. He's like a Leno, a Letterman. It's
almost bigger than life. I do have contact with Gary
Dell’'Abate, Stern’s producer. Anything we've needed they've
been very kind in taking care of, but as far as day-to-day or
weekly contact with Howard, no.

What do you do to promote your two high profile
morning shows?

Under past ownership, there was really no marketing done
on the Rocky & Troy show on 'QMF other than a couple of
billboards over the years. Since Clear Channel has owned
WQMTF, we hit the TV hard, we do billboards, and really mar-
ket them. The first thing we did in the spring was billboards
and TV. We did television in the fall, and this spring we're
doing billboards and TV again.

As you mentioned previously, when you became OM of
both radio stations in January of last year, you flipped
Heritage Rocker 'QMF Classic Rock. In recent months
you've been adding some more currents to their mix.

What’s led you to change the format stance there?

It’s not 80 much a change. With the availability of the artists
and music that’s out there right now, we thought that it was
a no-brainer to put in new Clapton, to put in new Stones,
Fleetwood Mac live stuff, and to put in the heritage artists
out right now like Page/Plant. There’s a lot of heritage
artists that are having new music come out. If this wouldn't
have happened, we wouldn't have added currents, but we just
felt like it was a perfect time. Also, it’s the only place in the
market that you're going to get the new Clapton, new Stones,
or the new Fleetwood Macs of the world, and we felt like that
we had a unique opportunity to set ourselves apart in the
marketplace. And, once again, we've done research on it and
listeners tell us that they like the newer music by the her-
itage artists. And, it fits well with what we’re doing on ‘QMF.
But, once again, if the product hadn’t been there we wouldn’t
have done it. It had to be the right currents. Right now, the
heritage artists are releasing plenty of quality music.

Ratingswise, 'QMF seems to be a very
stable operation. For example, in the
fall of ’97, 12+ they went 4.1 to 4.8, and
in their key demo, Men 25-54, they
lone were ranked #2. On the other hand,
'TFX had a bit of a rocky fall, going
5.0-3.1 12+, but with a very

respectable #4 ranking Men 18-34.

Top 6 ranking 25-64. What happened in the fall is we decid-
ed not to renew the Bob & Tom show, we went with The
Howard Stern Show. There’s those months you have there of
movement of listeners, plus we also had a 3,000 watt
Alternative come on in the marketplace, WLRS, that was
playing 80% of our music with no commercials. So, you real-
ly had two things that hit The Fox in the fall that we’re
rebounding from.

What have you seen in the winter trends, so far?

The winter trends have been very strong. We moved up 3.1 -
3.4 to a 3.9 12+, and our 18-34's in the first month of the
Winter book have bounced back. Howard went from 6th to
3rd to 1st 18-34 persons, so we expect bigger things out of
Howard, but we realize he’s only been in the market six or
seven months. From what I've heard and talked to different
PDs at Stern stations, it's usually about a year for Howard
really to take hold in the marketplace. So, we’re just waiting
that out. I feel like the music at WTFX is on the right track.
I feel like Howard is being very well accepted. He’s the talk
of the town with our demographic, and we're doing every-
thing we can to promote him with billboards and bus shel-
ters, and things like that. So, we're marketing it, and really,
just waiting it out because there’s always that clearing out of
listeners both ways. We feel all the
research we've done points toward
Howard being huge in the market
and that will help The Fox bounce
back. On ‘QMF, we went 4.8-4.8 to 4.5
12+, with 25-54 numbers staying sta-
ble in fourth.

§

What kind of an impact, if any, has WLRS had on both
of your radio stations?

On 'QMF, it’s been very little, if any; revenue and ratings-
wise. Ratingswise, in fact, we've even seen growth on ‘QMF.
'LRS in the marketplace has really hurt Jacor’s Top 40 sta-
tion to some degree in the 18-34 numbers, and also the 12+
numbers. Once again, it’s had an affect somewhat on "TFX
listenership because it decreases the time spent listening
with our cume. It is something new in the market, and any
time there’s something new people are going to try it. We're
finding them decreasing every month, and their biggest
impact has already been felt. They’ll be there and they are
going to be a player in the market just because they are doing
something a bit different, but they’re still playing 70-80% of
the music that we'’re playing. I feel like "TFX has the her-
itage in the marketplace over them. We also have the mar-
keting, the promotions, and more creativity. So, I feel like in
the long run, we’re in a good position.

How complicated does it get in Louisville with poten-
tially three Rock stations fighting for the presents and
promotions with labels and promoters? How are you
all getting along?

