How do you top the last year or so with huge
radio songs like “Pink,” “Falling In Love (Is
Hard On The Knees),” “Taste Of India,” and
“Hole In My Soul?” Well, if you're Aerosmith
that’s never been much of a challenge as they
continually evolve and amaze their fans
worldwide. Prior to Steven Tyler’s recent and
unfortunate on-stage accident, in which he
blew-out a knee that will keep him sidelined
for a few months, the band went into the stu-
dio to record the power ballad “I Don’t Want
To Miss A Thing,” a featured song on the
forthcoming Armageddon movie soundtrack.
Play it early, play it often. It’s a multi-format
smash in the making.

JOWN FOGERTY
“PIEMONITON,” REPRISE

The marketing concept here is nearly identi-
cal to the one that recently reconnected
Fleetwood Mac and The Eagles with millions
of their fans. John Fogerty and band rolled
off the road and onto a sound stage last
December, to cut 18 songs spanning Fogerty’s
entire career, from “Born On The Bayou” and
‘Susie Q." to “Centerfield” and “Hot Rod
Heart.” The result: An incendiary greatest
hits-live album of authentic American rock n’
roll, and a companion VH1 concert special
that debuts June 6 and will receive repeat
video exposure into the fall. (Fogerty and
band return to the road for a shed tour dur-
ing this time.) John’s instantly familiar
voice, the classic rock song structure, and his
band’s killer live chops combine to make the
brand new title track an automatic for
Heritage Rockers and Triple As rockin’ all
over the world.

PUFF DADDY FEATURING JIWIRY PAGE
“CORE WITH WE." SONT NUSIC SKETRR/EPIC
It comes as no surprise that the soundtrack
from this Summer’s blockbuster, Godzilla,
would spawn this monstrous collaboration
between Jimmy Page and Puff Daddy. Much
like Godzilla is king of the monsters, Jimmy
Page and Puff Daddy are the undisputed
kings of guitar and R&B, respectively. The
duo have joined forces on “Come With Me,” a
version of Led Zep's classic “Kashmir.” Not
content to merely sample the song, as Pufly’s
been known to do, the song was completely
re-recorded, and it sounds as big as the lizard
himself! Also, Page meets Rage, as Rage
Against The Machine’s Tom Morello helps
out on the axework. Godzilla will be packing
‘em in at the box office, and “Come With Me”
is a reaction track if there ever was one. Size
does matter, as the movie’s catchphrase goes,
and this multi-format smash is HUGE!

SRAVITY KILLS
“FRLLING," TVT
St. Louis’ Gravity Kills got their start when
KPNT put “Guilty” on a local music compila-
tion. That song helped get the band signed to

TVT and brought them much success at
Active Rock and Modern Rock radio. Their
second album, Perversion, is loaded with the
same Industrial punch and aggressive gui-
tars that pushed their debut well towards
gold. The 14 months that the quartet spent
on the road in support of their first album
has tightened up their attack and changed
them into more of a live band. So far, three
actives (WAAF, WRCX, WKLQ) and three
moderns (KTOZ, WENZ, KNSX) are
“Falling” over themselves to get this on the
air early.

JESUS LIZARD

“A TALE OF TWO WOMEN,” SAPITOL

No, “A Tale Of Two Women” isn’t the latest
installment of Cinemax’s soft-core Red Shoe
Diaries, it's the new single from underground
legends The Jesus Lizard. Lead singer/wild-
man David Yow has said the band made a
conscious effort to add more melody and
accessibility to their chaotic brand of noise on
their new album, Blue, and judging from the
tempered crunch of “A Tale Of Two Women,”
the move has paid off in spades. Hard-charg-
ing and two-fisted, “A Tale Of Two Women” is
rich with maximum guitar riffage and Yow’s
throaty growl, bringing Punk innovators like
the MC5 and The Stooges to mind instantly.

FILTER

Having scored sound-
track successes before - “Hey Man, Nice
Shot” from Demon Knight and “Trip Like I
Do” from Spawn - Filter are sure to score
the triple crown with their demented take
on this Pop classic. Featuring all the tech-
no-laden power and fury of the aforemen-
tioned tracks, “One,” is a no-brainer for
Rock signals who lean in a heavier direc-
tion, and a perfect way to introduce the X-
Files soundtrack, an album that’s sure to
deliver a few more smashes to Rock Radio
before the dust clears.

DRAN S.T.H.

“CRACK THE LMRS SMILE,” IERCURY
Now signed to Mercury, Drain S.T.H have
re-released their debut album Horror
Wrestling complete with three previously
unreleased tracks. “Crack The Liars
Smile” is the first Mercury-era single and
should easily find a place on any of the
many stations that played “I Don’t Mind”
and “Serve The Shame.” The all female
quartet hail from Sweden, Stockholm to be
exact, which is what the S.T.H. stands for.
A great Rock band that isn’t too hard on
the eyes either.

SNOT

“THE BOX.” BEFFEN

If there’s one thing to be learned from
California’s Snot, it's to not judge a band
by their name.

“The Box" is a song about growing up with
TV as a babysitter.

Snot will be
on the Ozzfest this Summer, and it’s on
KUPD already.

GLORITONE

“HALFWAY,” RCA

Hailing from the Tempe/Phoenix area,
expect great things from this trio. We've
had the pleasure of getting a sneak peek at
their debut album, Cup Runneth Over, and
it certainly lives up to its namesake. offer-
ing up a healthy serving of infectious,
radio-friendly guitar-driven Pop.

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PolyGram (And EMI Still) Up For Grabs

This week’s version of As The Record World Turns
actuallystarted last Friday (5/8) when the Los Angeles
Times reported that Seagram’s pursuit of the EMI Group
had suddenly come to a grinding halt. The reason? Dutch
company Philips Electronics’ PolyGram NV had now
become the apple of Seagram head Edgar Bronfman,
Jr.’s eye, fueling speculation that a deal between the two
companies could close within days.

What changed Bronfman’s mind? Speculation centers
around Bronfman’s disinterest in paying the estimated $9
billion price for EMI (he reportedly floated a $7.7 billion
offer). What’s more, for between an estimated $10 to $12
billion he could acquire PolyGram for his Universal
Records Group and therefore become the undisputed No.
1 record company in the world.

