Rage is back! Well, not completely, but
there is a new track from the band for fans
to sink their teeth into. “No Shelter” is both
different from anything Rage Against The
Machine'’s done before yet instantly famil-
iar. Taken from the soundtrack to the sum-
mer smash Godzilla, the song’s propulsive
beat and wah-wah guitar is powerful
enough to make you want to trash a few
cities yourself.

JOHN FOGERTY

PREMONITION, REFRISE

The marketing concept here is nearly
identical to the one that recently recon-
nected Fleetwood Mac and The Eagles
with millions of their fans. John Fogerty
and band rolled off the road and onto a
sound stage last December to cut 18 songs
spanning his entire career, from “Born On
The Bayou” and “Susie Q.” to “Centerfield”
and “Hot Rod Heart.” The result: an incen-
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diary greatest hits live album of authentic
American rock n’ roll, and a companion
VH1 concert special that debuts June 6
and will receive repeat video exposure into
the fall. Fogerty and band will return to
the road for a shed tour during this time.
Premonition is a live option/special week-
end gold mine for Heritage Rockers and
Progressives. The title track grows to 17
Rock 25-44, with 895 spins on 89 signals
and top 5 requests at KMOD, WROQ, and
WXKE.

“§NSIDE OUT,” RCA

Signed to a recording contract while they
were still in high school, the L.A. trio Eve
6 is unquestionably mature beyond their
years. Refreshing honesty and poeticism
as well as raw power and musical sophis-
tication are abundant on their self-titied
debut, starting with this ultra-catchy
Pop/Rock track that grabs you well before
the chorus checks-in.

“CONCEDE,” UNIVERSAL /UME

Sister Hazel have had quite a run with their platinum release ...somewhere
more familiar, with “All For You” and “Happy” firmly entrenched in recur-
rent on many stations. “Concede” starts off with an acoustic flavor and builds
into a middle-of-the-road Pop/Rock anthem. The CD Pro offers a couple dif-
ferent versions for you to choose from on top of the album version. Already
conceding: WYNF, KDKB and KEZO.

Jacor And CBS Swap Stations As FCC
Approves CBS/ARS Deal

The FCC approved CBS’ $2.6 bil-
lion purchase of American Radio
Systems, creating the wealthiest
radio group in the country with esti-
mated 1997 revenues of $1.5 billion,
according to BIA Research. But first,
CBS had to comply with a DOJ
agreement requiring them to divest
stations in Boston, Baltimore and St.
Louis. The FCC also required CBS to
unload one ARS station in the San
Jose market.

CBS has begun to spin-off some
of those signals, announcing an 11-
station, 5-market swap with Jacor
(fmqb 5/29). Under terms of the
swap, Jacor receives from CBS:
WOCT-FM and WCAO-AM in Balti-
more, a new broadcast area for Jacor

An Obituary For KOME

While CBS overhauls the
airstaff and music at Modern Rock
KITS (Live 105) in San Francisco,
market watchers are blowing “Taps”
for KOME in San Jose. The original
Infinity Rocker has been gutted by
CBS, stripped of its morning show,
programming team, and airstaff,
much of which has migrated north to
“The New Live 105” (fmgb May 29). KOME will soon shed its heritage call let-
ters and Modern Rock format. Plans were underway at presstime to place the
27-year-old station in a trust on June 4, a precursor to its eventual docking
with new owners Jacor. In its waning days under CBS, KOME was reduced to
just board ops seging music and sweepers.

It’s likely that the KOME spot on the dial will eventually be a new haven
for Classic Rock. Sources tell fmqb that after the trust period ends, Jacor will
simulcast KUFX’s Classic Rock format on KOME'’s 98.5 frequency for a time,
before making 98.5 The Fox's new permanent address, and launching a new
product at KUFX’s inferior 104.9 signal. The KOME call letters, synonymous
with Rock in the South Bay since 1971, will be retained by CBS, sources say,
perhaps eventually replacing the KITS calls at Live 105.

Market insiders say Live 105 — still jockless apart from Howard Stern
in morning drive — is sounding tighter and more like KOME than ever before.
Flashback artists such as The Cure, Depeche Mode, and New Order are being
broomed out in favor of higher repetition on ‘90s staples such as STP, Nirvana,
Foo Fighters and Sublime. Spice tracks from Propellerheads, Dimitri From
Paris, The Crystal Method and others are being reduced. Also shelved, at least

for now, is the station’s wide array of inclusive specialty shows, which show-

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Capstar/SFX Deal Closes

Capstar Broadcasting Corpora-
tion finally completed its August
1997 announced acquisition of SFX
Broadcasting, Inc. on May 29 for an
aggregated consideration of $2.2 bil-
lion, including equity and the
assumption of SFX senior debt,
senior subordinated notes and pay-
in-kind preferred stock. Capstar also
announced the completion of its first
initial public offering of 31 million
shares of Class A Common stock at
an IPO price of $19 per share.

Department of Justice approval
of the deal hinged on Capstar divest-
ing 11 stations, while FCC ownership
limits required the sale of an addi-
tional five stations. All of the sta-
tions were either sold or placed in a
trust before the May 29 closing.

Commenting on the closing,
Capstar President/CEO R. Steven
Hicks told fingb, “We are excited to
complete this historic transaction on
the heels of our successful initial pub-
lic offering. By combining Capstar
and SFX’s outstanding radio proper-
ties and management teams, we have
strengthened our ability to increase
revenue and audience share across
our markets nationwide. Through

Capstar’s innovative operating
strategies, which combine a low-cost
operating structure and the highest
quality managers, programming and
systems, we are exceptionally well-
positioned to generate revenue and
cash flow growth rates in excess of
historical growth rates in our mar-
kets.

