Cut from the same dreamy cloth as past radio success-
es like “Fuzzy” and “Mockingbirds,” “Truly, Truly”
sounds like just the trick to give GLB the widespread
exposure they so richly deserve. Centered around a lazy
groove, and the soothing vocals of Grant Lee Phillips,
the track packs the kind of understated punch that
those in the know have come to know and love from the
band.

tle balance is needed in your daytime, check out the mid-tempo melodies of “Close.” A
perfect fit for just about all of you.

VAN ZANT, “SHOW ME/LIVIN' A LIE," CMC INTERNATIONAL

Yet another couple of gems from the Brother To Brother release. The choice is yours, the
acoustic-flavored “Show Me,” which features both Johnny and Donnie on vocals, or the
harder-edged rocker “Livin’ A Lie,” with Donnie handling lead vocals.

Chancellor Enters TV Biz With
LIN Purchase

Jeff Marcus took another step this week in his quest to diversify

Chancellor Media into a global media powerhouse, acquiring LIN Television’s
eight owned and four LMAd stations. Valued between $1.64 and $1.72 billion,
the transaction marks Chancellor’s first foray into TV and follows its purchase
last month of 13,000 billboards from Martin Media. Both deals are consistent '
with Chancellor’s fast-track transition from a pure radio company to one
involved in overlapping media.

Marcus, the former cable TV mogul who became Chancellor’s new |
President/CEO in May, hopes to gain cross-promotion efficiencies and cross-
selling revenue opportunities by assembling radio-TV-billboard platforms in
multiple markets.

The 12 LIN TV stations are affiliated with all of the six major networks. |

and controls 9% of Chancellor. After merging LIN into Chancellor, the lever-
aged buyout firm will double its stake in Chancellor to 18%. Hicks-Muse also
owns 55% of Capstar.

Chancellor is issuing 17.7 million shares of commen stock to buy LIN, with
an exchange ratio based on a $51 share price for Chancellor common stock,
which was the closing price on July 1. Chancellor will also assume $769 mil-
lion of LIN debt. The purchase price is around 12.7 times LIN’s projected 1999
cash flow.

“LIN provides Chancellor with critical mass in the television business, and
creates a strong foundation for further growth in television,” Marcus com-
mented. “We are attracted to the television industry both as a stand-alone
business, and as a platform that provides excellent opportunities for cross-pro-
motion and cross-selling with our radio and outdoor assets.”

LIN President/CEQO Gary Chapman has been named President of
Chancellor’s TV operations and will join the Chancellor board of directors.

Chancellor stock tumbled and then rebounded in the two days following
the LIN announcement. Hicks, Muse tried to allay investor fears about the
deal by noting that Wasserstein Perella & Co. had rendered an opinion that
the purchase “is fair to Chancellor and Chancellor stockholders from a finan-
cial point of view.” Prudential Securities analyst James Marsh said investors
may be skittish about Chancellor getting into TV, a medium whose assets usu-
ally grow slower than those of radio and outdoor. Marsh also told the New York
Times that “people are a little concerned when you're merging companies that
you own into a public company.”

What'’s next for Chancellor? Analysts like Paul Sweeney, who covers
Chancellor for Salomon Smith Barney, says the company still may buy Jacor
in order to catch up with CBS and Clear Channel. Marcus himself hints at
future acquisitions and swaps, saying, “Our next goal is to expand upon these
results through additional transactions which will create overlaps with our
existing radio station assets, as well as our recently announced acquisition of
outdoor advertising company Martin Media. This may be accomplished
through strategic television and/or radio station acquisitions, or by swapping
radio or television stations to create overlaps in markets where we already
have a presence.”

Though its diversifying into TV and outdoor, radio remains Chancellor’s
bread and butter. Even after the expected fourth quarter closing on LIN, 80%
of Chancellor’s cash flow will still come from radio.

The Corrs returned to the top of the album chart
with Tulk On Corners, with Des’ree’s Supernatural the highest new entry at
16. Dario G's Sunmachine debuted at 27 and the latest compilation of the
Beach Boys’ Capitol material, Greatest Hits on EMI, at 28. It’s the ninth such
collection to chart in the UK.

Focus On The Competition That Counts!

by Bob Michaels

As much as we'd like our
listeners to listen only to
our station, we all know
that the typical listener
tunes in to a number of
radio stations. A savvy
programmer who spends
time understanding the
stations that her listeners
spend the most time with
will have a better chance of winning those lis-
teners in the never-ending competition for
time spent listening.

The America’s Top Station study
revealed that, among America’s top stations
in the alternative* formats, only 16% of the
format’s P1 listeners are exclusive listeners
among all the major formats. That means
even among the people who say that an alter-
native station is the one they listen to the
most, 84% of the alternative P1 audience
spends a lot of time with other stations. This
tendency to stray also crops up in the TSL fig-
ure for the P1 listeners of leading alternative
stations. Alternative Pls spend the lowest
amount of TSL with their P1 alternative sta-
tion: only 13 hours per week. This means that
an alternative programmer, more than any
other, should invest time understanding the
stations you share an audience with.

Most programmers start with the Cume
Duplication Grid in the Local Market Report.
This allows you to see what percentage of
your cume is shared with other stations in the
local market. But, the Cume Duplication
Grid doesn’t show the whole story. The grid is
based on Persons 12+ for Monday-Sunday, 6a-
midnight. Also, the book reports only com-
mercial stations, not public or educational
stations. That means, in the printed report or
in third-party software, the local college sta-
tion that plays many of the same tunes and
artists as your station will not be found on
your duplication grid.

