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CRACKER, “THE GOOD LIFE,” VIRGIN

From the opening snare shot, through tremolo-soaked guitar, to surreal
lyrics about “feverish daydreams™ and “a lesbian James Dean,” Cracker
drives one out of the park on their latest. “The Good Life” sounds like
Tom Petty on a good night. (In fact, Heartbreakers keyboardist Benmont
Tench and guitarist Mike Campbell show up on the album.) The arrange-
ment is stripped down to the point where every note and beat count...
your mind fills in the remaining musical spaces. Loud, quiet, haunting,
strange... this has it all. David Lowery and his high desert cowboys amp
up the energy at every pass, making “The Good Life” livable at any for-
mat that counts the word “Rock” in its acronym. Oh, and we don’t mind
saying this is the best Cracker since “Low.”

MARILYN MANSON, “THE DOPE SHOW," nothing/INTERSCOPE
Judging from Marilyn Mansen’s recent output, the band have changed
*70s idols, switching from Alice Cooper to David Bowie. First. Mr.
Manson proclaimed he would never wear black again, and has been
seen sporting pastels lately. Then, the band covered Bowie’s “Golden
Years” for the Dead Man On Campus soundtrack. Now, to complete
their transition from black pythons to feather boas, the band gives us
“The Dope Show.” The first single from Mechanical Animals finds
them reaching into the ‘70s Glam grab bag and concocting a song that
wouldn't have sounded out of place coming from Bowie’s Ziggy
Stardust period. This is the song that will take Manson to the mass-
es. Gone is the anger and much of the edge that marked Manson's
work in the past. “The Dope Show” is the record that will finally get
Manson into all dayparts. Don’t be a dope, add it. CILQ is first.

HOOTIE & THE BLOWFISH, 1 WILL WAIT,” ATLANTIC/AG
Having survived the hype of their mega-successful Cracked Rear View
debut unscathed. Hootie & The Blowfish’s second album, Fairweather
Johnson, showed the South Carolina quartet lacked no shortage of
more great songs that found a home at a variety of radio formats. The
first single from their third album, Musical Chairs, “1 Will Wait,”
sounds like another surefire radio smash that should be spinning
everywhere shortly. The band’s lazy jangle resonates smoothly from
start to finish, and a distinctly Mellencampy heartland vibe comes
across loud and clear. You know this is going to be one of the biggest
records to finish the year with, so don't let your Modern, Progressive
or CHR neighbor beat you to the punch on this one.

FEAR FACTORY, “RESURRECTION,” ROADRUNNER

Wondering what the future of music sounds like? Listen to
“Resurrection” from Los Angeles’ Fear Factory. The band’s futuristic
sound takes elements of Metal and melds them with an orchestra,
electronics and theatrical vocals. The band’s third album, Obsolete. is
currently atop the fingb Metal charts, and they have an Ozzfest (last
year’s) under their belts. The new album is a concept album about the
struggle of man against machine, and man and machine come togeth-
er to stunning effect on “Resurrection.” WKQZ's Jack Lawson com-
pares the band to a ““90s version of Rush with the theatrical bombast
of Meatloaf.” Judge for yourself; WWGZ and KQWB already have.
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ICOS, “AT THE SPEED OF LIFE,” SLIPDISC/MERCURY

For their sophomore effort, Chicago-based 1COS travelled to
London’s legendary Abbey Road Studios to record what would
become At The Speed Of Life. “Every song on this album has a
contextual meaning on its own and with the song next to it,”
vocalist/guitarist Danny McGuinness explains. “It was written,
recorded and meant to be heard as a long-playing album, quite a
challenge in this era of CDs.” With that being said let us focus on
the album’s first single, which happens to be the title track. “I
can’t get the hook out of my head,” KAZR’s Paul Oslund says.
“Rocks really well,” adds WKQZ'’s Jack Lawson. ICOS might not
be a household name right now, but that’s all about to change.

SUNCATCHER, “TROUBLE,” RESTLESS

When a record company holds your release back because they
want to make sure they have their act together, you know they see
promise. That'’s exactly the case with Restless Records (who were
merging with New Regency and securing distribution with BMG
at the time) and Suncatcher’s debut album, which is a flowery, yet
muscular marriage of ‘60s psychedelia and sweet Brit-Poppy
melodies. The lead track, “Trouble,” is wistful and bittersweet,
with a memorable hook courtesy of chief songwriter and reluctant
group leader, Doug Hammond. Punchy guitars make this track
meaty enough for Rock signals like WTBK, who get on board early.

