Hole is still loud but less venomous on the title track to the eager-
ly anticipated Celebrity Skin. They've got the year’s baddest riff,
and broadcast-friendly hooks at every turn. “Celebrity Skin" offers
both style and substance, and knocks you on your ass in only
twenty seconds. As such, these Modern Rock automatics emerge
as an Active Rock force to be reckoned with for the first time.
Think of what “Volcano Girls” did for Veruca Salt. The album is
equally riveting and should quickly vault Hole into Huge Rock
Band status. Here’s the bottom line: combining Courtney Love’s
undeniable starpower with a blatant clusterbuster like “Celebrity
Skin” will vield massive results.

KiSS
“PSYCHO CIRCUS,” MERCURY

The release of KISS’ Psycho Circus album marks the first time
in over twenty years that original members Gene Simmons,
Paul Stanley, Ace Frehley, and Peter Criss have recorded
together. And true to KISS form, the band has re-invented
themselves all over again. The album’s first single, “Psycho
Circus,” is so obvious that you quite simply should turn in your
headphones if you can’t hear it. And get set for a November
tour where concert-goers will receive 3-D glasses so they can
view a special screen that will display all of KISS’ stage antics
in 3-D. (Gene’s tongue in 3-D would even make Monica
Lewinsky jealous.) Early “Psycho Circus” spinners include
WRCX, Q107, KCAL, KTXQ, and WRCQ.

BRIAN MAY

“BUSINESS,” HOLLYWOOD

As anyone that’s ever jammed air guitar to “We Will Rock You” or
“Bohemian Rhapsody™ can tell you, Brian May is a powerful gui-
tarist. While Freddie Mercury’s untimely death put an end to
Queen, the band’s spirit lives on in “Business.” Taken from his sec-
ond solo album. Another World, “Business” is a hard-rocking
anthem that fits alongside Queen’s best work. Featuring May’s
blistering guitar work and the drumming of Cozy Powell, the song
should easily fit on Rock 25-44s and any Active rockers with a her-
itage of playing Queen. KZZK and KXGE are already taking care
of “Business.”

SHERYL CROW

“MY FAVORITE MISTAKE,” (R&M)

The first single from Sheryl Crow’s self-produced third LP,
Riverwide, sneaks up on you with its Bluesy undercurrent and
leisurely mid-tempo groove. But the hook is undeniable, as is
the smokey voice. It’s the same smokey voice which has helped
Crow produce countless multi-format smashes like “If It Makes
You Happy” and “All I Wanna Do” in the space of only two

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albums, and establish herself as one of the most vital female
Rock voices of this era. There will certainly be more to come
from Riverwide, and “My Favorite Mistake” is the perfect way
to get things going.

CRACKER

GENTLEMAN’S BLUES. (VIRGIN)

Shame on those of you for missing the boat on Cracker’s magnifi-
cent 1996 LP, The Golden Age. Redeem yourself and dig deep into
their latest offering, Gentleman’s Blues, which finds David
Lowery and company throwing a few curveballs into the mix.
Breezy as a spring afternoon, “The Good Life” kicks things off in
style with surf-tinged guitars and wry lyrical observations that
will sound just fine next to “Low” and “Teen Angst” in your library.
True-to-form rockers like “Seven Days™ and “The World Is Mine”
stand out nstantly as potential follow-ups, but it’s the more eso-
teric fare that gives Gentleman’s Blues its quiet coolness. The
haunting Blues of the title track and “James River™ are perfect for
showing another side of the band on the air, as is the jug-band boo-
gie of “Trials & Tribulations.” One of America’s most underrated
acts has done their part by delivering yet another solid LP — do
your part and let it be heard.

FINEWATER

“DROPPING LIKE FLIES,” UNIVERSAL/UMG

Firewater was formed in 1996 by Tod Ashley, the former lead
singer of Cop Shoot Cop, and its members have include The
Jesus Lizard’s Duane Denison and Jim Kimball, Soul
Coughing’s Yuval Gabay and Elysian Field’s singer Jennifer
Charles. The band’s live shows can be described as “some-
where between a Greek wedding and an Irish wake,” according
to Ashley. “Dropping Like Flies™ has an infectious back beat
and a guitar hook that hits you immediately. It rocks, but not
too hard and not too soft...just right. Modern and Active will
be the first to claim this one, but once it pops, Mainstream
shouldn’t be far behind.

MARTIN'S DA

“FEAR OF FLYING," HYBRID

Veteran Philadelphia-area brothers Brian and Scott Bricklin first
flirted with mainstream success nearly a decade ago, with their
self-titled A&M album, Bricklin. Since then, the two have spent
countless hours in studios and on stage, perfecting their Beatles-
influenced brand of song craftsmanship. Their pop sensibilities
shine on “Fear Of Flying,” the debut single from their hook-laced
album, Sky Above. Buttressed by the brothers’ flawless har-
monies. “Fear Of Flying” is a perfect antidote to the angst per-
vading Rock in the late ‘90s. 11 signals (WHMH, KLAQ, KEY.J)
have flown this one onto the air already.

