The sys-
tem, which allows Capstar to move
programming from one market or
center to another, is not being con-
fined just to small markets. “Market
size doesn’t matter” when it comes to
the system’s effectiveness, Capstar
CEO Steve Hicks said in a
November 10 press conference.
Integrating Star System into the
soon-to-be combined Chancellor-
Capstar entity is also being dis-
cussed.

Speaking to investors, analysts
and journalists in back-to-back press
conferences that coincided with the
release of third quarter earnings,
Capstar officials said they are contin-
uing to combine facilities and inte-
grate stations, a development process
that's now around 75% complete. On
the financial side, Capstar says its
cash flow margins are up six points to
about 41%, putting them within
striking distance of their 45%-plus
goal.

When Chancellor’s $4.1 billion
purchase of Capstar was announced
last August, officials predicted a sec-
ond quarter 1999 closing date. Now'
they're pinpointing a mid-April set-
tlement. 1999 will be a year of inte-
gration and assimilation for both
companies, and, in the words o
Chancellor CEO Jeff Marcus, “get-
ting these things to work.” As Marcus
has said before, Chancellor’s acquisi
tion phase is mostly complete, sav
for some strategic tuck-ins and fill
ins, like adding a fifth FM here, or
handful more billboards there.

Marcus also declared super duop:
oly selling a success and said
Chancellor will focus on radio-out;
door combo and cross-selling. Ther¢
could be more strategic swaps t«
strengthen local combos.

“When (DreamWorks Records princi-
pal) Mo Ostin and David (Geffen) first
approached me about this, they said there was
no name for what they were proposing,” Robertson explains. “David just said,
‘Listen — you like to make records, write songs and produce music. You like
to produce films, do music for movies, supervise music for movies. Any of these
things you love to do, why don’t you come here and do them with us?” Asked
about his initial response, Robertson replies, “What’s the catch?”

“What excited me the most,” Robertson says, “was that no one with a musi-
cal background like mine had ever done this before. That kind of challenge
always perks me right up.”

Also key in Robertson’s decision to accept the post was the opportunity it
would afford him to share his prodigious experience with DreamWorks’
artists. “I've been there,” he says. “I've seen the whole 360 degrees of the
equation. There’s nothing an artist can’t talk to me about; there’s no question
about the music or the business I can’t answer.”

Questioned about upcoming undertakings for DreamWorks, Robertson
will only say: “I'm working on several projects with new recording artists and
on movies, soundtracks and animation. Lots of brainstorming. What really
strikes me about this work I'm doing for DreamWorks is that it feels so nat-
ural. David and Mo insisted that [ only involve myself in what I’m absolute-
ly passionate about, in what I think I can truly bring magic to. And that’s
what I'm doing.”

“I'm looking forward to this challenge,” Cunningham commented. “It’s a
very competitive market with some great radio stations, but I think there is a
huge hole for the World Class Rock format in L.A. I've seen first-hand how
powerful this format can be when it’s marketed and programmed properly. I
feel very fortunate to have worked with [former KBCO PD] Mike O’Connor,
[KBPI/Denver PD] Bob Richards and Dave Benson.”

Cunningham is currently APD and Director of Marketing and Promotions
for KBPL. Previously, he was Marketing Director for KBCO, and, during a
brief stint away from radio, he served as the U.S. Director of Public Relations
and Advertising for Bollé America.

The Progressive format has returned to the Los Angeles market after a
two-year absence, following the sale of KSCA and that station’s subsequent
flip to Spanish. The new outlet has several advantages that the format was
missing with KSCA. The new signal covers areas heavy in white adults whom
the format targets — L.A.’s Westside and Orange County — whereas KSCA's
strongest reception was in areas largely populated by Latinos. The new sta-
tion also benefits from being part of an expanding local cluster. Jacor already
owns CHR KIIS and Sports/Talk KXTA in L.A. which will allow its sales staff
to package deals for advertisers. Benson commented that those packages take
a lot of the pressure off the station to score huge ratings on its own. Jacor’s
management team, including MD Nicole Sandler, also intends to tailor the
station’s programming to the upscale adult audience, concentrating on being
music-intensive and lifestyle appropriate.

DIRT ALERT
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Music. Kedar Entertainment President Kedar Massenburg will run
Motown, replacing George Jackson. Universal is in talks to purchase the
remaining 40% of Def Jam from co-owners Russell Simmons and Lyor
Cohen for a reported $70+ million. If the deal goes down, expect Cohen to
take on a key role within Universal. Meanwhile, Island and Mercury will be
combined. The staff and artist rosters of both labels will be cut. PolyGram
Distribution Chief Jim Caparro will be named Chairman, and
PolyGram/Canada Chairman John Reid will take over as President. Island
execs Johnny Barbis and Hiriam Hicks are expected to remain with the
combined company, however it’s likely that Island President Davitt Sigerson
and Mercury head Danny Goldberg will exit. Goldberg has plans to launch
an independent label with ties to the Internet, according to a story in the New
York Daily News (11/12). The paper reports that Goldberg will begin soliciting
money from major record companies and other investors in December.
Motown Executive Clarence Avant’s role has not been determined.
Mercury/Nashville will continue to be run by Luke Lewis as a stand-alone.

