Congress threw the first pitch in
'96 when they passed the landmark
Telecom Act. Three years later, it's
looking like the top of the eighth inning
for large market radio consolidation.
Apart from a few remaining indepen-
dent companies, there’s little left to
acquire. But in small-to-medium mar-
kets, the game’s just getting started.

“I don't think we've really begun to
consolidate in the middle-to-small mar-
kets,” says analyst Bishop Cheen,
who follows radio for First Union
Capital. “Everybody looks at the large
markets, because that's where the
sexy, juicy, nine-figure deals are. But if
you look at the middle and small mar-
kets, there are lots of operators and a
lot of portfolio shaping that will go on
every single day.”

While an AT&T, US West, or other
outside giant could jump in late in the
game, the next grand scale play almost
certainly will involve Chancellor Med-

ia. A merger with Clear Channel
“looks so good that it creates an
inevitability,” says Secret Communi-
cations President/CEQ Frank Wood.
But according to Cheen, there’s “a
deep gap” between the $70-a-share
price investment bankers Hicks Muse
Tate & Furst would like to fetch for the
company, and what Clear Channel
sees as an “attractive” price.

Should they hammer out a deal,
most of the nearly 100 resultant spin-
offs would likely be snapped up by
Infinity. “Almost 50% of the radio dol-
lars in America [would] be controlied
by two companies,” Wood notes. “In
most of the top markets you'll have
two monster players.” That would cre-
ate a drive by smaller operators like
Susquehanna, Greater Media,
Entercom, and Emmis to be “third
players,” but only in the specific mar-
kets where they've established
footholds.

But wait a second. Why has
Chancellor suddenly switched from the
rnost aggressive buyer to the most
aggressive seller? “Investment
tankers have a five year time frame,”
says Robert Unmacht, publisher of
MStreet Journal and MStreet Daily.
“They're there to make money and
move on." Wall Street is fascinated
with radio “as long as it can book fees
oft it,” says broker Gary Stevens. “The
day interest in the sector wanes and
prices go down, these guys are gone.”
Stevens says what we're seeing now
“is the inevitable result of the owner-
ship structure morphing from individu-
als we've known and loved over the
years to hard core investment people,
wno's only interest is putting some
money in and getting more out.”
Stevens isn't saying CBS/Infinity
Chairman Mel Karmazin or Clear
Channel's Mays family aren’t “radio

Qusted WARW/Washington, D.C. morning man Doug “Greaseman” Tracht apologized for
racially insensitive comments he made during his program last week, comments that got him
fired and outraged the African-American community.

Greaseman, consulted by former boxing promoter and Marion Barry confidant Rock
Newman, made his apology at the National City Christian Church on Wednesday (3/3) with
several TV stations carrying the event live. In a scripted statement, Tracht acknowledged that it
was impossible to defend or justify his words. “I was wrong,” he said. “And not even a big
mouth like me can explain my own mindless stupidity.” Tracht made a point to express his
remorse to the family of James Byrd, Jr., the black man dragged to death in Texas by a white
» supremacist. “My words and pathetic attempt at morbid racial humor trivialized death as they

f getting blown-off turned Bare Jr. namesake Bobby Bare,

Nashville-based Bare Jr.
isn’t your typical Rock band.
It’s not everyday that your
frontman is the son of Country
legend, Bobby Bare (“Drop-
Kick Me Jesus Through The
Goal Post Of Life”), or that he
nabbed a Grammy nomination
at age seven for singing on the
old man’s hit, “Daddy What
I£.” And it certainly isn’t every-
day that a southern-fried band
takes both Rock and Modern
Rock radio by storm with a
track that cops its groove from
Gary Glitter's “Rock And Roll
Part I,” a percussion line from
Adam & The Ants’ “Antmusic”
and its lyrics from one-too-

many alcohol-fueled spats with
ex-girlfriends. But that’s exactly
what attracted radio to Bare Jr.
from the get-go.

“It just reaches out and
grabs you right away,”
WMMR /Philadelphia MD Ken
Zipeto says of “You Blew Me
Off.” “As soon as you hear it
it's like, "Wow!’ | saw them
down in Baltimore right when
the record came out and I was
blown away. From the moment
they hit the stage, everyone’s
jaws just dropped. We added it
two months before the single
was (officially) released. If we
didn’t add this record, I was
going to quit!”

From the moment Bare Jr.
signed with Immortal/Epic in
1997 (they were brought to the
label’s attention by Epic
Regional Promotion Manager
Mike Martinovich, who met
the band while he was based in
Nashville), the label knew they
had a can’t-miss marketing
tool: the band’s live show. Epic
had them on the road long
before Boo-Tay’s January 5
release date with like-minded
acts Screamin’ Cheetah
Wheelies and Jason & The
Scorchers, and on last sum-
mer’s HO.R.D.E. Tour. The
label handed-out cassette sam-
plers at shows, and did e-mail

and Internet promotions with
the band to get the word out.
“The initial plan was that we
toured them all through the fall
to get a little familiarity out
there in the marketplace,” says
Epic VP/Promotion Stu
Bergan. “We let them do some
markets a couple of times. That
was a great platform launching
them on the radio at both
Modern and Rock.”

