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House Gommerce Gommittee Votes
to Water Down Low Power FW

Low Power FM supporters and
opponents came out swinging
this past week with a series of
bold accusations, firm rebuttals,
and major legislative maneuvers.
Capping off the confrontational
week was an amendment to an
anti-LPFM bill that, if approved
by the House Of Representatives,
would maintain existing interfer-
ence standards and reduce the
number of low power stations by
about 70 percent.

The first shot was fired Friday
(3/24), when the FCC announced
a Monday media briefing to
refute “misleading engineering
information” propagated by the
NAB to Congress, or what
Commissioner Gloria Tristani
bluntly labeled a “scare cam-
paign.” Of particular concern
was NAB distribution of a
"crosstalk” simulation CD to
members of Congress. (Crosstalk
is a type of interference where

you can intelligibly hear portions
of two separate broadcasts.) In a
March 25 statement, FCC Office
of Engineering & Technology
chiefs Dale Hatfield and Bruce
Franca called the demo “mislead-
ing” and “meaningless,” since it
was produced by “artificially
mixing two previously recorded
radio signals” and therefore was-
n't representative of real world
FM radio performance.

To counter the CD, the FCC, at
its press briefing, played its own
recordings of possible interfer-
ence. Taking a clip of the acapella
version of “Tom’s Diner” by
Suzanne Vega, it blasted the
recording with up to 100,000
times the interference it says
LPFM outlets would create. The
result: slight background hiss.

Hatfield and Mass Media
Bureau Chief Roy Stewart also
called the NAB to task for “incor-
rectly stating” that the FCC con-

siders a 3 percent level of total
harmonic distortion acceptable,
saying it has long based its eval-
uation on a 1 percent level. The
pair also addressed LPFM'’s effect
on radio reading services for the
blind, a concern voiced by NPR
and amplified by the NAB. FM
subcarriers that transmit those
services shouldn’t experience
“harmful experience,” they
claimed, while pledging to test
radio reading service receivers
and recommend any necessary
changes.

NAB responded quickly, calling
misinformation allegations
"“false” and accusing the
Commission of diverting atten-
tion away from “the real issues.”
Namely, that the FCC didn’t eval-
uate interference potential before
it started the LPFM proceeding,
failed to properly measure inter-
ference in its own tests, and

The questions pop up about the same time as Howard Stern’s contract negoti-
ations do: What if Howard decides to walk away and leave the world of radio
behind? What would happen to the radio landscape in the 47 markets where
Stern’s show is heard? What if, after the familiar show ending — “And now for
| the plugs...” — there aren’t any?
Let's take the questions one at a time.
Is it likely that when Stern’s current contract is up later this year that he will
walk away from his stellar radio career? Obviously, only Stern can answer the
question. If you want to know the status of his contract, listening to his radio
show on a daily basis can provide clues, as what Howard says on the air
regarding his contract status can be taken as the truth. Last Wednesday (3/29),
he was discussing the subject, saying he hoped to resolve the contract situa-

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The PD Interview — From Both Sides of the Desk

It's two...two.... two viewpoints in one article.
Let’s first imagine you're preparing to inter-
view for a PD opening. What kind of package
should you put together to make it through
round one? Once you make it that far, how
should you prepare for the interview, and
what questions should you be asking? And as
silly as it may sound, how should you dress?

From the other side of the desk, what can
you expect the GM/Station Manager to be
looking for in “the package?” How important
is the resume? Will he or she care about refer-
ences? What questions could be asked of you?

For this exercise, we secured the years of
experience and wisdom found at KRXQ/
Sacramento and the team of Station Man-
ager/PD Curtiss Johnson (representing the
Station Manager side of the desk), and APD
Pat Martin (representing the PD candidate).

When applying for the PD position,
Martin stresses that “preparation is the key.”
Your package obviously should contain a brief
resume, along with a cover letter that Martin
says “should explain your basic programming
and management philosophies.” He also
strongly suggests that you customize your
presentation to the particular situation you're
applying to, and be prepared with composite
tapes of stations you’'ve programmed. Some
GMs insist on them.

Once you’ve wowed the Manager and
you get “the call,” preparing for the interview
brings on a whole new set of challenges.
Martin says, “Take a look at the station and
the entire market in general. If you have
access to one, use a service like Mediabase to
pull up monitors and very carefully look at a
song-by-song music mix of the station, and
everybody else in the market too. Be prepared
for an intricate, strategic discussion.”

As for questions, Martin suggests that you ask
the interviewer as many as you can about the
company, paying close attention to their
strengths and the people that work there. Find
out precisely what your new boss would
expect from you. Also, probe into what addi-
tional tools would be at your disposal.

