GEIGER'S FIRST HISS
Interview with KISF/Kansas City P_D_ Chuck Geiger

KFRC/San Francisco,
KCBQISan Diego, KWK and
KSLQISt. Louis,
KPKE/Denver, KDKBI
Phoenix, KWSSISan Jose,
KDON/Salinas-Monterey,
KZPS/Dallas, WPEZI
Pittsburgh... how'd you like
to have all of those large
market call letters on your
resume? No doubt about it,
when it comes to major
market air talent, Chuck
Geiger is among the elite.
But he was bitten by the
programming bug, and took
the P.D. gig at KWNZ/Reno
last year. He made the rat-
ings jump, and earned him-
self a programming shot in
a big market. He joined
KISF/Kansas City at the
beginning of this year, and
overhauled the beleaguered
Dance station, creating a
Midwest Modern Rock mon-
ster that is poised to tram-
ple the competition.

What happened in Reno? How did your
move to Kansas City come about?

After two great books, PTT Broadcasting,
the parent company of KWNZ, decided to sell
off their broadcast holdings. We had some
tire -kickers come into the station. Company
President Roy Robinson put a deal together
for the owner of crosstown KRNO to buy the
station. I was starting to
hear rumbles that the
P.D. of KRNO, Larry
Irons, was going to be
involved in the program-
ming of KWNZ. It was
"wake up and smell the
coffee" time. I realized
that after the first of the
year. there wasn't going to
be a position at KWNZ
with my name on it. I
started exploring other
possibilities, and I put a
package together for
Steve Dinkel, the KISF
GM. I interviewed there,
and after hearing the station, and talking to
Steve for awhile, I closed the door and said,
"The only way we can win here is if we do
New Rock, or an Alternative -lean CHR. I saw
a smile on his face. And I thought, "This could
be a good job." This all transpired during
December, which was good, because it's a
down time for the industry. I had lots of time
to come up with ideas, and pound them into
the lap top. I arrived in Kansas City on
January 3rd with the radio station in a com-
puter. Steve has been very supportive, and
given me the autonomy and the tools to turn
Kiss around.

Unlike most jocks who stay pretty much
within a specific format, or straddle two
formats that require a similar presenta-
tion style, you've jocked virtually every
format with the possible exception of
Tejano. How hard was it to adapt?

I learned how to do that working with the
late Bob Hattrik at Doubleday, at

KWK/St. Louis. He
was a master strate-
gist. We beat KSLQ
basically with an AM
stick. Our FM didn't
come on until late in
the battle. Then, Bob
walks in one day and
says, "Now, we go
after KSHE." We
were a chameleon.
We set up a radio
station, beat the
CHR, then changed
the format of the sta-
tion and went after
the big AOR. We kept

the same CHR vibe going, but reduced the
energy level, and made the presentation a lit-
tle hipper. I went on to several AORs and
CHRs after that, and I never had a problem
adapting.

Many people would have a problem
adapting. How about the rest of the
KWK staff?

We had Bruce Vidal, of KIIS/L.A. fame, and
Larry Moffett, who's now part of the morn-
ing show here at KYYS/Kansas City. They
were flipping out, saying, "How do we do
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this?" I said, "Relax, and bring the presenta-
tion down a little bit." The basic differences
between people who do the high energy for-
mats and the people who do the more laid
back formats is that usually the people in the
Rock formats are music heads, while the peo-
ple doing CHR, AC, or Country are radio peo-
ple. We've seen a change here at KISF. We
encompass some of the Rock and Alternative
areas here, so the jocks have to pay more
attention to the music. It's real important to
be plugged in to the music in this format. It
wasn't hard for me to adapt, but it was diffi-
cult for other people. That's why you have
lots of people who have done one format all
their lives.

Musically, which format is your favorite?

CHR. Because of the spotlight on the format,
and the attention that's paid to it. The vibe is
there. And it's a whole lot more fun than
doing Classic Rock. Let's face it... would you
rather play Plowed by Sponge, or Crocodile

Rock by Elton John?

During your major market travels,
which P.D. did you learn the most from?
Who inspired you?

Dave Popovich; Gerry Cagle; Jerry
Clifton; Dave Van Stone; Bill Richards;
and at KFRC-FM/San Francisco, Kevin
Metheny taught me a lot about ratings
methodology, and how to position a radio sta-
tion. He's a master. In the AOR arena, I
learned a lot from John Larson, Bob
Hattrik, and John Sebastian, who, when
you think about it, was about ten years
ahead of his time, programming AAA -type
stations ten years before they became popu-
lar. And let me jump on the bandwagon now...
I think we're all learning a lot from Steve
Smith. This guy's a master at combining
street and science, and in being able to feel
that a direction is working. When he talks, I
listen. I still talk to Mike Preston at WPLJ
a lot, regarding what he's doing in

with Y100. And I've been talking with B97's
Scott Wright, who I've known for about 20
years. He helped me reposition KWNZ for the
Fall of '94, and offset the Alternative station
there that got pretty hot. He's a good common
sense radio guy who knows how to cut
through the road block in my brain, and
make something work.

When you made the decision to become
a program director, how did you go
about landing that P.D. gig?

I had always been an A.P.D., at stations like
KWSS, KFRC-FM, KPKE, and KDKB. I
always had a little more to offer than just
being on the air, so I got involved with pro-
duction, programming, and research in some
cases. That really helps. I recommend that
any jocks who are looking to get into pro-
gramming take on as much responsibility at
their stations as possible. That will help fuel
your interest, and help you climb the experi-
ence ladder. The mistake that I made was
landing that first CHR P.D. gig at KDON,
then quitting to go be a jock at X100 in San
Francisco. I was able to rise into a program-
ming position at KFRC-FM, but was again
lured away by a high profile jock position,
mornings on KZPS/Dallas. After a year and
a half, my services were no longer needed.
When you're sitting on the beach, you have a
lot of time to think. That's when I said,

recommend that any jocks who
are looking to get into programming

take on as much responsibility at
their stations as possible."

"That's it. I'm going to program!" I've had fun
being a jock, but I'm 40 now, and it's time to
make a change, and hang up the Koss Pro
4AA's... if you can still find those.

Upon arriving at KISF, you wasted little
time changing the format. What factors
led to your decision?