Well, we don’t always get along, but that’s the fun part. 'QMF
and 'TFX combined are #1 in every male demographic, and
either #1 or #2 in persons. We have a lot of leverage on that.
"TFX i8 known in the marketplace, and known by the pro-
moters, and known by most of the record companies that
know this market. "TFX really is the player in the market of
selling tickets and moving product, whether it’s a Helmet, or
whether it's Aerosmith, or Days Of The New, or Limp Bizkit.
These are all success stories that are directly tied to "TFX as
sales and also concert successes. So, there’s always the show
that maybe will have to be a generic show, but if we do have
to have a generic show with a competitor we usually manage
to get our banners up. We actually will do something to make
the presence known, and at least perceptually, the listeners
will think that we own the show. Whether it’s a generic show
or a presents, we always have the upper hand on it.

You recently mentioned to me how great you thought
it was, when every once in a while you get to share
some ideas, problems and strategies with other Clear
Channel programmers. Is there any kind of a formal
phone gathering that you have to exchange ideas?

We have a monthly conference call with all the Rock PDs, and
it’s very informative. When it comes to Rock properties, it’s
not really understood what powerhouse radio stations that
Clear Channel owns in the country, and the brilliant minds
that are in the Clear Channel PD stable. You have a lot of
great Program Directors. And, it really is a great opportuni-
ty because you have every type of station from WNCX in
Cleveland, to ZETA in Miami, to WRXL in Richmond, to the
midwest, to the southwest, to the northeast. So, you have a
lot of different input from all over the country which really
helps you.

Being in Derby Town, and with the Kentucky Derby
just around the corner, how involved do the radio sta-
tions get in all that hoopla every year?

Oh, it’s incredible. We start planning for Derby in December,
and the ball really starts rolling in February. Right now,
we're in the middle of Derby fever. The Kentucky Wildcats
just won the NCAA Basketball Championship, and we cele-
brated that, now it’s all eyes toward Derby. Everything kicks
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off on April 18 with Thunder Over Louisville, which is the
largest fireworks display in the country. We're expecting
about 800,000 people on the banks of the Ohio River. It real-
ly kicks off there. Between both stations we're involved in
about thirty-seven events, including the Derby. WTFX has a
huge concert called The Festival In The Field. This year we
have Creed, Mighty Joe Plum; Louisville acts, Eden Street,
who just got signed to A&M, and Almost Noah who's looking
like they're about ready to be signed. So, there’s a lot of
events going on.

What other kinds of events do the stations get
involved with throughout the rest of the year? Do you
sponsor any music festivals, or anything like that?

We have a Summer Birthday Party Concert that we always
do in the first part of August. ‘QMF basically has a free con-
cert series that goes on during the fall and winter at a local
establishment and we do free shows about once a month.
Other things that we're involved in a lot of charitable things.
The Rocky & Troy morning show puts out two CDs a year
and also has a golf outing called The Hackers Open and all
proceeds go to the Women And Children’s Abuse Center. Last
year Rock & Troy put an addition on their building from all
the money that they raised. Really, "QMF’s focus is the
Women And Children’s Center. With 'TFX, we're involved in
a lot of different charitable things such as the local blood cen-
ter. Last year when the tornadoes came, we did a Tornado
Relief with five bands for five bucks. On 'TFX it's what the
needs are in the community. And with the flooding last
spring, we also had a flood benefit for the victims. Other
annual things that we might be involved in include softball
games against other teams for charity. We do that every
gsummer. There are so many different things we do.

Playboy magazine just named Louisville one of the Top
3 hot spots for new music in the world. What’s your
commitment to local music?

Since I arrived in Louisville a little over two years ago, that’s
been one of my goals, to increase awareness of the local
music scene, not only in the clubs, but also on the air. WT¥X
has a local music show, Unsigned Primetime, where we play
local and regional music, plus we work it into regular rota-
tion on The Fox. We also sponsor several showcases through-
out the year for local talent, including the Harvest Showcase
from where Days Of The New got their start. Many other
Louisville acts have been signed, or are about to be, includ-
ing Eden Street, Supafuzz, Cornbread Mafia, Almost Noah,
100 Acre Wood, and Superface. The scene is very exciting. It's
kind of like Seattle without the coffee and flannel. Louisville
has whiskey and overalls.

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You mentioned doing some billboards and some bus
cards for the morning shows. Is there any other mar-
keting that you do for the radio stations?