However, the plot for PolyGram thickened on
Wednesday (5/13) when The New York Times reported
that former talent agency chief and ousted Walt Disney
Company President Michael Ovitz was instrumental in
bringing together a possible leveraged buyout to the table
for PolyGram, with inquiry letters sent to Philips from
New York-based Fortsmann, Little and Boston-based
Thomas H. Lee Co. and their investment banker Allen &
Co. Additionally, another report popped-up in The New
York Times the next day that a third possible suitor had
approached Philips to explore a possible bid for
PolyGram. The group — the Wall Street firm of
Donaldson, Lufkin & Jenrette; Texas Pacific, the lever-

aged buyout firm; and Jerrold Perenchio, the Chairman |

and CEO of Univision Communications, Inc.

Reports had also been circulating late last week that
PolyGram worldwide chief Alan Levy was trying to put
together a management buyout of PolyGram. Further
speculation had Levy not part of Seagram’s future plans if
they acquire the company, mainly because he was not in
the loop on Philips’ desire to sell off its 75% interest in
PolyGram. However, financiers feel that if an “outsider”
like any of the aforementioned leveraged buyout compa-

nies were to acquire PolyGram, Levy would be in a better |

position to continue running the company, mainly because
Ovitz and the others have no past experience running a
big music conglomerate.

Additional, industry-wide speculation says that if a
Bronfman take-over of PolyGram happens, there could be
substantial payroll and artist cutbacks company-wide to
make the buyout feasible.

As for EMI, the Los Angeles Times (5/12) speculated
that past tire-kickers Walt Disney Co. and Bertelsmann
Music Group, who both balked at EMI’s high price tag in

the past, may again be interested, especially in light of |

EMI’s British trading share dropping nearly 7% on
Monday (5/11).

Interep’s preliminary share trends
for the top 25 markets show all four
Rock flavors trending down, though
most were off only by a temth of a
share or two.

“AORs” in the top 25 inched down
another two-tenths in the winter, to
finish as the eighth most-listened- to
format. AOR’s 4.3 is down a full
share from where it was a year ago.
Right behind AOR is Classic Rock
(3.8), which also dropped .2 in the
winter, though top 25 Classics are up
.2 from their Winter ‘97 level. Tenth
ranked “New Rock” is next, trending
3.5-3.4, flat from its performance last

| year at this time.

Most disturbing is Adult
Alternative’s 3.3-1.1 nosedive. The
format crested to a 3.6 last summer,
but has since ejected over 2/3 of its
listeners.

You'll find the usual suspects in
the top 5. Mostly flat Nesz-Ta]k
(15.9) and Urban (11.0) c?ntinue
their No. 1 and No. 2 locks.
Continuing its downward |spiral,
Country placed third with 6.{' down
1.3 from one year ago. AC charged
8.0-8.8 to finish fourth, down 6 from
Winter ‘97. CHR continues its rat-
ings surge, climbing 6.3-6.9, up near-
ly 2.5 shares from one year ago.

The biggest top 25 market growth
formats over the past year are
Spanish (+1.8) and CHR [+1.4).
Biggest losers: Country (-1.3), Hot AC
(-1.0), AOR (-1.0) and Oldies (-.9).

Keep in mind that these figures
reflect the top 25 markets only.

LEAKED KATZ MEMO TERMED
RACIST The National Association
of Black Owned Broadcasters is
calling for FCC and DOJ investiga-
tions into the business practices of
Katz Radio Group after a volatile,
one-year old memo from the rep
firm’s Amcasts division leaked May
12 in the New York Daily News.
Written as a playbook for Amcasts
sales people for WABC/New York,
the internal memo contained
numerous inflammatory sugges-
tions: Buying too many ads on eth-
nic stations would mean losing “the
more important ‘white’ segment of
the population.” And advertisers
can reach “all the ethnics you need
without even using an ethnic sta-
tion... Neither WRKS nor WBLS
are needed.” How about “The
Hispanic population is extremely
poor qualitatively.” Katz Radio
Group President Stu Golds told M
Street Daily the memo was “care-
lessly paraphrased and intentional-
ly misrepresented to imply
Amcasts’ favoritism of one format
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over the another.” He also notes
that the memo was an evaluation of
one New York station, not a gener-
al assessment.

ARBITRON REDEFINES
SACRAMENTO METRO Its
unlikely that Arbitron’s second
(and final) fall '98 market redefini-
tion will spur an uprising like the
one in Boston has. All four sub-
scribing owners support the move,
the adjacent metros of San
Francisco, Stockton and Reno are
unaffected, and none of the expan-
sion areas are part of any adjacent
radio metro. Unlike the Boston dis-
pute, where you could travel only
seven miles from Manchester and
be in the expanded Boston metro,
the new Sacramento territory isn’t
even close to another metro. This
time Arbitron is both adding and
subtracting land. Added to the
metro is the TSA county split of
Nevada (West), which lies north of
the existing metro. Being deleted
are two county splits on the east
side of the existing metro: Placer
East and El Dorado East. The net
population gain is 18,1000.

LUCENT BULLISH ON DIGITAL
RADIO Last week Lucent unveiled
a deal to supply chips and signal
processors for CD Radio’s digital
satellite radio service (fmgb May
8). Now the Bell Labs parent is get-
ting involved in the other future
digital radio service, the one sup-
ported by the NAB: In-band, on
channel (IBOC) digital audio
broadcasting (DAB). That means
Lucent is going head-to-head with
CBS-backed USA Digital Radio,
which is working on its own IBOC
digital technology. USA DR
President/CEO Robert Struble
says he welcomes the competition.
“This validates our long-held posi-
tion that IBOC technology is the
best approach for conversion to dig-
ital radio.” And CBS President/
CEO Mel Karmazin weighs in
with his continued support: “CBS
remains committed to the comple-
tion and implementation of the
USADR AM and FM IBOC system.
We view this as the best approach
to satisfy the needs of broadcasters,
listeners, advertisers, regulators
and manufacturers.” Both Lucent
and USADR say their systems will
allow stations to convert to CD-

INDUSTRY SEEKS TO CURB
ARTIST BANKRUPTCIES
Variety reports that the record
industry is ganging up against
musicians that file bankruptcy to
get out of recording contracts. The
Recording Industry Association of
America proposed the legislation in
a bankruptcy code bill currently in
front of the House Judiciary
Committee. Expectedly, performers,
their representatives and enter-
tainment lawyers have expressed
outrage at the proposed bill, claim-
ing it unfairly singles out artists.
The current law allows a judge to
vacate a contract as a condition of
bankruptcy, but the RIAAs view-
point is that lawyers are extorting
labels into rewriting contracts by
threatening bankruptcy. Some
sources say that the RIAA filed the
provision in the wake of Toni
Braxton’s recent bankruptcy filing
after failing to renegotiate her con-
tract with LaFace Records.