“In essence,” Hicks continued,
“our two companies have come full
circle. Having worked with most of
SFX’s operators since co-founding the
company in 1992, I am enthusiastic
about being reunited with this
proven and talented team. Our
shareholders, employees and listen-
ers will all benefit from this seamless
combination.”

With this deal now closed,
Capstar has assembled a portfolio of
299 radio stations serving 75 mar-
kets nationwide. Indicators point
toward Capstar forming another
“Star” region, overseen by John
King, GM of the company’s Nashville
properties. King previously super-
vised an entire region for SFX.

The new KITS airstaff is expected to include Ally Storm in middays and
The DJ With No Name in nights (both from KOME). Live 105 has retained
Big Rick Stuart, presumably for afternoon drive, and has announced plans

to pick-up Loveline from KOME.

Not all KOME staffers were invited to make the move north. PM driver

Shark, late nighter Jason Hurst, Production Director Don West (currently
KOME's Acting PD), weekender Jay Cruise and others are staying behind,
holding down the fort through the trust period, which could last for two or
more weeks. Overseeing KOME during this period (and perhaps beyond) is
KSJO/KUFX GM John Sutherland.

The changes mark the end of an era in Bay Area Rock Radio that began
on February 1, 1971 when KOME debuted as a free-form rocker with
“Beginnings” from Chicago Transit Authority. Housed in the bottom floor of a
two story victorian (with the air studio located in the master bedroom), the
early KOME played everything from John Mayall, Keith Hartley and The
Allman Brothers to Issac Hayes, Al Green and Tower Of Power. A fledgling
Infinity Broadcasting bought the station for less than half-a-million dollars in
1973. An early format structure appeared in the summer of '74, R&B music
was eliminated in ’75. KOME was soon dominating San Jose ratings with
eight shares, challenging legendary Rock pioneer KSAN in San Francisco.
Under former KMET/Los Angeles PD Mikel Hunter, KOME embraced out-
rageous promotions and personalities like Dennis Erectus in the late *70s.
“Don’t touch that dial, there’s KOME on it” was one of the station’s slogans.
Under PD Pat Evans and consultant Jeff Pollack, KOME became a main-
stream AOR in ’83. Ron Nenni replaced Evans as PD in ’85, leading the sta-
tion through the ’80s and into the '90s, and overseeing its flip to Modern Rock
in May of '94.

RADIO STOCKS SLIP Despite the
Radio Advertising Bureau reporting
a 13% increase in ad revenues for
April, marking the 68th consecutive
monthly gain, and year-to-date rev-
enues running 10% ahead of last
year’s numbers, radio stocks are tak-
ing a tumble. Variety noted on 6/3
that stocks such as Chancellor
Media, Emmis Broadcasting, Jacor
Communications and CBS Corp.,
which, with the addition of American
Radio Systems, will gain a major por-
tion of its revenues from radio, have
tumbled 20%-25% in the last several
weeks. As a matter of fact, Capstar
Broadcasting, who just last week
closed on its acquisition of SFX and
went public (see Dirt Alert) at $19 a
share on May 27, has already seen its
stock spiral down to $17.13 at
Tuesday’s (6/2) close, a 10% decline.
RAB President Gary Fries told
Variety, “There’s nothing on the hori-
zon of any cause for concern. The rev-
enue side continues strong, and,
because the expense side is basically
flat, that’s the only side that could
affect things.” Variety also noted that
Wall Street analysts feel that the
price weakness is in the wake of sev-
eral huge stock offerings, which may
have created an oversupply of radio
stock.

LATIN MUSIC PAYOLA PROBE
Around 18 wholesale record distribu-
tors and 20 radio stations are sched-
uled to receive subpoenas in a wide-
ranging probe of corruption in the
Latin music business. According to
Los Angeles Times writer Chuck
Philips, the feds’ seven month pay-
ola investigation focuses on Fonovisa,
which accounts for 16% of the nearly
$500 million spent on Latin music in
the U.S. Fonovisa is a subsidiary of
Grupo Televisia, the largest Hispanic

media company. The company has
acknowledged that it “made certain
promotional payments in apparent
violation of applicable laws.” The
Times says Fonovisia “wrote a series
of checks last year to an independent
promoter who in turn dispersed cash
to couriers on the Fonovisa payroll.”
Those cash payments, sometimes as
large as $10,000 a month, were deliv-
ered to PDs in exchange for airplay.
What’s more, some of the payments
may have been financed by illegal
sales of promotional items. Informa-
tion gathered from subpoenaed docu-
ments in this investigation could trig-
ger a larger probe of other Latin
music labels or perhaps the entire
U.S. music industry.