The Truth About Arbitron And Non-
Commercial Stations

Since Arbitron doesn’t report non-com-
mercial stations in the pages of the book,
some long-time radio people are under the
mistaken impression that Arbitron doesn’t
measure non-commercial and public stations.
The simple truth is, we do. The Arbitron
diary is an “open-ended” survey instrument,
which allows listeners to write down any
radio station that they listen to.

We also take the same pains to properly
credit non-commercial stations. The Arbitron
Station Information Package that we sent to

your station is also sent to non-commercial
stations as well. So when it comes to non-
commercial stations, we collect the listening
behavior data exactly the same way we collect
it for your station. The only difference is how
we report what we collect.

The printed report began as a sales tool,
and in the early days of the ratings business,
Arbitron made the decision to limit the sta-
tions we reported to commercial stations only.
Non-commercial stations have access to
Arbitron listening information for limited
uses through the Radio Research Consortium
of Silver Spring, Maryland. Arbitron’s com-
mercial radio subscribers have access to all
the listening information we collect (both
commercial and non-commercial stations)
through Maximi$er 98 and the section of the
software devoted to the needs of radio pro-
gram executives: Programmer’s Package.

Tracking Down Your “Hidden” Competitors

The Duplication Reports in Maximi$er
98 allow you to select your target demo and to
select “All” stations. The “All” option is key
when you want to find out what non-commer-
cial stations you share audience with. Many
of the reports in Programmers Package are
designed to track your performance and com-
pare it to your top competitors. Don’t simply
select as your competitors the stations with
which you think you are fighting for audience
share. Use the duplication report with the
station select option set to “All” stations. Once
you have the report in hand, pay serious
attention to any station that shares 20% or
more of your cume audience in your target
demo. Don’t focus too much attention on sta-
tions with which you share less than 20% of
your audience. Remember, every station
shares some listeners with nearly everybody
else. Generally, duplication of less than 20%
is not strategically significant.

Establishing Format Norms For Your
Market.

I've often referred to our America’s Top
Stations study to talk about format norms for
the alternative formats. While looking at the
performance of leading stations from across
the country in your format is a valuable exer-
cise, developing format norms for your mar-
ket can be even more enlightening. Using
Programmer’s Package, you can combine your
station with any non-commercial stations
that share your artists and playlists by using
the combo creative screen. This way, you'll be
able to create a profile of the alternative lis-
tener in your market and compare your sta-

tion’s performance to what your format’s lis-
tener is doing in your own backyard. You can
also create format norms for the other for-
mats such as the CHR/Pop and Rock stations
that tend to be the biggest P2 formats of the
alternative listener.

Minding Your P1s And P2s

Once you've spotted your competitors,
including your “hidden” non-commercial
rivals, two of the most valuable reports you
can run every survey is the “Preference Level
Trend Report” and the “Shared Listening
Trend” Report. The Preference Level Trend
report breaks out your audience by Pls (the
listeners who listen to your station the most),
P2s (the listeners for whom your station is the
second most listened to station) and so on.
Your efforts as a programmer should natural-
ly be focused on increasing your share of Pls,
since Pls are the listeners who contribute
most to any increase in your AQH audience.
Keep a close eye on the changes in this report
from survey to survey.

To diagnose any changes in your P1 audi-
ence from one survey to the next, look at the
Shared Listening Trend Report. Be sure that
you've used the Duplication Grid to find all
your “hidden” and real competitors. Watch for
stations showing a decrease or increase in the
percent audience shared, or their TSL. This
gives you solid clues as to where you may be
picking up your new-found P1s, or where your
P1s may be going.

Finding Your Best Prospects

In the direct marketing world, advertis-
ers covet mailing lists of people who already
buy their kind of product, especially ones who
buy their competitor’s product. In radio pro-
gramming, your goal should be the same: go
after the listeners who already “buy” your
kind of programming. Understanding shared
listening is the radio equivalent of getting a
direct line to your competitor’s customers.
Once you understand the tools you have at
your disposal, you can concentrate on what
you got into this business for: programming to
win the biggest share possible for your station
and format.

After delivering the excellent The Elephant Riders,
what more could we ask for from Maryland’s
CLUTCH? How about some new music? In addition
to “Wishbone” and “Dragonfly,” which are both on
Riders, this EP’s got two previously unreleased
tracks, “Gifted & Talented” and “05.” You should
already be playing the first two tracks, but dont
make the mistake of thinking the two bonus tracks
are filler. Both of them have the same SABBATH-ZEPPELIN swagger
that marks the band’s more groove-oriented stance they’ve adopted for
The Elephant Riders. The band's opened up for LIMP BIZKIT and
SLAYER this year, holding their own and picking up more fans at every
show this year. Since Clutch is a long-term project, Columbia deserves
credit for taking them on, and will reap the rewards, ‘cause the bands got
some great albums in them yet!