MARY CUTRUFELLO, “SHE CAN'T LET GO,” MERCURY

Six years ago 27-vear-old Yale graduate Mary Cutrufello packed-
up her belongings. including her beloved Telecaster, threw them in
a pick-up and drove to Houston for a future date with destiny, her
debut album, When The Night Is Through. Her core studio band
for this album reads like a who's who of Rock. There’s Kenny
Aronoff (John Mellencamp, John Fogerty), Bob Glaub (John
Fogerty, Jackson Browne) and Wallflower member Rami Jaffee,
with additional help from Jim Keltner (John Lennon. Elvis
Costello), Benmont Tench {(Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers), Was
(Not Was)'s Sweetpea Atkinson and Harry Bowens, as well as her
own bandmates Roland Denny and Dana Myzer. If you think that
passion in Rock is a faded memory, your faith will be renewed with
“She Can't Let Go.”

INDIGENOUS, “NOW THAT YOU'RE GONE,” PACHYDERM

This Rock/Blues powerhouse is a family affair, made up by three
brothers and their sister. Having played together as long as they
can remember, this quartet, ranging in age from 19-24, play well
beyond their years. Members of the Nakota Nation, they grew up
on the Yankton Indian Reservation in South Dakota and were
home schooled with music playing a huge role in their academic
life. Their fan base includes Bonnie Raitt, Big Head Todd,
Jackson Browne, Chris Duarte, The Indigo Girls, and now, us. If
you play any of the aforementioned bands or Stevie Ray Vaughan,
Indigenous is a natural fit.

DEPTH TRAX

ROD STEWART BLUE OYSTER CULT STEVE POLTZ, "GOOD MORNING
“ROCKS,” “LIVE FOR ME" (WAKING UP WITH YOU)”
WARNER BROS. CMC INTERNATIONAL MERCURY

When “Cigarettes and Alcohol”
arrived at Rock radio a while back,
programmers were thrown a curve
ball: nobody expected a rocker like
that. Well, guess what? Rockin’ Rod’s
ready to hit another homerun with
“Rocks,” whose title says it all. Hear
it early on 13 (WDVE, KLOS,
WEGR, WQCM, KMOD).

“Live For Me” is the third single
from Blue Oyster Cult’'s Heaven
Forbid release. A mid-paced, well-
rounded rocker that finds the band
in classic form. If you had any suc-
cess with “See You In Black” or
“Harvest Moon” or play any Classic
BOC on your station, this one
shouldn’t be a hard decision to make.

With this acquisition we
have assembled a station group

upon closing, immediately accretive
to our 1999 after-tax cash flow and
free cash flow.

Modern Rock format migrated from 98.9 FM to 105.7, displacing WKFX'’s
Classic Hits format. And in San Diego, Jacor moved KJQY’s Soft AC “K-Joy”
format to KXGL's 94.1 signal, the best stick in town.

Jacor’s national programmers will stretch their oversight to include new
markets opened by the Nationwide deal: Regional VP/Programming-East
Marc Chase will oversee Baltimore, in addition to the company’s expanded
presence in Cleveland and its realigned Columbus assembly, Regional
VP/Programming-West Jack Evans will supervise Phoenix, along with
Jacor’s altered San Diego cluster. And Sr. VP Programming Tom Owens will
personally work with the former Nationwide stations in Dallas and Houston.
(Owens talks about the programming ramifications of the deal, and other top-
ics, in an exclusive fimqb Cover Story next week.)

The mammbth ten-month deal ultimately puts Jacor in four new broadcast
areas that Michaels has called “fabulous high growth markets:” Dallas,
Houston, Phoenix, and Baltimore. Chancellor’s just-announced $275 million,
six-station Cleveland deal notwithstanding, it also makes Jacor the top dog in
Cleveland and, despite government-mandated spinoffs, strengthens its pres-
ence in Columbus and San Diego. Jacor will end up with 39% of radio revenues
in Cleveland, 38% in Columbus, and 36% in San Diego, according to Justice

Department estimates.

engrossing and informative look at one
of Rock’s most legendary groups.

With Rolling Stone magazine’s recent
“hot” issue citing Brian Wilson as the
hottest musical influence, and acts like
Barenaked Ladies and Sonic Youth
among others exclaiming their love of
Wilson and the group, interest in the
Beach Boys has increased dramati-
cally. Surf’s Up once again for Beach
Boys’ fans with the VH1 airing of a
spectacular new documentary, Endless
Harmony, slated to run on August 23
at 9:00 p.m. Expertly directed by Alan
Boys, the two-hour special, divided
into two parts (All Summer Long
(1961-1966) and Heroes And Villains
(1966-1997)) offers a frank and often
revelatory look at the band’s glorious
and sometimes troubled sunshine lega-
cy. Buttressed by recent interview
footage with the group — Brian
Wilson, Mike Love, the late Carl
Wilson, Alan Jardine, David Marks
and Bruce Johnston — the special
makes its case for “America’s band” via
fascinating and rare performances