FM. KSJO has been simulcasting on
KZWC/Walnut Creek since August 1.
The three adjacent frequencies —
KZWC at 92.1, KSJO at 92.3, and
KZSF at 92.7 — form the company’s
new 92-Rock Network.

“There’s a tremendous amount of
upside,” said Richards, a four year
Jacor programmer.

Regional VP of Programming Jack Evans occurred while Richards was jug-
gling a format change at WAZQ and prepping for ‘EBN’s massive fireworks
show.

CBS Corporation has entered into an agreement to sell Entercom five of
its Boston-area radio stations for $140 million. In return, Entercom has
agreed to sell to CBS its two Tampa radio stations for $75 million.

Under terms of the agreement, Entercom will receive from CBS: WEEI-
AM, WRKO-AM, WWTM-AM, WAAF-FM, and WEGQ-FM in Boston. CBS will
purchase WYUU-FM and WLLD-FM from Entercom, taking their Tampa tally
to four (WQYK AM/FM).

CBS Radio President Dan Mason told fingb, “Tampa has historically
been a tremendous market for us and we look forward to building a stronger
presence there.”

This transaction was the deal CBS was looking for to satisfy the divesti-
ture requirements which the Department of Justice had previously estab-
lished in the acquisition by CBS of American Radio Systems’ (ARS). The
CBS/ARS deal was announced at last year’s NAB and closed earlier this year.

NONCOMPETES OUTLAWED (N
MASSACHUSETTS It’s the first
state to ban noncompete clauses in
the broadcast industry. The New
England branch of AFTRA sponsored
the bill, which passed Aug. 7. “We did
it because so many of our members
found these clauses to be so prohibi-
tive,” AFTRA New England
Executive Director Donna Sum-
mers told The Boston Herald. “Even
when their employer has terminated
their services and they are told they
are no longer wanted, they are not

“But
there is a benefit, too, because it now
creates opportunities to work the free
agency market when a person’s con-
tract is up because he or she will no
longer be bound by restrictive
covenants and be capable, literally, of
ending one day at one station and
starting the next day at another with
no restrictions.”

Night Live should now be called
Saturday Night Dead,” and that the
show “ceased being funny when John
Belushi’s fat, speedball-filled corpse
hit the deck.”

The
MStreet Daily is also reporting that
ABC is now in an LMA with
KEMM/Dallas and is running ABC’s
Country Coast To Coast on it. KEMM
is in the process of upgrading to a
Class C-2, 50,000 watt signal.

EMPIRE Journal Broadcast Group,
Inc. has signed an agreement to
acquire Great Empire Broadcasting,
Inc. The deal will give Journal 13
stations in Omaha, Springfield, Tulsa
and Wichita (including KICT), as well
as a JSA for another station. “We've
long admired Great Empire and its
outstanding group of broadcasters.
The Great Empire group, its markets
and people make a perfect fit with
the Journal Broadcast Group,” com-
mented Journal Broadcast Group
President and Journal Communi-
cations, Inc. Executive VP Doug
Kiel. “Together we can look forward
to tremendous growth in the future.”

N2K RESTRUCTURES In a move
to increase the company’s operating
income, N2K Encoded Music, the
record label of N2K Inc., is undergo-
ing a restructuring. The changes and
new developments will focus the
label’s future efforts on artist releas-
es and specialty product offerings
that can be successfully launched
from an Internet platform. The com-
pany expects a one-time third quar-
ter charge of approximately $5 to $7
million as a result of the staff reduc-
tions and cost-cutting measures
related to the restructuring.

DETAILS SLY STONE’s FAMI-
LY AFFAIR: Toyota might have
had second thoughts about using
“Everyday People” had the listened
to For The Record: Sly And The
Family Stone, a new oral history
published by Avon Books. It shows
that there’s nothing new about the
violence in the music industry of
the ‘90s. Members of Sly’s
entourage were hardly “Everyday
People,” recalling the drug abuse,
weapons, kidnappings and violence
that included beatings so severe
they required hospital treatment.
Roadies recall how sometimes
Stone was so loaded on drugs, he
would be booed when he couldn’t
perform, then blame it on them and
have them beaten when he came
offstage. Vernon “Moose” Constan
said he was hospitalized with a
concussion after being worked over
by Stone’s crew following a
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Madison Square Garden concert.
Death threats led to the ouster of
Larry Graham, who formed
Graham Central Station and had
the Top 10 hit, “One In A Million.”
Lately, Graham has been working
with the artist. Graham literally
had to flee for his life after a show
at the Los Angeles Coliseum when
a rumor, attributed to “the street,”
began circulating that he had hired
a hit man to get rid of Stone.
Stone’s crew met him in the lobby
of a hotel and began to beat a mem-
ber of Graham’s entourage. Sax
player Pat Rizzo claims he saved
Graham’s life by getting him out of
the hotel. Others say that months
later Graham still checked under
the hood of his car for bombs.
Graham says he never saw the
scene at the hotel, but he had
“heard some negative things went
down.” “It didn’t look like things
would be changing back to the way
they were,” he said. “It was time to

go.