Each of the four U.S. units would scale down artist rosters to about 100
acts and would employ only 175 employees each, and are expected to generate
an estimated $200 million dollars in album sales. Each individual label will
maintain its own promotion and marketing staffs. The Interscope Music
Group, made up of Interscope, Geffen and A&M, is expected to generate more
than $300 million annually.

The combined Seagram/PolyGram distribution system will be run by
Universal’s Henry Droz and Jim Urie along with several top PolyGram dis-
tribution execs. About half of all U.S. plant warehouses currently operated by
PolyGram and Universal will be shut down or sold. Internationally,
Universal’s sales force will be folded into PolyGram’s, with all manufacturing
and distribution handled by the PolyGram team beginning in April, when
Universal’s deal with BMG expires. Universal currently does less than 20% of
its business abroad while PolyGram conducts nearly 80% of its business over-

seas.

The restructuring plan comes after months of intense integration meet-
ings between top brass at Seagram, Universal and PolyGram. The Boston
Consulting Group was brought in by Seagram and more than 50 teams - con-
sisting of consultants and executives from both companies - were assigned to
scrutinize every level of the company. These changes are expected to begin in
January 1999 and be fully implemented by next summer.

new marketing division, which launched in May and continues to open new
offices in Chancellor markets. de Castro says the marketing wing — which
helps radio stations build non-traditional revenue departments that design
and execute local marketing campaigns for national companies — has helped
Chancellor rope big ad buys from the likes of Gillette, Amtrak, Liz Clairborne
and others.

Another new frontier for Chancellor is entertainment marketing, which it
dedicated a separate division to in September. This potentially lucrative NTR
source involves marketing partnerships with entertainment companies for
record and film projects. de Castro even talked, in very general terms, about
the possibility of a Chancellor record label.

The Internet, too, is being explored by Chancellor, though Marcus pointed
out they're not signing any longterm deals in this area. The company’s also
looking at deriving new revenues from its tower business and is throwing
around ideas like installing small “whip” antennas on Chancellor outdoor dis-
plays.

On the economic front, Chancellor says it wants to de-leverage from where
it is now (around 6.2 times) to around 5.6 by the end of 1999. CFO Matt
Devine indicated there’s a lot of work to be done to integrate the capital struc-
ture of Capstar with Chancellor. And feeling his company was “undervalued,”
Marcus said he’s bought 100,000 shares of Chancellor stock in the past few
weeks. Several Chancellor execs hinted there could be another equity offering
in the works.

Chancellor’s 3Q net revenues increased 137.1% to $343.8 million from
$145 million last year. Broadcast cash flow was up 136.1%, from $71.5 million
to $168.8 million. Pro forma, Chancellor’s radio revenue grew 20.8% to $286
million. Meanwhile, Capstar’s revenues increased 215.9% to $161.9 million
from $51.2 million. Capstar broadcast cash flow was $73.3 million for the third
quarter of ‘98, up 349.5% from $16.3 million in the same period last year. Same
station revenue grew 12.3%.

AOR dropped two tenths of share to 4.8, allowing Oldies to move past it for the first
time in a year, according to a new study of format share trends issued by Interep.
Right behind AOR are ninth-ranked Classic Rock (up 4.4 to 4.5) and New Rock (flat
at 3.3, following a year of ratings decline). Adult Alternative posted its third con-
secutive 1.0 share showing, ranked 15th,

News/Talk and Urban remain radio’s most listened to formats at 14.1 and 10.3,
respectively. Despite its fourth consecutive down book, Country improved from 4th
place to third. That's because AC lost another three tenths of a share. AC, ranked
second in Winter and third in Spring, is now down to fourth place. CHR (down .1)
and Spanish (down .2) remained 5th and 6th, respectively.

The Rock And Roll Hall Of Fame’s class
of 1999 has been announced, and it
includes a host of living legends still
making music today. Leading the pack is
Paul McCartney, who is already a
member with The Beatles; Bruce
Springsteen, who made the cut in his
first year of eligibility; Billy Joel; and
Curtis Mayfield, who, like McCartney,
is already a member with his former
outfit The Impressions. Springsteen’s
induction is as a solo performer, as The
E Street Band didn’t back him on his
1973 debut, Greetings From Asbury
Park. Other inductees include British
R&B queen Dusty Springfield, Gospel
group The Staple Singers and the late
Del Shannon. Beatles producer

George Martin will be inducted as a
non-performer. McCartney was not pre-
sent when The Fab Four were inducted
in 1988, as he was feuding with his for-
mer mates at the time. Overlooked
again this year were pioneering Hard
Rockers Black Sabbath. The 14th
annual awards ceremony will take place
March 15 in New York, with an edited
version of the show set to air on VH1
shortly thereafter.

Showing further evidence of their
volatile nature, Days Of The New have
scrapped the remainder of their US.
tour after lead singer Travis Meeks
upped and split after a show in Dallas
last Thursday (5). Openers Flight 16
and Finger Eleven played the next
show in New Orleans on their own. Days
Of The New members and associates
have offered up a host of reasons, rang-
ing from scheduling and technical prob-
lems, to “Travis flipped out,” as to why
the tour (which was slated to last until
early December) came to such an abrupt
halt. Many thought that Meeks had
practically broken up the band earlier

this year when he said that he would be
doing a majority of work on the band’s
sophomore album. Drummer Matt Taul
is the only other band member expected
on the album, due in the Spring of ‘99,
with Meeks. A Days Of The New home
video is due on December 1.