To date, “You Blew Me Off”
has been making mucho noise
at radio, counting Rockers
WMMR, DC101/Washington,
D.C., WZTA /Miami,
WRIF/Detroit, KEGL/Dallas,

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THE POLYGRAM FALLOUT...
WHO WANTS THE DISCARDS?

With The Seagram Company’s
recent $10.4 billion acquisition of
PolyGram and the consolidation of the
latter’s labels into the Universal Music
Group, the jettisoning of jobs began in
earnest several weeks back, and more
jobs are forecast to be eliminated
before this year is out, for a projected
total of 3,000 jobs worldwide.

The other shoe about to drop in
Seagram’s effort to reduce their newly
enlarged Universal Music Group's
operating budget by $300 million is the
anticipated announcement, any day
now, of the approximately 250 artists
who will be handed their walking
papers t0o.

Are other labels, major and inde-
pendent, licking their chops at the
prospect of signing some of these dis-
placed bands? And how will these
announcements effect bands already in
the studio working on their next project
and their future tour plans?

“First of all, the considerations on
the pant of Seagram are going to be
financial considerations; corporate
decisions not necessarlly artistic deci-
sions, says CMC International
Records President/CEQ Tom Lipsky.
“There are going to be a number of
creatively important bands with a lot of
potential who are going to be caught-
up in a bookkeeping exercise. A lot of

labels will be standing on the sidelines
looking at what opportunities may hap-
pen as a result of that. Centain labels
are in a growth mode and some are in
a shrink mode. We've been in a growth
mode for the past couple of years and
we'll definitely be looking at the kind of
label talent that's availabie as well as
artist talent.”

“I'm definitely interested in looking
at any of the bands that get dropped,”
Wind-up Records President Steve
Lerner tells fmgb. “We're uniquely
positioned being that we've got about
45 employees now and we're fully

staffed. We also have a worldwide
arrangement in place with Sony, and in
two-years time we’ve signed five
artists, so we have a very small artist
label. If the right one or two bands fall
through the cracks as they [Universal
Music Group] make these adjustments,
we'll be looking.

TVT Records could also be one of
those labels with an eye toward artists
jettisoned from the Universal camp.
Late last month, TVT announced that
they had secured $23 million is asset-
backed financing from Universal
Credit Corporation {(no relation to
Universal Music Group) which will help
the company expand over the next
three years. According to TVT Pres-
ident Steve Gottlieb, the company
plans on acquiring new labels, while at
the same time, launching an initiative to
greatly increase the number of artists it
produces. Gottlieb tells fmgb, “Consol-
idation within the music industry has
opened up tremendous opportunities.
This type of financing enables us to
retain full equity while giving us sub-
stantial capital which to grow. It puts us
on an equal footing with the major
record companies.”

Finding a new labe! home is going
to be enough of a headache for most
artists caught-up in the UMG fallout,
but what other complications could
arise for them?

Lipsky reminds us that, “Groups
are planning tours and other activities
based around what they thought awhile

back was their album schedule. Now ali
of a sudden that schedule is out the
window. There may be opportunities for
masters that are finished or partially
finished to be picked-up.”

“Another thing to consider,” Lipsky
continued, “are they [Universal] going
to be looking to recoup investments
that they've already made when they
release bands, or are they going to let
them walk-out on their product? It's
gning to be a very complicated exer-
cise for the labels to monitor what
they’ve put into things and what they
can pull out of things. We’re going to
find groups that have flexible situations,

maybe with recordings that they've
already done because the corporate
philosophy is going to be to write it off
and move on.”

One more point to ponder. Could
biding wars between labels break-out
for these artists?

“It's just like any new artist sign-
ing's out there, remarked Lermer. “In
this industry, if there are two people
who are interested it tums into that. If
there is interest from multiple labels, it
will be competitive and the artist has
got to feel that this is the right home for
them.”

Craig Lambert Parts Ways With Trauma

Trauma Records Sr. VP/GM Craig Lambert will be leaving the label to estab-
lish his own company, however he will continue to consult Trauma on current and
upcoming projects. "it's been a great year at Trauma Records," Lambert comment-
ed. ‘I have really enjoyed working with the top-notch artists at such a vital label.
However, it is time for me to move on to my next venture." Lambert's exit coincides
with a restructuring within the label. Sr. VP/Artist Development Mike Jacabs will
now be in charge of Alternative and Rock promotion, while VP/Promotion Linda
Murdock will remain responsible for Pop promotion. Both Jacobs and Murdock will
report to Trauma co-founder Rob Kahane. The label's field staff is being consoli-
datad into east and west coast offices only. Field positions in Detroit, Boston and
Chicago have been eliminated.

Sylvia Rhone Re-Ups With Elektra

Elektra Records Chairman/CEQ Sylvia Rhone has signed a multi-million dol-
lar contract to stay with the label through the year 2004, according to a report in
the Los Angeles Times (3/4). The deal squelches rumors that Rhone was planning
to jump ship to Universal Music Group when her contract was up at the end of
this year. Universal Music Group is run by Rhone's mentor, Doug Morris.