From the hiring side of the desk, Johnson
first looks for a "professional package.” He's
looking for how you've represented yourself.
Have you done your research about his sta-
tion? In a resume, Johnson says, "Keep it as
succinct as you possibly can. Bullet-point
everything, make it easy to absorb at a
glance.”

One thing Johnson says you should put a
considerable amount of time into is a cover
letter. “That’s probably one of the most impor-
tant things that I look for,” he relates. In par-
ticular, “try to address the individual strategie
situations that you'll be looking at. Use it to
sell your strengths and your experiences, and
how they relate to the position you're apply-
ing for.” Other areas to address in your cover
letter include: Research — Are you comfort-
able with it? Are you good at talent grooming?
Do you have an eye for talent? If you have
NTR experience, weave that into the dialogue.
Do you have experience with the budgeting
process, and can you maintain a budget?

And one more thing about your package.
Johnson suggests that if you have examples of
billboards or a unique TV spot you were
instrumental in developing, by all means
include them.

People are always unsure whether or not
to include references on their resumes.
Remarked Johnson, ”A lot of people will
include record people, concert promoters,
other disc jockeys. That’s okay, but I would
prefer to see people that are in the radio busi-
ness; their previous GMs or PDs.”

During his interviewing
process, Johnson likes the can-
didate to ask a lot of ques-
tions. “It’s impressive to me,”
he states. “It’s important to me
that they are interviewing me
as much as I'm interviewing
them. That tells me that per-
son is looking out for them-
selves; they're professional
and polished enough, and
smart enough of a business
person that they're ascertain-
ing whether this is truly a
good move for them to make.”
And Johnson agrees with
Martin. He is looking for the
candidate to ask questions
about what resources will be
at his or her disposal, like
marketing, consultants, and u
what technological advantages
they can expect.

And if you ever do sit down on the other
side of Johnson’s desk, be prepared to fill-out
a questionnaire (he has a different one for PD
candidates and air talent). Basically, it’s a
"guidepost” for him to refer to during the
interview. Each questionnaire has approxi-
mately thirty-five questions for PD candidates
(25 for air talent), and the questions range
from what your technical skills are, to the
most difficult situation you were ever
involved in, to what do you like to do for fun.

Now about that dressing for the inter-
view thing... ”I personally don't look for
that,” related Johnson. "Everything I've done
is Rock N’ Roll. It's more casual. However,
that decision really should fall into the catego-
ry of “do your research ahead of time.””

failed to even consider “overwhelming evidence” showing how LPFM
will cause interference to existing stations.

The CD was clearly identified as a simulation and not a demonstra-
tion of actual interference, NAB Sr. VP of Science & Technology Lynn
Claudy said in a statement. FCC claims that noise and hiss, not
crosstalk, would be the only type of interference that might be caused
by low power stations are not true, Claudy added. “Recordings of
interference-impaired radios submitted by CEMA in the FCC’s proceed-
ings on LPFM clearly demonstrate this.” Claudy also noted how the
NAB has made public presentations of Washington, DC radio broad-
casts “that also prove that crosstalk can happen due to 3rd adjacent

channel interference.”

As this very public debate heated up, both sides were taking pivotal
steps that could move LPFM closer to reality - or significantly scale it
back. Immediately after its Monday press briefing, the Commission
went ahead with a lottery to determine the order in which LPFM
license applications will be accepted (see chart below). The first batch
of applications will be processed in late May. “Six months from today,
the first low power radio stations may be on the air,” FCC Chairman
Bill Kennard said as he kicked-off the lottery process. “Unfortunately,

there are those who have been working nonstop to keep those first

small stations from going on the air.”

Kennard was referring to unrelenting lobbying by NAB of Congress
to pass H.R. 3439, the bipartisan bill offered by Rep. Mike Oxley (R-
OH) and Frank Pallone (D-NJ) that has already been okayed by two
House committees. Two days after the FCC lottery, the House
Commerce Committee added a significant amendment to the “Radio
Preservation Act:” The FCC would be barred from eliminating 3rd adja-
cent channel protections until after conducting tests in nine urban, sub-
urban, and rural markets by February 2001. At that time, Congress
would rule on whether to relax interference standards. Until then, 3rd
adjacent protections remain. This would reduce the number of low
power outlets by approximately 70 percent. “The amended legislation
sends a very powerful message from Congress about the importance of
preserving interference-free radio,” NAB President/CEO Eddie Fritts
said in a statement. With a growing list of co-sponsors (158 at
presstime), the bill moves next to the full House for a vote. It needs 218
votes to pass, around 300 to over-ride a possible veto by President

Clinton, a Kennard supporter.