A review of the marketplace. After talking with
GM Steve Dinkel, and with M.D. Booker
Madison, and other individuals that I net-
work with about the soundscape of the Kansas
City marketplace, I ascertained that there was
a big hole for an Alternative station. There
were format alterations in the marketplace
that opened up the hole. KCFX, a Classic Rock
station, flipped to the greatest hits of the '70s,
ignoring a lot of deep library material. At that
point, heritage AOR KY102 started cutting
back on the currents, and jumped into the
Classic Rock arena, covering the material that
The Fox had given up. Then KQRC, the low
end AOR, cut back on bands like STP,
Candlebox, Pearl Jam, etc. They're still in
the library, but they cut back on the emphasis,
focusing more on the Hard Rock bands like
Ozzy, Rush, The Scorpions... bands that had
been abandoned by the other two stations. And
KMXV, the other CHR in the market, moved
into more of a rhythmic posture under Steve
Wall. The hole was right there. It hit us over
the head like a ten ton mallet. The industry
perception is that this is an Alternative sta-
tion, but we're a Top 40 station that just does-
n't play any syrupy songs or Dance songs.
Following the flip, we immediately started to
see growth, both in audience, and revenue. We
started to see new business come in. It started
with clubs, but quickly expanded to Coors,
Budget Rent-A-Car, McDonalds, and Coke.

How long did it take for you to focus the
station, and get it sounding the way that
you wanted it to sound?

Within the past couple of weeks, it's come
together. The library's gotten real tight -
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about 200 titles, the production elements and
topicals are right on track, and the jocks have
learned how to properly execute the format.
They're off-the-wall, but still concise. The
raps are delivered with brevity. Listeners
don't seem to mind talk in this format, as
long as it's good information. This staff was
real good at adjusting very quick. The evolu-
tion just sort of happened naturally. It was
"Jack and the Beanstalk." I planted the
magic seed, and watched it grow.

How many of the original staffers were
retained?

The morning show left us. Boomer and The
Dave moved on. I believe that Boomer is
working with former P.D. Mark Feather in
Denver, and Dave Turnbaugh is working at
the NAC station across the street. A start-up
personality morning show is tough to do in
this market, due to the competition. You have
Randy Miller at the Young Country station;
Max, Tanna, and Moffett at KY102, the
mainstay of the market; KQRC has a dual
personality morning show, Johnny Dare and
Murphy; the AC's have strong personality
morning shows; and KMXV has hired a fabu-
lous morning show, Danny Douglas from
KJ103/Oklahoma City. He's as hot as Kidd
Kraddick, or Rocket at Sweet 98/Omaha.
We looked at the morning show, and decided
that it's gotta be real fast and real quick, just
like the other elements on the station. We
started March 1st with Ed Parriera, my
A.P.D. from KWNZ, and Jay Charles from
KLZR/Lawrence, an Alternative station. We
call it the music first morning show. They
offer personality, but the show is still music
driven, with 10 songs an hour. Also, our late
night guy, Ed Atkins, left to join Mark in
Denver as well. Booker Madison, our Music
Director/night jock, and Paige Turner, our
midday jock and Promotions Director, stayed,
as did late night jock/Production Director
Mark Daniels. I do afternoons... the big
hockey puck program.

How did the initial ratings look?

We were ecstatic! We had a 110% increase in
18-34 women, from a 2.9 to a 6.1. In specific
audience, we look great in all of the impor-
tant female demos. 18-34 persons was up 52%
overall. And our weekends were real strong.
I'm a firm believer that weekends set the
stage for the rest of the week. All of the day -
parts were up. The 12+ was only up 2.2-2.6,
but we stopped the erosion from the disas-
trous Fall '94 book. We've set the stage for
what we hope will be a tremendous Spring
book.

What special programming do you do on
those all-important weekends?

We do double play and all request weekends,
'80s weekends, and soon I'm going to do a
New Rock A to Z weekend, and play the
whole library in order.

We briefly touched on the positive
advertiser response to the format. How's
the feedback been from the sales staff?

They're elated. They're getting buys from
agencies that previously turned their noses
up at this station. Many agency people are

into the production room with the Production
Director and banging it out than to fax some-
thing to another city, and explaining to some-
body else what you're looking for. I've also
been able to emphasize a certain style, which
everyone will hear on FMQB CD Aircheck
Volume 17, coming soon! We're pretty heavily
produced. We have special sweepers that set
up the '80s songs that we play. It's tough to
segue from STP's Interstate Love Song right
into The Safety Dance. So we break it up with
a sweeper. We do hour starters, and fast
closers, to close stop sets. Recorded promos
are short... 10 to 15 seconds max on every-
thing.

right in the demo, and they find themselves
listening to the radio station. Business is up
about 30 to 40% from what it was last year.
In addition to the advertisers that I men-
tioned before, the concert business is through
the roof. Contemporary Productions, the
big concert promoter here, is using the sta-
tion as a vehicle not only for Alternative or
New Rock -type concerts, but for all shows.
The club business is through the roof. Car
dealerships that have never been on the sta-
tion are now on board. And we've been able to
put together some nice promotions for
Brands Mart, a large electronics store.

How produced is the station, and who
does the voices?

Your's truly does the voicework. The station
previously used L.A. Reid. The neat thing
about the old KISF was that the production
elements were pretty '90s. We've continued
the ideology of using a lot of audio punctua-
tors, and household or electronic sounds,
instead of a lot of laser zaps. Right away, we
secured Sean Caldwells's X-FX production
package, which doesn't have one laser on it. I
became the voice guy, because I found that it
was a lot easier to execute an idea by going

It's no secret that you'll have a new
Modern Rock competitor signing on
later this year. How do you prepare for
them, if at all?

I think that we're prepared already, because
we're still a CHR radio station. We can play
artists that they can't, like Hootie & The
Blowfish, Sheryl Crow, Melissa
Etheridge, and Van Halen. We already
have an Alternative station that penetrates
the market: KLZR/Lawrence, although they
don't put very much signal into Kansas City,
and don't really impact the ratings. Our
research tells us that this new competitor
won't put much more of a signal into the
market than KLZR, because their city of
license is Ottawa, Kansas, which is 50 miles
from the metro. From where they said that
their tower sight is going to be, it's going to
be difficult for them to put a city grade signal
into the market.

I've heard some people say that your sig-
nal isn't the best...

I checked that out when I first got here.
Driving around the market, I heard no signal
problems, except in the area where all of the

other transmitters are. There's a bluff in
Independence with a tower farm on it, and
we have a little problem right there. Lots of
people who came into town have had the
opportunity to drive around, and they've all
mentioned that the signal sounds great
everywhere. A&M's Lori Anderson got lost
trying to get to the airport, and took a tour of
the local freeway system. She reported that
we came in great everywhere. Thanks,
for being our guest Kansas City DXer of the
week! Look for Lori to do signal analysis in
your town soon! I believe that the signal
problem may have been used as an excuse by
some of my predecessors for not being able to
move the station forward. The tower is 28
miles out of the metro area, but it's a 100,000
watt C-1, and it sounds loud and proud all
over town.