In the fall we used telemarketing on 'QMF, which was very
effective. The main marketing that we really rely on is in the
streets. Both stations have two vans. On "TFX we use them
for “drive-bys.” We're always out in the streets. We target
different areas of the town every week, get the vans out and
geen at events. The biggest marketing tool that we have is
our Promotion Departments. Our two Promotion Directors,
Ron Fisher at 'QMF and Kelly Burton at WTFX, really
have what it takes to win. I really look at it as we're politi-
cians looking for the Arbitron vote. The best way to do it is
to get out there and shake the hands, kiss the babies, give
them free stuff. Everybody loves the free stuff.

Where do you personally stand on the
pay-for-play issue, and has Clear
Channel, as a company, discussed this
with their programmers?

We had a programmers’ meeting last
September and it was never brought up. It's
something we'll probably discuss, if not on a
monthly call, definitely at the programmers’ \
meeting when we have it this fall. But, as a
group, Clear Channel really hasn’t addressed
it and it really hasn’t been brought up.

Do you have any personal feelings about it?
Personally, I feel like it’s kind of two-fold. T've read different
quotes of different programmers and I can see both sides.
You don’t want to put anything on thats going to adversely
hurt your radio station, but then again, I look at it as my goal
here is two things: ratings and revenue. That’s what deter-
mines a winning station. Big ratings without any revenue
really doesn’t matter, so I have to make sure that ratings and
revenue are there. If there’s any way that I can achieve
those goals, or any goal that I have, by dealing with a record
company, and it’s not adversely affecting my radio station —
in fact, helping my radio station and helping my revenue of
the radio station — then I, on a case-by-case basis wouldn’t
have a problem with it.

Do you have any parting advice for the growing num-
bers of programmers out there who are now finding
themselves thrust into multiple programming posi-
tions, especially those who program a couple of Rock
stations in the same market, much like you do?

One thing that’s helped me is being in two different build-
ings. Believe it or not, it’s a pein in the ass but it’s really
helped me. When I get to one building ’'m focused on that
radio station. The main thing would be time management,
and also the cheerleading because there are going to be times
that things are going to overlap and one station’s going to
affect the other and you really have to make sure that every-
body you're working with understands the common goal of
each station, and the overall goal of both stations together. If
you can really get that through to the people that you're
working with, then a lot of times it's not as an adverse reac-
tion, when one station steps on another one’s toe. That’s the
main thing, communicating the goals to your employees and
time management. Its always a challenge to be a better
worker; not putting more hours in but the hours that you put
in are more effective and you get more done. Thats the
biggest thing Pve learned in the last fourteen or fifteen
months; how to work more efficiently.

Up Close with
WTFX/WQMF
Louisville OM
Michael Lee

(when it was Active Rock), Michael Lee returned to his hometown,
Louisville, in December ’95 as PD of WTFX. When consolidation
spread in Derby Town, 'TFX owners Clear Channel snapped up
Heritage Rocker WQMF in December ’96 and Lee was tapped to over-
see, as OM, both 'TFX and 'QMF. In the little over one year he’s been
steering both ships, from separate facilities, Lee has managed to mend
the fences between old rivals 'TFX and '‘QMF, oversee Howard Stern
take over for Bob & Tom in mornings on "TFX, and help "QMF recap-
ture its heritage luster by staying in step with current releases that
make sense.

First, fill us in on the format history of both "TFX and 'QMF?

'QMTF just celebrated seventeen years of being a Rock station here in Louisville.
Basically, it came on as a Classic-based station. It went through several different
changes through its life span. After a few years it started playing currents, became
more of a mainstream Rock station, then went back for about three years to just a
Classic Rock only station, and then when The Fox [WTFX] came on four years ago,
they went head-to-head with "TFX. ‘QMF added currents and became a very cur-
rent-intensive 18-34 based station and were that way up until December of '96
when Clear Channel Radio bought WQMF. Then, on December 26 of 96, we flipped
it to a Classic Rock station.

And, at the time, Clear Channel owned "TFX?

Right. Clear Channel had bought "TFX in September of ’96 and really didn’t
change "TFX at all. It’s still an Active Rock 18-34 station. Its attitude has been
harder and more of an in-your-face Rock station since birth.

What'’s the competitive make-up of the Louisville market?
Clear Channel really has the upper hand. Clear Channel has been in this market
for years and really owns the cream of the crop of stations; the #1 and #2 stations,
WAMZ, which is a Country station in the market, and then WHAS-AM, which is a
full-service AM. They also own another Country station called The Hawk, and they
own "TFX and ‘QMF. They also own WWKY, which is a local AM News/Sports sta-
tion, plus they own the Kentucky Network which has the rights to University of