WOXY GETS A NEW PD After
exiting her radio promotion posi-

Stone Temple Pilots frontman
Scott Weiland was forced to re-
structure his US. tour due to the
departure of former Porno For
Pyros guitarist Pete DiStefano
from his touring band. DiStefano,
who played on Weiland’s solo album,
12 Bar Blues, has been replaced by
Los Angeles-based guitarist Aaron
Embry for the tour, which now kicks
off tonight (15) in Washington, D.C.
According to Weiland’s management,
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he needed more time to rehearse
with the new band, which prompted
him to back out of last Saturday’s (9)
Save Tibet concert in Atlanta, along
with shows in Charlotte (11) and
Virginia Beach (12). A show in
Philadelphia was moved from May
13 to June 2. Weiland’s new single,
“Opposite Octave Reaction,” has just
been shipped to radio.

Pearl Jam turned up for a surprise
club gig in their hometown of Seattle
last Thursday (7), offering a preview
of their pending North American
tour. News about the show at the
club AROspace spread quickly
through the band’s online fan Web
sites, resulting in a sell-out. Billing
themselves as Shawn Smith And
Friends (Shawn Smith is the lead
singer of guitarist Stone Gossard’s
side project Brad), Pearl Jam per-
formed material from their last two
albums - Yield and No Code - during
the 16-song surprise set, along with
an obscure cover from J. Frank
VWilson and the Cavaliers, “Last
Kiss.” Eddie Vedder dedicated the
song “Off He Goes” to departed
drummer Jack Irons, who backed
out of the band’s summer tour due to
health reasons. As for the tour, which
features ex-Soundgarden drum-
mer Matt Cameron subbing, two
new dates have been added, August
31 in Raleigh and September 7 in
Virginia Beach. Cheap Trick are
slated to open the August 22 show in
suburban Toronto, which will also
feature another act for the main-
stage along with two more bands for
a sidestage. Rumors of former
Soundgarden frontman Chris
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fmah DOES COREY FIRST

As lead singer of Living
Colour, Corey Glover helped
change the face of Rock Radio
in the late ‘80s. At a time when
pretty-boy hair bands and
aging rockers were the order of
the day, Glover and Living
Colour proved that not only
could an African American
band rock, they could make a ‘ '
huge impact at Rock Radio, paving the way for other so-called
“Alternative” acts like Jane’s Addiction, Faith No More, Red Hot
Chili Peppers, and Alice In Chains in the process. Glover also
proved to be one helluva singer and frontman, something that’s read-
ily apparent on his solo debut, Hymns (LaFace/Arista). From the
Living Colour-esque, sex-fueled grind of the lead radio track, “Do You
First, Then Do Myself,” to the Al Green-laced Soul stylings of “Little
Girl,” to the slightly psychedelic “April Rain,” Hymns proves that even
on his own, Glover’s voice ts still unmistakable, and his talents are
undeniable. fmqb’s Pat Berkery recently had the chance to chat with
the former Living Colour frontman, here’s a bit of what was said:

How long after Living Colour disbanded did you start
putting together a solo project?

It started happening before Living Colour broke up. I was working
on grooves in my apartment with some friends of mine, trying to get
my engineering chops together. I was sitting in my house doing
these grooves, and my friends said I should do something with it. I
said, "I don’t know... maybe.’ After awhile it was, “okay, let’s do it.” I
packed up my stuff, got a loft space, and started rehearsing and writ-
ing more and more songs. I hooked up with Pete and Jeff (members
of Elektra act The Family Stand who co-produced Hymns with
Glover) and the rest, as they say, is history. Originally this was sup-
posed to be a band project with me heading it. But forces thought it
would be a lot better if they saw my name as opposed to a band
name.

When Living Colour first came out, radio had a tough time
with you guys, for a variety of reasons. How do you think
radio is going to react to this? There’s a lot of different styles
on the record, from “April Rain” to “Do You First” to “Hot
Buttered Soul.” What do you expect to happen as far as radio
goes?

As far as radio, I like to think that with one comes all. Radio being
a fickle mistress, to think that if something goes through and if they
enjoy that, then other things will happen. With the same kind of joy
and fervor that they enjoyed everything else with.

MTYV was really instrumental in breaking Living Colour, now
they don’t really play videos anymore. Do you have any idea
what’s going to happen with the video for “Do You First?”

Videos are very important. As much as MTV doesn’t play videos -
which to a degree is good and bad - they're tightening up their
playlist and tightening up their formats to show more music and to

reach further, as they did in the past. Hopefully, it will be good and
we’ll get past all that. We're actually doing a VH1 Rock Across
America tour with Todd Rundgren and Cheap Trick and a few
other bands.

Cornell opening some dates have
been making the rounds on various
Pearl Jam fan sites. We'll let you
know as soon as we find out.

As they've done in the past, The
Black Crowes plan on hitting the
road this summer for a series of low-
key club dates and radio festivals, as
they take a break from recording
their new album in New York with
producer Kevin Shirley. Dubbing it
the Sho’ Nuff tour, the Crowes will
preview new tracks like “If It Ever
Stops Raining,” “Horsehead” and
“Kicking My Heart Around,” along
with rolling out staples like
“Remedy,” “Jealous Again,” “She
Talks To Angels,” and “Twice As
Hard.” The band’s as-yet untitled
forthcoming album is said to be a
return to their Blues-based Rock
roots, moving away from the slightly
esoteric vibe of their last couple of
albums. No release date has been
set.

According to AP, Tommy Lee and
Pamela Anderson have scored a
victory in a lawsuit they filed against
The National Inquirer. The now-
estranged coupled filed suit after the
tabloid reported that Lee and
Anderson had a secret deal with
Internet Entertainment Group that
would pay them $8 million for the

couple’s now-infamous home sex
tape. Details of the settlement were
not released.

The surviving Beatles and Yoko
Ono won their legal battle last
Friday (8) to block the release of a
sub-par live recording from the
band’s days in the bars of Hamburg,
Germany. A British High Court
ordered Lingasong Music Ltd. to sur-
render all copies of recordings made
by Edward Taylor (whose band, King
Size Taylor and the Dominoes
performed with The Beatles at
Hamburg’s Star Club) of The
Beatles. Taylor said John Lennon
had given him permission to do what
he wanted with the tapes. But during
testimony, George Harrison said
he would have told Taylor not to
record the session if he had been
there during the meeting between
Taylor and Lennon. “One drunken
person recording another bunch of
drunks does not constitute business
deals,” Harrison told the court. The
judge found that consent had not
been given for the recording to be
made, nor for its commercial use
since. The court ordered payment of
all The Beatles’ legal costs and the
delivery of any copies of the record-
ing to their lawyers, with an inquiry
into pending damages. Lingasong
agreed not to sell the CD’s, and to

destroy all remaining copies.
Harrison was the only member to
testify, as Paul McCartney was
excused due to the recent death of
his wife Linda, and Ringo Starr
was abroad, and offered a written
statement instead.