FTC MAY LOOK INTO SEA-
GRAM/POLYGRAM DEAL There
is talk that the proposed merger
between Seagram and PolyGram will
get a close look from the Federal
Trade Commission who blocked a
similar deal involving PolyGram and
Warner Communications in the mid-
’80s, according to a report in Variety.
The FTC objected that the Warner/
PolyGram deal would have given the
merged company 26% of the market.
The Seagram/PolyGram deal would
give Seagram 25%. It would also
reduce the number of major record
companies from six to five. Wall
Street speculators who specialize in
mergers are now focusing on the
potential antitrust hurdles and are
now concerned that the deal may not
close. PolyGram’s stock has dropped
over $2.00 to $54.50 as more and
more traders became aware of the
FTC’s history in blocking the
Warner/PolyGram deal. Meanwhile,
PolyGram’s film division could be
worth more than $1 billion, according

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BIA: Gulf Between Radio “Haves” and “Have-Nots” Widening

It's no secret that radio consolidators gob-
bled up stations with a Godzilla-like appetite
last year. But the extent and impact of radio’s
shrinking ownership landscape comes into
clear focus in BIA's new “State of the Industry
‘98" report released this week. Among its
mind-numbing factoids:

* 723 owners left the radio landscape in

the past two years.

* 2,250 radio stations (over 20%) changed

owners last year, for a total of $18 billion,

surpassing ’'96’s record sales volume of

2,157 sales.

» Station prices continued to escalate,

with the average station going for $8 mil-

lion last year, up from $6.6 million in ’96.

Compare that to only $1.2 mil. in '92, the

last year largely unaffected by deregula-

tion.

* Radio revenues were up 9.3% last year,

from $11.2 billion in '96 to $12.3 billion in

'97.

* Nearly half of all 5,829 Arbitron-rated

stations are part of a “duopoly-plus con-

figuration,” compared to 43.8% in '96.

* An average of 4.6 owners per market in

the Top 100 markets account for 86.2% of

local listening and 93.8% of market
revenues.

All that consolidation is helping radio grow
its share of the media revenue pie, one of the
promises of Telecom reform. After being stuck
at 7% for the past decade, radio’s share of the
$187 billion advertising market “appears to be
growing,” BIA concludes. Revenues were up
an average of nearly 8% a year over the past
five years, and have been growing faster than
other media over the past few years. BIA is
bullish on continued growth, forecasting that
total radio spending will increase around 7% in
Arbitron-rated markets from 1997 to 2001.
“The advantages of consolidation may be
leading to better inventory management and
rate integrity,” BIA says, “allowing total radio
spending to eclipse its competitors.” But don’t
bank on radio’s chunk of the ad market grow-

ing significantly, they warn, as inventory limits
and pricing pressure will slow its goal of hitting
double digit revenue shares.

Consolidation has allowed companies to
become more efficient, causing profit margins
to soar. Many publicly traded companies are
reporting operating profits north of 35%, says
BIA, which has been tracking and appraising
radio for broadcasters and lenders since ‘83.
“Housing more stations under one roof is
allowing the multi-signal operators to spread
more of their fixed costs over a greater number
of properties, leading to even more efficient
operations.”

BIA also concludes that “consolidated
operations appear to be attracting dispropor-
tionate shares of both revenues and ratings,
and the gap between consolidated operations
and standalones is widening.” Consider that
duopolied stations, which represent just over
half the stations in the top 50 markets,
accounted for 76% of the listening in those
markets in ‘97, up from 68% in '96. The dis-
parity in dollars is even wider. Average rev-
enues for non-duopolied stations in the Top 50
markets were $1.2 million last year, compared
to $4.5 million for duopolied stations.

Do duopolied stations outperform their
competitors because of the benefits of consol-
idation or simply because the strongest com-
petitors have been combined? Last year, BIA
concluded that duopoly was “more glamorous
than effective.” This year they came to a dif-
ferent conclusion: “The economic advantages
afforded by consolidation appear to be extend-
ing to revenues. In particular, an artfully con-
structed cluster of radio stations, with a signif-
icant foothold in the market, should be able to
target and attract larger target audiences, bet-
ter manage inventory, and efficiently deliver
their bigger audiences to advertisers at higher
rates. That at least is one of the promises of
consolidation and there is some anecdotal evi-
dence that indeed, revenue synergies are
becoming a reality.”

BIA sees four trends shaping the post-

Telecom radio landscape:

1. A slowing in market consolidation
trend. The extent of concentration in
radio’s largest markets appears to be
close to maxed out. The big constraint is
the DOJ’s de facto 40% market revenue
threshold.

2. A trend towards television-like mar-
ket competition. Three or four significant
operations are dominating ratings and
revenue in the largest markets, and two
operators are controlling the smaller mar-
kets. The radio industry is now configured
like television Designated Market Areas
(DMAs), with only a few outlets controlling
the lion’s share of revenues.

3. A trend towards cable-like national
ownership. With the 10 largest public
group owners grabbing 37.3% of all radio
dollars, we now have an ownership struc-
ture akin to that of cable TV, where a sig-
nificant concentration of revenue resides
in the hands of a few giant multiple signal
operators (MSOs).

4. A trend towards retail-like chains.
The best stations in the biggest markets
are in the hands of a few large, well-capi-
talized publicly-owned companies. That
leads BIA to speculate that the radio
industry is beginning to mirror the all or
nothing trend at retail: a few super stores,
like Best Buy, Home Depot and The
Sports Authority supplanting the heritage
Main Street storefronts, and dominating
the retail landscape. At radio, it's “the big
consolidators eclipsing the stand-alone
broadcasters by aggregating outlets, con-
centrating more resources and employing
new operating strategies.”

PolyGram’s film library alone is
worth $650 million, based on its
annual cash flow estimated at
between $60 million and $70 million,
while unreleased and newly released
movies are likely worth $250 million.
Other assets include the company’s
interest in the Sundance Channel
and two TV production businesses,
collectively worth $150 million.
Potential buyers, including Canal
Plus, have tried to get the purchase
price down to $500 million. Finally,
Universal Music Group Chairman
Doug Morris continues to be the
front runner to head Seagram’s new
global music operations. The compa-
ny’s entire new management team is
expected to be announced before the
end of the month.