LAUGHING US EP, RISK

Ever since MINSTRY decided that trying to sound
like DEPECHE MODE was pointless and plugged in
guitars, Industrial and Techno have had a place in
our corner of the world. Since then, bands like nine
inch nails, GRAVITY KILLS, KMFDM and
PITCH SHIFTER have expanded the use of
Electronica in Metal. Fitting right in with the afore-

mentioned bands is Los Angeles’ LAUGHING US.
The band’s first album is equal parts Rock, Punk and Electronica, but the
songs that comprise this sampler lay more on the heavy side than the rest
of the album. Whether you call it Dance music you can slam to or Loud
Rock that you can dance to, if your station dabbles with the loud and elec-
tronic, you'll be making some room on your playlist for Laughing Us. We'd
like to point you towards the WHITE ZOMBIE-esque romp of “Hot Rods
(Rise Muthaf#@%?R)” (which this EP thoughtfully has an edit of), “Goin’

CROWBAR

0DD FELLOWS REST, FIERCE

Elite critics Beavis & Butthead once commented
that CROWBAR was music “to sit around and get
fat to.” PANTERA’s Phil Anselmo produced their
second album, and is often seen adorned in Crowbar
t-shirts. But forget about everyone else’s opinion.
Crowbar’s slow, deep, and hard brand of sludgy,
SABBATH-like guitar rock should speak for itself.

SOMETHING WICKED THIS WAY COMES, CENTURY MEDIA

Looking for some Metal? Not Hardcore, Emo, or
Death Metal, just straight up old-school Metal? Then
you'll be in heaven with the latest album from ICED
EARTH Two years ago, the band took the Metal
world by storm with The Dark Saga. Not only did the
band’s early-QUEENSRYCHE brand of melodic
Metal perk people’s ears up, the concept of the album
revolved around comic book character Spawn a full
year before the movie came out. The band followed that album up with
Days Of Purgatory, in which the band re-recorded some of their hard-to-
find earlier work. Something Wicked... has something for all Metal fans.
Wanna check out the heavier side of the band? Put the laser to “Burning
Times,” “Disciples Of The Lie,” and “Stand Alone.” Want the melodic, yet
heavy sound of The Dark Saga? Look to tracks like “Melancholy (Holy
Martyr),” “Consequences” and “Watching Over Me.” How about a 20-
minute epic? The last three songs are the “Something Wicked Trilogy,” a
conceptual epic in the spirit of FATES WARNING'’s “The Ivory Gate Of
Dreams.” No matter what you're looking for, if you're a Metal fan, you
can’t go wrong with Something Wicked This Way Comes.

GODESEVEN,
A SENSE OF COALITION, THE MUSIC CARTEL

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CODESEVEN’s second record finds them ushering
in a Hardcore sound they seem to know well, and
they do it consistently on every track. The Aggro-
tinged vocals of Jeff and Dave are traded up and
layered into some bellowing harmonies among
churning chords. “Daily Ethic” is a short, strong
track where the bands Punk roots show, and on the
gentle gem “Incommunicado,” the band wears a
DEFTONES heart on its sleeve. Codeseven breathes some new yet
angst-ridden life into their version of DON HENLEY’s classic “Boys of
Summer.” It’s all about the melodies, folks. The only props they throw are
to the North Carolina scene in the liner notes; they retain a non-assault-
ing seriousness in their lyrical content. Codeseven will be a welcome
addition to the rotations of those of you who have been known to spin
post-Hardcore acts such as dayinthelife and BOTH WORLDS.

NEUROTICA
SEED, NMG ENT.
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What do we make of NEUROTICA? Well, they sure
are aptly named. Their songs, and the order
arrangement of these same songs is bipolar, like a
manic depressive. Every odd numbered song is
manic and the even numbered songs are depressive.
Here’s what we mean. The album, produced by
AC/DC throat extraordinairre Brian Johnson,
opens with “Deadly Sin,” a song powered by some
heavy riffing. It is followed by “T'wo Worlds,” which adopts a high pitched,
alt-friendly tone, with an emphasis on the vocals. Next up is “If;” an anti-
religion rant backed up by more riffing. Track four (even number) “Easy
Speak” has power ballad potential. Then there’s “Cornucopia,” where auc-
tioneer style vocals are built on a power chord foundation. Back and forth.
Get the point? We're sure you do, and now you have a wealth of songs to
unleash on your audience depending on which gradation of Metal your
format leans towards.

Pearl Jam is ready to remind the format who the boss is. “In
Hiding” is a monster song with a hook as big as a mountain. Eddie
Vedder's vocals are as explosive as ever, and the band has never
sounded better. With the release of this single, their upcoming
home video, and current North American tour, look for Pearl Jam
to once again reign supreme. Early airplay at KNDD, XHRM,
KEDJ, KWOD, CFNY, WROX, KROQ, WHFS, Q101, and new
this week at Live 105, KNRX, WENZ, WBZU, WNFZ, WQBK,
and WWDX.

Dishwaiia, “Once in A While,” (A&M)

When the first studio advance of Pet Your Friends made it's way to
our offices via the Butcher Brothers a few years back (the album
was recorded a mere stone’s throw away from our offices at their
studios), we were instantly in awe. We saw the writing on the wall
with “Counting Blue Cars,” and marveled at the band’s ability
write great, soothing melodies and rock. Singer J.R. Richards
immediately came across as a star, his magnetic crooning and
impassioned vocal eruptions making him stand-out. With this first
offering from the band’s new album, And You Think You Know
What Life’s About, Dishwalla passes the sophomore test with fly-
ing colors. This song is a complete smash. There will be no waiting
games to be played, no one in their right minds should wait for a
story on this song first. If you have ears, you have your story.