chll
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(both live and lip-synched), vintage in-
studio footage, home movies, promo
videos, previously unseen photographs,
and much more. Lending the group
kudos in the documentary include the
likes of Elvis Costello, the Eagles’
Glenn Frey, Jackson Browne,
Maurice Gibb of the Bee Gees, and
Sean Lennon. Also queried are Beach
Boys’ session players Hal Blaine,
Glen Campbell and Carol Kaye
(who ably demonstrates her bass work
on various B-Boys songs), plus produc-
er Terry Melcher and songwriting
collaborators Tony Asher and Van
Dyke Parks. Numerous highlights
abound and include captivating and
exuberant 1964 era live renditions of
“‘In My Room” and “Little Deuce
Coupe,” terrific promo videos for “Sloop
John B “Do It Again,” and “l Just
Wasn’'t Made For These Times,” and
rare live performance footage of such
lesser known but equally seminal
tunes as “Long Promised Road,” “Cool
Cool Water,” and “Cottonfields.” No
whitewash of their often turbulent
career, the documentary examines the
Wilson’s abusive relationship with
father/manager Murray, Wilson’s
blossoming and ultimate collapse as a

creative artist due to drugs and the
pressures of stardom, the band’s flirta-
tion with the Maharishi Mahesh
Yogi (footage of Mike Love and the
Beatles in India is included), their
mid-70s commercial renaissance,
Brian Wilson’s much publicized rela-
tionship with shrink Eugene Landy,
the tragic deaths of Carl and Dennis
Wilson and more. Also quite interest-
ing are the clips of Brian Wilson in
1998 at the studio console working
with original Beach Boys multi-tracks
and demonstrating the intricacies and
nuances of such gems as “Wouldn’t It
Be Nice” and “Kiss Me Baby.” Endless
Harmony is a superb and compelling
document that is a must see for any
music fan.

R.EM. guitarist Peter Buck is one of
many musicians taking part in a trib-
ute album to original Jefferson
Airplane/Moby Grape drummer
Skip Spence. Spence was a noted acid
casualty of San Francisco's 1968
Summer Of Love scene who checked
himself in New York’s Bellevue that
year. After six months in Bellevue,
Spence headed to Nashville where he
recorded the album Oar - regarded in

SUBLIME: Sublime now has the longest running album on Billboard’s Top 200, with
their self-titled disc notching 104 weeks, two solid years. The album, which has sold
three million copies, moved up from No. 104 to No. 101 last week.

GARBAGE TO BEGIN U.S. TOUR AFTER MTV VIDEO MUSIC AWARDS:
Garbage was just ending a week’s vacation when their manager telephoned them in
England to tell them about the MTV Video Music Awards nominations. “He left a
message on my answering machine,” recalls Shirley Manson. “He told us we had
seven nominations. Then he called back a minute later and said that it was a mistake. We
had eight.”... Garbage is now off to England where they will film a video for “Special” and
headline the Reading Festival on August 29. They'll return to the U.S. in time for the MTV
Awards in Los Angeles on September 10 and begin their US. tour on September 21. They
won't perform at the awards. “We're looking for any excuse to wear anything other than
our touring clothes,” says Manson. “We've been working so hard for as long as I can
remember, we're up for going to a party where we're not playing.” Only Madonna's “Ray
Of Light” earned more nominations than Garbage’s “Push It.”

BRIAN SETZER ORCHESTRA: Swing has now gotten so big, a compilation album
was recently released. The Brian Setzer Orchestra, Cherry Poppin’ Daddies, Big Bad
Voodoo Daddy and the Royal Crown Revue are among the bands featured on a com-
pilation disc called Swing This Baby.

Is It Time To Reinvent
The Music Testing Wheel?

In the June 19
edition of fimgb, 1
wrote about the
pros and cons of
the various music
testing methodolo-
gies. Due to space
constraints, 1 was
not able to present
my view on what [
consider the supe-
' rior method.

Since June, the flow of ink on this
subject has certainly not abated. Every trade
publication has printed articles on the merits
and demerits of Auditorium (AMT) testing vs.
Personal (PMT) vs. Interactive Internet (IMT)
methodologies. The question posed over and
over is whether it’s time to reinvent the music
testing wheel.

Looking back at the pros and cons
presented in my original column, it is clear to
me that in all aspects but one, the traditional,
paper-and-pencil auditorium music test is still
superior to all other methodologies.