FOGHAT: Illness continues to
plague the Foghat tour. All shows
through October 31 have now been
canceled because doctors have
determined that frontman Dave
Peverett has a tumor in his kidney
and the kidney must now be
removed. Earlier they had diag-
nosed it as an infection, forcing
shows to be canceled. Peverett’s
wife is also engaged in her own bat-
tle with cancer.

GENE LOVES JEZEBEL: The
debut solo album Jay Aston of
Gene Loves Jezebel is releasing
next week (25) contains “Who
Wants To Go To Heaven,” a song he
wrote at the request of long-time
fan Anne Rice for her original draft
of the film version of Interview
With The Vampire.

1969 to 1979: Completely Well, Take It
Home, Live At Cook County Jail, and
His Best. Completely Well spawned
King’s only self-professed ‘real hit,
“The Thrill Is Gone.” Among the other
titles, Take It Home is the legendary
Blues guitarist’s collaboration with
The Crusaders and features virtu-
ally none of his trademark guitar
solos.

Athenaeum, “Flat Tire,” (Atlantic/AG)

Following-up the success of “What I Didn't Know” seems like it may be a hard task, but
after hearing this track. we're sure you'll agree that is not the case. In fact, it’s likely
that “Flat Tire” will validate this band as a serious contender for many add dates to
come. Their debut, Radiance, is loaded with rolling rhythms and delicious melodies,
separating them from any one-hit wonder you'd be inclined to compare them to. They're
the real deal and a total treat live. Don't wait on this one.

Sheryl Crow, “My Favorite Mistake,” (A&M)

The album, Riverwide, (Crow’s third, in stores 9/29) succeeds her 1993 debut, Tuesday
Night Music Club, and the 1996 follow-up, Sheryl Crow, which together sold nearly 13
million albums worldwide and garnered five Grammy awards. Crow wrote the 11 songs
on the record over the course of the past year. She took the production a step further
than her last effort, producing a bigger sounding record with strings on two tracks, the
Rolling Stones horn section on another and experimental looping on others. Guest musi-
cians include Wendy Melvoin (Wendy & Lisa, Prince & The Revolution), who appears
on this beautiful mid-tempo charmer. Crow claims that this album is “much more per-
sonal” than her first two. “The lyrics,” she says, “are written more in the first person.
Much of my writing on the first two records was narrative. This record isn’t really that.
It doesn’t draw upon an alter ego or a character to tell a story. It’s mostly my own feel-
ings about what’s happened over the past few years, the changes in my life and the
changes in me personally.” This song will sound outstanding on the air, and fit next to
almost anything on your playlist.

Kacy Crowley, “Rebelllous,” (Atlantic/AG)

Songs such as this startlingly autobiographical track are more rockin’ than most of
today’s acoustic-based singer/songwriters. Touched with a sense of lived-through-this
veracity, the intimate memoir of her debut, Anchorless, captures an artist on the way
up, and demonstrates her unique ability to follow her own path and remain completely
appealing to even the most passive listener. “It means so many different things to me,
I can hardly explain it,” Crowley says. “But it’s definitely about drifting. It’s about let-
ting go of your attachment to people, places and things. Sometimes that can be a real-
ly lonely place, but sometimes it can be a really free, wonderful place to be.” To put it
mildly, this is a great track that should not be overlooked.

The Evinrudes, “Drive Me Home,” (Mercury)

Hailing from Nashville, Tennessee, the combination of songwriters Brain Reed (gui-
tarist/producer) and Sherry Cothran (singer) have laid the groundwork to be one of the
most pleasant surprises of the year. They received accolades nationwide as one of the
best unsigned bands in recent years, and look to take the next step on their self-titled
major label debut. Cothran's poignant narratives - “If 1 was a man, I'd rule this plan-
et/I'd beat up Michael, hang out with Janet,” along with Reed’s high-charged,
Midwestern riffing make for a great listen. Worth investigating.

Finger Eleven, “Quicksand,” (Wind-Up/BMG)

“We really like to make use of a lot of tempo shifts,” says guitarist James Black. “And
we love to put a lot of parts into songs, but the bottom line is the music. We're not try-
ing to split the atom, We just want to write good songs.” Mission accomplished.
“Quicksand” is a remarkable debut track that is equal parts thick guitars and intense
crooning. Produced by Arnold Lanni (King's X, Our Lady Peace), this Toronto-based
‘quintet’s debut, Tip, is laced with textured, intense and extremely radio-friendly tracks.
It's a good bet that Finger Eleven is a band to be reckoned with for some time to come
New and early at WNFZ.