The Black Crowes aren’t done touring
yet, as they tack on two more weeks of
club dates to the Sko’ Nuff jaunt they
began over the summer. “Kicking My
Heart Around,” the lead track from By
Your Side (due January 12) leaps to *10
on this week’s Hot Trax chart. Catch
the Crowes on the following dates: 12/1,
Seattle; 12/2, Portland; 12/4, San
Francisco; 12/5, Santa Cruz; 12/6,
Fresno; 12/8, Sacramento; 12/10, San
Diego; 12/11, Tucson; 12/12, Scottsdale;
12/14, Los Angeles.

After reports surfaced that tickets for
The Rolling Stones upcoming U.S.
arena trek would fetch $300, the band
and promoter Michael Cohl have been
trying to point out that only select tick-
ets would go for such an exorbitant

price. Cohl said that the average ticket
price for the tour will be $75, though
special premium seating in major mar-
kets like New York will go for $300.
Seats for the band’s multi-night stand at
Madison Square Garden earlier this
year were originally priced at $300, but
eventually went for less.

Originally set to roll into February of
‘99, Aerosmith has decided to wrap up
its current tour with a January 4 show
in Pittsburgh. The word is that Steven
Tyler needs a respite from the road,
possibly to have further work done on
the knee he injured during a show in
May. The band, which has been on the
road practically non-stop since the March
‘97 release of Nine Lives, plans to head
back on the road in the spring on ‘99.

While making the promotional rounds
last weekend in England to talk up
Metallica’s forthcoming Garage Inc.
set, guitarist Kirk Hammett was
rushed to a London hospital for an
emergency appendectomy. Hammett is
expected to make a full recovery and

prises they've yet to unveil.

No, Rock Radio isn’t making a pilgrimage to the popular vacation resort, or trekking to a fan-
tasy camp for New York Met fans. Club Met is the name of a promotion Active Rocker KSJO/San
Jose is currently running, which will send a pair of listeners to Chicago on November 19 for one
of Metallica’s five shows in support of their forthcoming covers collection, Garage Inc. (due
11/24). KSJO is one of many stations, both in and out of markets the band is hitting, getting
behind one of the biggest success stories Rock Radio has seen in years.

With 178 Rock stations adding Garage Inc.’s lead track this week, a cover of Bob Seger’s “Turn
The Page,” the song is the most added song of the year so far. The band’s five-city small venue
tour is adding to the buzz and Rock signals are making sure they’re in on the action.

Some station promotions call for listeners to listen for the band and then call and win. After
hearing five Metallica songs in-a-row on KSJO, caller 92 wins the tix. So far, the station has
been faking listeners out by playing as many as four in a row. At WLZR/Milwaukee, morning
team Bob & Brian tell listeners every morning at 7:20 what the Metallica “Garage Barrage
song of-the-day” is, and in what 103-minute Pure Rock block it will be played. When you hear
the song, caller 20 gets tickets and a bus ride to the Chicago show, for which Lazer 103 has pro-
cured a “busload of tickets.” And though KRXQ/Sacramento isn’t giving away tickets to any of the shows, they are one of many stations giving away copies of Garage
Inc. in “snag it before you can bag it” fashion.

In Detroit, where the band plays the State Theater on November 20, WRIF is on board both on the air and on the street. The station snapped up all the tickets
for the show, and they’re giving away a pair every 101 minutes with their 101 Minute Metallica Blitz. The contest activator is a sounder voiced by James Hetfield
and Jason Newstead, with multiple pairs given away during special Mandatory Metallica hours. The station has also been giving away tickets during station-spon-
sored bar nights, which have been drawing lines around the block. WRIF will also be broadcasting the show live on the air and on two Web sites: wrif.com and riffs-
live.com, and is sending their own busload of winners to Metallica’s November 24 New York show.

Band mouthpiece/drummer Lars Ulrich has been doing his part, calling stations with exclusive show announcements. Before WRCX/Chicago suddenly flipped
formats, Ulrich phoned in on former afternooner Eddie Webb’s show to announce the band’s November 19 show at the Aragon Ballroom. The show sold-out in a mat-
ter of minutes, but has no radio partner since RCX's flip. Ulrich phoned in to WYSP/Philadelphia as well, just three days later than expected to tease listeners, WYSP
has been giving out tickets to the sold-out November 23 show at the Electric Factory in conjunction with their “94 WYSP Payroll” promotion, and has a few other sur-

WXRK/New York is giving away tickets to Metallica’s November 24 show at Roseland, along with a Metallica car and cash. Last Thursday (11/5), the station began
calling the name of a “92 Free Card” holder every hour, who has 92 minutes to call the station and pick from 92 prize envelopes containing tickets, $100 in cash, or
the Metallica 1999 Toyota 4-Runner. The station has also done this promotion with KoRn, and plans to do it with U2 as well.