Steve Smith Exits Emmis For Chancellor

It's a done deal. As rumored, Emmis VP/Programming Steve Smith has left
the company, and is going to join Chancellor in a national programming manage-
ment position. Smith's successes include WQHT(Hot97)/New York and most
recently Power 106/Los Angeles. His consultancy, Steve Smith Radio & Ratings,
will not be affected by the move.

guys.” However, their companies have
become “so big and so focused on
their share prices, that inevitably, they
make decisions a little differently than
they might have 10 years ago,” he sug-
gests.

On the operational side, Wood
forecasts “a whole lot more automation
because the digitization of radio will
make it possible to sound very live
without having a disc jockey at each
station [in all dayparts].” It only makes
sense to get the most from your best

air talent, Wood says, and the Prophet
System allows you to do that.
Voicetracking won't pose a problem as
long as it doesn't ultimately make radio
sound “faceless, nameless, and loca-
tionless,” adds Stevens. But if the man-
date become “produce the product
centrally at the lowest cost,” you “open
the floodgates for satellite radio and, in
effect, create the very problems you
sought to avoid.”

Should you worry about the arrival
of satellite-to-car radio late next year?
Cheen doesn't see a threat for another

three or four years. “That's a fragmen-
tation challenge that terrestrial radio is
going to have to deal with,” he says.
But radio's been fragmented so many
ways throughout its history, both inter-
nally and from outside mediums that,
In some respects, “it ain't no new
thing,” Cheen says, just a new tech-
nology.

Stevens believes companies are
still experimenting with management
downsizings: “They're removing people
and seeing how it works. You may see
some of these people rehired later.”
Unmacht fears radio could repeat mis-
takes made by American automakers
in the '70s, when they ignored
Japanese competition, “and the cars
went to hell. Radio’s kind of the same
way,” he says. “They’re not worried

about the Internet or satellite radio.
They seem to think that they can keep
cutting and this new technology won't
affect them because they've got it all
and people have to come to them.”

To Cheen, radio’s future looks a lot
like its past. “Consolidation has been a
vehicle for capital formation,” he says,
“not a panacea to solve the 75-year-old
challenge of better programming, bet-
ter promotion, and more attraction to
get them sampling and keep them lis-
tening. Ears go where the best stuff is.
The future is one of a dynamic, cre-
ative medium that has a rich history of
reinventing itself, decade after decade.
Radio’s strength is its simplicity, com-
pared to all the other media and tech-
nology in the digital age.”

in the survey, adults 18+ were asked if they had ever visited a local
print, TV, or radio Web site. If they answered yes, they were asked which
local radio Web site they had visited. (Shares are projected ratings and use
a weighted response.)

The study also found a correlation between heavy radio usage and
heavy Internet usage. As minutes per week logged on the Web went up, so
did time spent listening to radio. Heavy TV users were less likely to be
heavy Internet users. One conclusion drawn by Media Audit's Philip
Beswick: “Radio could be enhanced by the Internet.”

“We're getting them into radio stations in every city they play,”
Bergan continues. “They’re great ambassadors for their music. We're
putting the face with the name of the song by putting them on the air.”

As Krones puts it: “We're doing it the old-fashioned way; playing a
show, going on radio and going to retail. It's Artist Development 101 right
now.”

(WFYV/Jacksonville morning team, syndi-
cated in five other small Southeast markets)

T. Every day we do something that probably
offends somebody, but not an entire country.
L: Some tragedies are approachable, others
are not.

T: We push the envelope but a joke like that
would never have crossed our minds.

L: He made a racial comment 10 years ago,
it took his career to the next level. This time
it cost him his job. You live by the sword, you
die by the sword.

T: I'm not so sure it wasn’t pre-meditated.
Would he have been fired if he had big rat-
ings?

T. Probably not... | don't know. We have
some pretty big ratings and if we would have
said it, we would have been blown-out.

L: Now that Wall Street is heavily entrenched
in radio, the liability is too high. With some-
one of his ratings, it wasn’t worth keeping
him around... It's one thing to say something
on the edge or opinionated. It's another thing
to be tasteless, cruel and brutal.

T. You can have people talking about you
without having to go to that level.

L: Over a six-year period, we’'ve managed to
acquire pretty huge ratings without going to

(The WNEW-FM afternoon team arrived in New York after
being fired by WAAF/Boston for their infamous “dead mayor”
prank. The day the Greasman story broke, Anthony did the
bulk of their show in a Greaseman character voice.)

A: It was a dopey-assed
statement obviously, but it's
hard for us to say that it's
right to can anybody. Where
do you draw the line? We say
the mayor’s dead and we get
fired, he says that and he
gets fired.

O: Obviously it was in bad taste. Even we agree that what we
did was in bad taste. But a firing offense? That’s a very tough
call.

O: We thought we were untouchable in Boston. And to be
honest, when we got fired for the mayor prank, we were sur-
prised because we did stuff 10 times worse on the air and
they picked that one to go-off on.

A: The news has a way of making these things really snow-
ball too. Once they get a hold of a story and start pushing it,
they really get people wound up. Then the company feels
they have to do something to resolve it so they pull out the ax
and lop off some heads.

O: It's a tough call, because someone like the Greaseman is
hired to be a shock-jock and you really don't know officially
where the line is. You're always pushing that line and seeing
how far you can go, and all of sudden, one day they go,
“you've gone too far.” You like to think you know where the
line is, but sometimes you're jumping over that line and hop-
ing for the best. And hoping you don't get slapped.