The
order of the five groups was determined by lottery on March 27. Applications from Group 1 will be accepted in a five day filing window to be
announced at the end of April, 30 days before the first day of the filing window. The remaining groups will file applications in subsequent three-

month intervals.

tion “in the next couple
weeks.” Stern then asked, “Do
I have to sign for five years?
How do you project five years
down the line?” He also
added, “I've been doing radio
for a long time and | love it
Also, “I'm serious about [TV
programming]. It's not a joke.”
We've heard the retirement
allusions and rhetoric before
and have come to accept
them as his way of helping
contract negotiations along.
Even so, it seems differ-
ent this time around. It
depends who you ask — and
let's get one thing straight, not
one single PD of a Stern
show affiliate would speak on
the record for this article —
but, the resounding theory
among those affiliate PDs is
that if Howard were to walk
away, the likelihood of his
departure is stronger than
ever before. No one really
thinks Stern /s going to walk
away just yet, but there is a
growing theory that Howard’s
already budding television
production career is his future
and the radio days are possi-
bly nearing a sunset. Some
even feel that his personal life
being dragged across the air-
waves and New York City
tabloids could be starting to
take their toll. No matter the
reason, the thought is out
there among programmers
that the end could be near.
So where does that leave
the PDs of the stations that
Stern is heard on? “We gain a
lot of credibility with Howard,”

explained a Stern affiliate PD.
“It ensures that we are a pre-
set in people’s cars. But the
reality is, if Howard goes his
own way, it's a scary thing to
think about.”

Words like scary, devas-
tating, damaging, irreplace-
able, and disastrous flow
freely from affiliate PD
mouths. The implications of
Stern’s departure for any sta-
tion are enormous. Each
would be facing the loss of a
top-notch morning show and
imaging figure, morning rat-
ings base, and a huge rev-
enue generator. A new show
would need to be developed,
hired, or imported via syndica-
tion to replace Stern. Com-
petitors would suddenly have
a chance to compete on a
level playing field, as a lot of
listeners would be cut free
and looking for a new home.
It would be a whole new ball-
game on many levels.

“Even though we focus a
lot on marketing our morning
show,” said the PD of a station
that competes against Stern
(who also wanted to remain
anonymous). “We would real-
ly try to market to the listeners
who have been cut loose from
his show. Currently, we don’t
even bother trying to put a
bonus for number one morn-
ing drive in the 18-34 demo.
We have faith in our morning
show, but let’s be realistic, we
are competing against Stern.
Our goal is to be number one
in every daypart, except morn-
ings, where we want to be
number two.”

Surprisingly, some of the
PDs we talked to already have
contingency plans in case
Stern’s show does go south
and he retires. “It would be
like a balloon popped,” admit-
ted one PD. “But, it would
allow me to become a whole
program director again by
working with and building a
morning show. With Stern, my
job doesn't start until he
leaves the air. | have thought
about what we would do and
have some very definite plans
that could be implemented
very quickly. I'm ready.”

Ready or not, it's still a
daunting task that each Stern
affiliate would face in replac-
ing, arguably, the most suc-
cessful man in the history of
syndicated radio. While each
station would have its own set
of problems to address, what
would become of Howard’s
supporting cast? Would all
those appearances plugged at
the end of Stern’s show disap-
pear? What would happen to
Robin, Jackie, Fred, Gary and
the gang?

(This is where the screen
would fade to a dream
sequence.)

Robin Quivers retires
from radio, becomes a New
York City socialite and makes
monthly appearances on
Roger Ebert & the Movies.
One week after the last Stern
show, Gary Dell’ Abate finally
gets his shot as an MTV VJ
and is fired one week later
after his breath sends Kurt
Loder into toxic shock, but not
before getting a lucrative

Crest endorsement deal. Fred
Norris becomes a B movie
actor and continues voice-
over work. Jackie Martling
returns to stand up comedy
and becomes the wacky
neighbor on Everybody Loves
Raymond. His wife portrays
herself on the show.
Stuttering John joins
Mancow’s show. in the final
show, K.C. admits he is gay,
storms out of the building and
is never heard from again.
Coincidentally, two weeks
later, a masked gay WWF
wrestler, Mr. Microphone,
appears on the scene as part
of the league’s new diversifi-
cation program.

(Fade back to reality.)

Okay, maybe not. But
these are just some of the
hypothetical scenarios that
were relayed to us.