So you handle the creative production,
program the station, and pull an air -
shift... how do you find enough hours in
the day?

Delegation. I've got a great A.P.D. in Ed
Parriera. He helps me work with scheduling,
and he works with the part time airstaff in
aircheck sessions, allowing me to focus on the
full timers. Paige Turner, our Promotions
Director, does an incredible job of taking
ideas, and putting together promotions that
work for both the listeners, the clients, and
the sales staff. And my M.D. Booker Madison
is one of the most plugged in music directors
that I've ever seen. And he "gets" the admin-
istrative area of radio too. He's able to take a
lot off my shoulders with music scheduling.
I've been able to teach him my ideology and
methodology of music scheduling. Lots of
P.D.s like to check the logs after the M.D. is
done scheduling I don't have to do that. I just
listen to the station, and I can hear that he's

laid out the music hour by hour perfectly, just
the way that it should be. Production
Director Mark Daniels takes my voicework,
puts it together, and makes it sparkle. He's
on the air from lOpm-2am, but he's in here at
1pm. He puts in 12 hour days five days a
week.

What kind of cool on -air promotions
have you done recently?

With this format, it's a little hard to do tradi-
tional CHR cash promotions, so we tend to
plug in musically. We're doing our first big
concert promotion, bringing the cranberries
and Toad The Wet Sprocket to town on
August 22nd at Sandstone Ampitheater.
We're calling it Kissfestone. We're promoting
the show, giving away tickets and product. We
have several Pearl Jam trips that we're giv-
ing away. The club scene here is incredible,
and we're wired in. We have a Memorial Day
promotion hooked up at the big water theme
park here. We're also going to have four local
bands, and we're also giving away a '95
Mustang. And we've teamed up with Coca
Cola to give away a new Ford Explorer. We're
going to get 107 listeners to "Kiss The Car."
Whoever remains puckered up to the
Explorer the longest gets it. Our sales staff
out -pitched KQRC, and we were dubbed the
official Coke Red Hot Summer station for the
first time. We're having lots of T-shirts made
up, both regular shirts, and Kiss Concert
shirts. We've had a new logo designed. In fact,
it's making its debut at the top of this inter-
view. And we're working on an idea that
worked really well for a lot of AOR stations
for many years - including KSHE/St. Louis -
of marketing your shirts, hats, keychains, etc.

in stores. We have a ton of music and club
outlets here that would be perfect vehicles for
something like this.

What research systems do you use?

We use MJM Research here in Overland
Park. They have some major corporate
clients. Their President, C.C. McCartney,
has been doing perceptual focus groups, audi-
torium testing, and call -out research for a
long time, and the information is really good.
We save money by having a major research
company in our backyard. We don't incur
those long-distance phone charges. After four
months of solid research, we've started to see
the trends that we should be seeing. In fact,
our research showed the same audience
increase that Arbitron did. We also look at
the SoundScan sales figures, and I track
other stations around the country via BDS.
We also track requests.

When it's time to get away from radio,
what's your favorite escape?

We take in a couple of new movies each
weekend, as a family, concert events, sporting
events, art galleries, and museums. However,
there's really no escape from this, because it's
a monster undertaking to make sure that
this station stays banging on all 8 cylinders,
keeping it perceptually correct, playing the
right research -proven titles to attract more
listeners to it, and to make sure that it stays
on course.

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MTV POLL REVEALS ATTITUDES OF THE TARGET GENERATION

Music Television announced the
results of the latest MTV Poll, a
national survey of 16-29 year -olds,
conducted bi-monthly by MW and
Peter D. Hart Research Associates.
The nationally representative tele-
phone survey of 804 young adults
between the ages of 16 and 29 was
conducted from April 11-13, 1995
and focused on young people's atti-
tudes about their generation, violence,
politics, health care, and more. The
survey has a margin of error of +1-
3.5 percent.

"This MTV Poll paints a very
poignant picture of the world that
young adults live in today," comment-
ed Gwen Lipsky, Senior Vice
President, Research and Strategic
Planning, MTV "They see themselves
as striving to overcome many social
ills which they have inherited, not
created." Lipsky, added, "One of the
challenges for young adults is over-
coming the negative stereotype of the
slacker which they feel is so contrary
to the reality of their lives."

Generation X on Generation X

A majority of young people (58 percent) con-
sider themselves to be part of a distinct gen-
eration in this country. They cite character-
istics including drugs (particularly crack
cocaine), more crime, gangs and violence as
well as their mastery of technology and
increased tolerance as primary factors that
set their generation apart.

From a provided list, young people chose
high-tech (56 percent), open-minded (50 per-
cent), angry (45 percent), survivors (43 per-
cent), and stressed -out (40 percent) as the
characteristics that best describe their gen-
eration. The characteristics they feel least
describe their generation are lucky (31 per-
cent), spiritual (28 percent), and slackers
(23 percent).

Among the young people surveyed, 31 per-
cent would use the term Twentysomething
to refer to their generation followed by
Generation X (30 percent), and slackers (15
percent).

Half of all 16-29 year -olds surveyed would
say that their elders have an unfavorable
impression of young people. Almost half (49
percent) of young people surveyed believe
the news media is "unfair and inaccurate" in
its reporting about their generation.

Eighty percent of young adults claim to be
personally happy, but there is a growing
unhappiness with the way things are going
in the country. Fifty-nine percent of the 16-
29 year -olds say that they are "unhappy
with the way things are going in the coun-
try" up from 50 percent as measured by the
MTV Poll conducted in February 1994. The
root of young adults' unhappiness is their
ongoing frustration over two issues - vio-
lence and lack of economic opportunity. The
16-29 year -olds surveyed cited crime/vio-
lence, the economy/unemployment, and
drugs as the most important issues facing
the country today.

Forty-nine percent of 16-29 year -olds sur-
veyed chose the 1990s as the worst time to
be a young person compared to the 1950s,
'60s, '70s and '80s. Fifty percent of those
cited violence as the main factor making the
1990s the worst time to be a young person,
followed by drugs (28 percent), AIDS (11
percent), and the lack of good jobs (10
percent).

Today's young adults feel that the strong
sense of personal and family security of past
generations is missing from their world.
They wish that they had the same prospects
for a bright, promising future that young
people in previous generations had.

Of current singers or musical groups,
Nirvana and Pearl Jam were cited as most
likely to symbolize the 1990s in the future.

Generation X and Politics

Funding for education is number one on the
list of priorities young adults want Congress
to address. Choosing from a provided list,
the majority of young people surveyed cited
"making higher education more affordable"
(36 percent), "fighting crime and violence"
(35 percent), and "reforming the welfare sys-
tem" (29 percent) as the most important
issues Congress needs to address.