Being 51 sure hasn’t slowed David
Bowie down. Having recently
wrapped up filming his role in the
movie Everybody Loves The
Sunshine (which also features
Techno/Jungle maven Goldie), The
Man Who Sold The World has
jumped right into another film pro-
ject, entitled My West. The film,
which is being shot on location in
Tuscany, Italy, features Bowie as a
venomous gunslinger out to chal-
lenge co-star, the often-nude Harvey
Keitel, to a duel. The film is expect-
ed to complete shooting around the
end of July, and should hit Italian
theaters by Christmas. No word on a
U.S. release date. As for Bowie’s
musical endeavors, a live album is
expected in the fall, with a new stu-
dio album set for spring 1999. His
bandmembers are also keeping busy.
Keyboardist Mike Garson is tour-
ing Europe with Smashing
Pumpkins and is also playing on
the new Nine Inch Nails album.
Garson and guitarist Reeves
Gabrels are also playing on Seal’s

new album, and Gabrel’s is also
working with The Cure and Public
Enemy. If all that wasn’t enough, a
couple of Bowie classics are finding
new life thanks to cover versions.
The Wallflowers’ version of
“Heroes” from the Godzilla sound-
track will soon be followed by
Marilyn Manson’s version of
“Golden Years.” They've revamped
the hit from Bowie’s 1976 album
Station To Station for the opening
credits of the upcoming
MTV/Paramount flick Dead Man On
Campus.

Rock legend, renowned hunter and
talk radio figure Ted Nugent can
now add another title to his list of
credits - Beef Jerkey mogul. The
Motor City Madman is currently
marketing a line of dried meat called
Gonzo Meat Biltong, which is avail-
able in Origina Beef, Barbecue Beef
and Flamethrower flavors. Each
package features a photo of Terrible
Ted perched on an American Buffalo
with his personal pledge, “I testdrive
all meat.” In other Nuge news, he is
currently in negotiations to parlay
his talk radio gig into a television
series. Nugent is talking with vari-
ous syndicators and networks about
hosting his own current events-
based talk show.

The Rock Report scored an advance
listen to Ringo Starr’s forthcoming
CD, Vertical Man (Mercury Records),
and the verdict is in — the former
Beatle has come up with his most
focused, innovative and creative
record since his classic Ringo album.
Set for release on June 16, the
record, produced by Mark Hudson
(Aerosmith/Ozzy Osbourne) is a
striking record, a dazzling juxtaposi-
tion of Modern Rock textures
adorned with crafty Beatlesque
touches circa the band’s psychedelic
period. This album is Ringo’s Sgt.
Pepper — swirling mellotrons, cellos,
avante garde drumming, exotic
instrumentation — it’s all here. And
it doesnt hurt matters when your
musical support system includes
Paul McCartney, George
Harrison, Brian Wilson, Steven
Tyler, Ozzy Osborne, Joe Walsh,
Timothy B. Schmitt, Alanis
Morissette, Steve Cropper, and
Scott Weiland, among others. From
the punchy Pop sing-alongs “One”
and “What In The World” to the
dreamy but buoyant psychedelia of
“La De Da” (shades of The White
Album) and the title track, Vertical
Man is a delight. Among the other
numerous highlights is a rip-roaring
cover of The Fab Four’s “Love Me Do”
punctuated with expert harmonica
wailing courtesy of Steven Tyler,
the almost Heavy Metal-like thunder
of “Without Understanding,” and a
cover of the Dobie Gray gem “Drift
Away” sporting lead vocals by Starr,
Steven Tyler and Alanis Morissette.

With a new song called “Untitled” on
the forthcoming Godzilla sound-
track, the lads in Silverchair are
currently rehearsing material for
their forthcoming third album. The
band plan to enter the studio in mid-
June with producer Nick Launay
manning the boards. The Aussie trio

has also recorded a version of
“London’s Burning” for the upcoming
Clash tribute album, due in August.
The band reportedly cut the track in
less than 30 minutes.

To promote Vertical Man, Starr per-
formed a rare club date last Tuesday
(12) at New York's legendary Bottom
Line. Serving as a frontman for much
of the show (he did man the drumkit
for a few numbers), Starr was joined
by contributors from the Vertical
Man sessions and All-Starr Band
members like Schmit, Walsh,
Hudson, and drummer Simon Kirke
(Bad Company/Free). Ringo mixed
in four tracks from Vertical Man with
Beatle and solo classics like “With A
Little Help From My Friends,” “It
Don’t Come Easy,” “Don’t Pass Me
By,” “Octopus’s Garden,” “Back Off
Boogaloo,” “Love Me Do, and
“Photograph.” While in the Big
Apple, Starr also shot footage for
Vertical Man’s first video, “La De
Da,” and taped an installment of
VH1’s Storytellers.

A Problem Solving Forum for Progressive Programmers

Sorting Out What Those Crazy Listeners Really Want

by Dave Lange

Figuring out what the audience wants can be very confusing at
times. We often see one set of conclusions in a focus group or perceptual
study, and then a totally opposite outcome when looking at their behav-
ior in the Arbitron results.

Consider the following examples:

1. Play More Music in the Morning. Even if you haven’t done a big research project, this com-
ment usually pops up on the request lines and all over town. Many have attempted a “Most Music in The
Morning,” yet we rarely see any ratings results with this strategy. The biggest morning shows with 18-49s
(Howard Stern, Bob and Tom, etc.) don’t play any music at all.

The reason music in the morning crashes, is that it can’t gather any momentum — there’s rarely a
water cooler discussion on the new Dave Matthews song. The audience also wants information, weather,
sports, and some conversation to get going. Fulfilling the “Most Music” promise doesn’t leave much room
for talk, and it takes time to make talk entertaining. Even though the audience does listen to radio main-
ly for music, mornings are an exception. To the audience, the ideal hour would somehow have 40 minutes of music, plus
40 minutes of fun and information. We also have to fit in 12 minutes of spots, making it even more impossible to deliv-
er. The personality shows take over, build momentum, and the listeners catch music later in the day.