CHANCELLOR TAKES OVER
DC101 KLOL/Houston PD Michael
Hughes will oversee new Chancellor
sister DC101/Washington, fmgb has
learned. Chancellor closed its $72
million purchase of WWDC-AM &
FM on June 2, naming Rick Mack
Acting GM from co-owned WWRC-
AM/WGAY-FM (fmqb May 29). Mack
replaces Goff Lebhar, the colorful,
outspoken, cigar-smoking, veteran
GM who hired Howard Stern in the
early ‘80s and replaced him with The
Greaseman when Stern split for
New York.

FORMER A&M CO-CHIEFS SUE
PolyGram has been sued for $5.6 mil-
lion by the former chiefs of A&M

Records. Jerry Moss and Herb
Alpert filed suit in Los Angeles
Superior Court, claiming that the
record company failed to share all of
the A&M profits required under the
terms of their 1989 sale of the label,
according to the LA Times. The suit
alleges that the two are owed $3.6
million from 1994 profits under the
future-profits provision of the pur-
chase agreement. PolyGram paid
$460 million up front for A&M.

KSD GOES CLASSIC The St. Louis
Heritage Rocker has made the shift
back to Classic Rock, effective imme-
diately. Using the on-air moniker
“The Home Of Classic Rock And
Roll,” the station has shed all of its
currents. “I think that inevitably we
will wind up with some of the major
artists as part of the fold,” PD Steve
Brill told fingb. “But for now we are
keeping a tight list and staying very
focused.”

KDRE RETURNS TO MODERN
After stunting with ten different for-
mats in ten days, KDRE/Little Rock
has returned to playing Modern
Rock.

“The elitist
point of view of your piece was
humorous, but not realistic,” Rich-
ards writes in the Correspondence,
Love Letters & Advice section of RS
789. “Overall listening has dropped
not because of shrinking radio
playlists but because of new competi-
tors in other media, including cable,
satellite, home-video rental, video
games and the Internet. One former
radio guy’s jaded point of view doesn’t
reflect that of an entire industry.
Plenty of radio stations out there
“don’t suck” but do have signals larg-
er than five watts.” Other published
reactions empathized with Eric
Boehlert’s inflammatory article,
including former J. Geils Band front-
man and ex-WBCN/Boston deejay
Peter Wolf and ex-KBER/Salt Lake
City MD Chris Haggin.

Two days after performing at WXRK/New York’s
Revenge Of The Dysfunctional Family Picnic show
(5/30), Stone Temple Pilots singer Scott
Weiland was arrested Monday afternoon (6/1) in
New York on charges of criminal possession of a
controlled substance and criminal trespass. The
police reportedly found ten bags of heroin, worth
approximately $100, in the waistband liner of
Weiland’s pants when they stopped him in a
Manhattan housing development. Weiland was
released without bail just before midnight on
Monday, on his own recognizance, and given a
court date of July 31. His gig at New york’s Irving
Plaza that night was canceled, as was the remain-
der of his U.S. tour in support of his solo debut, 12
Bar Blues. More on this situation as it develops.

Internet Entertainment Group, the company that
brought the Tommy Lee and Pamela Anderson
sex tape to the public, is claiming it has a signed
release enabling them to release a home sex tape
of Jane’s Addiction singer Perry Farrell. As we
told you a couple of weeks back (see Rock Report
5/22), Farrell’s lawyers (the same attorneys who
recently prevented IEG from distributing a home
sex tape featuring Bret Michaels and Pamela
Anderson), obtained an injunction against the
company Spy7.com, preventing them from mar-
keting, distributing or selling a video featuring
Farrell, or from putting it on their Web site.
Spy7.com - a company run by a private investiga-
tor who was once briefly employed by Farrell -
claims the tape it has features Farrell in a sex and
drugs romp with two women. It remains unclear as to
whether the IEG and Spy7.com tapes are the same.
The authenticity of the signature on the signed
release 1EG claims it has is also unclear, though the
company says it's “pretty confident” after submitting
the release to handwriting analysts.

Stabbing Westward will employ two drummers to
fill in for the injured Andy Kubiszewski, as they
make up tour dates they were forced to postpone
after Kubiszewski fractured his collarbone
rollerblading before a May 21 show in Madisen,
Wisconsin. Drummer/producer Chris Vrenna (late
of Nine Inch Nails and a very early incarnation of
Stabbing Westward), will supply drums for the first
three dates of the tour, with Killing Joke and
acclaimed session drummer Geoff Dugmore filling
in for the remainder of the tour. Dates are as follows:
6/7, Kansas City; 6/12, Los Angeles; 6/13,
Sacramento; 6/20, Palo Alto; 6/21, San Francisco;

The title of the forthcoming album from the DLR

As they gear up for their summer shed tour with
fellow Modern Rock pioneers the B-52’s, word
comes that The Pretenders are currently work-
ing on a new studio album slated for a fall release.
Chrissie Hynde and company have been holed
up in upstate New York’s Bearsville Sound studios
working on the new album, tentatively titled Viva
El Amor!! with producers Stephen Hague and
Steve Street, who was also on board for session in
London. Among those collaborating with Hynde on
the album include former London Suede gui-
tarist Bernard Butler who co-wrote a few tracks,
Jeff Beck, UB40’s Ally Campbell, and David
Johansen. The record is being mixed by studio
vet Bob Clearmountain, and features one of the
last photographs ever taken by Linda
McCartney.