The Flys, “Got You (Where | Want You),” (Trauma)

This catchy and emotional track has a compelling build with a
sonic thrust that punches you in the jaw. We've been following
The Flys since their indie days, and we can honestly say that
they've arrived. Powered by the Paskowitz songwriting team,
brothers Adam, Joshua, and Peter, The Flys Rock with a soulful
vibe that will lock on to you like radar. Make this a priority. Early
action on this record has many believing that The Flys could be one
of the bigger stories of the second half of the year. Flying high at
KNDD, WBCN, KWOD, WHFS, WXRK, CIMX, KHTY, KMYZ,
WBZU, WEQX, WFNX, 99X, WPBZ, and WRZX.

2 Skinnee J's, “(718),” (Capricom)

Rock/Rap hybrids are truly an “Alternative” sound and should find
a comfortable home on the Modern Rock airwaves. There are no
other formats that are going to challenge you with this sound. Do
the obvious thing, and make this sound and this song your own.
It’s explosive, and often times hilarious nature will sound incredi-
ble on the air. Don’t let this popular genre pass you by (and get
caught watching your audience move on to it without you). Taken
from the debut, Supermercado. New at KLZR and WCDW.

Sister Soleil, “Torch,” (Universal/UMG)

Big things are expected from this release. The buzz has been enor-
mous and justified. Sister Soleil belts out an electric sound that is
equal parts Dance and Rock. Buzzsaw guitars, lethal grooves, pen-
etrating drum ‘n’ bass, and brilliant samples make this record a
no-brainer. For as much that is going on in this record, it amaz-
ingly melds together to form one giganticly satisfying sound. From
the much-anticipated new full-length album, Soularium. On at
Q101, KWOD, WEJE, WKRL, and WMAD.

Bicks

Orgy, “Stitches,” (Elementree/Reprise)

They’ve been described as a heavy, dark version of Duran Duran,
but not heavy in a Metal way, it’s more like a technologival new
fashion. Personally, we haven’t heard a record this energetic and
slick in quite some time. It’s hard and fast like a KoRn record, but
maintains enough of a melodic edge to draw in even the most pas-
sive listeners. The vocals are smooth, yet rugged, and the hook is
immediate and in your face. Taken from their debut release,
Candyass.

Goat, “Great Life,” (Ruffhouse/Columbia/CRE)

A volatile fixture on New York’s underground live music scene,
Goat has generated a rabid following. Those who thirst for hyper-
kinetic, funk-powered, rockin’ Modern sounds will be extremely
satisfied with this record (which originally appeared on the I Know
What You Did Last Summer soundtrack. His ingenious mix of
styles and sounds is a direct reflection of his musical upbringing
and subsequent rise in the New York music scene. Quality produc-
tion and brilliant mixtures of pseudo-Disco, Pop, Rock, and Funk
is a must-listen. New and early at KFMZ, KL.ZR, and KTBZ.

JoyDrop, “Beautiful,” (Tommy Boy)

JoyDrop cites a wide variety of musical influences, ranging from
Hip-Hop and Opera, to Led Zeppelin and the Velvet Underground.
The divinely schizophrenic way in which this song attacks you,
switching from stretches of soft, bittersweet melodies to crunchy,
more powerful guitar-driven breaks, will leave you breathless.
Singer Tara Stone oozes confidence, seducing you on the first lis-
ten. This record is not to be taken lightly, so give it a serious look.
From their debut, Metasexual.

Metallica, “Better Than You,” (Elektra/EEG)

Never underestimate the power that Metallica has over your audi-
ence. Their followers include men and women alike, ranging from
the fairly young to those that were buying Kill ‘Em All when it first
hit the stores. In other words, Metallica defies the odds and can
appeal to all walks of life. Play this track, we guarantee that your
audience will react. If you're looking for a guitar-driven record to
spice up your playlist, this is the perfect choice. Already on at
WXRK.

Pitchshifter, “Genius,” (Geffen)

Pitchshifter attacks the senses with a bombardment of aggressive
guitars, drum ‘n’ bass rhythms, and social messages. Not many
bands can successfully pull that off, but Pitchshifter is clearly the
exception. The Nottingham, England natives triumphantly deliver
some of the sickest, most intense guitar/Dance music around.
Their latest album, www.pitchshifter.com (we've been waiting for
someone to do that), is quite a leap in their musical evolution, and
sees the band following a more forward-thinking, futuristic path,
and doing it quite well. Listen for yourself.

Suggs, “I Am,” (Atiantic/AG)

Taken from the star-studded soundtrack for The Avengers, (featur-
ing tracks by Annie Lennox, Dishwalla, Sugar Ray, Babybird,
Stereo MC’s, The Verve Pipe), Suggs (late of Madness), provide
a fun track that should have no problem finding a home on your
radio station. It’s a perfect summertime tune that is most definite-
ly a one-listen no-brainer. Look for the movie, starring Sean
Connery and Uma Thurman.
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Various Artists, For The Masses, (1500/A&M)

The wait is finally over, the much-anticipated Depeche Mode tribute
album has finally arrived. Among some of the compilation’s finest
moments are Failure’s absolutely amazing cover of “Enjoy The Silence,”
(remember “Stuck On You,”?? Fantastic Planet ??? - One of the most crim-
inally overlooked and underappreciated bands of the decade), The Cure’s
take on “World In My Eyes,” The Smashing Pumpkins’ cover of “Never
Let Me Down Again,” God Lives Underwater’s “Fly On The
Windscreen,” Dishwalla taking on “Policy Of Truth,” Veruca Salt doing
“Somebody,” and Monster Magnet's brilliant rendition of “Black
Celebration.” Run this album into the studio and take your pick.