But having said that, it’s also clear
that there is a common thread in the PROS
sections for the other methods, which is their
ability to control exactly the filling of a study’s
various age, gender and station quota cells.
This is the AMT’s greatest weakness.
Especially in those markets with historically
low show-rates, an AMT sample can either fall
short of the total number of respondents
required, or the sample can fall short in a par-
ticular cell, or both.

Critics of AMTs point to other
inherent faults, but outside of AMT’s show rate
problem, these other faults are groundless, as
noted below:

Environment. The controlled
environment inherent in the supervised audi-
torium is clearly superior to IMTs or PMTs.
Critics label the auditorium as unnatural.
Does that mean rating hooks by phone in an
IMT is natural? Does wearing headphones
validate PMTs?

Fatigue & Hook Order Bias. Are
PMTs and IMTs better because respondents
can stop and start at will? The issues related
to AMT fatigue were solved many years ago
with the advent of professional hook produc-
ers. Our own and others’ statistical tests have
shown that fatigue is not an issue at an AMT
until the number of hooks per session
approaches 500. The notion that hooks heard
toward the end of an AMT session will test dif-

ferently than those heard earlier was aiso dis-
pelled years ago. This issue has been re-visit-
ed recently, to ensure that this tape order bias
is still a statistical non-issue. Our findings,
and those of other companies that offer AMTs,
have shown no change.

Geography. The Interactive (IMT)
method allows for sampling to occur in all cor-
ners of the metro, which its proponents cite as
an advantage. If so, the suggestion is that a
client’s P1 from Suburb A is psychographically
different than a client’s P1 from Suburb B.
Over the years, we've done many AMTs which
were split in half or in thirds to accommodate
a market’s geography, be it Dallas/Ft. Worth,
Miamy/Ft. Lauderdale, or San Francisco/South
Bay/East Bay. Invariably, these experiments
fail to turn up any statistically significant dif-
ferences based on the single variable of geog-
raphy.

Referrals  / iends  /
Professionals. It’s hard to bump into friends
at an IMT or PMT, but referrals are not
allowed at an AMT any sooner than they
would be in any other methodology. AMT
respondents who know one another are typi-
cally a by-product of database recruitment. If
a station were to recruit a roomful of partisans
from its own database, there’d be some people
who know one another in the room.

Professional  test-takers are
screened out of AMTS, just as in other meth-
ods. Since | can’t speak for other research
firms’ policies, I'll speak for our own.
Paragon’s past-participation rule is just one-
step removed from requiring research virgins.
Respondents who've done more than one non-
radio market research project in the past year
are systematically excluded, along with those
who've done anything radio-related. PMTs
and IMTs may or may not insist on this same
stringency.

Non-Qualified Respondents. It’s
rare to do an AMT anywhere and not have at
least a couple of respondents who answered
the screening questions differently on the
night of the test compared to what they said
originally with the field service. Sometimes,
enough time has elapsed from the original
recruitment that peoples’ stations of choice
have changed. Other times, someone slips
through the cracks and was probably not qual-
ified from day one. It is a natural by-product
of the process, and it can happen in all music
testing methodologies.

Spotting unqualified respondents in
an AMT is probably easier and quicker than in
any other methodology. After each paper and

pencil AMT, all score sheets are examined to
search for non-qualified respondents. It is
easy to spot those who do not cume or prefer
the key stations. Similarly, it is easy to see test
scores that exhibit a high degree of unfamil-
iarity or dislike for the music. If there is some-
one in the sample who should not have been
there, he or she is removed before data pro-
cessing begins.

Show Rates. This is where the
comparison of AMTs to all other methods suf-
fers. Other methods, by design, are not com-
plete until the last person needed is added to
the sample. With any AMT, however many
folks show up on the night of the test is what
we have to work with. So how do we combat
this inherent weakness? Fortunately, 95% of
the time we don’t have low show rates. But
when we do, there are ways to combat the
problem.

Simplistically, the best thing to do
in these tough markets is to over-recruit by an
even greater margin than usual. Eventually,
there’s enough of a track record established to
know what sort of minimums to place on the
next recruiting project. Sometimes, a more
compelling incentive can have a noticeable
impact on AMT show rates. Another solution
is to conduct AMTs over several days. This
could increase the number of qualified respon-
dents who would be able to attend, since
they’re able to choose a date that suits them,
rather than just the one date that suited us. A
hybrid scenario involves the marriage of AMTs
with personal music tests (PMT). For those
qualified respondents who can’t make the
AMT on Wednesday night at 7:00, theyre
asked to come to the field service office at their
convenience and take the music test in that
fashion.

So despite all the trade press ink,
rumors of the death of the AMT seem greatly
exaggerated. I can’t blame others for looking
for a “unique selling proposition” to launch a
new firm, but since I'm not, and since the AMT
isn’t broken, I'm sticking with the tried and
true.