Firewater, “Dropping Like Flys,” (Universal/UME)

This is an office favorite, and locks to stay that way for a long time. One listen will be
all that you'll need to “get” this record. It has everything a Modern Rock station would
look for in a new track: distinct vocals, smart lyrics, insanely catchy riffs, a hook that is
both intelligently placed in the song and unforgettable, and a backbeat that will shake
you out of your seat. A definite must-listen.

Guster, “Demons,” (Hybrid/Sire)

Beautiful vocal harmonies, engaging acoustic riffing and a searing electric guitar lick
are the focus of this track, the second release from their debut, Goldfly. Guster has
toured the States relentlessly and built a remarkable fanbase from coast-to-coast. Their
rabid following, also consisting of a dazzling word-of-mouth marketing campaign initi-
ated by volunteer fans, is proof that this band connects. If you give this record the air-
play it deserves, it’s likely the fanbase will grow even larger.

Hepcat, “No Worries,” (Hellcat)

Hepcat’s nine-piece line-up seamlessly blends Ska, R&B, Calypso (Day-o!, remember??),
Jazz, and Reggae. The time couldn’t be more ripe to launch this single. This style is
guaranteed to garner response from all of those that can’t get enough Swing or Ska.
After respectable airplay on MTV, and over 30,000 records sold with virtually no radio
airplay, Hepcat is long-overdue for some serious spins.
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Hole, “Celebrity Skin,” (DGC)

No matter what kind of programming your Modern Rock station focuses on, this record
should be an automatic. The beauty of “Celebrity Skin” is that it offers both style and
substance, and knocks you on your ass after about 20 seconds in. The album of the same
name is equally as riveting and should easily vault Hole into a permanent elite catego-
ry. Males and females in any demographic you go after will appreciate this track, so
don’t be one of the few that wait or hold out (if such a thing will actually happen). With
this record, Hole has proved themselves to be a career band and core artists. Look for
them to perform on the MTV Video Music Awards on September 10.

Kottonmouth Kings, “Dog’s Lite,” (Capitol)

Taken from their Capitol debut, Royal Highness, “Dog’s Life” is an education in ‘90s
Reggae/Rap. It's instaneous hook and clever lyrics will grab your attention immediate-
ly. This is a fun record and an excellent addition to your summertime playlist. It brims
over with excellent production, seductive horns, and classic Reggae riffs. Do not hesi-
tate to find a slot for this record on your station. It will react quickly.

lisahall, “connection 17,” (Reprise)

This blistering opening track from her debut album, Is This Rea/?, marks the launch of
an exciting new talent. Diverse, emotive, sincere and texturally varied from beginning
to end, Is This Real? is a real contender for serious airplay for the rest of the year. This
song should get the ball rolling quite nicely. Co-preduced by Reprise head of A&R David
Kahne (Soul Coughing, Sugar Ray, Sublime).

Rasputina, “The Olde Headboard,” (Columbia/CRG)

Hard cello. That's something you don’t hear everyday. But then again, Rasputina’s
music revels in it's originality and uniqueness. This is truly alternative, but the beauty
of it is that it’s sexy and radio-friendly in the same breath. You will own this record if
you play it, and you will stir up a reaction from your audience. The power cello trio of
Melora Creager, Julia Kent, and Agnieszka Rybaka paint a musical landscape
that is both beautiful and haunting, and triumphantly ambitious.

returns, from KZZP/Phoenix, to KEGL or KDMX/Dallas, the
Houston properties, the Cleveland cluster, or the excellent
Country line-up of WCOL [Columbus], WPOC (Baltimore] or
WGAR [Cleveland]. We'll want to make sure that we continue
to provide the necessary means of competition to these impor-
tant properties. We will certainly be looking to enhance prof-
itability and, in some cases, that may result in greater cost con-
trols. In other cases we may find ourselves needing to increase
spending in certain areas to continue to effectively compete.

There would seem to be extreme differences in company
culture between Nationwide and Jacor. How will you
infuse Jacor’s take-no-prisoners culture into radio sta-
tions formerly run by a conservative insurance company?
A series of bizarre indoctrination rituals involving sleep depri-
vation, hallucinogenic drugs, and Viagra therapy. Actually, the
former Nationwide group’s rating performances are a clear
qualitative measure of their programmers. They obviously
believe in doing what's necessary to achieve results. If we share
that, the rest is small talk.

Jacor is entering Phoenix for the first time and expand-
ing in St. Louis. With just single Rock products in each
area (KGLQ/Phoenix and KSD-FM/St. Louis), is it possi-
ble for Jacor to compete effectively against the multiple
Rock properties owned by Sandusky-Phoenix and
Emmis-St. Louis?