As for the band, they've got enough to occupy themselves with after this current trek wraps-up. They will be represented in the stores with the aforementioned
Garage Inc., and the forthcoming live concert DVD Cunning Stunts (out 12/8). After taking some time off for the holidays, the band will make the festival rounds in
Europe and South America. Following that, they plan to take their time in working on a new studio album, which will be their eighth.

Madonna’s
Ray Of Light sold 371,000 copies in
one week last March, and Lauryn
Hill’s The Miseducation Of.. broke
that record with 422,500 copies in
one week in September.

Faith Hill made her first-ever
showing on the British charts with
“This Kiss” at 13 and Paul Weller’s
“Brand New Start” came in at 16, fol-
lowed by R.Kelly and Keith
Murray’s “Home Alone” at 17 and
“Straight From The Heart” by
Doolally at 20. Album-wise, U2 won
the battle of the compilations with
Oasis, selling 144,000 copies of The
Best Of 1980-1990 against 122,000 for
The Masterplan, while Alanis
Morissette’s Supposed Former
Infatuation Junkie entered at three
with first-week sales of 76,000. It’s
only the second time in the history of
the UK. chart that the Top Three has
consisted entirely of new entries.

THE FUTURE’s NOT U2s TO
SEE: U2 doesn’t know what lies
ahead for them other than theyre
going to release a new album some-
time next year. The Edge told the
Los Angeles Times recently that they
don’t want to make the same mis-
take they did with Pop and set a
deadline that has them racing
around like mad to meet it. He also
cited Pop when he refused to talk
about what they're recording with
Brian Eno and Daniel Lanois. “I'm
nervous about that after what hap-
pened with Pop,” he explained.
“People started making judgments
even before they ever heard it.
There were stories about it being a
Dance record or an Electronica
record because Bono said there
might be a bit of Dance influence on
it and because we brought in a
Dance producer to work with us. It's
incredible how much that rumor
shaped people’s opinion of the
record” They plan to finish the
album next summer for release a
year from now, but The Edge doesn’t
expect it to be followed by another
stadium tour. He said, “It takes such
an incredible amount of time and
energy and money to do stadiums.
It’s not that we want an easy life,
but having done it twice now, we are
going to wait a while before we think
about it, before making another
commitment.” The Edge added,
“The exciting things for us is that we
don’t know just what is ahead.” ... In
other U2 news, the band’s Greatest
Hits collection is set to become the
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biggest-selling album ever in
Ireland. In a country where it only
takes 10,00 sales to get a gold record
and 15,000 for a platinum one,
retailers ordered 100,000 copies of
the U2 disc. They began selling the
limited edition double CD at mid-
night recently in Ireland and
Northern Ireland. The single,
“Sweetest Thing,” is currently in the
Top Five in the UK. U2’s worldwide
sales of 75 million have easily made
them the country’s most successful
Rock group.

MARILYN MANSON: One place
where Marilyn Manson is safe is the
Internet.

Omagh bombing last August which
killed 29 people, injured hundreds
of others and shattered the
Northern Ireland Peace
Agreement. Across The Bridge Of
Hope takes its title from a poem
written by one of the victims, a 12-
year-old boy. Actor Liam Neeson
recites the poem on the recording.
Two companies based in Northern
Ireland are teaming up to release
the album in the UK. on
November 30.

COURT UPHOLDS DRUM-
MER'’s CLAIM AGAINST MOR-
RISSEY: More than 11 years
after they broke up, a British court
is still trying to settle the Smiths’
spoils. An Appeals Court has
upheld a lower court’s ruling that
Morrissey must pay drummer
Mike Joyce more than half a mil-
lion dollars. Joyce and bassist
Andy Rourke filed suit after they
realized that Morrissey and
Johnny Marr were each to receive
40% of the income while they each

received 10%. In turning down the
appeal, a three-judge panel ruled
that the original judge had not
arrived at his decision unfairly
even though he had described
Morrissey as “devious, truculent
and unreliable.” Rourke settled in
1989 for a fraction of the amount it
now looks like Morrissey is going
to have to pay Joyce.

The Future of Digital Broadcasting

by Dennis Constantine

Television stations
are currently making
multi-million  dollar
investments in their
facilities to accomplish
the FCC-mandated
conversion to HDTV.
This digital revolution
will also eventually reach into the
world of radio. Within our lifetime, we
will see virtually all professional
broadcasting convert from analog to
the digital domain.

Get ready for a plethora of new
radio choices. There will be literally
thousands of choices for listeners, who
will be able to select a music mix
specifically designed for their own spe-
cific musical taste. It’s already here.
On the Imagine Radio Web site
(www.imagineradio.com), a listener
can select a personal music mix,
designed specifically for their individ-
ual tastes.

Three new competitors to tradi-
tional radio will flourish in the next
decade:

1. Digital satellite radio: We've been
hearing about this for some time. As I
write this, studios are being set up for
a massive broadcast facility in New
York City with the capacity of broad-
casting hundreds of different program
channels.

2. Internet radio: The technology
already exists to deliver an audio sig-
nal over the Internet with quality that
i1s superior to FM broadcasts. This
technology is just being released to the
consumer market. Once computers
stop using outdated modem technology
and start using ADL network connec-
tions to plug in to the Internet, thou-
sands of high-quality digital radio sta-
tions will be available for consumers to
listen to.