A: When you're throwing a lot of stuff across the table it's hard
to censor yourself in mid-sentence. You have to kind of keep
in the back of your head what the consequences are gonna
be of what you're saying. But again, it's tricky. It's a gray area.
O: You try to edit yourself on the spot which is not an easy
thing to do. Sometimes we’ll turn off the mics and go “uh oh,
you might have went too far there.” But when you're shooting
all these thoughts across, you don't really have time to sit
back and think “where’s the fine."

A: The race issue is a really hot topic. You can go from being

really funny to having people on your ass in a matter of one
word. That's one of those things that you've got to dance
around. That's the biggest issue right now.

Greaseman was fired last Thursday (2/25), a day after saying, “No wonder people drag
them behind trucks,” after playing a piece of a Lauryn Hill song (finqb 2/26). His reference to
the Byrd killing outraged locals and garnered national headlines. Local media took to the air-
waves in response to his comments. “It’s not just black folks who should be offended by this —
it’s folks,” WPGC/Washington D.C. morning host Donnie Simpson said during his show. “Wait til you see what God drags behind his truck.”

WARW aired a taped apology from Greaseman once-an-hour during his 5:30 a.m - 10:00 a.m. timeslot. However, Greaseman might not be the only
‘ARW employee to feel the heat from the incident. The Washington Post (3/3) is reporting that the station had seven to ten seconds to use a dump button
and edit the offending comments. Neither Tracht or his producers activated the dump button, and the final “gatekeeper,” which is supposed to be a sta-
tion manager, was actually an employee with little radio experience, the Post says.

Programing That
Fits Like a Glove

Keeping a station focused on pro-
gramming that is tailored for its market
can be a challenge in these days of con-
centrated ownership. Unlike a national
product - say a Gap store - a successful
radio station is usually custom built for a
market. There are small, but significant,
differences from market to market that
must be factored into the programming
and images or considerable shares of
audience will be left on the table. Yet,
we are just moving into much more
national ownership, which can put pres-
sure on standardizing the programming.

One of the big reasons satellite for-
mats have not delivered is that they
couldn’t flex with the market. It was
impossible to alter the music mix for the
market, create programming promotions
around the music, and often linking to
local events was limited to a promo here
and there. It wasn’t enough to gather all
the potential for a station unless it was a
small niche format, or in a market so
small there was very little competition.

When you look across the country at
the music differences it’s not that much.
Only a handful of songs stand out from
market to market in a given format.
Combine that with the success of nation-
ally syndicated morning shows and the
future for a custom built station looks
bleak. On the other hand, reaching the
full potential of any station depends on
making the most of a competitive situa-
tion and getting the programming to fit
the audience like a glove. The whole air
sound from promotions to imaging to
personality and music mix has to fit or
the product is vulnerable. The difference
from #1 and #5 is often only a few tenths
of a point. Everything has to be execut-
ed to build a winner.

The key elements to look at include:

Market demographics and lifestyle
preferences: Some markets are very

urban, others very rural - one is old, the
other stacked with college students -
while others have ethnic populations
that can alter the approach for any for-
mat. Knowing the market is crucial.

You can start by looking around the
area. What are the neighborhoods and
work environments like? Is the popula-
tion more blue collar or packed with
white-collar workers? Did most of the
audience grow up in this market, or
somewhere else? These and many other
questions can be answered by looking
carefully at the market and checking out
the data in the front of the Arbitron
book. Try to understand the population
and demo figures, the Prizm lifestyle
profiles, household data, employer facts,
Arbitron rating history and look at the
qualitative data, if it’s available.

Heritage and Competition:
Capitalizing on the past is crucial. It
might be that special lunch show, a
strong at-work presence, a unique per-
sonality, a big annual event, the market-
ing, or a special production attitude com-
bined with the music mix that makes the
station stand out in the market. Failing
to keep these unique advantages alive
can cost audience and share.

We also have to realize that not every
market reacts to the same music. Ifa
big hit was never played in a market, it’s
not a big hit there. Station playlists are
very different; it might be due to region-
al differences, the strategy, tempo, hype
or any number of local factors. In the
end it causes some differences and, fail-
ing to know the heritage can cost audi-
ence and share.

The competition is different from
market to market also. Everyone doesn’t
face the same mix of formats, so many
different strategies in music, breaks, sta-
tionality, and promotion have left strong
signatures on every station and market.

Research: You can't find out all these
details without perceptual research and
music testing. Keeping your eyes open
and studying the market through the
commonly available facts will reveal
some clues, but they can’t match what
you can see with a market study.
Without it, you can be like landing in a
snowstorm with no avionics.

The good news is consolidated own-
ership is doing more research. There are
studies going on in smaller markets and
more consistent research in the larger
ones. Yes, the top 30 markets have been
researching a lot over the last 10 years,
but now you are seeing studies in mar-
kets 100 to 200.

If you are used to checking your gut
every day it can be a big change. But if
you treat it as a learning experience and
work hard with the research provider to
get the right music mixes and questions
in the study, you will have a station that
fits like a glove. Just make sure to exe-
cute.