If Stern does decide to
call it quits, radio will be left
with a cavernous personality
void. The dime-a-dozen Stern
clones would be left to feast
upon the carcass of an empire
like radio has never seen
before. One PD asked, “How
long do you think it would be
before Opie & Anthony were
campaigning for that slot at K-
Rock?” Even with the
prospect of success with Son
Of The Beach and other tele-
vision ventures, chances are
that Stern isn’t ready to walk
away just yet. After all, it's still
the daily grind of the radio
show that drives and defines
the essence of Howard Stern.

As a manager, you should always stay not toe
close but not too far away from your staff. If
they come to you, assuming you care, then
help. However, as a general rule of thumb, |
believe that unless something personal is
affecting their performance or their duties at the
radio station, stay away and keep your own life
in order.

Airchecking is a constant evaluation and duty
of a PD. You don’t have to wait for a formal sit
down to help a radio personality grow and
improve. | try to aircheck full and part-timers
with a sit down one-on-one at least once a
week. However, after time, every other week
should suffice with a talented staff. The excep-
tion of course would be a morning show. You
should try to meet and brainstorm with them
every day.

Could it be your timing? Your approach? | find
that people return your calls more when they
feel like it is productive from their end. In this
day of “voice mail, try to leave something spe-
cific as to what you need and how they can
help. Just a general, “Hey, it's me, call me
back” message always finds its way to the bot-
tom of a list of “to do’s.”

Electric shock dog collars have worked for us.
We all have crutches. Like they say at AA,
“Recognizing the problem is the first step in
curing it” If | notice a crutch, | ask the jock at
the next aircheck meeting what they think their
crutches are. If they identify it, chances are it
will be corrected sooner. If they don't, go
through a tape with them and see if they can
identify it then. If they still can't, leave a mes-
sage for that major market PD and see if they
have any part-timers that are ready.

Very gently! Anyone is willing to hear somg
constructive criticism when it can have an
immediate and definite positive affect on his or
her goals. Nowadays, more often than not, that
means, “How can it improve the bottom line?”
Show them that you have thought a lot about
the why's and how’s. Put it in writing. Address
the needs and goals they had in mind when
they made the decision you feel is wrong.
Show them how your vision will benefit them,
and not just you personally.

* Radio broadcasters, who already pay licensing fees to BMI and
ASCAP for the rights to broadcast music on the air, should be exempt
from paying additional fees to stream those same broadcasts on the
Web. That's the argument made by the NAB in a suit filed against the
RIAA, March 28 in federal court in New York’s southern district.
Broadcasters want the court to rule that streaming their signal on the
Web is not in violation of the Digital Millennium Copyright Act of 1998,
which affects Internet radio stations. They feel stations shouldn’t have
to pay an additional fee just because they stream on the Web. "Congress
never intended for over-the-air radio stations that also stream their sig-
nals on the Internet to be subjected to new expensive copyright royalty
fees,” NAB Sr. VP of Corporate Communications Dennis Wharton said.

Music Workout

With winter over, it's time to get in shape for
spring. Just as you may be planning to get out
and exercise more, it's time to do the same
thing with your music rotations. Here, then, are
my 10 tips for healthier music rotations:

. T
programmingf

1.

First Things First — Get your music test
done before the start of the book. If you
can’t get it done in time for the start of this
book, get it done as soon as possible and
make a note for the next time to schedule
your test before everyone else does.

Look At Yourself In The Mirror — Do you
frequently check on whether or not the
rotations that you're getting now are any
good? Some programmers assume that
their music scheduling software will do all
the work for them. But the system is only
as good as you make it.

Start With A Checkup — The first step is
to look over the play histories for each cat-
egory in the last month. Are there too
many songs that almost never get sched-
uled? If so, does there seem to be a logi-
cal reason why? The most important thing
is to be able to spot the problem in the first
place. Even if you're not sure how to solve
it, there are plenty of places to get help.

Don’t Forget About Cross-Training -
Looking at the rotations for what has
already been scheduled won't tell the
whole story. After all, you've been filling
holes and massaging the logs each day
when you schedule. You also need to see
what the computer can do by itself.
Schedule ahead for a month, without mak-
ing any changes, then check to see how
well the computer does. This will give you
a true picture of the weak spots in your
system.

Work With A Spotter — It may be easier to
let your Music Director do all the schedul-
ing, but you need to check the logs and the

rotations periodically to make sure they
look the way you want them to. If they
don't, find out if it's the result of a flaw in
the scheduling rules, or a philosophical dif-
ference between you and your MD about
what the priorities should be. If it’s the lat-
ter, sit with your MD while he or she edits
the log and talk about what the priorities
should be.