The majority of young adults feel that nei-
ther party's policies will have much effect on
their lives.

When asked whether the policies proposed
by President Clinton make things "better,"
"worse," or "have no effect" on young people,
the majority (56 percent) feel there is no
effect, 18 percent feel President Clinton's
policies make things better, and 20 percent
feel the President's policies make things
worse. Forty-two percent feel that policies
proposed by the Republican Congress will
have no effect on young people, 21 percent
feel the Republican's policies will make
things better, and 28 percent feel the
Republican's policies will make things worse
for young people.

Generation X and Health Care

Sixty-nine percent of 16-29 year -olds sur-
veyed feel that "young people should be will-
ing to pay the same as older people for
insurance today, so they won't have to pay
more in the future when they are older and
their health care needs increase.

The majority of young people surveyed (76
percent) say they have a place that they
regularly go to for health care. Twenty-
three percent do not.

Thirty-two percent said they had not seen a
doctor, even though they wanted to, because
they were concerned about the cost.

Fifty-eight percent of young people surveyed
would be willing to take a good job that did
not offer health benefits.

A NEED TO LISTEN

"As the '96 elections start gearing up, it's
important that candidates hear what young
voters are saying," Lipsky added. "They are
not seeing progress from either political
party on the issues that are most important
to them, funding for higher education and
violence. They are willing to pay now to
solve long-term problems like health care
and the deficit, but they have little confi-
dence that their issues are being
addressed."

Early at WRQK, KWNZ, WBHT,
WMMS, WIFC, and WGRD.

NINE INCH NAILS Hurt (Nothing/TVT/Interscope/AG) 16 more FMQB reporters hopped
on this record, giving it a grand total of 541 spins on 34 stations. This may be by far
the most radio -friendly cut that they have released to radio, encompassing all the passion-
ate elements that make NIN such a unique act. Plenty of spins to support this gem last
week, including 20 or more spins at WBNQ, WPFM, WHYT, WENZ, KWOD,
and LIVE 105.

U2 Hold Me, Thrill Me, Kiss Me, Kill Me (Atlantic) The first release from the sound-
track of one of the most eagerly anticipated movies of the Summer, Batman Forever, is
this cut from a band that's no stranger to mainstream success. U2's latest utilizes gritty
riffs, hypnotic vocals, and a highly effective techno edge. Although not officially going for
adds at press time, that didn't stop the following stations from giving it instant spins: Z100,
WENZ, WLUM, and LIVE 105.

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TALENT TIPS
"Job Hunting In Advance"
-by Jay Trachman

Let's talk about your next job. You and I are
in the entertainment business, where no job is
forever. If you don't think about your next
move, you're evading a responsibility to your-
self. There's an old maxim about air talents:
there are only two kinds-those who have
been fired, and those who will be. Here are a
few tips to help make the path easier when
you find yourself job -hunting. The key word
here is: save!

Save every prep sheet you make for your
show. Somewhere in my ex -garage, is a big
carton of prep going back to 1969. Last time I
went through it carefully was when I
launched this service. It made things a lot
easier for me. Even if the materials is as it
should be) highly localized, the concepts will
probably pop up in other locations and con-
texts. If you can index your bits in a computer
for ready accessibility through key words, so
much the better.

Air check yourself frequently, and save
the best tapes. I recommend every day.
While your job situation is stable, they pro-
vide an opportunity for some self -guidance, a
chance to hear what phrases you're over-
using, what patterns you're falling into, which
bits came off brilliantly and which ones
flopped. When you're looking for work, you
shouldn't have to make an audition tape out
of one or two shows. it's easy to create a "best
of' tape when you've got it all there. Cassettes
are cheap. Creating one "on the spot" is hard.
Especially if you have to look for (and perhaps
pay for) a studio to do it in.

Save money. I wish I could take my own
advice better-but I have great admiration for
those who are good at it. It's a simple equa-
tion: the longer you can survive without a
paycheck, the more selective you can be about
your next job. I believe one of the most wide-
spread mistakes jocks make is to hire the
wrong boss. We do it out of desperation when
the bills are piling up and we're trying to live
on unemployment. It often takes six months
to find the "right" job in radio. Can you sur-
vive that long? You owe it to yourself.

Save contacts. When you meet other radio
people, jocks, sales or management, no matter
where, get a business card or at least a phone
number, and give them yours. And keep in
touch! Most good jobs in radio are not filled
through ads in the trades, but through con-
tacts. The more you have, the better off you'll
be. There are lots of places to meet other radio

people. Conventions are ideal, but even if you
never get to one, opportunities crop up here
and there. One of the best places to meet oth-
ers is on the computer nets. I'm one of the
operators of the Broadcast Professionals
Forum in CompuServe, so I'm partial to
that...but I know there are other such meet-
ing places in Prodigy, and on the Internet.

Save resumes and other documents in a
place you can find them. I have this red box
from an Old Spice gift set someone gave me -
probably thirty years ago - where I keep my
resume, letters of reference, birth certificates,
my social security card, college diploma, and
other personal items. When you sit down to
create or update a resume, it's nice to know
just when you worked for KJT, their address
and phone number, etc..

I view a franchise player somewhat different-
ly. We or she may not be high profile. He or
she may not be your program director, sales
manager, or morning host. But, make no mis-
take about his or her impact on the well-being
of the organization. Your "franchise player" is
every bit as valuable to you as Charles
Barkley is to the Phoenix Suns.

Your key player is the person who under-
stands that radio is both a business and
entertainment.

He is sensitive to the balance between sales
and programming.

She has a can -do attitude that creates a posi-
tive energy whenever she is around.

When you look for a job, you don't want your
presentation to look "last minute." One of my
firm rules for audition tapes: never send out a
package you have to apologize for in any way.
The only reason your tape shouldn't reflect
you at your best, is if you haven't been saving
your work all along. Eventually, that will cost
you money. You also don't want to be looking
for work while depressed or desperate. By
being well -prepared for the inevitability, you
better the odds you can keep your head on
straight, and not feel compelled to take the
first job that comes along.

Performing is an unstable profession. You will
face job -hunting - probably many times - in
the course of a career. How well you're pre-
pared will, in part, determine whether you
move up, or laterally. Don't leave it for the
last minute. PS: when you're unemployed, or
about to be, is the last minute.

"Motivating Your Best Employees"

Normally we think of "franchise players" in
sports. Charles Barkley, Shaq, or Joe Montana
are examples of players who can make or
break their respective clubs. That concept also
extends to radio. Some might consider
Howard Stern or G. Gordon Liddy or Rush
Limbaugh as radio's version of "Franchise
players."

He never quits, but looks
for the extra step which
will take your station to
the next level.