2. Variety vs. Music Focus. Ask the audience how important “variety” in the music is and it’s at the top of their
priorities in the research. Yet, winning the most variety battle with a widely divergent list, often leads to lower TSL
and smaller cume. Again, it’s a usage problem — the audience can’t (or won’t) listen long enough to really appreciate
the variety of music and start scanning for familiar music and more consistency in the sound. Variety also makes it
hard to describe and position the music image of your station.

3. Big Library. Playing more than one song from a CD, deep cuts, and having a huge library are all traits the
audience favors in research. Building a station on this premise sounds attractive, but when we do the music research
it usually shows 500-800 songs that actually pass the test. Cume and TSL also suffer.

4. Repetition. The stations with high repetition are often tagged with negatives in the research, but stations with
lots of unfamiliar music have a tough time gathering cume and building long TSL.

In all these cases, it’s the old perception vs. reality issue. All are qualities that make logical sense, but the audi-
ence just doesn’t use radio in such a way that would make these qualities achievable.

In mornings they can’t resist the controversy, humor, discussion, personality, and information in a more talk-oriented 1
show. Products with a tightly focused image, and music base, cut through the clutter and make strong impressions even
through they sacrifice music variety. Stations with deep libraries are not listened to long enough because listeners lack
the petience to weed through the unfamiliarity. Since the audience all punch around and listen on different schedules,
cutting back on repetition only makes it harder to introduce new music and build high scores for the music you are play-
ing.

Yes, we would all like a completely fat-free Whopper that was actually healthy with no sacrifice in taste. Even when
something close is available (the Mc DLT), it doesn’t sell. When you are looking at the audience (with or without formal
research), always make sure you factor in the reality of how they use and listen to radio.

The audience punches around between 3-4 stations, listens while doing other things (driving, working, etc.), and they
have their own listening schedule. This limits what you can do and accomplish. It also limits what you can really con-
clude from any research. When designing and analyzing your data, make sure you don’t waste

time, listener potential, and money, asking questions that you haven’t run through the filter
of Arbitron measurement and actual listener usage. You may end up with logical conclusions
that turn into ratings confusion.

Like [ Do” was the centerpiece of Spawn. Now comes “One,” taken from the
soundtrack to the highly anticipated X-Files movie. The truth is out there, and
so is Filter’s cover of the Three Dog Night hit. It’s nearly unrecognizable from
the original, and showcase Filter’s inescapable talent for creating edgy, yet thor-
oughly appealing sounds that connect with the listener. On at KXTE, KKND,
WHTG, WDST, and WKRO.

Gloritone, “Haitway,” (RCA)

Hailing from the Tempe/Phoenix area, expect great things from this trio. We've
had the pleasure of getting a sneak peek at their debut album, Cup Runneth
Over, and it certainly lives up to its namesake, offering up a healthy serving of
infectious, radio-friendly guitar-driven Pop/Rock. This first single is an excellent
introduction to a band with quite a future in the Modern Rock format. Chock
full of melody and aggressive guitars, and led by the sugary vocals of singer/gui-
tarist Tim Anthonise, Gloritone delivers on all counts. Produced by Bradley
Cook, whose engineering credits include work with the Foo Fighters, Counting
Crows and Fu Manchu. On at KEDJ (23 spins).

Grant Lee Butfalo, “Truly, Truly,” (SlaslvWamer Bros.)

The excitement surrounding this track is more than encouraging. Grant Lee
Buffalo has always been a favorite among industry-types and those very much
in tune with the music scene. With their latest release, Jubilee, Grant Lee
Buffalo readies themselves for an eruption into the mainstream with this truly
compelling record. Basically, it is their time. Their music is not compromised
with cookie-cutter stylings, but developed and refined, combining smart
arrangements and engaging hooks. Don’t wait for a story on this one, play it and
watch the story build on your station. New at WDOX, XHRM, WHTG, and 99X.

Gravity Kilis, “Falling,” (T¥T)

From seemingly out of nowhere (well, St. Louis to be exact), Gravity Kills
emerged in 1996 with their Techno-based brand of loud Rock, and before the
year was through, the band made a name for themselves at both Rock and
Modern radio with tracks like “Guilty” and “Down.” The first release from their
forthcoming Perversion CD, “Falling” is a little less guitar-heavy than what your
audience might be used to from the band, but still packs the same two-fisted
punch that made the aforementioned tracks smashes the last time out.

Homa Grown, “Surier Girl,” (Outpost)
This could be the start of something very big. This band can’t be described &
simply a Punk band, or a Ska hybrid, they actually bring to mind the feeling w
got when we first heard Sublime. It was something you can’t quite put your fi
ger on, put undeniably cool. Forced to describe their sound, we’'d tend to lea
towards Hardcore Reggae with definite Pop appeal. The bottom line is that you
audience will eat this up. Put this on now, the potential for this to be a hug
summer song is very real. New at KTBZ.

The Hunger, “Free,” (Universal/UME)

“Free,” the new single from The Hunger’s latest, finds the band staying on th
successful trek that took them to chart-topping success in 1996 with the tracl
“Vanishing Cream.” Titled Cinematic Superthug, and produced by Beau Hill, th
band’s sophomore album boasts industrial/electronic overtones while remaining
true to the gritty riffs that put them on the map. “Free” was written by vocal
ist/keyboardist Jeff Wilson for his younger brother who was murdered six yea
ago.

Jesus & Mary Chaln, “I Love Rock & Roll,” (Sub Pop)

Get ready to welcome this band back with open arms. The first single frong
Munki (in stores June 9) is everything you hoped it would be: crunchy, melodic
anthemic, and rich in instrumentation and texture. This band first hit the scend
in 1984, and has seen every trend and pretender come and go through thd
Alternative storm.

Infectious rhythms and Rob Halford’s melodic vocals will make you a believer,
and force you to deal with this band if you haven't already. LISTEN TO THIS

Making Automation Sound Live

In the frenzy to cut costs in
the wake of consolidation, sta-
tions have been installing
automation systems at an
unprecedented rate. In most
cases now, it’s a corporate dic-
tate. But don’t just blame con-
solidation, automation and
voice tracking was a reality
that many stations were
already facing. Technological
advances has become a
euphemism for cost cutting.

But if you can’t beat ‘em,
join “em. And if you can overcome the most common complaint,
“It doesn’t sound as good as live,” you can make technology work
for you. After all, technology can be a wonderful thing once we
learn how to use it, but the convenience of time saving has to
mean more than merely going through the motions. I often have
to wonder just how many jocks actually listen back to their own
voice tracks.

But it doesn’t have to be this way. And it’s our job to see that
the jocks do a better job of it. There’s no reason that voice tracked
shows can’t, in most instances, sound as compelling and exciting
as real-time shows.