Following a series of line-up changes, (which saw
the departure of guitarist Marc Ford and bassist
Johnny Colt, and the addition of new bassist
Sven Pippien), The Black Crowes have
regrouped and plan to showcase material for their
forthcoming album, tentatively titled By Your Side

Hagar-era hits like “Right Now” and “Why Can’t
This Be Love” sounded right at home with mater-
ial from the band’s latest, //I, like “Without You,”
“Fire In The Hole” and “Josephina.” Catch the
band when they return to the U.S. tour trail later
this summer.

Things are heating up in the KISS camp with
news that the masked marauders have finally fin-
ished their long-awaited reunion album, Psycho
Circus.

Also included is an
early rendition of “Blues Is King” culled from
Crenshaw’s underrated LP Downtown — the song
is titled “Bruce Is King” and is a track paying
homage to The Boss. Previously unreleased cuts
include “I'm Sorry,” “The Thrill Of The Fight,” “Run
Back To You,” “Bad Luck,” “Stay Fabulous,”

Managing Your Production and Imaging Inventory

Most PDs are inti-
mately familiar with the
number of spins they’re
giving to the songs they
have in power, but do you
know how many spins per
week your music-imaging
promos, contest promos or
morning show recyclers
are getting?

Programmers put a
lot of time and energy into making sure
that music is properly rotated, but not
nearly as much time into ensuring that
they’re getting proper frequency and
rotation of liners, sweepers and promos.
Many still haphazardly throw a bunch of
different recorded elements onto the
same cart. In fact, it’s rare to find a sta-
tion that uses software to schedule pro-
duction elements the way they do with
music.

But why shouldn’t the rotation of
image production be as sophisticated as
that of music rotations? After all, we've
heard since we started in this business
that our best marketing vehicle is our
own airwaves.

If you want to start getting orga-
nized, divide your imaging production
into meaningful categories such as those
below:

* Music-Imaging. Quick sweepers or

longer promos that include song clips, and
whatever sells the basic product of the
station.

* Audience-Recycling. Promos or
sweepers that sell a specific daypart or
personality. In most cases, these are used
to promote the morning show, but they
can also be used to promote other day-
parts, weekend special programming or
benchmark features of the station.

* Contest Promos. For teasing upcom-
ing promotions, explaining the details of a
current contest or congratulating the
winner(s).

* Image Sweepers. Used to sell an
overall image or attitude (e.g. humor)
that’s important for the station. Simply
sell an image of the station.

* Quick IDs. The short IDs used to fill-
in where you once did segues.

Be strategic about what you’re trying
to accomplish and manage your inventory
accordingly. Fill in the most important
elements first, then give whatever space
is left to minor things. If your format is
new, or you've made significant changes
in your music, then music promos take
priority. If your morning show is just hit-
ting its stride and you're convinced that
now is the time to promote it heavily, put
the other audience-recycling promos on
the back burner and concentrate on the
elements that you feel will give you the

highest return. But don’t let the local
music show dominate your promotional
time; it’s a nice image to have, but it’s not
that important in the overall scheme of
things.

It’s also important to carefully con-
sider where you place each element with-
in the hour. Or, more precisely, consider
moving the elements around within the
hour, from day to day or week to week. If
you run one type of recorded element at
the same time in each hour every day
(say, always running your contest promo
at :15), there may be some people who lis-
ten at the same time each day who never
hear any of the morning promos or music
imagers.

Finally, remember that this is pro-
gramming inventory, your best chance to
tell your story to your listeners. Do what
you can to protect it from sales people
who promise promos to clients as value-
added garbage. It clutters the station and
cuts into the amount of time you have to
sell station images. And we promise that
no one will be calling on Tuesday to take
your report on how many spins you gave
your morning show promos last week.

It’s been almost a month since you got “Falling,” the first
| single from GRAVITY KILLS’ second album, Perversion.
Last we checked, eight of you (WSOU, WWSP, KFMX,
WKSM, WTPA, WVBR, WVUD) were spinning it before the
add date, but there were probably a lot more of you than
that. Now that you've got the whole album in your hands,
you’ve got nine other songs to play with, and you won’t be
disappointed. The band took the Metal and Industrial
world by storm with their first album, which built on the blueprint of Industrial rage
and aggressive guitar riffs and rhythms made popular by bands like NINE INCH
NAILS and MINISTRY. Perversion isn’t drastically different from their first album,
which is great news if you liked it the first time around. “Falling” is just the beginning
of this album, which we suspect will be dominating at more formats than just ours.
Other songs we dig include “If;” “Alive,” “Wanted.” and “One.”

REO SPEEDEALER, ROYALTY

REO SPEEDEALER, the Texas Rock-a-bully quartet,
deserves a nod as well as some spins based on the sheer
creativity and double-entendre inherent in their name. The
band deals a hefty, super-speedy bag of Southern Fried
Punk Metal. Song titles akin to South Park vocabulary like
“Double Clutchin’ Finger Fuckin’,” “Cocaine Dave,” “Pussy,”
and “Pig Fucker,” are manufactured for rockin’ out in your
eight foot double-wide trailer. “Gotterdammerung” has a
singalong chorus no doubt designed to rev up shirtless, toothless race car rockers
all over the globe. File this one under White Trash Core and have a good time
doing it. Of course, you'll want to carefully screen this album for profanity,
because as you might have guessed, there’s more than enough of it to go around,
but this ballsy album is so infectious you and your listeners will be jumping on
the REO bandwagon.