Unwritien Law, “Holiday,” (Interscope)

“We didn’t want to follow any guidelines, we just made music we wanted
to hear,” explains Singer Scott Russo. “We felt that if we made music we
were happy with ourselves, other people would like it. People call us Punk,
but it’s really just ‘90s Rock & Roll.” “Holiday” is a high-charged peak into
UL’s world, and has had these in the know buzzing for a while now. Be
ahead of the curve, spend some serious time with this record and this
band. On at 91X, XHRM, and KXTE.

The Tories, “Not What It Appears,” (N2K Encoded Music)

Enjoy your free lunch? The jewel of Wonderful Life actually needs little
convincing or gimmicks when it comes time to put new music on your sta-
tion. This song is as catchy and riffy as any on your add table. If you're
playing Semisonic, Eve 6, or Athenaeum, you should give equal time to the
Tories. Recorded by producers Nick DiDia (Pearl Jam, Stone Temple
Pilots, et al) and Terry Manning (Led Zeppelin - a little British band that
wrote a few hits - maybe you've heard of them?), Wonderful Life is a gleam-
ing example of Pop/Rock at its finest.

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On Tuesday, July 7, the
City of Boston found out
that Barenaked Ladies can
cause quite an attraction.
The Canadian quintet of
Jim  Creeggan, Tyler
Stewart, Steven Page, Ed
Robertson, and Kevin
Hearn caused a stir that
hasn’t been seen in Boston
since Green Day’s infamous
Hatch Memorial Shell per-
formance in 1993 that
stopped traffic along
Storrow Drive. Presented
by retail outlet Newbury
Comics, Barenaked Ladies performed a free concert on a specially con-
structed stage at the chain’s store right around the corner from City
Hall Plaza. The show was held to celebrate the release of their new
record, Stunt, which was going on sale at midnight. According to
reports, roughly 70,000 people showed up for the event. One on-looker
described the scene as a “sea of people constantly coming in from the T
stops near the sight.” The radio neutral event found WBCN, WBMX,
WBOS, and WXRV all on-sight, with WBCN and WBMX actually
broadcasting live from the event. WBCN was the only station to inter-
view the band live on the air. The stir that Barenaked Ladies caused
also landed the band the lead story on two of Boston’s network news-
casts. Since the Stunt CD itself couldn’t be legally sold until midnight,
Newbury Comics sold CD sleeves instead, which were redeemable for
the actual CD later that night or by the end of July. According to
Newbury Comics spokesperson Trish Chapman, close to 1,200 copies
of the record were sold and the band stuck around for close to four
hours after their performance to sign autographs.

Since the release of Gordon, the band’s now-classic 1992 debut,
Barenaked Ladies have been on a steady creative and commercial rise
that culminated in early 1998 when the quintet earned its first-ever
U.S. gold record with Rock Spectacle. Barenaked Ladies began in 1988
when the band formed as part of Toronto’s burgeoning Alternative
music scene. The 1991 release of their independent EP signaled the
band’s popular potential, as the hit single “Be My Yoko Ono” helped the
collection become the first independent release in Canadian music
industry history to go gold. Barenaked Ladies signed a major label deal
with Sire/Reprise Records a year later and released Gordon, which was
No. 1 in Canada for eight weeks and earned them Group of the Year
honors at the Juno Awards. The 1994 album Maybe You Should Drive
and the enhanced 1996 Shoe Box EP followed Gordon, but it was later
in 1996, when the band released Born On A Pirate Ship, containing
what would become BNL's first legit stateside hit, “The Old
Apartment,” that the band broke through in America. It took nine dif-
ferent radio campaigns by Reprise before the song ultimately cracked
Top 40 one full year after it was first released.

1997 was the year the band finally broke. Sales of Rock Spectacle -
recorded live-in-concert at theaters in Montreal and Chicago during
BNL'’s sold-out Spring ‘96 tour - began to explode and multi-format
radio play for the newest version of “Brian Wilson” exceeded all expec-
tations, giving the band their first certified-gold U.S. album and first
crossover Pop smash. What’s more, Rock Spectacle spent more than a
year on Billboard’s Heatseekers chart, peaking for two weeks at No. 1
before graduating to the magazine's Top 100 list.

Howard, because each one of these shows
1s just so talented. One will be No. 1 and
slip to No. 2 as the other goes from No. 2
to No. 1., so on and so forth. The bottom
line is that we feel like we do have quite
the lock on morning talent in St. Louis.
In demo, to quote Donny Brasco,
“Forgetaboutit.” In the Winter book, Bob
and Tom were No. 1 with Men 18 to 34
and they were No. 1 with Men 25 to 54.
Steve and DC were No. 1 in Women 18 to
34 and that’s where we expected them to
really establish themselves. With Women
25 to 54, they were No. 3 and doing great
with men as well. Men 18 to 34 they
were No. 3 and Men 25 to 54, they were
No. 3. With Bob & Tom and Steve & DC
ratings like that, and now with Howard
in the mix, I'd say that we’re right on
track.

Prior to WRCX/Chicago picking up
the show, St. Louis was Bob & Tom’s
biggest market. How long did it take
for them to impact?

Their impact has just been extraordinary.
We knew before putting them on the air
that there would be a few hurdles to get
over. We knew that we would have to get
listeners past the idea of having a morn-
ing show via 3atellite from a foreign mar-
ket. It was also a hurdle putting a show
on “Real Rock Radio” that doesn’t play
any music. We knew that we would have
to be patient if we believed, and we do
believe, that it’s great entertainment that
wins out in the long term. Some 2 1/2
years now after putting them on the air,
it’s so nice to look back and recognize
that, at times, patience pays off and pays
off with dividends.