FOLLOW THE LEADER, IMMORTALEPIC

Their 1994 debut set the Metal world on it’s ear
and redefined the genre. Their sophomore album,
Life Is Peachy, established them as more than a
one-album wonder. So how does KoRn follow all
the hype? With their third album, Follow The
Leader, they've taken a right turn and changed
their sound, jettisoning producer Ross Robinson
in favor of Steve Thompson and Toby Wright
(ALICE IN CHAINS). The first two singles (“All In The Family” and
“Got The Life”), had a slick, Hip-Hop vibe, but they’re not really repre-
sentative of the rest of the album. We’d classify the band’s sound as
Hardcore-Hop, as it takes their signature low and heavy sound and
infuses Hip-Hop into it. The best example of this sound would be
“Children Of The Korn,” featuring Ice Cube and “All In The Family,”
which you've already heard. There’s songs on here that will catapult
the band up to the top of the Pure Spins chart and keep them there for
at least the rest of the year. Plus, the upcoming Family Values tour
won'’t hurt their profile any, either. Are you ready?!! We are, and songs
you should go to first include “It’s On,” “Children Of The Korn” “Justin,”
“My Gift To You” (slow and grindy, the most un-KoRn-like song on the
album), and the hidden bonus track, a cover of Cheech And Chong’s
“Earache My Eye” featuring vocals from Cheech himself!

MARILYN MANSON

“THE DOPE SHOW,” NOTHING/INTERSCOPE

Judging from MARILYN MANSON's recent out-
put, the band have changed ‘70s idols, switching
from Alice Cooper to David Bowie. First, Mr.

As for WAQZ's
format flip, PD Matthew Harris will stay with the station, and no staff changes
have been announced... As reported in the Chicago Sun-Times, the Mancow morn-
ing mass exodus has begun. Quoting Strategic Media Research’s week-by-week
AccuTrack survey. Q101/Chicago’s morning audience share moved up from 3.6 to
8.1, while Mancow’s former station. WRCX, dropped from 3.7 to 1.5... WZAZ.
WAZU and WLVQ/Columbus PD Greg Ausham exits, and replaces Bob
Neumann as PD of Active Rocker WMMS/Cleveland. WZAZ Promotions Director
Ben Williams has been upped to APD... In other WZAZ news, the Jacor Modern
Rock outlet switches frequencies, going from 98.5 to 105.7, and will be spun off to
Blue (hip Broadcasting for a reported $10+ million... KORB/Quad-Cities, IA has
tweaked their programming, leaning in a more adult and female direction, while
sticking closely to current Modern Rock hits and incorporating a lot more of music
of the ‘80s into their library.. WOXY/Oxford Promotion Director Julie Mawell exits
the station and is replaced by part-timer Bryan Miller KTEG/Albuquerque MD
Julie Forman has new call times. Wednesdays, 9a-Noon... WRXQ/Memphis
morning man Rob Harder heads to Clear Channel Modern AC outlet
WSSR/Tampa Modern to take on he MD postions and middays.

the country. If you were an advertiser who
was using network radio, you were never
getting these stations as part of your buy.
By launching the network ourselves as a
wholly owned subsidiary, and in partner-
ship with Capstar, it allowed the revenue
to return back to the source of the invento-
ry, which was the radio stations.

Is it a problem getting AMFM pro-
gramming cleared on stations owned
by companies that, like Chancellor,
are also in the network business?
David: The four major players in the net-
work arena— CBS, ABC, Jacor and us—
all own radio stations. We realize that we
can’t program everything for everybody,
and that some of our stations are going to
use other people’s programming, and our
programming is going to be on other peo-
ple’s stations too. Our programming is on
a lot of other people’s stations. The only
place you really have a conflict is when you
have a head-to-head product; take Rick
Dees and Casey Kasem. Clearly, our sta-
tions are going to clear predominantly
Casey and I would presume ABC stations
would clear predominantly Rick. Although
there may still be cases where our stations
do clear Rick Dees.

In other words, there was no one out
there who was doing for the
Chancellor and Capstar group what
they wanted?

David: If you look at stations like Z100
[WHTZ/New York], The Beat |KKBT/Los
Angeles|, 'GCI in Chicago, ’JLB in
Detroit— I'm just using stations that are
top-ranked in each of their markets as
examples— they were unaffiliated with the
RADAR* Network.

Now everybody is under one umbrella.
David: Everybody’s under one umbrella,
and it clearly has given us some strength.
Compared to other networks, our strength
is based in the fact that we're predomi-
nately on the FM side, and our audiences
tend to be younger. And we have more

What about when Rockline is already
running on a non-Chancellor a or non:
Capstar station and the Chancellor of
Capstar station wants to run that
show because it’s successful. Once the
agreement is up, will the Chancellor
or Capstar station get the first shot at
that show?