It's very possible. Greg Stevens at KEGL just demonstrated it
quite clearly. Studies have been fielded to help us determine
how to optimize our opportunities in these markets.

Personally overseeing Jacor’s new Dallas and Houston
properties allows you to get your hands on Texas Radio
for the first time since the early ‘80s. Dallas is a strong-
hold for CBS and Chancellor, so is Houston, where Clear
Channel also does well. How will you improve Jacor’s
performance in these new markets?

Primarily by supporting their existing efforts. The Dallas and
Houston markets are already faring extremely well. KDMX,
under Jimmy Steal, just enjoyed a precedent setting #3 25-54
Spring ARB. KEGL grew three shares 18-34, jumping 12th to
6th 12+. The Buzz in Houston had a very strong June as Jim
Trapp moved effectively to fill The Planet vacuum. KHMX con-
tinues to be a top five 25-54 player.

In light of KSJO’s solid ratings — No. 3 25-54 and No. 4
18-34 in the Spring San Jose Arbitron, and consistent
Top 3 18-34 showings — many people were surprised to
learn that Dana Jang, who has been with the station for
a total of 14 years, would not be retained by Jacor. Why
was it necessary to replace him?

Dana obviously did an excellent job for many years and we wish
him well. Even though KSJO benefitted from the signal down-
grades of two competitors — KUFX's January move to 104.9,

and KOME withdrawing from the San Jose market and relo-
cating to the 105.3 FM San Francisco frequency during the final
phase of the Spring survey — the station’s Spring achievement
is impressive. For Jacor, San Jose, has become a format multi-
plex. In addition to 98.5 FM and 104.9 FM, we have just added
92.1 FM in Walnut Creek, and 92.7 in downtown San Francisco
to 92.3, creating a “92 Rock” triple-cast. Accelerating the devel-
opment of this project is extremely important and, while it’s dif-
ficult to make these decisions, we really felt we needed a prod-
uct manager who was further down the learning curve with
respect to panformatic program management and interconnec-
tivity.

How do you balance the need to compete effectively with
increased revenue expectations?

Carefully and constantly. I'm unaware of any publicly traded
company whose investors are not anticipating above average
returns. Our belief is that designing, executing and maintain-
ing high performance products that prioritize difficult-to-dupli-
cate attributes is the most efficient way to make our numbers.
The top-tier management of our company strongly believes that
the best means-to-our-ends are rating excellence, intelligent
cost control, increased revenue shares, efficiencies of consolida-
tion, innovative applications of new technologies, and an over-
all enthusiasm for embracing and exploiting the fundamental
changes in our industry. So far, we're doing well. Spring to
Spring our consolidated market share is up in 85% of our mar-
kets; our broadcast cash flow increased 47% for the first six
months of ‘98,

Randy barges into your office and tells you he’s cut a
deal that will put Jacor in a brand new market. He
wants your assessment of the soon-to-be-acquired sta-
tions and the marketplace in general. Take us through
the steps you use to size up the stations, their competi-
tors, formatic opportunities, etc. How long does the
process take?

Generally, much of the preparatory work would have been done
by such time. The process involves format search instruments,
programming swat team visitations, full-spectrum metro analy-
sis of signals, ratings, population studies, product and person-
ality histories. This process takes weeks to months as dictated
by relative urgency.

Gene Romano worked under you in the home office for
about a year before relocating to the field. What are the
advantages of having all your national and regional pro-
grammers in the field?

Credit
Gene Romano. Having our finest programmers in cash flow
critical positions is just fundamentally sound.

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You and Gene have talked about using a digital
platform to share content and exchange ideas.
How far along have you come in this area?
Quite some distance actually We decided on the
Prophet platform in March and the company-wide
roll-outs are well underway. We’re anticipating the
final market installation in early ‘99. While we have
been ramping up with numerous inter-company tal-
ent/resource cross-utilizations, we expect the user-
friendly interconnection we are about to achieve with
Prophet to turbo-charge the movement. Our Mix
Network has been up and running for some time, pro-
viding various combinations of prodaction, talent,
music, and promotion to nine Mix stations regionally
served by Cincinnati/Cleveland hubs. Qur Ohio News
Network presently provides smaller markets like
Lexington, Toledo or Youngstown with 24-hour news
rooms. The Xtra Sports Network in Southern
California distributes programming to San Diego, Los
Angeles, and Santa Barbara. The MdJ BJ morning
show out of WFLZ/Tampa is currently servicing AM
drives in St. Louis and Charleston. WLKT/Lexington
is realizing the benefits of larger market air-talent at
diminished expense with the importations of Jeff
Thomas from WFLZ and Boomer from KSLZ/St.
Louis. We have extensive Saturday morning Home
and Garden programming being networked through-
out Idaho and Ohio. We're doing a lot, but we haven't
begun to do what’s possible.

Virtual Radio has become one of the most hotly
debated topics this year, yet it’s only in place at
a small number of stations. Will jock-in-a-box
systems become commonplace or is the indus-
try over-reacting?