3. Digital radio: Like television, radio
will eventually convert to a digital
standard. The FCC is not in a hurry to
make a decision on this issue, and it
could drag out like the acceptance of

AM stereo. The longer it drags on, the
more obsolete it will make traditional
radio broadcasting, as the other digital
domains will be far superior in quality.

Arbitron announced at the recent
NAB Radio show in Seattle that they
will begin measuring Internet radio
listening by adding a box on the diary
for diarykeepers to check if their lis-
tening was done on the Web. Radio
stations should take note of this. It
will soon become a reality that if a
radio station’s signal is not available
on the Internet, that station will not
have equal parity with those stations
who are streaming their audio.

The Case for
Broadcasting on the Internet

In the new study conducted by
Edison Media Research in conjunction
with Arbitron, the report points out
that thirty-three percent of the survey
participants say that they can not
receive local radio signals clearly at
work. As more of the work force gets
computers on their desks, putting your
station on the Internet will increase
at-work listening. Higher at-work lis-
tening is the goal of virtually every
adult-targeted radio station. This is a
guaranteed way to increase your sta-
tion’s overall share in the market. The
Edison Media/Arbitron survey points
out that 61% of all Internet radio lis-
tening is done by 25-44 year-old adults,
which is exactly in tune with the adult-
targeted Progressive Adult radio for-
mat.

Internet broadcasting also will
open the door for the sales department
to pursue technology advertisers. This
growing category of business has a lot
of money behind it, and being proac-
tive in the new technology will give
your station the edge in attracting this
kind of revenue to your station.

Radio stations are looking for addi-
tional streams of revenue. Radio sta-
tions will be able to not only sell the
commercials that run on the air, but
also banner advertising. By having an

audio product that attracts listeners to
your site, you will have their attention
as they click their way around your
site to get your audio. Sell banner ads
or use the banners as value-added to
get higher rates on your radio station.

Remember those light boxes that
used to pulsate with the beat of the
music? Create active video that goes
along with your radio programming.
I'm not talking about psychedelic col-
ors that change with the music or
video clips of the songs that are played,
but very tangible, relatable informa-
tion. For example, during music
sweeps, list the title and artist of each
song as it is playing, and then give lis-
teners the opportunity to buy it on-
line. Have video prompts accompany
the radio commercials that will give
advertisers more for their spending
dollar. And give listeners a link to the
advertiser which will give the client
immediate response to their radio com-
mercials.

Create separate audio streams
where listeners can get specialty pro-
grams that are too specialized to put
on the main signal. Have places where
listeners can go on your site to hear
special in-studio versions of songs or
ways to playback interviews of artists
when they stopped by the station for a
visit.

Stand Out in the Crowd

Make sure your station stands out.
In the crowded field of thousands of
choices, you need to be different. One
major benefit of radio has been its abil-
ity to be the local voice of the commu-
nity. Remain devoted to your local
community to differentiate you from
the many other radio stations on the
Internet playing the same kind of
music.

Find a unique music position that
makes you different from every other
radio station in your format. How does
one Classic Rock station sound differ-
ent from another? And how does your
station sound different from the other
stations in the format? Find that one
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differentiating characteristic, and make it
your calling card.

Unlike professional broadcasting, it's
easy to start an Internet radio station.
There’s no license required from the FCC.
There will be many pirate sites where a
computer will deliver a non-stop stream of
digital-quality music. Some of these sites
will have a passionate vision, something
that is missing at most radio stations today.
This kind of radio is what attracted people
from AM to FM in the late "60s. Ifradio sta-
tions become complacent and cocky, they
could lose a lot of share to the new radio
gurus who are operating with much less
overhead and stockholder anxiety. Once
someone gets a popular site up and run-
ning, will there be consolidation of owner-
ship, as there is in radio? Will big compa-
nies also want to own the Internet broad-
casters, too? It's possible, but it’s such a big,
unlimited, uncontrolled domain, the threat

Music Licensing

All music broadcasts over the Internet
are required to pay music licensing fees.
Radio stations are not exempt by the blan-
ket performance license already held by
most stations. A separate Internet licens-
ing agreement must also be held. ASCAP is
currently offering an experimental license
agreement that will permit a radio station
to play music in the ASCAP repertoire over
the Internet without increasing the cost to
stations significantly.

ASCAP and BMI are involved in a new
technology called Audio Video Scan (AVS),
which will search millions of Web sites for
unlicensed music on the Internet. The new
AVS technology will allow the licensing
companies to find out the music content of
each site, and then enforce their members’
copyrights. If you are considering broad-
casting music on the Internet, check with

your FCC lawyers about the
ASCAP/BMI/SESAC license that will cover
your on-line broadcasts.

Get On the Intemet

Don't let your competitors take the lead
and get a stronghold on the Internet. Now
is the time to explore this new technology.

It's here to stay.
Don’t be like the
broadcasters who
thought that FM
was a passing fad.
Use the Internet to
increase your sta-
tion’s reach, and to
allow you to offer
more choices for
your listeners and
advertisers.

Bluegrass singers we've heard.
Just listen to the title-track which
easily wins the Saddest Song of
The Year category. Check out:
“Wear A Red Rose,” “Tall Pines,” “I
Don’t Do Floors,” “Pack Up Your
Sorrows,” “Love Me One More
Time,” and “Called From Potter’s
Field.”