Even though we have the much-
debated Star System in Capstar, which
allows air staff to send their segments on
a wide area network to other markets,
the stations are still programmed locally.
The PDs and their teams put every sta-
tion together specifically for that market
with many unique strategies. All the
music is programmed locally; the remote
talent only provides the breaks, which
are inserted into the local computer. 1t
allows us to build stations that fit the
market with stronger talent on the air.
The key is it still has to fit, if we want to
win.

Grammy Reaction — Praise
For Hill, Heart Needs Stake
The day before the Grammy
Awards, National Academy of
Recording Arts and Sciences

President Mike Greene told the
New York Times that a Titanic
sweep would drive him to drink.
“I'm in the same boat as everyone
else on Grammy night,” said
Greene. "There’s good stuff that
happens, like Ry Cooder winning
with The Buena Vista Social Club
last year, but if Titanic cleans up
this year, I'll be having a couple
of martinis.” Others were less
harsh, though, claiming Lauryn
Hill’s historic sweep of five
awards including Best New Artist
and Album at least balanced the
Titanic streak. But unlike Hill
who won only half the awards
she was up for, Titanic won in
every category where it was nom-
inated, holding City Of Angels to
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just the two wins for Alanis
Morissette’s “Uninvited.” It may
be the first awards where even
some of the artists admitted they
were tired of their winning contri-
butions. Titanic composer James
Horner said he stopped listening
to “My Heart Will Go On” a year
ago. Steven Tyler said he doubt-
ed Aerosmith would record
another song like “I Don’t Want
To Miss A Thing.” Critics coast
to coast claimed the show ran so
smoothly it was bland and longer
than last year, when ODB and
Soy Bomb livened things up.
Viewers tuned in in big numbers,
though, with an estimated 46 mil-
lion watching the three-hour tele-
cast, putting CBS in first place
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and swamping NBC's interview
with the woman who claims she
was raped by President Clinton
about 20 years ago. Funny as she
was, uniike her triumph hosting
the Tony Awards, Rosie
O’Donnell also went down to
defeat, receiving negative marks
for being stiff.

Love To Share Passion For
Clara Bow

Courtney Love will narrate an
hour-long biography of a kindred
spirit, actress Clara Bow. Known
as “The Brooklyn Bonfire,” “The
Hottest Jazz Baby In Films” and

“The It Girl,” Bow was the actress
who made the Roaring 20s roar.
She was condemned publicly for
alleged immoral off-screen behav-
ior and her career was over by the
time she was 26. According to
Hollywood Babylon, Bow made her
biggest headlines after a disgrun-
tled employee gave the media
details of her “thundering herd”
parties, where she entertained the
University of Southern California
football team — including the
future John Wayne — at her home
for days at a time, drinking, gam-
bling and servicing the players.
Bow died in 1965 after being insti-
tutionalized several times for ner-
vous breakdowns. Love is mak-
ing the documentary with Turner
Classic Movies, which acknowl-
edged the connection between the
two women when they
announced Love’s participation.
“Courtney’s passion for the sub-
ject matter and personal identifi-
cation with Clara Bow will add
richness and timeliness to this
project,” said TCM VP and Gen-
eral Manager Tom Karsch. The
documentary will air on June 15.

Brittany Murphy from the film
Clueless (who also voices the hair-
dresser Luann on King Of The
Hill), will play Janis Joplin in the
film biography Piece Of My Heart.

The promotional spot was
shown to reporters attending an

auto show in Detroit. Chrysler’s
lawyer claims it’s all a big mis-
take. “We'll pay if there’s a liabil-
ity,” said attorney Jay Cooney,
“but the fee should be reason-
able.” He said several million
dollars for one minute is too
much. The case is scheduled to
go to trial in August.

Sting Gets Stamped

Sting has been honored with his
own postage stamp by the South
Pacific island of Palau. The stamp
is one in a series of Environmen-
tal Heroes Of The 20th Century,
which also includes Vice
President Al Gore. Sting’s stamp
commemorates his work with the
Rainforest Foundation.

Dusty Springfield Dies At 59

Dusty Springfield, whose soulful

voice made
the hits, “Son
Of A Preacher
Man” and
"Wishin” And
Hopin’,”
among many
others, possible, has died after a
long battle with breast cancer.
Springfield died Tuesday night at
her home in Henley-on-Thames,
about 30 miles west of London.
Springfield’s first hit was 1964’s “1
Only Want To Be With You,”
which was followed by a string of
smashes, including “I Just Don’t
Know What To Do With Myself”
and “You Don’t Have to Say You
Love Me.” In the 1990s, she resur-
faced with another hit, teaming
up with the Pet Shop Boys for the
single “What Have I Done To
Deserve This.” Springfield’s
breast cancer was diagnosed in
1994 shortly after she recorded
her most recent album, A Very
Fine Love. She underwent exten-
sive chemotherapy until 1995,
when she was diagnosed as being
clear of the disease. But the cancer
returned the following year.
Springfield was born Mary Isabel
Catherine Bernadette O’Brien in
north London on April 16, 1939.
Springfield died 11 days before
she was to be inducted into the
Rock and Roll Hall of Fame at a
ceremony in New York, along
with Paul McCartney and Bruce
Springsteen. In December, Queen
Elizabeth Il made her an Officer
of the Order of the British Empire.

Included are WXDX, KPNT,
WOBK, WBCN, KEDJ, WNFZ, and hometown stations WXDG and CIMX.