Increase Your Reps — Play the best songs
more often. Go through your entire library
with a critical eye toward what people real-
ly want to hear. Why play anything margin-
al? Some stations have made this a sys-
tematic part of their pre-book prepara-
tions. They use an expand-and-contract
philosophy where they play a somewhat
broader list outside of the book, then tight-
en it down during the survey. This creates
a periodic freshening of the library while
allowing the station to piay the best music
when it counts the most. Other stations
accomplish something similar by jockeying
the rotations of their primary and sec-
ondary categories to let the list “breathe”
outside of the book.

Don’t Forget The Fiber — Clean out the
system...by dumping rules. Most stations
use too many rules in the scheduling
process. Only use the rules you absolutely
have to have to stop bad things from hap-
pening. If you're new to your position as
PD, feel free to overhaul the rules and cod-
ing system left over from the previous
regime. In many cases, this is preferable
since everyone hears their station differ-
ently.

Trim The Fat — The single biggest flaw in
most music stations’ rotations is letting the
list of recurrents become bloated with too
many songs. If your power songs sudden-
ly go from playing several times a day in
“A” to playing once every day and a half,
your recurrents are too slow. Sometimes

this is a result of just forgetting to move
songs back to the gold categories.
Sometimes it's putting marginal songs into
recurrent that should rightfully have been
put to sleep. Either way, you end up not
playing the best songs often enough.

Balance In All Things — Designing great
clocks is great, but if the music doesn’t
come out of the speakers the way it was
designed on paper, all your hard work was
for naught. Be sure that the jocks know
which songs they can drop. This is more
important than ever when most digital sys-
tems require you to overschedule each
hour. | often find situations where the drop
policy is ambiguous, leaving the jocks to
drop what they want to drop. Even if the
jocks follow your orders perfectly, the
sound of the station may be skewed.
Clocks are drawn up with an overall bal-
ance in mind, but which categories get
dropped can have a profound affect on
that balance. If you're always dropping
older songs, you may end up with a music
mix that is more current than you had
intended. Ask the jocks how many songs
they actually need. Why have 13-song
clocks for hours when they only play 117

Find A Personal Trainer — Get someone
outside the station to help if you find any
problems. Use your consultant, VP of
Programming or another PD in your clus-
ter as sounding boards. Have them review
your system and pass along their observa-
tions, as well as a few new tricks.

duction team, the nation’s premier consultancy,
Jacobs Media, tremendous corporate support, and
a remarkable GM in Dave Paulus. Dave’s not pick-
ing tunes — thank goodness — but you can’t
underestimate the positive impact he’s had on the
station. He’s a true “manager,” and every one of us
has been influenced by his leadership.

Nice suck-up job, but you must have done some- I
thing special in the fall. Tell us about your key |
promotions.
We kicked the book off with our third annual }
Lunatic Luau. It was a I ttle party for 20,000 with
Kid Rock, Sevendust, Fowerman 5000, Staind, and
11 other bands. Not a bad deal for $9.99, eh? We
then rolled into our major book promotion, a
forced-listening, Y2K-themed contest. We gave
away 2K every weekday for a month. Winners also
received a “Y2K Survival Pack,” which included
Y2KY-Jelly, Y2K-opectate, a year’s supply of Y2
Mary-K, etc. The whole Y2K thing inspired some
very silly, creative production.

As you mentioned, Norfolk has been a trouble-
some market for Arbitron when it comes to get-
ting young men to return their diaries. Part of
that has to do with the area’s large military popu-
lation. Another contribiuting factor is that Norfolk
is one of the few Top 50 markets that didn’t buy
the 70 percent sample increase. Has that changed?
How did Male 25-34 and Male 18-24 proportional-
ity look in the fall, ancdl do you feel it helped your
fall ratings?

I took a quick look at the in-tabs and didn’t see
anything that looked radically different from previ-
ous books. So 1 can’t imagine that was a factor. As
for the future, I'm hapry to report that, after ardu-
ous negotiations — both Jesse Jackson and Henry
Kissinger are rumored to have been involved - we
are getting a sample increase, effective this spring.
We're all very excited about it. Our excitement will
dissipate rapidly, however, if our ratings go down.

Where there any changes in the market that may
have helped "NOR in the latest book?
Only as far as rank is concerned. A station

switched to Soul Classics and made an immediate
impact 25+. They hurt Urban powerhouse WOWI,
knocking them from 1st to 6th 25-54. That ensured
our #1 25-54 status. But there were no changes
among our direct format competitors. If anything,
you might have expected us to go down, since this
was the first full book for WROX (96X) following
their return to Alternative from CHR. But that
doesn’t seem to have affected us.