He lives and breathes radio, but has another
part of his life that he protects. He realizes
that balance is important.

She is the person other employees approach
first with an idea or problem.

He is the heart and soul of your station.

Unfortunately, not every station possesses a
"franchise player" who has all these attribut-
es. But every station does have one, two or
three key people who keep you in the game.

What are you doing to motivate and keep that
employee on your team? People like this need
certain things to keep going, or one day they
might just get going... to someone else.

Luckily, with this type of person, money is
very rarely the motivator. That doesn't mean
it isn't important, or that you can get away
with paying less than the going rate. But, it
means that this type of personality doesn't
need a bonus every few months to keep him
or her going. In fact, my experience is just the
opposite. A bonus is sometimes perceived as
an attempt to "buy" that person; to substitute
cash for real appreciation.

No, the answer is much simpler. Your franchise
players, your "dream" employees want two
things: recognition and the chance to con-
tribute. A simple thank you for a job well done,
a little extra time off, use of the station seats
at the ball park, and praise in front of others
are the types of rewards they respond to.
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ARTIST PROFILE

R.E.M.

"We wanted to make a really foxy record, raw and sexy, just spit it out," is how Michael Stipe
explains the "Monster" approach. "We were ready to throw out the rule book."

"I played guitar really loud," is Peter Buck's terse tactical overview. "It was a little like Spinal
Tap...You know, crank it up to eleven."

And while, as Stipe maintains, "There's nothing more boring than reacting to yourself," it's clear that
the impetus for the new album was hatched during the extensive, often painstaking studio crafting
that went into both "Automatic For The People{ and it's predecessor, "Out Of Time."

"The loud guitar approach was one we wanted to take on the last album," explains Mike Mills. "But
the material didn't lead us in that direction. This one was written on electric guitar. It never had a
chance to be acoustic."

Another key factor in what Mills refers to as "Monster's in your face attitude," was the band's deci-
sion, after a five-year hiatus, to begin touring again. "The decision to play helped to shape the
album," is how Bill Berry explains it. "We wanted to be able to do this stuff on stage." R.E.M. is get-
ting that opportunity now. They began a year -long `round -the -world tour last January in Australia.

"Monster" should ring some bells for those familiar with the band's roots, stretching back 14 years to
the wellspring of what has since become Alternative Rock. "In those days, we used to write songs
during sound check and play them that night at the show," recounts Berry. "We wanted to get a little
of that feel across on the record."

"What remains consistent," adds Mills, "is the songwriting. That, and the fun of making loud noise."

Showing trust enough in the person's judg-
ment to let her "run with the ball" on occasion
without tight supervision, allowing him to
take on a new project even if it is a stretch for
his abilities, and paying attention when she
talks to you, make the person feel worthwhile
and useful. Contributing to the organization
makes that person feel good.

Importantly, when visiting stations, I can tell
if management recognizes the crucial role
that "franchise players" perform in everyone's
success. How? By being able to tell which
employees are in this category simply by how
they are treated and responded to.

Think about your situation. Do you know who
your key people are? Are you doing what you
can to support them, nurture them, "grow"
them? With all the mediocre talent in radio
today, holding onto the best only makes com-
mon sense.

Joining her onstage during the
North American tour will be her long time
bassist Dean Fisher; `Become What You
Are" drummer Todd Philips; second gui-
tarist Ed Slanker; and Austin singer/song-
writer Lisa Mednick on keyboards. Jeff
Buckley and Cold Water Flat will open the
first 11 shows. The first leg of Hatfield's
tour will end June 30 in Salt Lake City...
Before hitting the road, Hatfield shot a
video for "What A Life," the follow-up sin-
gle to "Universal Heartbeat," with director
Phil Morrison (who also did "Heartbeat").

MYSTERIOUS EXPLETIVE ON JACK-
SON RECORD; VIDEO GRINDS ON:
You may hear an expletive deleted on
Michael Jackson's new single, "Scream," a

duet with his sister Janet. Sources say
that DJs are keeping the bleeper button
close at hand because of a possible four-
letter world used in the song. If so, is that
really the King of Pop uttering it? Nobody
in Jackson's camp is saying anything
about the alleged slip -of -the -lip, but the
cast of culprits could be extensive... Apart
from Jackson himself, vocal credit on
"Scream" is shared by a host of rappers,
background singers, and co -producers
Jimmy Jam and Terry Lewis. A 10 -day
shoot on the video for "Scream," at
Universal Studios, went almost around the
clock on some days. It involved hundreds
of dancers on a variety of stages.

BOYZ II MEN, GILL, LENNOX,
MIDLER & HOUSTON GET VH1 HON-
ORS: Boyz II Men will be honored for
their work with the Big Brothers/Big
Sisters of America at the Second Annual
VH1 Honors, June 22, at the Shrine
Auditorium, while Vince Gill will be
acknowledged for his work with victims of
the Oklahoma City bombing. Bette
Midler, Annie Lennox, and Whitney
Houston will also be honored for their
good deeds: Midler supports the
Manhattan Restoration Project; Lennox -

Foundation. The Foundation just gave
$125,000 to start a Time Out For Moms
Program in Harlem. It provides a physical
and emotional haven for women worn out
by parenting... VH1 Honors will create
awareness and raise additional funds for
an artist's favorite cause from tickets
priced at $25 to $125. All honorees will
perform at the show.

NEW ERASURE TUNE FOR DRAG
MOVIE: Erasure has written and record-
ed a new song for the soundtrack of
Wigstock: The Movie. The film, a documen-
tary on the 10th Anniversary of The
Transvestite Festival held every year in
New York's East Village, opens June 9.
The soundtrack will be out on Elektra
Records on July 11. Nancy Boy, with
Jason Nesmith and Donovan Leitch, con-
tribute a Rock song, "All That Glitters
(Come Out Come Out)." The rest of the
soundtrack is more of what you'd expect:
Deee-Lite, Rupaul, Marc Almond, Crystal
Waters, and Chic. A Wigstock founder,
Mistress Formika, offers a take on the
Beastie Boys "Fight For Your Right (To Be
Queer)." Some of the music is lip-synched
by the Drag Queens - who have been fea-
tured throughout the Festival's history.

BARKING BEATLES: The first 10,000
copies of Live From The Pound: The
Beatles, The Lost Tapes, began arriving in
stores in the U.S. The novelty record,
which has barking dogs doing such
favorites as "I Want To Hold Your Hand,"
"Can't Buy Me Love," "A Hard Day's
Night," and nine other Lennon -McCartney
classics, was a big hit in Australia. In the
U.S. it is being distributed by Michael
Viner's Dove Audio, a pioneer in audio
books - and the company that published
Faye Resnick's Nicole Brown Simpson: A
Life Interrupted. Live From The Pound:
The Beatles, The Lost Tapes shouldn't be
hard to spot in the bins. Just look for the
Abbey Road cover - with dogs... Viner
hasn't heard what the Beatles think of the
project.