I'm convinced that, in the not-so-distant future, we’ll produce a
new generation of jocks who will be able to make a voice-tracked
show sound as live as ever. Ironically, it will be people who are
new to the business who will pick up this skill the quickest. As
an example, Charlie Cohn, COO of New Wave Communications,
recently told me that some of his stations have had success hiring
people with acting backgrounds, which makes sense since these
are people who are always aware of the fact that they are per-
forming.

However, in the meantime, we have to find ways to make
automation sound better. Here’s how to do it:

e If you haven't yet decided on the system for your station, do
your homework. Talk to other stations about what's out there.
There are some shockingly-bad systems that rival the old
mechanical systems for “canned” sound. However, the best can
make the station sound seamless. If you have any input, make it
your business to know which are which.

s When installing a system, insist on having at least a week’s
time for training your staff before going live. Otherwise, the sta-
tion will sound like a train wreck in the short run and, in the long
run, some of the jocks will continue to be intimidated. Make it a
pleasant experience and they’ll adapt more quickly.

e Make sure the person doing the training presents it as a programming
tool, not as another computer gadget. I've seen too many stations let the
most knowledgeable computer person teach them how to use new equip-
ment, and see it go right over the heads of the people they're trying to
train. Lots of people are still intimidated by computers, so don't let a lot
of computer jargon make the situation worse.

¢ After you're up and running, consider having the full-time jocks do
at least one hour of their weekday shows live. Many on-air person-
alities are more comfortable if they can maintain that real-time feel,
even on a limited basis. This helps make the voice-tracked portion of
their shows sound more live. If you have a request show at lunch or
a 5p.m. hour filled with traffic reports, this is the perfect time to have
the jock be live.

» Require the jocks to do a certain amount of show prep. Set goals
for content: one bit of music information each hour, two pieces of
lifestyle content per show, etc. If the object is to make it sound more
real, make sure that the jocks don’t limit themselves to doing just the
bare minimum. Ask a little more; after all, they have the perfect
opportunity to get it right.

» Continue to aircheck your jocks on a regular basis. The sooner you
break them of bad habits, the sooner you can get the sound of the sta-
tion to your liking. Have them load the voice tracks onto a separate
tape so that you can go through it, as you would a skimmer tape in
the old days.

Assuming that stations will learn to use the technology properly
and efficiently, there is another possible side benefit: stations won't
need as many part timers on staff. Everyone always complains about
the quality of part timers, but now, with automation, you can get by
with fewer of them. You can have one person voice track several
shows for the weekend; there’s no longer a physical limit on how
many six-hour shifts one person can do. Fewer people also means
that you can raise the bar in terms of quality.

Of course, the part-timers’ first reaction may be that more voice
tracking may mean fewer hours. However, the smart operators will
permit the PD to use competent part timers for other important
tasks: doing production, making appearances or voice tracking more
stations in the cluster. This also makes it easier for the PD to work
with part timers. Instead of having to air check four or five part
timers, now it may be only one or two.

More automation is a fact of life. But there are ways to make the
best of it. If inevitable, then your goal should be to find a way to
make it work better than the other guy does.

October is in re-focusing the station musically. There is no question
when you listen to the station, by its music, by its on-air positioning, by
any type of promotion that we do, that’s it’s very clearly defined. It’s all
designed to very clearly say that,"97.1, The Eagle, The Only Station
That Really Rocks.” That’s what we heard from listeners, in research,
that’s what we’re doing. They know that there’s various other stations
that come under the broad heading of Rock; this is the only one that
really rocks. And, by that I don’t just mean musical texture, but also the
attitude of the station.

Tell us about the new morning show, and The Eagle's post-Stern
rebound.

We had a dilemma when I arrived on what could be done with the morn-
ing show, and we had just barely started to look at various options: some
syndication, importing existing morning shows, and/or trying to build
our own. But, within a couple of weeks of my arrival, the sale of NCI
was announced, and doors began to close as far as our ability to do long-
term contracts, and so on. It became more and more evident that short-
term, our most realistic option was going to be to build a show, organi-
cally, using existing people and people in the local area. We chose Russ
Martin, who, at the time was doing noon to three. Russ had been with
Eagle, on and off, over the past ten years, and also had hosted a local TV
show that was on Fox affiliates in Dallas, Houston, and San Antonio, so
he had a fairly well known name and image. He has a really interest-
ing sense of humor, and is great with listeners on the phone and in per-
son, so we thought that he would probably be our best choice, internal-
ly, to anchor a morning show. Then we began to build the show around
Russ. Brad Baxter is the guy who had been a presence on the Howard
Stern show, doing local breaks, and so on. We included him into that
mix, and then began to bring other people: our phone-screener Scott,
Valerie DeOrr, who does News on the show, and then a producer — a
voice guy — named Dan Lewis, who had worked with Russ previously
on the TV show.

How have they specifically responded to the Stern backlash?

The Stern backlash, from what I understand, was intense for probably
two weeks to a month after the last Howard show was broadcast, and
then began to diminish gradually, but consistently, and it’s down to a
trickle now. After we got the morning show on in November, and as we
got towards the holidays, I really noticed it start to taper off signifi-
cantly. And, I think a big part of that was just sending the unspoken
message that, “Okay, now we have a different show on in the morning,”
so a lot of people just gave up asking for the old show back when they
realized there was a new show on in its place.

Did the “celebrity mornings” approach that you used in-between soften
the blow?

Almost all of that happened before I arrived in the market, but I think
that it, hopefully, had the effect of re-focusing morning listening on
music and the music image of the station, rather than the fact that a
popular, syndicated talk show was no longer on.

There's a couple other new morning shows in town. How does the new
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Edge morning show sound?

It would be unfair for me to comment or judge them after a week and a
half, or two weeks, on the air. But, it sounds smooth, it sounds format-
ically very similar to the previous show that was on, except with multi-
ple talent now, multiple voices.

What impact have Q102's Lex & Terry had on the market? Aren’t they
picking up some of Howard's old audience?

Oh, definitely. When Howard Stern went off the air, people who want-
ed a male-targeted talk show in the morning really broke into two camps.
A little over half went to an AM station called The Ticket, which is a
Sports/Talk station, and a little under half went to Lex & Terry. Those
are just rough percentages, that mix has bounced around a little from
month-to-month, but basically, remains consistent.

Is there a lot of morning churn right now, in light of the number of sta-
tions that have changed their morning shows?

Oh, I think there’s definitely a lot of button-pushing going on. We don’t
feel that we’re anywhere near the potential we have with the existing
morning show, yet. The team I described to you — even though Russ
took over the morning shift in November — the team, as it now exists,
has only been on the air for a month. The Edge show is brand new, and
Zone also has a new morning show now.