CBS' style is to buy properties that are already
successful and then hire an army of sales peo-
ple?

Frank: We can’t speak for CBS or Mel Karmazin.
Where there’s no market conflict, CBS is a client,
because we’re so strong in Smooth Jazz. We work
with their three Smooth Jazz stations. Mel and his
organization use research selectively where they feel
it can help. Chancellor has always been very bullish
dating back to the days when Evergreen purchased
Pyramid. It was part of the acquisition that
Broadcast Architecture be included because we had
helped in some of the turn-arounds. Chancellor rec-
ognizes that there’s great value in turning around prop-
erties. They also believe in maximizing them, which
may mean taking a good station and making it great
and being certain that there is 2 minimum amount of
cannibalization of audience, maximizing audience and
revenue share.

Brian Stone Once a company owns eight stations in one

market, is there a temptation to do less
research or are they more likely to attach
greater importance to research because so
much is at stake?

Brian: If you look at the cluster that Chancellor
owns in San Francisco, it’s somewhere in the neigh-
borhood of 25%-26% of the market revenues. You can
look at how close the radio stations are from a prod-
uct perspective. People like David Lebow and [Nova
Marketing President] Mark Ramsey, on the intelli-
gence gathering side, and Steve Rivers and Guy
Zapolean on the product side, inserted Kiss [KISQ]
in between KMEL and Wild 107 [KYLD], and those
two radio stations were already very similar. Looking
at that cluster alone we can see similarities to L.A.
and to Philadelphia. More research is a necessity
because these are very tightly positioned radio sta-
tions that have come into the ownership profile of
their company by way of acquisition. These stations
don’t need any dramatic adjustments, they are very
healthy. So, you need peaceful co-existence. Peaceful
co-existence in the military means you have damn
good intelligence. That is one of the reasons BA com-
plements the company as well as it does. We are an

Tell us about your MIX-MASTER™ research
product and how it tests more than just music.

TER™ actually shows you TSL plus music flow and
personality appeal.

Frank: That'’s another advantage, it speeds the process.

Give us your assessment of some of the newer research
techniques such as Living Room Music Test™ and music
research conducted via the Internet.

Brian: Although we have explored other options, we're still doing
auditorium testing. We have consulted Gallup, headquartered here
at Princeton, and explored Interactive Voice Response data collec-
tion. What concerns us in music testing or other research events,
is the security issue. People should be under someone’s control in
research settings. It concerns us that some companies hire data
collection agencies, which in many cases do the recruiting, which
leads us to worry: Who came? How did they get in? How often did
they take breaks or were they all even there? You really lose secu-
rity in in-home events. One of the other technologies being
advanced is the telephone. We have difficulty with anything that
requires the in-put device being moved around. Everybody uses a
touchpad to make a phone call, but 600 phone calls over the course
of a couple of hours is a lot of buttons to push.

Frank: We did some R&D with Gallup on phone research. But,
there’s no control, and a good scientific experiment involves a con-
trolled setting. You want to eliminate the variables as much as
possible. Secondly, we all know from callout that it’s very difficult
to keep people on the phone. Because of the prevalence of telemar-
keting, the incidence and cooperation have dropped. You can only
hold people on the phone for a few minutes. Gallup also noted that
most phones have the keypad in the handset. You hold the phone
up to your ear and to respond you have to remove it from your ear
and push a button. People complain tremendously about the phys-
ical fatigue of listening and then putting in their vote. And the
vote can only be one through nine, whereas with MIX-MASTER™,
it’s zero to 100 points of information collected every second. You

Brian: It's interactive and happens in real time, and we
can monitor it second-by-second. We know that people
are engaged, we see the respondents and control the
environment. If it weren't effective, I don’t think we’d
have this incredible track record with clients. We have
some great partnerships with some very successful radio
stations. If it were flawed we'd be aware of it. We've
explored the Internet as a possibility. But it's a biased
sample because the person has to have a computer. They also have
to subscribe to a service that gets them on the Internet. There’s a
very small percentage of Internet users that have audio capability.
The universe of people available is very small, and a skewed sam-
ple. Is it possible? Maybe down the road; I don't rule it out. It
shows great promise.

A “passion score” is a very high score in the 80s and 90s
from a station’s Pls, P2s and P3s and shows up as a high
and solid line on the EKG. How important are passion
scores for P1 driven formats like Active Rock, Alternative
and Triple A?

Brian: It’s everything. In certain demos in these formats, it's
beyond 50% of a station’s quarter hour listenership.

Frank: Passion is everything. It’s what drives people to remem-
ber an artist. Careers for recording artists are built upon songs.
Songs have to strike a chord in someone’s heart. When they do
make that passionate connection, it is reflected in research. Radio
stations are only able to keep people listening by being compelling.
You have to be able to reward people with something that touches
them passionately, consistently. We're very bullish about observing
passions, especially with P1s. And there’s information available
from Arbitron. You can study the specific percentage of quarter
hours contributed by a ten-year span. It’s a tremendous amount,
especially in current music formats.

Brian: One of our principal sorts is finding out where the 80 to
100 scores are on the MIX-MASTER™ dial, where that top quintile
came from, and who drove them. That formula has been proven by
a number of methodologies and studies. There’s a small percent-
age of people driving 70% to 80% of the TSL, and your Pls
are in that group.

Are passion scores for new music declining?
Frank: That has not been our observation.