Let’s talk about the decision to move
Steve and DC from Q104 [WKBQ] to
Kix Country,

For starters, I have to go back to a format
search that we did in the Fall of 1996. At
that time in St. Louis, Emmis owned only

KSHE radio, but we knew that we were
going to do an LMA with WKKX and
what was WKBQ [and is now “Extreme
Radio”] in December of 1996. It looked
liked we were going to be able to become
owners early in 1997. So, we certainly
wanted to do our homework and find out
the best route to go with two new proper-
ties in St. Louis. Our research showed
that, more than any other musical format,
there was by far more listening prefer-
ence for the Country format in this mar-
ket than anything else. We figured, okay,
there’s one of the decisions made, we're
staying Country with WKKX. We also
found that, as so many industry people
did back at that point in time, that there
was a lot of preference for what was being
called the Modern AC type of music. In
St. Louis, nobody claimed ownership to
those music images. We figured that
there’s our second decision. With Steve
and DC in this whole decision making
process, we realized that we had two
great talents that we had to find a home
for — just had to. We would have been
silly to not have them be a part of the
master plan. Bob and Tom were already
on KSHE, so it wasn't going to happen
there. So, we looked at the two proposed
directions we were going, and figured that
we really had to let the music speak for
itself on the Modern Adult Contemporary
station. So Kix would be the home of
Steve & DC. We knew that we were
going to take a chance of putting Steve
and DC on a Country station, but there
were a handful of stations that we took a
look at across the country that had put
very high profile “push the envelope” type
of morning shows on, like Randy Miller
in Kansas City, among others. We figured
that we could make this work. In retro-
spect, it’s great to be able to say it’s won-
derful when a plan comes together
because it is indeed working.

When you signed Howard Stern to do

mornings on Alice, it seemed like an
odd match: Howard with tremendous
male appeal in a format known for
attracting women. Explain your
original thinking in that unusual
marriage.
Out of the gate, we were very successful
in getting the word out that there was a
new station at 104.1 FM in Alice. we
were successful in getting the word out
that we were the station for Alanis
Morissette, Sheryl Crow. Natalie
Merchant, Tracy Chapman, and the Gin
Blossoms. That was our objective. We
realized all along that, in the long haul,
we would have to put a compelling morn-
ing show on that frequency if we were
going to be as successful as we wanted to
be. But we got to a point where it became
that much more urgent because, as with
most Modern AC stations across the coun-
try, the Modern AC format was looking
rather suspect. So the idea of getting a
strong morning show became that much
more of a “let’s deal with it as soon as we
can” type of issue. We felt that Howard
Stern would be coming to this market at
some point in time and figured this is a
great opportunity for us, as a multiple
station operator in St. Louis, to have a
heck of a plan as far as owning morning
radio goes. We would also breathe some
new life into Alice because the Modern AC
music itself was taking the radio station
just so far. We knew that what we were
matching up was going to raise a lot of
eyebrows because you just have to take a
look at the list of stations that Howard is
on to see that it’s predominantly
Alternative and Active Rock. WALC was
the only Modern AC station with Howard
Stern on in the morning. We decided to
just go with it, get him in our camp, take
complete ownership of mornings as a
broadcast group and evolve the music at
Alice. We began to do that at least three
months ago, when we started paying
attention to males in our research. In
continued on page 70
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most instances, Howard is going to have
an audience that is between 60% and 80%
male. We needed to make some musical
adjustments that would pull some of
those men through the rest of the day and
not chase away our women listeners.
Alice always did have a great cume. We
have been saying throughout these last
few months that we were evolving. How
far we were going to go with it and at
what time we were going to zig or zag was
unclear. But all of that should be very
clear since we put Extreme Radio on the
air.

So, Howard, in essence, was a precur-
sor to Alice heading towards Extreme
Radio?

At the point when we put Howard on
Alice we were not black and white about
where the music was going to go. All we
knew was that by putting Howard on we
would have to evolve. But when we put
him on in March, we didn’t know defini-
tively where it was going to lead.
Extreme Radio is the product of a lot of
conference calls and strategizing for a
good number of weeks.

Tell us about the change in direction
from Alice to Extreme Radio.

Extreme Radio is a mass appeal
Contemporary Rock station; let the indus-
try call it what they will. I believe that
they’ll call it Active Rock, even though the
biggest percentage of our music is
Alternative. Since we play some Led
Zeppelin, Van Halen, Aerosmith and Ozzy
Osbourne, no one will call us Alternative.
We target men 20 to 35 and the overall
objectives for Extreme Radio are: 1) To
have a musical format that is consistent
with Howard and his male listenership; 2)
To have an ally to KSHE. We believe that
we have the opportunity now between
KSHE Radio and Extreme Radio to com-
pletely own the Rock arena, to completely

own male demos, and, along the way, put
quite a significant hurt on The Point
which will further enhance KSHE’s
prominence in the rankers.

What are your core artists for
Extreme Radio?

Pear] Jam, Stone Temple Pilots, Nirvana,
Green Day, Smashing Pumpkins and, of
course, Alice in Chains.

What current material would fit on
Extreme Radio?