David: That would depend on how our
relationship with the affiliate was. Our
goal is to honor our affiliation whenever
possible with whoever is our affiliate for
the longterm. Clearly, though, in certain
cases, sometimes the affiliate doesn’t want
to commit to the longterm, and in that casd
if the Chancellor or Capstar station want-
ed the show and was willing to make a
longterm commitment, that would be a
good business decision for us.

Are the Chancellor and Capstar sta-
tions required to air syndicated pro-
gramming?

David: No, they are not. That is an indi-
vidual station decision.

The Guitar Show with Kevin Bacon
debuts Labor Day weekend. Tell me
about that show and the Rock formatﬁ
you're targeting.

David: The Guitar Show with Kevin
Bacon is being produced by Ben Manilla
Productions, who, as you are probably
aware, does House of Blues. The show will
be hosted by Kevin and will essentially
cover great guitarists and great guitar
music, both current and historical. The
target list of stations are probably
Heritage AORs and Classic Rock stations,
and less so the Active Rockers. It’s going
to have a lot of great features. One of
them is “Six Degrees of Separation” from
Kevin [see sidebar], which would be how
you could connect Kevin to his guest that
week, which is a funny little bit. He hasn’t
had to go all six degrees yet. Another one
would be the “History of a Great Riff.” He
will take what is perceived in Rock as a
great riff, and show where its background
is... often it will come from an old Blues
song or something else, and he’ll show how
that was modified by the Rock artist.
Then he’ll do the interview and music.

So it’s going to be a mix of things... not
one particular person’s music.




David: It will primarily be one particular
musician. If you had Eddie Van Halen,
there would probably be a lot of Van
Halen, but he would also probably talk to
Eddie about who his influences were, what
he thought were great guitar licks, etc.

Let’s talk about Rockline, which has
been a Rock Radio staple since the
early ’80s. With that extensive back
catalogue, do you plan to exploit the
archives and create new programming
for Classic Rock stations?

Gary: In the case of the programming
acquired from Global Satellite
Networks, you're looking at a facility and
staff that has been producing probably the
most heritage show in Rock radio. They've
got Modern Rock Live going out on Sunday
nights, and Rockline on Monday nights, so
there’s a lot of room to grow there and, of
course, the library of almost every major
artist for the past two decades is in the
vault. It’s hardly been tapped yet, so we’re
looking at really maximizing that.

You mentioned Modern Rock Live.
What other syndicated programming
do you offer to Modern Rock stations
and Rock stations?

Gary: We mentioned Rockline and
Modern Rock Live. There is also Reelin’In
The Years...

David: Which would be more Classic
bending.

For Top 40 you have American Top 40
with Casey Kasem, which everybody
knows.

Gary: And out of WKTU, we’re launching
RuPaul Radio, two hours of RuPaul having
a great time with party music... Dance
music, a very positive presentation, and Ru
just doing his thing.

What about Hollywood Hamilton’s
Rhythm Countdown? Is that going to
be specifically targeted for Dance, or
is it going to be more Rhythmic?
Gary: It’s going to be targeting Rhythmic
CHR stations.

David: What we see with Hollywood is
there’s definitely

room for a younger-skewing countdown show.
Both the Rick Dees show and Casey Kasem
shows clearly have a lot of Hot ACs and more
mainstream CHRs as their affiliates.
Nobody is really servicing the countdown
area for the younger end, the Dance end.

In addition to owning huge platforms
of radio stations, CBS, Jacor, and now
Chancellor own their own networks.
Many network personalities are
owned by large radio groups. How is
this changing the radio network busi-
ness and the radio network model?
David: I think you’ll see that your big
[network] players are going to also be your
big radio station groups, which is essen-
tially what has happened. But that doesn’t
mean somebody with a good idea and good
talent won’t develop something indepen-
dently. That will always happen. But
clearly it makes it attractive for a talent to
be attracted now to one of these compa-
nies, because if they work locally or poten-
tially in multi markets, they now have an
inside platform to make it a network show,
whereas in the past they usually had to go
somewhere else to become a network show.

You mentioned the independent syndi-
cators. How will this new network
model impact them?

Gary: The great thing about this business
is that, as David said, anybody can come
up with the next great idea. A good idea
will get on the radio. That’s always been
the case. The upside for us is that AMFM
is in a strong position to compete for pro-
gramming with content partners that are
of value to radio, whether it’'s music-based
or live event programming. It’s the idea
that wins the product.