Existing and future strains of this technology will do
much to rationalize the economic structure of our
business, but from Jacor’s view, that’s a secondary
consideration. Our priority is to use this technology
to enhance the caliber of our products. The new mam-
moth business of broadcasting is driven as much by
price-of-share as by share-of-market. dJacor recog-
nizes this reality and has decided to confront it with a
fusion of new technological and mental weaponry.
While some other companies are trying to achieve
their goals with shorter-view game plans of cost cut-
ting, unit additions, and the practice of obscuring true
performance through acquisition, Jacor believes we
can apply new hybrids of regulation and technology to
beat our numbers while bettering our products.

Jacor has expanded into numerous small mar-
kets in Iowa, Idaho, Wyoming, and Oregon.
How have you adapted a company known for its
medium market expertise to these new smaller

markets?

You're right. Lima to Los Angeles is quite an experi-
mertal leap. The opportunity for us to leverage our
resources in on-air, production, and promotion talent
is very exciting. The smaller markets tend to derive
the greatest benefits from these cross-pollinations.
For example, the regionalized contesting executed by
our Mix network has clearly enhanced the caliber of
most of the smaller market promotional activities.
During the Spring, each Mix network affiliate partic-
ipated in the Five Thousand Dollar Song of The Day
contest. Airplay of the song was coordinated to the
second amongst the Mix cluster, with contest partici-
pants phoning 800 numbers to participate. All caller
phone numbers were retained for data-basing purpos-
es, the winners’ audio was distributed immediately to
the group for local market on-air promo purposes. In
Lima, Ohio, Five Thousand Dollar Song of Days,
Disney trips, and Porsche Boxster giveaways are
powerfully persuasive.

Given its medium market focus, Jacor would fit
nicely into a combined Chancellor-Capstar
package, since Chancellor dominates large mar-
kets and Capstar specializes in small ones. Are
merger talks continuing or have they halted for
now?

Chancellor/Jacor/Capstar certainly would be a fantas-
1ic company with respect to inherent market stratifi-
cations. However, everyone talks to everyone at all
times; that’s how deals ultimately get done. At this
time I'm wunaware of any serious mega-
merger/sale/purchase discussions. It’s apparent to us
that the best preparation for any possible outcome is
to focus on meeting the challenges at hand.

How much radio consolidation is still to come?
What form do you think it will take?

I think there is a great deal of consolidation remain-
ing in the form of mergers of all sizes and resulting
spins/swaps, as well as the continuance of aggressive
one-on acquisitions.

Randy talks about how we all need to re-learn
the business. What skills should programmers
work on improving if they want to thrive in the
radio world of the future?

1 would say many of the same things Randy obvious-
ly focused on during his career development. He
began as a programmer with an intense curiosity,
quickly acquiring a comprehensive multi-departmen-
tal education encompassing financial, legal, technical,
sales, and programming. Any program director that
doesn’t know his station’s trailing and projected cash
flow, the weaknesses in his own or his competitors’

facilities contour, specific regulations governing his LMA/JSA
relationships, where his department stands against operating
expenses, or is failing to generate creative ideas for developing
program-friendly non-traditional revenue has an under-devel-
oped skill set.

CBS President Dan Mason says radio is shifting from a
product focus into a marketing - promotion - sales direc-
tion. Predicting a decrease in programming positions
and a corresponding increase in sales, promotion and
marketing jobs, Mason urged programmers to diversity
their skill sets as The Conclave. How does Jacor’s view
of our industry’s evolution compare to Mason’s?

CBS has always had a high volume sales personnel strategy and
it has obviously produced some pretty impressive returns for
them. I think Dan encouraging programmers to broaden their
skill set is sound advice. It should be clear to most of us by now
that there are indeed going to be fewer jobs in all operational
categories, not simply programming. Jacor clearly believes that
as markets continue to fragment and alternate delivery systems
evolve, superior content will become more determinant than
ever; thus our focus on developing unique non-replicatable tal-
ent and products. It’s also clear that CBS has a great apprecia-
tion for the value of superior talent as demonstrated by its com-
mitment to Howard Stern and others.

Chancellor and CBS have increased spotloads to help
drive up profits. Is this something we’ll see more of? At
what level should companies hold the maximum number
of units per hour?

Jacor did a company-wide spot load review earlier this year and
decided to make adjustments on a station by station basis,
determined by their individual competitive matrices. In some
situations we slightly increased our loads, in others we main-
tained them. The answers don'’t always revolve around having
more to sell, sometimes they lie in selling what you have for
more. | think we need a balanced view. On one hand recogniz-
ing that some stations will be equally healthy with slightly
heavier spot loads, while, on the other, being attentive to the
incoming commercial-free alternate delivery systems that could
make additional self-inflicted clutter very ill-timed.