Rounder presents yet another fine
example of excellent Bluegrass
with Dickens,

Jones and
Hawker’s
Heart Of A
Singer. This
group of estab-
lished Blue-
grass artists
puts the
female slant on the Bluegrass/
Country sound. This is a monu-
mental album for Hazel Dickens
since it is her first recording in
eleven years! Bringing three gener-
ations of Appalachian women
together in music also makes this
CD particularly special. The sound
is reminiscent of the Kossoy
Sisters, yet with a unique style
that is distinctive and original. If
you've had success with artists like
Alison Krauss this disc should be
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right up your alley, or more appro-
priately, down your dirt road.
Listen to: “Forsaken Lover,” “Lay
Me To Rest,” “Not A Word Of That
Be Said,” “Faded Pressed Rose,”
“Let Me Go,” and “Coming Down
From God.” Do yourself a big favor
and track this puppy.

Michael Parrish Each of you is
involved in a fairly large radio
group. Is your stuff starting to be
shared within your company in
other markets now?

Kelly Doherty Within the past
year [WHTZ (Z100)/New York’s]
Dave Foxx has developed a huge
Chancellor Web site that is a great
help. It has artist drops on it.
Everybody from Chancellor stations
can put their best promos on the
Web site. It’s this huge bank of
ideas. If you are curious about
imaging, you can find out what
everybody else within the company
is doing and what’s new and hip.
At one point, Dave had something
on there about doing sweepers for
Z100. If you want to help out other
stations, it’s all right there at your
fingertips. If I need a copy idea or
I'm in a creative slump, it opens
the doors for networking with other
Chancellor production directors.

Steve Stone My first introduc-
tion to Kelly’s work was through
the Web site.

John Frost Which is what
address?

KD It’s just for Chancellor people.

JF I am going to find out which
surfing thing will find that site.

SS Like Kelly said, there are sam-
ples of other people’s work, but
what’s really neat about it is that
every market is different and local-
ized. You get to hear the differ-
ences with promotions that are
similar. It really is a big benefit
and I'm sure that this will be hap-
pening soon with other companies.
It’'s a good weapon to have, because
I'm a big fan of networking. If
somebody’s idea is better than
mine, I don’t have a problem with
that.

JF Exactly. If something works
well in another market and you
don’t take a look at it, that’s dumb.

MP John, you did some stuff for
K-Rock in New York when it first
signed on, is your work being
shared with other Infinity stations,
as well?

JF Not as far as I know. I have
no problem with doing stuff for
other stations, but I want to rene-

gotiate my deal if that becomes an
understood thing to do. It’s really
not part of my deal as it now
stands. We help out every time we
have a change of format some-
where. You have to help out when
they need one hundred jingles in no
time because they’re flipping in two
weeks.

MP Rich, what's the situation like
with Jacor?

Rich Van Slyke It’s absolutely
huge. We’re having the Prophet
system installed right now. It’s our
own intra-company e-mail system
for audio. I'll be able to download
anything from anybody in Jacor all
over the country. Nobody has more
production elements than Jacor, so
I'm really looking forward to it.
With Gene Romano here, whenev-
er I do something good, he has me
send it to the other stations! They
do the same thing in Cincinnati,
San Diego, and Houston.

JF That’s global domination you
bastard!

RVS My company is going to take
over the world.

JF (sarcastically) What the hell,
I’'m in the wrong company.

MP Then it’s safe to say there is
quite a bit of sharing your work
within your own companies?

KD Absolutely. It is the future.

JF There’s not enough really tal-
ented production people to get one
at each and every station in this
nation. There’s just not. There are
not enough talented DJs. There
are not talented program directors
for every station. If you find one
that has no life and will stay at
work past 5 PM., then you give his
work to other stations.

RVS Don't you think it’s incredi-
ble that people who are just break-
ing into the business are getting
the top production gigs at major
market stations?

SS That brings up one thing I
want to mention that’s been bother-
ing me for the last few months. I
do freelance work with voice and
imaging stuff and I find that a lot
of other stations around the coun-
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try don’t feel the need or necessity
to bring in a young person, nurture,
and train them to become a really
good production person for the
future.

RVS They never will. Radio is
not a training business. Radio is a
business where aggressive people
get into a radio station, spend all
night in the production room, and
teach themselves how to do it well.
But what’s incredible is, where it
used to take you ten years to get to
a major market, now there’s such a
severe shortage of good people who
want to do radio that as soon as
you show any promise at all -
Boom! You're in a major market,
just like that!

SS I understand it’s not the
responsibility of program directors
to scour the country, find people,
and spend years training them.
But, it’s almost like it’s not ever a
priority anymore and people are
not thinking about five years ahead
when some of us may not be in
radio anymore.

JF 1 know who you’re talking
about. Don’t think I don’t know
who you're talking about, buddy.

SS No, I'm really serious about
this. People don't realize that there
is a shortage, because there are
huge consolidations happening and
there’s one imaging person for five
stations. We do need talented peo-
ple and there needs to be more gigs
opening up. I understand financial
situations, but we need to think
about the future.