My Friend Steve, "Charmed" (Mammoth) Sean Maxson has been persistent in
developing this song. Making its debut (42*) on the chart, "Charmed" is starting to
stand out from the below-the-line contenders and has made friends at WNNX,
KMYZ, WRAX, WXSR, WPLA, WMRQ, WKRL and thirty other stations.

Goo Goo Dolls, "Dizzy" (Warner Bros.) With a huge spin increase (+373, 1103
total) the Goo Goo Dolls vault 31*-22* on the chart and also gain ten more adds (63
cume) this week. Among the new stations getting "Dizzy" are WNNX, WPLY,
KDGE, KEDJ, WBCN, and WBRU. Look for more tour dates soon.

Blur, "Tender" (Virgin) You will all be converted! One-by-one you
will realize this song is a smash that your listeners will soon be
humming all day long. KROQ, KEDJ, WLIR, WGRD, WOXY,
WWCD, WBER, WEJE, and WDST are the latest to add this track,
joining the already impressive list of call letters - Q101, WBCN,
WHES, CENY, CIMX, WCYY, WFENX, WBRU, and WBTZ - playing
"Tender.'

Lit, "My Own Worst Enemy" (RCA) Lit hits the Top 10 (13*-10*) as Poore and
DiMaio's eyes are clearly set on a #1 position with this song. For the fourth
straight week, "My Own Worst Enemy" shows an increase of over 250 spins (+281,
1981 total).

Jude, "Rick James" (Maverick/Reprise) Patience pays-off as Maverick's Gaby
Skolnek busts into the Top 30 (37*-28*) with this reaction record. More is not
always better as "Rick James" is the highest charting record with upward move-
ment with the fewest stations (46 cume) playing it. Great phone stories at WARQ,
WMAD, KTBZ, WKDF, KKDM, WPLA, KLZR, and KXRK.

Eminem, "My Name Is" (Aftermath/Interscope) The novelty hasn't worn off yet
as nine new adds come in - WHFS, KDGE, KKDM, and WENZ among them - and
the spins keep increasing (+116, 358 total). Do we even need to mention all the
request stories? This is an instant reaction record, play it now or forever let your
CHR own it.

Dangerman, "Let's Make A Deal" (Sony/550 Music) For the third week in a row,
Klaiman keeps this in the Most Added column with twelve new believers, bring-
ing the cume to 34 stations. Bubbling under with a 114*-60* jump, Dangerman will
soon be dealing in the Top 50. Expect a chart debut next week.

ings elsewhere, immediate reac-
tion after being transplanted may
not equal the team’s previous
market level.

“If you hire a morning show
from outside the market and are
planning on less than a two-year
commitment,” contends McVay
Media’s Greg Gillispie, “then you
aren’t doing yourself, the morning
show, or your listeners a favor.”

In most cases there is a
painful transition period in the
wake of losing an established
show, but there are ways to avoid
the replacement being ridiculed.
One way is to look in a different
direction and have the replace-
ment show not be a mirror image
of its predecessor.

When Gillispie was pro-
gramming WDVE/Pittsburgh in
the late Eighties, he was faced
with a morning show changeover.
Jimmy & Steve had been the sta-
tion’s morning show for close to
nine years when they decided to
leave and pursue another oppor-
tunity. Jimmy had been part of
WDVE for sixteen years, while
Steve had been there for close to
ten. The pair’s departure was the
first major change at the station in
a key daypart in a long time.

“It became very clear to me
that to bring in another two-man
team,” explains Gillispie, “it
would instantly be held up in
comparison to whatever Jimmy &
Steve had done.”

The pair had been there for
so long and defined what a two
man morning team persona was
for Pittsburgh. To combat this,
Gillispie looked for an individual
that was strong enough to carry a
morning show, but who could
also gradually mature the show
by bringing in other characters.
The man that got this opportunity
was Scott Paulsen.

“He came in with a com-
pletely different style of morning
show than what Jimmy & Steve
had done,” says Gillispie. “He
couldn’t be held in direct compar-
ison to them.”

At first, a news person was
added to the show, but Paulsen
also started bringing in guests
and comedians. Close to a year
later, Jim Krenn became a full-
time member of the show. The

pairing was slowly nurtured as a
team concept with Paulsen main-
taining a dominant role, as not to
tread upon the Jimmy & Steve
legacy. But, as the show devel-
oped during the Gene Romano
era and that legacy faded, Paulsen
& Krenn evolved into one of
America’s strongest and
Pittsburgh’s most beloved morn-
ing teams.

In June ‘95, WNOR /Norfolk
PD Harvey Kojan was faced with
a similar situation. Instead of his
whole morning team exiting, only
half of the Tommy & The Bull
show was lose when Henry “The
Bull” Del Toro left for the
crosstown competition. Kojan
was faced with finding a new tal-
ent to team with remaining mem-
ber Tommy Griffiths.

“The Bull” had been with
station for fifteen years, with a
variety of different partners and
was considered Norfolk’s original
shock jock. Even so, the station
was unhappy with The Bull and
had quietly made some prelimi-
nary investigations to find other
talent. A surprise was soon wait-
ing for Kojan one day though
when “The Bull,” who didn’t
have a contract, came in one
morning, quit, and by that after-
noon was blasting his old station
on their competitor’s airwaves,
gaining front page newspaper
coverage, turning the situation
very ugly.