Describe the competitive marketplace.

Under the broad Rock umbrella there’s 96X and their sister, Triple A
WKOC (The Coast); Modern AC WPTE (The Point); and our sister
Classic Hits station, WAFX (The Fox). “99 was a great year for the
Fox, and The Point has been one of the highest-rated Modern ACs
in the country. We all co-exist beautifully — there’s none of that silly
radio-wars stuff you find in other markets. We're just one big,
happy family. There’s a lot of love.

Morning men Tommy & Rumble obviously are a big part of
WNOR'’s continued success. What's the secret behind their consis-
tency?

In a word, alcohol. Seriously, there’s no secret. They're funny ... very
funny. And creative. And smart. They're gifted writers who can also
ad-lib with the best of “em. Given all that, you might expect them to
be egomaniacal bastards. And you’d be right. Hey, I'm kidding.
Actually, they’re great guys, and notably humble, given their
immense talent. I enjoy excellent relationships with both of them —
the kind of relationships a man can only enjoy with another man.

It's important to note that Tommy and Rick have the benefit of a
great support staff. News Director Nikki Reed is a unique talent
herself. A much better description of her job would be news person-
ality. What other news directors do character voices, write lewd
song parodies, and star in “fashion shows” on the Internet? Recently
she began doing news via ISDN for our Springfield, MA station
(WAQY) and she’s already made a tremendous impact there. Sports
Director Rod Fitzwell is one of those lucky “discoveries” who
began here in promotions and somehow wormed his way onto the
air. He’s a lovable goofball who also happens to be wildly talented.
No written description can possibly do him justice — you’ve gotta
hear him in action. Ditto for producer Chuck “The Intern” Cooney.
He has this weird, high-pitched voice. That alone would be enough
to make him valuable on air. But he also happens to be a superb
writer, excellent producer (he doubles as the station’s Image
Production Director), and the nicest human being on the planet.

Tell us about the Tommy & The Rumblers band, which you are
part of.

Actually, this is one thing for which I'll take credit... or is it blame?
Depends on who you ask. As a musician — yes, I use that term

loosely — I'd always wanted to put together a
radio station band... preferably one without
“ringers.” And things just fell into place beau-
tifully. First, I discovered to my delight that
song parodies were a strength of the morning
show. I also learned that Chuck was a dyna-
mite drummer. My first hire, Production
Director Allen Hite (now mornings at
WMGK/Philly), turned out to be a helluva
bass player. I play keys, so all we were missing
was a guitarist. [ solved that little problem
when [ brought in Tim Parker as
APD/MD/afternoons. I actually knew of i
Cerrito, who's no slouch on the axe himself.
I've often told Tim the only reason I hired him
was because he played guitar. The fact that he
had several years of programming experience
and was an exceptional on-air talent had noth-
ing to do with it.

Anyway, mere days after Tim arrived we began rehearsals for our
first gig. That was December, 1994. I really had no idea if the listen-
ers would care. But 1,800 people showed up, and the reaction blew
us all away. Things just built from there. The third year was our
first sellout: 2,500 idiots actually paid $9.99 each to see us! Each
subsequent show has sold out faster. The best thing about the
shows — other than the free sex, of course — is that they’ve
enabled us to raise thousands of additional dollars for our
Christmas Wish Fund.

Gives us a rundown on the rest of the airstaff.

Sonja Mortensen handles middays. I took a chance on her a few
years back, shortly after she graduated from college, and she’s
made me look really good! It's been a joy to watch her develop into

a truly exceptional personality. Tim’s one of the smoothest jocks
you've ever heard, with one of those amazingly deep, resonant
voices that only come from years of hard drinkin’. He probably
does more as APD than a lot of PDs. Scott Nicholson is rock solid
in overnights. Then there’s Jennifer White, who does “Extreme
99.”

Tell us about Jennifer and “Extreme 99,” which you implemented
last year in nights.

Jennifer is the ideal person to host “Extreme 99.” She’s a smart 'n’
sassy 23-year-old with a very “colorful” vocabulary. Some of the
stuff that comes out of her mouth just floors me — particularly
when she’s on the air. I refer to her as my “arbiter of hip.” She
reads everything. She watches everything. She loves wrestling.
‘Nuff said.

Musically, how different is “Extreme 99” from the rest of the
dayparts?

Extremely different, as you’d expect. Aside from Metallica, there’s
no “mainstream” Rock, and virtually nothing more than 10 years

old. Several currents an hour. No stinkin” bal-
lads. Not for the faint of heart. You get the
idea.