R.E.M. FINALIZES SECOND NORTH
AMERICAN LEG OF TOUR: R.E.M.
has finalized the second North American
leg of what Michael Stipe calls the
Aneurysm '95 tour. It kicks off September
8 at the Miami Arena, and hits more than
three dozen cities before ending at the
Omni in Atlanta on November 18.
Phoenix, Las Vegas, and San Diego, three
of the cities that were to open the tour and
were canceled because of Bill Berry's ill-
ness, have now been set for late October
and early November - around the time of
the previously rescheduled Los Angeles
concerts. The first leg of the tour just got
underway, and continues to Madison
Square Garden on June 24. R.E.M. then
returns to Europe through July.

BRUSH WITH DEATH LEAVES R.E.M.
IN GOOD SPIRITS: Although it wasn't
the downpour that greeted Tom Petty and
Melissa Etheridge in the same outdoor
venue in recent weeks, there was intermit-
tent rain for the start of R.E.M.'s
Aneurysm '95 tour (as Michael Stipe has
started calling it). A sell-out crowd of
20,000 was on hand outside San Francisco
for the opening show of the band's first
U.S. tour in five years. Stipe's gallows
humor is a good indication that the band
has put the crisis behind them. His crack
was just one of several references to drum-
mer Bill Berry's medical problems, and
Berry himself even pretended to collapse
behind his drum kit. Since they've said
one reason that they stopped touring was
because they were tired of playing the
songs, it's no surprise that the two-hour
show opens with "What's The Frequency
Kenneth" and concentrates on "Monster,"
"Out Of Time," and "Automatic For The
People." "Losing My Religion" was whimsi-
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cally introduced as "a brand new song we
wrote last Thursday," while new songs
were called classics by Stipe, who was
back to peeling off a series of shirts during
the evening. "Everybody Hurts" is his
grandmother's favorite. The show also
includes "Get Up," "Pop Song '89,"
"Southern Central Rain," and it closes
with "It's The End Of The World As We
Know It (And I Feel Fine)."

Counting Crows

A GATHERING OF CROWS IS IMMI-
NENT: Adam Duritz wrote about half the
songs for a new Counting Crows album -
while the band was still on tour. Within
the next couple of weeks, he'll be getting
together with the rest of the band to finish
them off. They're hoping to start recording
around September for what will probably
be a '96 release. Producer and studio
haven't been chosen yet, but T -Bone
Burnett would probably be a good bet -
since he did their multi -platinum debut.
Tentative plans to start in March didn't
work out - because after the massive world
tour they did, Counting Crows members
needed a few months off to rest.

"I SWEAR," MUTT LANGE GET TOP
SONGWRITING AWARDS: "I Swear"
was named the Most Performed Song at
ASCAP's 12th Annual Pop Music Awards
at the Beverly Hilton Hotel in L.A. At the
Awards, the song was performed not by
All -4 -One or John Michael Montgomery,
but by the writers, Gary Baker and Frank
Myers. Peter Frampton opened the
evening by performing another of the Most
Played Songs Between Oct. 1, 1993 and
Sept. 30, 1994 - "Baby I Love Your Way."
Robert John "Mutt" Lange was Songwriter
of the Year for writing three of the most
played songs: "All For Love," "Please

Forgive Me," and "Said I Love You But I
Lied." More than 700 songwriters, pub-
lishers, and recording artists were on
hand for the event - which had Martin
Page and Siedah Garrett among the pre-
senters. Surviving members of Badfinger
and the families of the original band
accepted their award for "Without You,"
recorded by Mariah Carey.

END OF THE ROAD FOR MIKE
WATT's ALL-STAR BAND: Mike Watt's
All -Star Van Tour is over (after the final
show in San Diego). Watt's band includes
guitarist Nels Cline; drummer Michael
Preussner; and Vince Meghrouni on vocals
and sax (instead of Eddie Vedder and Dave
Grohl). Watt says that the two moonlight-
ing Grunge superstars seemed to enjoy
their "peek" into his world of the tour van,
with Vedder even asking one night to go
into the back office with him to settle up
with the club manager because he'd never
done that before. The attention that the
tour received because of their participation
annoyed Watt, especially when tickets to a
show at Tramps in New York were being
scalped for $100.

QUEEN THAT ALMOST SAVED HOL-
LYWOOD: Disney chief Michael Eisner
found a lot to crow about in a recent Los
Angeles Times business page report on
Hollywood Records: the Queen catalog, for
example. Purchased for $10 million, it has
generated about $94 million in revenue
since Freddie Mercury's death from AIDS
in November, 1991. According to Eisner's
figures, Hollywood Records has lost about
$10 million since it began operating in
1989, less than the cost of one film box
office flop.

INDIE MUSIC PUBLISHERS PICK
"LION," "WILD NIGHT": The two win-
ners of the Third Annual Association of
Independent Music Publishers' awards
have been announced. The winner for
Best Pre -Existing Song In A Motion
Picture was "The Lion Sleeps Tonight"
from The Lion King - while the award for
Best Cover Song went to "Wild Night,"
written by Van Morrison and recorded by
John Mellencamp. with Me'shell
Ndegeocello... The AIMP Music Awards
were first given in 1993 to recognize exist-
ing songs that were ineligible for either
Grammy's or Oscar Best Song competition.
The awards will be presented to the win-
ners at the Annual AIMP Members
Luncheon, June 16 in New York.

FORGET PARIS, SAGER COLLABO-
RATING WITH DAVE STEWART: With
her latest movie song from Forget Paris
already chartbound, Oscar nominee Carole
Bayer Sager has started collaborating
with Dave Stewart on her next film pro-
ject. And, she is preparing to record her
first new studio album in years - for
Geffen Records. Sager co -wrote "When
You Love Someone," which was recorded
by James Ingram and Anita Baker, with
Baker making a few changes to better
accommodate her vocal style. A video has
already been shot in Los Angeles... Sager
and Stewart are now working on music for
a Universal Pictures film, Grace Of My
Heart. The Forget Paris soundtrack,
meanwhile, has just been released.

CELINE DION RELEASES NEW
FRENCH ALBUM: Celine Dion has just
released a new album - but she won't be
touring the U.S. to support it. The French
Album contains 12 songs in Dion's native
language. She recorded it with France's
biggest Rock star, Jean -Jacques Goldman,
called the country's Bruce Springsteen.
D'Eux, as it is titled in France, entered the
charts at No. 1 when it was released there
four weeks ago, and it has remained there
ever since. The first single and video,
"Pour Que Tu M'Aimes Encore," has just
reached No. 1 as well. Dion plans a brief
tour of Europe before heading back into
the studio to record a new album. She
plans to do some of the songwriting herself
this time.