Give us a rundown on the rest of The Eagle staff.

All of the jocks were here prior to my arrival. Chris Ryan is 10-3.
Chris had been doing 10-noon and a lot of voice work for the station in
production. When we moved Russ to morning drive, we expanded Chris’
shift to 10-3. Chris has a totally warped sense of humor, and in this
most recent book, I think people stopped scratching their heads and
started to decide they got it; they got the joke. He had really nice, con-
stant listening gains in middays. Cindy Scull, probably our best-known
personality — certainly our best-looking — does 3-7. We love to get
Cindy out in front of listeners, face-to-face, and they love it, too. She has
developed, since my arrival, a real good rapport with the afternoon traf-
fic guy, who goes by the name Chaz. And then, at night, the show is
called “Renegade Radio,” it's Dangerous Darren, who came to the sta-
tion a few years ago from KNAC. It’s a pretty hard-rockin’ show, but
Darren has a way of making it really fun and really like a three-ring cir-
cus. My whole focus with the jocks has been to take the handcuffs off
them, to really remove the restraints and let ‘em entertain. I felt, when
I arrived, that we had an extremely talented group of DdJs, but the mech-
anisms that were in place were really keeping them from doing what
they were capable of, in terms of being entertaining between the records.
I've tried to remove those restraints so that the station is more than just
a music delivery service, but is an entertainment service; musically and
in non-music elements.

What, if any, daily programming features can be found on The Eagle?

Everybody has their own little features. The morning show has a huge
variety of features, some are daily, some are weekly, some are occasion-
al. Russ got himself ordained as a mail-order minister. He has since
performed weddings on the air and does a weekly confessions bit:
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“Reverend Russ Confessions & Beach Party.” We have bits like “Fun
With Old Farts,” where people try to embarrass their grandparents and
relatives on the air. They've just started a thing called “The Eagle’s
Court,” which is kind of a tongue-in-cheek take-off of People’s Court,
where listeners bring their disputes in and Russ and the crew act as
judge and jury to try to settle the disputes for them. It actually comes
off like a cross between People’s Court and The Jerry Springer Show
‘cause we've had a few shoving matches break out. In middays Chris,
because of his production skills, has done a number of pre-produced
strange character bits like Timmy The One-Legged Post Boy who brings
in the mail, and they read listener mail together, and Timmy got
involved dating a transvestite and some various strange things. He also
has a daily feature called “The Nooner,” which is kind of a variety fea-
ture. It can be anything from artist feature to blocks, to things keyed to
local events like concerts, to strange things. We had “Eddies & Freddies”
one day, with Eddie Van Halen and Freddie Mercury, and Eddie Vedder,
and so on; just about any bizarre, sort of loose theme or topic we can
think of for “The Nooner.” Really cool songs from the ‘R’ category; songs
about guys named Bob. I mean we've had all sorts of strange things on
“The Nooner,” and it’s always fun ’cause it’s kind of unpredictable. In
afternoons Cindy has had a long-running feature called “Fax Trax At
Four,” which started as a fax-in your four favorite songs and when you
hear them played back, call in to win a prize. It’s usually a party for you
and your co-workers. That’s been expanded to e-mail now. She does a
five o’clock free-for-all, which is sort of a free form request-driven hour,
and then a lot of days she does a six o’clock ticket blitz when we have
good stuff to unload. And then, at night Darren has a “Mandatory
Metallica” feature at eleven p.m. He has a new nine o’clock knockout
kind of battle of the bands thing that’s just getting started. Then he has
a number of other bits that he has invented that sort of appear ran-
domly, like stupid slogans where he names, “It’s not just for breakfast
anymore,” or some kind of an ad slogan. People guess the product. He
has “One Arm Or Two,” which is a Def Leppard feature. He has a number
of others like that, and they’re just fun ways to do simple giveaways.

What type of marketing do you do for The Eagle?

Right now, we're on TV. I'm not aware that they’'ve done direct mail in
the past. We haven't really done any in the few months I've been here.
The TV has been the main thrust of it. We have a database that’s been
built over the years, but we’ve really been trying to build that with fax
and e-mail to help us with at-work listening. That’s underway now.
There’s a ton of Eagle stickers out in the market.

Do you have any annual station events?
Yeah, there’s a few. There’s one coming up in July called “Rock N
Wheels,” which 1 think, has been in place for five or six years now. It’s
a custom car show. It includes a bikini contest and is fun for people who
want to see cars or show off their cars. We have a Halloween live music
event called “Freakers’ Ball,” part combination costume party and con-
cert. We've done holiday concerts that included charity/celebrity auction
kind of things. Then, we’re working on a couple of others for this sum-
mer; one that will probably happen on the Fourth of July, and another
a little later in the summer. It’s an outdoor-active event, I don’t want to
get into details because, competitively, it's new and nobody expects it,
yet.

Speaking of the Rock competition there, how do you go about
getting the presents or co-pro on concert events coming to town?
We start out by demanding and then move down to begging, if
necessary. Seriously though, I usually try to take a businesslike,
calm, logical approach. IfI feel that there is a given show that
we deserve exclusivity, or can do our best job with if it’s done
exclusively, I will suggest and request that. If I honestly feel that
we can’t do it justice and that it would be better off for the show
itself and the station overall if the load were shared between var-
ious stations, then I may actually approach it from that angle. 1
don’t just ask for everything, whether I can do a good job or not,
and I've never understood why people do because it really sets
the station up for failure.

You were there at The Eagle back in the early '80s, describe the differ-
ence between Dallas now and then.

Well, it seems like there’s about thirty times more cars on the roads, and
the roads are the same size. The Eagle that I worked at was in a dif-
ferent building, in a different format, with different people, and it actu-
ally only adopted the name ‘Eagle’ during my brief stay as the morning
jock, so it was nowhere near the kind of legendary station that it later
became. The marketplace, it seems a lot more polished to me now. It
seems more like a major market. Maybe I was naive first time around.
It was my first major market job and I came in with a cocky attitude and
thinking, “Well, this doesn’t sound so big and impressive to me.” Coming
back years later as a PD, knowing what the competitive challenge was
going to be, I'm a lot more respectful of the level of competition that
exists in this size market.

A big topic of conversation in the industry has been Pay-For-Play. What
is your view on that?