Brian: The only issue on new music is familiarity. You can’t
expect there to be high buy-in to a new cut when people are still
unfamiliar with it. That’s no different than what you would see in

call-out research. There’s almost always a new music
component in any of the formats that we test. We can
isolate those songs and analyze the different quintiles
of the score of that song and apply a variable to find
out the passion level. In many cases it is an issue of
familiarity.

Frank: We have a product that’s part of MIX-MAS-
TER™ which is called Distribution Analysis. This
allow us to see the specific quintile voting of various
breakouts of the participants, to see how many people
in a quintile give the high score or low score. It’s
through that analysis that we can see that you have
to judge every piece of music on a radio station,
whether it’s old, new, recurrent or gold, song-by-song.
We'll see new material that takes off very quickly
because it strikes a chord. This is one reason that we
strongly encourage radio stations to avoid the concept
of light adds. If you are not committed to it, don’t
bother. We abhor the concept of a paper add or a
light add to get the record company promo people off
your back. Hopefully, every song that a radio station
plays is an investment. You're making an investment
in the song that you will be playing a year from now,
and that investment goes very deep. It goes to the
format as well as your radio station; it goes to the
career of the artist. If you’re going to play something
— play it! Give it enough spins so that it’s noticed.
Then, if through music testing you see that you made
a bad bet, you can pull off of it. The easiest thing to
do is to use Reach and Frequency and really figure
out exactly how often your Pls are hearing this
record. Selector’s new program is fantastic. It’s a
great tool for programmers. It’s the same principal
that is used to get advertisers to use frequency.

Some programmers think that bi-annual music
tests are sufficient. Why do you think that they
should be more often?

Frank: The answer is a simple one. Arbitron sur-
veys quarterly, and we have tracked stations that test
more frequently, three and four times a year, and it
stabilizes the ratings. Listeners can feel the refresh-
ing that occurs on a radio station after a music test,
when new music is added and you've brought back
music that’s been rested. When music that’s growing
stale is shelved. When the categories are shifted
around so that the emphasis changes on different
songs. They can't always put their finger on why the
station sounds better, but they’ll tell you (and we've
done many, one-on-one interviews with people) that
they notice how a station is refreshed after a music
test. With so much at stake, and with Arbitron in a
quarterly pattern, it’s crazy to not try to emulate
that. I don’t think all formats need it. I don’t know
that Oldies needs to test four times a year. It also
depends on the size of the market.

The larger the market, the more competition,
the more proactive you’re going to want to be.
Frank: You can quote us on that. What you just
said.

How much budget should a station or group

allocate for music research?
Brian: It depends on who your supplier is. If you
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want to go on the cheap, you can do music testing i
the teens. We’re not sure that that’s what we wou

recommend. Most companies are priced up where

are: mid to high-twenties or low thirties. It’s abou

$120,000, $125,000 on an annualized basis.

Frank: This wouldn’t include call-out.

Brian: And this wouldn'’t account for perceptual off
market studies.

I’ve heard some consultants say that testing
more than 200-300 titles at a time is problemg-
ic. What is the optimum number of songs to
test at one time, and why?

Frank: There are variables involved format to for
mat. The hook of an Oldie can be much shorter tth
a Smooth Jazz track. With some genres it takes a
longer hook for people to be able to identify the
essence of the song. The hooks could be anywhere
from 8 - 15-seconds on more unfamiliar genres lik
Smooth Jazz. It’s very important, no matter what fhe
format, that the hook represent the essence of the
song. We have a big advantage with MIX-MASTER™
in that we do not need to announce a number befo
each hook. A hook fades up, establishes, and then
fades down, and then the next hook begins. That
buys us a lot of time, so we frequently test 500-60]

But, we rarely go over 600. It’s a question of the
length of the entire test. You can’t run much long
than the length of a major motion picture.
Otherwise, people’s attention spans start to drift. We
also incorporate breaks. This also provides us with
an advantage for position bias. If we're doing two dif-
ferent sessions we can change the order of the sonJ
so that they all have an equal opportunity.

What mix of participants is ideal for auditori
testing?

Brian: Depending upon the format, we love to getlat
least half the room represented by first preference fis-
teners. But, it depends on the maturity of the sta-
tion, the format, and whether or not there’s a vertidal
competitor that provides a direct P2 pool from thei
P1s to your station. Possibly there’s a station on t
fringe that will provide P3 potential conversion.
MIX-MASTER™ can see where the P2s and P3s
agree with your Pls, or where they polarize, to shofv
us where we've reached too far. It depends on the
format as to whether the mix includes people that #re
potentially others that could aggregate through a
cluster, liking a texture, a style, a particular genre
but be unaligned and potential cumers.

How long should your P1s spend listening to

your station to qualify as a P1?

Frank: It varies from format to format, but I've

never seen less than one-hour per day. It can rangi
t-

from anywhere from seven-eight hours a week up
10-12 hours a week. These tests are very goal-orie
ed, so when we are designing the specifications for
the test, we examine the amount of time P1s are
spending on the radio station and try to match the
station’s reality and its potential, relative to the for
mat. What’s your P1 TSL? What’s your TSL at th
radio station? And what’s standard TSL for this foi
mat? You want genuine Pls.




How do you deal with problematic response
rates?