We’re putting in a mix of songs that peo-
ple would regard as both Alternative and
Active Rock: Creed, Stabbing Westward,
Smashing Pumpkins, Metallica, Pearl
Jam, Semisonic, Harvey Danger.

KSHE was one of first AORs in the
country. Run us through the differ-
ent eras or periods that the station
has gone through.

To cover thirty-one years is quite the
request. What [ will do is just spin
through the years really quick. The sta-
tion started in 67 as truly an
Underground Progressive radio station
with an extremely broad library and a lot
of young listeners. When I started at the
radio station in 1976, we were still play-
ing 2000 songs out of our library. In
1984, when Emmis took over, the radio
station became more focused than ever.
Research began in a significant way; mar-
keting kicked in a significant way. We
brought to town a first of its kind for a St.
Louis morning show. It was just a much
more sophisticated way of doing business
and it translated into the largest ratings
that the radio station had ever seen by far
and really got us into a whole new era of
25 to 54 year old prominence. If I would
highlight another era, it would be from
'91 to ‘94. Those were the days that I was
not programming the radio station. It got
quite hard for most of those years and got

away from a lot of the dimension that the
radio station had possessed. When I got
back in '95, we did a lot of bringing back
the station to its roots and getting 1t back
into that multi-dimensional position that
I just mentioned, with not only music
being our calling card but personalities on
the radio station being that much more
important than they were there for a
while. That’s when we put Bob and Tom
on the air. We also have a line-up of air
personalities that have been in this mar-
ket and at the station a long time. They
have a lot to offer, so they were given
more room to be the personalities that
they are. We brought back a lot more fun
to the radio station, a lot more production
sizzle, a lot more lifestyle stuff that
seemed to get pushed off to the side.

What specifically have you done to
revitalize KSHE?

To revitalize is a constant challenge.
However challenging, it is imperative.
We must regularly revitalize in all areas
of our programming operation. When it
comes to music, we've got to make sure
we're not just the Rolling Stones, Eric
Clapton, Pink Floyd radio station. We
must incorporate the type of current and
recurrent material that compliments the
Heritage acts. We must have air person-
alities who are not stuck in any particular
era but are, rather, very much in touch
with the listener lifestyle today. Our pro-
duction elements must not only be fun
and interesting and dynamic to listen to,
but very topical and timely as well. Qur
promotions must also be in sync with
what our listeners are interested in. Our
marketing must be uniquely KSHE. And
it must be marketing that does much
more than position us as the station that
has been around forever. Revitalization is
something that we must be thinking
about in every area of our every day.
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How do you work to attract and keep
at-work listening at KSHE?

What that amounts to is just putting the
best damn product on the air that we can.
We really don’t spend a lot of time with
TSL campaigns specifically zeroing in on
at-work listening or at-work fax attacks,
etc. We just make sure that what’s com-
ing through the speakers is as good as it
could be whether our listeners are in their
car or at home or at work is what is key.

Give us a rundown of the KSHE air
staff?

Bob and Tom in the morning have been
with us for 2 1/2 years. John Ulett has
been with the radio station for 22 years,
and he is part of that Bob and Tom morn-
ing show, locally, but also does 10 A.M. to
1 PM. weekdays. He is followed by Al
Hofer, our Assistant Program Director
and Music Director. Al has been with this
radio station for 18 years. Randy Raley
follows from 3 P.M. to 7 PM. He’s been
with the station for over a decade. Guy
Favazza has been with us half-a-dozen or
so years and covers nights. Then it’s our
all-night person, K.C. Clarke, who has
been with us for six or so years as well.

Apart from your time at
WLUP/Chicago, you’ve spent most of
your career in St. Louis. How had
the market changed when you
returned?

It was just a more crowded Rock arena.
It was more crowded as far as morning
show talent goes. It also seemed that the
broadcasters in the market at the time
were spending more money than ever to
back their properties.

With KSD going back to Classic Rock,
what does that mean for the
Emmis/St. Louis Rock properties?

In my opinion, KSD never left Classic
Rock. They, throughout the years, have
always had some form of Classic Rock on
the air. They have been susceptible to
being a Classic Rock format of the month

type of radio station though, because they
would adjust one way or the other with
regularity. It’s always been some form of
Classic Rock nonetheless. What that
means for the Emmis St. Louis Rock
properties is business as usual.

How is Jeff Smulyan’s ownership and
operating philosophy different from
that of other group heads?
People-oriented is a term that has been
used so much in recent years but I firmly
believe that it epitomizes what Jeff is
looking for in his company and from all
his managers. He believes it is very
important to be collaborative, and very
important to be in touch. It was just last
week when he came to visit St. Louis. He
got the entire staffs together of all three
of our stations and basically did a good
old-fashioned town hall meeting. There
were no questions that were taboo.
People were able to either jot down on an
index card and pass along a question or
just stand up and ask the question, and
he fielded every question one after anoth-
er. It’s very, very important for Jeff’s sta-
tions to have this open communication,
this open door type of environment.
Every year, Emmis does an employee sur-
vey and every employee is requested to
fill it out, and I understand that Jeff
reads every single response verbatim.
Managers in each one of our markets are
responsible for responding to questions
and problems and needs that arise from
this survey. Everyone is a stockholder in
Emmis Broadcasting. I think to really
make my point I would cite the Ten
Commandments of Emmis which include:
Be flexible - always keep an open mind;

Be rational- always take a look at options:

Have fun - don’t take this too seriously -
be an “up person”; Never get too smug;
Don’t underprice yourself or your medium
- don’t attack the industry - build it up;
Believe in yourself - if you think you can
make it happen, you will; Never jeopar-
dize your integrity - if we can’t win the
right way, we’d rather not win; Be good

to your people - get them into the game
plan - give them a piece of the pie; Be
passionate about what you do and com-
passionate about how you do it; And final-
ly, take care of your listeners and your
advertisers - think of them and we’ll win.