David: You'll see network radio become
much more like Hollywood is with the stu-
dios. You have your major distributors in
the studios. But, the independent produc-
ers work under those umbrellas, much like
our deal with Ben Manilla. The show
was his show. It made sense for us to get
involved with him because we thought it
was a great show that worked with us, and
it ended up
being his
show and
our show,

not just ours. This is very much like what
you see being done in the movie business.
We hope that when these independent pro-
ducers have a great idea, they will come to
us, and say, “Hey, let’s do it together.”

That sounds like the situation with
the Bob & Tom Show. It’s actually
owned by Capstar, but AMFM repre-
sents the show and sells it.

David: Exactly. Bob and Tom do a
tremendous show. It’s on 50 plus stations
already, and delivering great results.
However, Capstar was doing it pretty
much in-house. The difficulty they had
was that they were not set up with the
infra-structure of a network. So we work
with them on affiliate marketing and ad
sales, but they still produce the show. We
have so much contact with Rock stations
and advertisers on a daily basis that it
made sense to use our marketing
strengths, and turn this into a win/win sit-
uation for both Capstar and AMFM.

The show has historically been per-
ceived as one that works best at
Classic-leaning Rock stations in medi-
um and small markets, primarily in
the Midwest. Will it translate to top
markets like Chicago? And are you
close to clearing it in additional large
markets?

David: We're working on several large
markets, and we expect that eventually
Bob and Tom will be everywhere. The
show has worked beyond the Midwest.
That was the start of their base, but if you
look now, they’ve branched out. They have
some successful affiliates all the way out
West, and they have successful affiliates on
multiple formats, not just Classic Rock.
They’re on Mainstream Rock, Active Rock,
Alternative Rock and I believe they’re even
on a Country station somewhere. That’s
not the goal. The goal would be to get
them on Heritage or Classic Rock stations
as much as possible, or Active Rock or
Alternative stations... somewhere within
the AOR arena.

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Stations typically use networks to pro-
vide news, audio, even the show prep
services. Will AMFM provide these
services soon?

Gary: We're looking at everything in
those segments. AMFM wants

to enter any business

where we

) can provide the best quality

~and value to radio. This is really
the beginnings of the programming
era of the AMFM Network, so right
now anything’s possible.

David: I would really love to play
on the AM dial. Primarily, we've
been focused on programming for the
FM dial. Longterm, we plan to be
involved with programming for the
AM dial. Just as Casey is the cor-
nerstone of our CHR/AC program-
ming, and Rockline is the corner-
stone of our AOR programming, the corner-
stone to AM programming is a news brand.

Are you looking to build one, or are
you going to buy one?

David: The marketplace, in radio,
already has quite a few news brands: ABC,
CBS, NBC, Mutual, CNN, not to mention
Fox, which wants to get into it. Our goal
would be to partner up with a major brand
at some point, and work with them to
develop that major brand using both our
distribution and others to make it the best
news product out there.

David, at ABC, you improved a poor
performing daypart for Urban AC sta-
tions with the Tom Joyner show. Do
you have a similar strategy to create
niche-targeted programming in specif-
ic dayparts for other formats?

David: I won’t mention specifics because
it would give tips to my competitors, but
there are still some formats where morn-
ings still under perform the rest of the day,
much like the pattern was on Urban ACs.
They did great after 9:00 a.m., but they
had no morning show. When Tom Joyner
came in, those numbers went up, and then
the whole station went up. There are still
some formats out there, particularly when

its a niching of a broad format, where there
still are no great morning shows. This will
provide us the opportunity to get in there.

How hard is it to get stations to
commit to a syndicated morn-
ing show?
David: The arguments that

you hear from the stations are always the
same. How does it fit? How do I tailor it
to make it sound like they’re here in my
studio? Do they care about my individual
market? Bob & Tom are actually much
easier. They already have over 50 affili-
ates, many of which are #1 in their mar-
ketplaces already. For Tom Joyner, we had
to start from scratch. Essentially, the phi-
losophy is the same. In Urban, the philoso-
phy was always that there would be one
great local morning show in a market, and
Tom would be an alternative to that local
morning show by being a great national
show that did things that the local show
couldn’t do. I think you will see the same
thing happen in AOR. There will be one
great local AOR show, and then the other
AORs in the market will be looking for
something that differentiates them, and we
think that will be Bob & Tom.

How to you plan to grow the network
at the individual format level?

David: Our strategy features a combina-
tion of tactics. We’ll continue to do acquisi-
tions where we can, especially if it gets us
that cornerstone for a format, because we’d
like to eventually move through every for-
mat. Right now, we’re in Smooth Jazz,
CHR and Rock. That leaves Country,

Urban and News/Talk still to be developet*
We'll do it two-fold. We hope to acquire or
sign the major talent or show within the

product, and then develop additional prod-
uct after that.