In addition to huge station portfolios, Jacor, CBS, and
Chancellor each own their own radio network. More and
more network personalities are owned by large groups.
How is this changing the radio network business?

It’s obviously becoming much more competitive. The glut of net-
work inventory is certainly not an asset. Overall, it’s clearly
illustrating a long held Jacor belief, the priority of product. We
feel that superior products like Rush, Laura, Art Bell, and
Jim Rome, combined with innovative program services like the
new Mediabase station monitoring service, are giving radio sta-
tions weapons capable of winning wars. The old “spots first -
products second” network/syndication business is drawing to a
close.

Persons Using Radio has declined roughly 9% over the
past nine years. To what do you attribute the decline,
and should the radio industry be concerned?

The Duncan estimates you quote reflect 12+ listening only.
Thom Moon and J.T. Anderton, who compiled the data, would
tell you that the primary losses have occurred 12-24 and 55+
and are skewed much more AM than FM. According to the Katz
analysis of same, 25-54 Male usage has actually increased since
1984, no doubt driven by the increased number of formats tar-
geted to the demo — which does prove if we build it they will
come. The Duncan analysis credits less promotional spending,
hyper-segmentation strategies, less localized content, increased
commercial loads, increased competition from non-radio enter-
tainment sources, and a fall-off from peak listening in the early
‘00s driven by the resurgence of NewsTalk personalities and the
Gulf War. All valid observations. I would point out, however,
that the 12+ erosion is evident in fractions and is very small rel-
ative to the share losses incurred by television or the newspa-
pers. Our business remains fundamentally excellent, still
reaching 96% of the population. Also, the measurement itself is
based on Arbitron estimates and, as a result, is clearly subject to
methodological distortions. The Duncan analysis, however, is
another argument for getting our sales divisions more focused
on results than cost-per-point.

While it practically has a monopoly on the car, radio, like
other media, faces serious competition at home and at
work. In just four years, the Internet has attracted 38
million users. Should programmers feel compelled to get
their audio in front of Internet users when they're
online?

As a general rule, I think we should be cautious about acceler-
ating consuption of our product through non-broadcast streams.
The more cume we shift to someone else’s boxes, the more we
expose ourselves to present and unknown competitors lurking in
the cyber shadows. The satellite systems on the near horizon
that promise portability, nationally seamless reception, and bot-
tomless diversity should give us plenty to think about for now.

In the two-and-a-half years since Telecom reform, what
have you learned about optimizing station product align-
ments?

We have certainly learned that owning seven more transmitters
does not make life seven times easier. It’s difficult to evaluate
where we stand when there are still so many moving parts. The
regulatory environment is still fluid, the deep impact of new
technologies is yet to be realized, and the transactional arena
remains active. While everyone has learned certain lessons in
deal making, format alignments, sales strategies, and manage-
ment infrastructures, one thing remains abundantly clearer
than ever: exceptional talent still has the leverage. There is
simply never going to be any substitute for hiring the best in all
phases of station operations.

When the Telecom Act was passed, consolidators said it
would encourage formatic diversity. When you own up to

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eight in a market, you can afford to experi-
ment with one, the argument went. Are we
seeing any of this happen?

Just looking at our home market of Cincinnati, we
have seen numerous new formats given a trial as a
result of deregulation, including Jazz, Business,
and Children’s formats. At the end of the day, how-
ever, we are in a business that, by definition, has
to be focused on producing some form of profitabil-
ity. As a result, we would classify any format for
which the rating/revenue outcome is unknown as
“experimental.”

Consolidation in general and Jacor in partic-
ular were portrayed in an unflattering light
in Rolling Stone’s “Corporate Radio Still
Sucks” piece in April. You were contacted by
the writer, but Jacor’s side of the story was-
n't included. What's your response to the
article’s stance that consolidation has ush-
ered in a new formulaic programming era
marked by conservatism, less local flavor,
reduced news and information program-
ming, fewer jocks, and increased syndication
where “all radio sounds the same”?

Jacor is a publicly traded company, and like all the
large groups, our successes and failures are mat-
ters of public record and are subjected to constant
measurement and scrutiny. The least objective
criticism any of us could possibly receive would be
from a disgruntled ex-employee currently generat-
ing one shares in Charlotte. That aside, it’s clear
from our rating and revenue growth that the
majority of radio consumers are being better, not
lesser served. If the large companies were doing
such a poor job of responding to true consumer
interests, then the independent properties would
be thriving; they are clearly not. The reality is
that many independents continue to achieve their
best ratings utilizing syndicated products (see The
Blitz in Columbus with Howard Stern). The reali-
ty is that many small and medium markets will
realize significant benefits from the new technolo-
gies that allow us to deliver national resources
without diluting the local-market integrity of the

individual stations. At the end of it all, criticism of

mass appeal formulas rings hollow when originat-
ing with the publishers of US magazine.