RVS As we move into the era of
large companies and we become
like IBM, hopefully, we will develop
some of their attitudes. IBM and a
lot of these huge companies have
training programs. Radio, once it
stabilizes, should develop training
programs and production schools.

SS With all these big companies,
why not have a Production
Summit? Or, why not have a key
production person for a format fly
into a market and do a weekend
seminar? More interactivity would
be really helpful.

JF Do you agree that there
probably are people out there
who can do this job, but a lot of
what holds them back is that
they don’t know that they
should just go for it and take a
chance, even if it doesn’t sound
like something they’re used to
hearing on their station. They
are unable to utilize their tal-
ent because of the situation
they’re in.

SS Yes, I agree with you. It’s
frustrating. Everyday I consid-
er myself very lucky for having
people early on in my career
saying, “Go into the production
room and do what comes to
mind.”

JF I actually wanted to be a
DJ, but I didn’t know I was
really bad.

SS I had to be a DJ in order
to do production.

JF Exactly my point. That's what makes us stand out. Everybody has a work station
and learning to write is important. Even though this job might be hard at times, the
amount of creativity that you are able to express in this line of work makes it a great
way to be able to shape the sound of a radio station on a daily basis and for the future.

SS The problem with burnout is it comes two ways: You'’re overworked with volume,
but you’re also overworked in stimulating your creative brain. To compensate, I call peo-
ple all over the place. I tell them what I'm working on and someone eventually has done
it before. We did our first station festival this year and I called WHFS and KPNT, two of
the best festival stations in the country, and got some great examples from them. There
were some of the coolest things that I would have never come up with myself. A lot of
times when you’re burned out, other people are awesome at being willing to give you
ideas. | don’t find production people in radio are weird when it comes to sharing ideas.
We are really open to sharing ideas.

RVS That’s because we're locked up in a room all day with no windows.

SS Yeah, interaction with people goes a long way. But, I don’t think you see that with
program directors and jocks. You see it a lot with production people, because we feel
sometimes that we’re locked away in a cage and don’t get talked to as much as other
people do.

RVS The best way to combat burnout is to grow. Growth is what leads to happiness in
every form of life and can come from anything. It can come from something as simple as
getting a new drop, a new sound effects CD, or a new industrial record where you just
can’t believe how cool it sounds. It can come from listening to other radio production or
watching a good movie. Basically, anything, as long as you get excited. It’s like when I
watch football on TV, I want to go out and play football. When I hear good production -
be it in a song, on the radio, or whatever - that makes me want to get in the studio and
do good production, especially if it’s something I haven’t tried before. I like to go down
in my home studio, pick up my guitar, and make noise. I create my own beds and effects
and then I can’t wait to get to work and use them for imaging.

SS A cool thing about production people is that they are easily inspired. I don’t know
about you guys, but I just love those ESPN SportsCenter commercials. I see those and
go, “God, why can’t that translate on a radio?” Then I realize it’s a visual thing. But,
they are so cool, that I strive to do something goofy like that.

KD My little trick is, and everybody else probably does it as well, is that I write every-
thing down. If I hear something when I'm driving or a cool line or concept somewhere, I
always write it down and bring it back here to work. I've got a file in my computer
called Ideas and I put everything in there. Even though I may only use it once, I keep it
in there, because somewhere down the line I can use it again.

SS Keep it in there because the next person who takes your job will want it.
KD No. Then you erase it. You print it out and you erase it.

JF Listening to Kelly makes me think of my youth. I write nothing down. She sounds
way 100 excited about this stuff. I've lost a lot of ideas, because I don’t write anything
down. Everybody’s going to get burned out. There’s a lot of ways that things come
together. I swear to God, the best promos put themselves together. Sometimes I end up
battling and wrestling and, no matter what I do, the thing just will not come out.
Sometimes I have no idea where to go. If you don’t ask questions of people about differ-
ent ideas or ways of looking at it or if you don’t get outside of yourself, it’s easy to get in
a rut. You get stuck in yourself and stuck looking at it from your own unique vantage
point. Something an intern says in the hallway can give you a germ of an idea. For the
most part, when they propose it to me, it’s going to sound somewhat lame or stupid, but
they’re not writers. So take the germ of that idea and do something else with it.
Everybody’s going to have a rut, it’s not an unnatural thing.

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STEVE STON:

RICH VAN SLYKE

GETTING A GROUP DF PRODUCTION DIRECTORS TOGETHER IS NOT NECESSARILY A GOOD
IDEA. THESE ARE HIGHLY CREATIVE, ENERGETIC PEOPLE THAT CAN REEL OFF ONE-LINERS
EQUAL TO THE BEST COMEDIANS OUT THERE TODAY. EVEN WITH THAT IN MIND, fmagh STILL
ENSEMBLED TOGETHER FOUR CREATIVE PRODUCTION TYPES FOR A TALK OF THINGS PRODUC-
TION-RELATED.