“We hadn’t been overly
aggressive about it, because we
didn’t think he was going any-
where,” says Kojan of his talent
search. “We were caught com-
pletely by surprise when he left.
Especially when he went across
the street. Even though we knew
he wasn't pulling his weight for
us anymore, by going across the
street, he gave them instant recog-
nition to a morning show, which
at that point, was suffering pretty
badly.”

“We knew in our gut that
Henry was not going to be a long
term solution for anybody,” he
continues, “but, in the short term,
it was a dangerous situation.
Luckily, we still had Tommy, who
had been doing the bulk of the
writing and contributions for the
show at that point anyway. We

also still had an incredible sup-
port team.”

The support team consists of
News Director Nikki Reed,
sportscaster Rod Fitzwell and
producer Chuck The Intern, all of
who Kojan labels “powerful char-
acters” in their own right. Even
with this support team and
Griffiths staying on board, Kojan
decided that it was too risky to
leave the morning show as is and
hastened his search for a new
partner.

“The situation dictated that
we at least try that option,” Kojan
explains of his rational, “because
The Bull didn’t leave the market.
The best move we could make was
to find a great morning person to
team with Tommy. So, I embarked
on a painful search to find morn-
ing talent, probably the most diffi-
cult thing to do in radio today.”

Three months later Rick
Rumble joined the show.

“The pair hit it off right
away and there was virtually no
break-in period,” says Kojan.
“Certainly they have improved
over time, but they did hit the
ground running.”

While WNOR'’s new morn-
ing pairing has survived to this
day, “The Bull” & Stone are long
gone from Norfolk’s airwaves.
Kojan was fortunate enough to
find a talent to create a new pair-
ing that clicked with listeners.
His methodology fits with one
solution proposed by Gillispie.

“Develop a show that will
allow players to come and go,”
conveys Gillispie, “softening the
blow of losing personalities over
the years. You can combat losing
people by developing a brand
name show instead of single per-
sonality-driven show.”

Not every PD is lucky
enough to survive a morning
show departure. You need to
look no farther than last year’s
crosstown walk by then-
WRCX/Chicago morning man
Mancow to WKQX (Q101), to see
the effects of losing a dominant
morning personality. WRCX, to
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put it mildly, is no longer the sta-
tion it used to be, while Q101 has
found a new level of achievement.
This is probably the best docu-
mented case of one man’s depar-
ture single-handedly destroying a
radio station.

“You can't replace Mancow,”
exclaims Q101 and former WRCX
PD Dave Richards. “I knew right
away we could put another morn-
ing show on, but we would not be
able to replace him. He has spent
over four years building up an
incredibly loyal audience. When
Chancellor Media did not want
to put up the money and Emmis
did, it was clear we were going to
have to make a very tough deci-
sion. It was a group decision to
put Bob & Tom on.”

Bob & Tom are successful in
their own right, but they were not
Mancow, and the listeners quickly
tuned out, not just in mornings,
but all day long. Radio 101 says
find a strong morning show, but
how can you avoid your morning
show becoming the station’s only
claim to fame?

“Never forget to market
your music position,” expresses
Richards. “The minute you mar-
ket just your morning show, you
lose your music position. In the
case of Mancow, he’s just huge.
Everybody knows Mancow in this
market. At Rock 103.5, he started
out huge and it was tough for us
to market a music position after
him, because a good part of the
audience knew him better than
the music. He’s bigger than a
Pearl Jam or Beastie Boys song.”

Q101 has been a music sta-
tion without a morning show for
so many years, but they now have
a strong morning show to go
along with it.

“I'm the biggest happy ass in
the world!” exclaims Richards.
“I've got the music position, the
Alternative position, the male
position, the morning position,
the fun position, I’ve got every-
thing. I couldn’t be happier.”

Even though he is elated
over his new situation, Richards
does realize that it comes at the
virtue of his old station being
gone. With Mancow added to
Q101‘s mix, how does he intend




to avoid the same pitfall where
his morning stud becomes larger
than the rest of the station?

“You can never lose the
image of having a big morning
show,” explains Richards. “But,
you can lose your music image if
you over-promote your morning
show. It has to be a very careful
balance and media mix that you
use when marketing two different
things. A lot of people disagree
with this, but I'm a firm believer
that you can not market two mes-
sages in the same advertising
medium.”

“It is a balancing act when
you have a powerful morning
show,” adds Kojan. “Because peo-
ple will identify the station with
that show and not the music
image. A powerful enough morn-
ing show can skew the music
image. You have to make sure that
you are putting out the best possi-
ble product the rest of the day.”

“In your marketing,” con-
veys Gillispie, “do a two-pronged
attack to market the music image
of the station and the entertain-
ment image of the station through
your morning show. Stations that
spend too much time marketing
the morning show foremost start
to take on the image of the morn-
ing show only and the music
image fades away. Instead of
being “The fill-in-the-blank show
all morning, and whatever music
image the rest of the day’, turn it
around to say ‘Whatever music
image, with fill-in-the-blank show
all morning.””

Cross-promoting your sta-
tion as a whole, in all dayparts, is
a key way to combat the morning
show taking a dominant role.
But, it is something that Richards
says is not being done enough.