How has the station fared with the recent
abundance of music from Rap/Metal artists?
Is there any backlash from the upper demos?
This is the type of music that gets “1’s” and
”5’s” ... there’s no middle ground. You either
love it or you hate it. With rare exceptions, the
18-24s love it and the 25-plusers hate it.
Anyone who does research knows that. Now if
we didn’t care about 25+ we’d pound
Rap/Rock in all dayparts. But my GM does
care about 25+ ... a lot. And I care about my job
... a lot. So we deal with it very carefully. We're
not fond of “backlash.” I got enough of that
when I worked at R&R.

Do you have any specific criteria for adding
new music?

Well, we prefer to add hits. We find playing a
song 300 times only to discover no one really cares about it coun-
terproductive. Unfortunately, few people can consistently predict
what will be a hit. Everybody claims they can, but I'm under no
such delusions. So we muddle along. Sometimes we take the lead
and are the guinea pigs. Other times we leave that role for our
peers.

How has WNOR taken to the Internet?

I know this is a shocker, but we’ve found that the more scantily
clad women we feature on the Web site, the more hits we get. My
on-air nickname is “Big Bird” (don’t ask), and I'm terribly proud to
say "Bird’s Babes” is one of the site’s most popular pages. Actually,
it’s the database we’ve been able to put together as a result of the
Web site that’s the key. For example, several thousand people
received a daily email from us during our Y2K contest. That kind
of direct, one-on-one listener contact can’t hurt. In fact, if there’s
one thing I'd point to as potentially having had a major impact on
our numbers, it’s the Web site/database.

Apart from the Web site, do you market "NOR on the Internet? If
so, how?

We've investigated “Net marketing, but haven't yet felt comfort-
able enough with it to take the plunge.

Have you been able to use the Internet as a source of non tradi-
tional revenue?
You mean you can actually make money from the *Net?

Saga has an enviable reputation. Tell us about working for the
company.
I'm one lucky 5.0.B. Just look at what the hell’s been going on the

past few years! There’s a station in this
market that’s literally had eight different
owners since I've been here. It's mind-bog-
gling. For example, I'm having dinner
recently with [Island Def Jam’s] Scott
Douglas and he says something about “sit-
ting with the guys around an intercom.” I
look at him blankly and he says, “You
know, the guys at Entercom.” It took me a
second before | remembered that Entercom
recently bought a bunch of stations in the
market! They bought them from Sinclair,
who bought them from Heritage, who
bought them from...  have no idea. So
while [ can’t say why we did so well in the
Fall, I can sure tell you why we’ve been
successful in the long haul: consistency.
We’ve had the same owner, Group PD
Steve Goldstein, and consultant Fred
Jacobs for 17 years. We've had the same
morning guy, Tommy Griffiths, for 10
years. We've had the same Marketing
Director, Lisa Namerow Roebuck, for eight
years. I've been here seven years. It’s a privilege to work for
a company that values programming, that looks at the big
picture, that’s not just concerned with the next acquisition,
“economies of scale,” and the stock price. We haven’t added
spots, we haven’t added remotes, we're not eliminating jobs.
Heck, we still have one PD per station. How “retro” is that?

Steve Goldstein has said one of the reasons he gave you
your first PD job some seven years ago was that he knew
you could instill and inspire creativity between the records.
Give us a recent example.

The Road Rage tour just came through, so we had a “Road
Rage Weekend.” Qualifiers won tickets to the show and one
of these big, red foam middle fingers we had produced. The
grand prize was a limo ride for the winner and nine friends,
plus a blowup doll “so you can use the HO.V. lanes whenev-
er you want.” There’s a local TV guy named Andy who does
this "Road Rebel” thirg where he stands in the road and
chastises errant drivers. Tommy had just parodied him in a
bit. Meanwhile, the big news item from the previous week
was this school bus driver who was caught driving drunk
with a busload of elementary school kids. So the cue-to-call
was, “be the ninth caller whenever you hear Andy get run
over by a drunken school bus driver.” Tasteless, perhaps...
but quite funny.

We really take pride in our cue-to-calls. We figure if we're
gonna play something once an hour for a
day or two it had better be good.
Chuck’s masterpiece is probably
the one we used for our “S&M
Weekend.” Now [ can’t imag-
ine we're the only station that
gave away Metallica CDs
and called it an S&M
Weekend. We're probably
not the only station that gave
away whips along with the
CDs. But I'm pretty confident
we're the only station who's
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Laminare from ‘NOR’s Lunatic Luau.

cue-to-call featured Jason Newsted get-
ting whipped! Amazing what you can do
with an old Metallica ID and an AE with a
sexy voice — it sounded quite realistic.