BON JOVI MOVIE DEBUT IN SEP-
TEMBER; FAR EAST TOUR UNDER-
WAY: Moonlight And Valentino with Jon
Bon Jovi in his film debut, has been set for
release in September. A fact -based
romance scripted by Neil Simon's daugh-
ter, Ellen, it stars Whoopi Goldberg,
Gwyneth Paltrow, Elizabeth Perkins, and
Kathleen Turner. Bon Jovi's sixth studio
album, These Days (produced by Peter
Collins), hits stores June 17... The band is
currently on a Far East tour where they
were greeted by hordes of gate crashers in
Jakarta, and became the first Rock band
to play the new Amdheri Sports Stadium
in Bombay.

BAD BRAINS SINGER BREAKS
MANAGER's NOSE AT BEASTIES
SHOW: The fate of Bad Brains' tour with
the Beastie Boys is up -in -the -air after a
bizarre incident at the first date where
Bad Brains' singer HR Broke his manag-
er's nose. Minutes before their set was to
begin in Montreal, when manager Anthony
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Countey went to retrieve HR from his
room, the singer flew into a rage and
refused to go onstage. HR attacked
Countey, breaking his nose and injuring
his hand, then turned on Earl Hudson,
Bad Brains' drummer and HR's brother.
HR was led from the venue in handcuffs,
but was released later that night. When
he tried to leave Canada and return home
to Los Angeles, he was stopped at the
Canadian border for possession of marijua-
na. The rest of the band returned to their
hometown of Woodstock. They were sup-
posed to be on the bill with the Beastie
Boys in at least seven cities... Bad Brains
just released a new album, God Of Love,
on Madonna's Maverick Records.

FIRST R&R HALL OF FAMER BERRY
DONATES COLLECTION: The first artist
ever inducted into the Rock And Roll Hall Of
Fame just made his contribution to the
museum. Chuck Berry donated one of his
trademark ES 355 Gibson guitars; original
lyrics for "Carol" and "School Days;" early
photos of himself at ages three and 11; a
1956 Royalty Statement from Chess
Records; plus posters, flyers, and costumes
from his 40 -year recording career. The

exhibit in the Ahmet Ertegun Exhibit Hall,
the museum's main exhibition area.

HUM BUGGED BY FIRST RECORD,
REDOES IT WITH LIPS PRODUCER:
Hum changed their tune a couple of times
before they were satisfied with their new
album, You'd Prefer An Astronaut. It
seems to be paying off! "Stars" is chart -
bound and later this month they'll com-
plete a video for it. They've been shooting
performance footage on a month -long tour
which just wrapped up. The final scenes
will be shot in a New Year's Eve -type
party atmosphere back home in lead
singer Matt Talbott's living room in
Champaign, Illinois... Hum found out the
hard way that producers and musicians
make good records, not studios. They had
to scrap the first version of You'd Prefer An
Astronaut, which they recorded at the
same studio where Nirvana did In Utero,
and re -do it with someone else - Keith
Cleversley (producer of the Hot Flaming
Lips record Transmissions From The
Satellite Heart). Hum's disc underwent a
title change too. They were thinking of
calling it Girls And Drugs, but changed it
(for obvious reasons) to a line from the
song "I'd Like Your Hair Long." They
changed producers, according to drummer
Bryan St. Pere, because the first disc
"sounded like we felt - tense and awk-
ward." "You have your psychedelic produc-
ers and then you have your Rock produc-

ers," said St. Pere. "He can do both, which
is what we try to do."

VIDEO DEBT LEAVES
SMITHEREENS IN AWKWARD SPOT:
The Smithereens are wrapping up their
six -week tour, which began shortly after
the release last month of a greatest hits
package, Blown To Smithereens. Guitarist
Jim Babjak claims that they weren't tour-
ing as much to support the album as to
"loosen up" before spending the summer
writing; they will be heading back into the
studio in September. Babjak explains that
one reason for their awkward situation -
touring when Capitol Records released the
hits album while they're preparing to
record their second for RCA - is because
of money they still owe to Capitol for
videos. Thirteen clips at an average of
$100,000 a pop does add up! In July,
Capitol will also put out an album of
Smithereens B sides and rarities, which
will include the first song that they ever
recorded, "Time And Time Again," back in
1980. A different version made it on to
their first record. A compilation tape of all
the band's videos will also be hitting the
market... According to Babjak, the

next album with producer Don Dixon, who
has produced three of their albums: their
debut Especially For You; 1988's Green
Thoughts; and last year's A Date With The
Smithereens - that sold the least of any of
their records - so RCA may feel that it's
time for a change, says Babjak.

Montell Jordan

MONTELL JORDAN SCOOPS ICE
CREAM IN HARLEM: More than 300
fans braved the Harlem rain to meet
Montell Jordan at a Ben and Jerry's Ice
Cream Shop. The franchise is owned by
Harkhome, a privately run holistic hous-
ing program for men, which also provides

job opportunities for the inhabitants.
Jordan signed autographs for two hours
beginning about 3:30. The last 15 minutes
he spent scooping ice cream, a good job for
an artist who records his eighth week at
No. 1 with "This Is How We Do It."
Jordan's single has just been certified plat-
inum. He's now off to rehearse for his tour
with Boyz II Men and TLC.

THE DENTISTS KEEP DRILLING
WITH "DEEP SIX": The English band,
The Dentists, are hoping to continue the
momentum they began to build up with
the release last year of Behind The Door I
Keep The Universe with their new album,
Deep Six. Behind The Door got good
reviews, lots of airplay, and it led to a six -
week tour with Shonen Knife. The
Dentists just launched Deep Six with a
show in London, and they're hoping to
make it to the U.S. for a tour by July...
The quartet recorded with Sonic Youth
and Dinosaur, Jr producer Wharton Tiers.

ALAN PARSONS TO MAKE U.S. PER-
FORMING DEBUT THIS SUMMER:
After 11 albums, 25 million in sales, and a
25 -year career that has produced 11
Grammy nominations, Alan Parsons is
finally set to make his U.S. performing
debut this summer. Parsons began live
performances last year on a European tour
- which resulted in The Very Best Live (a
new album due out June 27 on RCA
Victor). It includes live versions of a dozen
of his hits, plus three new songs recorded
earlier this year. Parsons no longer works
with his longtime collaborator, Eric
Woolfson. But his band does include two
other members of the original Alan
Parsons Project, guitarist Ian Bairnson
and keyboardist Andrew Powell. Flying
Pickets member Gary Howard and Chris
Thompson handle vocals. Top English ses-
sion players complete Parsons' seven piece
band. Parsons says, "One reason for doing
concert now - rather than in the past - is
because recent developments in technology
have made a huge difference in the ability
to reproduce a lot of the sounds. Now we
can be very careful not to use tapes to any
significant degree," he says. Parsons' tour
kicks off July 26 in Santa Fe, New Mexico
- and will play 15 cities before ending in
Cincinnati on August 24.