I think the best way to do it has not yet been determined. There’s prob-
ably various approaches that will need to be tried until we see, through
experience, what the best way to present that is; both presented on-air
to listeners and presented in a business setting to labels that we work
with. But, I do think it’s probably a logical idea in some fashion. The
reason I say that is, so much money is spent by labels simply attempt-
ing to get airplay, but it’s all been so indirect. It almost seems more effi-
cient in one way or another, the money being applied directly to getting
airplay rather than indirect methods like sending out five million nov-
elty items to various stations that have some indirect tie-in with the
title of the song, or the band name, hoping that the PD will like the bow
tie that he got in the mail and will play the record because of it. And,
from the radio industry point of view, air time has always been for sale
on commercial radio. Any time that we don't sell as spot commercials
still has value, and we can do the same thing in the space of three, or
four, or five minutes exposing new music to people in a repetitive fash-
ion as we do with spot advertising, and have the same type of effect as
far as making them aware of the product and trying to sell it to them.

Tell us about the upward trend in numbers, you’re up in just about every
demo..

Just about every daypart. Afternoons didn’t grow as much in this book
as the other dayparts, and I think that’s probably as much as anything,
due to the fact that afternoons had been leading the station. That was
the daypart that seemed least effected by the morning show change,
which really triggered the slide of the station at the end of last year. So,
it’s really the rest of the station catching up to the afternoons.

Any predictions on the Dallas Cowboys for this year?

Well, you know, I guess having put myself in the position of a new PD
coming in to a fairly well established team, if you will, and trying to
make some changes and get them into a winning season, I would cer-
tainly hope that Chan Gaily has the same success coming into an
established team and trying to get them on to a winning season.
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Up Close with KEGL PD Greg Stevens

When Nationwide’s KEGL needed to fill a four month programming vacancy, they turned to 25-year industry
vet Greg Stevens. The former KQRC/Kansas City PD was no stranger to Dallas, having anchored the original Eagle
morning show when it was a CHR/AOR hybrid in 1980. He also had Lone Star state programming experience at
KISS/San Antonio. In fact, Stevens has been programming Rock all over the country for longer than he may care to
remember. At one of two separate stints at San Diego’s KIOZ, he oversaw the station’s relocation to a new, more pow-
erful frequency. He was APD at the original 98 Rock in Tampa (WQXM), before helping launch the station’s chief
rival, the legendary WYNF. He briefly programmed a cutting edge version of KQLZ/Los Angeles, after its ballyhooed
Pirate Radio identity sank.

Stevens came to The Eagle at a turbulent time. Nationwide purchased the station in January 1997 and pro-
ceeded to dump the wildly popular Howard Stern Show seven months later. The backlash hit hard. The Eagle lost
nearly 8 shares of 18-34 men in morning drive. Stevens assembled a new morning team, re-focused the radio station,
and started to reap the benefits. In the Winter '98 Arbitron, The Eagle’s total week 12+ rebounded to within .5 of its
Stern-powered level. Not only are KEGL's total week men 18-34 numbers only .6 away from where they were with
Stern, all principal dayparts outside of morning drive are now performing higher in that demo than they were when

Stern was on board.

Three of the four Dallas Rockers have new PDs. Bring us up to speed
on how the stations are positioned.

In my opinion, Eagle really is the only true Active Rock station. Edge
[Chancellor’s KDGE] is, obviously, an Alternative station; Zone
[Susquehanna’s KKZN] is sort of positioned somewhere between Triple
A and sort of Soft, Classic Rock. And, the one that’s hard to pinpoint, in
my mind, is [SFX’s] KTXQ. They’re probably midway between a her-
itage Rock station and an Active Rock.

Is Q102's library much more Classic-based than The Eagle?

It’s quite a bit more diverse than what we’re dealing with. It certainly
does go back farther in some respects, although on Eagle you'll hear
music all the way back to the '60s, when you look at Zeppelin, Black
Sabbath, Jimi Hendrix, and so on. But, there’s an awful lot of late *70s,
early '80s music that you can hear on KTXQ that, isn’t being played
anywhere else in the market. I'm talking about Phil Collins, Bryan
Adams, The Cars, Billy Squier, that sort of thing.

The Eagle, The Edge, and Q102 all target 18-34. Is there room for all
three stations?

I don’t think there is. I know what our target is, it's pretty evident what
the target for Edge is, but in listening to
KTXQ, I'm not sure if they do target 18-34,
they may be targeting a little broader than
that.

Q102 is going to join Chancellor Classic
Rocker KZPS and The Edge after the SFX
sale to Hicks Muse closes. Do you think
they’ll realign Q102 and The Edge so they’re
not going after the same kind of audience?
We certainly have our preferences on how
that might change competitively. But, I
don’t know, I've given a lot of thought to that.
Obviously, I don'’t have a crystal ball and I'm

not privy to the internal decisions at Chancellor. It does make you won-
der how they can reconcile the idea of a station would share so heavily
with both The Edge and KZPS and, yet, still has a direct competitor
across the street.

Is it tough there being a stand-alone Rocker competing with Chancellor

who already owns two, and soon three, Rock stations?

It’s a very competitive market, regardless of ownership, but thus far, we
haven’t felt any unusual competitive pressure because of co-ownership
of the stations that we compete with. KZPS and Edge are co-owned cur-
rently, and they don’t work together against us, at least on the pro-
gramming side. When KTXQ and their sister, B97, go into the fold as
well, we don’t know yet how that may change the competitive nature of
the market.

How do you feel about KIOZ's ratings upsurge in the Winter book?

I'm thrilled. To me, KIOZ is like a child that’s grown up and moved out
of the house, except I'm the one who moved. But, you know, from way
back in the mid-'80s, when I first got involved with the station, we
fought a signal problem for a long, long time. We finally got that cor-
rected in 1996 and I didn’t have much time to spend with the station
after it finally got a competitive full-market signal. But I always had
hopes to see it do what it has done now, and I couldn’t be more pleased
for them.

When you arrived there at The Eagle in the fall, the station had been
without a PD for over four months. What shape was The Eagle in when
you took it over?

Actually, the station, internally, was in pretty good shape. Cindy
Scull, who's Music Director/APD/PM Drive, did an incredible job trying
to handle her airshift, interim PD duties, and she was having a baby at
the same time. She had a lot of help from Cindy Coyle, who is our
Promotion Director, and also Dennis Fawley, the GM, so things were
a lot more together, internally, than you might expect when the PD’s
position is vacant that long. The exception to that was, of course, the
Howard Stern debacle.

Speaking of Howard, your 12+ Winter shares are only half a share less
than during Howard's last hook and you’re up in all key demos. What
do you attribute the rebound to?

I think the thing we've been most effective with since I arrived in