Brian: It is endemic throughout the industry.
Response rates are dropping. On the front-end,
response is low due to problems finding these people.
You get much higher response rates in adult formats
than on youth-driven, high-energy formats, be they
male or female. Urban is continually a problem on
response rates. It depends very much on the format-
ics and on demographic targets. If you raise the ante
and are willing to pay respondents, it gets a little
easier. In some cases we'll bring them back for a sec-
ond night and that premium can be as high as $100.
Recruiters are requiring higher per-show rates. So
we're literally writing out checks for $10,000,
$12,000, $15,000 before we turn on the lights, just to
get people in.

Frank: Initially we'd pay out $25 - $35 and that
seemed expensive at the time. Now there are mar-
kets where we paid $50 - $60 for one test, one
evening.

Is there any kind of moral issue involved in
paying respondents?

Frank: No. You'd skew the sample if the only
respondents you got wanted to be there. You'd get
music freaks or professional fans of radio or music
only. We really have to be able to replicate the audi-
ence, and potential audience of the radio station, and
that takes a lot of hunting. Telemarketing has
caused cooperation rates to tumble because people
don’t like to be bothered with phone calls at home.
It’s taking more money to find these people and we
have to pay them higher incentive fees to get them to
show.

Brian: We are going to have to develop market-wide
databases on our own. We can no longer rely on pro-
fessional database builders and maintenance people
to find respondents. We'll have to find them through
marketing, call-out, and telephone perceptuals.
That’s where it’s all going to go. Otherwise, we'll not
only pay an extremely high premium to find these
people but eventually we’ll run out of good people.

What formats need to test music more often and
why?

Frank: Current-based formats, because so much is
changing. We were able to have a breakthrough for
Smooth Jazz by getting all the major markets to test
four times a year. So much of that music is relatively
unfamiliar compared to everything else on the dial.

Which format has the best response rate?
Frank: Country, NAC, and Oldies. Adults make
appointments and show up, and have fewer distrac-
tions than younger folks.

Brian: The worst response rates are Pop Rhythm,
younger women, Urban, CHR. We’ve had to over
recruit by 160%. We're recruiting 160 people to get
100 to show.

How is research tailored differently, other than
demo, for the different Rock formats?

Brian: Our protocol is consistent across most for-
mats when we’re applying MIX-MASTER™ method-
ology. It’s consistent in the basics.
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Frank: It’s driven by the goal of the project as often
as it is by the specifics of the format. Different for-
mats will lean one way or the other in terms of gen-
der. Rock stations often have very high profile per-
sonality teams that they’d like to analyze. We are
more likely to analyze content flow, or personality
testing, for Rock and Alternative than we are in
Smooth Jazz or even AC. Alot of the Rock stations
are more active promotionally, or from a marketing
perspective. We are often called upon to pre-test TV
commercials or promotional concepts for stations
before they launch a seven-figure TV campaign.

Guy Zapoleon said in a recent interview with
fmqb that the Pop Alternative music cycle will
soon swing over to a Rhythmic Pop cycle and
that Alternative stations will reclaim their turf
from Modern ACs. Do you agree?

Brian: Where does Guy have this musical crystal
ball? Frank and I have had the pleasure of working
with Guy in markets like New York, with Z100, and
most recently on a project in Philadelphia with 'T0Q.
Guy is onto something. Just look at cuts by Will
Smith, Janet Jackson, and the Backstreet Boys.
In many cases the cyclical nature of Pop music is dri-
ven by the fact that a genre has become somewhat
saturated. There has been tremendous saturation by
new female bands and artists and the new
Alternative Pop songs to the point where there just
wasn’t anything new or fresh anymore. People are
looking for more energy and innovation. It’s just nat-
ural that tastes fluctuate.

What are your thoughts on Arbitron’s purchase
of Tapscan?

Brian: Good call. We've all used it for so many
years for not only sales but product-related reasons.
The driver for Tapscan is the intelligence gathering
process presented by Arbitron. Perfect acquisition,
and a perfect fit. It shows forward thinking.

What'’s on the horizon for audience research?
Brian: We talked about audience analysis earlier. It
is really opinion research, and opinion research is
everything from polling on a national basis to finding
trends in politics, or trends in consumption of con-
sumer items. I don’t know that it’s on the immediate
horizon. In looking at where we are, not much has
changed. We're still principally in an auditorium
environment, although Internet testing and televi-
sion-driven testing, seem around the corner. Between
cable or fiberoptics, audio or CD ROM or some combi-
nation of keyboard or input device attached to televi-
sion, more people could be brought in in a real-time
fashion on a regular basis. [WXRK/New York PD]
Steve Kingston suggested that he'd like to test
music every month. His challenge at Z100 was to
know sooner than quarterly what patterns were
changing, marketwise. So perhaps more often may be
where we go.

Frank: On the horizon? A consolidation of resources.
When you’re placing a call into a home and you can’t
use the person contacted for Project A, then you put
them into Project B or C or save them for future mar-
keting or some other form of call-out research.
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How has consolidation changed the way radio groups
conduct research?

Brian Stone: In a market the size of New York, groups coi
duct research for their stations to suspend cannibalization
much as possible. In this age of consolidation, whether it’s
CBS, Jacor or Chancellor, stations in one group often have
overlapping audiences. If you don’t determine how broad tHat
overlap is, you can damage both properties. If you weren’t
conducting format analysis on a broad basis or looking at
your morning show composite, you wouldn’t know how muj
| potential overlap your stations had. Research is more imp
tant than ever before.

Frank Cody: The impetus has changed from simply clobbdr-
ing the competition to maximizing the total value of all the
properties in the cluster and enhancing the listener’s ability
to differentiate between the stations. For Broadcast
Architecture it’s meant a lot more business and a greater