What have you learned from working
with Group PD Rick Cummings?

I've been working with Rick since 1984
and have learned from him in all areas of
programming, research and marketing.
He is a masterful strategist and I like to
believe I have picked up quite a bit from
him. [ owe him a lot! I also learned that
I still don’t like Scotch.

Do you share any programming ideas
with other Emmis programmers and
their stations?

Yes we do. If nothing else, we all get
together for Emmis corporate meetings
once a year. But beyond that, I must
admit the sharing is limited; it’s not the
type of exchange that we really could or
should have. I'm sure we all have good
intentions when it comes to staying in
touch. It seems like when we talk, one of
us is looking for some help from the other,
rather than regularly touching base. I
was certainly very interested in talking
with both Peter Smith and Greg
Duncan at our Indianapolis properties
[WENS-FM, WIBC-AM, WNAP-FM,
WTLC-AM, WTLC-FM] before putting
Howard Stern on the air, since they
picked Stern up in Indy two months
before us. So we are in touch, but I'm sure
we would all be better for it if we did
more of it.

And finally, will Mark McGwire break
Roger Maris’ homerun record of 61 in
one season?

Absolutely! 1998 is the year of Mark
McGwire. 1998 is also the year of
Emmis/St. Louis. So Mark will hit either
94.7., 104.1, or 106.5 home runs. Count
on it.
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Rick Balis Gets His [
in St. Louis with

Real, Radio

An UP CLOSE Interview by Jay Gleason

Rick Balis has spent the major-
ity of his career in the Gateway
City, programming the legendary
KSHE. Over the years he’s helped
mold one of America’s original
AORs into the Sweet Meat beast
that it has become. He’s seen the
station evolve from an FM bastion
of late ’60s counter culture into one
of Emmis Communications’ crown
Jewels. Balis understands what it
takes to hold on to KSHE’s heritage
while continuing to move forward.
He was instrumental in bringing
The Bob & Tom Show to St. Louis
and making it work on “Real Rock
Radio.” When Emmis began to
expand in St. Louis, Balis orches-
trated the unorthodox move that put
Steve & DC on New Country
WKKX (Kix) in 1996. An even bold-
er morning maneuver was made in
March of this year. That’s when
Howard Stern penetrated Alice.
Now, as a June press release from
Emmis stated, “Alice doesn’t live

here anymore.’

Tell us about the

Emmis cluster in St.

Louis and how each

of the stations are

positioned.

First of all, KSHE is a

Classic-leaning main-

stream AOR station,

and we target men 30

and older. There is

now Extreme Radio

[WALC| that we are

calling a mass appeal

contemporary Rock station that targets
men 20 to 35. We have also have Kix
[WKKX| which is a New Country station
that targets women 20 to 40. The big pic-
ture goal for each one of the Emmis St.
Louis properties is to dominate in the per-
sons 25 to 54 demo.

CBS is swapping Oldies KLOU and
Classic Rock KSD to Jacor, which
will then own six St. Louis stations.
What effect will that have on the
market?

They’re obviously going to own that much
more real estate. It’s a perfect example of
the same market-multiple station owner-
ship maneuvering going on these days.
As far as the properties that they’re pick-
ing up are concerned, I can’t see that they
would do much with KLOU, because it is
pretty consistent. It does decently and I
would anticipate that they’re just going to
keep that niche for themselves. But KSD
is a different story. That’s the station
that, for a long time, has had very anemic
ratings. So, [ am sure that they are giv-
ing some long, serious thought to what
they may do at that frequency. I'm sure
they’re going to find it difficult trying to
find a hole in the market.

Who are the other players
in St. Louis?

Other than Emmis, Jacor and
CBS, there’s really only
Sinclair, owner of Country
WIL-FM and The Point
[KPNT| which is Alternative.
They also own KIHT which is
the Greatest Hits of the *70s,
The River [WVRV], which is
some form of AAA, and
WRTH-AM which they
describe as Nostalgia.

With Bob and Tom on KSHE, Steve
and DC on Kix and Howard Stern on
Extreme Radio, Emmis is trying to
corner the St. Louis morning show
market. How are you doing in achiev-
ing your goals?
We are right on track. It’s too soon to tell
what contributions Howard will be mak-
ing— we just put him on the air on March
24— but we are extremely confident that
he is going to certainly be a top morning
show in the market. But as far as Bob
and Tom and Steve and DC go, they're
just nailing it. Let me reference the last
book and the first two legs of the Spring
book. Persons 18 to 34 in the first
trimester of the Spring book, Bob and
Tom were No. 2, now they are No. 3.
Steve and DC in the first trimester were
No. 1; they remain No. 1. Persons 25 to
54 in the first trimester, Bob and Tom
were No. 1. They are now No. 4 and
Steve and DC were No. 4, now they are
No. 1. If you go back to the Winter book,
Bob and Tom in Persons 25-54 were No. 6
but that was a mere share and a half
from No. 1. Steve and DC were No. 2
just a 1/2 share from No. 1. A back and
forth swing is something we anticipated
with Bob and Tom, Steve and DC and