How are AMFM’s affiliate relations
going to differ from those of the typi-
cal networks?
David: We're mor:
customer service-
focused. We have
fewer affiliates. Fol
our initial launch,
we had 242 affili-
ates. If you look at
the other three
major networks,
they have thou-
sands of affiliates
each because they
have so much prod-
uct. ABC has 2900
and Westwood One
has 7600. Qur goal
is to have better
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product... product that pulls in the big sta-
tions. We want to be able to work with ous
affiliates to give them what they want in
syndicated programming, and to make sur¢
our advertisers get what they’re buying on
the RADAR Network.

What do you intend to offer advertis-
ers that they’re not already getting
from other networks?

David: Higher rated product on the syndi?
cated side, and better rated stations on thel
RADAR side. Our stations were very high4
ly rated in their first RADAR, despite hav-
ing about a tenth of the affiliates of some
of the others. That means that we have
much bigger stations in terms of individuali
audience. That is appealing to advertisers.
We have true metro stations. Instead of
Philadelphia being covered by an
Allentown station, were covering
Philadelphia with Philadelphia stations.

Do your plans call for AMFM to attract!
non-traditional radio advertisers, and
therefore help grow radio’s share of
the media advertising pie?

David: Absolutely. We'd love for all of our




money to eventually come from new advertisers to the radio business. Clearly there are
three levels of advertising. and radio needs to make strides in all three to expand its share.
One is local, the other is regional and national spot, and the third is network. You see it
starting to happen already. Proctor & Gamble, who traditionally has had very few brands on
the radio, has almost 20 for the year ahead.

You have two separate networks: youth and adult.

David: Yes, and we'll give you a scoop: We're actually going to be shifting their names to the
Diamond Network and the Emerald Network. The Diamond is adult and Emerald is
youth. When RADAR came out, our adult network skewed a little younger than we thought
it would, and our youth/adult skewed a little older than we thought it would. We ended up
deciding that they really shouldn’t be just called youth and adult, because they span much
wider demos. So we went along with everybody else in network radio, and came up with
some clever names for them.

Gary, will you help develop programs and service at AMFM that are similar to
those that you developed at MJI? How do you envision growing those on the net-
work level?

Gary: At MJI, we developed new ideas by listening to radio, going out to radio, hearing what
they needed to compete effectively locally, and giving it to them. Most of my personal time
was spent at radio stations, and that hasn’t changed. We've got a great brand in Rock, CHR,
AC and Smooth Jazz, and we're going to enter into all segments of the business, as well as
any format in the business that is going to make sense. So the formula really hasn’t
changed, but the canvas has.

David: The nice thing is that we have a built-in focus group. We talk to our stations every
day, and if we have an idea, we say, “What do you think of this? What do you really need
that you can’t afford to do yourself that other stations would need too?” A lot of ideas come
from them. What we really want to do is ultimately put out the best product. That is our
primary goal. We don't want to put out 200 shows or 200 off-line services. We want to put
out what'’s needed in the marketplace, and what a lot of stations will use.

Gary: And I also wanted to stress David’s point that because this network is an extension of
a radio group, it’s my feeling that any programming that comes out has to be a cut above.

It’s got to grab your attention like everything else that this company has been able to do. I've
got a very high standard of excellence when it comes to the programming, specifically the
new programming coming out.

David: Gary is very lucky. Most networks have one or two or a half dozen programming
geniuses within the company. Gary gets to tap into hundreds of them.

Is there a chance that syndication could be combined with “virtual radio” tech-
nologies, allowing you to customize your syndicated offerings for individual sta-
tions?

David: Right now we have no plans to do that. But, given the quickly changing environ-
ment in technology, and the digital production capabilities of a lot of stations, you never know
what will happen down the line.

NETWORKS., WHEN IT SIGNED ON JANUARY 5, 1998, AMFM HAD NO PROGRAMMING. A DIVISION OF
CHANCELLOR MEDIA, AMFM REACHES ABOUT 61 MILLION LISTENERS WEEKLY WITH SYNDICATED PROGRAMMING
AND AN AFFILIATE BASE OF THE CHANCELLOR AND CAPSTAR STATIONS. THESE NUMBERS ARE IMPRESSIVE... IN
FACT, STAGGERING WHEN YOU CONSIDER THAT THE NETWORK DEBUTED WITHOUT A SINGLE PROGRAM. SINCE
THEIR JANUARY DEBUT, AMFM HAS ACQUIRED AMERICAN ToP 40 wiTH CASEY KASEM AND THE DAVE Koz
RADIO SHow, ALONG WITH GLOBAL SATELLITE NETWORK, WHICH BOOSTED ITS STABLE OF SYNDICATED SHOWS