What are your thoughts on Arbitron's pur-
chase of Tapscan?

We deplore that kind of concentration within any
industry. Seriously, a great business move from
Ceridian’s view. Hopefully, despite their serial
elimination of competitors, Arbitron will continue

focused. I personally think they have made great
strides in this regard during Steve Morris’
tenure.

Chancellor has forged marketing partner-
ships with record labels on specific artists
like Shania Twain and Vonda Sheppard that
have produced tangible benefits for both
their stations and the artists involved. Is
Jacor getting into this arena?

Numerous discussions, but so far nothing that
seems entirely mutually beneficial. We continue to
be open to all possibilities and intend to closely
examine the activities of others.

Sean Compton has been with Jacor “since
puberty.” Was it your responsibility or
Randy’s to tell him about the birds and the
bees?
Randy broke the news while I held him down.
Sean is a tremendous corporate programming
resource. He is of immense assistance to not only
tandy and 1, but to all of our programmers. He
raay be the only person in our company that can
recite all of our market frequencies, formats, call
letters, and escort services from memory A
strange hybrid of Dustin Hoffman’s Rainman and
Southpark’s Cartman. Sean is part of the new gen-
eration of programmers that take nationally inter-
connected digital platforms and multi-dimensional
competition for granted and are unfettered by
obsolete experiences. Frankly, we should pay
attention to these bright young minds; pretty soon
we'll be working for them.

What about the personal life and interests of
Tom Owens would most surprise industry
people?
Frankly, I can’t think of one thing that would sur-
prise the people that choose to work within this
industry.

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You are Tom Owens. You enrage religious zealots in West By God Virginia
when you take their FM voice and convert its Religious format to Rock. You're 19 and

it’s your first programrning g'lg In ’78, you’re hired by WSAI-FM to take on Cincinnati Rock stronghold WEBN, which you
topple within 16 months. You move to Dallas in the early ’80s and, within 14 months, make KZEW the market’s No. 1 Rock station. That secures
your first corporate programming post, in Cincinnati, where you're later hired to program ’EBN. Combining a conservative music mix with rad-

ical imaging-marketing, the station achieves record ratings, living on “the lunatic fringe of American FM.” The record industry groans over your
tight-add policy, Virgin’s Jeff Naumann fashions masks of your likeness for a TJ Martell Halloween party, you open a consultancy. In February
94, Randy Michaels makes you VP of Programming for the Jacor chain, and you spread 'EBN’s pioneering spirit and fascination with the
bizarre across the country.

Then Congress passes the Telecom Act of '96. Within two weeks, Randy buys both the Noble group and Citicasters, and suddenly you’re
overseeing the programming of 49 stations. It’s only the beginning. The words “acquisition-minded” and “Jacor” become inseparable in investor
parlance, as Randy continues a buying bender that rings antitrust alarms at the Justice Department and culminates in radio’s third largest
group with 204 stations in 57 broadcast areas. Along the way, Jacor becomes a top syndication player by acquiring Premiere Radio Networks
and the rights to Rush Limbaugh and other prime personalities. In May ‘97, you lead the industry in establishing a national programming
infrastructure by assembling a corporate team that promotes regional synergies and in-format cross pollination. Chanting the product mantra,
your best stations develop unmistakable signatures by combining warped attitudes, controversial, capture-the-moment programming, peculiar
personalities and gonzo production.

Just last week, you enter four new top 20 markets and reconfigure station clusters in three more, as Jacor finally consummates its $620
million purchase of Nationwide Communications.

Jacor was forced to divest several stations in
Columbus to close on Nationwide, one of which was
WLVQ, the market’s third highest biller and a sta-
tion where Jacor’s Dave Crowl has deep roots. Why
‘LVQ instead of a less formidable station?

The apparently proprietary DOJ formula seems based on a
vague mixture of revenue percentages, quality contours,
and demographic assemblies. Given our highly regulated
options, we made the best difficult decisions possible. That
aside, we like our final assembly and I'm sure CBS feels
the same. They received some good properties and an
excellent manager in Dave Robbins.

How will the Nationwide stations be divied up
among Jacor’s national and regional programming
people?

Mare Chase will oversee Baltimore, Columbus and
Cleveland. Jack Evans will supervise San Diego and
Phoenix. I will personally work with Dallas and Houston.
Of course the format brand managers will have their
assignments.

The Nationwide stations were operated with higher
overheads than are common today. Will you be cut-
ting back the staff, eliminating redundancies, and
practicing more fiscal restraint?
The programming division of Jacor recognizes no higher
priority than making certain the former Nationwide sta-
tions have all the resources they need to continue produc-
ing excellent results. The tremendous Spring ratings of
the Nationwide portfolio is a testament to the talents of
many of their programmers. Generally speaking, transac-
tional limbo has an extremely debilitating effect on station
rating and revenue performances. To the contrary, the
Nationwide programmers produced phenomenal Spring