WHILE ALL ARE AT THE FOREFRONT OF THEIR RESPECTIVE COMPANIES AND FORMATS, THE
KINGPIN OF THIS GROUP IS KROQ/LOS ANGELES' JOHN FROST. HE WON'T ADMITTO IT - OR,
MOST LIKELY, DOESN'T WANT TO HEAR IT, BEING THE MODEST AND HUMBLE GUY HE IS - BUT,
HIS THREE CONSTITUENTS INVOLVED HERE ALL CITE JOHN'S WORK FOR THE WORLD FAMOUS
LOS ANGELES MODERN ROCKER AS INFLUENTIAL AND PART OF THE REASON THEY ARE WHERE
THEY ARE TODAY. HE'S BEEN SHAPING THE SOUND OF KROQ FOR SO LONG, THAT IN THE PRE-
CONVERSATION FOR THIS DISCUSSION, KDWB/MINNEAPOLIS' KELLY DOHERTY SAID SHE “GREW
UP LISTENING TO JOHN FROST PRODUCTION." THAT STATEMENT DREW QUITE A GROAN FROM
MR. FROST.

DOHERTY - A.K.A. KELLYKELLYKELLY - 1S THE NEW KID ON THE BLOCK. SHE GREW UP
OUTSIDE OF LOS ANGELES AND MOVED TO TUCSON THE DAY AFTER GRADUATING HIGH
SCHOOL IN ‘94. SHE PICKED UP AN INTERNSHIP IN THE PROMOTION DEPARTMENT OF KRQQ
THAT SUMMER, AND DID AN AIRSHIFT, BEFORE EVENTUALLY DISCOVERING THE PRODUCTION
ROOM. THEN-KRQQ PD MARK TODD GAVE KELLY HER BREAK AS SHE BECAME PRODUCTION
DIRECTOR AT AGE NINETEEN. A YEAR LATER, KELLY MOVED TO MINNEAPOLIS FOR THE
COMMERCIAL PRODUCTION DIRECTOR POSITION AT CHR KDWB AND SISTER STATION CITIES 97
(PROGRESSIVE KTCZ), BEFORE A MOVE THAT NOW HAS HER STRICTLY WORKING FOR KDWB
DOING IMAGING AND COMMERCIAL PRODUCTION AND, OCCASIONALLY, TAKING ON SOME SIDE
WORK FOR OTHER CHANCELLOR OUTLETS.

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THE THIRD MEMBER OF THIS GROUP, WKLS/ATLANTA'S RICH VAN SLYKE, IS AN ACCOM-
PLISHED PRODUCTION MASTER. HE HAS WORKED HIS WAY THROUGH THE PRODUCTION
RANKS IN BUFFALO AND ROCHESTER, BEFORE HEADING TO JACOR'S ATLANTA ROCK OUTLET.
HIS WORK FOR WKLS HAS LED TO LOCAL RECOGNITION AND FOUR ATLANTA A.LR. AWARDS
FOR PRODUCTION. HE OWNS A SILVER MICROPHONE FOR BEST IMAGE PROMD AND RADIO
AND PRODUCTION HAS ACKNOWLEDGED HIS WORK WITH TWO AWARDS. HE, T0O, CONCEDES
THAT JOHN FROST'S WORK IS A POWERFUL FORCE THAT HAS HELPED SHAPE HIS OWN CAREER.

LAST OF ALL IS WXDX/PITTSBURGH'S STEVE STONE. SOME OF YOU MAY BE FAMILIAR
WITH STEVE, AS HE IS A FREQUENT CONTRIBUTOR TO fmgb WITH HIS ARTICLES ON PRODUC-
TION-RELATED TOPICS. STONE GREW UP IN NORTHERN CALIFORNIA, BEFORE HEADING T0
DAYTON AND GREENSBORO, N.C. FOR PRODUCTION GIGS, EVENTUALLY LANDING AT WXDX,
WHERE HE'S CARVING HIS OWN NICHE IN RADIO PRODUCTION. WHILE STONE IS AN OPENLY
ADMITTED JOHN FROST FANATIC, WHAT HE DIDN'T KNOW IS THAT JOHN FROST IS A BIG FAN
OF STONE'S OWN WORK. A REVELATION THAT FLOORED STONE AND ALMOST LEFT US WITH
ONLY THREE PEOPLE FOR THIS CONVERSATION.

PRODUCTION AND IMAGING HAS BECOME A LOT MORE ACTIVE AND THESE DAYS THERE
ARE PRODUCED PIECES FOR ALMOST EVERYTHING A RADIO STATION PUTS ON THE AIR.
PRODUCTION BOUNDARIES HAVE ALSO STARTED TO BREAK DOWN BETWEEN RADIO FORMATS
AND IMAGING HAS BECOME AN ANYTHING-GOES-AS-LONG-AS-IT-GETS-THE-MESSAGE-ACROSS
ENTITY. NOW, MORE THAN EVER, IT IS IMPORTANT TO HAVE CREATIVE AND CAPABLE PEOPLE
IN THE POSITIONS SUCH AS THE ONES THESE FOUR OCCUPY. FOR INSIGHT AS TO HOW TO
KEEP CREATIVITY FLOWING, WHAT IT TAKES TO AVOID PRODUCTION BURNOUT, AND SOME OF
THE CONCERNS THESE FOUR HAVE FOR THE FUTURE OF PRODUCTION, READ ON. WE GET
UNDERWAY WITH A DISCUSSION ON GROWING RADIO COMPANIES AND HOW IT IS AFFECTING
THE WORK THESE FOUR DO.