“When | travel,” he relates,
“it’s incredible how many stations
I hear that never mention the
morning show after 2 p.m. and
then in the morning they never
mention any of the other dayparts,
features, or music image of the
station. It becomes two different
radio stations. A morning show
can’t become an island to itself.”

“Once a morning show is
established,” Barnes asserts, “you

established morning show

have to work the personality of
the station in all the other day-
parts. You can'’t just stop with the
morning team. It all works
together.”

Getting back to the day Stern
calls it quits, stations can learn a
lesson from what happened at
KEGL/Dallas. Howard had been
on the station for five years when
his contract ended in summer ‘97.
Then Nationwide, who owned
the station at the time, did not
renew, had no plan for a new
morning show and also had no PD
at the time. Greg Stevens arrived
as PD in October ‘97, inheriting a
station with no morning show, lit-
erally! After Stern’s final day, no
personality was put in to replace
him and the station was only play-
ing music in the morning.

“1f you do nothing,” says
Stevens, “then there is nothing to
listen to, but if you put another
morning show on and it suffers
horribly by comparison, you are
setting yourself up for even
greater damage.”

Stevens maintains that one
thing that helped the station sur-
vive, though not directly related
to the morning show, was that
since Howard’s show was all talk
with a lot of personality, there was
very little talk and personality in
the rest of the shifts. Even after
Stern’s departure, when KEGL
was playing nothing but music in
the morning, the deejays were still
being held back.

“The jocks were still being
muzzled down through-out the
day,” relates Stevens. “We removed
the handcuffs from the staff and let
them be more entertaining and get
some personality going in the other
dayparts. We saw instant reaction
to this and it bought us some time
to try and deal with mornings,
because it is hard to find a substi-
tute for a personality like Howard,
who is so incredibly well-known
and branded.”

As Stevens started looking
into talent, Nationwide was
preparing to sell its radio division
and a freeze was put on new
hires, knocking out the options he
was considering. In November
'97, he turned inside the building
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to middayer Russ Martin and
began to build morning elements
around him. Martin had been
with the station for ten years, had
a local television show, so he was
high-profile for the market. The
naw show is a personality-driven
show that plays four-to-six songs
an hour and runs the gamut of
typical morning content, like
stunts, phone calls, pre-produced
comedy, giveaways, and pranks.
Currently Stevens is at a point
where listeners are starting to
accept the new show, but there is
still an element that won't listen.

”We are developing a well-
rounded local morning show,” he
says. “Obviously, it’s not at the
cume level that The Howard Stern
Show was, but it’s coming around.
Russ is doing a great job, but we
are not 100% where we need to
be. We continue to work onit,
but in a way where we build on
what we have already been able
to recapture and not continually
geing back to zero. We don’t
want to go through another situa-
tion where we have to go to our
advertisers or listeners and tell
them we have another new morn-
ing show we are going to try out.
We don’t want to keep repeating
that cycle.”

Both Richards and Stevens
had to deal with listener backlash
over their morning losses, though
Stevens was the more fortunate of
the two as the real violent and
negative reaction to Stern’s depar-
ture happened before his arrival,
plus, the Stern show did not
resurface elsewhere in the market.

”By the time I got here it was
down to a dull roar,” says Stevens.
"We were still getting people say-
ing they hated us and wouldn’t
listen, but the research we did
showed that after 10 a.m. they
were still coming to us for music.
We were able to localize the prob-
lem to just morning drive.”

”A lot of people wanted to
vent and I tried to return as many
calls as possible to explain to them
that we all had our choices to
make,” says Richards who gave
pecple an ear to lean on, before they
ultimately started tuning into Q101.

Morning show roulette, it’s a
game played by many stations
and plenty of air talent. Talent
climbs the market ladder until
they reach the highest attainable
rung, while stations develop and
try to hang-on to their precious
shows as long as possible.

“Morning show talent is so
hard to find these days,” remarks
Gillispie. ”Because of this
draught, companies are getting
smarter and realizing that the
good morning shows, even the
ones in smaller markets, need to
be kept and are being compensat-
ed appropriately to do so. This
leaves a situation where morning
personalities can make a six figure
salary and live the good life in a
small market, making it tough to
extract them to a larger market.
The personality wants to keep a
standard of living and the cost is
going to rise in accordance with
market size.”

“Stations need to build a
strong bench of talent,” contends
Barnes, when asked how to avoid
a gaping hole left by a departing
morning show. “If you don’t
have a bench, you're setting your-
self up to be destroyed when you
lose talent. If you are not in a Top
20 market, then you‘re fucked,
because there is nothing out there
and a lot of shows are not being
fostered because everyone has to
answer to next quarter.”

“Billboard Monitor did this
brilliant article right after Man-
cow left for Q101,” sums up
Richards. “They asked a group of
program directors *“What would
you have done?’ I've got news
for the guy who wrote the article
and the people who responded.
They didn’t have all the informa-
tion. It’s very easy to sit there and
be an armchair quarterback, it’s
very difficult to know all the facts
when you make a decision like
that. Was Bob & Tom the right
decision for us? No, absolutely
not, but in a market this big, there
are very high-dollar decisions that
are made. There is no immediate
answer for every market.”

Moral of the story: Pay your
talent well and hope they don’t
jump ship.