As a former trade editor whose job was
to report on what was going on at Rock
radio and in the industry in general, do
you continue to follow what’s going on
with the industry at large, or does pro-
gramming your station and having a life
outside the station preclude that?

I don’t keep up anymore, but it’s not nec-
essarily because I'm too busy; it’s just not
a priority anymore. When [ was at R&R, 1
made it my business to know the players,
the calls, the moves, and the gossip. That
was what the job required. Prior to R&R, I
didn’t know squat about that stuff. I got
into radio “cause | loved doing radio:
announcing, writing, and producing. I've
never been nearly as interested in the
“biz” itself. In fact, the main reason why I
became a PD so late in life was to avoid falling victim to the
Peter Principle and “rise to my level of incompetence.” Too
often people get promoted into jobs for which they’re not
necessarily suited. I feared management would take me too
far away from the creative side. But that hasn’t been the case.
Saga’s given me the flexibility to continue to do what I love.
You're just as likely to find me in the production studio

today as you would have 20 years ago... much to Chuck’s
chagrin. Only real difference is the equipment — and the lack
of drugs.

What challenges do you see ahead for Rock radio?

Hmmm, let’s see. Oh, yeah... there’s that Internet thing. I've
also read something about satellite radio. Seriously, I find it
difficult to wax poetic about stuff like this, particularly when
it comes to an entire format. It's why I respectfully declined
to participate in your Y2K Predictions article back in
December. I just don't really know what'’s going to happen. I
stay informed, of course, but I stay focused on what’s hap-
pening now and in the short-term. I was gratified to learn I'm
not the only one who thinks that way. In The Power Of
Simplicity Jack Trout says, “Predicting the future is an exer-
cise in delusion,” and then proceeds to trash the whole idea
of long-term planning. Here’s an example that hits close to
home: When I got here in 1993 we were playing Boston,
Journey, and Elton John. No one could have predicted that
seven years later we'd be playing Metallica, KoRn, and Tool.
So I don’t necessarily know what the specific challenges will
be. What I do know is we'll meet them head on, and we’ll
prevail.

Toasting Ratings Success

Up Close with WNOR/Norfolk PD Harvey Kojan

arvey Kojan
was destined to be in radio. Born in the “rural township
of Brooklyn, New York in 1955 (his words), Kojan began
his career by voicing play-by-play into a tape recorder at
local high school basketball games — while imperson-
ating Marv Albert. His love of sports and broadcasting
came together in college when he did play-by-play (for
real). The NYC native moved upstate and went pro in 76
at WQBK/Albany. That gig ended when management
learned he didn't have a valid FCC license. After a four-
year stint at crosstown WPYX, Kojan headed to
WGRQ/Buffalo for mornings and quickly realized he
hated getting up at 4:00 am. Fired from that job (as a
tearful Paul Heine looked on), Kojan headed south to
the afternoon drive slot at KL.OL/Houston, where he
was eventually named MD. The coast then called as he
was hamed AOR Editor at R&R in 1987 beginning his
‘rapid descent from industry darling to the most hated
man in AOR" - again, his words. In February 1993, Kojan
returned to his true love, radio, and the PD post at
WNOR/Norfolk.

The station is coming off an incredible Fall Book. Care to share
some highlights?

Wow, where do I begin? The entire book is a highlight. We jumped
6.1-7.8, which is our best 12+ in many, many years. Even more
important, we're #1 Adults 25-54 ... by a full point, no less. Not bad
for a station that bangs KoRn, Sevendust, and Rob Zombie in all
dayparts. We're #1 12+, 18-34, and 25-54 in both morning drive and
middays. Afternoon drive and nights also posted significant increas-
es. The numbers have allowed me to cut way back on the Xanax.

What do you attribute the ratings success to?

Brilliant programming? Nah. Truth is I don’t have a freakin’ clue.
Let me clarify that: I don’t know why we exploded right now. We
didn’t make any significant formatic changes. We didn’t do any
external marketing. Not that I'd ever impugn the reliability of our
current ratings system, but the numbers have been known to flucte
ate for no apparent reason. It doesn’t help that Norfolk consistently
is among the country’s most undersampled markets in the young
male cells. Given that, it's dangerous to claim that something specif-
ic caused our ratings to jump. What I can say definitively is that we
do a lot of things well, and it's been that way for a long time. I'm !
blessed with an excellent airstaff, an outstanding promotion and
marketing department led by Lisa Namerow Roebuck, a killer prge