ADINA HOWARD TAKES "FREAK" ON
THE ROAD: Adina Howard embarked on
her first tour in Boston. She will be mak-
ing appearances and playing clubs nation-
wide until July. Howard performed at the
Move To Groove Fashion Ball at the House
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of Blues in Los Angeles. She was the only
musical performer at the evening of fash-
ion and dance to raise funds for the AIDS
Project L.A.... Howard's album, Do You
Wanna Ride was certified gold on May 2.
A new single, "My Up And Down," was just
released. The CEO of the label (Howard
Records For Mecca Don) is Gerry Griffith,
who claims discovering Whitney Houston
among his credits. Howard has made the
small label so successful, it has just
announced plans to open a new state-of-
the-art production facility in Charlotte,
North Carolina in early July. The goal is
to make Charlotte a musical mecca - the
way that L.A. and Babyface put Atlanta on
the map with Laface - or the way that
Jimmy Jam and Terry Lewis did with
Minneapolis when they opened Flyte
Tyme. Freak Like Me may be the most
controversial record since Gillette's Short
Short Man. Complaints about it from
women come as a shock to Howard. "This
is the '90s," says Howard. "Women should
talk openly about sex and quit being pas-
sive. Women can say they're horny and
not be considered whores."

Baby boomers will be delighted with two new
CDs that chronicle the long -forgotten musical
genre known as Bubblegum. Varese Sarabande
has issued Bubblegum Classics Volume One and
Two, both are collections guaranteed to create a
cavity or two with their frothy harmonies and
sugar-coated melodies. Unfairly dismissed at
the time by critics as innocuous and musically
barren - the same critics who were more taken
with the so-called progressive sounds of its day
like Iron Butterfly - Bubblegum music to
this day has its fair share of die-hard support-
ers. One of those supporters is Pete
Townshend, who hailed "Yummy, Yummy,
Yummy" by the Ohio Express as one of his
favorite songs. Buttressed by informative liner
notes including interviews with the likes of Jeff
Barry, Bobby Hart, Tommy Roe, Ritchie
Cordell, and Ron Dante (the lead vocalist on
all those Archies hits) among others, each disc
is packed with 20 infectious gems which include
such standouts as "I'm A Believer" by The
Monkees, "I Think We're Alone Now" by
Tommy James & The Shondells, "Indian
Giver" by 1910 Fruitgum Company, "I Think
I Love You" by the Partridge Family, "Yummy,
Yummy Yummy," "Will You Be Staying After
Sunday?" by the Peppermint Rainbow, and
"Capt. Groovy And His Bubblegum Army" by
the group of the same name. Essential listen-
ing for the musically unprejudiced.

Maurice DeVoe, M.D., KKBT(The Beat)ILos Angeles
Give us a brief Maurice DeVoe history

I started interning at WUSL/Philadelphia,
1985. In 1986, I went to WSBG/Stroudsburg,
where I was a part-timer. Then I went to
WAEB/Allentown. I was kind of like a music
assistant to Eric Johnson. I stayed there till
1990. Then I went to WKSS/Hartford with
Jefferson Ward, where I did overnights and
eventually got elevated to Music Director. In
1991 I went WIOQ/Philadelphia for three
years, where I did overnights, then late nights
as Assistant Music Director, then Music
Director. I then left and stated my extensive
record company career at Priority Records for
a month. Then, in October of 1994, I came here
to THE BEAT as Music Director.

Describe the typical BEAT listener

A BEAT listener is someone 18-49 who just
enjoys music. The typical listner is always someone just bobbing thier
head.

Take us inside THE BEAT music meeting?

Basically it's Keith Naftaly, Harold Austin, Mariama Snyder,
and myself(and the 300 records I recieve that day from the labels).
The four of us sit down for a couple of hours and just listen to music.
We then discuss the songs, discuss the vibe from the streets, and then
sit down and vote for the best songs for our station. The meetings
take place on Mondays. Oh, if it's getting late, and we are about to
miss Melrose Place, we'll wait to do it on Tuesday mornings.

Be honest...who is your favorite Bell, Biv or (Mario) Devoe?

Hard choice but I would have to pick Mario. He's my best friend but I
haven't heard from him in awhile.

How often are you in the streets getting the vibe?

Basically, I try to be out as much as possible. The Music Director job
here tends to take up a lot of time. So I listen to a lot of my street guys,
a lot of my mixers, and everybody on the street team is always out.
They always come back and give me a report. At least once a week, I
try to get out there and talk to people and see what is going on.

What three songs sound awesome on the

Right now anything by the Isley Brothers
sounds awesome on The Beat. Montell Jordan
"This Is How We Do It" customized version for
us, so everyone loves that. And Total "Can't
You See". A Total KKBT song.

You have a position many young pro-
grammers would love, you're working
with Keith Naftaly, Your thoughts.

Working with Keith has been like a dream
come true for me. I had to be patient about
that. For young programmers patience is the
key. What I mean by that is not to sit back and
wait; go out and make things happen, but don't
become a nuisance. Know your boundaries, set
goals and work towards each goal. This was
my goal, and I worked hard to get to it.

How has Harold Austin (The BEAT APD) influenced you?

Well I was an angel before I arrived in L.A.; but now Harold has cor-
rupted me. (Only kidding). Harold is a mastermind. He is very articu-
late, and pays attention to detail. He has such a passion for this busi-
ness. It's been great working with him. I've learned so much from him
in the short time that we have worked together here at the BEAT.

What has been your biggest achievement to date?

#1 is becoming Music Director at the #1 Contemporary Urban station
in the U.S.! #2 would be in Philadelphia, when we were #2 in the
market, and helping the programming team achieve that. That's a
great achievement in my career.

What's next on the agenda for Maurice Devoe?

Right now there are just alot of things happening in my life.
Especially with this station, there are a lot of opportunities. What's
going to happen has not exactly been said yet, but I think there is a
lot of opportunity right here at Evergreen for me to grow. We've
talked about it and they've expressed interest. I would like to stay
with this company for a long time because I believe it's been one of
the best companies that I've worked for, and hopefully, I'll ascend up
the ladder to APD and someday PD . It's just that a lot of things are
going on here right now, and that's exciting!
